continued his regular Tuesday after-
noon discourse on the Passion of
Christ at the Convent of the Little
Sisters of the Company of Mary,
taking up for consideration the false
accusations preferred against Our
Lord, to +wit: preaching seditious
doctrines, teaching the people to re-
fuse to pay tribute to (aesar, and
stirring up revolution; Christ’s an-
swers to Pilate’s interrogation; the
clamoring for His life by the Jews;
Pilate’s attempt to rid himself of
the case; the scourging with leather

‘thongs armed with sharp iron stars;

the crowning with thorns and other
indignities; and the final passing of
sentence to be crucified and handing
over of Our lord to the Centurion.
The lessons to be drawn from this
chupter of the drama wwere the su-
blime gentleness with which Our
Lord submitted; that holiness is no
guarantee against suffering; and that
we as the subjects of a thorn-crown-
ed King must expect and rejoice to
share in the sufferings of our Mas-

ter. On Friday, March 30th, Fa-
ther Fleming preached a sermon at
the Church of St. George and the

English Saints on “The Church as a
Divine Organization,”” from the text
“)My Kingdom is not of this world.”
The Church militant, he con-
sists of o body and a soul.

MCR. VAUGHAN’S SERMON.— At
the San Silvestro in Capite, the Very
Rev. Mgr. Vaughan preached a re-
markable sermon on the Divine or-
igin of the Catholic Church. The
text he chose was: “‘‘For this was
I born, and for this came I into the
world that I should give testimony
to the truth. Every one that is of
the truth heareth My voice.”” It was
a sermon that should be printed
and circulated among all those who
hold that the written word contain-
ed and teaches all that is nesessary
to our salvation, and that beside
this word there is no infallible au-
thority on earth. The preacher point-
ed out that Christ ITimself never
wrote a word:; that he commanded
IIis disciples not to write and pub-
lish, but to teach and preach; that
Hle did not sav: ‘‘who read My
Word,”” but ‘‘who heareth you hear-
eth Me” ; that the New Testament
was written long after His Ascen-
sion by different persons and at dif-
ferent places, that the various books
which were but records of the prin-
cipal events of Our I.ord’s life on
earth, or admonitions addressed
sometimes to a nation, sometimes to
n church or only to a single indivi-
dual, were never meant to teach all
of Christian doctrine; that there
were a great number of these, and
that it was only three hundred
vears after Christ that the Church in
her infallibility decided which were
inspired and iwhich were not. Either
the Church is infallible, and then we
must accept all she commands, or
she is not, and then we do not know
whether all or any of the books of
the New Testament were inspired, or
if, perchance, some of the inspired
writings were among those rejected.

As is well known, the remuneration
which the Catholic clergy receive for
their services is-not strictly speaking
a payment from the State; it is sim-
Ply a form of restitution for the ec-
clesiastical property unjustly confis-
cated at the Revolution. Successive
Governments in fixing the secale of
stipends have not erred on the side
of generosity, tlie amount in most
cases being much below what is
usually considered the living wage

of an ordinary working man. In the

great majority of cases the parish
priest has no more than fifty or six-
ty pounds a year, his ‘‘vicaire,’’ or

assistant, from twenty-five to thirty,
and even when supplemented by the
‘‘casuel,”’ or fees, the amount of his
income is hardly suflicient to enable
him to defray his necessary expenses.
As o rule, the parishes are small, the
people in the rural districts relative-
ly poor, and the “‘casuel’’ brings in
but little, so that unless the priest
has private means his budget at the
end of the year must often show a
deficit. The increase voted the other
day by the Chamler on the proposal

of the Government is regulated by
the age of the clergyman, and the
number of years he has passed in
the parochial ministry. For a par-

ish priest of the first class the an-
nual stipend is fixed at 1,100{.; the
minimum for a parish priest of the
second class at 1,400f., the maximum
1,800f.; for chaplains and curates
the minitnum is to be 80uf., and the
maximum 1,000f. M. IHellepute, the

turally reduce the number of casual-
ties. Another point in favor of the
smaller number of players is the fact
that it wonld in many instances,
paradoxical as it may seem, Dbe the
means of strengthening several clubs.
Frequently a club can get together,
ten or eleven first-class men. and the
twelftll is a stumbling block. ane
weak man on a team is a consider-
able handicap if the other side have
an even dozen of good ones.  Now
there are several of the smaller clubs
who could muster nine men. Another
point in favor ol the change is that
it would likely be an incentive in the
larger clubs to steadier practice. as
the chances Tor getting on the lirst
team would be reduced, and only the
most faithinl ot their work wonld he
selected. These are several arguaments
which might he advanced as regards
reducing the number. The objection
may he made that in large ticlds Tike
the M. A or Shamrocek grounds.

the tercitory to he covered by nine
men weonld be too great. Itomay e
said that twelve nen ean have all
they can do on these erotnds. and
alter o sty hall hoar ginne the
sprinting gualities  are  pretty  well

taken out of o mman, and his lees and
Lreathing apparatus need every min-
ute of the rest altowed. The reduce-
tion, in the opinion of some people.
wonld most affect the playecs in the
ficld, on wWhom the burden of fast
running falls. On large crounds the
work would be too hard., and  the
fielders would be pumped out early in
the gaitw. This  ssems the principal
drawback to  the propoesed change.
But it must bhe borne in mind that
the defence end of a team, under the
new conditions,  would be  brought
more actively  into  play generally.
The suggestion is an excellent one.
and President Pittaway, of the S

nior League, should take the earliest
opportunity of bringing it before the
clubs. .

GOAI XNXETS, — Another innova-
tion spoken of is the introduction of
goal nets. This would cortuinly ease
considernbly the duty of the umpire.
1t would also prevent him from hear-
ing some of the kind things which in
the past have been sanid about him.
On the tield he had recognized the
voice of sonie dear friends iinpugn his
honesty by hurling at the back of his
head the coarse word “robber,” and
he vowed inwardiy that never again
would ne break bread in that man's
house, or eat of his salt. until he bad
first broken his nose,  1Poor man, he
feels sure he has been honest all his
life since he gave up climbing apple

trees; but the word “‘robber” still
tingles in his ecarvs,

This would have been avoided by
the use of goal nets. Of course, the

other point to be taken into consi-
deration is the play behind the flags,

Will it not hamwper the goal-keeper,
and  do  away with much brilliant
plav? That is a guestion to be con-

sidered.

OFFICIAL REFEREES, — Another
question to come up for discussion in
the near future will be that of ofli-
cial referecs. the suggestion  being
that a board be appointed who will
eleet their own chairman and  place
oilicials without the unsatisiactory
delay of waiting for ¢lubs to mutual-
1y agree. This would be a move in
the right direction. Two other sug-
grstions have been made in this mat-

ter. One is that referee and umpires
<shbnld bhe taken from the town in
which  the match is played. This

schieme has only one thing in its fav-
or: that is saving expenses; it would
he fmpracticable in the smaller towns
where evervhaody  knows  everybody
else: and if his teaan lost the lite of
the veferee for a week or twa would
Iw ke that of an Ishmaelite.

