PASTORAL OF TEE ARCHBISHOP OF DUBLIN-

His Grace the Archbishop of Dublin bag addressed
& Pastoral Letter to the clergy and. laity of the dio-
cese, on the month of May, from which we take the
following extracts :~

Whilst during the month of May you thus propose
to your flocks the Hely Mother of God as the medel
of every virtue, I beg of yon also, reversnd brethren,
to exhort them to pray most fervently for the welfare
of the Holy Catholic Church, And of ita Supreme
Head on earth, our Holy Father Pius IX, The
Church is suffering the severest trials in Poland, in
Italy, and many other countries, and everything
possible is done to shake its very fou.nds_txon,s; bi-
shops and prieats are banished--occlesiastical semi-
paries are closed —churches are profaned; the holy
inmates of monagteries and convents are driven from
their peaceful abodes ; their property ia confiacated,
and active war is declared against those who adopt
the profession of the evangelical counsels, and who
render such services to mankind, and reflest so much
crediy on religion, 1n fine, notbing is left undone to
destroy the salutary works of Oiristianity, and to
gpread error aad iefidelity over tke world The euf-
ferings of our Holy Father also continue; he has
beea robted of the sacred ‘inheritance which, given
by the charity of the faithful, had been handed down
to him by hia predecessors ; he has been stripped of
the means so necessary to preserve the liberty of the
Church and to carry on the admiunistration of eccle-
siastical affairs thronghout the Oatholic world. At
présent he i3 exposed to the risk of being driven
from the boly city which waa hallowed by the blood
of 80 many martyrs and vontiffs and perhaps com-
pelled to take the pilgrim’s stafl, and to retire into
exile without knowing whither to direct his steps, or
where he may find a place to recline his weary bead,
In such circumstauces, it is our duty to send up
fervent prayers for Ohrist’s Vicar, beggiog of God to
watch over him, and at the same time doing every-
thing in our power to assist him, a duty we can per-
form by contributing, according to our means, and
with the devotedness of loving childrern, to the As.
gocintion of Bt. Peter's Pence. - It is aleo moet that
we should pray for our own wants, and beg of the
Holy Mother of God to Jook on us with an eye of
compassion, and to atretch out her hand to our relief.
Our poor country ig suffering the severest temporal
afflictions; and though some false prophets cry out.
prosperity, yet agricultare, trade, and commerce are
ina state of exiwraordinary depreasion ; our towns
acd cities ure filled with the mogt appalling destitu-
tion ;: the inhabilants ‘of the agricultural distriots,
bone and sinew of the land, seeing that they have
no protection for the fruits.of; their indnstry and the
bard labor of. their lives, are fleeing in thousands
from our shores, hoping to obtarn ‘beyond the seag
that protection which is denied to'them in the land
of their birth and the home- of their fathers. This
tide of emigration. is the strongeat proof of.the mi-
serable condition of this poor comntry. Finally, we
are still menaced by the cholera and cattle pingue,
whichi would: increage existing misery, aid add to
the afflictions of the country. 'It is only from God
that we can expeot relief and protsction: in such’ sad:
circumatances, : Whilat having recourss -to Heaven'
by prayer,.we ought, at the Bame time, to employ all;
lawful and constitutional means to obtain everything
necedsary*for our spirftuil ‘and’ temporal welfate.~"

A liberal Government ought to. repair
past injustice, by raising us up to & level with our
‘fellow subjeots.

This country can
never prosper uatil those wha cultivate the soil shall
have some protection. for their indusitry, and security
for the enjoyment of the fruits of their capilal and
labor.

If, on
the contrary, lands were let at an equitable rent and
oo & long lease, the occupier would feel bound to
muke every effort, and to incur every expense,in
order to improve the farm;in the possession of which
he would have a pafe interest, and in this way em-
ployment would be given to the poor, and the face
of the country soon improved. - .

I appead to this letter a .petition relating to our
countrymen abroad, which I beg of you, reverend
brethren, to get copied in o proper shape and nume-
rously sigoed in your respective parishes. The case
I refer to is & sad one 1t appears that in every part
of England wultitudes of poor Oatholic Irish chil-
dren are put jo workhouse and industrial or other
achools, and there brought up s Protestants, I
have heard it asserted that in London alone 1,200
Irish Ostholic childrer are treated in this way. It
appears, algo, that in many county and borough
gaols Oatholic Irish prisoners are left without any of
the consolatiora of religion. If we bring these
grievances before Parliament, undoubtedly that love
of justice and fair play for which onr legislators
pride themselves will compsl them to grant imme-
diate redress. Tbe utility and vaine of petitions has
been illuatrated iz the success of our corporations, in
obtaining & change in the obnoxious oaths which
members of Parliument were obliged to take. Not
huving seen, as yet, the amended oath, I do not know
whether the new form can be consicered satisfactory
or not, bus the promptness with which the change in
the old oatbs wa3 made shows that Parliament is
ready to listen to the reasonable demands of the
people, Auybow, it would be utterly foolish ard
absurd to neglect the right of petiiioning, and to
talk of having recourse to erms or violenes in order
to obtuin the redreas of grievsnoes,

Ag at +his season of the year Dublin i3 filled with
the agents of proselytising societies, whose object it
is tc seduce poor Catholics from the besem of the
church of their forefathers, where they find peace
and repose in the aflliction of their hearis, it may
not be oat of place to siate that in our day, and this
empire the Protestant Ohurch does not present a
very inviting aspect, and that ita friends would be
much better employed in removing the sores and
corruptions that disgrace it than in endeavouriog to
bricg others rwitkin ita pale, and thus spreading
more widely the evils which it produces. For, let
me ask, what is the condition of Protestantism in
England, the country where it most flourishing ? A
report of the Pustoral Church Aid Society, sigoed
by eighteen or nineteen bishops, informs ua that vast
multitudes of the people belonging to the varicus
sects of Protestantism are there sitting in worse than
Pugan ignerance apd superstition, Parliamentary
repor!s fully confirm the statements of this society;
and the accounts of the immorality of the workivg
ciasses, given in the evidence, are so appalling and
of such & naturo that they cannot be recited without
offending Catholic ears. 8t. Gregory 1he Great, to
whom Ernglacd owes her conversion, says that where
good morals are corrupted the strength of faith is
soon weakezed. - Honce, we camnot be surprised
whilat immorality ia thus so widely spread, tlie foun-
dations of the Christian religiun should be opeuly
assailed. A Protestant bihop, Dr. Colenso, im-
pugns the sacred volumes of the Ol¢ Testement, and
there is no autbority in the Protestant estabiishment
to convict or to condemn hbis pestiferous dootrines.
Un the contrary, his works are read and widely cir-
culated and applauded, and he amasses an immenss
fortune oy their sale. The authorsof the Essays and
Reviews fellow in hig footsteps, and ‘they do so with
equal success. Here, in our city, 'a Fellow and
Tutor of Trinity Oollege, the Rev. Mr. Barlow, pub-
lighes with impuaity a work azainst the eternity of
the pains of hell, a doctrine clearly and repeatedly
laid down in the Gospel by Our Divine Lord ; and
Mr. Litton and Mr. Lecky, gradnates of the same
univeraity, have published works replete with the
gpirit of the worst German ratjonalism, and well
calculated to spread indifference te all religion or
infdelity through the land ; in a word, Protestantism,
haviog shaken of the sweet yoke of the Qatholic
Church, ka been delivered up to the seductions of
error and to a reprobate spirit ; and, lefs without the
light of the world or salt of the earth, it leads it3 vo-
taries 1nto the lowest -abysses of mental darkuess
end corruption, Yet such is the infatuation of some
Catholics that they read notking except the works
of those who are tussed about by every wind of doc
irine, and they pride themselves on sending their
ckildren to Protestant schools and universities, and
placing them under tutorz and professors who not
only impugn Qatholic doctrines aud practices, but
geem ictent on sapping the very foundations of
Christianity., ! From their fruits yon will know
them,'says our-Lord; and, jndging from the cha-
racter of recent publications purporting to have been
written by Catholic graduates of a Protestant uni-
versity, we may form an idea of the dangers of the
education which- s given in that imstitution. In
past times many have fallen away from the faith in
the university, Daoes nol the epirit manifested in the
writings reterred to give us reason to fear & repeti-
tion of such unhappy acts of aposiacy? The spec-
tacie actnally presented us by Protestantism and its
various gpeats i8 most efflicung; and we bring it
before you merely with the view of showing you to
what & sad and degraded state the preachers of error,
who come among you with deceitful words, would
reduce you were you to listen to their invitations to
leave the holy-Catholic Ohurch. Their -doubts,
their errors, their ignorance of . the truth, their want
of all the spiritual means of sanctification, their spint
of hostility against the ona true Chureh, the evils
they bave produced in s neighboring land, which,
were it nos for their misdeeds, might be an island of
gaiats, ought to serve 85 .a warning to you to shut
your ears against their meductive promises, and to
fly from their teaching as from the face of a serpent.
However, far trom hating these who -wonld rob, us
of everything:dear to0 our hodrts, far" from'rejoicing
ic their misfortunes, it is our duty to pray with.fer-
vor for their conversinn, humbly begging ot God ito
bring them from their wanderings to.the hosom of
the Oatholic Ohurch.’ Let us pray ‘especially for
those who, seeking with sidcerity for the trutl, dre
determined to embrace ‘if;'ifit come ‘within-their
view.. Alss, they have: generally. great .prejudices,
imbibed in early youth; 1o coptend - with,and if . thia:
obatacle beretnoved, théy hive aftefwards not'only

