W/hile the spirit of the above is ail righit in
moderation, yet it is very apt to be abused
and degenerate into selfish boinbast. It is
a weakness xvbich ail college papers should
inite in suppressing. As for ourselves, if
anytliing savoring of the above should creep
into our colurnns, we shaîl be g[id if it is
sho\vn up to us in all its enormnity ; and Nve
want A to be treated in the saine way.

W E have every reason to congratulate
our Rugby teain on the result of

the m-atchi on Saturday last with the Cadets
of the R. M. C., and we trust thie success
they then achieved will be an incentive to
bard practîce and more comibined systeniatic
play. Taking into consideration, that tbey
liad only been in practice about eiglit or ten
days, their showing in the field on Saturday
is deserving of the înost favorable comment.
Somne few points for iruprovement mnight be
suggested, but it will only require tim~e and
careful attention to fully remedy these weak
points.

IF the determination with \vhich the foot-
1ball clubs have comimenced the work of

organîzation inay be taken as an index of
the success they are to achieve during the
football season, we may expect our boys to
give a good account of themselves. We
have now two separate clubs, the one playing
according to the rules of the Central Foot-
ball Association, and tbe other adopting the
Rugby Union rules. Both clubs are rapidly
getting into form and are already arranging
to play off the ties in the respective associa-

tions to which they belong. It is to be
hoped that every inember of the Freshman
class xviii see to it that his namne is enrolled
as a menmber of eithier of the clubs, and flot
oniy that he is a member, but, more import-
ant stili, that he is on the practice field everv
afternoon. It is a matter for regret that xve

ar'sIl in want of suitable -rounds for football

and other athietie sports. \Vould it flot be
an excellent opportunitv for some one who
is interested in the physical development of
our students and who has the remiedv at
hand, or at least to bis cre(Iit in his bank
account, to step forxvard and provide the
xvherexvitlial tu, level up a portioni of the
groundl in front of the College. Mho w~ill
be first ?

IT is always with pride that xve note cvery

stýtge of advanceiinent in the historv of
Queen's. In one of the closing nurubers of
the JOURNAL last session we referred to the
appointmnent of Professor Ross to the chair
of Apologetics in the faculty of Theology.

In the selection of W. L. Goodwin, D. Sc.,
for the chair of Cheriuistry and Mineralogy,
the trustees have miade a choice which ail
the friends and weli-xvishers of Queen's wxho
are in a position to jucîge must heartily ap-
prove of. Lt is cause also for congratulation
that in rnaking the selection perfect unanirn-
ity of sentiment prevailed. Prof. Goodxvin
comes to us bearing the verv highest testi-
mon ials and recornrnenclat ions fromn the Lest
universities of the Old \Vorld, including Lon-
don, Edinburgh, Dublin, and Heidelberg.
His academic'career has been a rnost brilliant
one. During bis course at London Univers-
ity, where he matriculated with honors in

1877, wirlning at the same time the Gilchrist
Scholarship, he repeatedly gained for hinmself
the highest distinction in the clepartments of
chemistry and experimental physics. Under
Professor Kuhne, at Heidelberg, Germany,
he studied Chemistry theoretically and prac-
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tically, and also Mineralog-y under Professor
R osenbauch. Together witb his excellent
attainmients as a sebolar, Dr. Gooclwin adds
a thireu-years' experience as Lecturer and
Professor in University College, Bristol,
Eng,.,«and Mount Allison College, N. B., re-
spective]y. Hie bas also devoted part of hi $s
time to the study of sucb medical subjects
as would l)etter prepare imi to teacb Chieni-
istr\-to medicalstiu(lents. We extend to Prof.
Goodwxin. a beartv wxelcorne to Queen's, and
w'ish for birn a rnost successful career.
