TROY 15 UNDEF
MILITARY RULE

Many Fires in Flooded District
Put Out With Difficulty—
Destitution is
Great.

TROY, N. Y., March 28.—(Canadian
Press.)—Martial law has been prac-
tically declared in Troy and members
of two military companies are patroll-
ing the streets an relieving the tired
firemen and police, many of whom
have been on continuous duty for 48
hours. Mayor Burns has not! slept in
two nights, having taken charge in
person of the public safety depart-
ment.

Fires today added to the seriousness
of the flood situatién and firemen were
kept busy all day answering alarms
in the flooded district. Damage esti-
mated at thousands of dollars was
done by the fire today.

For the first time in the history of
Troy the newspapers were unable to
80 to press. One publication printed
a four-page pamphlet on a hand-
press and another was printed in Al-
bany. The others were forced to sus-
pend publication, their plants having
been flooded.

There is much destitution among
the flood sufferers and the state ar-
mory and Y.M.C.A. have been con-
verted into relief stations.

SWEET SERENADE
FOR SUFFRAGETTE

Miss Emerson of Detroit, Im-
prisoned at Holloway, Has
Exile Cheered.

ANTIS ARE DISCREET

Husky Dockmen Allied With
Militant Sisters Overawed
Would-Be Disturbers.

LONDON, March 28.—(Can. Press)—
Protected by a bodyguard of husky
dockworkers, Miss Scott-Troy of San
Francisco, heading -a delegation of
American and English suffragists, to-
night serenaded Miss Z€lie Emerson of

Detroit, the militant suffragette who
is on a hunger strike in Holloway Jail,
serving out a two months’ sentence
for breaking windows.

The anti-suffragists had hired a band

of roughs who were armed with bad
eggs, stale vegetables and other ob-
Jectionable things for use-as missiles.
They were on the ground with the in-
tention of breaking up the demonstra-
tion of sympathy with Miss Emerson,
but the presence of the strong-armed
dockmen deterred them from making
the slightest manifestation of hostil-
ity. The suffragettes had anticipated
trouble and hired a deaf cornetist who
could not be disconcerted by the hoots
or jeers of the antis. Not only was
there no hooting or jeering, but the
cornetist had no other kind of inter-
ruption to contend with.
Baron Von Hoist of San Francisco
acted as master of ceremontes. Stand-
ing close to the wall of the jail, and
accompanied by the cornetist, the sere-
naders sang “The Star Spangled Ban-
nex,” “Dixie,” “'Way Down Upon the
Suwanee River,” “The Battle Hymn or
the Republic” and other patriotic
American songs.

Dockmen Show Gratitude.

After the serenade, Miss Troy was
bresented with an illuminated honor-
ary membership in the Dockworkers’
Union as a testimonial of the gratitude
of the men for her support during the
dockworkers' strike two years ago,
when she - fed thousands of their
children.
In striking contrast to the demon-
stration at Holloway Jail was a suffra-
gette meeting held across the street
without the protection of a bodyguard.
The speakers at this meeting were
howled down by the mob. At the con-
clusion of the serenade of Miss Emer-
son, the deaf cornetist.was invited to
cross the street and play, the suffra-
gettes hoping .that his music would
soothe the savage breasts of the rowdy
eclement. The cornetist accepted the
invitation; but had only begun the alr
of “The Star Spangled Banner” when
hoodlums pounced upon him, smashea
his cornet and forced the suffragettes
to abandon the meeting.

TORONTO’S TAX RATE FOR 1913
WILL BE FIXED AT 19 MILLS

Cab Stand is Opposed.

Estimates Brought Down Yesterday Show a Total of Nearly
Four Million Dollars, a Great Increase Over Last Year—
Street Cleaning Estimates Take a Jump—Market for

o .

Estimates of the départment of
works, upon which is based the tax
rate for 1913, were submitted to the
committee on works. The total is $2,-
784,716, or $1,750,000 more than the
expenditure of last year. The esti-
mates for the street cleaning esti-
mates are $969,483.83, anificreasc of
$202,000 over the expenditure of last
year.

This makes a grand total of $3,750,-
000 in round numbers, or an increase
of about two million. It is estimat-
ed that it will be impossible to reduce
the estimates by more than a quarter
of a million.

As the estimates for maintenance

{ the expenditure of last year, and those

are only & quarter of a million over

of the street cleaning section are $202,-
000 over -the expenditurc of. last year,
it is expected that the tax rate may
be held down to at least 19 mills. The
rest of the estimates affect capital ac-

count,
The committee will meet Monday
morning to deal with the estimates.

In the several sections of the main-
tenance estimates those for roadways
show a decrease over 1912 of $20,000,
for sewers an advance of $120,000, for
railways and bridges $34,000 more, for
waterworks $21,000 less, marine plant
$16,000 more and civic car lines $76,000.

