portations, which, ashe explained, have
been materially influenced by the opera-
tion of the United States bounty system,
which nevertheless he avows himself pre-
pared to introduce into Canada, notwith-
standing the frauds which have been in
variably perpetrated under. it both in the
United Kingdom prior to -its abolition,
and 'in the United States, as the Canadian
peoplé know to their cost.

THE SUGAR DUTIES. -

We have explained elsewhere our inten-
tion to' treat under separate heads the
proposed changes in the tariff, andin view
of the large revenue derived from it, and
the difficulties which have been elsewhere
experienced in framing a satisfactory
scale of duties, we shall give precedence

“to the sugar duties. We give Mr. Tilley’s

statement as reported, and ‘have merely
to observe that he has fully met the de-
mands of the sugarrefiners, thoygh proba-
bly at some sacrifice of revenue! We have

from time to time advocated the principle’

of countervailing ‘duties in all cases where
bounties are granted on exportation. ‘We
are, therefore, glad that Mr. Tilley has been
able to make this concession to the refi.
ners. There is one concession, however,
that we cannot but think a mistake, 'and
which .we- hope will ‘be corrected’; it is
the differential duty on  packages and
.charges which are not to be subject to
duty when imported direct from . the
places of growth. - This cannot be amatter

of great importance from a revenue point

of view,- and it'has been a standing griev-
ance with the refiners. We do not in the
least object o the  concession, bub what

we think open to serious objection is that
TEnglish exporters of sugar should be sub-
-ject to a charge for packages from which an

exporter in Cuba is exempt. Will: Eng-
land tolerate such a preference to foreign-

ers over her own manufacturers ? 1t is not

worth while making the difference, and it
is just what people who are likely to be
displeased with our tariff; and who will be

on the look éut for grievances, will be sure -

to fasten upon. as a"just ground. for: com-
‘plaint. The  difference in duty, accord-
ing to quality, is in accordance with estab-

- lished usage, and can be defended, but to

place a duty on -English . packages while
those of Cuba-are admitted free issimply
indefensible, and must be owing to an over-
sight and in consequence of the strong re-

- presentations of the sugarrefiners. . With
‘these few remarks, we shall give the Gov-

ernment scheme in~ Mr. Tilley’s own lan-

‘guage :

With regard to sugar and molasses, if T

rocecupy. the attention of the House for. a

few moments,] am sure you will pardon me,
for it is one.nf thie most difficult questions
with which any Government can possibly
have to deal.” 'We know there has been
-great dissatisfaction in the United States

. as to the mode of levying the duty. It

Thas been purely specific, levied upon
Dutch standard, two and five forall be-

low seven till it reaches a duty of five

cents per pound specific.. Dissatisfaction,

arising from that system, has.been appar-.
-ent in that country, notwithsianding that

several commissions have been appointed
to treat this question, and that Mr, Wells,

_one of the best authorities in the United
‘| .States, has been asked by ‘the sugar re-

finers and. importers. to report on it, and "
thata very able and. elaborate reply was
submitted ; notwithstanding that a pro-
position has been recently before. Con-
gress with reference to this question—no
change in the ‘mode of levying the duty
has. been made. There seems no possi-
bility of arriving at any other conclusion
than a specific duty. I will say, for the
information of honorable members who

may not have stndied this question, that "=

the rate of duty imposed in the United
tates in this way, under the Dutch stand-
ard, is determined very much on the color.
From No. 7 down. they pay the lowest
duty. It has been found the very best,
almost pure sugar, amounting to 96 per
cent., or even.above that, had been ad-
mitted at a low rate of duty. The very
fact that it was imposed on bright sugar,.
admitting.at a low rate all the saccharine -
fluids, of 16w-valued sugar we imported
into the country,. under these circums-
staaces, you . can see Low .the refiners
.would make fortunes with this low rate
of duty. Refiners would see that in times
past they  paid $2.15 per hundred, and
where they used siinply natural refined
sugar and it was intended to strike off
“the other §3 paid, it gave nearly 1 pre-
miam. "This principle of specific duty is
found to work injuriously in many res.
pects, but still Congress has not repealed
or changed, it.  There have been many
-strong arguments in that country in favor
of ad valorem duty; in the Dominion as
well, I do not hesitate to-say: that many
of the arguments are most cogentin many. -
“respects. Mr. Wells takes the tone that
the ad valorem principles are the proper
.ones; I may say that in investigating
" this matter, if you adopt the ad valorem
‘duty ‘at ally it is that which we proposed
to do. in this. case. .There is amode in
which you can test certain classes of sugar
by means of an instrument, the polari-
scope ; it is-used for the purpose of dis-
tinguishing all the classes of ‘sugar below .
No. 9, or:in fact below No. 13, especially
the low class of sugar. - 1 may say, for the
information of honorable gentlemen,that it
‘has been tested in Nova Scotia, and the ad
valorem principle applied to these ; when
they. came to. yellow. refined sugar, ‘that
sugar is largely deteriorated by amixture
of glucose, a kind of sugar made from corn,:

