Only a Little Wreckage a‘nd One Empty Boat Located
After Thoro Search of Waters Where the
Llandovery Castle Went Down.

London, July: 2.—A thoro search of
the waters in the vicinity of the spot
where . the Canadian _hospital ship
Llandovery. Castle was sunk by a
Cerman submarine has resulted in no
further survivors being found. An of-
ficial statement issued by the admir-
alty says it may be assumed that only
24 out of the 258 persons on board
were saved.

BULGARIANS SLAY
SERBIN REFUGEES

Special Court-Martiat for Con-
demnation of Schoolmasters
and Priests.

Washingtlon, July 2-—~Massacre of
300 Serbian wounded and refugees hy
Bulgarians near Prizrend was an-
pounced in an ofMieial Serbian govern-
ment despatch, made public tonight
here by the Serbian press bureau, The
| story of the massacre as told by a
refugee follows:

For two months after the opening
of the Sanjak of Novi Bazar and Priz-
rend, the Austrians incited the Turks
to massacre the Serblan population,
and the refugees who had fled the in-
vasion. Innumerable assassinations
were committed, notably at Prizrend,
where a veritable butchery took place.

“PThe signal was giver, for the
massacre of 300 Scrbian wounded and
;ro{ugcu. who were killed by the Bul-
| gdrians neur the Monastery of 8i,
t Njcholas. near Prizrend, A genoral
fpm;,go was organized under tbe au-

Rome, July 2.—Italian forces this
morning launched an attack against
the Austrian positions in the region
of the Grappa, on the mountain front,
and captured important positions, the
war office announces. The Italians
took 569 prisoners, including 19 offi-
cers, and captured many machine
guns.

The text of the statement says:

“On the Asiago Plateau néw attacks
which were attempted were crushed
under our fire, and heavy losses were
inflicted on 'the enemy. Small parties
which had hung on to some points on
the front of the advanced line  were
driven back. ,In a brilliant counter-
attack they completely reoccupied
these positions, capturing 127 prison-
ers, a few machine guns and four
small trench cannen.

Paris, July 2-—German counter-
attacks west of Chateau Thierry
against the positions captured by the
American troops have completely
failed, according to the war office an-
nouncement tonight. The Village of
St. Pierre Aigle is again in French
hands. The statement reads

‘“Between the Aisne and the Oise we
repulsed two enemy attacks east of
Vingre.

“South of the Aisne a local opera-
tion enabled us to occupy the Village
of St, Pierre Aigle, where we took
about 30 prisoners.

““West of Chateau Thierry German
counter-attacks against the positions
captured in the region of Vaux by the
Americans completely failed. Addi-
tional prisoners remained our
hands.”

Major Lyon, it Telling of Sinking: of Hospitsl' Shi; Siie (i
mans Prevented Rescue Work, Intending to Leave |
No Trage of the Llandovery Castle.

London, July 2.—Major T. Lyon, of
the Canadian Medical Corps, who suf-
fered such sévere treatmeént when he
was taken from the captain’s boat and
dragged aboard the German submarine,
has been brought to a hospital in Lon-
don.

“The Germans,” he said, “seemed ob-
sessed with the idea that American
aviators were aboard, and it took us
some time to convince them otherwise,
Almost the first words they used when
approaching our lifeboat were: ‘Where
is the flying officer?

Shot Over Their Heads.

“This was when the German com-
mander ordered us to come glongside
quickly, and we explained- that the
slight delay in the darkness was due
to an endeavor to resgue a man in
the ‘water. Then it was that the Ger-
man commander threatened us, again
asking: ‘Where are those Americans?
and then shot over our heads with his
reyolver, and made more threats, /.

L ATaptain Sylvester (master of the
bospital ship), went aboard the sub-
marine first, remaining perhaps five

or ten minutes. Then they came after
me. The second officer of the sub-
marine grabbed me by the hand, and
I was jerked aboard, a bone in my
foot being broken.

“I ascertained afterwards that the
Germans had questioned Sylvester as
to whether a wireless message hnad
been despatched, asking for assistance,
and about American flying officers. I
was taken to .the conning tower and
kept standing about thtee minutes,
while I was interrogated by the Ger-
man commander regarding my being
a medical officer. 1 saw eight or ten
men while aboard. ,AH of them spoke
English, Finally they sept me back

to the life-boat, story having
tallied with Sylvester's.
Germans Were Surprised,

“This seemed to surprise the Ger~
mans, as they pretended to be sure
,that aviators were aboard. 1 have my
doubts about this belief being genuine,
my {idea being that the Germans
simply used this as a pretext for the
torpedoing of the Lilandovery Castle.”

