New York, Nov, 30.—In celebration of
the 250th anniversary of the lanuing
of the Jews in America ,a meeting was
held in Carnegie Hall to-day, at which
addresses were delivered by former
President Grover Cleveland, Governor
Frank W, Higgins of New York, Mayor

New York diocese of the krotestant
Episcopal Church, Mayor Sudzberger
and Rev. Dr. H. Pereira -Menaes.

Fresident Rocsevelt. who was unable
to attend, sent a significant letter,wnich
was read to the great audience. . Vice-
President Fairbanks telegraphed drom:
\Vashington his regrets and an appre-
ciation of the Jewish character,

- Jacob H. Schiff, chairman, of the exe-
cutive committee, which arranged the
celebration, -presided, and Dr, Frank
Damrosch hags charge of the mausical
program. f

President Roosevelt, in hig letter, said
the jamentable and terrible sufferings
to which so many of the Jewish peepie
in other lands have been subjected
made him feel it his duty as the head
of the American people to expiess his
deep sympathly for the sufferers. At
the same time he took advantage ot
the opportunity to point out what fine
qualities of citizenship have been dis-
played by the Jews who have come to
America and have enjoyed the benefits
of free institutions ang equal treatment
before the ‘law.

Mr. Cleveland took for his theme also,
the progress of the Jews under the
free institutions of America, and their
help in nation building under the influ-
ence of toleration and equality.

Al} of . the addresses were in cori-
gratulatory vein and references were
made to the récent atrocities in Russsia
only as one of the trials which have beset
the Jewish people, but which have not
daunted their spirit or stopped their
march 'to success where political con-
ditions have permitted.

1lle was as near perfection as edan
be attained. In fact, he was the ideal
Jjockey. :

* Sloan was great in all departments of
the game. He seemed to be a horse hyp-
notist. He could get every ounce out.of a
horse that there was in him. Tod loved
the game, and bad a great understanding
of the powers and capabllities of the thor-
obred.

** Horses that would sulk with other rid-
ers seemed docile in his hands,

* Yes,” concluded Bullman, ‘“you can
talk ahout your Murphys, your McLaugh-
lins, your Garrisons, your Tarals, your
Reiffs, your O'Counors and your Mahanms,
but to my way of looking at it, Tod Sloan
at bis best has never known an equal in
the saddle.”

One can look back not a very great span
and recall the riders who were the cracks
of other days, and ne will he surprised ito
note the number of good negro boys who
rode for excellent stables and were fiir
riders.

There are no more Isanc Murphys, Ham-
Walkers, Claytous, Simses,
Perkinses, or Lewises.

All of the negroes held their own
against the hest white boys in the land,
and there were many who at one time
thought there was not in this country the
equal of Isaac Murphy.

The Senegamblan was a great jockey, and
vied with Snapper Garrison, Jimmy Nc-
Laugblin, Fred Taral and such sort.

Still in ten years the negro rider has
foded into  obscurity, and today there is
not a negro rider of note this side of the

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HE  LICENSE LAW UNDER ROSS
AND UNDER WHITNEY. !

The World does not believe in the
spoils system, as it is called; it does not
believe in a wholesale dismissal cf offi-
cials when a change of government
takes place. It thinks the civil ser-
vice of the provinces and of the Do-

“- ‘minion ought to be independent of poli-
tical intrigue or political chance.

And having said that, it does not fol-
Jow that we ought to condemn what
Mr, Whitney has done in regard to the
license inspectors of Toronto. Mr. Whit-
rey may have had very good reasons.
as we believe he had, for the removal of
the inepectors. It does not do for The
Globe newspaper to howl about “‘gpoils,”
and the spoils system, and for the in-
tegrity of the civil service. Anyone who
has knowledge, and/ nearly everyone
has the kpowledge, knows that the -
cense department of the Ontario gov-
ernment, when George W, Ross was at
ihe head of it was nothing else than &
wing of his political machinery. All
hig inspectors, all his boards were par-
tisan, and as such thev all mter'red
more or less with politice in this pro-
vince. In fact, Mr, Ross was playing
a double game; he was bidding for the
support of the temperance element by
promises of legislation to restrict and
limit the liquor trade in the province,
while at the same time by means of
his partisan commissions and his parti-
san license 1nspectordte he was either
dealing for the support of those in the
{rade or forcing those in the trade to
gupport him. There was no other course
open to Mr., Whitney than to make a

- complete change of the whole :license
machinery, in order, first of all_to re-
move it from hostile political partfsan-
ship, and in the next place to secure
commissioners ang inspectors that were
in sympathy with Mr. Whitney’s pledge
t0 make the administration of the
lquor law non-partisan, and not only

4o make it non-partisan but to enforce
it. The Ross government had got into
all Kindg of entanglements and compli-
cations with breweérs and others in the
trade, and it was well-known that some
of the inspectors were representatives
pof the trade rather than of the govern-
ment and the enforcement of the law,

