" IDEAL HARVEST WEATHER.
. The province ig being blessed with
ideal harvesting weather, reports from
mearly all sactions speaking well of the
" ingathering already made. _Any short-
age that might have been felt in the
hay crop will be more than made good
by 'the splendid sample that has now
gone into the 'stack and barn. With
- haying out of the way, barley, oats and
fall wheat are claiming attention. With
_the exception of a little rust on oats, |
no damage worth mentioning is in evi-
dence, If a casual estimate of the pro=
vince can be relied upon, one of the
largest crops ever garnered will inure
to the Ontarfo farmers this season. The
same beneficent favors appear to have
been bestowed on other parts of the
Deminjon and in the United States. Not
entirely satisfactory, however, is the
prospect for the price of the various
' farm commodities. The farmers of the
United States have made a wild rush
at marketing their wheat, and whether
as a result or the cause, the prices for
this cereal have: steadily declinad for
over a month, until a loss of nearly i2
cénts a bushel is shown. With the
weakening in wheat, a corresponding
reduction is being made in other grains
and in genera] farm products. Prices
will respond to lighter receipts after
the first deliveries agye over, but the
only incentive to much firmer quota-
tions now in sight is the problem. in
Russia. Events may transpire at ‘any
moment to disturb the exports from
this country, which, in turn, would
cause a sharp (.uropean demand for
Canadian and other products. ‘There
may not be a great deal made by
holding back the crops for market until
later on, but even without the Russian
situation, prices having responded to a

darge crop expectahcy, a reactionary
rebound, if only temporarily, is more.!
than likely to result. If the prices cf |
live stock hold, much of this season's |
grain crop will remain to be consumed |
on the farm, rather than markezed at
prices now being offered

Geese Raising.
Geese are grazing birds. In fact, theyf
live and thrive on good pasturage and!
water, altho, of course, they do w.t
make the rapid growth that may be
secured when some grain is fed: on tha|
cther hand, it is probably not possible !
to raise goslings on an exclusive grain
diet without a - liberal supply of some
succulent vegetable food. Young gos-
lings make the mcst rapid growth upon
short, nutritious grass or brook grass
and grain., In a wild state geese devour
large quantities of roots of grasses and |
aquatic plants, which they dig frcm the |
banks and borders of streams, and wash |
free from earth in shallow water, Do-
mestic geese confine themselves ¢o less |
water and aquatic plants, and gener--
ally feed- upon pastures, préferrlng
moist rich localities where the grass is
kept short and sweet by constant feed-
ing and rapid growth. Tall, woody grass~
es, which have become tough,are not re-
lished by them. This natural habit of
geese mekes considerable space neces-
sary for their successful keeping, or
requires that they be provided with
Succulent green growth,

The Reason They Were Sent—A
Hope That the Type May Find
More Favor in Canada and
the United States.

London Live Stock Journal.
Amongst the many things that Eng-
lish people have to be. thankful for,

A pound: of powdered naphthalene
crystals in a'gallon of kerosene makes
a -good lice ‘killer," a much needed ar-
ticle at this season. ;

The young and old -birds cannot be
fed right if fed together. The former
should have a feeding coop or g small
vard that the latter cannot enter.

The chicks should be allowed full
range, but have a place to come for
feed and water.

Not all fresh eggs taste right. You
ca1 have fishy eggs, oniony eggs and
indescribable tasting eggs, and yet all
be fresh. Give hens clean, sweet food
and you’ll have fine-lavored hen fruit.

Rice makes a good summer food for
poultry, if it can be bought cheap, as
it is not heating, yet contains the food
needed for eggs.

Fowls fed freely of grain with very
little grass or other green food are apt
to become overfat and have weak

denly. A more rational diet, less grain,
liberty to hustle for bugs and worms,
and plenty of grit and water is all the
treatment such a flock needs, - :

The hens are very fond of the pun-
gent flavor of turnips, Clean them and
cut them up before boiling and mix with
meal and shorts and a’little salt while
hot. . It makes a good warm mess three
or four times a week. The way they
clean up the last morsel is interesting
to behold. Turnips are also excellent
for hogs. ¢

Lice will multiply in hot weather,
and a good way to protect late broods
of chickens is to fasten a plece of

Preserved Eggs.
One pint of water glass (silicate of|
soda) to eight or ten parts of boiled,
water is the method of preserving eggs
recommended by the TUnited States
Farmers’ Bulletin.

Don’t expeet
these preserved eggs to be as good as
fresh eggs, however. Put your best ef-
fort in getting the real thing In win-
ter. .

Hence, muddy
yards, especially if overcrowded and
filthy, fiithy feeding floors, troughs and

swine  plague, ete. As young
hogs are less able to resist these
diseases than healthy, mature animals,
the necessity of using preventive mea-
ures at this season of the year ig of

“During the spring and summer wal-
low holes are formed in the yards and
pastures. Incase the hogs run in a
large lot or pasture during the summer,
it is often considered unnecessary: to
clean and disinfect the small yards and
hog houses, and they become fllthy and
dusty. Muddy yards are especially ob-
jectionable, ag they soon become filthy.
“If necessary, the sanitary conditions
‘of the yard can be improved by drain-
ing them, keeping the wallow hdles
filled in and taking the hogs out for a
few months every year. The unused
lots can be cleaned and put to good vse
by plowing and sowing them ‘to oats,
rape, cow peas, etc.
“In no place on the farm are digin-
fectants so necessary as in ‘the hog
houses and yards. Whitewash should
be used about the houses at least once
the year. Every two or three |
2k the ‘houses, feeding foors,
itroughs, etc., should be sprayed with a
{disinfectant. The tar disinfectants are
‘the most convenient to use. These
should be used in not less than two
‘per ‘cent; water solutions. An occa-
'sional spraying or dipping of the hogs
in g one per cent, water solution should
be practised.
| “Young hogs should nqt
crowded quarters. In order to' kecp
them in a healthy, growing condition, |
a proper diet should be fed. Healthy
,individuals possess a certain amount
of power to resist disease, and this
plays no. small part in preventing it.
i *““The entrance of disease-producing
erms ‘from outside sources should be
carefully guarded against, especially if
~hog cholera is present in the neighbor-
hood. The danger  of carrying the
germs in the mud and filth that may
stick to the shoes of a person who has
iwalked thru yards where hogs are dy-
ing of ‘‘cholera” should be recognized.
'Dogs, horses, cattle, stray hogs and
wagons may also act as carriers of dig-
ease, The opportunity for crows, huz-
zards and dogs to distribute disease
is not great in sections of the country
where the carcases of the dead hogs |
are disposed of by burying. Hoggs from |
other herds should be placéd in quar- !
antine for three weeks before allowing |
them to mix with the herd. i

The crop is an ex
cellul one, the outlook is for low pric es“
and the holiday sufficed to upset trade
coudltlonn generally.  In all other . lines
the market, in the face of the heavy ile-
liveries, may be said to have remained
fairly steady. The firms 'doing business
around the Scott-street market complain,
and not unreasonably, of the rough condi-
tion of the HEsplanade in front of rthe
warehouse, While conslderably  better
than in seme former years, it would not be
difficult to greatly improve it.
