FIGHTING CHRISTIANS,

A Battle of Factions at Bay City—-Clubs
Played a Prominent Fart in the
Free-for-All Melee.

Bay City, Mich,, Nov, 22.—St. Stani-
slaus parish, which has at intervals for
two years been the scene of trouble
over the }aeapousm of its favorite
priest, was the battleground for seven
hours to-day of two factions into which
the parishioners had divided. @When
the trouble ceased this evening one
policeman and about twelve of the
church members had been injured, but
none very seriously.

The trouble started at high mass,
when Father Bogacki announced that
'whe anti-Matkowski faction could not
examine the church accounts as they
had announced they would do. Eighty
men left the church. When mass was
over a great mob had gathered about
the vestry door, and refuséd to permit
the pastor to return to his residence.
Father Bogacki’'s adherents came to his
rescue, and there was a free-for-all
fight. The forces of the pastor were
subdued owing to lack of organization,
and clubs. When the police came they
clubbed a way for Father Bogacki, and
had him landed upon the rectory steps,
when the anti-Matkowski faction made
another' charge. Priest and officers
wete driven back into the vestry. Here
Father Bogackli remained a prisoner
until about 7 o'clock this, evening,
when Frank McPhillips, editor of The
Tribune, learning that threats of dyna-
miting the- church had been made,
drove to the scene and persuaded
Father Bogacki to quietly leave the
building with him. After the priest
departed the mob dispersed .

CARLETON V. OTTAWA.

Mr. Justice Rose held a weekly sit-
ting of the High Court yesterday,
when the appeal of the County of
Carleton from the award of the arbi-
trators fixing the amount to be paid
by ' the city of Ottawa for jail and
jury expenses for the next five years
was argued. At the conclusion Judge
Rose dismissed the appeal, basing his
decision on the case of the County of
York v. Toronto. The result of the ar-
bitration is a net sum to the city of
$2000 a year for the next five years.
MUST PAY DUTY.

The Customs Department has given
its decision in the application for free
admission of a wire tramway for use
at the mine of the Lillooet, Fraser
River and Carniboo Gold 'Fields Com-
pany. It is held that the tramway
does not come under the category of
mining machinery, but of transporta-
tion, and is therefore dutiable.

WANT THE BUOYS LEFT OUT.

Messrs. Reford & Company, steam-
ship agents in Montreal, telegraphed
to the Marine Department yesterday
asking that the buoys on the St. Law-
rence might remain out a little longer
in order td enable their vessels to get
away to Europe with safety.

TRADE RETURNS.
Trade returns for four months of the
current fiscal year show an increase
in exports amounting to $4,727,000 and
imports of $2,163,000. TFor the past
month the exports increased $1,469,000.
The imports, however, fell off $1,095,000.
There was a reduction in the amount
of duty last month of $186,000, making
the total revenue from customs for the
four months $122,000 less than for the
corresponding period last year.

close to the hook and ladder apparatus,
and have the darkmess of night dlnpelle(i
by nothing mere aristocratic than two oil
lamps placed in the centre of the table,
Criminal statistics show that some 400
cases come yearly within the jurisdiction
of this court. They are generally va-
grants, which include nearly every -nation-
ality under the sun—Germans, Yankees,
Irish, Freneh, negroes, green young Eng-
lishmen who were allured out to this coun-
try by lylng advertisements, and Barnardo
boys, (2) tramps who resisted arrest, 3)
tramps who stole rides on G.I.R. cars, 4)
beggars well dressed and in rags, and (4)
demented and infirm persons, a surprising
number of whom are missed from their
lhomets until restored by the suburban po-
ice.

Four justices live in the d'strict—Reeve
Richardson; J. W. Ormerod, &. Nimmo and
G. Trench—but the second named has more
leisure than the others, and being also
handiest to reach, usually sits upon the
judgment seat. As mighg be expected from
one who has seftled upwards of 800 cases,
Justice Ormered is learned in the law, and
his decisions are seldom knocked out by
the higher courts. A tall, spare, pale-faced
man, self-contained and attured in a pale
overcoat almost before summer is over,
Mr. Ormerod reads far into the night, and
one is never surprised to hear a quotation
from * Paradise Lost ' in support of some
legal view. His brown valise brings a
copy of the Criminal Code and the papers
and then, as sometimes happens, the ink
pot and blotter are absent, when a con
table is despatched for them, and the court
is opened without delay. * I declare this;

Yesterday a
young  woman called, on the recom-
mendation of a physician, to seek ad-
mission for her sister, who is in. the
early stages of consumption, This poor
girl has been employed as a domestic
servant in some of the best homes in
this city, but owing to her constant
coughing and the fear of contagion she
has been discharged from several
places after a few days of service. She
cannot even obtain work in return for
her board. She has no friends who
can help, she cannot obtain admission
to any of the hospitals, and, as she
has no means of her own, she is left
without a shelter. The life of this girl
would no doubt be saved if help could
now be given; as it is, is she not under
sentence of death without even a pro-
spect or hope of reprieve, and does not
such @ case, which is not by any means
an isolated one, appeal to the sympa-
thy of all charitable people ?
