. HE IS NOW AN OUTLAVW,

Cannot Claim Citizen Rights, and
His Colleagues Are in the Same
Position—Jews Will Organize,

Paris, Aug. 15.—The warrant for the ar-
rest of M. Guerin, president of the anti-
Semite League, who, with sympathizers,
hag been barricaded since Saturday last n
the office of ‘the league, has been placed in
the hands of Magistrate Fabre. Guerin ‘s
now regarded as an outlaw in a state of
rebellion, since his notification of the issue
of the warrant. He cannot claim the right
of a citizen of exemption from arrest from
sunset to sunrise, and the persons gar-
risoning the headquarters of the league,
numbering about 40, are in the same posi-
tion. Strict orders have been given to
arrest everyone attempting. to enter or leave
the- building. Three of Guerin’s friends,
who attempted to leave the place this morn-
ing, were arrested. They all carried six-
chambered revolvers and hatchets, and
what Frenchmen designate as ‘‘American
knuckle-dusters,” otherwise brass knuckles.
The Prefect of Police is still awaiting or-
ders from the Government in regard to the
action to be ‘taken against Guerin. :

Jews Arranging For Defence.

The leading Jews of Europe are arranging
for a meeting in Switzerland in order to
form an International assoclation for their
defence against the crusade eof the anti-
Semites and to protect the Jews in France
after the Dreyfus court-martial is ended.

France For Frenchmen,

Paris, Aug. 15.—M. Guerin this evening
displayed an anti-Semitic tricolor flag on
the roof of the anti-Semite headquarters.
On the flag was a motto reading, *‘France
for Frenchmen!” :

Meeting of Bonapartists.

Paris, Aug. 15.—At the annual banquet of
Bonapartists to-day, M. Mignot presiding,
a telegram from Prince Victor Napoleon was
read, saying he relied on the various com-

ittees to act energetically under the pre-
sent grave circumstances. The reading of
the telegram was greeted with shouts of
“Vive I'Empereur!” ‘““Vive Guerin!” The
yougg royalists also assembled at a ban-
quet at St. Maur to-day In honor of the
name-day of the Duchess of Orleans. Vio-
lent attacks were made on the recent mea-
sures of the Government.

‘Will Let Him Alone,

M. Waldeck-Rousseau conferred several
times during the day with M. Lepine, the
prefect of police, and In consideration of
the fact that recourse to force in the ar-
rest of M. Guerin might lead to a use-
less sacrifice of life, entalling still graver
demonstrations at the obsequies of the
vietims, the Premier decided not to expose
the life of any man, soldler, policeman or
fireman, but to leave M. Guerin a choice
between self-lmprisonment and arrest.
Meanwhile it looks as though this affair
would have a rather tame ending. The
friends of M. Guerin are busying em-
selves to rescue him from an ImpoSsible
and foolish position.

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POINTER FOR THE POSTMASTER-
s GENERAL.

There are fourteen postoffices on Yonge-
street between the city limits and New-
market. They are all subsidiary to the
Toroato office, from which their mail mat-
ter is mainly derived. The delivery ser-
vice between the Toronto office and the
fourteen offices on Yongestreet is in the
hnnds_ot half a dozen independent con-
tractors, In addition to the Grand Trunk
Rallway. It is a very mixed-up arrange-
ment, the result being that the morning
mail from Toronto reaches the different
offices- at all hours from eight till noon.
The five offices between York Mills and
Thornhill get their mail via Grand Trunk,
whence It is taken baek southward, reach-
ing York Mills at half-past eleven o’clock.
York Mills is about six miles from the
general postoffice. On Monday last the
Metropolitan Railway Company began to
operate [ts extemsion to Newmarket, so
that now there are five cars a day each
way between Toronto and Newmarket,
bassing the doors of the fourteen postoffi-
ces referred to. The Postmaster-General
ought to lose no time in transferring the
pestal business of this portion of Yonge-
street to the Electric Railway Company. A
car is advertised to leave Toronto at six
a.m. daily. The morning mail ought to_be
despatched on this car. Every office along
the line would then have its mail, includ-
ing the Toronto dailies, by 7.3), which
would be an immense improvement on the
existing system.

HOUSE OF REFUGE.FOR ONTARIO
COUNTY.

