Ca.n‘ada does not need any extension
of federal jurisdiction, nor should the
Dominion be affected by the movement
fn that dirdction evident in the United
States. Of much more value and im-
portance to us is the protection of the
provinces in all matters which are
reserved to them by the British North
America Act. The evil effects of un-
duly limiting- provincial jurisdiction
are not severely felt when the popu-
lation is small, but they will be as it
increases and the number and com-
plexity of its federal problems multi-
ply. Britain, for example, where local
government does not extend beyond
county and municipal affairs, finds
parliament overloaded with business
much of which could perfectly well be
left to the nationalities that have
preserved their distinctive character-
Istics. The rights of a province and
the lesser units te conduct their own
affairs should be zealously guarded in
the interest of the Dominion itself.

A day or two
after the 24th the regular choir leader
came and asked me if he and his boys’
choir would sing the mass on the Sun<
day following the 24th, as he has been
during the past six months, I replied,
“Most certainly, you are to sing the
mass on all Sundays unless you receive
advice to the contrary.” The French
choir did not ask permission from me
to repeat their national chants on
Sunday, the 28th, consequently the
choirmaster received no intimation
from me to that effect, and when the
French-Canadian choir came into the
choir gallery on Sunday last. there
was nothing for the choir leader to
do but carry out his orders and have
his ordinary boys'.choir render the
mass.

This meant a misunderstanding in
the choir, some loud. talking, and that
is all there is to it.

There is no prejudice between the
various races in North Bay. All are
mutually friendly and get along peace-
ably together.

If the French people of North Bay

Unable to decide which of three wo-
men he really wanted to marry, El
Hood, 17 years old, a boarder at the
farmhouse of Eli Graves, eight miles
from Hazelhurst, decided that the best
way out of the difficulty was to com-
mit suicide in such g way that each |
of the women would know that he had
killed himself for her.

For Miss Carrie Nelson, 18 years old,
he swallowed 60 grains of morphine;
for Miss Eva Spillman, aged 2, he
drank four ounces of laudanum,'and
for Miss Henrietta McDonald, aged 16,
he put the muzzle of a shotgun in his
:nouth and pulled the trigger with his
oe,

Beside his body was found on a ta-
ble a paper wrapper that contained
the morphine. On it was scrawled
“For Carrie.”” The empty laudanum
bottle stood on a slip of paper on which
was written “For Eva.” An empty
envelope on which a picture of a shot-
gun had been drawn was inscribed
‘““Henrietta.”

Except that he had been acting
queerly and that he had become des-
pondent, Graves sald he saw nothing
in Hood's behavior that indicated that
he contemplated self-destruction.
