ITALY WANTS HORE
‘THAN TEN PER CENT.

Is Dissatisfied With Her Share
of German Reparations
Allotted.

. Rome, Feb. 24.—Italy is far from
being satisfied with certain terms in
the agreemeant. relative to German re-
parations, as indicated by a note sent
today by the parliamentary commit-2e
of foreigh affairs and finance, of which
Signor Luzzati is chairman, to Count
Sforza, the Italian foreign minister,
at Loadon.

The note says that Italian public
opinion and the Italdan parliament
look with disfavor on the share of
ten per cent. of the German indemnity
essigned to Italy. They consider this
an  injustice, and contend that the

Ttalian share should not have been less

than twenty-five per cent., as Britain,
which was not invaded by the enemy
and had no greater losses thaa Ita.y.
i8 t0 receive twenty-two- per cent. In-
deed, says the note, Britain gained
greatly thru freights and exchansge.

It is further coptended that Italy's
Share should comé immediately aftor
that of France, which receives 52 per
cent., as France aloae exceeded Italy's
losses. The note considers it absurdi
to grant a share to Serbia, whose
damages were less than the value of
the Austrian government property ac-
qQuired by Serbia, It also alludes to
the share Italy is entitled to have of
state and private properties in the
German. colonies,

It bhecame known
when the full text of the note was
made public ‘today that the  United
States, in addition to making reser-
vations with respect to tae island of
Yap, attributed to Japan as man-
datory, claimed an equal concern and
interest with the other principal al-

The theory has been advanced that
the only possible friendly solution of
tihe question again * brought to the
forefront by the United States would
be for:Japan to say that she did not
insist upon the mandate for the
-island of Yap and would be agree-
able to the internationaflization of Yap
under ' Japanese supervision.

Thus far the Japanese government
has not committed itself, and the gen-

GOES BACK TO HOUSE

Washington, Feb. 24 —Differences
in the Fordney emergency tariff bill,
as it passed the house and senate,
were #smoothed out today by confer-
eice commissions of the two branches
of congress,” and the battle-scarred
measure was sent back to the house
for final action.

Altho the bill has a parliamentary
right to consideration tomorrow, it
was deemed unlikely that it would be
called up before Saturday. Some of
its supporters, however, may compel
earlier consideration, in an effor: to
hasten its arrival at the Vhite House
and eaable an attempt to override the
president’s veto if such is necessary.

‘As the. bill went back to the house,
it carried a flat rate of two cents a
pound ‘tariff on the ordinary house-
‘hold brand of sugar. The senate
amendment, which was considerably

| FAILS IN APPEAL :
AGAINST CONVICTION

The Amalgamated Meat Cutters’ and
Butchers’ Workers’ Union have been ad-
vised by employers that their wages must
be reduced, They have aiso been told that
the old agreement will not be renewed.
As a result it is expected that this union
will join the ranks of those on strike
against wage reduction.

One exception to the prevailing rule
was experienced yesterday by the local
union of expressmen, employed by the
Canadian Express Company in Toronto,
as an award just made by the Dominion
government grants them an advance of
from $9 to $20 a month in pay.

BANK OF MONTREAL
VICTIM OF ROBBERY

No Light on Theft of Cash
and Certificates From

Head Office.

One of the most puzzling robberies
Toronto has known was effected in
the local head office of the Bank of
Montreal, Yonge and Front streets,
yesterday morning, when bills to the
amount-of $8,169 and $11,000 in inter-
bank certificates were taken from a
box in the paying teller's cage. The
actual loss sustained by the bank is
limited to the bills, as the certificates
are non-negotiable.

To The World late last night Ser-
geant of Detectives Bart Cronin said
that no ‘trace of the missing bills
and certificates had ‘yet been found,
and he c¢xpressed the opinion that
the robbéry was an “inside job.”

