London, Aug. 20—The best information now available indicates that a score
or more persons lost their lives in the sinking of the White Star Liner Arabic,
by a German submarine yesterday morning off the south coast of Ireland. Thus
far, it has not been determined definitely, whether any Americans are among
the dead, Dr. Edmund F, Wood of Janesville, Wis,, and Mrs. Josephine L. Bru-
gulere, an American who had lived in Europe for some years, are missing.

The White Cross line announced this morning that all but eight of the pas-
sengers had been landed at Queens-town. Four of these were said to be
Americans, According to information cabled to Washington by Lewis C
Thompson, American consul.at Queenstown, however, Dr. Wood and Mes.
Bruguiere are the only missing Americans, X :

TURNS ARMY RIFLE
INTO MACHINE GUN

Russian Inventor Offers Interesting
Inventien to Ottawa Authorities

Ottawa, Aug. 20 — An invention
which appears to be a valuable improve-
ment to the ordinary army .rifle is be-
ing laid before the militia officials. It
practically converts the rifle into a
quick firing arm. The changes in the
ordinary rifle, which can be made, it is
said, for $1.25, includes the addition
of a hanging' magazine with spring at-
tachments. These magazines are de-
tachable and contain as many as fifteen
cartridges. When one magazine is
emptied it can be detached and another
put in its place.

Another advantage is that the right
hand can be held at the trigger all the
time the empty shell is ‘being thrown
out ef the chamber by the operation of
a sliding arrangement on the lower side
of the rifle, operated by the left hand.

The inventor is a Russian gunsmith,

! That the severghee of diplomatic rela-
{' tions between the two countries shall fol-
' low this crime wolild seem to'be fnevit-
The Arabic 'was . an American
owned ship and had American passeng-
. ers on bodrd. That they. are not now
dead is not due to: any consideration on
the part of the Germans. They tor-
pedoed the vessel without warning. She
was not a troopship, nor was she going
to England with munitions. She was en
route to America, with 'American pas-
- sengers on. board. That fact should
" have protected her from attack, but it
did not, and ‘her sinking cannot by any
- stretch of the imagination be comstrued
as other than a “deliberately unfriendly”
" act. As such it must be resented by
_the American government. Today’s \de-
spatches indicate that some Americans
lost their lives, but the mere fact that
an attempt was made to murder them
. should be sufficient, and the comment of
" the American press leaves no doubt as
to the feelings of the people. The New

“ York Tribune declares it is time “to

' have done with a nation which has re-
’, pudiated every scrap of international
* law,” and calls for the withdrawal of
. the American ambassador from Berlin.
However much the people of the United
. States may be averse to war they real-
'ize that German victory would destroy
liberty in Europe and involve trouble
for their own country in the future.
American independence would not be
possible under a new order of things
- which would enable Germany to make
" another bid’ for world domination.
The blood of the American people
; must surely be aroused today. Their
, just claims have been flouted by Ger-
many: Another wholesale murder on
the high seas has been attempted.
. President Wilson has been patient and
"~ long suffering, but his friends will cease
. to admire either his patience or his pat-
_ riotism if his reply to the German
‘ murderers is not prompt and decisive.

THE RUSSIAN SITUATION.

Discussing the situation after the fall
of Warsaw the New York World said:

“In estimating the consequences of
. Gérmany's triumph in Poland, due al-
lowance must be made for the tremend-
ous demands made upon
in overcoming the Russians. It would
be fantastic to assume that a large part
of the Kaiser'’s forces can be immediate-
ly swung back to the western front and
be ready for a vigorous campaign against
the French and English. An army, al-
though ﬁctorious, must suffer a fearful
loss in strength and energy in such a
campaign as ‘the German armies have
gone through in the east, and inevitably
require a considerable period for recup-
eration. In the meantime, unless the
Germans succeed at once in driving
home their attack and in smashing to
pleces the Russian army, the enemy wijj
have the same opportunity as them-
selves to rest and reorganize. Germany
cannot with safety advance much fur-
ther into Russia.r The task of beating
Russia is still so formidable as to chal-
Jenge ' Germany’s full strength on the
eastern’ front”

Despite further gains by the Germans
the World’s remarks are still true. The
Russian armies are still in the field, and
until they are smashed the enemy can-
not afford to withdraw his forces.

AFTER THE WAR.

