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ANNUAL REPORT.

The Halifax Association for Improving the Condition of 
the Poor begs to submit the twenty third annual report.

The stone shed was opened early in January and about 
40,000 bushels of stone were broken. The cost thereof was 
equal to six and-two thirds cents per bushel, and as more than 
half the output was sold at six cents, the loss to the Associ­
ation on the season’s work was SI76, as per statement annexed. 
It will be remembered that this loss was incurred by the 
Association in its efforts to give work to poor men who, during 
the winter months, could find no other employment in the city. 
The Committee have entered into a contract with the Board of 
Works for the supply of fifty thousand bushels at an advance 
on last year’s price.

A loan of $800 on first mortgage has been made to the Trus- 
tees of the Kaye street Methodist church. The property on 
Cunard street has been disposed of for $1,700 and a mortgage 
taken for $1,400 of that amount. The Association became the 
possessor of this property by taking over the mortgage thereon, 
which was for $2,000, being an investment made by the Trus­
tees of St. Mathew’s church of a bequest of the late A. K. 
Doull, of that amount ; owing to the legal expenses, and large 
outlay for repairs and loss on the sale of this property, the in­
vestment fund of this Association loses about $800, through 
no fault of the Committee, but simply as the result of an 
unfortunate investment made by other parties.

A bequest of $100 has been received from the executor of 
the late Mrs. L. A. Wilmot.

Donations amounting to $1,411 were received by the 
Treasurer, a deficiency of $96 as compared with the previous 
year. Although the Association has now become a permanent 
Institution, largely owing to the liberal bequests made by Sir

Average cost of stone as above, 6$ cts. per bushel.
The above does not show as large an amount of work as 

might have been done. The open winter made it very diffi­
cult to obtain sufficent stone for breaking to enable us to 
provide employment for all who were willing to work, nor 
did those who were breaking stone earn as good wages as they 
might have done had there been no difficulty in getting stone. 
The stone for breaking should be contracted for as early in 
the season as possible, so as to have a good supply before com­
mencing work, ns soft, wet weather, while preventing hauling 
stone, does not interfere with the breaking. The increased 
cost of stone make it impossible to supply the city at six cents 
per bushel except at a loss. The stone costs about two. We 
pav the breakers four cents per bushel, expense of providing 
sledges, hammers, shovels, etc., etc., paying

d tally man, will amount to fully half a cent per bushel on 
the quantity we usually break, so that any stone now sold 
under six and a half cents is a dead loss to the Association, 

d I question the justice of taking any portion of our funds 
to provide the city with broken stone under actual cost price.

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ABSTRACT OF THE FUNDAMENTAL RULES BY WHICH THE 
ASSOCIATION IS TO BE GOVERNED.iembly, as

1. To consider each applicant for relief as entitled to 
charity until a careful exemination proves the contrary.

2. To give relief only after a personal investigation of 
each case, by visitation and enquiry.

3. To relieve no one except through the visitor.

4. To give the necessary articles,and only what is imme­
diately necessary.

5. To give what is least susceptible of abuse.

6. To give only in small quantities, and in proportion 
only to immediate need; and of coarser quality than might be 
procured by labor, except in cases of sickness.

7. To give assistance at the right moment; not to prolong 
it beyond duration of the necessity which calls for it; but to • 
extend, restrict and modify relief according to that necessity.

8. To require of each beneficiary, abstinence from intoxi­
cating liquor as a drink; of such as have young children of a 
proper age, that they be kept at school, unless prevented 
by unavoidable circumstances ; and that those of suitable 
years be apprenticed to some trade, or sent to service. The 
design being to make the poor, parties to their own 
ment and elevation; the wilful violation or disregard of these 
rules shall debar them from further relief.

9. To give no aid to persons who, from infirmity, imbeci­
lity, old age. or any other cause, are likely to continue unable 
to earn their own support, and consequently to be permanently 
dependent, except in extreme cases, for two or three days, or 
until they can be referred to the Commissioners of the Poor, 
or the churches to which they belong.

Second, 
the Association does not supercede existing charities but so 
far as is practical, makes them available for those for whom 
they are designed. Third, that it is governed by such humane 
and social bearings on the individual concerned, and the 
public.
