Commissioner Wigmore
Brings Up Question of
Danger From Them

Carleton City Hall Bid Approv-
ed—Total Cost May Reach
$65,000

Danger to citizens from billboards,
land titles in Lancaster and the restor-
ation of Carleton City Hall were mat-
ters discussed at a committee meeting
of the City Council this morning.

It was' decided to recommend the
acceptance of the lowest tender, that
of Stackhouse Brothers, of $43,338, for
the ‘restoration of the Carleton City
Hall. v

The report of the sub-committee
was, in part, as follows:

“The estimated cost was $60,000 and
the lowest tergler was by Btackhouse
Bros. for $43,338.

“T'o complete the building would re-
quire heating, lighting and plumbing,
and the architect, H. C. Mott estimates
this to cost $15,000. \

“To proceed with the present con-
tract for $43,388 would be most econo-
mical in view of the keen competition
and low tender.

“Balance of insiirance fund on hand,
ahbout $20,000, would apply on re-
construction.”

KEENER COMPETITION

Commissioner Frink asked why it
would not have been better to figure
on the whole job. _

It was explained by Mr. Mott, that
e believed keener comgpetition in bid-
ding would result if separate tenders
were asked for the heating, lighting
and plumbing as each bidder would
be tendering only on his own line.

Commissioner Bullock asked if this
|estimate included the furnishings and
i the architect’s fees. It was said it did
not and he pointed out that these
would probably bring the eost up to
around $65,000, which woild mean a
bond issue of about $45,000. Commis-
sioner Harding thought the cost might
not exceed $55,000.

Reduction of 20 Per Cent. Will
be Made up by Tax on
Gas

FREDERICTON, Dec. 6.— Auto-
mobile license fees in New Brunswick
for 1926 will be about 20 per cent. less
than the existing rates in view.of the
introduction of the gasoline tax, Hon.
D. A. Stewart, Minister of Public
Works, said yesterday.

The reduction In license fees will
put the new scale at about the same
figures that existed before a surcharge
was inaugurated a couple of years ago
to pay for the patrol system of the
public highways, which was then in-
troduced.

It had been expected that a some-
what greater reducton would beé: made
with the introduction of the gasoline
tax, but the Minister of Public Works
said that it would be unsafe to make
a further cut ‘until experience shows
what the gasoline tax- will yield.

THREE CENTS A GALLON.

The gasoline tax, Hon. Mr. Stewart
stated, will in all probability be three
cents per gallon, which, he said, is the
figure generally adopted by other pro-
vinces.

~“The people of Canada would,
we think, like to find out just
whose sheltered interests are so
needful of protection at the hands"
of the Railway Commission that
faith has to be broken with the
people of Canada, that the ports
of Canada have to be starved of .
their legitimate trade, that $170,-
000,000 has to be neglected, and
~ that the port of Buffalo has to be
built up. It is indubitally time for
a show-down.” :
° In these words the Manitoba Free
‘Press concludes an editorial demand-
ing that Canada make use of the
National Transcontinental as a grain
route, immediately, to carry to traffic
40 Maritime ports. The Free Press,
Wwhich has been active and searching
In its examination of this question of

. the Transcontinental, says that in it

Ythe people of Canada have an invest-,
‘#ent of $170,000,000 lying pretty nearly
idle, lying idle, moreover, when for
geveral months in the year it might be
tarning a nice revenue to help to carry
the enormous overhead which is in-
yolved when $170,000,000 is doing noth-
ing for any appreciable length of time.
, Why this investment should be allowed
to remain idle in this manner is one
of those things which the Canadian
public is beginning to wonder if it will
wer understand. None the less it is
beginning to ask uncomfortable ques-
Yions.”

To the number of uncomfortable
guestions now being asked, the Free
Press adds a few of its own, which go
to the heart of the matter. In leading
up to them it points out that the line
was built “for one main specific reason
—so0 that, in the winter months at any
rate, gain could be hauled over it to
the Maritime ports at a flgure which
would be pretty nearly competitive
with summer laeke and rail routes, and
thus avoid using United States routes.
The line was to be built at a high

= !(tandard, with a minimum of curves

d & minimum of grades. It was bulilt
this manner and it set the people of
_Tanada back, to use a colloquialism, the
Sidy sum of $170,000,000 as aforesaid.”
But what happened? Except for a
yhort time in 1016, just after the road
Was taken over from the contractors,
practically no grain has been hauled
over it. Why? The Free Press
enswers: “The line epuld haul grain
& low figure, afdl When ft showed
low it could haul the grain, the
Government put the rate np to & figure
whieh put the line a8 @ hauler of grain
out of business. The rate was raised
400 per cent.”

So, on behalf of the people of the
Maritimes and of the West as well,
the Free Press asks:

“Why not put the line to the use for
which it was built?

