London, Dec. 6—Britain and Ireland awoke
this morning from a troubled sleep of despondency
,ver the Irish situation to learn the joyous news of
a sensational and wholly unexpected agreement,
reached between the British and Irish conferees in
today’s small hours. |
The negotiations for a settlement were consid-!
ered yesterday to have definitely collapsed, and
the compromise achieved in Lloyd George’s sombre
little home in Downing street after a night-long
struggle seems likely to be chronicled as the most
momentous event in the history of Anglo-Irish re-,
lations. ' ' i
While the agreement must still be submitted to

the Dail Eireann and the British parliament for rati-
fication, there was a disposition in all quarters in
London this morning to regard the outlook as of the

brightest.
Although the terms of the agreement had not officially beent
made known up to this afterncon, some, of the principal goints are
nofficially understood to be:

Recognition of Ireland as an independent state with a
formula on the question of allegiance satisfactory to both
sides. :

Inclusion of Ulster within the scope of the new Irish
government, with the option of withdrawing within one
month, reverting in that case to her present status within
territory fixed by a boundary commission. .

Freedom for Ireland regarding customs tariffs.

Satisfactory arrangements regarding control of Irish
ports by the navy.

Withdrawal of military forces from Ireland under safe-
guards insuring peaceful conditions.

The consent of Ulster is not required to make the new Irish
agreement effective. She is given the option of withdrawal in a

It is pointed out that the Dail Eireann
cabinet refused the government’s terms
only three days ago, and that the modi-
fications must indeed be promising from
the Sinn Fein point of view, for their
delegates to present them to their parlia-
ment.

Washington, Dec. 6—(By Ben Dearon,
Staff Correspondent of the Canadian

Press)—In defautt of important develop-
ments in the Washington conference, the
newspaper “experts’ here are extremely
busy today arranging imaginary settle-
ments of ‘a number of important ques-
tions.

The Anglo-Japan alliance, which has
beer: the subject of informal discussions
in the conference for the past week, is
still the local point of public attention.
Widely varying opinion regarding this
question are expressed again today.

One Washington writer declares the
abrogation of the alliance is one of the
“four prime objectives” of U. S. dele-
gation in regard to Far Eastern ques-
tions. He states that from the U. S.
point of view this is necessary to the
full fruitition of the conference.

British spokesmen have declared that
the alliance question must be definitely
settled at the present international meet-
ing. The general view is that arrange-
ments. are now well under way to re-
place it by a wider agreement which will
include other nations having interests
in the Pacific. The point in doubt to-
day is just what form that agreement
will take. :

A report which came from what is
considered an authoritative source, last
night that a four power treaty has been
drawn up does not appear to-receive
much credit in U. S. circles, where it is
declared such an arrangement would not
be satisfactory to the U. S.

The Chinese Tariff.

Sir Robert Borden today continued
work in connection with the Chinese tar-
iff problem. The sub committee ap-
pointed to deal with this, of which Sir
Robert is a member, is understood to be
still considering some of the very com-
plicated details involved and it will Kke-
ly be several days before its members
will be in a positioh to make recommen-
dations to the full commission on the Far
Eastern questions.

Lafollette Seamen’s Law is
Causing Decrease in Trade,
Declares Steamship Official
—Requirements Too Dras-

tic, He Says.

Detroit, Mich., Dec. 6—Business of the
larger great lakes steamship lines oper-
ating out of U. S. ports is decreasing at
svch a rate that in five years, few ves-
sels will be running, A. A. Schants,
president of the Detroit and Cleveland
Navigation Company, declared in an ad-
dress at the board of commerce here yes-
terday. This condition, he said, was due
to the restrictions of the Lafollette sea-
men’s law.

“The Lafollette act should not be re-
pealed,” Mr. Schantz said, “but should
be modified soon, or there would be lit-
| tle lake shipping. In five years no ex-
cursion or commercial boats will leave
this port unless the law is amended. The
requirements of the act so drastic in the
matter of the size of crews and other par-
ticulars, that shipping companions, de-
spite every effort are unable to live up to
them.”

Protective Society, issued yesterday,

ishowed that there had been 1,741 au- \THEIR FIRST E

thenticated deaths in automobile - and
motor truck accidents in New York
state in eleven months of 1921. In the
entire year 1920 there were 1,429 deaths
in such accidents, so there has been an
increase of 312 deaths, or about twenty-
two per cent.

Colonel Edward S. Cornell, secretary
of the society, said that fifty or sixty
additional deaths had not been included
in the 1921 list because inquests were
pending.

Last month 225 persons were killed in
motor vehicle accidents in this state,
seven being grade crossing victims. The
fatalities for the month were sixty-onc
more than in November, 1920. Sixty-six
persons were killed by automobiles and
motor trucks and seven by trolley cars
in this city, last month.

