He said that he had received many let-
ters and had been considerably bothered
by interviews within the last few weeks,
during which he had been asked to ex-
cuse men summoned for jury service. He
said it was not within his power to ex-
cuse anybody and there was no use ap-
pealing to him, unless Ehe appeal was
presented in court and supported by an
affidavit or sworn testimony. .

He said that he would have to enforce
the statue and would set a date later in
the session to hear the cases.

The attorney-general said that as only
twenty-seven jurymen had appeared, he
thought the ends of ‘justice would be i)et—
ter served if the judge under the law
ordered that additional jurymen be sum-
moned before the selection of the jury
was commenced; he suggested an ad-
journment until ‘this could be done.

Mr. Vernon here advised the judge
that he intended to apply for a post-
ponement of two months, as within the
last few days something had turned up
which might be in the interests of the
prisoner.

Many Absentees,

Mr. Justice Chandler, who presided,
commented on the long list of absentees
amongst the men who had been sum-
moned for the petit jury which will try
the case.: 'Of sixty-one names on the
panel, only. twenty-seven were present;
one man, the sheriff announced, could
not be foynd, and there were thirty-
three other absentees. Hon. J. P. Byrne,
attorney-general, and Dr. W. B. Wal-
lace, K.C., appeared on behelf of the
crown,

Although the interest in the case had
flagged somewhat since the last trial
there was a large crowd of people out-
side the court when the prisoner ar-
rived. As he stepped from the patrol
he presented much the same appearance
as at the last hearing. He was-dressed
in a neat suit of dark material with
white collar and dark purple tie and
wore a felt hat. As he took his place
in the dock he smiled and, as formerly,
took a keen interest in all that was go-
| ing on in the court room.

When the names of the panel were
called and thirty-four absentees noted,
Judge Chandler remarked that this was
a large list for a case of this nature. He
remarked the law regarding jury ser-
vice, pointing out that absentees were
liable to a fine of $10 for each default,
unless they were able to satisfy him that
they had a good reason for absence, but
not more than $30 at any court session.

'FOG CURTAIN LIFTS;
LOST FISHERMEN IN
DORY RESCUED

Montreal, July 4. — When the fog
which had enveloped her for hours sud-
denly lifted off the Grand Banks of
Newfoundland last Thursday, the
steamer Chitom, an oil tanker bound
from London to Montreal, found herself
within a few feet of a little dory, in
which were two men in the last stages of
exhaustion. They were Portuguese fish-
ermen from the schooner Laura, which
set out from Lisbon to fish on the banks.
Four days previous they, with another
man, had left their schooner in the fory,
and had got®out of touch with it in the
fog. The third man either fell overboard
or jumped into the sea in a delirium dur-
ing their third night on the ocean, When
the men had been restofd one of them
fell on the deck and kissed the feet of
the captain of the tanker.

Father Baker, Just Across
from Ireland, Speaks of the
Situation There,

Among passengers on the Empress of
France to Quebec was Rev. B, Baker,
who travelled in the third-class accom-
modation by choice. Father Baker, an
Irishman by birth, has lived in India: all
his life, with his church headquarters at
Simla. He sald he came to this country
for a three months’ visit, and before leav-
ing England paid a visit to his native
country, Ireland. Speaking of the Irish
question, he said it was lamentable and
due to the perverse, impossible character
of De Valera. The people of Ireland,
or rather ninety-five per cent. of them,
were with Collins and Griffiths, and if
De Valera had been eliminated with the
peace treaty pact, Ireland today would
be in an ideal condition, with its popu=
lation working together for the progress
and prosperity of the country and happi-
ness of its people. !

De Valera, said Father Baker, had
been approached and told by ‘the Cath-
olic priesthood that it was the wish of

the people of Ireland to accept a hand of
friendship that had been tendered to
them by the government of England. He
had been told, and Father Baker speci-
ally mentioned a priest named Father
Collins, that the blood of the Irish men
and women now being sacrificed to his
agitating whims would rest on his con-
science.

Father Baker, discussing the Indian
question, said that it had no analogy to
the Irish. The latter were a civilized
race and close neighbors to England seek-
ing the right of self-government, while
in India conditions were altogether dif-
ferent. To begin with, there were
twenty different nations, having different
viewpoints on nationality and religion,
in India, and the greater part of the im-
mense population in that country were
pagans and their strata of the lowest.
The agitation in India' would not end
seriously. The two great races, the
Hindus and the Mahommedans, hated
each other, and the hatred on the part
of the Hindus towards the other was
the enforced conversion of the Hindus
by the Mahommedans.

Speaking of missionary work, Father
Baker said the civilization and Christian-
ization of Indians made a complex prob-
lem. It was easy to make Christians of
the lower strata so long as you remained
with them, feed them and gave them
money, but when you left them and they
received no further assistance they went
back to paganism. There was no such
a thing as conversion of the high class
of Indiang. They lived for the luxury of

this life and all its seductive propensi-|

His address struck a wonderfully high
note of optimism as to the great future
lying before the city by means of the dn-
dustrial expansion that would follow
cheap power. “Cheap power,” he de-
clared, “is not cheap light alone. It is
the power that brings growth.”

