Great Relief from Sonltth Bay Up and On the Long
Reach—Still Danger as Fire Holds in Woods—
The Scene This Morning—Some Details of the

Losses.

A great sigh of refief went up this morning in the area from South Bay to
Lingley and on up the Long Reach, when those who had slept during the night
awoke to see the leaves dripping, the grass wet, and evident signs of rain. By
eight o'clock a light rain was falling, and still continued at half past nine when
a Times man left Public Landing in Fred White’s car for the city. The pros-
pect then was that the rain would continue. No smoke was to be seen, and a
curtain of damp fog hung on the hills. The whole scene was .changed as if by,
magic during the night, and the fears of the people were largely dispelled, al-
though they recognized that-back in the forest were smouldering fires which
dry weather and a favoring wind would quickly convert into a new and ter-
rible menace, Every man along the Reach was ordered out early this morning,
and a determined effort was being made to get the fires entirely under control
There were reports of a fire back of Belyea’s Point yesterday and last night, and
crews of men weat in there and on to Woodman’s Point and the Nerepis to
spend the day with picks and shovels and other tools for warding off the danger

\, from their homes, The whole situation is decidedly hopeful today and if more
wz3in should come the danger may be considered to be past.

It was easy to see this morning how narrowly the Reach escaped. The fire
that erqued to Woodman'’s Point crept through the grass almost to Cosman’s
Hotel before it was beaten out. Had it got into the woods behind it would have
swept the Reach, where people had their most valuable goods packed and spent
two nights and a day of dq"eadful uncertainty. There was but one thought in
all minds, and fervent prayers went up last night in the little church at Public
Landing, where service was conducted as usual, although the livid smoke just
over the hills seemed to threaten disaster before the morning. Some people bus-
ied dishes and other things, and all wete ready for the worst. Their feelings this
morning, when they saw the immediate danger past,~were joyful beyond de-
scription. They seemed to have been ushered into a new world.

The “slashes” made in the woods by
lumbering of late wintgrs—those near-a{
hand eperations of folyner lumbermen—
have created air spaces of lanes amongst
the trees which have proved thorough-
fare for the flames. Though these
“slashes” the fire vacaum has drawn the
conflagration, possibly all the way from
the original blaze in. the Mahogany
Road area to the latest terminal of the
fire back of Sagwa and en route to
Welsford. '

Fire fighting has been extremly dif-
ficult. The usual facilities such as wet
earth, damp clods and water have been
eliminated . by the long drought, so
simple spading, shovelling and turning
the grassy sods have been the chief
means of trying to stem the firy glow.

This morning Ononette, Hillandale and
Lingley presented scenes of utter deso-
lation. - Smouldering ruins, naked chim-
neys rising above hcaps.of ashes, and
hanging telephope wires give to the situ-
ation a tragic aspect enhanced by the
lowering clouds "and falling rain. The
flames which on Saturday advanced
with such terrifying suddenness has been
almost defeated, but were holding re-
serves in readiness to advance again at
the first opportunity. Vigilance has not
been relaxed and every effort is being
made to offer renewed resistance in case
of another outbreak. Along the road one

A Thrilling Story.

A thrilling story was recounted by
Allen Bushfan and Howard Paris, who
were almost exhausted by hard work
and loss of sleep. For three days and
three nights they had not rested. They
were members of a créw under Foreman
Storey, other members being Louis Mid-
dleton, Gilbert Lauchner, McCallum and
Kelly. On Saturday they were in the
wobds about seven miles back of West-
ifield. Driven on by a high wind, the
fire came tearing along in their wake.
They were forced to flee for their lives,
and said that in one hour the fire gained
seven miles, fanned by the strong
i_ireeze. They finally reached Westfield,
just in the nick of time.

N.S. ALSD HAS
SERIOUS FIRES

Springhill is.Surrounded by
Flames—People of Maccan
Prepare to Move Out—Syd-
ney Threatened.

Portland, Maine, Aug. 8. — Heavy
rain yesterday and last night checked the
forest fires which for several days have
been devastating woodlands and threat-
ening villages in various parts of the
state. ' The rain started yesterday fore-
noon in Penobscot county, where firemen |*
and volunteers struggled throughout
Saturday to save the village of Howland,
north of Bangor.

In Franklin county, western Maine,
where the flames had been approaching {
the village of Oquossoc, in the Rangely
Lakes region, the downpour did not be-
gin until last evening.