The secomd snggestion is that the
referec should come from the oppos-
i town: Tor instance, if Toronto is

playing in Ortawa, a Toronto man
shonid  otficiante-  This  method  has
some advantagces:  because after the

veferee i escapead and got his train
Lhe would be a1 home, and in no im-
nediite danger. 1o wonhl  not be
airaid 1o show himseli on the streets
af the town in which he lived.,  And
then, again, it wonld ease the feel-
ings of the townspeople whose pets

bud  beenn defeated to say things
about him at long range. They would
never hurt him, because he would
not hear them  unless  some  kind
friend or a long distance telephon»
were made use of. It is a ticklish

question, is the nucleus of much food
tor thought, and will stand o lot of
talking abonut before it is arranged.

DIVISION OF PLAY. — Still an-
other point under djscussion among
lacrosse men is the style of play.
Some there are who would like to
sce Rugby methods introduced, that
is playing two half-hours from each
end of the field, no rest between
gawmes, and a quarter of an hour's
rest between halves:  while others
have a scheme Dby which four
quarter hours would be played with
a rest of ten minutes between quart-
ers, thus making the time limits for
o match as at present. The former
idea. has one serious drawback to the
team who lost the toss, for the sun
is. an imporiant lactor in catching
long passes. Jt would be of distinct
advaniage to the public, however,
who like lacrosse, but who dag not
like too much of it, and who dis-
like breaking up family arrangements
by arriving home an hour too late
for dinner, if the latter change came
into force. 'The complicated system
of time-keeping might be looked in-
to profitably in this connaction.

CITAMPIONSHIP HONORS, — The
decision of the chumpionship, or ra-
ther the method of deciding it, is
keeping some ardent lacrosse men
awake nights doing mental arithme-
tic. Ther2 is a growing feeling that
the number of matches won should
not be decisive, but that o champion-
ship should depend on the aggregate
of goals scored during the season of
scheduled matches. The billiard and
bowling men have found Lhis system
very satisfactory, and there is one
strong point in its favor-—it would

practically abolish tied muatches at
the end of the scason. But again,
there is an objection. T.et us  sup-

pose a case not probable but pos-
sible. Suppose two Jeading clubs are
running <uach other very closely when
a goal or two on the aggregate may
mean  the championship, and sup-
pose at the end of the scason one of
these clubs is opposed by an easy
one, who may have thought itself in-
qured by @ vote in the schedule mak-

ing or by some other cause. The
wigk celub has no chance  for  the
championship. but there is a  little
gridge  for the  other  leading
cluly - with  whom  they are not
playing  that day, A little las-
situde or  carelessness  may  give
their present  opponents sufli-

cient goals to win out the champion-
zhip on the aggregate figures. O
course, il is not probable, but it is
well within the range of possibilities,
and possibilities are sometimes  im-
portant factors in the decision of a
championship. .

Altogether there is much to be
thought about in the management of
the coming lacrosse season, which
promises to be more interesting than
for some years back.

IN IRELAND.

PO SOOI Y e

THE QUEEN'S VISP —We  have
always had a profound respect  for
the editorial expressions of the lon-
don  CUniverse”—cespecinlly - on all
Catholic subjects and cqually  so on
Irish matters. I anyvthing could in-
crease that rood opinion formed ol a
contemporary, we believe it wonld
be the  timely. calin aml patriotic
cditorial in the issue of Tih April. on
““Fhe Queen in Ireland.””

Alter  a somewhat good humored

account of a trip across the Irish
sea—which. by the way, is owe of
the roughest on the Mlantic — the
“Universe' sanvs —

“However dissatistied 1the people ol
Ireland may be on account of the ill-
treatment of ages, they have always
drawn o ¢lean line between the Sov-
creign and the Government. To Her
Majesty they impiite no blame,  Up-
on the heads of her advisers. how-

ever, they pile  all  their charges,
while her statesinen in turn excuse
{lwir actions on  the grouna that

they are in the hands of the clectors,
whese representatives and  servants
they ure. It is  all very well to
dodyge the responsibility in this way,
whilst the Government puupers 1'ro-

testantism at. the expense of the
Catholie popnlation. Not only have
P’rotestants all the educational  ad-
vantages at thejr feet, but they oc-

cupy nearly all the best employments
in every Government department.”’

And it adds (—

“*No  one doubted for a mowment
that the Queen would receive an en-
thusinstic welcome. Nor did any one
imagine that the slightest unpleas-
antness would mar the pleasure of
the visit. The national aspirations
of the people are not in the least af-
fected by the presence of the Queen
in Ireland, The desire for scli-gov-
ermnent swill remain and keep its
firm grip on the hearts of the Irish
race when the royul tour is at an
end. It is no wish of the Irish
masses Lo impart to IHer Majesty's
trip any political complexion what-
ever.”’

This is the exact situation in a
nut-shell. Moreover, the Nationalist
view of the event was clearly defin-
ed in the resolution of the Dublin
Corporation, which we publish else-
where in this issue, under the head-
ing ‘‘Harrington's Resolution.” The
Irish people, and the Jrish leaders
wish to pay due homage to the ven-
erable Sovereign and noble type of
womanhootl—Queen Vicloria: in so
doing, however, thev wish it 1o he
thoroughly understood that not tLhe
Queen’s  presence, nor any other
cvent can possibly shake their deter-
mination to secure n Tocal T.orisla-
ture of their own.

"Time will unfold the motives which
caused Ter DMajesty to visit the
neighboring island. While tha papers
arc vaguely hinting at a desire t{o
raise an Irish regiment, none have
gonce so far as Lo positively make
[ such an assertion. But, be the mo-
., tives what they may, not a few are
speculating wupon the resulis. The

same writer in another  paragraph,
SUNS 1—
“When iler Brittanic Majesty  has
returned 1o Fngland is  lreland  to
look ifor any schewte for the better
government of the country—a Cath-
olic University Bill. for instance, or
sieh an expansion of local  govern-
ment o would bring it nearer to the
heart's desire of the nation—naunie-
Iy, o degislative assembly cmpowered
to make the Inws of the land?”
Leaving this  guestion  uananswer-
ed.  we  take  the last paragraph.
equally consisting of questions that
only the lapse of jears can abswer .
“Speaking at a public mecting
some days ago, an ex-M.I'. dor an
Irish constitueney gave it as his con-
vietion that o Home Rule  sysicm
would gradually develop itself out of
the roval visit. We should  be very
clad to believe that the ex-member’s
impression will prove (o have been
well-founded. But, whilst  many are
hopeful that Tretand will reap some
solid advantages, the majority of the
Irish peaple have been so often dis-
appuinted Wt it is nearly impossi-
ble to convinee them that any bene-
fit to their country will ¢come out of
the visit of the Queen. It  takes
years and years to squeeze an act of
lugtice  put of the Writish Parlia-
inent. Catholic emancipation was
positively promised as an immediate
consequence of the lnion. For twen-
ty-nine years the promisc remained
unfulfilled. and was then only grant-
ed in order to avert n civil war.
Trish Catholics have been fifty years
appealing to the louse of Cotmmnons
for a Catholic University Rill. When

may they hope to get (t? If the
Irish are discontented who is to
blame 2"’

The only fault to be found with

Her Majesty, is that _she so long ne-
glected Ireland,—and while it is per-
fectly recognized that she is more a
figure-head than a governing power,
and that she could not even control
her own advisers in matters of pol-
iey, still her attitude may impart an
impelus Lthat would eventually result
in a closer attention to the needs of
Ireland—and this, of itself, would
inevitably have to lead to such leg-
islation as would mect the views of
the Irish people.