to make great sacrifices, but oftentimes to encounter

‘persecution from former friends, and. to ‘be 2ssailed

| by votariée: of liberty of- conscience, who; lodking

with indifference on those’ who become Ariaue, or
Baptists, or infidel:, canpot contain their indignation
against every one. who, following the light of Heaven,
relurns 1o the one true folé, and to" the faith once
delivered‘to the saints. Let us assist by our pray:
e.8 those who bave to suffer for the truth, edifying
aad encouraging them by 'the examnple of our lives.

‘bitter and well-founded complaints on the partof
ber Majesty’s Roman Catholic euhjects. That, more-.
over, in many gaols of England. Roman. Qatholic
prisoners dre left without the consolations of their
religion , and either there are no Roman Qatholic
chaplains appointed to the gaols, or tho3e chaplains
have not fres access to the prisomers of their own
religion. That your petitioners, therefore, humbly
pray that provision may be made for the full pro-
tection of the religion of Roman QCatholic children
in all workhouses and other schools, and every fair
opportunity of practising their religion, and of re-
ceiving religious minisirations and instructions from
Roman Catholic chaplains, may be secured to all
Roman Oatholic prisoners, by making it obligatory
on the authorities concerned to sppoint Roman Ca-
tholle chaplains, and - to allow them free access to
the Roman Oatholic prisoners : and your petitionera
will ever pray.

In MEuworiaM, — The Most Rev, Dr. Dixon suc-
ceeded, sume fourteen years ago, to s see whose line
of distinguished Bishops goes back in unbroken suc.
cession to the days ofour gloricus: Apostle St. Pa-
trick ; and it is not too moch to say that in that long
array of sanoctity, learning, and zea! there are few
aames and memories eatitled to a higher place than
those of the simple, pious, and almost caild like man
wheae death it 18 our "duty to record to-day. Zeul
for religion wus the one absorbing thought of his life,
and guiding princ’ple of his episcopal career. An
indefatigable lahourer wherever duty called bim or
good could be accomplished, he never spared himself
from toil, however ardcous, or shrank from difficul-
ties, however great. The sgelf sacrificing spirit which
so sigoally characterised his life was infused into all
with whom he came in contact. While & professor
in Maynooth, his labours in the class-room were in-
cessant, aud of the laige aumber of priests who stu-
died under him, ani heard from his lips the profound
and erudite lectures, which he delivered on the Sa-
cred Scripiures, there is not one wio does not enter-
tain a lively and grateful sense of his atiaioments as
s acholar, and h1s worth aa s teacher. It was at this
period of his life, and amid tha cares and anxieties
incidental to his position, that be contributed to
Biblical literature the learned and important work,
which bears, and will perpetuate bis pame. From
the moment it appeared, it was bailed not enly by
the learned members of the Cathoiic Church, but by
students of every Christian sect, ae 8 most important
angd valuable introduction to the study and compre-
bension of the Sacred Seriptures.

It is well known that wlhea, by the transference of
tbe Most Rev. Dr. Callen to the Archbishopric of
Dublin, the' Primatial See becamo vacant, aud Dr,
Dixon's name was forwarded with others to Rome, by
the clergy of his native diocese, be literally shrank
from the honour conferred on him and prayed heartity
ageiost its fulflment. After the Holy See had rati-
fied his nomination, he was still unwilling to accept
the burthen imposed on Lim, and his humility was
sonquéred only by hissense of duty and his spirit o¢
ohedience. Itis not our province to dilate upon the
character of his-mild and gentle, but irm abd sue~
cesaful sway. He chiefly gloried in missionary
labour, and there was no part of his extensive dio-
cese that did not periodicsily receive the advantage
ot his direct supervision and the biessings of his mi-
nistrations. Whatever burthen he jmposed on others
he was himself always willing to share; and every
good work had his cordial countenance and support.
By the poor he waa beloved with the most affection~
ate devotion, and their sorrow at bis loss is as keen
and poignant ag it will be lasting and sincere. In
Drogheda and Armagh, where he chiefly resided, his
labours for the amelioration of the condition of the
poor were unceasing, and there is no doubt the fatal
disease, which terminated bia life, was contracted
during some of his visits to the humble ubodes of the
destitute.

The greatest glory of the Primate’s reign will be
the magnificent temple, begun by one of his prede-
cessora, and now sli but completed. From the firat
-mowent he stepped into his high office, he regarded
the erection of the Cathedral as & paramount obliga-
tion; aad before his firm will and burning ardoar,
all obstacles to the resumption - of the Works speedily
disappeared. The plans, which had bien drawn
before the present revival in church architecture took
.place; wero remodalle¢ by Mr, M'Carthy, and his
Grace did not hesitate to incur the responsibility
which the enormons expense of these neceesary im-
provements entajled. His touching and simple ap-
peals to Irish Catholies throughout the world for
support, in what was indeed a grand national under-
takiog, produced the most gratifying results. From
every corper of the globe, in which an Iriebman had
planted his foot, funds came pouring, ard the stately
fabric soon attained solid proportions. Month after
month; and year after year, the work progressed,
under the Primate'’s . avspices and sleepless activity
to the degres of completion in which it now proudly
stapdsr It has not been permitted to him toenjoy
the patisfaction of congecrating the temple which was
traly the work of his bands; but slthough nnother
successor of St. Patrick will have the privelege of
dedicating to Ireland’s Apostle the worthy structure
raised to his honour, it will not less remain an en
during monument ot him who will on to-morrow re-
ceive his last reating-place beneath its shade.