For the special work; mostly charg-
ed to capital account, the roadway
section requests $196,370, of = which
$30,000 is for two new district yards,
$25,000 for temporary plank roads,
$48,000 for additional plant and $33,000
for North Yonge st.

For the -sewer section the total is
$87,820, of which $25,000 is for addi-
tional plant and $43,000 for reconstruc-
tion of Kew Beach outlet and Wood-
bine pumping statton.

For the railway and high bridge
sectioa the total is $241,000, of which
$38,000 is for Princess street ' yard
cribbing and $80,000 for St. Clair
avenue flll steel bridge,

For the waterworks section the to-
tal is $307,000, of which $100,000 is for
buildings on St. Andrew's market site.

For the main drainage section the
total is $505,000, of which $375,000 is
for authorized additional work.

For the street cleaning section abont
$80,000 increase is necessary for sca-
venging and $20,000 is asked for four
auto trucks, A

Cab Stand Place.

Commissioner Harris stated that
the St. Lawrence market ‘would not
provide a suitable pldace for a carters’
stand and that the only place for the
stand is on the south side of Adelaide
street, east of Church st. The stand
is now-on Church and Richmonds sts.

“No carters’ stand should be allow-
ed in front of property that pays
taxes,” said Ald. McBride. “This
stand should be placed on Adelaide st.,
east of Church st. The frontage there
is church property and pays no taxes.”

Ald. Weston said that Toronto Is
big enough now to abolish carters’
stands, and their abolition is the only

cure of the evil. Nearly every carter
has a phone and recelves his orders
thru it.

Spence argued that carters’
stands should be on civic property,
not streets, and a rental charged. The
matter was left to a sub-committee to
report upon a site,

The city solicitor advised that ren-
tals could not legally be charged for
encroachments upon ‘the highways. It
was decided to recommend applying
for legislation providing power to.col-
lect rentals for such encroachments.
and in the meantime to notify all
property owners so encroaching with
awnings, eigns, etc., that they will
have to remove them or pay rentals
for the portions of the streets en-
croached upon.

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Court Decides in Favor of Wm. |
Scott, Who Was Injured in|
Printing Department of Uni- ;
versity—Counsel Argued on |

Law Not Exactly Up to the
Minute.

William Scott was a pressman em-
ployed in the printing department of
ithe University of. Toronto, While oil-
ing a press the machinery was start-
ed and three of the fingers on his left
hand were orushed so 'badly that they
had to be cut off at the hospital. His
Vvaluation of his fingers was $1500, and
he sued the university for that
amount. Chief Justice Meredith de-
cided yesterday in his court at the
city hall that three fingers were worth
$600, and the university must pay
Scott at the rate of $200 a finger.

The counsel for the university em-
ployed a plea that might have been
effective in a court of justice . in the
middle ages, but was not successful
with Chief Justice Meredith. The
university board of governors, he
pleaded, were really trustees of the
king and endowed with the special
privileges of the crown. The crown
is not liable, according to a medieval
law, which is still in the statute
books, “for the non-feasance or mis-
feasance of its servants.” In ordinary
imtelligible English, this means, ac-
cording to the counsel's coptention,
that the university board of governors
are not llable if anyone employed: by
them is injured on account of their
negligence. The chief justice decided
that the theory at the back of all this,
which is that “the king can do no
wrong,” i8 obsolete, The .= Magna
Charta set aside all such drastic royal
privileges a long time ago, anyway;
it trimmed mearly all the privileges
from the crown. The chief justice
evidently does mnot think that laws
bunied - in ancilent statute books,
written in Latin, should be invoked in
Canada.

It is now the purpose of the De
Koven Opera Company to found a
scholarship that will be awarded to
the singer that comes nearest to' the
ideal that has Deen set by Miss
Abott. The American prima donna has
been told of the great beauty of Can-
adian voices, and while in Berlin she
heard with Pleasure Florence Easton
and Francis Maclennan, both Cana-
dians, who are now members of the
Royal Opera House in Berlin. Miss
Abott during her tour In the States
has listened to a great many singers,
but none of them have come up to her
requirements. She wishes to find a
soprano witht a lyric voice and an
attractive presence. The fortunate
possessor of that rare combination will
have a thoro schooling in the art of
singing, as well as in stage deport-
ment, and will be guaranteed an en-
gagement with the De Koven Opera
Company next season,

During her stay in Toronto Miss
Abott will hear all applicants who
care to sing for her, and she will be
pleased to make an appointment with
those who leave their address at the
Princess Theatre. She will be assist-
ed in the task by the musical director
of the De Koven Opera, Company,
Frank Tours, who is also a talented
composer,

Miss Abott realizes the difficulties
that attend the beginnings of a young
singer who wishes to' make a career
on the operatic stage., It was with
her early struggles in view that she
persuaded the De Koven pera Com-
pany to found a scholarship, and if
the result justifies % a conservatory
of music as well will be organized by
the directors. Miss Abott began her
career in musical comedy, and it was
a chance meeting with Jean de Reszke,
the great Polish tenor, that she was
enabled to realize her ambition to sing
in grand opera. She made her debut
Wwith him as Juliette, and after a sea-
son at the Opera Comique, in Paris,
she was engaged to come to the Me-
tropolitan Opera House, in New York,
where she shared the roles in the
lyrie Trepertory with Marcella Sem-
brich.