|. and this defect was discovered when that
kind of sugar had been tested with the «

polariscope.” Gentlemen who "weére' in-:
terested in the.importing of that class of
sugar, were in favor of ad valorem duties.
I might’say,"if they applied ad valorem .
duties ‘solely, they would find that the =
“West India sugar of a bright, good char-
acter, such as was to be imported, would
be made up’of this refined yellow sugar,
‘that is, about 70 per cent. of saccharine
matter, and the rest- deteriorated matter,
.that-is; glucenous.. -Under these circum-
_stances, seeing the difliculty on both sides,
the difficulty in imposing a specific duty,
~and the' difficuity -in- applying the ad
- valorem principle, each of them having
many  advantages, still, feeling that that
article camein gnd competed successfully
with ourrefiners in the importation of good
. grocers’ sugar, under these circumstances:

" the Goyernment have fallen back to the - SR
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proposition submitted in.1868—to put on
a slight ad valorem duty. - I may say here,
before I repeat this, that there has been
naturally. a question between the im-
porters of sugar and the refiners. In refer-
ence to the point at which additional
duty should take place at the present
time, ‘the higher rate of duty took place
at No. 13. The refiners were anxious
to continue it at No. 13, whilst the
importers desired it at a little higher.
We have made a compromise, and put.it
at No. 14. On all sugar above No. 14
Dutch standard in color, one cent per
pound, and 35 per cent. ad valorem. That
covered all refined sugar. Onsugar equal
to No. 9 and not above No. 14, three-
quarters of a cent per pound, and 30. per
cent ad valorem.. I call attention to the
fact thdt the difference to the refiners is 5
per cent. ; that all below No. 14 have an ad
valorem duty of 3() per cent.,and all above
No. 14 have an ad valorem duty of 35 per
cent., giving to the refiners 5 per cent.  On
sugar below No. 9 balf acent per pound,
and 30 per cent ad valorem, provided that
the ad valorem duty shall be levied and
collected on sugar and melado when im-
ported direct from the country of growth
and production,upon the fairmarket value
thereof at the place of purchase, with-
- out any addition {or the cost of hogsheads
or other packages or other charges and
expenses prior to shipment; anything
contiined in scction 34, of the Act 4U
Vietoria, chap. 10 to the contrary not-
withstanding. 1t means ‘this: that all
sugar imported- direct from the West
Indies to the Dominion shall pay no duty
upon packages and charges. We have
added 5 per cent., as the present duty is
25 per cent.; sugar not imported direct
will pay a duty on the packages, giving
additional encourgement . to our direct
West India trade. Syrups, cane. juice,
refined syrup, sugar house syrup, gyrup
of sugar, syrup of molasses, or sorghum,
five-eighths of one c¢ent per pound, and
30 per cent ad valorem: melado, concen-
trated melado, concentrated cane juice,
concentrated molasses, concentrated beet
root juice and concrete, § of one cent per
pound, and 30 per cent ad vilorem. It is
estimgted, taking the sugar that’ wasim-
porte® last year, as shown in the returns
nade, that this altering of the duties will
give us $200,000 less received from this
source than under the existing tariff,
through having no duty on packages or
charges.
clarifying or rectifying purposes or for the
manufacture of sugar, when imported
direst from the country of growth and
production, 25 per cent ad veiorem ; mo-
lasses for the sawe purposes, when not
imported direct from the country of

growth and production, 30 per cent.