Major Lyon was propped up in bed.
He related how the Germans pur-
eued them soon after the lifeboat put
away from the submarine, and called
for the ship’s second officer, who was
taken to the conning tower and ques-
tioned at length regarding the explo-
sion as the vessel sank. The Ger-
mans apparently had beforehand in-
formation, as the commander of the
stbmarine} says Major Lyon, had
asked about eight flying officers.
Eight medicdl officers had intended to
make the trip, but one did not eail
at the last minute because of illness.

Ran Down Wreckage. G

Finally the second officer return

We asked every commanding officer at
the front to send us the names of men
whom they knew to receive few parcels
from home, and received the names of
5159 men, to 'whom we sent good parcels,
Many of these have written that they
were the Tfirst parcels received by them
since going to the front. We received
some hundreds of lonely soldier parcels
from Canada, which we used for the
purpose, and a sfhall percentage were
ordered from Canada, but the bulk of
them were sent from here from the
Christmas ‘fund.

We were also asked to make up a
great many gift parcels for Christmas,
and 520 orders were received from Can-
ada, Altogether, we sent out 8000 order
parcels, which entailed ‘a great deal of
work here, but, we hope, meant that
many of the men recelved their gifts
with less delay and in better condition
than they would have otherwise. A large
number of the addresses given were in-
complete, and many to be enquised
about, as it is not safe to send to héspi-
tals, reserve battalions or depots without
making sure. For this reason, some of
the parcels were delayed, but the bulk
of the orders were attended to when re-
ceived.

I hope you saw an article about the
work of the commigsion which appeared
in The Toronto Sunday World of April
28, a copy of which should have been
sent you.

The director-general of voluntary or-
ganizations in England is appealing con-
stantly for such things as knitted com-
forts, handkerchiefs, towels, anti-vermin
vests, and especially for socks, and states
that there is a very real need for these
comforts for the imperial troops. !

We are always being asked what com-
forts we wish sent to us from Canada,
Socks are emphatically the most valued
contribution; shirts, gauze underwoar,l
towels, handkerchiefs and medium-weight
underwear come next, Statfonery, tobac-|
co, ledther bootlaces, chocolate, (good,
solid bars), tins of meat or fruit or cof-
fee, seedless raisins and dates are very
welcome, Cocoa very often shakes out
of its tin or box, and should be very,
carefully wrapped up before packing, We
do not want any home-made sweets or
toffees or any peanut brittle, as .they
invariably go bad, and spoil the other
contents of the parcel, amd please do
not send any ples or other fruit., It is

by one bad orange or sticky, melting lump
of toffee, and it takes a lot of time to
clean up and repair such parcels.

We are hoping that shipments will keep |
up during the summer months. This wiil
probably be the hardest summer of the
war, and our men must not miss any-
thing that we can give them in the way
of extra comforts.

WOMEN’S EMPLOYMENT, .

The past week's report from . the
Ontario Employment Buréau for Woms~
en shows 157 rerepistering for fac-
tory or office work. There were 112
new applicants. Forty-four workers
were asked for and 44 positions se-
cured by 56 girls referred to positions.
The month's report showed a total of
91 orders from employers for a total
of 266 workers, = New applications
came from 549 workers, 544 reregis-
tering. Of 274 referred to positions
216 secured them. Seventy-nine girls
were wanted for domestic positions,
and only 22 were placed, tho ﬂuu‘
was a total qf 24 new appliéations
from workers, and reregistrations,
For casual work. 229 were secured,
appeals for workers being 162.

The intimation from Ottawa that a
ppecial session of the supreme court
may be convened to hear the appeal

grom the judgment of the second
appeliate division of -the Supw
Court of Alberta discharging from
military service by writ of habeas
corpus Norman Earl Lewis, a draftee,
under the recent order-in-council
amending the Military Service Act,
sufficiently indicates the importance
and possibly far-reaching conse-

quences of the Alberta decisioh, We

are, however, quite prepared to agree
with The Toronto Globe that the deci-
sion will but slightly check the steady

flow ‘of reinforcements from Canada

to the front. The Alberta judgment
may be reversed by the Supreme
Court of Canada, and even should it
be affirmed we may trust to the gov-
ernment and parliament repairing the
breach. The decision may affect the
political future of the country, but we
cannot believe that it will materially
affect our military ardor or efficiency-
Many of the draftees who might
claim the benefit of the judgment are
beyond the process of Canadian
courts, and the vast majority of them,
we are eatisfied, would under mno cir-
cumstances evade military duty by an
appeal to the courts.