That we have party government in
thig country there is no doubt, and if it
is a fact, as we believe it is a fact,
that the administration of the license
department was partisan from start to
finish, so far as the Ross government
was concerned, Mr, Whitney oweq it to
himself and to the province to abolish
it root and branch, because of the parti-
gan character that it had acquired, We
take it that Mr., Whitney is in posses-
sion of evidence showing that the late
inspectors wereguilty of offensive parti-
sarship, andhe may be in possession of
evidence that they were, as far as the
performance of their duties were con-
cerned, not as free from entanglement
ag they might be. If Mr, Whitney is
to blame for anything it might be that
he did not make a sweeping change in
the license department six weeks after
he came into office,

What the public to-day are concerned
most of all in is that the license law
of this province be administereq strict-
ly and irrespective of party; that any
official or any commissioner who acts
from a partisan point of view is un-
worthy of office and ought to be imme-
diately removed; and that Mr. Whitney
be tried by the public, .as he will be
tried, for the way the law is admin{s-
tered, and for the fulfilment of pledges
given by him to the electors. The issue
is the license law under Ross, and the
license law under Whitney. We be-
lieve that since the change in govern-
ment a gredt improvement in the ad-
r-inistration of the law has taken place,
The hotelmen are improving the ac-
commodation of their hotels; the law as
to closing at the prescribed hoursg is
being strictly carried out, and in a
great many other directions there are
eigns of improvomcnt/; and we venture
to say that there is none of that whole-
sale terrorism exercised over thaose in
the trade that was exercised during the
Ross administration,

After all we know of the administra-
tion of the license’law under Ross, and
of Ross and his pledges to the public,
and after what we know of Whitney
and his pledges and his record since he
camé into office, was there any course
open to the government under the cir-
cumstances than a clean sweep of a
branch that ought to have been non-
partisan, but which had been hopelessly
converted intp a political machine?

As to the resignation of the late
beard of license commissioners, that
was an unfortunate incident,
due, we take it, to a misunderstanding,
and the responsibility of that misunder-
standing must work itself out.

ernment to appoint a new commission,
at least the equal of the late one in its
determination that there shall be no
politics in the administration of the
license law, and in its determination to
administer the law to the full. Mr, Fla-

ARE OUR LIFE COMPANIES TO BB
INVESTIGATED ¢

It is anrbunced that the committee
of the New York legislature now inves:
tigating insurance conditions In that
state hag summoned some of the Ca-
nadian companies doing business in
that state to appear before it and un
dergo investigation.

Would it not have been a much het-

ter thing to have had an investigation
in Canada into our companies rather
than that we should have to go to &
foreign country to know what the pol-
icyholders in -thése companies really
want to know, and which, as far as the
Canadi}m law and the Canadian in-
spection are concerned, we cannot’ get.
There are a great many policyholdoers
in the Canada Life Assurance Co. who
wish to know why the face valus of
their policies has been reduced within
the last few years, and they wish to
know whether the cost of management
of that company has anything to do
with that reduction in the face value
of the policies. So far it has been im-
possible to get any statement from the
company or from their newspaper
apologists in this respect. The inves-
tigation in New York has forced a
change in the administration of the
three big companies there, and there
are Canadians who believe that similar
conditions to those which have heen
abandoned in the New York companiz2s
still prevai]l in some of the Canadian
companies, and that glaring cases of
nepotism just as bad as the McCrrdy
instance can be found in this country.
Apparently the governmentsat Ottawa
ere afrald to tackle the question and
to investigate Canadian companies, 4s
they ought to be investigated, and they
are afrald to demand a detailed state-
ment of the cost of management of the
Canadian companies, and are afraid to
let the Canadian policyholders come
into possession of the same. So that
there seems nothing left for the Ca-
nadian policyholders but to await the
investigation now going on in the
States and to await guch time as the
Canadian companies may be reachad.
But as only two or threegof the Ca-
nadian companies come under the jur-
isdiction of the State of New York,
it is hardly fair that these should be
probed by a foreign state and the other
Canadian companies escape, so thal it
does seem to be incumbent on the
government at Ottawa to take up this
question of management and this ques-
tion of the depreciation in the face
value of policies in Canada and to let
the Canadian policyholders have the
inside facts. Up to the present thoy
have not been able to get them, aad
up to the present the government has
shown no disposition to give them or
to have them given, In the meantime,
however, an organized newspaper pro-
paganda is at work to prevent any
kind of investigation {n Canada; to
quiet the doubts that may be in the
policyholders’ minds; and to attribute
any injustice that policyholders may
have sustained to the law rather than
to the conduct of the men who have
control of the companies. The law may
be bad, and the administration of the
companies may also bé bad, and to tell
the public that the law is to be changed
without any investigation of the ad-
ministration of the companies is mis-
leading the policyholders and the pub-
lic.
The World has been watching its Ca-
nadian exchanges. A glance thiu some
editorials on the insurance question
made it evident that articles were ap-
pearing simultaneously two hundred
miles apart written by .the one hand.
So-called interviews and statementg in
regard to insurance are also being pub-
lished daily, but while pretending to
throw some light on the actual situe-
tion they are intended to mislead policy-
holders and, above all, to chloroform
any investigation.