The adjoining County of Ontario is tp
take a vote on the 21st inst. upon the ques-
tion of erecting and furnishing a House of
Refuge and purchasing a farm in connec-
tion therewith for the benefit of th
of the county.  The question has bm
fore the people since 1884, but it has come
to a head now in comsequence of private
denations being promised, on condition a
favorable vote is secured immediately. The |
project will cost $25,000. Of this sum Mr.
Jobn Cowan agrees to donate $3000, and
Mr. W. F. Cowan a site of 45 acres in
the town of Oshawa. In addition to this
there is a Government grant of $4000.
What the county will be required to raise
is $12,00). The people of Ontario County
have a splendid opportunity of acquiring
a House of Refuge at a bargain, and they
should not fail to take advantage of it.
This system of providing for the poor and
aged has been found to be the best and
most economical. In the neighborhood of
20 counties in Ontario have established
these homes, and on the whole the experi-
ence has been most favorable.. The high-
est cost of maintenance is in the home in
Wellington, and the lowest is that of
Lincoln, the figures being $1.23 and $0.85
per inmate per week. The money which
it is proposed to raise in Ontario would
grovide a home for 75 inmates. .The cost
of maintenance would be $5600.

pointed out the need for the county poor-
house in his address to the grand jury at
Owen Sound last fall. We commend his
arguments to the people of the adjoining
county. Among other things he said: !

He was sorry to find so large a number
of persons in jail, no less than thirty peo-
ple being within its walls. Of these ten

{ or twelve are old indigent people, the poor |

of the county whose*only crime was that |
they had lived too long, and become too |
poor to support themselves. It was a sad
state of affairs in the state, the church
and civilization, that the poor old people
in a county possessing so much wealth
were cast into prison to herd with felons
—in a place that was essentially intended
for criminals. The County of Grey was
one of the wealthiest in the province, and
the people had to take care of their poor.
When people become aged and have no
home and mo shelter, and are compelied

taken up as vagrants, brought before the
magistrate, and committed to jail. There
they know they will get enough to eat
to keep the body and soul together. They
will prefer that course to wandering around
the roads and dying in the ditches. * * »
These people, when they are committed to
jall, must be fed and clothed. They can-
not be sentenced to hard labor, but if they
have a home they are not only comfortably
provided for, but are able to do something
towards supporting ‘themselves. He would
not say that such an institution would be
sulf-sustaining, but from statistics and
what he had personally observed it could
be made almost self-supporting. They
conld work at raising vegetables, could
keep cows, and could do a lot of things
towards the sustenance of the home. Bruce

WHAT THE PRINTERS ARE - DOING,

Proposal That Journeymen and
Last Year Apprentices Only Be
Eligible for Machines,

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 15.—A feature of the
first session of the International Typo-
graphical Union Convention was a warm
discussion over a constitutional amend-
ment, reported favorably by the Committee
on Laws, providing that ‘“non-printer mem-
bers shall only Dbe premitted to work at
the particular sub-division of the ecraft in
which they were employed at the time of
admission.”” But little showing was made
in favor of the amendment,
stricken out by a vote of 121 to 33 A
proposition for biennial, instead of annual,
conventions was rejected. Amendments
providing that no one except journeymen
printers and apprentices in the last six
months of their apprenticeship shall be
eligible as machine apprentices, and fixing
their term at two months, were referred to
a special committee. The most congpicu-
ous candidate for the Presidency, aside
from President Donnelly, Is George W.
Day, president of the Chicago Union.

During the past year 2245 new
patients visited the dispensaries, and there
were nearly €000 return visits of former
patients; 125 patients had been in the hos-
pitals, and nearly 500 -.surgical operations
had been performed. The medical mission-
aries had been called to the bedsides of no
less than 65 opium suicides, an indication
of the terrible ravages made by this drug
among the Chinese.

Commission, who arrived here from China
last night, after being absent in the Orient
since January, was seen by a correspondent
for The Tribune, and asked for his views
regarding the Philippines and the work of
the commission. He said he could not say
moything about the islands before making
Mis ‘report to President McKinley.