G. G. Adam, the general manager
of the bank, declared. that no stone
would be left unturned in the effort
to find the robbers. He said that all
the employes had been in the office
a considerable time and the tellera
themselves were men of long exper-
ience, and not given to careless hand-
ling of money. The office, he said,
was always open to the public after
nine o'clock, altho business was not
formally transacted until after ten
o'clock. Only two men had entered
the ban from the outside up .to the
time of the robbery, which occurred
about 9.30 a.m., but, in any case, the
wvank offices wene well policed during
the day by messengers.

The $8.169 in cash missing was made
up of . three one-thousand-dollar bills,
one five hundred and a large number of
ten-dollar bills. The amount sgtolen
was in the smallest but most valuable
of the three packets in the cage at the
time { the robbery, Mr. Adam stated
that n® thief would dare to attempt to

pass the three one-thousand-dollar bills
since to do so would

signed, ‘transferred or otherwise
conveyed to or vested' in the
purchaser or purchasers or in any
other person or persons by his,
hers ‘or their ‘direction.

lodged in such ‘transaction.”

Wanted Exemptions.

Conservative Leader Ferguson wapit;-

In-
stead of increasing taxes the govern-
ment should practice strict economy
and thus make both ends meet instead
of resorting to increasing %he exist-
ing taxes or imposing new ones.

Liberal Leader Dewart wags for ex-
empting small properties from the
transfer tax.

H., H. Dewart expréssed the view
that it might be desirable to delay
dealing with the matter until public
opinion reparding it had first been
ascertained. So far there had been no
opportunity to do this. Corporations
interested in" the proposed increases
had alsa not been heard from. As for
the proposed tax of two mills on pro-
perty transfers Mr, Dewart said re-
ports indicated considerable difference
of ‘opinion.

Tax on Banks.

Dealing with the proposal to tax
banks one-tenth of oae per cent. on
their reserve funds, Major Tolmie
thought this would bear more heavily
on the larger banks who had big re-
serves.

Hon. Peter Smith said he hoped ‘o
collect $135,000 a year from the in-
crease in the mileage tax on railways.
This amount was teo asmall to lead
to an increase in. the cost of trans-
portatioa.

The increased tax proposed on iele-
phones. the minister explained, would
yield about $40,000 a year,

For Highway Improvements.
Another resolution moved by

treasurer was:

“That the sum of $7,000,000 be
placed to the credit of the hign-
way improvement fund accoiint,
the said sum to be chargeable to
and payable out of the consoli-
dated revenue fund axd to be in
addition to any appropriation here-
tofore made to the highway im-
provement fund.”

It was explained that the money
would be used to pay subsidies to
counties in connection with the gov-
ernment’s good roads scheme.

Leaders’ Spesches Disappointing.

CRITICAL SURVEY OF

RURAL CREDITS PLAN,

Canadian Reconstruction Association Takes Ground That

Short-term Credit Feature Will Involve No Increase in'

Loanable Funds—Public Guaranty for Unlimited Loans
to Single Class Open to Objection.

In view of  the widespread interest
aroused by the rural credits measure.
which the Drury government desires to
see placed upon the statute books of On-

Ths inlntster of agriculture has intro-
duced into the Ontario legisiature three
b lls designed to; provide. for both short-
.erm and long-term rural credits. In
general, these proposed measures re-
scmble the Manjtoba rural credits act,
1917; the Manitoba farm loans act, 1917,
and the provincial savings act (Mani-
toba), 1920, but they depart from the
legislation of the sister provinete in im-
portant provisions. -3 v

The Ontario farm lomans bl would au-
thorize provincial incorporation of farm
loan associations in any part of Ontarto,
With one-half the capital in every case
subscribed by 30 or more individual
tarmers, each of wh must have sub-
scribed to one share ($100) of stoek; one-
quarter the capital subseribed by the local
municipality, and the remaining one-
quarter of the capital ‘subscribed by the
government of Ontario, In Manitoba
such participaticn. by the municipaiity
and by the province is permissive and
voluntary only; in Ontario it will be
compulsory if the bill is enacted in its
present form.