Referrine 40 a Paris cable to the ef-
fect that when business recommences in

France after the war there will be a

great demand for rolling stock for rail-
ways, a writer 'in the Montreal Fin-
ancial Times says:—

“This is in line with The Financial

" Times’ theory regarding after-the-war
business conditions. We have held that
‘the” expected economic aftermath of de-
pression will not materialize owing ‘to
the sheer necessities for a replacement
of buildings, manufacturing plants, etc.,
and that posterity will not only pay
_ the price of the war but also the price
of reconstruction. And this is where
Canada will benefit. Our steel indus-
try is at present actively engaged on all
. sorts of ‘war orders, but on the cessa-
tion of warfare it is almost certain that
reconstruction will be started at once,
to prevent: world-wide financjal calam-
ity. The Paris despatch indicates a
probable deficiency in a product Canada
is well equipped to manufacture on
short notice. No doubt there are a
thousand and one similar requirements,
‘and with the co-operation of the Cana-
dian government eur manufacturers
should enjoy a big export business with
the several Allied governments in Eur-
ope.”

There is much to support this view of
the case, and Canada will certainly be
in a position to furnish much material
needed in Furope m the reconstruction
period after the war. This great work
must be financed and carried on, even
\f, as the Financial Times says, poster-
\ty must pay the price. It would be ab-
surd to suggest a boom anywhere on the
neels of this devastating conflict, but
there mmst be reconstruction on a col-
ossal scale, and Canada must by virtue

of her position and resources share in:

the industrial and financial benefits.

COMMUNTIES A5 HOSTS

Amefican Lumberman:—In these
days when néarly every person is a
traveler by railroad train, by ' automo-
bile or by other convenience, every com-
munity is the voluntary or involuntary
host of hundreds of vxsxtors annually.
When it is' consciously . host and pre-
pares to entertain its guests it acquits it-
self creditably; but there are many times
when it is unconsclously ‘placed in the
{position of host, and in such cases,
though it is not an unwilling host nor in-
tentionally neglectful, it fails to attend
to some of the little details that when
properly attended to contribute much to
the comfort and pleasure of visitors.

Generally the traveler by train is more
deliberate and his trips are more pre-
meditated than is the traveler by auto-
mobile.

PREPAREDNESS AGAINST WAR

(Bradstreet’s.)

Interest in the vital subject of pre-
paredness against war is rapidly grow-
ing, and the temper of the times is such
as to stimulate its growth, The govern-
ment is alive to the need of improving
the means of national defense, and the
attitude of the public mind toward the
Bubject is more receptive than it has
been for many a year.

When the call to axms was sounded
last summer among the first to respond
were the British Jews. Ever since that
time there' has been unflagging zeal
among the Jews to ‘enlist, get to.the
front as quickly as possible and’ fight
the enemy that menaces Great Britain.
The spirit that has actuated the British
Jews was explained to The’ New York
Times by the Rev. S. Lipson, chaplain
of the soldiers at home, who has worked
with Chaplain Adler in regilious activity
since the war started. The Rev. Mr.
Lipson. has the rank of captain, aund,
like the senior chaplain, wears khaki,

Why Jews Are Loyal.

“It is ‘easy to explain Why the Jeéws
in Great Britain have flocked to the de-
fense of the British flag,” said Mr. Lip-
son, ‘“The Jews have the greatest love
for Great Britain. They are proud to
be citizens of this powerful empire. Ever
since they came to England they have
had all the rights and privileges of the
empire, and have lived the lives of free-
men.

“To the British Jew there has been
opened up in England the widest oppor-
tonity for development. Great Britain
has encouraged it, and as the Jew has
grown up here he has formed -an attach-
ment for the country that nothing could
wipe out.” ~ )

- “At heart the Jew 'is intensely patri-

: otic and loyal. The British empire has

brought out the best that is in him, and

- it is only natural that in this time of
dark stress for the empire the Jew
should be found willing to give up his
life for his country. He goes into the
war to fight to the last for the preserva-
tion of the British empire, and it mat-
ters not a jot to him that he may have
to die for it. No, he regards it as a
privilege to sacrifice his life if England
may live,

“When the war began many Jews, in
the rush to enlist, neglected to put them-
gelves down as of  the Jewish faith.
Their names were filled in upon the
forms as of the Church of ‘gjugland.
"That has caused some confusion up to
mow as to the actual number of Jews
. enlisted under the colors of Great Brit-
ein,

“Part of my work and that of the
senior chaplain has been to straighten
this tangle out so that we may know
exactly how many Jews are in the field,
or enlisted as recruits, so they may have
religious ceremony from their own min-
istry. Now we have it practically clear-
ed up and we find that more than 20,000
Jews are in the fleld, and many thou-
sands in the recruiting camps.”

The Rev. Mr. Lipson spoke with en-
thusiasm of the attitude of the war of-
five toward the Jewish soldier.