“Why not put in a rate which will
enable the large carry-over of the west-
ern grain this season to go through
Canadian ports instead ‘of by Buffalo
in the spring?

“Why cannot Parliament put in such
a rate as a statutory figure, or extend
the Crow’s Nest rates eastward?

“Aboveall, why can the Government
not see that this is a way of keeping
faith with the people of Canada, who
authorizsed an immense expenditure to
have this line built up to a high
standard for a particular purpose which
has never been fulfillled?”

The people of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, in welcoming this support, will
surely agree with the Free Press, as
the people elsewhere in Canada must
agree, that “it is indubitally time for a
show-down.” ‘

MORE. BUSINESS.

A spirit of progress and encourage-
ment concerning the port marked Sat-
urday’s luncheon at the dry dock on
the occasion of the christening of the
new steel Zerry Kiwapo. The speakers
looked forward to a coming day when
construction work on a large scale, in
addition to the repair industry, will
be_sarried on at Courtenay Bay. It
“was announced that no fewer than
sixteen additional steamers are already
booked for extensive overhauling at
the dock, in addition to the three ships
already there. This is welcome news,
coming as it does at a time when the
outlook for an uncommonly busy port
gseason is excellent. The great dry
dock, as President Ross says, has now
been well introduced to the shipping
world, and it is a great step forward
in the equipment of the port, constitut-
ing, as it does, a great advantage to
the steamers on this route, which will
be  constantly Increasing in number
henceforward.

When the needed C. N. R. terminals
are constructed in Courtenay Bay, and
the extra berthing accommodation pro-
vided on the West Side—and these
improvements are now recognized as
absolutely necessary in order that Saint
John may handle the national trade
offering—the city will make another
important stride forward.

‘. Our people do not always realize the

value and the significance of such en-
terprises as the dry dock, the sugar
refinery and others, which contribute
so greatly to the city’s progress. What
#as been done should afford us con-'
stant inspiration and suggest how
muuch more can be done. Resolute and

united effort will mean a realization of
the dreams of those who loek forward
to the Greater Saint John.

RURAL CREDITS.

(Halifax Herald.)

It looks as if Rural Credits might
be a subject of very considerable in-
terest in' the coming session of the
Dominion Parliament. A few days ago
Hon. H. H. Stevens, of Vancouver, one
of the prominent elected Conservative
members of the House, filed notice of
motion on the subject. Members have
the privilege of filing thez= notices with

the clerk of the House before the ses-
sion opens. These take priority of con-
sideration according to the dates of
filing. Mr. Stevens’ notice of motion
is the first on this subject. A second
one was subsequently filed by a Pro-
gressive member from Saskatchewan.
The Stevens motion may come on for
debate in an early stage of the session.
Western members have been insistent
in this matter. They urge that the
farmer needs better - financial accom-
modation than the banks give him.
Western farmers in particular allege
that the ordinary bank accommodation
is not suitable to their industry. The
Stevens motion favors the establish-
ment of a system under which long-
term loans would be available at a
lower rate of interest than banks can
give. He would also have the system
applied for colonization purposes.

ROCHESTER, Dec. 7—Charles Les,
32, real estate operator and father of
three children, of this city, whom
police and deputy sheriffs belteved had
been drowned on a hunting trip on
Saturday, has eloped with Miss Rhea
Teller, 82, a stenographer, according to
Detective Captain McDonald. It is be-
lieved they motored south, on their way
to Florida.

Search for Lee started when his boat,
containing a glove, was found floating
in the lower Genesee River.

There
they were said to have admitted that
Lee, the morning of the supposed acci-
dent, called on them, had breakfast and
drove away with Rhea Teller. Accord-

ing to police, he had two automobiles.
He drove one to the river bank, obtain-
ed a boat, and rowed to the other side,
where the other ear was parked. There
he dropped his automatic shotgun and
lset the boat adrift with the glove in
t.

According to Mra. Teller, Lee posed
as divorced and became acquainted
with her daughter three years ago.
After a courtship they announced their
engagement six weeks ago and Miss
Teller was given several showers and
parties by friends.

Lee, it was said, told Miss Teller the
wedding could not take place in this
city because of the circumstances in
which he had obtained the supposed
divorce. He was said to have told
Miss Teller, who informed her sister,
of the accident plot by which he hoped
to leave the city.and be officially listed
as dead.

PRINCE OFFERS CUP
FOR HOCKEY TEAMS

Trophey Will be at Stake When
League Opens in New York
D Next Week

NEW YORK, Dec. 6—The New

York World will say tomorrow:

“His Royal Highness the Prince of
Wales has offered a cup for profes-
sional hockey which he hopes may be
to the great Canadian game what the
America Cup is to the yachting and
what the Davis Cup is to lawn tennis.