Colonel Cornell said the report plainly
fMustrated the need for legislation to pre-
vent fatal accidents on the highways of
the state and city. He predicted that the
death list for the year would be nearly
2,000 unless preventive measures were
taken immediately. :

CAVALRY STRENGTH

Duties Being Fulfilled by Air
Force — Estimated Saving
of £10,000 Yearly.

London, Dec. 6—Considerable discus-
sion is being heard here concerning the
reduction in the cavalry branch of the
military. service in the interests of
economy, the resultant saving being esti-
mated at £10,000 yearly.

LOOKING FOR NICKEL,
BOY IS BEHEADED
BY SUBWAY TRAIN

John Martin, 18 years old, of 172 East

‘1 102d street, New York, was run over and

killed by a 'subway train near the station
at Lexington avenue and 108d street in
a peculiar aecident. After prying up
the iron veptilator grating in the sxfie—
walk above the tracks and clambering
down on a ledge to hunt a lost 5-cent
piece, the boy slipped and fell directly
in the path of a train.

T'he accident happened about 4 o’clock.
John had just left his class rooms at
St. Cecilia’s Parochial School on Lex-
ington avenue, between 102d and 103d
streets, and was playing with seveyal
other lads of his own age at the corner
of Lexington avenue and 102d street.

One of his playmates was Walter

Cot nolly, 12 years old, of 156 Fast 102d
street. As Walter related the story

“{later, John took the 5-cent piece from

his pocket and showed it to his com-
rades. There was a playful struggle for
possession of | the coin and it was
knocked out of John’s hand. - Rolling
along the sidewalk, it fell between the
bars of the grating and disappeared.

The boys helped John pry loose the
grating, and while they held it up he
junrped down on the shelf about three
feet under the sidewalk. It was dark
down there, and the boys on the side-
walk lost sight of John when he hegan
to poke around after thé coin. Suddenly
they heard a scream, and the sound of
the youngster’s body thumpmng on the
track, ten or fifteen feet below the
ledge. These noises were immediately
drowned by the roar of a subway train
passing the spot.

Passengers on the platform of the

station at 103d street looking down the
irack for the train saw the decent of
the small body to the tracks and were
horrified to see the train run over it.
The train was a morthbound Hunt’s
Point Bronx local, in charge of Motor-
| man Charles W. Eldridge. . The motor-
{ man applied the brakes, but the wheels
! of the first truck had run aever the body,
i cutting off the heéd.

Dr. George Hohmann, Assistant Medi-
cal Examiner, decided that no one was
to blame for the accident except the boy
himself and gave permission for the
removal of the body to the home. The
boy’s father is John Martin, a clerk.

Traffic on the northbound Lexington
avenue track was delayed about ten
minutes by the accident.

| SENDS MAIL HOME

| Schooner Bowdoin of MacMillan Expedi-
tion Several Days Ahead of Schedule.

Wiscasset, Me., Dec. 6—The schooner
Bowdoin with the Arctic expedition
headed by Donald M. MacMillan, had
entered Hudson Bay on August 19, sev-
eral days ahead of its schedile, and it
was hoped to pass through the danger-
ous Fury-Hecla Strait, on the west coast
of Baffin Land, in ten days, according to
word received from MacMillan by
Charles S. Sewall, a fellow-Bowdoin Col-
lege alumnus,

Bowdoin, August 19, latitude 64 degrees
north; longitude 76 degrees 30 minutes
west.”

This was the last chance to send mail,
!the explorer said. He wrote that unless
the people at home heard from the ex-
pedition again by April or May it

GREAT LINER 15
AT SAND POINT

The Empress of France Here,
First Time in Charge of
Commandsr J. Gillies, O. B,
E.—A Good Voyage.

The big Canadian Pacific Ocean Ser-
wvice liner Empress of France arrived in
port this morning at four o’clock, and in
|the dark hours of the morning the float- \
ing city docked at No. 2 and 3 berths, !
Sand Point. The big steamer sailed
from Liverpool on November 29 and had
most favorable weather all the way,
averaging nearly four hundred miles a
day. The steamer brought 272 passen-
gers from Liverpool—forty-six cabin,
ninety-two second, four orchestra and
one hundred and thirty third class. She
also brought a large general cargo, and
a small quantity of mail.

The passengers retired last evening
far out at sea, and when they awoke
this morning they were only a length
of gangplank from what was, to many
of them, a new land. All on board,
with eager anticipation, wended their
way to the shore and the immigration
shed about nine o’clock, where the work
of examining und checking was speedily
completed, and the special train, carry-
ing its load of smiling passengers, pulled
out from Sand Point about noon.

Among the cabin passengers was Miss
A. A. M. Wethered of Salisbury, Eng-
land, niece of A. D. McTier, vice-presi-
dent of the C. P. R. Mr. McTier was
at the vessel to meet Miss Wethered,
‘and his private car, the Metepedia, was
backed on a convenient siding. The
party left for Montreal on the first
Montreal train this afterncon, where
Miss Wethered will spend a short time
with her uncle before returning to her
Jhome in England. -