Mayor McLellan’s address was con-
fined largely to a resume of what had
been accomplished in regard to fulfill-
ing the wishes of thé electorate as ex-
pressed at the last civic elections.

The mayor in opening said he thought
he had made wonderful headway with
the project. Ten days after assuming
the reins of office, he succeeded in hav-
ing several resolutions passed at the
Common Council meeting that shaped
the civie policy in regard to hydro. On
May 11, he made application to the N.
B. Electric Power Commission for the
required amount of current. The mayor
read these letters, as well as the reply
from Hon. Dr. E. A. Smith, chairman
of the commission.

He then read several other communi-
cations with the commission regarding
the matter, finishing with the letter of
May 18 in which the commission stated
they would proceed to prepare an esti-
mate of the cost of civic construction
and operation of & distribution system.
“It is this very information that we are
waiting for,” he said. It had been spread
around that he was getting “lukewarm,”

great possibilities at Musquash there
would be a re-awakening of that enthus-
fasm for hydro that was so apparent at
the last civic election.

Me, Keibs,

The Ontario engineer was greeted with
applause when he rose. It was the first
time he had ever been east of Quebee,
and he assured his heavers he was more
than delighted. He had thought that St.
John was somewhat of a backwoods
propesition but he had found every cause
to change hig opinion during his short
stay. He was‘impréssed very deeply, he
declared, with the - possibilities of the
Musquash development. “Courageous |
leadership,” he said, “is what is needed
to secure those benefits for the citizens
here and make the most of the splendid
opportunity.” :

He sketched the development of hydro
in Ontario. It had started there in 1909
at Kitchener, then a town of about 5,000
people. The industries in Ontario at
that time were sadly hampered with high
power costs, he said.

During the regime of the late Sir
James Whitney the hydro commission,
with Sir .Adam Beck as chairman, had
been appointed, The first year 950 h.p.

WILLIAMS REVEALS
SECRET OF HITTING

The Eye, the Swing and the
‘Kind of Ball are Cardinal
Points, Says Slugger.

New York, July 4—Kenneth Roy Wil-
liams—that is what the record calls the
slugging left-fielder of the St. Louis
Browns—says that there are three quali-
fications which a baseball player must
hawe in order to be a home-run clouter—

fhe eye, the swing and the right kind of
pitched ball. This robust batter who
temporarily at least threatens to usurp
the crown of Babe Ruth as a home-run
hitter, is fully capable of revealing the
traits which ‘make a ‘batsman a great
long-distance swatter.

In the first weeks of the present sea-
son this fellow leftfielder of Ruth’s, who
bats lefthanded and throws right-
handed, excelled the best previous
record of Ruth in circuit-driving. Wil-
liams rapped out eleven homers before
Ruth got started following the lifting
on May 20 of the suspension which Com-
missioner Landis had imposed for viola-
tion of the barnstorming rule. And,
besides, Kenneth has done something
which the Babe, never has—hit three
home runs in oixe game, against the
White Sox, which equaled the big
league record of Jake Beckley of Cin-
cinnati in 1897. Williams’ minor
league record was even better than this,
for while with the Portland team in the
Pacific Coast League in 1917 he hit a
double in addition to a trio of homers.

Occupying such a pinnacle in the realm
of swatdom, it would seem that this re-
doubtable hitter who is expected by
St. Louis fans to aid materially in the
bringing of the American League pen-
nant to that city, has every right to
explain how to smash the ball with such
effect as to attract wide attention.

“Hitting in itself is merely a matter
of training the eye to watch the ball
and commanding the arms to swing at
the proper time,” says Williams.
“Knocking home runs, however, is
something different. As proof of this
let me cite the fact that there were
fifty-five batsmen in the American
League last season who hit .800 or bet-
ter. How many of these were consid-
ered fence-busters? Probably not” more
than half a dozen. This alone will
serve to uphold my theory that there is
a big difference between hitting and

slugging. That George Heilmann and |'

Ty Cobb beat Ruth’s batting average of
378 last season does not prove that
they were better batters, because of
Babe’s 204 hits 119 were for extra bases.
Heilmann made thirty-three more hits
than Ruth, but of this total of 237 only
seventy-six were for extra bases.

“The eye, the swing, the kind of ball
hit at—these are the ingredients of suc-
cessful home-run hitting. Every good
batman in the major leagues must have
strong eyes. He must glue his vision
upon the ball from the moment it leaves
the pitcher’s hand. When I say a keen
eye is needed I mean it must be sharp-
er than the average optic. It must be
able to command the swing atprecise-
ly the right moment. A flash too soon
and a long foul is the result. A flash

too late either a long foul or a strike is @} . -

“As to the ball best suited for the
circuit smash, I would say that it should
come within the specified strike zone
seventeen inches in width and between
the knee and waistline in height. I
have seen Ruth, however, clout homers
off the shoulders, his waist and almost
off his knees.