The Howland fire had been brought
under control before the rain began,
but not until seven small houses on the
outskirts of the village had been burned.
Charge of Arson,

Residents of Lagrange informed the
section men of Howland yesterday that
a Lagrange man set fire to a neighbor’s
hay on Friday, after a quarrel, and that
the flames spread to the woods, starting
the conflagration.

The only buildings burned in the
Rangely Lakes fire were a few sawmills.
A large part of Bald Mountain was
burned over.

BIG LEAGUE RAGES
GET INTERESTING

Pirates Pulling Away From
Giants for National League
Honors—New York, How-
ever, is at Top of Ameri-
cans.

Halifax, N. S., Aug. 7.—Forest fires
of unprecedented proportions covering
in the aggregate scores of squars miles
and doing damage as yet impossible of
estimation swept through sections of
Nova Scotia, Saturday and Sunday. In-
formation from Cumberland county,
Nova Scotia, indicated that .isolated
farms and scattered settlements in that
section had been wiped out. The worst
forest fires in years were reported from
Cape Breton island. So far there has
been no loss of life.

“Assistants and principals are
paid according to the number of pupils
over whom they have charge, irrespec-
tive whether théy are in urban or rural
districts. Here, where you have higher
silaries paid in the cities, there must be
a drain of the best teachers from the
rural districts. We do all in our power
to make it passible for the rural dis-
tricts to have as efficient teaching as
in the cities.”

Private individuals living in the pro-
vinces, regardless of their station in life,
received the news much later. It was
not conveyed to Gocthe, then living at |

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THE LOSS BY FIRE.

What a forest fire may do has been so
terribly demonstrated close to this city
during the last week that the\ import-
ance of preventing such fires should be
burned into the consciousmess of even
the most heedless individual. Nor is
the danger wholly past. While prop-
erty to the value of hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars hds been destroyed, men
are ‘today called from their ordinary avo-
cations to beat out fires which might
endanger the whole of Long Reach,
from Wogﬂman’t Point to Brown’s
Flats and beyond. Happily, thé long
deferred rain came this morning, and
the general feeling is that the danger
may be overcome, although andther hot
wave and a change of wind might re-
peat on the Reach what has come to
pass at Westfield. Every man along
the Reach was ordered out this morning
by fire wardens, and their work and the
rain entirely removes the immediate
danger. There was mno smoke in the
air from Public ding to the city this
moming, and the danger lies in the em-
bers in the- woods which only a very
fieavy rain could quench.

A ride through Lingley, Hillandale
and Ononette this morning, when the
vain was falling, was a most depressing
experience. The loss sustained is very
great, and the scene disheartening. “There
owill be a quick response to the appeal
for aid, but it should take the form of
cash eontributions. There will be great
need of it for the benefit of those who
must be boused again before winter.

Those who went through this terrible
experience can never forget the fear and
grief that gripped them. Yesterday was
& Sunday without parallel along the
river. Westfield was still in danger,
while all along the Reach and in the
settlement behind the people were wait-
ing with deep anxiety the outcome of the
day.

Surely this lesson will not have been
in vain. It is ‘now perfectly clear that
during a dry season the wilderness
should be patrolled by a large staff of
fire rangers. and villagers and towns that
might be endangered by fire are so deep-
ly interested that they might well share
in the expenditure necessary. But the
most urgent lesson is that there should

be no e/qssation of effort umtil it is cer-
tain that Long Reach' apd the settle-
ments behind it are madé secure from
the fires that are ready to break out
again if the weather should be at all
favorable. That and the relief of those
who are in great nwd because of the
loss of their homes must be the first
claim upon the attention of all

The fire at Upper Gagetown also came
from the wilderness, and there also peo-
ple are in need of prompt assistance. All
over the province there are danger points
and the total of the summer’s loss
through fire will be immense.

Chief Justice Taft is aoing humanity
good service whenever he discusses world
conditions, for his views are eminently
sane.