AR, TTARRINGTON'S RESOLU-
TLON.—At a reeent meeting of the
Corporation inunense num-
bers Hocked to witness the passage,
or at least the discussion of Mr,
Harrington's resolution regarding
the address to ITer Majesty on her
arvival in the Trish Capitnl. The gal-
levies were filled, and little interest
was shown in whal is hampering.
The scene changed, however, as soon
as Mr. Harrington rose to move his
resolution. Ile was received with
prolonged cheering. Mis speech vas
commenced all round for its modera-
tion and tact. The only jarring note
in (he proccedings was that intro-
duccd by Mr. Brady, and he had on

more than one occasion to be called
to order by the Lord Mayor.

The motion read thus :—

‘““That inasmuch as a section of the
U nionist L'ress in.UGreat Britain and
Ireland have misinterpreted the vote
of the Council to present an address

of welcome to JIler Majesty as an
abandonment of our claim Jfor Na-
tional self-government, this Council,
assembled on the Centenary  of  the

passing of the Act of Union, hereby
declares that this Act was obtained
by fraud and shameful corruption ;
that the people of this country  can
never give to the systent of Govern-
ment so established their loyal sap-
port, and that, so far as the vast
body ol the people are  concerned,
there will e neither contentinent nor
Josalty in this country until onr Na-
tional Parliatent is restored.”
After o warm debate in which sev-
cral members of the Coupcil  took
part, Mr. Narrington said thar by a
dignified expression of opinion  on
their part the Nationalists  should
make it clear that no recent event
indicated an abandomuent  of  their
principles.  He was satisfied from the
cxpressions he had heard there that
they had set themselves rielit before
the  public. 1le could asgsure lis
Unionist colleagues that there was
no man there nor outside who had
greater respect for the feelings  of
those who diffiered from him than he
had. Jle hoped they would all man-
age to live happily together in 4his
country. as Sir Robert Sexton |had
said, but to live happily togasther
was in no wayx inconsistent with the
possession by This country of  the
right fo manage its. own internal af-

fairs and legislate for its own peo-
ple. Tle and those who acted swith
him were quite as anxious as  Ald.

Ireland that no unpleasant incident
should mar the characler of Ireland
for chivalry and hospitality. While
they held their opinions and swould
fight for them, and express them
manfully and boldly, they would he
iruly sorry, indeed, that, under the
shelter of holding these opinions,
anyone should, by any act, indiscre-
tion. or, word, bring discredit on the
noble cause with which these opin-
ions were associated.

The result of the vote subsequently
taken was 49 for and 4 against the
motion. ‘This result was rececived
with loud cheers.

A NEW ALLAN LINER.

The new Allan Line steamer ““Tu-
nisian,” of 10,576 tons gross, arriv-
ed in the Mersey last week from Glas-
The vessel has been built for

gow.
the Canadian service by DMessrs.
Alexander Steplien and Sons, Clyde,

and, to accept the words of a gen-
tleman pre-eminently qualified by vir-
tuec of his position to express’ an opi-
nion. the vessel is about as perfect
an example of the combined passon-
ger and cargo vessel which the naval
architect’s science and the skill of
the shipbuilder and engincer can pro-
duce. The speed that the vessel at-
tained was 16.875 knois per hour
As the passenger is usually  chiefly
concerned with  the accommedation
which a vessel may ofter, we depart
somewhat from the usual custom,
and at the outset make reference to
surh as it exists on board the Tuni-
sian. The accommodation of the Tu-
nisian is on the four upper decks,
viz., the upper deck, the saloon
deck, the bridge deck, and the pro-
mewade deck above the bridge deck.
First and second-class passcngers are
carried amidships, where, of course,
there is a minimum of motion. On
the promenade deck above the bridge
docle ure suites of rooms “‘en luxe.”’
These apartments are self-contained,
and include bedrooms, sitting-rooms,
and bath and lavatory accommoda-
tion “en suite.”” and thus afford Can-
adian voyvagers a retirement and lux-
ury hitherto unapproached in any
vessel running between this country
and the Dominion.

.The Tunisian, which, by tho way,
has one well-proportioned funnel and
two masts, started on her initial
trip, under the command of Captain
Vipond, who is well known to Atlan-
tic voyagers as the commander of
the Parisian.

LUCKY BARBERS,

‘““have beggars’’ was a term of re-
proach which the great O’Connell
used to fling at Chief Secretaries for
Ireland, whither they were sent to
learn the husiness of statesmanship.
Being inexperienced politicians, they
were considered good enough to gov-
ern the Irish, O'Connell’s jibe was
based upon the ancient custom of set-
ting apprentice barbers to shave the
beggars, becuuse they paid nothing,
and therefore it did not matter how
roughly they were scraped by the
‘prentice hand. In O'Connell’s time
the Irinces of commercial wealth
Were scarte. 'I'hey are more plentiful
now, espetiaflly in America, and one
of the consequences is that there are
such persons as “‘shave millionaives”
in the great Republic. A notable
onne  of the new  order is Thomas
Whalen, of Chicago, who nets ncarly
£600 a year by shaving four million-
aires. By Lwo of his opulent clients
he is paid £15 a wmonth, by one £10,
and by the fourth £7. Whethet they
are at home or abroac Whalen's sal-
ary  is  paid as regularly as the
months glide by. The lucky barber
keeps o fast irotter, which flies with
him every morning from house to
house. Between 6 and 9 a.m. his
work is done, and his day’s business
is over so far as the millionaires are
concerned. How mueh Whalen makes
out of his shops—of which he ap-
pears to have many—who can tell ?
we, at all events, may boast that no
“shave beggar'’' is he.—~London Uni-
vorse.

True patriotism, remarked Rev. Fa-
ther Kavanagh, in his recent admir-

able address at Thurles, has ever
been linked with other virtues.