We cannot close theso few and insdequate abser-
vations without remarking on the social and personal
quslifies which secured for -the Most Rev, Dr, Dixon
the respect and esteem of all  sects and olasses. Pre
testants vied with Oatholics in their regard for him;
for be was gentle ané kind to #l!, and his charily
was a8 boundless as his zeal in hiz Master's service.
Rich and poor, priest -and layman, alike bewail hia
loss. He was the father of his childres, and a true
friend of all his countrymen. For although he took
no active part in ‘political affairs, his influence and
advice were always given, and given eflectively,in
aid of every just and good cause. He did not the
less love Jiberiy it he had a horror of licentiousness;
and, while advocaling for Cmaar thé things that were.
OQmzssr's, he was not nomindful of the claims’ of the:
people to ‘protection and :redress, Of him it may be:

It enacts
1oat compensation shall be psid in propertion to the
jncreased letting value of the land, aad that if the
parties cannotagree it ghall bs fized by a valuer to
be appoicted by the Commissioners of Public Worls
in Treland, subject to & fioal appeal to the Chairman
of Quarter Sessions, No claim is to be ellowed be.
jond £5 an acre in amount, and tbe limitatiou of
lime is 41 years for building and 31 years for agri-
cultural improvements. Another clauge takes away
\he right of dist1ece, wh-re it is not expressly granted
iua writlen agreement. There aresl!so provisions
fucilitating the investmert of capital by landlords in
the improvement of land, uuder the atatutable pow-
or3 of borrowing already in force, and eccouruging
tepeficial Jesses, by extending the leasing powers
of proprietors with tenures of limited duration.

There ¢tan ba no better reason givez in favour of
the Bill than what Mr. Whiteside employs as & reason
againat it. So abject, according ta bim, i3 the ser—
vility of Irish tenunts, that if thus favoured _by law
they would biindly siga any paper which their lsuq-
lorbs might lay befors them. Were this true, it
would stroogly conficm all that has been said of tha
yressure to which they are liable where they have no
gecurity at all. Whether it ba true or not, there are
causes which for years 1o come will prevent Irish
landlords [ om doing their duty towards the land,
and make it desicable to give Irish tenants special
inducements to do so. The resident proprietary have
frequeotly notthe meaus, the absentee propristary
bave seldom the will to sacrifica immediate profit for
the sake of their tenantry and successors. The de-
velopment of manufacturing indastry might do much
for lrish agriculture, by absorbing part of the rural
population, sccelerating the conversion of smaller
into larger farmg, lowering rents, and increasing the
srofits of cultivation. But the development of ma-
pufacturing industry is a elow process iu a country
like Ireland, which js far from rich in the raw ma-
materials of manufacture. We must deal with the
problems before us, and of these ons of the moat ur-
gent is that of keeping the bess elasa of Iriah_farmere
in the country. Whatever does this, und stimulstes
their energy by assuricg to 1hem its fraits, must nlti-
mately benefit their landlords too, and make them
better rent payers a8 well 3 better neighbours and
better citizens.— Times.

He was' going his rounds through Or-
moud Markat at a quarter past twelve o'clock, and
just reached the corner of Pill-lane, when the cry of
* Police !’ was heard, which proceeded from a woman
at the corner of Oharles street. From statements
made by pereons who witnessed the ocecurrence it
geems - that ke immediately rag’ to the place from
which the cry came., Here there were thres men,
one dressed in plain clothes the other two wearing
the uniform of the Artillery, He either stopped the
party or attempted to.arrest some one of them, when
the fellow in plain clothes presented a revolver and
fired. The chot entered O'Nei'l's back under the
sbonlders. A second shot was immediately fired,
also taking effect.” The three men then ran away.
The unfortunate constable had just atrength enough
Jeft 1o run afler the miscreants as far as the coroer
of Charles's.lane, shonting!'Stop the murderers!’
Having run this distanve he fell down dying, if not
dead. The body was at once taken up by some per-
sons who were near,and when the constables ar-
rived it was brought to Jervia street Hospiwal, but
life wag extinct for some time.

The police and mounted men
were under the charge ot Mr, Hill, county-inapector,
and Mr. Channer, gub-inapector, with Head-Ccnsta-
bles Moodie and Connors. Mr. Collins, R.M., was
al30 in attendance, snd, as the rumor Bpread, hun-
dreds congreguted in the vicinity of the road and all
along the expected line of route through Boherbuoy
to the railway station. Owing to the secrecy ob-
rerved, no ooe outside knew the names of the pri.
soners about to leave, and, in comBequence, the
wives, brothers, sisters, &e., of all imprisoned for

The
prison vaz was pub in reguisition 10 convey the
group, con2isting of twelve young men, to the gta-
tion, where another strong force of constabulary was
stationed, and the scene which ensued was pitiable
in the extreme.

In Eungland and Scotland the farm
buildings and other improvements of a permanent
character wera provided by the landlord out of his
capital ; but in Ireland they were supplied by the
tenant. He did pot ibink that Mr, Cardwell's act
bad failed through indispoaition of the lsndlords te
improve their eataies, for since it hud passed there
hud teen five tbousand applications from them for
loaus for this purpose to the amount of five million
sterling., Profiting by the experience gained since
thes, it would be proposed to reserve the right of the
guccessor to gbject to extend the terms from twenty-
one tu thirty-one for leases, and from forty one to
sixly oo years for buildings, &e. The terms were
taken from Mr. Mnguire's original bill  He helieved
that short leases were the great curae of Ireland, rnd
that the idea that long iesses were not suited to it
was most erronpeous. Kxperience showed that the
tensat in Iteland was extraordinarily given noder
every depression of improvements, showing no waat
of industry mor of capital; their depogits in the
babks were large, and with & secure tenantry would
be applied to the land. In the act of 18G0, the
chief obstacles to its practical use were the applica-
tion of legal machinery at every stage and the in-
adequacy of compensation, It would therefore be
propoted to make this act more simple and in ao-
cordance with the pstural equity of the cage. It
would provide that in default of any contract, the
teopant should by law have a title to all improve-
ments, and that oo notice, unlesa there was an agree-
ment to he contrary, should be required, but that
the tensnt should be entitled to a lump sum, not an
annuity, to the value of the improved letling of the
farm up to £5 an acre; in case of n dispute, to be
ettled by an arbitrator sent down by the Commis-
sionera of Public Works, with an appes! to the chair-
man of quarter sessions. He believed tbat the bill
would improve the landlord’s property, increnge the
comfort of the tenant, develope agriculture, and 5o
promote the wealth and happiness of Ireland.

surrection of October last, has committed suicide.
For some time past 1t had been evident that his
mind was affected. The proceedings of the
Commussioners, and their anticipated Report, had
upsettled his intellect,acd he was on his way
home under charge of an officer and some soldiers,
when breaking loose from bis guardians he jumped
overboard and was drowned. Tue deceased was
2 gallant officer, and had acqured much honorable
distinction tn the Crimea, where he headed the
assault of his regiment upon the Redan. Ic is
stated that, by a singular coincidence, the widow
of Gordon who was bung as the chief instigator
of the hideous massacres perpetrated by the
negroes—but whose guilt was, even if morally
certain, not legally established—was on board of
tbe steamer in which Luieut.-Col. Hobbs was a
passenger, Governor Lyre is reported to be
completely prostrated in mind and body by recent
events,

Cholera bad broken out on board the
steamer Helvetea from Liverpool, with 817 pas-
sengers, bound to New York. The disease de-
clared itself . when the ship was off Queenstowan,

when she put about, and returned to Laverpool
where she arrived om the 4th ist. It seems
that the disease broke out amongst the Germaa
passengers, amongst Whom, even when awaiting
enburkation in Liverpool, some cases had oc-
curred. ) .