The maurandya vine has no equal
as a dropping creener. Its blossoms,
sheped like o snapdraggon, white,
pink, or lavender, an inch long, borne
in the axils of the leaves, are very
profuse. The leaves, smooth, shining,
' lvy-ghaped, are rich green. For rock-
work, vases, low trellises or window
boxes, it dorms a pretty screening
drapery, very attractive.

The vine grows readily from seed,
germinating in twelve days; trans-
plant, as soon as the vine shows six
to eight leaves; water well, and oc-
casionally lend a helping hand to the
creeping tendrils, Flowering constant-
ly from April, the vine will become
shabby and should be replaced by a
fresh plant about July.

Note the color scheme of this box.
Each color blends with the other; the
two dark reds of the geraniums (both
darkest cardinal), do not clash with
each other, or with the rich purples
of the. heliotrope. The greens are all
soft, fading from light misty tints, to
the dark cloudy tones given by the
rough leaves of the heliotrope,

The vines swaying dainty from the
front of the box glve the necessary
touch of softness to the foilage scheme
besides adding their share of bloom.

The -five healthy heliotrope plants,
kept niecely trimmed, and straggling
shoots pinched off, will send out an
elusive perfume, especially after be-
ling sprinkled; watch this plant for
any little vermin, It is a good plan
to spray the box once in a while with
a. medicated solution.

Whale oil soap, shaved down and
dissolved in boiling water, makes an
e{ﬁcaclouu, yet harmless spray to the
plant,

Planting a Spruce Hedge.

The native spruces, especially the
white spruce, make very good aedge
plants, altho the Norway spruce is
more often used. The spruces are
better than the balsam fir for hedge
purposes. The best time to plant the
Spruce is in the spring before growth
begins. Trees from eighteen inches
to two feet high give the best satis-
faction, altho trees three feet high do
well if carefully looked after. They
should be planted from two to three
feet apart in a single straight row.
They may be put as close as
eighteen inches apart if a quick effect
ie desired, but the hedge is not likely
to- last so long in good condition as
if the trees are given more room.

The trees should be planted about
an inch deeper than they were in the
nurseries or woods. The tops may be
cut back when planting to make them
4ll the same height, but no further
pruning is necessary for the first year.
1f the soil is in fair condition, no fer-
tilizer is necessary, but it should be
well dug before the trees ame planted.

Power Makes Five Point Gain
—Advances Were Well
Distributed.

MONTREAL, March 28.—Local stocks
resumed their forward movement under
the lead of C.P.R. today and the market
closed strong, practically at the top,with
net gains of 2 to 6 points in the high-
priced division and from fractions up to
more than two points among tne cheap-
er priced issues. .

OUTLOOK MUCH BETTER

European Situation Takes De-
cidedly Favorable Turn—
London Buyer of C.P.R.

NEW York, March 28.—The upturn
In the stock market cut short by the
floods after  making considerable
‘headway, was. resumed today. Prices
rese smartly in all quarters, such im-
portant stocks as Reading, Union Pa-
cific and Amalgamated gaining two
points or more. It was felt that the
worst had been told of the flood disas-
ter, and there was a disposition to dis-
miss it as an active market factor.
The comparatively slight effect which
the floods have had on the market
was accepted as evidence of underly-
ing strength. The factors effective
earlfer in the week, which were over-
shadowed temporarily by the flood,
reapserted themselves ,and stocks of
all  classes were  in good demand.
Heavy buying orders were executed in
some of the leading stocks.

Clouds Are Melting.

The increased demand was attri-
buted largely to the tenor of European
advices of a definite improvement in
the outlook abroad. It was felt that
this market had not registered the
normal effect of the week’s war news,
indicating that peace was near and
of relaxation of the money strain
abroad, owing to the repressing do-
mestic influences, London bought
moderately here, chiefly Canadian Pa-
cific and the copper stocks. In this
market the demand came largely from
the shorts, altho the breadth and sus-
tained strength of the market indi-
cated that absorption of stocks was
in progress in a quiet way.

The. copper stocks were helped by
the improving tendency of the metal
market. Exports for the month to
date are the largest on record and a
strong monthly statement is looRed
for.

Another favorable bank statement is
indicated for tomorrow. Preliminary
estimates, based on known move-
ments of currency, pointed to a cash