I'his is very encouraging for the importa-
‘tion of good molasses. I cannot see why
_'there was such ar. extraordinary discre-
pancy in the value of molasses imaported
into the different Provinces. "It was per-
haps owing to some extent to the fact that
the very blackest and most inferior
description of molasses, the refuse o- New
York and Boston, was sent’into this coun-
.tey, and it was to prevent, as Tauch as
possible, the importation of such niolasses,
that & distinction is. made. - Molasses,
that for, refining when iniported direct
from the country of growth and protuc-

Molasses, if' used for refining,

-tion, 15 per cent.; the same, when not
imported direct from  the country ‘of
growth .and production, 20 per cent.
This will be a Joss to the revenue of some-
thing like $90,000 or $100,000, but we
will be able to make that up and more
from additional laxation imposed on other
articles. Sugar candy, brown or white,
and confectionery, le. per 1b,, and 35 per
cent. ad vatorem, Glucose or grape sugar,
to be classed and rated for duty as sugar
according to grade by Dutceh standard in
color. - Glucose syrup, 35 per cent. ad
valorem.

DUTIES ON WINES,

A meeting of importers of liquors was
held on Tuesday last, in this city, to con-
sider the duties on wines, and a memorial
to be presented to the Finance Minister
by a deputation from this city is being
prepared, asking fora change in the {ariff,
It is claimed that the duty is now so high
as to be almost prohibitory, and that, as a
consequence, liguors will be adulterated
and mixed larzely in the country to the
loss of the revenue und the injury of those
who use the deleterious article.

According to the new tarifl' a duty «d
valorem and a specific duty are both levied
on wines. The conscquence is a heavy
tax on ordinary wines and a lighter on
the better qualities.  Ifor instance, clavet
costing in Bordeaux 150 francs per cask
of 48 TImperial gallons must pay 70 per
cent. duty, and claret costing 300 francs,
only 50 per cent. Everybody in the trade
knows how delicate is the use of the Sykes’

“hydrometer and its complicated tables;
and when the presence in the wine of 1
per cent. more or less of spirits of the
strength of proof of Sykes' hydrometer,
malkes u difference of 15 cents per gallon
in specific duty, the greater or less ex-
perience of the officer:in the use of the
instrumentis of considerable consequence
to the importer. The complaints of the

- trade are well understood.

The new duties are almost prohibitory,

the more so as every facility is left Lo the.

compounders of liquors, whose vile falsifi-
cations the tariff does not affect. - Cherry
juice, prune juice, worth $2.50 per wine
gallon in New York, will pay 20c. per gal-
lon and continue to be used in the mangy-
facture of spurious wines and liquors; es-
‘sential oil of cognac, costing from $4.50 to
$9 peroz., will pay likely §1.90 per imperi.
al gallon, and tu n as heretofore raw spirit
‘into cognac of old vintage. Vanilla beans,
sold in the mark-:t from §10 to $14 perlb.,
are on the free list, and their prihcipal
use is to give. age and mellowness to new
whiskey. There is not o cordial imported
into this market that has not several imi-
" tations ; and many cases of brandy of genu-
ine appearance . palmed off upon retailers

Tt is a duty the importers of wines owe to
themselves and to the highly respectable
foreign firms they represent to put down-
the nefarious trade of the compounders of
liquors, especially now, as the high duties
on the genuine and pure wines will give
more activity to the manufacture of spu-
rious imitations. : :

WHAT EDUCATION

VALUE.

IS OF MOST

In all the higher arls .of construction
some acquaintance with mathematics is
indispensable,. The village carpenter,
who, lacking rational instruction, lays out .
his work by empirical rules learnt in his
apprenticeship, equally with the builder
of a suspension bridge, makes hourly refer-
ence to the laws governing the relations
of quantities.- The surveyor on whose
measurement the land is purchased, the
architect in designing a mansion, the con-
tractor in preparing his estimates, the
builder in laying the foundations, the
stone-cutter in preparing the material,
and the various artisans who put up the
fittings, are all gnided by geometrical
truths. © Railway building is regulated
from beginning to end by mathematics,
alike in the preparation of plans and sec-
tions, in staking out « line, in the mensu-
ration of cuttings and embankments, in
the designing, estimating and building of
bridges, viaducts, culverts, tunnels,
stations, and, similarly with the canals,
harbours, wharves, and various engineer-
ing ‘works that fringe our great water
route, as well as the mining enterprises
yet in their infancy among us. Out of
geometry too, as applied to astronomy,
the art of navigation has grown. And
even the farmer, where he finds it neces-
sary to resort to drainage, has recourse to
the level—that is to geometrical prin-
ciples.