Still, as The Globe points out, the
Alberta Court of Appeals has declared
that the governor-in-council had no
power to amend the Military Service
Act of 1917 by canceling exemptions
already granted or by subjecting to
the act classes exempted from its
operation by parliament. The breach
§in the law, our contemporary sug-
gests, may be repaired by summoning
a special session of parliament or by

disregarding the Military Servicg Act
mitogether and putting into force by

proclamation the Militia Act of 1804,

which permits a levee en masse for

the defence of Canada.

The decision in the Earl Lewis case
is reported in a special despatch from
Calgary to The Manitoba Free Press

Taxation of Income.

A strong plea has been made at
Washington by the moving picture
actors against the taxing of incomes
derived from the talent, the training
or the work of individuals on the
same basis or higher than the un-
earned incomes of those who receive
their support as members of profit-
producing institutions, and ‘luto'uutl-
cally profitable inheritances. In this
plea and protest the lawyers, doctors,
writers, teachers, scientists and

/

of inequity. The principle is already
admitted in the case of manual work-
ers. But it is very doubtful if many
understand that the principle is
admitted and involved in the conges-
sion made to capital that it should not
be taxed, for the reason that this
would be a confiscatory measure, and
would weaken the resources of the
country. If this be correct, it should
at once be admitted that the workér

the same basis as the man whose
income is derived from capitalized
resources. For the fact is that every
worker, professional man, writer,
teacher or artist is living on his cap-
ital which he consumes in his wages.
To be on the same footing as the cap-
italist he should only be taxed on the
revenue he derives from his savings.
Which would mean that in the major-
ity of cases he would not be taxed at
all, since wages and salaries are so
regulated as to cover actual needs
and the average worker has no mar-
gin to speak of, and therefore no sav-
ings except his life insurance policy.

There has been a guestionnaire
sent round by-the bureau of munici-
pal research in which the question of
taxation of income is raised. Does
all taxation come out of income? Evi-
dently, if capital is not to be violated,
it does. ‘Then follows the question:
What is income?

If the wages or salary a man
receives is alj that he possesses, and
if these stop: when he dies it is suffi-
ciently obvious that such wages or
salary do not constitute income, but
are instalments of his capital which
he continues to draw until its exhaus-
tion by his death.

‘Where then should the taxation
which is claimed from such wage
workers or salary earners come from?
Obviously again, from the income
which they <co-operate to provide
jointly with the capital investments
of the concerns in which théy
work. This’ applies, of course,
only to those workers who receive no
margin, and who are therefore un-
able o accumulate any capital from
which income might in turn be de-
rived, It follows, then, that - if all
these admitted principled of taxation
and exemption ‘are to be followed
logically and consistently, the in-
come tax that may be claimed from
a wage or walary earner should be
paid by the concern in which he la-
bors.

This point may be put in another
way, The manulfacturer or other em-
ployer pays wages on the lowest
scale compatible swith profitakle re-
sults that he can establish. He re-
gards all such wages as part of his
expense account, and it is a first
principle of modern competitive busi-
ness that profits are made out of the
expense account. This reduction of
wages and salaries to the lowest pos-
sible point means that no margin is
left for the ordinary empiloye afier
paying his actual running expenses.
Income in the true sense he has none,
and if he i3 to be subjected to in-
come tax it should be treated as part
of the expense account of the con-
cern for which he labors.

This principle is actually recogniz-
ed inrour usual levies of income tax,
exemptions being oprovided for the
ordinary worker. In Ontanio the ex-
emption is $600 for a eingle man,
and $1500 “or a married man or a
widower with children. A widow is
not accorded the same grace. Ac-
« | cording to the principle of taxation
everyone should pay according to his
ability, and the exémpted man's
taxes, like the shirker's taxes, must
be paid by some one. Who pays
them?

They
pursue their ruthless policy ' because
they believe that it terrorizes and ter-
rifies their foes, and they receive con-
siderable support for this view in the
silk-glove methods followeg by our-
selves, our avoidance of retaliation,
and our condonation, as they regard it,
of their worst crimes.

As the war continues, the whole
question is raised whether it is feas-
ible to deal with Old Testament sav-
ages according to New. Testament
principles. When Robinson Crusoe
rescued Friday from the cannibals
:who were preparing to feast upon him,
‘he violated all the principles to which
iour pacifists and conscientious ob-
jectors bow dawn. Should Robinson
Crusoe have refrained from using hig
muskets and fowling-pieces and al-
lowed the cannibals to have their feast
off Friday's bones, and depart in
peace? Most of us agree with wise
old Daniel Defoe, and applaud Robin-
son Crusoe for his act of mercy.