MR.AYLESWORTH AND THE BENCH
The Hon. A. B. Aylesworth has not
taken long to flout public opinion in
the matter of combining the practice of
his profession with the discharge of his
duties as postmaster-general. During
the Worth York campaign he pursued,
8o far ag he dared, the same tactics on
this point which marked his trea}ment
of the policy of nationalizing the tele-
phone and telegraph services, Altho
he must have known perfectly well
what his intentions were regarding the
continuance of his private legal busi-
ness, he carefully refrained from mak-
ing any explicit, declaration or attempt-
ing to justify so flagrant a breach of
the high standards rightfully expected
to-day from a professional and public
man animated,as his friends never tired
of reiterating, by the loftiest ideals,

There is something peculiarly repug-
nant to the best traditions of public life
in a member of the government ap-
pearing betére a judiciary who owe

looking to it for promotion or extra
judicial employment. It is not neces-
gary to assume that any conscious per-
version of justice will inevitably follow,
but Mr. Aylesworth, by appearing in
court, is placing the bench in an
utterly false position, and one to which
they should not be subjected. That
he should be instrumental in so doing
is worse than a gross impropriety.
since it must tend tog weaken public
confidence in the judiciary, and to es-
tablish a rule detrimental ‘to the hest
interests of the nation, of the Domin-
ion government and of the legal profes-
sion ‘itself. The judges, like ©Caesar’s
wife, should be above and beyond sus-
picion, and as a member of the govern-
ment Mr. Aylesworth should protect

them from it.

Fate of Toronto Brethren Scared

When Crown
Attorney Washington got thru with
him the cases were adjourned till to-
morrow. George H. Lynch-Staunton,
K.C., is defending all the plumbers.

Secretary Davies said that he got
$15 a week, and that the expenses of
running the office amounted to about
$1500 or $2000 a year. The expenses were
incurred partly by the committee which
consisted of Messrs, Mellon, Commings,
W. J. Clark and H. S. Wallace. The
declaration the plumbers had to sign
upon becoming members of the associa-
tion was: “That I will, upon my word
honor, = keep secret anything that
I see ‘or hear at these meetings, and
discuss them with no person who is
not a member of this association, and
I promise to abide by the rules and
regulations, and prices of this associa~
tion."” :

Mr. Davies reluctantly admitted that
the association had disbanded thru
fear after the Toronto proceedings were
started, and that all the books and
papers were destroyed by him then.
It was intended to start up again after
the scare had blown over.

Mr. Davies said that in tendering
on jobs each member submitted his
tender to him, and that he averaged
the prices. The plumber nedrest the
average was given the job. Twenty-
five per cent. was added to the actual
cost of the work, of which five per cent,
went to the association, and the rest to
the plumbers. After the expenses were
paid the money was divided among the
members of the association. The in-
intiation fee was $100-

The launch containing the dele-
gation and the treaty left the warship
and started fors/the landing. Suddenly:
one of the torpédo boats, anchored near
the end of the line of the battleships,
slipped her cable and started after the
Jaunch. Those on the launch saw the
torpedo boat leave the line and knew
what was coming. In a minute the
torpedo boat struck the laurich, cutting
her completely in two, and raced on into
the darkness. We could see the men
struggling in the water and clinging to
the pieces of the wrecked boat, Launch-
es from the battleships were sent to
their rescue and saved all but one, The
treaty also was saved.”

RECEIVER FOR EQUITABLE.

German Insurance Department
Gives Nofice to Company.

Berlin, Nov. 80.—The Imperia] Insur-
ance office has informed the representa-
tive here of the Equitable Life Assur-
,ance Society of New York, that it will
appoint a receiver to administer upon
the company’s property in Germany in
the interest of the German polieyhold-
ers, unless the company increases its
premium reserves invested in Germany
as required by the insurance law iof
May, 1901,

The company takes the standpoint
that it is not subject to that law, since
it no longer takes new insurance any-
where in Germany.

If a receiver is appointed he will take
prossession of the Equitable’s buildings
in Berlin and in other, German cities,
and administer them, or, if liecessary,
will sell them. in behalf of the German
policyholders.

JAPS HONORED- BY KING.

Togo and Oyama to Have the Im-
perial Order of Merit,

London, Nov. 30.—King Edward has
decjded to confer the order of merit
on both Field Marshal Oyama and Ad-
miral Togo.

The order of merit wag instituted by
King Edward in June, 1902, and at pre-
sent it occupies a very anomalous po-
sition, conferring no precedence, and
yet authorizing its holdérs to place its
designating initials next. after those
denoting membership of the order of
the bath.

Why the Late Duke of Cambridge |-