“As I said, however, to one of the great

ptatesmnen of Japan,” he continued, ‘“‘after
had seen something of the Orient, it
Seems to me that-the great question there
is. not Formosa nor the Philippines but
Chinpa.”
; . Hold China Intact.

His eyes lighted up at this, and he went
on : “Knglishmen out there and in Japan,.
as well as the Government of Great Britain,
feel that to hold China Intact is the hing
of overshadowing importance.

“It is feared that, now that Russia has
taken Manchuria, it will try to encroach
Fndua]ly on some or all of the other 18

rovinces of China, and when it gets them
it will do as that country has done hitherto
»~put a duty on all foreign goods.

“Englishmen and Japanese feel that Am-
erica should hold with them in preventing
the dismemberment of China. It is felt
out there that almost anything is llable to
bappen iu the Orlent in the next half-dozen
years. It Is a momentous situation.

Undoubtedly a Fear of Russia.

“Knglishmen there feel that theifown
Government is not quite as strong at the
present time as it should be, nor as it used
-t?.be. There is undoubtedly a fear of Rus-
sia. b

“I' met Marquis Ito, the greatest man in

also met Viscount Aoki, who is the Minis-
ter of Foreign Affairs. I was with Adm'ral
Count Kabayama, their Dewey in the Chi-
nese-Japanese war, who was afterwards
Governor of Formosa and who is now in
the Cabinet.

“Everywhere, and at all times, with these
statesmen, it was recognized fhat the fu-
ture of China was the one overshadowing
question.

It means much
to England and Japan, and not less to
‘America. There is a hope In the Orlent
among leading men that China itself may
become aroused, so that it may itself hold
its domain intact. But it Is not yet suffi-
clently awakened. That 1s the sad phase
of it.

H. Blake was one of the
parues to the originai agreement for the
erection of a umlon cuuren ac Polut a Yie,
adjoining Murray Bay. In the building s
constructed ' Sunday ‘meorning and evening
Services have been alternateiy held during
the summer season for over 30 years” by
clergymen of the Church of Engiand and
Presvyterian communions, ;
Would Not CUcnsecrate It.

When the late Bishop Williams of Quebec
declined to consecrate the building some
years ago, on the,ground that It was not
entirely .devoted to the services of the
church, Bishop Bond ot Montreal was in-
vited by Mr. Blake to officiate, but declined
upon learning that his right rev. brother 'oft
Quebec not only objected to his doing so
but was ready to appeal against such pro-
Posed invasion of his diocesan authority.to
the Provincial Synod. FKor some time the
‘Bishop of Quebec licensed the Rey. M. M.
Fothergill, then of Quebec City, to conducc
Summer services at Murray bay. Quite
lately the Anglican services in the union
chureh have been conducted by the Rev. G.
A. Kubring of Toronto, whose diocesan is
the Lord Bishop of Toronto, but without
any license to so officlate there or any-
where else in the Diocese of Quebec from
its official head, the Bishop of Quebec.

High Churchmen Come in,

An Immense number of American visit-
ors, many of them people of very large
means, have cottages of their own at Mur-
ray Bay, and spend the summer there.
Some few of these are of extreme high
church tendencies, and have been quite dis-
satisfied for some time past with the lack
of ritual and general style of the services
conducted by Mr. Kuhring, under the di-
rection of the committee, composed of Mr.
Blake and his ffiends. A ‘deputation of
the high church party waited some time
ago upon the Bishop of Quebec, and, with
his hearty concurrence and warm approval,
have erected a little church called *St.
Anne’s-in-the-Field.” Some of these peo-
ple are parishioners and more of them warm
admirers of the Rev. Dr. Rainsford of New
York, formerly of Toronto, who is spending
his summer vacation at Murray Bay, and
who is giving his warm support to the new
church. Its altar ornaments and colored
vestments are extremely handsome and are
chiefly gifts of the Minturns and other
wealthy American families of the congrega-
tion. The dedication took place on St.
Anne’s Day, the 26th July. Rev. A. J.
Balfour, recter of St. Peter's, Quebec, is
the clergymap in charge, having been ap-
pointed Ly the Bishop of Quebec ' Rev. Dr.
Green of Calvary Church, New  York,
preached the dedication sermon, and am-
cngst those present in the chancel was
.Sishop Hamilton of Ottawa.