The bill contemplates that ‘such as-
soclations should receive appillcations for
loans from individual members and that,
as loans be approved by the local as-
soclations, the money should be borrowed
on ‘the colective liability of all the

‘members, The rate of ‘intcrest payable

by the borrower must not exceed seven
per cent., and one-seventh of such Inter-
est must be pald to the iocal associa-
tion to help to defray expenses, pay
dividends of not more than &ix per cent.
on the paid-up capital, and bufld up
reserve. Loans must mature on or be-
fore December 31st of the year in which
dhey are made, but would be renew-
able at the discretion of the di 0.
of the local association, apparently withe
out reference to the lender. The associa-
tion would have a llen on all proparty
purchased in part or whole, with the
ceeds of any such loan and, by filing
a certificate, would thereby obtain a lien
on all the personal property of the bor-
rower, The bill would empower the
provincial vernment to lend money to
any farm loan association and to énter
into agreements and guarantees with
banks, ‘loan companies or other corpora-
tions to secure funda for financing such
associations.
- Agriculural Board.

The agricultural development bill pro.
vides for creation of cultural de-
velopment board, appoin y the. gov-
ernment and vested with power to issue
bends to the amount of $5600,000. Such
bonds, in whole or part, oould be pur-
chased by the provineial government
with. money -from the consolidated
revénue fund. The povernment could
also authorize the board from time to
time to issue other debentures to furnish
funds for mortgagé loans and such bonds
could be gudranteed by the province.
The proposed agricultural development
board would make loans for the pur-
poses of acquiring lands for agricultural
purposes, erecting farm buildings essen-
tial to production, or paying insurance
on life or property. Loans could be
lesued for any period from three to 30
years and must be on the amortization
principle, A loan to any one person
must no® exceed $21,000 and must have
as Ssecurity a mortgage on at least G5O
acres of land, the amount of such lo#in
béing restricted to 65 per cent. of the
value of the security.

The agricultural development finance

| bill, if passed by. the legislature, would

empower the provincial treasurer to ac-
cept public deposits, paying theréon in-
terest at a rate of not less than four per
cent. per annum. Offices could be open.
ed at various points in Ontario for the
purpose of receiving such deposits, The
bill provides that funds raised in this
way could be invested in lpans to mem-
bers of farm loan assocjations or n
honds_or. debentures issued by the pro-
vinetal "agricultural development board,
or in Dominion, provincial or Ontarfo
municipal securities. ¥

The three rural credit bills have been
inticduced, following the findings of a
special committee, which reported ne~
cently on the subjegt. The committee
proposed that Ontarifo farmers organize,
with private capital and under private
contiol, a joint savings institution and
land mortgage bank, that deposits be
solicited from the public, that such de-
poeits be guaranteed by the government
of Ortario, that they be made subject
to withdrawal on the same terms as sav-
ings deposits in the chart®red banks and
that interest be paid on* them at the

rate of four per cent. per annum. The’

committee's plan was that such institu-
tion should lend public deposits thru the
local farm loan associations to meet
only so-called short-term credit require-
ments, and that the capital of the in-
stitution and money obtained by the
sale of its debentures should be used
for mortgage loans.

Need of Borrowing.

It is highly desirable that Ontario

| agriculturists should be able to borrow

money for their reasonable needs and
at as low interest rates as are justified
by prevailing economic conditions. But
there is actually a much smaller supply
of money in the world today available
for loans, in proportion to the demand
for loans, than has been the case for
rany years and the desirability of credit
for any class or element must be con-
sidered in the relation to the entire
world situation. The common mistake
is in failing to recognize that, unde»
sound financial practice, lending institu.
tions cannot or should not lend in ex-
cess of the total of their capital, reserve
and deposits, and. In case of lcan com.
panies, mone¥ reaised by the sale of
onds or debentures. For such loanable
morey as is available the agriculturist
must—and probably shouid—compete
borrowers, for
such competition ¢is  the only known
means of eliminating that part of the
demand which cconomically: is of less
urgent importance. The legislation pro-
pused could not increase the aggregate of
loanable funds. Rural credit systems in
Europe 1n some cases have attracted
funds which were not otherwise in use,
but the. Canadlan banking system has
been so efficient and has the confidence
of the Canadian public to such an ex-
tent that there is practically no hoarded
money which could be brought forth by
offering: a slightly higher rate of in-
terest than is now paid or by supplying
a government guaranty. Any success
which may attend the government's ef-
forts -would be obtaned pny diverting
‘unds from private institutions to the
fovernment. So far as the so.called
short-term credit project is concerncd,