“The war office has been most careful
to conserve, wherever possible, all the
religious requirements of the Jews,” he
gaid. “One magnificent thing the office
has done is to arrange for the Jewish
soldiers, wherever it can be done, to re-
turn from the firing line for the Passover
and for the Feast of Weeks. Furlough
has been granted by the hundreds for
thiese observances.

“I suggested to the war office that it
would be highly appreciated by the corh-
munity ®and by the Jewish officers and
men if the soldiers were permitted to ar-
rive home at 6 o'clock for the special
Beder Service on the eve of Passover.
This was readily granted and a special
order was issued throughout all the com-
mands by the war office making the sug-
gestion effective.

“The lack of provision of kosher food
has been a point raised by some of the
Jewlish soldiers. While the war office
eannot make any such provision to Jews
ju’camp, there is no reason yhy it can-

not be done privately by friends. We
have word from one camp that all the
tinned food is lahelled ‘Kosher’ and is
eaten by Christians and Jews alike. We
are inquiring into the mysterious reason
for the label being put on the tins and
may be able to tell of it later on.” .

While on the firing line  Chief Rabbi
Hertz and the Rev. Mr. Adler found
that the Jewish rabbis who' have enlisted
with the army have organized the Jew-
ish soldiery into groups for religious ob-
servance, so that each camp has its own
service. Besides this, prayer books have
been sent on from London so that every
Jewish soldier has one.

One striking feature of Jewish enlist-
ment is that the son of almost every
Anglo-Jewish minister of military age
has joined either as an officer or in the
ranks. The Rev., Nehemiah Goldston
had one son in th¢ ranks who was killed
within the last three weeks in Flanders;
another of his sons is an officer. Lieu-
tenant S. M. Adler, son of the senior
Jewish chaplain, is another soldier on the
firing line. Lieutenant Leonard H. Stern,
recently killed in action, was the son of
the Rev..J. F. Stern. -

Jewish officers in the field also have
come from the prominent London Jew-
igh families, such as the Rothschilds,

ontifiores, Cohens, Henriques and Bed-
‘dingtons. - In'one of the Beddington fam-
ilies nine grandsons are at the front.
Lionel de R¥thschild is a major. Baron
Alexis de Ginsburg has fallen in the war.
Lieutenant Frank Alexander de Pass,
killed in action, was a V. C.

-Hundreds of Jéwish women are serving
as Red Cross nurses on the battlefields
and in the hospitals here. The keen in-
terest manifested by Jews of the highest
rank, aside from those whose sons have
enlisted, is reflected in the participation
of Lord Reading, the lord chief justice of
England, ‘and of ‘the postmaster-general,
‘Herbert Samuel, ‘in:the work of getting
recruits. . :

- SGHED CHECS

Kentville, N. S, Aug.' 19—When the
government were buying horses in Nova
Scotia last year for military service, they
were given blank checks in advance for
horses ‘that hed not then been purchased.
This was made known at this afternoon’s
session of the royal commission here in-
vestigating these purchases.

Gifford H. Oakes, secretary of the
Kings county Conservative Association,

who acted as the agent of A. DeWitt
Foster, ex-M.P., in these purchases, and
supplied the money to the buyers, was
on the stand this afternoon. He testi-
fled that he was given a number of sign-

ed blank checks by Mr. Foster, and re-|.

lated in part the maénner in which he
Issued these checks to the buyers.™

Mr. Oakes’ testimony was not com-
pleted today but he made a number of
Interesting revelations. In some cases, he
said, he filled out the total amount for
a specific number of horses that had
been accepted and in others, as already
stated, he gave blank checks to the buy-
ers .in advance, while in still others he
filled in amounts which did not corres-
pond with the total amounts for horses
accepted. His reason for this last
peculiarity, he said, was that he wanted
to keep the check averages.

Keever Signed the Checks.,

Mr. Thompson, cousel for the commis-
sion, showed Mr. Oakes a number of
remount department checks and the wit-
ness explained his connection with some
of these. Three of these checks, issued
in advance and in blank were for $6,500,
$5,000 and $8,500 for horses purchased at
Middleton, Windsor and Kentville, re-
spectively. All these checks were signed
by Frank Keevor.

Dr. Gill, who was the government vet-
erinary at Windsor at the sale there, was
on the stand this morning. He was
shown a check which he had counter-
signed and was surprised today when he
found that it was a check to which he
had placed his signature at Keevor's re-
quest. He said that had he noticed what
the paper was that he was signing he
would not have placed his name there,
as he had no desire to have any connec-
tion with the money end of the business.
He said he signed this check before any
horses were examined by him. Dr. Gill
was complimented by Sir Charles David-
son, the commissioner, on the straight-
forwardness of his testimony.