“The trophy will be the prize when
the New York Americans and the
Canadiens,, of Montreal, face off on
Dec. 15 in\the first match of the Na-
tional Hockey League season in New
Madison Square Garden. The team
winning the cup will hold it until the
end of the season, when it will go to
the championship team to be held for
one year. It is a perpetual challenge
cup and will be called the ‘Prince of
Wales Trophy.’”

1t will be designed along the lines of
one of the rarest and oldest cups in
England and will have the coat of
arms of the Prince. Its value will be
about $2,500.

“There is a championship trophy in
Canada now—the Stanley cup, present-
ed by Lord Stanley when he was gov-
ernor general of Canada. But that is
the supreme prize of all . . . it is not
the intention of the- Prince that his
cup shall replace the Stanley cup. His
is simply given as a prize in interna-
tional competition in the National
League.

Walker Spending Few
Weeks in Cape Bre-

EW YORK, Dec. 7—Tommy Milli-
gan, English welterweight who
holds the European title, arrived here
Saturday on the liner Berengaria, pre-
pared to begin an intensive training
campaign for his world’s title strug-
gle with Champion Mickey Walker at
the New Madison Square Garden on
Jan. 22. He was confident of his
ability to beat Walker.

Milligan was accompanied by Tom-
my, his trainer, and was met at the
pier by Billy Ames, manager of the
European champion.

“I want to deny the statement at-
tributed to me in dispatches from
abroad in which I was quoted as say-
ing my morals were jeopardized in
America,” said Milligan. “The state-
ments I can only describe as utterly
false. I cannot account for their
origin. I know they didn’t originate
with me, for I have only the kindliest
feeings fot the friends I have met and
made in this country and deep ap-
preciation for the treatment I received
on all sides during my last visit here.”

“How long do you expect to remain
here?” Milligan was asked.

“Oh, I guess I'll stay here as long as
I can beat the champions and near-
champions,” was his reply.

Milligan said hHe weighed about 150
pounds and added that he would go
‘today to Clifton, Mass., where he will
establish training quarters. He intends
to be idle for a week and then work
himself by easy stages through a long
preparatory siege to attain his Dbest
condition for the Walker encounter.
He didn’t know until he stepped off
the Berengaria that plans for a bout
between himself and Walker for the
Christmas Fund had been abandoned.
The transfer of the bout from the
fund feature to an independent under-
taking, involving a delay in the date,
was agreeable to him, Milligan said,
since it afforded him greater time for
training.

Meanwhile, Mikey Walker, welter-
weight champion, is using the Cape
Breton wilds to get himself into proper

shape.
The sensational young welterweight

champion of the world, whose meteoria
career in the ring has drawn upon a
rugged physique still apparently teem-
ing with the vigor of youth, is himseit
dissatisfied with the.form he displayed
in his outstanding battles of the year
against Harry Greb, Dave Shade and
Sailor Friedman.

“I was not myself against Friedman,”
Walker admitted a few days ago to
friends here in declaring that he would
seek the outdoor life to bring him back
to what he considers his greatest fight-
ing form. ‘I had plenty of openings
agalnst Friedman and could nog seem
to take the best advantage of them. !
wasn’t timing my blows as I should.”

The champion, who nevertheless
easily outpointed the Chicago fighter in
a 12-round no-decision bout at Newark,
sajd he blamed his decline in condition
to too much' indoor“training.

“I have lived too long in the gym,”
said the 24-year-old gitle-holder. “I am
an outdoor man ana I am going to for-
get fighting and conditioning and live
the simple life of the back woodsman
for a few weeks.”

Walker was also known to have been
disappointed with. his fights against.
Shade and Greb, the latter of whom hae
had been confident of beating. The
middleweight champion, however, gave
the Jersey boy the biggest surprise ot
hig life and almost knocked him out in
the final round. On top of that reverse,
Shade extended Walker to the limit to
retail his welterweight title.

“There is nothing unspiritual in this
wandering of eur theughts to these
scenes of our pleasures, for the river
speaks also to our hearts of moral
truth and virtue of heavenly minded-
ness and spiritual hopes.

“Qur race launched its career by the
side of a river and when the inspired
seers sought some surpassing symbol
by which to suggest the glories of the
eternal land he pletured a pure river
of water of life clear as erystal, pro-
ceeding out of the throne of God.

“Humanity has ever felt the lure of
the river, and has loved to wander by
its sides, safl upon its waters, and
build its dwelling places by its banks.
Many of the world’s greatest elties
have been founded by the sides of
rivers, and we cannot think of London
with its Thames or Paris without its
Seine or Rome without its Tiber. 8o
Montreal has the 8t. Lawrence, Ot-
tawa the Ottawa and Saint John our
own beloved river famous alike in his-
tory and in use”