SOCIAL WELFARE,

The province of British Columbia is
making rapid strides in social welfare
work. Miss Charlotte Whitton, B. A,
of the Social Service Council of Canada,
who recently returned from a trip to
the west, gives the Toronto Globe an in-
spiring story of what is being dome in
the Pacific province. We quote:

“The Social Welfare Council of Brit-
ish Columbia, Miss Whitton told the
Globe, is at present rejoicing in the ap-
rointment of Captain N, A. Harkness as
full-time secretary, and under him work
is being begun this month through the
Okenagan Valley and on Vancouver Is-
land around Nanaimo. In British Co-
lumbia the government is considering the
appointment of a director of child wel-
fare for the province, under whom all
child welfare work will be co-ordinated.
Iu Vancouver great progress'is being
made in the classes for sub-normal chil-
dren. The provincial government oper-
ales a custodial cottage for the care of
low-grade cases, and under the board
of education the mental clinic is doing
splendid work with the higher type of
defective. There is an observation class
with a special teacher, and children are
sent on from this to special classes or to
the provincial institution for sub-nor-
mals. A special feature of the work is
that when they leave school and under-
take some form of wage-earning Llhe
clinic has a follow-up worker who keeps
in touch with them, realizing that they
can never be as indépendent in socicty
as the normal individual.”

It is to be noted that the government
of Pritish Columbia is actively inter-
ested in the work, not only of promoting
child welfare in general, but in having
special provision made for the care of
the mentally deficient. These are mat-
ters about which every government
should be deeply concerned, since they
relate to the most valuable asset of the
prevince or the Dominion—the citizens
ot the future. In the past attention has
beer too much devoted to lands and
forests, roads and bridg=s, and kindred
sabjects. Social welfare must freceive
far more attention in the future, and
taere is much a government may do for
its promotion.

SAVING THE CHILDREN.

The Toronte Globe declares that “af
end must be put at once to the slaugh-
ter of children by motors on the streets
of Toronto,” and quotes a coroner who
recently said:

“At the next inquest I have in whic
the killing of a ¢hild comes up, I will calt
evidence to show why the board of edu-
cation should have school playgrounds
shut up, and will also ask thém to state
the reason for having them locked up. If
caretakers are away on holidays, then

they should get other caretakers, especi- |-

ally during the school holidays, when the
children are free all day.”,

Of the good work that may be doue
on properly supervised playgrounds for
small children, the Globe says:

“The youngsters who cannot look after
themselves or travel considerable dis-
tances alone should have access, at least
during the summer months, to the school
grounds dotting the city. Guardians
would have to be provided to preserve
order and prevent the destruction of pro-
perty, but such officials would prove a
paying investment /by instilling into the
minds of the youngsters a respect for
property and a sense of decorum which
are now too frequently lacking. These
and other proposals to safeguard child-
ren at play will cost money but will help
to preserve their valuable lives.”

The motor car is of great value, and
if among other things it has directed at+
tention to the need of such playgrounds
as the Globe refers to, it has conferred
an unexpected benefit. It is not to the
credit of a community, however, that it
should be necessary to slaughter a num-
ber of children to arouse the people t6 2
consciousness of their existence and of
a duty that it owes them. .

FOREST FIRES ARE
RAGING IN PROVINCE

Upper Gagetown Has Heavy
Loss—Harcourt Now Out
of Danger— Serious Blaze
at Bonny River — Fire on
Millidgeville Road.

Upper Gagetown and the surrounding
district was swept on Saturaay and Sun-
day by a destructive fire, which was still
burning last night. The danger of the
fire, which started at Victoria, about
five miles from Upper Gagetown, Fri-
day, was not realized until Saturday
morning, when it came very close to the
station at Upper Gagetown. A number
of men went to the scene of the fire
from Gagetown.

The Baptist church, Temperance Hall,
C. N. R. station and the school were
among the numerous buildings which
were destroyed. The total loss is prob-
ably $40,000 or $50,000.

Latest, reports from Harcourt say that
danger from the fire which threatened
that village on Saturday is past. Sev-
eral buildings are reported, however, to
be burning along the Salmon river.

A forest fire broke out at Stilesville,
eight miles from Moncton, but did very
little damage.

Late reports from Bonny River last
night said that a serious fire was raging
im the vicinity of McDougall Lake and
Magaguadavic River, about six miles
from Bonny River. Although there is
a crew of 225 men fighting the blaze, it
was said last evening that it was im-
possible to get it under control and that
only a heavy downpour would save the
situation. The locality now on fire was
all burnt over in the Musquash fire 2
number of years ago. The only build-
ing burnt so far was a vacant one on
what is known as the Lake stream.

A fire broke out on the Millidgeville
road, near the corner of Spar Cove road,

No. 5 fire department, responding to
the alarm, broke down and No. 1 was
sent to replace it. The fire was gotten
under control about five o’clock, but not
before it had puined over an acre and a

half of land.