THE CAPTIVE TIIRUSH., — Oné
day a Lochaber lad caught -a thrush,
and took it home. No cage wag. ti
be had, so the bird was placed in &’
basket with a lid. The boy’s mo-
ther having told the Rev. Dr.
Stewart of the capture, the minister
—a naturalist well known through-

land—came to sece the bird. Whilst
they were all {alking about the pri-
soner, the lad spies a similar bird on
an elder bush, and Dr. Stewart at
once noticed that this was the cap-
tive’s mate. Il persuaded the boy
to put the basket outside. This was
done, and by-and-by the male bird
flewv down and began caressing the
prisoner in many pretty xways. Then
he attacked the basket lid furiously,
hoping to peck a hole in it Dbig
enough for his consort to escape by.
This so touched the boy’s mother,
and even the boy, that tihe latter
agreed to let the captive free. Tak-
ing the basket back to the spot
where the thrush had been caught,
the lid was opened and the Dbird
flew off with a wild screamw of de-
light, its mate joining it in the
wood—both thrushes, no doubt, hap-
pier far than kings.

A WORD FOR THE SPARROW.—
Why should the English sparrow be
considered such a pest? Any one who
takes the trouble to consider their
habits will sce that much that has
been said about them is untrue. They
are not so quarrelsome as the pettied
canary, and much less greedy. They
arc considerate of their fellows, and
ready to help them in trouble. And
they arc so cheeriul and active—al-~
ways on the alert, no matter how
gloomy the day—that a group of the
bright-eyed, chattering things is a
practical illustration of the beauties
of contentment. Sparrows should be
protected, not only for the good
they do, but for (he pleasure they
bring ecven to the slums of great
cities, enlivening even the garrets of
the sick with their gentle chirrup.
They are undoubtediy the scavengers
of cities, clearing awa) waste from
every corner, and they have brought
soft and loving feclings to the heart
of the roughest prisoner, who from
his  stinted pittance of bread and
water will save no small share for
the sparrows at his window grating.
They are the best of inscct destroy-

ers; they have atlached themselves
to man most conflidently; they are
beings with flesh and blood and
Lrains. and most affectionate in their
own way ta those that love and
care for them. Thercfore let us care

for and protect them in summer as
well as in winter. IFor although the
farmer may have good reason 1o ob-
ject to their presence about their
grain stacks, there are many reasons
for encouraging them to thrive in our
cities.

FLIES AND RODS. — Although
there «are more than a thousand
styles of flies wanuiactured for ang-
lers, the old standard flies, first pat-
terned in Lngland over a  hundred
yeurs ago, are still regarded with
favor by sportsmen. Makers are turn-
ing out new flies every day and add-
ing to the list Kept by sporting
goods houses, but expert fishermen
tind that some of the old patterns
cannot be improved upon. The
couchman, grizzly  king, prolessor,
brown hackle, and black gnat flics
are over u hundred years old, and
still hold the fisherman’s affections.
Another thing noticeable is the dii-
ference in the fishing rods. Years ago
a man would whip a stream with a

rodd weighing from nine to  twelve
ounces. The rods of the present day
run  from  two o tive ounces in
weight. The rods are now built. on
different, lines, and are shorter. A
good  serviceable five-ounce rod is
aboul nine feet long. Almost.  overy-

thing used Ly fishermen nowadays is
constructed on more scientific prin-
ciples.

ANDMAL CIHIVALRY. — No  self-
respecting dog bites a fetuala oxcept
in the extremest need of sclf-defence,
though the female, as n rule, has no
scruple whatever about punishing to
the full extent of her power any in-
dividual of the opposite sex that
happens to be inferior to her in size
or strength. So strong is this up-
willinghess {o sirike a female that
few male hounds will nttack a she-

woll or even follow her trail. Some-
thing of the same deference to the
gentler sex may be scen among
horses.  Although a  horse  will
promptly attack any other horse
that may intericre with him. either
in the field or in harness, he will
very seldom attack n mare. TFarm

horses which cannot he worked a-
longside of any other horse on ac-
count of their savage tempers may be
safely yoked in double harness with
a mare. Mares, on the other hand,
will attack their own or the oppo-
site sex without the slighiest hesita-
tion whenever they feel disposcd, yet
I have never scen scrious or retalia-
tory resistance officred by the latter.

OSTRICH ‘“ TELEPHONING.” —
When the eggs on the ostrich farms
of California are at the point of
hatching, says Charles ¥'. Holder, a
curious tapping of the shells may be
heard. This the keepers call ** {ele-
phoning.”” 'The sound is caused by
the chicks inside the eggs endeavor-
ing to hreak out. Thosc which ean-
not casily emerge are assisted by the
mother bird, which will someiimes
break an egg from which the tele-
phoning is heard by pressing it care-
Tully, and will then pid the ¢hieck to
get out. At the Pasadena farm the
sight of & boy viding an ostrich as
he would a pony may sometimes be
seen.

PLANTS FROZEN TN- SHTPMINT.

—It not iifrequently occurs that
phu)l;s shipped late in the fall or
during the winter season, in mijld

weather, are caught en route by se-
vere | weather and become frozen.

*1 WANT NO CHILDREN.”

such is the title of an article in the
currcnt number of “Young's Magaz-
ine,”’ from the pen of Emanuel I.e-
oy, The writer contends that one
of the great menaces to the stability
of the Awmerican nation is the senti-
ment of repugnance for motherhood
that seems to daily increase amongst
the fashionable wives of the richer
citizens. Dossibly thev might enjoy
the caresses of an infant, but they
feel that such delights cost too many
sacrifices. Society has more claims
upon thim than home ever could
have. Although the writer of the ar-
ticle in question, and the magazine
itself scem to have nothing in com-
mon with the Catholic Church, still
he pays a fine and highly merited
tribute to the holy influence of Catlh-
olicity in such matters. He says

“he Catholic TFaith {mpregnated
motherhood as the divine blessing of
tod. It is the link whichh binds all
Catholic families so closely together
that no adversity, no trials, no
shame can shadow their alleziance.”'
Ile then adds, a few paragraphs fur-
ther down : ‘““The woman belore or
after marriage who cries out, ]
want no children,” must realize thati
she is untrue to every Iaw of justice
1o herself, physically, socially, and
the impulses of home and family.” .

We agree with Mr., LeRoy, as far
as he goes, and we arc pleased to
find him paying such o tribute to the
Catholie Church; but we can easily
perceive that he has not grasped ex-
aclly the attitude of the Church, and
the reasons for such an attitude.
From a social point of view he has
dealt well with the subject; but it is

particularly from a higher and a re-
ligious one that it must be consider-
ed. It is the sacramental impress
given to marriage, by the Church,
that raises motherhood to such a
loity plane in the economny of Cath-
olicity. ‘This phase of the matter is
generally overlooked by writers up-
on matrimony, its privileges, or its
obligations. It is the fact of a sa-
crament having been adninistered,
that elevafes Catholic motherhood to
an envinble rank. A medel of mo-
therhood and of perfect human ob-
servance of the law, is Our Tady—
the Blessed Mother of God. In pre-
serving her as an example for the
women of all times, the Church has
done more for the preservation of the
whole social fubric, than all the
laws that legisintors could enact in
a cenwury have been able to do.