The Cuba, from Queenstown 13th 1ost., brings
tidings of a commercial panic in Eogland, _and the
consequent failure, of many important monetary
establhistments. Prominent amongst these- we find
the names of Overend, Guerney &, Co. with la-
bilities: from ten to twelve millions sterling ;. of
Peto-and Betts for four millions sterling, and

You may cali this Work- of Charity as you

in vam knocked &t many.doors; or an Asylum
open to all those wretcbed creatures, who are
repulséd by all, and who can nowhere find shel.
ter; or a House of Industry establiched for the
purpose of 1nstructing in trades and haodicrafts,
those poor clildren who, bereaved of thewr
parents, are ever becoming corrupt 1 morals’
and waader [rom place to place as vagabonds.—
For Our part, We will call it the Haven of
Salvation for those members of our soctety who
bave suffered sad shipwreck, that is to say, have
fallen so low in public opinton as to be unable to
find access either to any respectable houses, or
even to any Charitable Institution, because of
the risk that the good incur by coming 12 contact
with the wicked. We will also call it the Fruit
of a good Jubilee, which will have taught us to
be merciful, even as 15 Our Heavenly Father
Who maketh the sun to rise as well upon the
uvajust as upoa the just, and Whe, ia this pro-
pitious season, has opened to us all the treasure®
of His merey.

Yes! it should be indeed an excellent Fruit,
brought forth from a soil which the Lord has
watered, blessed and rendered fruitful by the
dews from beaven, and the plentiful rains poured
in torreots upon it, duriog this year of Jubilee, so
as everywhere to scatter joy and bappiness.—
Benedizisti, Domine, terram tuam . . .
terra nostra dabit fructum suwm.—Ps. 8%,

And tins will be clear to you, Dearly Beloved
Brethren, from the details into which we are
about to eater, in order to make you know and
appreciate this work which Divine Mercy deigns
to bring to pass amongst us, and by usiag Our ser-
vices—poor and uowortby smoer (quorum pri-
mus ego sumy) to assure the salvation of the
greatest sipoers,

And in the first place we must note that 1n the
centres of population are pecessarily gathered
and heaped together many unhappy creatures,
who fapcy that there, there is no distress to be
dreaded ; and that without difficulty, without
working even, they may there live at their ease’
Fatal illusion ! which eogenders idleness, the mo-
ther of all vices, and brings forth pauperism,
that lideous cancer which devours modera society,
encourages the vagabondage of so mauoy lazy
beings who become skilled thieves, confirmed
drunkards, the baunters of the tinpling houses, of
(he jails and the police courts; which leads to
the stews so many unhappy girls, fresh in their
innocence from the couatry, which alas! they
sacrifice in these dens of prostitution to a slothful
and sensual life, to a love of idleuess and the
criminal enjoyments of concupiscence ; which,
ju fige, 18 the reason why so many wretched
parents, to get rid of their poverty, sell therr
ehildren to the enemies of religion, and sacrifice
the souls of therr unhappy little ones for a haund-
ful of barley, ora piece of bread, according to
the words of the prophet— Propter pugillium
hordei, <t fragmen panis—Ezech, 13, 19.

To all who watch closely the vices of civilisa-
tion, it is plan that such persons become by
their gross intemperance, by their shameful de_
bauchery, and their lawlessness; the scourge of
our Cittes, the terror of the police, and the pest
of the rural districts to which they flee for shel-
ter, there to increase thewr numbers in the midst
of poverty, low debauchery, and every kind of
disorder. A sumple glance at an extract from
New York Police Report of 1865 will strikingly
convince us of these most deplorable facts.

In the above named City, aod during the
course of the said year, there took place 68,878
arrests for various offences, and there were com-
mitted 793 muiders; there are reckoned 223
Concert Saloons, in which 1,191 girls who are in
fact known prostitutes, are employed as attend-
ants, Daily these dens, reeking with immoralty,
are frequented by 29,050 pessons, who spend
therein the daly sum of $31,362, or in other
words, $11,447,130 in the course of the year.
There are besides in the same City 9,270 taverns
of which 754 only are licensed. :

" Moreover there are reckoned upwards of
9,270 tavern-keepers who take in boarders ; per-
sons who knowing not’ whither to direct their
steps, and baving no homes of their own, seek
shelter in these boarding houses. These dens,
centres of infection and disease, are for the mos;
part in cellars, with bare. stone or brick walls,
with mud for their floors, and are destitute of
beds and all furmture. Withun, them there is
neithe’r_ligh_t nor air save what comes in through
the doors ; all is_ filthy and - inspires loathing ;
rats and other, vermin swarm in,.and infect these

foul cellars, ot
...The inmates of these, places - are::drunksrdss

‘male end female, beggars of  Dothsexes; thieves

and prostitutes. There, men, women, and cbil-

will ; either.a Hospetal in which to shelter those.
| who are suli:wandering to aed fro, after having

dred, whites and Degroes, sleep, toge ther pell-mell |
like the- beasts of the feld: - Tafamous' are e
deeds thérein committed ;' they ‘bredd pestilence,
and poison the very atmospbére which the honest
and the well-behaved are obliged fo breathe,

Our social coundition is no doubt far removed
from,:that of this great city ; and well may it be:
hoped that we shall mever bave to groan, over
such deplorable evils.. But we-need not attempt
to shut our eyes to the fact that, we are rapidly
approximating thereuato, if indeed’ we may judge
from the sad cases daily- brought hetore the ervil
tribunals, and the Police. Courts, as well as trom
the statistics ot our . Prisons and Pemtentiaries.

And so'it has come to pass that all those who
take an wterest 1 the exterior police, feel the
necessity of some public institution in whick may
be received those who are now a burden on so-
ciety ; for they well understand that it is not by
means of shackles and handcuffs on the guilty that
the latter can be corrected, but only through the
influence of the charms of- that divioe. religion
which tbe Son of God established 1a the world
for the salvation of the greatest nners,

Such, Dearly Beloved Brethren, is the end
proposed to be attaiaed by opening the Hospice
in question, and which 1s designed as an Asylum
for the worst of those cases with which our poor
nature is afillicted. Not that we are so pre-
sumptuous as to pretend to heal all the diseases
of our social state. DBut we hope to be able to
offer to all who in siucerity, would wish to avail
themselves thereof, eftectual means for their
sanclification upon earth, so as to attain to ever-
lasting joy. .Some details will suffice to make
the matter plata to you.

Scarce a night passes but what the Police lay
hold of some wretches who roam the streets be-
cause they are homeless, and are thus found vio-
lating the laws which regard for public order hag
caused to be enacted. All that can be done in
such cases is to pass sentence of fine, or imprison-
ment; at the expiration of which sentence, the
prisoner, without 20y moral amendment on his
part, is again wurned loose upon society. Thus
it happens, that agam in a short time, the same
offenders charged with the same, or perbaps
worse offences, appear again te undergo the same
pumshment.