When from those divisions of mathe-
matics which deal with space and num-
ber, some. small smattering of which is
given. in schools, we turn to that other
division which deals with force, of which
even a smattering is scarcely ever given,
we meet with another large class of acti-
vities which this science presides over.
On the application of rational mechanics
depend the success of all modern labor-
saving inventions of nearly all modern
The properties of the

volved inevery machine—every machine is
a solidified mechianieal theorem; and to
machinery in these times we owe nearly
all production. Trace the history of the
breakfast-roll, .The soil out of which it
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came was turned over by a machine ; the
setd may have been put in by a machine
.thesuperphosphates by means of which the
‘exausted soil was restored were mined,
ground, mixed and applied by machines ;
the wheat was reaped, thrashed and
winnowed by machines ;. by machinery it
was -ground and bolted, and some of the
flour has doubtless been made into bread,
crackers or biscuits by a machine.

Look round the room in which you sit.
The bricks in its walls are probably
machine made ; by machinery the flooring
was sawn, planed and fitted, the mantel
shelf sawn and polished, the paper-hang-
ings made and printed; the keys and

strings of the piano, the turned legs of

the chairs, the carpet, the curtains arve all
products of machinery. And your cloth-
ing—plain, figured, or printed—is it not
wholly woven and even sewed by machin-
ery? And the paper you are reading—
are not its leaves fabricated by one
machire, covered with these words by
another, and addressed to you (see the
label) by a third?  Add to which that, for
the means of distribution over both land
and sea, we are similarly indebted.

And then let it be remembered that,
according as the principles of mechanics
are well or ill used to these ends, comes
suceess or failure—individualand national.
The engineer who misapplies his formulw
for the strenglth of materinls, builds a
bridge that breaks down. The manufac-
turer whose apparatusis badly devised can-
not compete with another whose apparatus
wastes less in {vietion and inertia. The
ship-builder adhering to the old model is
outsailed by one who builds on the mecha-
nically justified wave line principle.. nd
as the ability of « walion lo hold its own
against other nations depends on theskilled
uctivity of its units, we secthat on such
knowledge may twrn our national fule.

Pass we next to physics. Joined with
mathematics it has given us the steam
engine, which does the work of millions of
laborers. That section of physics which
deals with the laws of heat has tauglit us
to ecconomise fuel in various industries;
how to increase the produce of smelting
furnaces by substituting the hot for the
cold blast ; how to ventilate mines; how
to prevent explosions by using the safety
lamp ; and, through the thermometer and
relative instruments, how to regulate
innumerable processes. )

That division of physics which has the
phenomenga of light for its subject gives
eyes 10 the old and the myopic; aids
through the microscope in detecting
diseases. and adulterations; and by im-
proved light-houses prevents shipwrecks.

" Researches in electricity and magnetism:

[N

have saved incalculable life and property
by the compass, have subserved sundry
arts by the electrotype, and in the tele-
graph have supplied us with the agency
by which mercantile transactions ave
largely regulated, political . intercourse
carriéd on, and perhaps national quarrels
often avoided. While in the details of
in-door life,*from the improved kitchen
range up to the stereoscope on the draw-
ing.room tahle, the applications of ad-
vanced physivs underlie our comforts and
gratifications.  ‘I'he applications of che-
mistry and biology will be the subject of
our next article. Some of our readers
have doubtless observed that we have
largely availed ourselves of Herbert Spen-
cer’s essay on this subject, as well as of

the writings of other essayists, as stated-

at the outset of this series.

THE GLOBE MUTUAL LIFE.

This company has now been before the
public for nearly two years as a defendant
against various ‘‘attacks ' levelled at it,
at one time by an ulleged enemy within
its walls, at -another by a disappointed
officer who found it expedient to resign,
anon by the purchaser of an endowment
policy, and last though ndt least by Deputy
State Insuraunce Superintendent MceCall.
Various motives were ascribed to these
antagonists. - Political motives were
charged against the last named person;
at all events the recent developments
prove there was some cause for the smolke.
While aiming at no' time to appear as
apologists for the Globe Mutual, we took
oceasion to deprecate the modes of attack,
and recents events have proved that the
vulnerability of the company lay in a
different quarter; and it was' not to be
supposed that “ State Supervision ” should
receive such a blow as that resulting from
the certificate of the New York State
Insurance Superintendent to the Globe
Mutual last January, in the light of re-
cent developments. In the interest of
policy holders the public inclined to trust
Mr, Smyth. .