The Germans are a good deal worse
than Crusoe’s cannibals, for they know
better. They have had the advantage
of centuries of enlightenment, and the
codes of war have developed under
their inspection. They cannot plead
ignorance. Their crimes are wilful. It
may not be Christian to seek revenge,
but it is certainly mnot Christian to
permit such evil to continue and do
nothing to prevent it.

We believe that the German people,
no more than the cannibals, can be
taught what is right and decent, ex-
cept by methods of force. If they were
willing to listen to fine principles and
spiritual precepts, possibly something
could be done with them. But they are
not willing to listen. Samuel and
Elijah and other Old Testament wor-
thies would have exterminated them.

tunity. We are still in the mood of
treating these sharks and tigers like
Christian gentlemen. It is a policy
that suits the shark and tiger per-
fectly.

British Columbia Elec-
tric Roads.

Vancouver, July 2~The Bﬂiuh
Columbia Electric Rallway system,
which covers _Victoria, Vancouver,

North Vancouver, and New Westmin-
ster and whose principal interurban
line extends as far as Chilliwack, is
tied up today by a strike of employes
for higher wages and shorter hours.
which went into effect at midnight
last night. Workers in Vancouver and
Victoria walked to work this morning
or were fortunate enough to find places
in the few jitneys or in private cars.

The. strike of the company's electri-
cal workers, which went into effect at
the same time, has not had such an
apparent effect on public activities.
The company has been able so far to
maintain a staff which has furnished
sufficient current for lighting purpuses
to. run elevators and to provide for
some industrial power purposes, He-
frigeration plants are being maintain-
ed. In all approximately 1,650 men are
on strike. A milk shortage by tomor-
row is feared in consequence of the
shutting down of the radial lines.

Mayor Gale is lending his services
in an effort to arrange a settlement
but General M Kidd of the Bri-
tish Columbia lectrical Company
stated today he saw no hope of a
speedy settlemént. He said the e»m-
pany would endeavor to keep the light
and power plants in operation. .

Car men who have quit work num-
ber 1,438, Vancouver has 283 striking
electrical workerg and Victoria has 85.

Steam and operating engineers all
over the province are on strike today.
This union numbers close to 1,000
men-but it is not known the number
who may have quit work. A higher
scale of wages is demanded.

OF LLANDOVERY CASTLE

London, July 2.—Referring to the
sinking of the Llandovery Castle The
Manchester Guardian says two ques-
tions often are asked. These are:

“Why do German submarine command-
ers permit these foul deeds which must
react upon the neutral world and re-
main in history as the crowning dis-
grace of their unclean record?”. and
“Has Germany ever punished the per-
petrators of these deeds?”

“To the first question,” says The
Manchester Guardian, “the view of
thosé who follow closely the doings of
the German admiralty and navy is that
the submarine commanders are nor
acting on instructions in sinking Los-
pital ships, but neither do they run
any danger of official censure.

“A ship is a ship, and if a hospital
ship is sunk.it has to be replaced by
another good ship and so the shipping
capacity of the allies is reduced.

“The defence which the German
Government recently made by attri-
buting the destruction of a hospital
ship to a mine will not do in the case
of the Llandovery Castle. A submarine
appeared and the attitude of its cap-
tain sugests that this was one of the
most cynical and cold-blooded attacks
there has been. Hle declared the ship
was carrying  ‘eight American flight
officers’ and then as an afterthought
asserted that the explosion in the
sinking ship showed she must have
been carrying ammunition.

“It is right that evidence of this kind
should be set before a world jury be-
cause of the verdict of the world, tho
the German general staff despises it,
will yet be important to Germany in
the days to come.”

The
educational problems of Ontario were
becoming more complex, and it was his
hope that in the reconstruction and re-
adaptation of the public school system
to meet the growjng needs of the coun-
try the rural communities would make
more use of the facilities provided by
the consolidated schoools. As so many
of the boys and girls of today practi-
cally completed their education in the
public schools it was vitally important
that the courses prescribed there should
be as complete and as far reaching in
their influence as possible.

Mr. Henry dwelt briefly on the lessons
of the war and commented significantly
on the persistency of the British race,
When the war broke out and Cahada’s
initial effort challenged the admiration
of the world nobody expected to see the
struggle last so long. But in spite of
its duration and the continued demands
upon the phyhical and natural resources
of Canada there had been no waning of
spirit or lessening of determination to
hold fast until victory was achieved. No
service since the war had started had
been more self-sacrificing or more ef-
ficient than that of the women of this
country, In their silent, continuous min-
istrations they had won for themeelves
a place in history and a recognition in
the management of the affairs of the
country that the government was glad
to concede.