It is probable that the better class of
farmers would continue to n loans
from the banke on terms at least as
.favorable to the agriculturists as those
on which credits could be provided thru
farm foan associations, and that the lat-
ter would be left to guerantee loans to
farmers whose credit was not ao good
and who consequently were unable to get
loans from the banks. *

It probably would be possible for the
provincial government to obtain controi,
directly or indirectly, of a considerable
amount of public savings deposits which
otherwise would bhe administered by the
banks for short-term, rapidiy-liquidating
loans, and employ such money for loans
to farmers. But oareful consideration
ought to be given to whether such use
of trust foh the government
would be obligated to repay on demand,
would be sound and safe. 'The committee
on rural credits has reported that “ail
the farmer’s processes run from eight
months to two, three and four years, and
he is not in position to repay ocapital
advanced for suon processes until these
periods expire and his returns arrive.”
In other words, short-term eredits to On-
tario farmers would meah loans of actuai
maturities ranging from eight months te
four year&omjnally et bk
for loans n 1ly repaya by com-
ber 31 of the year in which they are is-
.8ued, but renewablé at the dfscretion of
the -logal. association. I%{i,n,propoeed to
take public. savings deposits, withdraw-
able practically on demand and now ad-
ministéred’ for the most part by the
banks, and employ such funds in loane
to agriculturists.- While' designated -as
“ghort-term,” the proposed farm loans
would not be nearly as liquid as the
loans for which such deposits are now
used. There appears to be 4 very real
danger that the agricultural loans might
in large measure become ‘‘frozen cred-
«#s ' upon which the government would
not be willing or able to realize quickly
in case of a sudden demand for repay-
ment of deposits.

Must Protect Deposits.

Governments generally can raise cur-
rent funds quickly by sale or pledge. of
zovernment bonde, but public savings
deposits ought to be safeguarded against
c¢mergency difficulties. That the possi-
wility of governments being unable to pay
their demand obligations 18 not only the-
oretical and fanciful, I8 proved by the
uxperfence of every atate in the Unitad
States, which has ever entered the bank-
ing business, and by the difficulties of
North Dakota, which has been unable to
sell its bonds, ana today is in sucn straits
that thé State Bank cannot cash the sal-
ary cheques of the legislators or rena
publi¢ demuand deposits guaranteed by the
|state. While a small proportion of the
resources of the Canadian banks 8 not
in liqwld form, nevertheless, by far ‘he
larger part of the banks loang is highly
liquid, The banks, by sound, conservative
policy, have won the confidence of the
{ public“that money deposited with them
will be withdrawable on demand, This
confidence has becn justified by the organ-
{zation of the Canndian banks with large
capital and double-liability of sharehold-
ers, waich constitute a guaranty behind
trust funds, and by the practice by the
banks of keeping so large a proportion
of thel~ assets In liquid form. It {8 now
nroposed to subtract from bank deposits
by offering a higher interest rate, and
by assuring depositors that thelr money
will be repayable on demand, and yet to
employ such depoeits as working funds
for a class of business different from that
upon which the prestige of the banks has
been built. Therc is insufficient eXperi-

Toronto Board of Trade Against Spending Money on Rehef

A vigorous campaign is 0o be in-

to provide‘ employment for t'ie unem-
pPloyed so that' the free rel e; bélng
8ranted by the city may be diseon-

; tinued at the earlies: possible moment.