Beside the ‘three checks already re-
ferred to Oakes issued five checks, total-
ling $22,295, in advance. The amounts
had been filled in according to the esti-
mated cost of an eStimated number of
“horses. Three other checks totalling $5,~
060 were made out by Oakes at the time
of purchase.

At today’s examination Mr. Thomp-~
son, counsel for the commission, said
that it appeared that the vendors of
horses had in most cases been shown the
reverse side of the price tag. Most of
them apparently had not known what
they were signing.

A. B. Harvey, who sold to the govern~
ment the famous horse that in the past
had been traded for two ducks and a
drake was on the stand this afternoon,
and denied that he had had. any con-
versation with Frank Veinot between the
time of his own testimony before this
commission, and of Veinot’s testimony.
Harvey was given an examination also
by Mr. Sangster, Mr. Foster’s counsel,
regarding an affidavit which he had made
last year. The commissioner on several
occasions asked Mi. Sangster the pur-

¢

pose of his -questions and objectéd te
some of them.
No Price in Receipts Signed.

Howard Neilly, Kingston, swore that
Dr. Chipman, government veterinary,
promised him $180 for his horse, and
later the buyer refused to give him more
than $170. He signed a receipt, but the
horse’s price was not mentioned on it.

Frank A. Foster, Greenw who got
$175. for his horse, signed a blank re-
ceiI?t- His horse was six 'years old.

or a seventeen-year-old animal the
father of Louis Dodge, Kingston, was
allowed $160. He did not know the name
of the government buyer. The animal
was a perfect saddle horse,

D. H. Salter, Brooklyn, who owned a
horse he got by trading another worth
8185 for it, for a few weeks, sold it to
I!emo‘unt Agent Keever for $155. He
signed a ticket upon which a descrip-
tion of the horse was written, but no
price. The horse was sound.

Louis Aikle, Berwick, was paid $170
for d nine-year-old horse, but did not
remember signing a receipt. He might
have done so in a hurry. W
. Peley Huntley, Berwick, collected $180
for a spavined horse, which a few weeks
previous was lame, but which was all
right when bought for military uses. He
drew a veterinary’s .attention to it.

William Dell, Berwick, did not remem-
ber signing a receipt for the $160 he was
allowed for a nine-year-old horse. It
kicked sometimes when other horses
were brought near it, and until it got
used to them. It had been passed three
times for cavalry purpose.

' RECENT DEATHS

Thomas R, Hilyard

The North End lost one of its most
prominent and most respected  citizens
yesterday by the death of Thomas R.
Hilyard, ‘the only surviving member. of
the original firm of Hilyard Brothers,
shipbuilders and mill owners in the
Noth End since the early days of Port-
land. Mr, Hilyard had not been in good
‘health for some time but was.able to|
get about until Sunday and the end
‘came suddenly. He was in  his 74th
.year, having been born in St. John on

anuary 25, 1842. \
From his early years, Mr. Hilyard had
been actively engaged in the shipbuild-
ing business and following the decline of
pthat-industry in the ‘city; in thé ‘milling
operations of the firm until the sale of
the property and his subsequent retire-
ment less than a year ggo. ‘He was a
man of sterling business ability- and was
very highly respected among the mem-
bers of the commercial world, besides
béing very popular with the large num-
ber of. workmen who had been in the
firm’s employ. He always took a keen
interest in the public affairs of the city
and was a membper of the city council
for some years as alderman at large.

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Young Officer's Grim Valor
That Won the V. C,

READS LIE AN EPL

o e———

Into——and Through—the V alley of
the Shadew—0One of the Events
Which Shows the Stuff of Which
the British Army is Made

Nobody will be able to read unmoved
the wonderful story of the winning of
the V. C. by Lieut. J. G. Smyth, of the
15th Ludhiana Sikhs, a young hero of
twenty-one—this narrative—one of the
most inspiring which the war has pro-
duced—has been communicated from
the front by an oxcer m touch with the
headquarters. of the Indian Army Corps.

The heroism of eleven men. crawling
under heavy fire through a trench pack-
ed with dead, dragging with them two
heavy boxes of bombs, which might have
exploded at any - moment, and being
picked off one by one until only Lieut
Smyth and a faithful Sepoy remained, is
described in such’ simple yet eloquent
language that this, like the epic of the
Worcesters ahd the Welsh at Gheluvelt,
might well produce a “sob of pride.”