In Westfield District
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Fire Does Extensive Damage in Ononette, Hillan-
dale and Lingley—Residents Flee and All Are
Safe—Peculiarity of Fire's Action Leaves Some
Homes Untouched—Several Narrow Escapes.

-~

Tall chimneys standing amid a mass of
ruins, fields strewn with furniture of
every description, blackened fields and
charred tree stumps—these are the
things which greet the travgler io the
stricken area of the parish of Weslfield
today. Where on Saturday morninz
stood comfortable and in many cases
beautiful suburban homes there now lies
a mass of ruins, and desolation reigns.
With terrifying suddenness came the
flames on Saturday afternoon and many
of those whose houses: lay in their

path were forced to flee for their lives
taking with them only what they could
carry. The beauty spot of thie St. John
river, ihe resort to which all pointed
with . justifiable pride, the summer
dwelling place of many of St. John’s
prominent men is today a sacrifice to the
god of fire. What buildings are stand-
ing are testimonals to_the energy and
courage of smalf bands of fighters who
resisted the flames to the last ditch and
concentrated their energies upon one
house at a time until the danger was
thought to be past.

Saturday afternoon was to be a fete
day in Westfield. Extensive arrange-

ments had been made to hold an aquatic.

meet. Two hours after the meet was
scheduled to begin scores of houses were
a mass of flames and a few minutes later
a’heap of smouldering ashes. Men with
handkerchiefs tied around their mouths,
eyes red rimmed and faces blackened
were dashing hither and yon endeavor-
ing to do their best to save what little
furniture could be salvaged. A strong
south west wind sprang up early in the
afternoon and fanned the' fires in the
-backlands into roaring furnaces. On
they swept to the brow of the hill back
of the pretty villages and the first im-
pression thé residents had of immediate
dangers was seeing the woodland at the
crest of the hill burst into flames danc-
ing hideously and lickering up every-
thing in their path. Many thrilling
rescues were effected. The suddenness
with which the fire dame caused much
sonfusion and excitement and there was
little time to do anything.

The alarm spread along the river
rapidly and much consternation reigned.
From Westfield to South Bay residents
began packing their belongings in order
to make a hasty exit if necessary. For-
tunately for those below the wind held
to the south and thus avoided danger to
residents of Ingleside, Pamdenec and
Grand Bay. Nevertheless many the car-
loed of personal effects left those resorts
and sought safety in the city.

In retrospect there are several things
for which to be thankfull
came in the daytime. Had it come at
night there would have been still more
confusion and probably some loss of
life. The fighters would also have been
hampered in their efforts. The fire
came on Saturday afternoon when the
majority of the men were at home to as-
sist in protecting their homes or in sav-
ing what few belongings they could
gather together. A programme of sports
was scheduled for the afternoon and a
large number of non-residents were in
the villages to give what ever assistance
was possible. And there was no loss of
Mfe.

Though the fire broke out in several
places simultaneously it appears that the
first - strueture to fall a prey to the
flames was The Corner House, a tea
house almost opposite D. W. Leding-
ham’s residence. The tea house was
conducted by Miss Elizabeth Furlong.
Take in Life K—Westfield

Miss Furlong was all alone and to
indicgte the rapidity with which the
flames spread, driven before a regular
gale, it may be explained that she

barely had time to collect her thoughts
and make a desperate attempt to recall
her girl help for salving purposes, when
the tea house was afire. In the mean-
time the Crawford property, Otty G.
Branscombe’s little cottage adjoining,
the Thos. C. Ledingham home and other
properties in the golf course lane,—
known as the Backlands Road—were
partially consumed, also Frank L. Peter’s
home ‘on the opposite side of the main
roadway. Grabbing up a few items of

Furlong reached safety, but she lost
silverware, dishes, mahogany furniture
and hangings, also a large supply of
foodstuffs for restaurant purposes and a
big consignment of ice cream and soft
drinks. Her loss exceeds the insurance
by some hundreds of dollars.

From “The Corner House” to the late
B. R. Macaulay’s house “Kilsythe,” the
fire kept edging on, licking up the small
cottage the Macaulay estate, occupied
by R. S. Stephenson and A. Stepheqson,
in the meantime. Marvelous to relate,
the Westfield Outing Association club-
house and the Bachelors’ Club adjoin-
ing the tea house house were not touched
by the flames, through directly in the
path of the elements. This points to
the flukiness of the eddying wind and
the peculiar twist that fire will take in
the open air. David Ledingham’s house
on the lower side of the Ononette hill
(the oiled” hill) also Stephen McAvHyY's
home, were likewise spared, though it
took a lot of hard work to effect their
rescue.