It is becoming daily more and
more apparent that the moral
healthiness of the human family for
the future must rest upon the Cath-
olic teaching and practice in regard
{0 divorce and to motherhood. This
even the most bigotted enemies of
our faith are obliged to acknow-
ledge; and  with that acknowledg-

ment must inevitably arise g great:

tide of sentiment favorable to Cath-
olicity in all its dogma. And, under
God to Mary lmmaculate is all this
happy change due.

THE PAIN OF DYING.

Professor Notheragel, of Vienna,
after many years of close observa-
tion, and on the strength of scienti-
fic deductions, has aftirmed with cer-
tuinty that death is physically with-
out pain. Ile argues that conscious-
ness is gone in almost every possible
case before the heart ceases to boat.
At that moment death takes place.
The DProfessor may be periectly
right, and it may bring some con-
solation 1o the many who fear the
“pains of death.” Still, it cannot
be denied, that if the exact moment
of death is one of painlessness, the
approach to that moment is general-
Iy a periot oi agony, both physical
and mental.

There is something of the mater-
jalistic that becomes repulsive for
the Christian in this manner of con-
sidering death. After all; what mat-
ter does it make if the moment of
death be one of intense pain, or one
of unconsciousness, or one of pecu-
liar delight, or delightful sensa-
tions ? At best, it is only a sccond
of time. It is before death, and af-
ter death that the real terrors arise.
Before death the physical as well as
mental sufferings: after death, the
dread judgment of God. There is
nothing to robman of these terrors—
except it be Christian resignation be-
fore death, and good works that are
recorded after death. DBesides, there
must be an element of cowardice in
our nature; we fear pain, we dread
the ordeal of dealh; yet we never
dream of considering the puains of
death in the light of penalties. Is it
not Letter for a man to suffer great
torture at thue close of this life, than
to suffer worse torture at the com-
wencetient of the next life? "Thers ix
t lack of that grand Christian spirit
of sacrifice in the world; therce is lit-
fle leit of the spirit of suffering once
50 characteristic of the follower of
Christ. Ilence we find professorsseek-
ing— and in vain — for means of
avoiding that which God has ordain-
ed must come to pass. The material
governs the spiritual to-day in this
world; were it not for the soul in-

fused by the Catholie Church into so-.

ciety, Dpaganism would soon return
1o rule the destinies of our human
race.

LENTEN LESSONS.

’

The Detroit “‘News~Tribune,”” in a
recent nuinber contained a strange
rigmarole about IIoly Week. It was
a contribution signed W. F. F. J,,
and headed ‘° Oddities of Ioly
Week.”' Decidedly the wriler was not
penctirated with any wholesome awe
or reverence as far as the solemn
evenls commemorated during that
week are concerned. Ilowever, he
told one very great, and certainly
regretable truth when he wrote about
Good Friday, that ‘‘where it is a
holiday, it is generally a day of
pleasure, on which springtide excur-
sions commence, and fairs and sports
are held.”” Unfortuntely, this is only
too frequently the case. DBut this
treatment of the subject is subline,
is sacred compared to the expressed
sentiments of a lady of fashion who
had recently been intervicwed on the
subject of her way of spending Lent.
We do not think that her rematks
are at all varnished or exaggmerated;
but, in any case, Lhey are the plain
statlement of a situation that has
been described more than once, an
example of which there are hundreds
of cexamples in this very ecity of
Montreal. Certainly n true Catholic
on reading the following cannot but
mark the puganism that pervades the
whole sotial world :—

“IHow have I spent ILent 7 Well,
that’s the question, how did I spend
it I was ;just looking back thg

other day, and wondering how the
time had passed. You see, when
there are no functions or entertain-
ments to distinguish one day from
another, the time slips by umnevent-
fully, and you do not know where it
has gonc.

“0Of course, I suppose you want an
cdifying recital of penances and mor-
tifications, and all that sort of
thing? No? Just the truih? Well, I
am afraid it will scandalize You.
T.ent, as I review it, presents a long
vista of rest and idleness. Do you
know that I always sleep later in
the mornings during Lent than at
any other time of year. Doesn’t
sound very Lenten, does it? But it's
a fact. ‘There Is nothing urgent to
rout one out of the pillows, don't
you know. You don’t have to tear
vourself out of a doze, because you
realize the necessity of moing down
town to get some lace for the gown
vou are going to wear to the lunche-
on. Neither do you have to be up,
before you are ready, in order that
the sewing girl may not be waiting
to fit you.

“During almost the whole of Lent
I have had my breakfast sent up to
my room, and have eaten it in bed,
and then have snuggled down again
and read a book for awhile, and
have finally got up and meandered
about the house in n negligee all
moraing.

“And vet, I have not spent all
Ient in that tway either. I have de-
votcd considerable time to my voice,
have taken two singing lessons a
week, and have practices as much as
three hours a day—some days. But
when vou speak of Lent, don’t you
know, there are so many things to
be considered. The first part of Lent
is always gloomy, nasty weather,
and the weather is sure to regulate
my actions to a certain extent, I
had some easy times then, in a way,
I always had a couple of the girls in
to dinner, oitener than during the

real, quiet sociable times.

“But now it does not seenm a bit
the same, for the weather is so beau-
tiful. Lately, I have spent some de-
lightful days—but you don’t want
1o hear about my delightful times,
do you?— yes?— well, one of my
friends and I have gone down in the
morning and shopped and shopped.
Then we have lunched down town,
and probably gone to the matinee
afterward, or else shopped some
uiore. Some people tell me I am
very blase, but if there is onc thing

that can rouse my enthusiasm it i3
to go around to the shops this
charming weather, and see all the

pretty new things. It makes me think
of the sea-shore, and summer, and
gol—golf, oh, I am just aching to
go out and whack those balls again!
But I am digressing."’

Digression, or not, there no
need to ifollow this lndy any further
in her lLenten experiences.  We can
readily understand that she is not a
Catholic; but even that fact only
serves 1o accentuate more fully how
I’'rotestantism has whirled the world
away from the practices of Christian-
ity and renewed, on the face of the
earth, the worst samples of  pagan-
ism—- both socially and religiously.
If, Ly any chance, The lady in ques-
tion should be a Homan Catholic, we
pity still more her ignorance, indol-
ence, and lack of Christian spirit. In

HE COPFLEE POT.—The care or )

the coffee-pot is one of the simple

details of housckeeping that are
neglected every day in nine-tenths of
the houses throughout the land, It is
fhe exeeption when the cook will
empty  the pot immediately aftey
breakiast: instead, it usually goos on
the back of the range jor a possible
cup for herseli luter in the day.  Its
contents simmer gently, and the last
rank flavor is exiracted  from b
berry. From this strong decoetion o

deposit is made upon the inside  of
the  coffee-pot which almost  defies
remtoval, and  which  the next tihne

fresh coftee  is made,  wives the un-
pleasant tlavor that so tantalizes the
howse-keeper.  The coffee purchased in
the berey may e of the hest, it may
be perfectly browned, and  great care
taken that it is kept in air-tight re-
ceptactes 1o prevent eyaporation  of
its own aroma or absorption of de-
Teterious flavors, yet all this  vigil-
ance is useless il a couted colfee-pot
is used.