But let us suppose tbat these unbappy crea-
tures, instead of beng the objects of public ven-
geance, were to be admulted within a charitable
institution, 10 wlich they should be carefully
wasbed, cleansed from vermin, and furnished with
a good cupper and a bed ; and wherein after hav-
wg been the objects of a tender compassion, they
should be addressed in holy words, encouraged to
live honestly, to pray, to confess those sins whose
burden makes them wretched even in this world
—would they not feel themselves urged towards
repentance, and to a desire more faithfully to prac-
tice a religion which knows bow to inspire such
devotion for their comfort? Would they not
yield their confidence to men, who should thus
stretch forth to them in their misery the helping
hand ? "Would they not thenceforward diligently
labor faitbfully to do their duties n any respect-
able houses in which thesz men of God might be
able to procure places for them ?

There exists already in our City, such a hos-
pice established by our separated bretbren, for
the purpose of extending hospitality to the home-
less, who would otherwise be obliged to seek
shelter in stables, or to sleep in the streels, at
tke risk of their lives, or of beiog taken up by
the police. Is there any reason why we also
should not Lave a similar institution of our own ?
have we not ' the same motives, the same means
for establishing 1t? And if we fail therems
would it oot be really a disgrace and a humilia-
tion to the Catholicity we profess ?

In our travels, ‘We made it Our duty to visi;
the different Hospices, founded with this object
by charity or philanthropy. It 1s especially at
Rome that ope should make it a paint to visit
the Trinity of Pilgrims, and the Hospice of
Ste. Galle, wherein every evening the homeless
are received. ‘Ob, bow have we rejoiced at see-
ing realised therein the words of the Divine Cha-
rity, % I was a stranger, and ye took me in.”—
And truly one 1s moved to tears at the sight of
the Cardinals and Prelates of Holy Chureh, of
Roman Princes and Kmghts, kneeling befores
and washiog the feet of, the pigrims, upon whom
they also wait at table.

But though this act of charity 1s one of the
ends proposed in the new foundation, it is not the
sole, nor is it even the chief end proposed, for
after all there would be thereby but a transitory
gaa. That which it 13 chiefly proposed to ac-
complish is the procuring for our most abandoned
old mes, and therefore the most worthy ot com-
passion, a place of retreat, wherein they may
meditate upon the years of eternity, before enter-
ing thereon ; and where they may prepare them
selves to appear before the Sovereign Judge, by
fervent prayers, by their assiduity n hea‘rkening’
to religious instruction, by the trequent reception
of the Sacraments, and by the exercise of.
patience in the pains and.-sufferings of old age.

wants, ‘ ‘ S
“What We have already said; shows clearly,
that a sertous attention will be paid to classifica
tiom, so as to keep the good apart from the
wicked, so as to shelter the former from all danger-
Tn like manner, attention will be given to the case
of childrén who, still in the years of innocence,
bave been bereft of their parents, or who have
wicked parents ; so as to withdraw them from the
imminent dangers they would bave to run, were
they left to themselves, or abandoned to the care
of the authors of their days, who instead of bring-
ing them up as Christians, would but scandalize
them with their hideous blasphemies, their filthy
language, and their indecent behaviour.

There are children also who belong to good
parents who nevertheless are of such an intract-
able disposition, that they obstinately resist the
exbortations, correction, and good examples set
them by thewr fathers and mothers. 1t would be
an immense service o these parents, most re-
spectable wn all respects, to help them to discharge
the precious duty incumbent upon them of leav-
ing nothiog undone that might contribute to the
good education of their children. Now this help
these parents will find in the new Hospice, which
will be directed by Brothers of Cbhanty, who
bave the special grace of their mission to do
what their Patron St. Vincent de Paul didj to
whom, as everybody knows, the most incorrig-
able children of Paris were brought, that he
might make of them pious and docile children—a
task which he accomplished with marvellous suc-
cess. Let us hope that his children 1n Jesus
Christ may do 2s much for us, with the grace of
their Loly calling.

The new Hospice will also present timely suc-
cor to numbder of young persoiis who, freshly dis-
charged from the Reformatory Prisons, know
aot where fitly to bestow themselves, zo as to
keep alive therr good disposttions. By every-
body they are dreaded as dangerous; and no
doubt hopest folk have sound reasons for not
bringing them in contact with thewr children and
apprentices.  Still; the correction which they
have undergone 1 prison has been salutary to
them, and they would faiz do their best so as
never to return there. But what will become
of them if no one will streich to them the belp-
iog hand 7 In therr despair, wil they not give
themselves up again to a vagabond life, and to
its accompanying vices, if all honest people turn
their backs upon them ?

And, n fine—that We may leave hidden none
of those hideous sores which so fearfully disfigure
our social condition, and eat into it gradually,
like a contaglous gangrene which threatens us
with an incurable disease and death—there are
young people, 10 numbers already far too great,
who, even at the outset of their career are
thoroughly spoilt, rotten, and corrupt, and from
whom even men old in vice have much to learn,
Brought up to run idle about the streets amd
thorougbfares, and having no shelter save in dis-
reputable taverns, it 18 easy to uaderstand tlat
they have been debarred from those institutions
and other religious helps, which form to virtue
the hearts of children and of the young, and pre-
pare them to face the world with credit. 1t ig
easy to understand that it is above all to these
unhappy creatures, that the new Hospice will be
useful and necessary. For to Religion aloae,
does it belong to correct even the most spoilt
bearts, and to subdue the most obdurate
and intractable of characters, Hence 1s it that
this cheracteristic is that which makes her to
shine i the eyes of men, as a Relgion truly
divine.

But that we may understand still better how
powerful an agent 1s Religion, even upon hearts
that "to all appearance are the most callous to
Chriatian sentiments, We will lay before you
some extracts from an excellent Report made
upon a Relormatory House, by a Priest, its
Chaplain. .

Having classified the young persons over whom
his vigilance 1s exercised, and having sketched
their characters, dnd their dispositions, he adds : .

i 1 beseech God that He will permit this House to
fall into the hands of ‘persons consecrated by their
state of life to the reform of youth ; and in that caee
I will believe that my acticipations will be realized ;
that is to eay, it will then be seen that these young
peracns who to-dny inspire but disgust, are sus.
ceptible of receiving within their kearts, impressions
of the most solid virtue,”

"Now it 13 to this noble work, that {hese men
of God who have left all to come and belp us to
raise this monument of Charity, are about to
consecrate themselves, so as to open the bosom
of Divine Mercy to all such as are sicerely de-
sirous of saving thewselves. For our youth, such
a Hospice is indispensably necessary, Fbr,
Dearly Beloved Bretbren, look well around you,
and you will see that for male delinquents there
are only the Police, the Reformatory, and the
Prison ; whist for persons of the other sex—
thanks to Divige Providence—there are Asylums
for the shelter of innecence, Flouses of Refuge
wherein the weak are defended agamst the se-
ductions of the world ; and Hospices in which
they may cleanse themselves from the stains con-
tracted 1o their intercourse with a world so dan.
gerous to virtue.