It did not concern them to know that
Deputy Superintendent MeCall is a: poli-
tical opponent of his superior officer in
Albany ; the policy holders of the company
are interested only in the solvency and
strength of the concern.. What they do
know is that serious defalcations have
occurred ; that Pliny Freeman, the late
presidént of the company, and his. rela-
tives, one of them recently sppointed,
took advantage of their position to mani-
pulate certain funds and securities, which
fortunatelyhave been 'largely recovered
through the energetic efforts of Deputy
MecCall and some friends of the company.

The TFreemans together held about $85,-
00D out of the $100,000 stock, and con-
trolled everything in consequence. The
following facts embodied in the recent
reportof the Deputy Superintendent con-
cerning the condition of the company may
interest the public:

Mr, McCnll snys: “ The President of the com-
puny Lus heen connected with itsinee its incor-
poration.  In {act heis the founder of the insti-
tutinn, and he has nssocinted” with him in the
management of afluirs his nearest relatives.
The stock of the company is controlled by them,
as will be seen by the list that follows, nnd they
are, thercfore, to be held responsible for the con-
dition of the cotpnny

When, in 1877, James M. Freeman wag exam-
ined before n Seaute commitlee concerning the
alluirs of the company, he testified, among other
things, that the compensation of the President
wasg $12,500 a year, and of the Secretary $7,-
500, in full of nll services, the President’s sulnry
nominally being but $2,600, and the additional
$10,000 being drawn from allowable fees, com-
pensations, and extras.  Qu this point Mr, Mc-
Call says: “It appears from the above testi-
mony that the President had drawn about
65,000 in five years. The fucts are that he has
drawn about 95,000, To enable the Secretary
to swenr to the statement presented to the com-
mittee, &-journal entry was wmade afier the
books had been closed for 1876, whereby over
$6,000, credited to the President and Secretary
on account of commissions for the year, was
charged back.)”.  Again, after analyzing the
condition of the real estate “ investment” ac-
count, Mr. McCall says: “There has never
been exhibited in the history of any trust insti-
tution of the State of New York n record so
thoroughly to be condemned as that presented
in the real estate loans of  this compgny.” {u
closing his report, the Examiner says™ [ have
endenvored to show yon, under the head of
‘management,’ that the stockholders control
the organization, and so completely that, unless
the policy holders have your aid to protect
them, it would be much better for them to seek
relief. in the dissolution of the company. The
stockholders have received in dividends $136,-
443.58; on an_investment of $100,000, with'
which they might be well satisfied to retire
from the control of the organization. Of the
Directors, but five of the thirteen are insured
with the Globe, and two of them have cancellcd
their old policies und. taken paid-up insurance
as provided in their contracts, It would scem
that the officers should be made to realize that
a continuation of their management means the
total destruction of the rights of the policy
holders, who are helpless under the law to pro-
tect themselves.” ;

The vesult of this report was a determi-
nation on the part of prominent policy
holders and other shareholders to oust
the Freemans in a body. Accordingly, on
the 10th inst., a meeting of the -Board of
Trustees of the company was held-at the
henad office; New York, and the resigna-
tions of Frederick A. Freeman and John

‘G. Freeman as Trustees were offered- and

accepted, and ‘the resignation: of Pliny
Freeman as Trustee, previously recgived,
was, by resolution, declared to vacate his
office as President, after which the follow-

ing were elccted Trustees to fil vacan-
cies :- Gouverneur Tillotson, in place of G.
P. Sheldon ; C. G. Francklyn, in place of

of Pliny Freeman, and E: W. Corlies, in
place of I, W. Curtis. The Board, as now
constituted, is as follows: George Loril-
lard, President; J. B. Ackerman, G. J.
Woolsey, Appleton Sturgis, C. G Franck-
lyn, Gouvernewr Tillotson, I O. French,
William Sturgis, John Ackerman, E, W,