They point out that evea if civie
works would cost more by ‘he .use of
the present surplug labor, it is con-
sidered much better in the interest of
the city itself and the morale and self-
respect of its citizens, who, thru no
fault of their own, are forced to 100k
to the city for assistance. This assist-
ance should now take the form of
wages. for which a corresponding re-
tura of labor would be secured.

Will Send Deputations.

With this in view it has been de-
cided to send deputations from the
board /of trade unemployment com-
mittee¢ to interview the board of con-
trol, the provincial government and
the Dominioa government, ani to <ug-
gest to those bodies public works
which could now be undertaken with
advantage, and to urge that orders
be immediately placed for futur> sup-
plies, such as stationery, uniforms for
attendants at public institutions, po-
lice and postal uniforms and supplies
for fastitutions generally.

Arringements are now being made
to have these deputations appear be-
fore these public bodies at the zarliest
possible opportunity.

Work which the city will be askea
to commence will include the Te=au-
lay street extension, Bloor street wi.l-
ening from  Sherbourne street to Spa-
dina avenue; Yoage street ening
from Collier street north to ¢y 'm-
its, new court house and new pnlice
headquarters, new live stock arena
and new sewers and watermains, °

It will be conterided that if harbor
commission watermains and sewers on
the western, cegxﬂal and eastern s:c-
tions of the waferfront are undertaken’
it will give -employment to approxi-
mately 250 men.

The deputation to appear before
Premier Drury will urge a start on
the erection of the new wing for the
Royal Ontario Museum; a new gov-
ernment building in place of all the
office space now being obtained at
high rental {1 the vielnity of Queen’s
Park aand other parts of the 'city;

Johnston, ‘D.D. The church had al-
ways been the motive force behind re-
ferm, said Professor Ballantyne and
he was glad to see the work taken up
by such an organization as the al-
liance. Freedom meant an inalienable
right, but there was always difficulty
in adjusting the claim of one man to
the ‘claim of another.

Convert to Prohibition.

Rev. Father Minehan was warmly
received and while more or less op-
posed in the past to prohibition as he
believed in the greatest personal lib-
erty, he had realized that the liquor
traffic could not be kept in a cage and
was now conwvinced of the necessity
for world-wide prohibition. Liquor
was a hatching ground for moral dis-
ease and whenever a man took a
drink there was always a perceptive
lowering of his morals.

RESULT ACHIEVED
BY HOUSING ACT

Over Twenty-Three Hundred
Houses Erected in Seventy-
To Municipalities.

The housing report for the prov-
ince-for 1920 hag just been issued. <t
shows that the total number . of
houses erected im .1919 and 1920 un-
der the provisions of the housing cat
is 2,334. [Besides these there are 273
houses to be erected, applications for
which have been approved. Over
two-thirds of these. houses are =either
of brick veneer or of solid construc-
tion. As a rfile the houses are of
six rooms or more. .The total amount
loaned by the province is about $8,-
330,000. To this is to be added about
$1,000,000, which has been raised on
the debentureg . of various municipali-
ties guaranteed by the province.

Seventy-two municipalitias have
erecte dhouses. Of these, Brantford
has erected 65, Ford City, 58; Guelph,
64; Hamilton, 115; London, 127; New
Toronto, 52; Niagara Falls, 91; Osh-
awa, 157 Ottawa, 149; Sault Ste.
Marie, 61; St. Catharines, 51: Sud-
bury, 61; Walkerville, 128; Windsor,
244; York township 106.

Ontario Far Ahead.

All the other provinces as well as
Ontario passed housing acts, but in
the latter province more than twice
the number of houses have bean
erected than .in all the .other prov-
inces put together. The figures
abov'e-mentioneq do not include the
city of Toronto, where 241 houses
were erected under the .city’s own
housing scheme.

To date there has bzen repaid to
the province on account of the loans
for houses, $659,765.25, of which $123.-
551 represents payments of principal
in excess of the ordinary monthly
payments. There are no arrears
‘whatever due the province,