On the night of May 17 (writes the
officer) a company of the 15th Sikhs, un-
der Captain K. Hyde-Cates, relieved a
portion of the Ist Battalion Highland
Light Infantry in a section of a trench
known as the “Glory Hole,” near the
Ferme Du Bois (near. Ypres), on the
right of the Indian Army Corps front.

rious fighting had been in progress
here for some  time, the position at the
moment of relief being that we had tak-
en and occupied a section of the Ger-
man trench, a portion of the same trench
on our left being still held by the enemy,
who had succeeded in erecting a barri-
cade between themselves and our men.

Necessity for Mgf.

In the early morning Captain Cates
observed that attempts were being made
to reinforcé the enemy in the trench.
Numbers of Germans were seen rushing
towards the furthier extremity of the
enemy’s trench.

Rapid fire was brought to bear on
them as they crossed the open, but in
the 'dim light the effect could not be

hen day broke it was ascertained
that the German trench was packed
with men with the evident intention of
attacking us. =

A short time afterwards ‘the attack
began. by heavy bombing, to which the
15th replied vigorously, and succeeded in
holding their own until noon, when the
position: became critical, .as-all our dry
bombs had been ‘expended, and those
that had become wet from rain were
found to be useless.” :
.. It was thén resolved to, attempt to re-
lieve the situation . by sending up a
bombing party from the reserve trench-
es. e
«..The . desperate- nafatee -of . this . under-
taking may beé gauged from' the fact that
two previous attempts—hag been niade
by the Highland" Eight “ Infantry. On
both occasions they -fdiled, the officers
in command ‘being killed and the parties
having suffered very severely.

A Desperate Venture,

However, the position was desperate,
and Lieut. Smyth, a young officer, who,
in spite of his years—only mumbering
21—had already been brought to notice
for his gallantry, was ordered to take
command of the party.. g

Volunteers were called for, and “we
immediately forthcoming. The alacrity
with which the demand was responded
to speaks volumes for the spirit of the
regiment, for each man felt sure that he
was proceeding to almost certain death.
" Lieut. Smyth and his little party of
ten men started at 2 p. m. to cover the
250 yards which interevened between
them and our trench, taking with them
two boxes of 96 bombs.

The ground to be covered was abso-
lutely open, dévoid of* all natural cover.

The only possible: “shelter from the
frightful fire which met the party as
soon as they were over our parapet was
an old, broken-down trench which, at
the best of times, was hardly knee-deep,
but now\in places was filled almost to:
the top with the dead bodies of High-,
land Light Infantry, Worcesters, Indians
and Germans. i

Truly it was an undertaking to appal
the stoutest_ heart,

Dropping: over our parapet, they
wriggled their way through the mud,
pulling and pushing the boxes with
them, until they reached the scanty
shelter of the old tremch, where theyI
commenced a progress which, for sheer'®
horror, can seldom have been surpassed.

Pagris (or pugrees, the turbans worn
by Indians) had been attached to the
! front of the boxes. By means of these
| the men in front pulled the boxes along
over and through the dead bodies, while
those in rear pushed with all their
might, the whole party lying flat.

At any moment the bombs mi;ht

have exploded.
' The whole ground was hissing with
the deluge of rifle and machine-gun fire,
while the air above them was white
with the puffs of shrapnel.

To the anxious watchers in the rear,
it seemed impossible that a single man
should win through.

After they had accomplished a mere
’twenty yards of their deadly journey,

Sepoy Fatteh Singh rolled over wound-
ed, followed in the next eighty yards by
Sepoys Sucha Singh, Ujagar Singh and
Sunder Singh.

These Were Supermen

This left only Lieut, Smyth and six
men to get the two boxes along. Under
ordinary circumstances four men are re-
quired to handle a box of bombs.

However, these were supermen, and
the thought of their comrades in dire
necessity ahead of them put fresh heart
into them, :

They crawled on and on, until just
before they reached the .end of the
trench, the party had dwindled to two

In an eloquent appeal for every man
to do his duty, Sir George declared that
no freedom was ever gained or maintain-
ed except through sacrifice, and the will-
ingness of sacrifice is the measure of
human love and life in an united nation.

Sir George then proceeded to elaborate
the thought that this is a war of ideals,
and when the ideais of liberty, freedom
and government meet opposing ideals, in
the final struggle ideals must clothe
themselves in physical brute force and
fight to a finish. ;

Sir George declared that:when Cana-
dians fully sense the peril now confront-
ing the nation that instead of going over
in fractional driblets to the front they
will be rushing over in masses.