Of course, when flames come out in
the opemlike ‘this, and make a general
battle for the mastery their blows fall |
here, there and everywhere. Going ddwn
the road towards Ononette proper, where
most of the houses were grouped and
where the general aspect hag been a real
bower of beauty, the back-draught of
the wind caused Arthur Gilmour’s home
to ignite. Then F. G. Spencer’s charm-
ing villa caught. Every person who
could be spared from dutz' on other fires
or in wetting down houSes against the
hail of embers turned to and tried to
save these handsome properties. The
same was done in connection with Wils
liam E. Golding’s fine home and the Fred
Elkin place. E. A. Thomas’ home and
Percy McAvity’s home were the only
ones that escaped in this litteral pocket
of fire and that was due largely to the
superhuman work of the fighters. The
saving of the McAvity home was little
shert of miraculous.

The progress of the fire on the other
side of the golf lidks, which happens
to be the dividing line between Ononette
and Hillandale, was simply a procession
of destruction, as indicated later in this
report, by the door-to-door . record of
losses. Near the F.:G. Spencer home
the four Warwick houses, those of
George L., Harry and Charles, also the
Warwick homstead, occupied by Miss
Warwick, were also saved. Harry
Warwick was the leader of this group
of fighters and during the thickest of the/|
smoke and hottest of the blasts they
were forced to drop into deep ditches
time and again to save a scorching and
to find breath. The plucking of the
Warwick homes from the seething mass
of flames is a remarkable feat.

Prophecy or no prophecy, the fire came
and after making great havoc in the On-
onette and Hillandale hamlets, even to a
point south as far as the Ononette bridge
over the Milligan brook where it con-
sumed several little bungalows, two cot-
tages and the old roadway bridge be-
neath the new structure; it proceeded
wildly along the king's highway.

E. R, Machum’s home was a heavy loss,
too, and in varying degree the flames
robbed citizens right and left. !

In the great confusion and excitement |
of fighting the flames and saving chat-
tels few people were able to take cspcciali
notice of the exact progress of the fire—:
its house-to-house visitation. There are |
conflicting reports as to the details.
However, it is a fact that all along the !
Hillandale ‘roadway, down past thel
church and onto the lower struightaway!
the fire made rapid and destructive pro-;
gress. Only when it reached the section
upon which the telephone exchange is:
located were its ravages stayed. By that
time most elaborate preparations had
been made with wet blankets and roof-
sprinkling owing to the added length of |

time the residents there had to make
ready. The telephone exchange in par-
ticular was literally wrapped. in wet
blankets, especially its mass ‘of cables.
At this juncture, too, the roadway is
several hundreds of yards removed from
the woodland in which the fire was rag-
ing. . This gave a wide clearance, though
Mrs. Pipes’ hotel and other structures
near this somewhat distant wood ap-
peared in danger yesterday. It was still
standing late last night.

Ml and Locality Unscathed.

Contrary to early' reports the Wilson
box factory and mill with sorrounding
mill properties were not burned. Across
the railway track the buildings were
quite free from damage on Saturday,
though in the zone of danger on Sunday.
However, after leaving .the Westfield
Beach station the stretch of homes in a
northerly direction came to grief, also the
thriving stores of William E. Corbett,
fitted with gasoline tanks and all con-
veniences for the travelling public. Mr.
Corbett lost his home, too. The old
Présbyterian church near the govern-
ment’s experimental orchards at the
Nerepis bridge corner stood through it
all without.a seratch, though absolutely
ignored by the over-busy fire fighters.

'

Fire Enters Lingley.

This brings the fire’'s procession f
conquests to the Lingley borderline. 1t
now left Westfield and made an attack
upon W. Shives Fisher's home, Miss
Peters’ place. the barns of Mr. Lingley,
the old Lingley homestead and along the
road for a considerable distance as the
roll of disaster printed herewith indi-
cates in proper order and detail. These
houses were completely destroyed. It
seemed as if no house was only partially
consumed but was wholly and to ashes.
Lack of water and other preventives and
extinguishers is said to be the reason |
for this complete consumption of the !
properties.

Blew Up Old Nerepis Bridge.