When the average cook  finally at-
tempts the cleaning of the colive-pot
that  has  stood on the range  or
around the Kitchen for hours, holding
the renmants ol the brealfast coffee,
she will probaibdy phimge it into a
pan foll of greasy dish-water  and
wash it out with a far from clean
dish-cloth.  Nothing but clear, fresh
waler and o cloth kept for the pur-
pose or metal-dish-cloth  should Dbe
used. One housekeeper who has grown
weary of contending with her cools
buys, on  ithe first dayv  of every
month, a cheap new tin pot costing
Ltwenly cents, and scees that the old
one is discarded when jts successor
arrives. The coffee is made daily in
this and poured off into the table pot
for serving.

OUR FARMERS COLUMN.

BRINK TRADE IN HORSESN, — A
Iarge dealer in horses in New Yark
i8 reported 1o have said, o few davs
ago, that the arrival of o number of
English army oflicers in this country,
who are sent over by their govern-
ment to buy horses  for  service in
South Afriea. is expected 1o give o
distinet impetus to the trade in the
principil horse markets of the coun-

try. Not only will the prices  of
horses bhe allected in the West,  he
said, where most of the purchasing
will be done. but 2 noticeable  in-

crease in prives will be noted here.

“Weoshall Teel the effect of the buy-
ing inthe West,” said 1his  author-
ity, “very soon after it hegins. In
my opinion our prices will advanee
forty-eight hours after the selling be-
zins at Chicago and Louisville, Near-
Iv wtll of the horses we ger come from
the West, and are largely of  the
class the Britishh Govermnent is buy-
inwg.

“Nobt all  of the buving is to be
done in the United States, however,
One of the English agents is to meet
here to-tay the postmaster from I'o-
ronto, who is to go through Canada
with the agent, and try to buy at
feast. 5,000 in the Dominion. Al the
horses bought in the West and in Can-
ada are to be sent to Bufialo  for
final inspection before they are ship-
ped to South Africa.

Good cavalry  horses are  easily
bringing from S80 to $123. accord-

ing 1o size and condition. and artil-
lery horses command higher  prices.
The locul horse and mule market has
not for years enjoyed such prosperity
as it now shows.

If possible, the English Governiment
agents wish to buy at the rvate af
3,000 o week, and obfain the requir-
ed number within a few weeks., Only
sound and reasonably young horses
will be aceepted, and the prices
quoted by the Louisville despatch are
expected to rule.

CA'I"TLE SHIPPING.,
an idea of the extent of importation
of cattie from Canada and the nit-
ed States by Great Dreitain, we might
take the list of vessels arriving atl
Liverpaol  during the week ending
31st March. The vessels and eargoes
were as follows (— The Georgian,
with H98 cattle and 4.8G8 quarters
of beef: the Cevic, with 8350 cattile
and 4,638 guarters of beef: the Take
Ontario, wilh 3881 caltle; the Sa-
chem, with 422 catile and 1,122
sheep; 1he Ultonia, with 575 cattle
and three refrigerators of bee: the
Waestand, with 1,196 quarters of
beef; and the Georgic, with 830 cat-
tle and four refrigerators of beef,
making a tofal of 3,676 cattle, 1.122
sheep, and 10,702 quarters of bheef,
and 7 refrigerators of fresh  heef.

THE TOTATO ONION. — AMany
persons are anxious for accurate in-
formation regarding the raising of a
potitto-onion crop.

to break it up finely. Mark into beds
four feet wide with one Toot of an
adley Letween cach, and plant the
bulbs singly in lines about 1 inches
asunder, leaving o space  of  eight
inches between them in the line.  In
planting  stapd  in the alley  and
thrust, ecach hulb inta the  soil two-
thirds its depth, leaving one-thivd of
the bullb exposed. Yhout the middle
of April po round cach bully with a
bent piees of iron hoop  and draw
away the soil rrom cach down to its
hase, This forming o basin or haol-
Jlow aboit 6 inches in diiuneter, Phis
will allow  off-sets formed from the
hulh to grow darge and  perfect in
form. Abour the end  of June  the
erap 15 sy ripe. when it should
be carcfolly taken up, the clusters
divided. and Jeft seattered out until
perfectly dry, when they are to b
housed in o cool, dey place, free from
damp. to be used as required. The
stall-sized ones may be Kept over'for
planting next Mear.

SCUAB.——The dipping  of
sheep to et rid of that terrible dis-
ecase called “seab.””  has  frequently
been the subject of mueh discussion.
As the reason approaches  when  the
sealr insect artacks the fock, we will
reproduce the adviee given by an
Irish sheep-raiser of extensive experi-
ence. Fle says —

< The maost poweriul substances for
making dips are arsenic and sulphur,
bt. as we sairl before, cruade  arse-
nie is very dangerous, antl it should
Le uzed only in chemical combination
with <ulphur, not merely mixed with
it The farmer has not the means of
effecting  this chemical combination.
s safer and also cheaper  in the
long run to buy o properly manufac-
tured  powder for dipping  purposes.
The muanufacturer obtaining the in-
oredients in large quantities, and
having the means of manufacturing
them at his disposal, can afford to
sel] the dipping powder cheaper than
the farmer conld purchase the ingre-

BISHOP HOMRE OF
UNIVERSITY EDUCKTION,

Right Rev. Joseph Iloare, D. D,
bishop of Ardagh, gave an interest-
ing lecture on higher education in
Ireland at Edinburgh recently. He
dealt xwith the establishment of Trin-
ity College, and, with regard to the
abolition of the test acts, said that
it was as Protestant now as it was
tbefore their abolition. All the pro-
fessors were Protestant, the halls
hnd Protestant memories and tradi-
tions, the very stones of the place
spoke of Protestant descent — and
the Catholics would not go there.
The Catholics were eighty per cent.
of the population of Ireland, but at
‘Irinity College the percentage was
just seven.- Trinity was a great in-

stitution—he admitted it had done
great things for education in Ire-

land, and the Irish bishops and the
Irish people generally were proud of
it. But, unfortunately, all the good
it had done had been for Yrotest-
ants, and had been taken away from
Catholics.