Berchmans of the Company of Jesus. A
Biography, by a Fatker of the same Company .
This Lttle work, put forward with the appro-

bation of Iis Liordship the Bishop of Montreal,

contains a brief but mteresting notice of the life
of one whose Beatification was pronounced at

Rome on the 28th of May of last year; and in

bonor of whom a solemn three days® service ha®

just been celebrated at the Gesw, or Church of
the Reverend Jesuit Fathers of this City. Our
readers would perhaps like to learn a few parti-
culars respecting the career of one whose me-
wory 18 so dear.to the Company of Jesus ; who
may be well propounded as a model to every one
who also desires to be numbered amongst the
children of Mary ; and of whom, in the words of

Holy Wiit, 1t may well be said that % being made

perfect in a short space, he fulfilled a long time

—consummatus in brevi, cxplevit tempora

multa.’—Sap. iv. 13.

T'he holy and blessed Jean Berchmans was born
the 13th of March, 1599, in the little willage of .
Belgium, called Diest, about 30 miles from Brus-
sels. From his earliest infancy, he approved
himsell a vessel of predilection; and whilst the
holy names, Jesus and Mary, were the first that
his infant lips learced to form, so as he advanced
in years, prayer and meditation were his delight.
He was particularly remarkable for bis tender
affection for Mary, for whom, as it is with all the
elect, be manifested the warmest devotion. With
such holy sentiments, it 15 scarce necessary to add
that be was the joy of s family, the glory of his
schdol, and the bright jewel in the crowe of his
college preceptars, who spoke of him as © of an
angel of purity.” ‘

" At the age of 16, the young man was admitted

into the Jesut College, then just opened at Ma-

lines, whete be soon’ distinguished bimself, not by
his taleats - merely; -but by bis Christian profici-
ency. ' He aimed'at perfection, and he was con-

.ented with nothing “short of ths. In-ashort

lege ; nod g0, when be folt that God called him to
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enroll 'hxmseif. in" that noble Cozpany of Jesus,

© then in everj’ quarter of the globe, fighiing the
battles of the faith, and triumphing over infidelity,
heresy, and ‘heathenism, ‘he looked not back,
but at once boldly accepted the sacrifices God
demanded at lis hapds. Some worldly opposi-
tlc'i:'x‘was offered by bis relatives ; but their scru-
pleé overcome, he weat to Rome to commence
his novitiate. . -

Here, as 1n College, his virtues could not long
pe lidden. He led a life of prayer, and mort-
fication, and obedience to his superor, so that
shortly he was kno vn a3 a second Louis of Gox-
zague ; aod like'St. Liouie, and St, Stanislaus he
too was destined to an early death, He bad not
yet attamned b s twenty-third year when,in 1621,
be:was attacked with a spitting of blood n the
month of August. His health rapidiy declined ;
in a few days he was obhged to retire to the mn-
firmary; and on Friday the 13th of the same
same month, he yielded his soul into the bands of
His Liord, Whom he bad so fervently loved and
faithlully served upon earth. He died as the
gants die, with the pames of Jesus and Mary
upon his hips; names that he bad lisped in his
earliest years, and which were his comfort at tke
hour of death.

‘From this little book, which we recommend to
the young Catholic reader, we may learn that,
to be a Saint, 1t 13 not necessary to do great or
extraordinary things; that 1t is not n¢cessary Lo
give cne’s body to the fire, or to be devoured by
beasts. The Blessed Jean Berchmans did none
of these things—and yet lie is naw venerated on
our altars, for he did more than these things, in
ope respect. Obediesce is better than sacrifice,
and be was obedient and docile in every situation.
He did the duty that lay before i, though that
duty was often simple aad very humble : hut he
did 1t with a pure intent, to the honor and glory of
God, aud of His Blessed DMother. This was
the spring of all bus actions : and in return, from
Her Whom he so loved, he received the graces
of humility, acd of purily the crown of rirtues,
which makes man meet company for ihe Angels.
This is the moral of this little book, this the les-
son learat from this shart biography of the young
Jesuit, whom the reverend Fathers to-day most
fitly propound as a model to their young charges.

For, 1f
God Himself has not prohibited, by His positive
or revealed law, the particular macriages which
Mr. Chambers’ Bl proposed to legahze, no
human tribunal can have any right to oppose ob-
stacles to the contraction of such matnimonial
unjons : and the question as to whether God has,
or has not, mm His revealed law, contamed in
Scriptuze, prohibited such marriages, s a question
which, upoa Protestant principles—z.e. the right
of private judgment, in matters of revelation—
every one has, against Church and State, the
nght to determine for himself. Were it a ques-
tion of natura! law that was at Issue, the Pro-
testant might without betraying any consistency
ignore the right of private judgment in the pre-
mises, restricting that pretended right to mat-
ters of revelation or positive law: sioce few
Protestants would apply thewr fundamental pria-
ciple to the natural law. But no one preteads
that the marriage of 2 man with Ins deceased
wife’s sister, is prohibited by the latter: and
whether it be prohibited by the positive or re-
vealed law of God, 1s a question, which, upon
Protestant principles, no. man bas, no body of
men whether styling themselves Parliament or
Synbd have, the right to meddle with. Still
less, if such marriages are ot forbidden by God’s
revealed law, and by the Christian dispensation,
of whose contents the House of Commons is not
an infallible; and therefore ‘competeat iterpreter,
has'"liiﬁy'lman:, have any body of men the right.to
curtail the libefty which God Himself has left to
-Hié'.f"i‘.l:'eaturés' ‘in the matter of their., sexudl
“nlop’-\ . -

- - Wa -are. pot.arguing i -favor of marviages

which the ‘Catholic Church wisely probibats, re-
serving to herself the right lLowever to dispense
with the probibiuion, which she could not do were
it of natural obligation: but we wish to point out
the inconsistencies into which Protestant legisla-
tors fall, when without admitting Catholic pre-
mises, they attempt to enforce Catholic conclu-
sions.

The presentis a momen-
tous crigis ic the religious and educational intereats
of the English speakiog people of the Eastern Town.
ships. There i3 every prospect that witkin twelve
or fifteen mouths,if our rights are not sooner secured,
the door will be effactually shut sgainst any change,
except such as tbe Roman Oatholic majority in the
loesl parliament may see fit to grant. We do not
say that our Roman Oatholic fellow citizens will,
when they have the staff in their own hands, bs un-
willing to do justice to Protestants. A fair test,
however, of such prospective liberality, will be the
manuer in which they are prepared 1o treatour pre-
sent just and reasonable demands. If they are willing
to join in guaranteeing these just righta against all
possible encronchments by the msjority, under Qon-
federation, it will be an earuest of future liberality.
But if they are unwilling to do this now, it will show
what may expected by Protestants when they shall
exerclse only a tenth or less of the legislative in-
fluence in the government, We trust that the pro-
posed Convention will be largely attended. No
sobject of equal magnitude and importanes has ever
been brought before the people of this District, and
it they do not}make a vigorous effort in this crisis they
will show themeelves uaworthy of tbeir descent and
their professed principlos. It i8 mow, or perhaps
never! It is speak and aet now, or be forever
silent ! —Sherbrooke Gazetle.

¢ The best of methods,” by a long way, © of
securing the educational rights of the Protestant
population of Eastern Canada” that the proposed
Convention can adopt, is this:

First—To ascertawn, and define clearly and
exbaustively, what are, and wherein consist the
 educational rights of the Protestant population
of Eastern Canada.”

Second—To ascertain, and in like manner de-
fine the ¢ educational rights” of the Catholic
population of Western Canada.