Tt is under-
stood that “the new Trustees are tempo-
rary, and will hold their new positions
only until. & new election, which will be
on Monday next. All the new members
elected are well known men, and the
opinion is freely expressed among those
familiar with the affairs of the Globe
Mutual, that the company will be saved.
1t was stated at the meeting that all the
- stockholders heard from had assented to
the proposed arrangements by which the
stock smrrendered by the Freemuns,
amounting, as stated, to $55,009, was to be
placed in the custody of a trust company
for the benefit of the Globe Mutual, under
such provisions as shall secure the perma-
nent control of the affairs of the company
in the interest of the policy holders. -1t
was also stated that the details of the
transfer were to be arranged without de-
lay ; that the new members of the Board
of Trustees had all_ signified their accept-
ance of the positions tendered them, and
that the board, as re-organized, would at
once enggr npon the administration of the
aflairs of the company and a thorough
serntiny of every department of the busi-
ness. The arrangements, it was said, had
. been made . in the hope and expectation,
on the part of the Attorney-General and
the Insurance Department, as well as of
those whose: property . is immediately in-
volved, that they will result in the full

restoration of the company to the public-

confidence and favor. ' The present status
of the Company’s stock is this: The
Freemans have parted with all their im.
meitiate and direct interest in it, but there
was o proviso in the surrender that if at

any [uture time the situation and condition

of the company shall be so.improved that
the stock may be salely returned to its
original owners without prejudice to the
interestof the company, and the Attorney~
General and the: Superintendent of . the
Insurance. Department concurring in the
belief that it may be safely retwrned, then
it shall be restored to the original owners

or to their successors in interest. The

Throughout the  entire  examination

Deputy McCall appears "to have  been
actuated by just and honest motives in
the interest of the company, and his
greatest fear has been that, had the Free-
mans refused to resign the stock they held
and compelled recourse to litigation, the
company might be forced into the hands
of a receiver, to the manifest injury of all
concerned. Asitis, the lossessuftfered by
the company during the past year have
been'enormous. No less than 1256 pohctes
lapsed, representing insurances of 82,
840 ; and 1440 policies, covering $2,324,-
447,were surrendered, reducing altogether
the number of policies in existence at the
beginning of 1878 from 10,377 to 8,414
during the'year. 'But the policy holders
have the. affairs of the company now in
their hands, and it will be their own fault
if they do not have capable and honest
men to manage. its aftairs, Defnleations
are not of unusual oceurrence at present
on either side of the line, and therve is
some: grain of comfort in the knowledge
in this cese nlso that matters might have
been much worse,

Mr. J. D. Wells, the: manager of the
Canadian business, stoutly asserts that
the company has fully recouped itself* in
the stock of $85,000 surrendered by the
Freemans, and. by the recovery of the
mortgage of $120,000: held by the pre-
sident, although obtained for the company,
as the entire defaleation did not exceed
The Canadian public * will
anxiously await further developments, to
learn whether in.other respects than in

. getting. rid -of the Freeman family the

new executive is capable of placing the
company on & secure and solid basis,

THE TEA AND COFFEE DUTIES.
Mr. Tilley “proposes to reimpose’ the
countervailing duty of 10 per cent. ad

valorem on tea imported from the United.

States so long, we presume, as a similar
differential duty is imposed -on tea im.
ported through Canada. - We are opposed

on principle to those differential duties,

but so long as the United States insist on
levying them against us we believe that it
is absolutely necessary, in the interest of
Canada, to adopt a similar policy.

but he based that upon the assumption that the
deaths would not each year average -over 14
per thousand lives—a. rate of moriality which
as years advanced must be so greatly exceeded,
however, a3 to make his figures altogether
valueless.

The subscribed
capital at the close of the year, upon which 10 per
cent. has been paid, stood at $160,000, which has
been subsequently increased to about $200,000.
The total amount of premiums on insurances ef-
fected is $32,987,0f which sum $5,019.52 has been
for re-insurances.. The total amount of losses
paid is $4,211,56, reduced by $330.50 of re-in-
surance, shewing the netamount pajd for losses
$3,881.06. Losses adjusted, but not due, amount
to 81,050, to be reduced by re-insurance of
$706.17 to $343.83, the net amount to be paid.
The preliminary expenses incurred in organ-
izing the Company and its agencies amount to
$5,172.22, of which sum_twenty per cent. has
been written off; aud a balanceof $4,137.82 car-
ried forward to be similarly dealt with in the
future. The deposit lodged with the Govern-
ment of Qutario stands in the account at the
original amount, $10,000, but has since -the 1st
of this month been increased to $20,000. The
balance to the credit of the Company, as
shewn by statement, is $12,856.66, of which
amount $8,700.49 is reserved as n re-insurance
fund. . This amount, together with $5,019.52
paid for re-insurance to other companies, makes
up the proportion required by the Government
to be set aside for this purpose.