The flying red cinders soon got the
range of the old abandoned wooden
bridge spanning the Nerepis alongside its
concrete and iron successor. Logs made
dry by the weather and low water af-
forded easy fuel and the structure’s his-
toric career seemed to be shaping for a
fiery finale when a Mr. Day and others
of the locality, determined to break all
contmunication of the blaze between tlre
two mainlands, dynamited a section of
the bridge with the desired effect. This
cut off a grave danger to Woodman’s
Point and that thickly-settled area. Still
there was another danger, that of falling
embers which started the grass and
twigs on the road up towards the Cos-
man ~Hotel on the Point. Mr. Day
worked single-handed putting out these
flickerings and can be credited with
saving a serious outbreak of the fire over
there.

The scene was indescripable. When
{t became clear that nothing could be

done some people left the shore in motor
boats, some went in cars up the Reach,
and some were carricd up river by the
steamer Oconee -Other craft came later

Westfield for the day vainly sought. to
et jnto communication with their
omes. Numbers of families were sep-
arated, and everywhere anxiety as well
as fear prevailed, An afternoon of hor-
ror was succeeded by & night of de-
spair for some, who had no homes to
shelter them save those lkind friénds
provided.

The residents of Westfleld proper es-
caped damage but the ravage made by
the fire at other places was severe. Such
substantial residencies s thuse of Tred
P, Elkin, F. G. Spencer, Mrs. Alex. Ma-
caulay, E. R. Machum of St. John and
many others were completely destroyed,
only the proken chimneys standing here
and there, marking the site of once com-
fortable homes.

The old wooden bridge at Ononette,
which was replaced recently by a mod-
ern steel one, was completely destroyed
and several telephone poles also were
burned. Pieces of the cross arms are
still hanging from the wires.

At the request of Premier Foster a
special C. N. R. train was sent over the
Valley railway from Fredericton on
Saturday in charge of 7. Walke.r.
The wires were down and the train
was sent through to rcmove the refu-
gees from the fire zone along the river.
An inspection of the track also was
made to see that no tiés were burning.
The train cgme as far as Westfield
Beach and returned to Fredericton yes-
terday. _

A special C. P. R. train, with J. M.
Woodman, district superintendent, on
board, was sent out from St. John yes-
teray and reached Westfield Beach at
noon.

The people across the Nerepis, from
Woodman’s Point up to the Reach, felt
safe, although a very heavy pall of
smoke lay over the river, completely
shutting out the farther side. By six
o'clock, however, when the steamer
QOconee arrived at Public Landing, refu-
gees were there from below the Nere-
pis, the density of the smoke had be-
come so great as to be painful to- the
eyes, and people were growing very
nervous. Several families of Jewish
people, at the Landing, with a large
number of children, became so excited
that they hurriedly packed their cloth-
ing and asked the captain to hold the
Oconee, and rushed on board to seek
safety at Bedford or the Cedars, on the
other side of the river. The Oconee
had already on board a group of refu-
gees from Westfield, where the steamer
had great dificulty in finding the
wharf, so dense was the smoke.

Approaching the fire zone from the
city the first ruins one encounters in
the wake of destruction ploughed by

the fire are at;the south end of the On-, property,

house. So choking were the smothering
fumes at times that the men had to lie
down in the ditch on their faces to escape
somewhat their distresing effects. The
men worked all night -and the dawn
rewarded them with the assurance that
the damger for the time at least was
passed. :

Next along the line of march one
comes to the junction of the main and
the backlands roads where once stood
“The Corner Tea House,” owned by R.
A. Macaulay, and conducted by Miss
Elizabeth Furlong. The tea hpuse was
burned completely to the ground and so
definitive was the destruction that there
was scarcely an inch of ashes left sur-
rounding the few ice cream containers
which were all that remained of the
house and its contents.

OCULIST LABORS |
TO AID HUMANITY

Dr. Henry Smith Showed the
Secrets of His Famed Op-
erations.

As the first of a number of demon-
strations which he expects to give in
the city, Colonel (Dr.) Henry Smith, of
the British Medical Service in India, per-
formed a number of operations for cata-
ract at Grace Hospital yesterday and as-
tonished the local medical profession by
the speed and skill of his work.

As an illus-
tration of Dr. Smith’s ability, it is
pointed out that out of 600 similar oper-
ations performed during his recent tour
in the United States, only four were
classed as  doubtful. Yesterday®:

during the week.