With regard to the other Irish uni-
versities he said that while 'Trinity
had erred by teaching Irotestant
principles exclusively, Queen’s Col-
lege taught no religion and Catho-
lics called the Iatter the °° godless
college.”” No Catholics went there,
because ill as they thought of Trin-
ity, they thought worse of a ‘‘god-
less’”  institution. The Royal Uni-
versity, which was only an eXanin-
ing university, he admitted. had
done some good by enabling Catho-
lics to get a degree, but it certainly
did not satisfy the aspirations of
Ireland. The Protestants were petted
and feasted and the Catholics had
nothing. That was not liberty, be-
cause it did not stand the test of li-
berty. which was equality.

After romarking that they shad
gained over to their cause many men
remarkable for their statesmanship.
Bishop loare said it was no answer
to their arguments to sa)d that Trin- |
ity College. since the test act, was
open to all Catholies, and that some
of the best Catholics in Ireland had
been educated there. The answer to
that was simply this —some of the
best Catholies had been educated in
Trinity College, but they were good
Catholics, not because they were edu-
cated in ‘I'rinity College, but in spite
of Trinity College. And, further. he
was sorry to tell them that many a
Young Catholic had gone into the
halls of ‘I'rinity College and cowme out
of them with the fine edge of his
faith taken away. It was the expe-
rience of the Irish people that there
was an intrinsic danger to the Cath-
olic faith in allowing auny young

wan to enter 1rinity College, and
they would not enter it until they
got at least as good terms as the
Protestants.

It was no argument for their op-

ponents to tell them that since 1849
Fngland had made up its mind not
to endow any religion. The answer
was, they did not want the endow-
ment of religion: they did not want
a Catholie university in the strict
sense of the word—nall they wanted
was it university and an  endowed
college that would have an air of
Catholicity about it—about as much
as 'Irinity had of the Protestant air.

Nor was it an argument against
them for the bigots of Belfast to say
that the pricsts wanted to control

the hirher education of Ireland. In
support of this he quoted from Pro-
fessor Laurie of Kdinburgh Univer-
sity, whose experience, he said, from
reading over the constitutions of the
medineval universities, was that do-
mination and the trampling of free-
dom never came from the clergy, but
from the king or the commonwealth,
and from u declaration of the Irish
bithops that they were prepared to
accept a majority of laymen in the
government of the university.

Continuing. he asked  Unijonists
how they could sustain their  posi-
tion with regard to Ireland so long
as they denied to Catholies equality
with their Protestant fellow-coun-
irymen. and how England could con-
sistently enpage in a war for the
sake of gaining the franchise for a
few Outlanders when she had mil-
Tions of then at her doors in poor,
unfortunate Ireland. ¥le himsclf was
denied equality with his fellow-sub-
jects, and yet England was losing
£50,.000 0000 in tryving to give posi-
tions to carpetbaggers and  stock-
Jobhers,

It was very s=ad on the oceasion
of a great war to see the syvmpa-
thies of a generous people going out

in a different direction from iEng-
lamd’s,  hut., treated as she was,
they need never expeet Ireland to

form a ‘‘union of hearts’”’ with Eng.
land. If. however, they were given
equal rights, if  they were treated
like people who ought to enjoy free-
dom, if the last of the penal laws
was laken away, he had no doubt
at all the change would work for the
general good of the empire. They be-
lieved still they had a destiny be-
fore them, and they believed that
God in His own good time iwould
take away those bad laws which at
present destroyed liberty and equal-

ity.

A HUNT FOR A WILL

assistant at the wages of S2 _u
week. and rose in life until he accu-

mulated o fortune estimated at S4,-

000,000. Ile made his money in the
rubber industry, principally in the
manufacture of rubber boots and

shoes.

Two weeks ago death came to him
suddenly, and his nearest relatives,
three sisters and a brother, were in
a quandury as to how he had dis-
posrd his fortune. Whether he ever
made o will was a question to them,
but thev deecided that he had, and
they insiituted a search for it.

As usually is the case, they began
1he soarch in the most unlikely
pluc-s. When the paper could not he
found they determined that it was in
his private vault, and employed safe

breakers from the factory of safe
manufacturers to force the combina-
tion on the vault, which was un-
known to them.

The snfe experts worked for days
with drills, chisels and jimmies, but
without avail, and the vault re-
mained intact. Then it was decided,
as a last resort, to blow the doors
off the vault with nitro-glycerine.

While rummaging through Mr. Mar-
tin's private desk in his library one
of his sisters came upon the will by
the merest accident. It was in an
envelope in a prominent pigeonhole,
where it had rested nll the while the
safe breakers were working away. In
their effort to reach the safe the
workmen had spent five days in cut-
ting through the stone wall of the
library before even the steel walls of
the vault itself were reached.

Notwithstanding the useless work
to which Mr. Martin's relatives
went. their labors had a happv end-
ing. It was found that his fortune
is left intact to his three sisters and
brother. to be divided equally among
them.  All further work on the vault,
of course, has bLeen stopped.

BUSINESS MEN UNITE,

—

Public associations to worlv for the
good, or the furtherance of special
interests for the benefit of the gener-
al community, increase¢ 1n number
and in nultiplicity of aim in  New
York year by year, says the. New
York "Sun.” It is safe to say also,
that their efliciency increases, as
their experiencegives them enlighten~
ment, taking them out of the ranks
of radical and impractical reformers,
and as their understanding of the
value and the limitations of organ-
ization Dbecome clearer and better de-
fined. Formal alliances for united ef-
fort have taken place between some
of them from time to time for cer-
tain objects, bur there exists no cen-
tral body in which all of the public
or semi-public assocviations are re-
presented.  As yet the deosirability of
such an organization has not pre-
sented jteelf to the men working in
the diversified interests which have
led to the formation of the various
societing,

The Merchants' Association in its
certiticate of incorporation sets forth
the obipeets of the organization as
being “'to foster trade and com-
merce and the interests of those hav-
ing trade, business and financial in-

terests in common in the State of
New York and elsewhere, to reformn
abuses relative thereto or  affecting

the same; to diffuse accurate and re-
liable information on matters per-
taining thereto; to procure uniform-
ity of opinion and action and co-
operation between its members, and
to procure a more venlarged, united
and friendly intercourse and action
between business men.”’

The association has been industris
ous in taking hold of public ques-
tions as well as plans for inducing
buyers to come to the city since its
organization, and has taken care to
let the public know of what it was
doing. Of late it has been devoting
every energy to the defeat of the
Ramapo water scheme, distributing
circulars in which, besides presenting
arguments to support its position, it
has characterized the scheme as
threatening the State with ‘‘one of
the greatest monopoliss known in’
the history of the country,”” and
drawing attention to what it de-
scribed a9 the “‘excessive dangers
now threatening the water rights of
the cities, towns and villages of the
State."" Before going into the cam-
paign to defeat the scheme in the
Legislature the association induc-
ed the Board of Public Im-
provements to tuspend action
on the Ramapo contract for
three months te enable the associa-
tion to make an investigation of the
mautter.