Thirdly —To advocate the guaranteeing to the
Iatter, as well as to the former, their * educa-
tional rights” by mesns of a Law to be placed
bey ond the reach of the local Provincial Legis-
latures of either Proviace. By adopting this
course ; by recoguising, in short, that * what 1s
sauce for the goose, is sauce also for the gander ;”’
by showing themselves as prompt to do justice to
a Catholic mmority, as they are to nsist upon
justice for themselves bewng in a minority amongst
Catholics, our Protestant fellow-citizens of Liower
Canada will put themselves 1n a strong position ;
and will, they may be sure, obtam the hearty co-
operation of ther Lower Canadian Catbolic
fellow-citizens.

First then, what are the * educational rights”
of the Protestant minority ot Lower Canada?
what the * educational rights” of the Catholic
muwonty 1n the Western Province? This is
the first pont to determine ; for until it be de-
termined, it 15 in vain to discuss the means of se-
curing or guaranteemg those ¢ educational rights.”

In enther case,—that of the Lower Canadian
Protestant minarity, and 1 that of the Upper
Cavadian Catholic minonty—these rights are
identical, the same in quality aod 1n quanuty. Ta
neitber case do they belong to, or spring from, the
religious or ecclesiastical status of the claimant
for, as we contend, they are one and the same in
Protestant, and in Catholie. ‘They are in short
toe natural rights of the parent, to sole and ab-
solute control over the entire education of his
own offspring ; over the children whom ke, and
not the tState, not Jack-in-Office, has begot-
ten; for whom, and whose souls, he, and not the
State, not Jack-in-Office is responsible to Al-
mighty God.

And these “rights” whether n the case
of the Protestant, or the Catholic parent
may be thus defied. The absolute right of
every parent as against the State, not hav
ing been convicted in due course of law of
any crime, or of wilful dereliction of his
parental duties, to determine for himself in all
cases, without interference of any kind trom his
neighibors, or trom the State, how, by wbom, and
with ivhoni, s childrea shall be educated : and
2adly. his' night to exemption- from all taxation,
direct or indirect, for the support of any school,
or educational institution, of whose services he,
in the exercise of his absolute rights as a parent,
daes not see fit to avail himse!f. This, neitber
more nor less, is what we claim as the ¢ educa-
tional rights” of every man ; and which we can
with good grace insist upon for every individual
of the Catholic mincrity mn Upper Canada, be-
cause ‘we are willing to_accord it to-every indi-
vidual Protestant_in Lower Canada.. o

And, bere, before we ‘gd’ firther, would we
pause, and ask: of our Protestant fellow-citizens,
tins question—Daes this- definition suit you t—

Does it, or does it not, embody your ides of ‘the

« edducational rights® of parents? If 1t does, it
will be a comparatively easy task for us to work
together-for those legislative changes which, be-
fore Confederation be passed, 1t will be prudent
to bring about as guarantees .of our common
“ educational rights.” If our:defiaition does not
suit you ; if it does not {ully embody your idea;
if it sin in short by excess or by.defect—we re-
spectfully invite you to pont out our] error, to
make good our deficiency, and to substiute for
the definition that you reject, one that shall
clearly and exbaustively set forth your idea of the
¢ educational rights’” both of Catholics, and of
Protestants. '

This should not be made an occaston for ban-
dying hard words, for angry recriminations, or tor
injurious suspicions. 'We have bad enough, too
much, of these in the past ; let us for the future
see it we cannot hive as brethren, as well as fel-
low-citizens, mutually respecting one aaother’s
 rights,” as well as egotistically asserting our

own rights, each for himself. We believe that
we do but speak the sentimexts of all our own co-
religionists, when we declare our perfect readiness,
our anxiety, to do fulf justice to our P.otestant
fellow-citizens ; to listen respectfully to all their
complaiats, and to remove every semblance even
of ipjustice that they can adduce; trusting, of
course, that they will reciprocate our good -
teotions, and will work together with us for full
educational jushice to the Catholic mimority of U.
Canada.

And therefore 1s 1t that, as the necessary, indis-
pensable preluminary to this much-to-be desired
co-aperation, we respectfully invake [rom our
Protestant fellow-citizens, a clear and exhaustive
dehaition of the * educational nghts” of Protest-
ants in Lower Canada, and of that wherein they
differ from the ¢ educational mights” of Catho-
lics in Upper Canada. We pause for a reply.

Decay or Paiesriy INFLUENCE. — In a
Pastoral, by hiwx lately issued, Ilis Grace the
Archbishop of Tuam forcibly pointed out that,
if to-day, tbe spintual influence of the Catholic
Church whea exerted against Fenianism is not so
powerful as the friends of erder and religion
would wish te see it, the fault lies i a great
measure with the British Government itself;
which for long years, and by every means, foul
or fair, and notably by 1ts favorite plan of God-
less education, has been doing 1ts utmost to sap
or undermine the influence of Catholicity in Ire-
land, or in the cant-slang of day, to emancipate
the Irish people from the yoke of the priest-
hood. '

Well ! perhaps the Goveroment has partially
succeeded, and what is the result? Simply that,
which, with prophetic insight, Edmund Burke,
long ago foretold, would be the result of the de-
cay of priestly influence. Whaat the Calholic
Church lost, be pointed out, would be gained, not
by Anglicanism, not by Methodism, Presbyter-
anism, or by any recognised form of Protestant-
1sm, but simply by Jacobinsm. In cessing to
be Papsts the Irish would become Jacobins ;
this was the propbecy of one of the wisest and
most far seeing statesmen of modern times,

Se far the words of Edmond Burke have
come true, alas ! only {oo trae. To a certan
extent the nfloence of the priest bas been un.
dermined by the efforts of the Protestant pro-
selytizers, and by the Godless schools ; and yet
the people of Great Britain pretend to be sur-
prised that the fervid denunciations of Fenianism
that have been issued in every diocess in Ireland,
and from every Catholic pulpit, have got had
therr full effect! This is what his Grace of
Tuam well brings out and ably insists upon in
the subjoined extract from his Lenten Pastoral
which we cominend to the careful perusal of
those who fancy that DBritish rule will be
strengtbened, in preportion as the influence of the
Pope and” the Catholic priest is diminished.—
Never was there a more absurd or pernicious
error.  Thus on' this pomt speaks John of

Tuam :—

It is not then, to be wondered at that such strange
and anti-Catholic teaching, cootinued for so many
years, should have silently produced those bitter
fruits which are uow but too manifest. For several
years amounting to the term of a generation, have
the youth of Ireland been encouraged, importuned,
and otien coerced, in defiance of their pastors, to
frequent those schocla in which the firet rule was to
ignore the existence, or disregard the influence of
any such pastoral authority.  What is now the
result, patent to the world? Itis such as ot only
zealoug ecclesiastics, but wise and far-seeing states-
men shoald have anticipated. Once taught to des-
pise the divine authority of their Church, and dis-
obey their legitimate pastors, it is no wonder if scho-
lars, imbued with such teaching, ehould treat with
disregard secular amthorities, This was & conse-
quence not adverted to by those who have beens'ri-
viog for yeara to impair the influence of the Oatholic
clergy ; and if they now behold the fruits of their
labor in the disaffection said to be widely epread
throughout the land ; they ought to reflect that it
might be gtill wider and more dangerous, had they
themaselves been successful in their efforts to extin-
guish the feelinga of reverence which tbe people en-
tortaia towarda their beloved pastors. The whole -
some influence stitl retained by the clery, in despite
of every effort to weaken it through the National Sys-
tem, hag been felt and acknowledged. To strengthen
that influence now, appears to be the desirable policy,
and zever did any project betray greater ignorance
of the true interests of Ireland, than that recently
suggested to secure the favor of the Catholic. clergy.