In the fight to get better Tost Of-
fice facilities for this city, the asso-
ciation has sent out great numbers
of circular letters calling the peo-
ple's attention to the fact that the
New York Post Oflice is not a local
office, but reallv a national clearing

house, and asking the recipients to
wddress  their Senators and  Repre-
sentatives jn Congess urging  action

for the relief of this city and all the
interests dependent upon it in postal
and business affairs,

Another scheme upon which the as-
sociation has worked is that for a

permanent exposition in this  city,
with a view to furthering export
trade.

A SIRANGE VILLAGE.

The village of Hastings is the most
peculiar community in the State, if

not in the whole United States. I'or
while it is a good sized village and

has clectric lights, a faultless water
syvstem and telephone and telegraph

stations the rosidents seldom, if
ever, have any money and many of
the children who have not been out-
side of the place would not know
what a dime is.

The place is located on the western
border of the State, betiveen Maine
and New Hampshire, and from the
location it will be seen that the only
business is that of lumbering. The
people neither pay taxes nor vote
and even though many of the people
have spent their lives in the place,
they would not know how to mark
a ballot. From this it is not to be
inferred that the people are not in-
telligent, for they have the daily pa-
pers, and are well posted on current
evenis.

The town is practically isolated
from the outside world. Ther2 is no
such thing as carringe road leading
into the place, and the only means
by which a person can get in and
out is over the railrond, which is
vearly being pushed farther and far-
ther into the wood.

Tha reason for the town
Jpeculinr  is  this : One

being so
hundred

years ago Richard Batchelder was
granted the land from the State of
Massachusetts. About forty years

ago 20,000 acres of the land was
bought by G. A. Heastings of Bethel,
and D. R. Hastines of Fryehurg.

They sold o right of way through

the territory to the Wild River Lum-
ber Company., This right of way,
wns gained that the company might
have a chance to operate 40,000
acres of land across the New Ilamp-
shire.

With so much of a start made the
company commenced operations. A
small stream flows through the gorge
and along this the company built a
railroad so as to connect with the
Grand Trunk road. A sawmill was
built, and that the people working
in the sawmill might have places in
which to live small cheap houses
were erected from the stock gotten
out in the sawmill.

A sewerage system was next built
and then came electric lights, the
power being furnished by the stream.
‘The place is in a velley, with moun-
tains on all sides, and from an ex-
cellent spring at the side of these
elevations a supplv of the purest
water is gnined. Instead of having
the water brought into the houses it
is brought to tubs, and from these
the people get their supply of water.
The water works, like the whole
town, belong to the company, the
houses arc the property of the com-
pany. the stores in the village form
one of the company’s assets. It is
for the renson that everything be-
longs to the company that the peo-
ple do not have to vay taxes and do
not know what money is.

The men are nll employed by the
company, and are paid off only when.
they leave the community. When the
rent comes due that amount is de-
ducted from the wages due the ten-
ant. When a man wants anything at
the store he uses his coupons. In-
stead of issuing money the company
issutes a book that has much the ap-
pearance of a mileage book.  Each
sheet represents so many checks or
coupons and these are good at any
store. As the company owns the
store they dictate what shall be the
Iepal tender.

If the men want wood for fuel they
can have all the refuse from the mill !
free. 1f the company sends the wood |
a small sum, 50 cents a cord, is
charged. The place was recently vis-
ited by an Augusta man, who said
that while he was there the men

used to shoot deer out of the win-|
dows of the sawmill. In speaking'
further of the town he said that
there is no constable, as none is ne-!
cessary. The whole authority of the

place is vested in one man, who isl' .
the agent of the company and looks i

after the mill and other property.

THE USEFUL TOAD.
|

That 2he toad is beneficial 10 the'
farmer, and particularly to the gar-:

dener, is admitted by every one who ;|

has observed its habits. Additional!
fiets have been secured by recent ob- .
servations at the Massachusetts ex-

periment station, whichh show lhei’
toad’s food is composed of insects
and spiders, about 80 per cent. of

which are directly injurious to cul-’
tivated crops, or in other ways ob-!
noxious to man.

The toad feeds on worms, snails,
sow bugs, common greenliouse pests
and the many-legged worms which
damage green-house and garden plots.
It feeds to some extent on grasshop-
pers and crickets, and destroys large
numbers of ants. It consumes a con-
siderable number of May bec:tles, rose
chasers, ctlick beetles or adults of
the wireworm, potato beetles and
cucumber beetles. It is a prime de-
stroyer of cut-worms and army
worms.

To all agriculturists the toad ren-

ders conspicuous service, but the
gardeners and grecnhouse owners
muy make this animal of especial

value. Every gardener should aim to
keep a colony of toads among his
growing crops, and the practice of
collecting and transferring them to
the gardens is a commendable one.
—Anierican Agriculturist.

ALCOBOLIC BEVERAGES.

relating to the production and con-
sumptltion of alcoholic beverages
shows that the consumer of alcohol
in the United Kingdom contributes
a far larger share to the inainten-
ance of the State than the consumer
of any other country. He contri-
butes, in fact, no less than 36 per
cent. of the total national revenue.
The consumer in the United States
comes next with 28 per ent. in
France he contributes only 19 per
cent,, and the German 18 per cent.
Spirits contribute most to the re-
venue of the United Kingdom, as in-
deed they do in America, France and
Germany, and the United States. We
are wont to look upon the Germans
as great beer drinkers, yet the year-
ly consumption in the TFatherland is
only 27.1 gsllons per head, as com-
pared to the 31.9 per head consumed
in this country. The consumption in
America is 13.0 per head, while in
France it is only 5.5 per head.
France makes up for this in spir-
its, the annual consumption being
2.07 gallons per head. ‘The TUnited
Kingdom and Germany come next
with 1.083 and 1.85 gallons per
hend, while America, Lhe home of
the cocktail, only registers 0.92 gal-
lons per head.
In the comsumption of wine France
has no rival. The statistics show
24.64 gallons per head, while in the

In the United
Kingdom 99.9 per cent. is home-
made, in France 98.8, in Germany

99,2, and in the United States 99.8.

The United States manufactures
03.8 per cenl. of its spirits, while
France

we only make 80.0 of ours.
and Germany manufacture 92.5 and
97.4 per cent. respectively.

I.ooking further afield, it is inter-
esting to note that, though in Aus-
tralasia 94.0 per cent. of the wine is
produced in the roloniecs, only 1.05
gallons per head js the average con-
sumption for the last three years.
Australasia seems to be very temper-
ate, the annual beer consumption he-
ing only 10.6 gallons per head, and
the spirit consumption 0.706.

(‘nnada’s figures are even more re-

markable, the annual consumption
per head being only 0.08, 8.6, and
0.65 gallons in wine, beer, and

spirits respectively.