Messrs. O’Mahoney and Killian bave pat forth
addresses explanatory of, and exculpating their
conduct 10 the Rastport expedition. The latter
complains bitterly, that ¢ the business men of our
race Liave not joined our organization in any re-
spectable numbers, or attaived directing centres
when they bave Jomed it.” Ths complaict,
which is no doubt well founded, plainly shows that
the clear-headed members of the Irish race have

no faith in Feniamsm, and bold themselves aloof
from it.

The ouly tangible result of the Fenian move-
ment, hilherto, has been the religious falling away
of the Catholic peaple of Ireland. Of this the Pro-
testant journals boast, and in 1t they see the oze
good thing that Femamsm is capable of.

N. Y. Tribune, for iostance, contends that
though Fenianisin has hrought about no political
revolution in Ireland, it has ¢ apparently
wrought a revolution tn the Irish character.

From this, however, the
Tribune conciudes that a long stride has been
made towards Republicamism: and as it views
Republicanism, that is to say, as the social and
political order that obtaics 10 the Uuited States,
Lhat journal 15 quite correet; tor it is ao order
bostile to, and incompatible with, the Catholic
rehigion, the decay of whose influence must there-
fore needs be favorable to its growth,

Tre May ANNIVERSARY DMEETINGS.—A
well known Protestant jourpal of INew York—
the Herald —speaks most disrespectfully of tbe
chief actors in the evangelical serio-conic bur-
lesque annually performed in the month of May.

TRANSPORTATION OF EMIGRANTS. — In view of the
possibility of cholera breaking out upon this contin-
eot during the present year, Mr O. J. Brydges,
managing director of the Grand Truok railway, has
igsued a circular calling the atteution of his gtaff
throughont the lize, to the necessity of providing for
the com‘ort of the emigrants during the contemplated
sickly season. He instrucis them on no account to
allow emigrants to be carried in other than second
claes passenger oars, and requires & good supply of
water to be furnished them during their journey aver
the road, nnd wholesome food to be pold to them on
reasonable terms. Qouductors are to be held re.
gpongible for the cars being well aupplied with a suffi-
cient quantity of cold water, and agents, who will
be acquaioted by telegraph that emigrants are on the
road, are to be prepared to supply them with water
whecever necessary. Oonductors will be required
to see that the cara are not over-crowded, and agents
at the pointa where the cara are stopped, will be held
respousible for seeing that they are thoroughly;clean.
ed aod ventilated without delay. On no account are
emigranta to be carried on regular passeoger or mix-
ed traioe, they sre to be put on at the eod of a light
freight train, which the train deaspatchers are to run
nt the rate at which special emigrant traina usually
travel. All emigrants from Point Levi are 10 be
stopped at Point St. Oharles, when going west of
Moutreal, so that the Boanaseniure station may be
kept clear from any emigrants waiting for transpor-
tation. The same arrangemenia will be required to
be carried out at Buffalo and Toronto, where emi-
grants will come upon the line. These are wise pra
cautions, and if properly carried out will be highly
beneficial. Thay securs better treatment for poor
emigrants than they unscally receive on American
railways, while at tho same time, they lessen as much
ag possible the danger of disease baing introduced
ioto the country by their passage through it to their
new homes.

Tee Growng COrors.~We (Torouto Globe) are
bappy to say that winter killings of the Full wheat,

although very destructive in the front townships on

Lake Ontario, snd extending as far West as Galt,
has mot proved so injurious in other parts of the
coantry. In the Niagara district the reports are
exceedingly good, both of the Fall wheat and of the
fruit crop, and to the North of the Ridges, and West
from Lozdoo, throughoat Kent, Lambton, Middlesex
and Huron, the accounts of the wheat are favorable.
A figer season for Spring plouguing and sowing
coald not be imagined, and . the resalts of the heary
showers whieh we are now enjoying cannot but be
beneficial to the graina and grass, In spite of ‘winter
killing, and the evit effecta of the cold winds of April,
there i no. reason to fear a great deficiency in the
:crop of 1866, from what haa yet transpired. -

At the
momen?, however, when the disarmsament of Austria
anc Pruesia was expested, [taly saw herself directly
meraced by Austiia, who increased Dber armaments
and gave them ic Venpetis an overtly hostile charac-
ter towards us. It therefore hecomes indispensable
for the security of the kingdom that both the land
and sea forces should be increased withont delay,—
In taking the military measures requred for the de-
fence of the country, the Government bas only acted
in accordance with the state of things ereated by
Austria.

The works of Piacenza, Pizzighettons, Lodi, and
Lecco are being gradually putinto a state of defencs,
cannops ordered north, and naval magazines formed
at Brindisi and Taranto; but there i3 po eign of an
immediate sttack being contemplated,

Signor Minghetti is now publishing in the Florence
papers aseries of long letters developing De Martino’s
plan for allowing the clergy to buy off their property
by a payment of 600,000,000f, to the Government.—
Concerning the va ue and practicability of this pro-
jeot opinions are very moch divided. Many persons
think it imposible of realization. M, Erdan, the
well-known Naples correspondent, has just publighed
Prince Napoleon's opinion on the matter, and Prince
Napoleon takes so strong an interest in Italy, and
has been at such pains to come to sound conclusions
concerning its affuirs, that his views ought te have
weight.

Almost everywhere it wili
be found neceasary to proceed by the system of forced
gale, which it 18 desired to avoid.!

Indepeduntly of tzis very strong objection, to com-
promise the question for 600 millions would simply
be to sacrifice prisciple to expedieccy. Besides the
mere fivancial results of the Convent Bill it is de-
gired to get rid of the religious corporations, and
algo to transfer the Church lands into bands which
shall improve their value to the commonwealth.

The French interpretation of the Fourth Article of
the deptember Convention 13 said to have been lately
given in a seose that has greatly dizcomposed the
italian Cabinet. ‘Italy declares herse:f ready to
enter into an arrangement to take at her charge a
proportional part of the debt of the former States of
the Church.’ This article is rather vague. Italy
repudiated ar.ears. Frapce insists cpon their heing
recognized 43 an esseatial bagis of the arrangement
atipuiated. If this prove srua, it is 100,000,000¢. 3o
be paid to the Pope when the French leave Rome.
And 100 000,000f, mean now nearly 200 ¢00,000L of
Italirn bonds, besides 20,000,000f. hereafter annually
to be added to the deficit of the Budget.

Roumg, April 25 —The Pontifical loan has been at
tength cencluded on most satwfactory terms, and
while that of Italy is quoted at 54, that of the Holy
See has been negotiated by Mr. Blouxnt, of Paris, at 66,
and is alreedy eagerly taken up; 23,000,000 of the
60,000,000 being taken within two days. The Papal
finance will, in consequence, be enabled to face all ita
difficulties and the public service,both in the civil and
military epartments. The recroiting, whick hag
been temporarily suspended (8ave for the volunteers
of private means, of whom numbers are daily arri-
ving), wili be atonce resumed, and the efective of
the army, now 10,000, raised to 12,000 men, accor--
ding to the original intention.

Nuwmbers more,
whose previous gservice in the Zouaves renders a
fresh training uonecessary, are only waiting the
summong from Rome to rejoin their ranks and serve
rs privates where they were once officers.
