Fresh complications have arisen in the
Balkan situation. Roumania is now re-
ported to have abandoned her attitude of
neutrality and decided to support Servia
against Bulgaria in the event of war
among the allies. This decision, if true,
places Bulgaria in an extremely awk-
ward position. Without a real ally, she
would be exposed to attack on all sides
—by Roumania on the north, Servia on
the west and southwest, Greece on the
"south, and possibly Turkey herself in the
east.

Grinning Skull in the South

Kensington Museum

GUESSES AS T0 HER AGE

Only a Model is Shown The
Public = Big Teeth and Small
Brain — Earliest Remains Ever
Found

/

(London Daily Mail)

The grinning skull of the. oldest woman
in the world is now beneath a glass case
in the large central hall of the Natural
History Museum at South Kensington
for all the world to see.

It was the discovery of the fragmen-
tary remains of this skull that sent such
a thrill of excitement throughout, the
scientific world in the late autumn of
last year. Charles Dawson, F.S.A., un-
earthed it from a pit at Piltdown Com—
mon, Sussex, in which he had been en-
gaged in geological excavation for sev-
eral years, and a great company-of dis-
tinguished professors gathered at the
meeting of the Geological Society ' at
which the discoverey was first made
public.

It is not an object of beauty, even as
skulls may be regarded as- varying in
gracefulness, but 'in her defénce it may-
be pleaded that the woman was a semi-

of a human being with the characteris-
tics ‘of the ape. Sciéntists regard her
as the one specimen extant of “the mis-
sing link.”

Her age eludes one even now. She
may have lived 050,000 years ago, or
100,000, or even 200,000, for geologists
have ageed to “differ upon so delicate a
subject; but it is believed that she be-
longs #o the Pliocene period, and it is
certain that “our rough island story”
was in its very earliest chapters when
she walked abroad on the Sussex Downs.
Her remains form one of the mbost’ ro-
mantic discoveries that have ever re-
warded the researchés of a geologist, and
although a pilgrimage of scientists to
England to inspect them is not predict-
ed this year, no geologist from Europe
or America who finds himself in Lon-
don this summer will miss the oppor-
 tunity of leaving his card upon her at
South Kensington.

The actual remains are not exhibited
to the general public. They are being
treasured with all the care that should
be lavished upon rare possessxons at
a time when her successors in this coun-
try are rather more mischievous than
she, poor simian, ever showed herself
to be. Savants and students may ex-
amine them, however.

What the general public are shown is
a cleverly built-up model of the skull.
The remains discovered comprised no
more than a portion of the left side of
the skull and a piece of the lower jaw,
but with these as a gufde, Frank Bar-
low has succeeded in reproducing what
is regarded as a faithful and reliable
model of the whole. By careful obser-
vation and scientific deduction the con-
Junctlon of the human and the simian
traits in the same individual has been
reproduced with great skill.

The task of making the model has oc-
cupied Mr. Barlow for many weeks in
the vast workshops beneath the mu-
seum. By noting the formation of the
left half of the skull, he explained yes-
terday, it was possible to build up the
right side with a considerable degree
of certainty, and on the same plan the

ANOTHER NOVEL SCHEME

Members of Chamber of Deputies
Must Not Drink any More on
the Nation—French Professor’s
Work in White Plague Fight

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Paris, June 18—It will not be surpris-1
ing 'if foreign residents in Paris, and |

more particularly young men and’ wo-;
men who are here to study, find them-|
selves called upon to pay a tax in the|
near future. The minister of finance|
is studying several new methods—in ad- |
dition to the suggested income tax—of
raising money, and a more or less direct
tax on foreign students would bring
in a considerable sum, and would be
popular. One hundred and sixty million
dollars, at least is needed for the in-
crease of armaments, so new forms of
taxation are becoming necessary. Be-
sides, this year’s army bill, when passed,
will put the young Frenchman who is |
studying for one of the liberal profes- |
sions at a disadvantage when compared |
with foreign students who intend to re-|
main here, for they will have no military |
gervice, while the young Frenchman will |
lose three years at a critical moment. |

One idea is to tax very heavily alli
forelgn doctors who

have not been
naturalized before the age of twenty-T
five, and therefore served in the French !
army. The number of foreign students |
here in France is enormous. There are
ten per cent. of foreigners among the |
student population—more than 4,000 out
of 41,000—and among these 41,000 there !
are a further 4,000 foreign women stu- |
dents, which doubles the percentage. |
Among the students of science there are
950 Russians in a total of 1,898, and
in nearly every branch the Russians are
in the majority.

Turks and Roumsanians come next in
order, and Egyptians, Germans, Greeks,
Austrians ,and Swiss in this rotation.
Then come the English and Americans, |
Scandinavians, Belgians, Persians, South |
Americans, and last of all the Portu-
guese. Something in the nature of a
general tax on foreigners who exercise
a profession or who trade here is alsa
likely. The police - are examining the
papers of all foreigners who live in Par-
is now, ostensibly to see whether they
are in order, but really with the ulterior
object of taxation.

Another money-raising scheme, and
one which will give material for witti-
cism in next years revenues, is in the
nature of a revolution. The members
of the Chamber of Deputies are to pay
for their drinks and their sandWwiches in
the Chamber of Deputies in future. Un- |
til now the “buvette,” as it is called, !
has always been free, but there seems !
no reason, now that the deputies receive |
$8,000 a year salary, why the nation
should pay for their keep in the cham-
ber as well, and some of Messieurs les
Deputes who make long speeches are
obviously often thirsty. :

Prison Fare

It is a popular fallacy that the model
prison at Fresnes, which is certainly a
very comfortable prison, provides for
its inmatés a daily bill of fare which
is far too luxurious for men who are
living at the taxpayers’ expense for
crimes which they have committed. The
inmates of Fresnes are sufficiently fed,
but by no means luxuriously. Each
prisoner, at six o’clock every morning,
gets a roll of brown bread, and “at nine
o’clock a bowl of soup—vegetable soup
for the most part. In addition to this,
each prisoner gets only one meal a day,
and the meals never vary. The meal is

The crimi-
nal’s bill of fare, though, is more varied
than that of the soldier, who gets beef
or mutton every day throughout the
year, or rather a small piece of beef or
mutton in a bath of soup, with some
potatoes.

The methods of the bureaucracy are
always amusing or grevious, according
to the frame of mind in which they are
considered. Here is a little story of two
knives. Two knives were needed in the
arsenal at Toulon. They would have
cost an individual about eight cents
each, and could have been bought in
five minutes. The Toulon arsenal, in
accordance with the law, published a
notice in the official papers stating, with
much detail, that the acquisition of two
knives was necessary, and asking for
tenders.

mous: detective. Of Doctor Bell, we'have
known zomparatively little heretofore,
except that, besides being a  brilliant!
physician, he possessed the faculties of
observation and deduction, which Doyle
made the ‘most striking characteristics
of ‘his great sleuth; but now one of Doc-
tor Bell’s closest friends, Mrs. Jessie- E.
Saxby, has published a book about him
which describes all sidés of a remark-
able persenality, not forgetting the one
which appealed so strongly to at least
one of the men who studied under him.

Doctor Bell did not feel flattered. it
seems, by his “nick-name,” as he called
“Sherlock  Holmes.” FEssentially kind-
hearted and merciful, he did not relish
being world-famed as 1a sleuth.. He
spoke once of “the cataract of drivel for
which Conan Doyle is responsible,” and
{at another time was provoked into ex-
‘cJaiming, “I hope folk that know me see
another and better side to me than
Doyle saw.”

the face of God’s good earth more de-
spicable than the “White Slaver.” The
very name itself suggests the gruesome
individyal it labels. In Pictorial Re-
view for July there is a strong article,
entitled “Frances A. Kellor, Caretaker
.of Immigrants;” in ‘which are told the
methods employed by these men and
their accomplices and - the remarkably
good work accomplished to their dis-
comfiture by this one earnest woman
with a mission. We quote as follows:

“When she was but a student in the
university she hegan a study of south-
ern prisons and printed a report upon
her investigations. It was a dismal
topic for a ‘very much alive young wo-
man; but Miss Kellor found it abound-
ing in interest. The condition of the
people in the prisons led her to believe
that there was something wrong with
the labor situation and, soon after her
graduation, she began to study the prob-
lem of employment. The College Settle-
ment of New York City gave her a fel-
lowship, and under the auspices of the
Woman’s Municipal League she began
an investigation of employment agencies.
Dressed as an employe, she. visited sev-
eral employment offices and endeavered
to become friendly with the girls who
sat about the rooms waiting for posi-
tions. At first she was unsuccessful, as
her difference in training was obvious,

but she soon learned fo talk in up-to-
date slang about supposed mistresses
and her acquaintance flourished.

The flippant greeting of the office
manager, “Well, sis, out of a job?’
which at first had sorely tried her dig-
nity became a matter of course. When
she looked too respectable to be a “girl”
in some of the cheaper offices, she be-
came a mistress. Frequently she did not
know which she would impersonate un-
til the office door closed behind her.

The main object of the majority of
offices seemed ' to be to get as much
money out of both employer and em-

ploye as was possible. To this end girls:

who needed work were forced to register
and to pay in advance for any position
obtained. In one office, the men mana-
gers guarded the door and actually pre-
vented any girl who had not paid her
fee from departing. If she came in
merely to inquire terms she paid for
getting out. The lodging houses con-
ducted in connection with the offices
furnished further means of extractipg
money. And there were graver evils.
Sometimes these lodging houses and the
offices were located in houses of ill-
repute and. the girls stopping over night
subjected to the advances and even the
threats of the proprietors.

American !girls fared badly enough

under this system; but foreign girls
were infinitely worse off. Not under-

SMOKING BY WOMEN

Papers

Whether or not the habit of tobacko
smoking i3 injurious to women who in-
dulge in it is a topic that has lately come
to the front again and a representative
of the London “Pall Mall' Gazette” has
made inquiries. on the subject among
women medical practitioners.

One woman physician took a tolerant
view alike as to the social and physiolog-
ical effects of a cigarette on the temper-
ament and constitution of women. This,
it should be observed, is the limit to
which any indulgence in tobacco' is re-
cognized. There is no question of the
more exacting cigar and the pipe is ta-
booed. ;

Another woman, who practises in one
of the best known quarters of the West
End, London, was eager to disclaim any
sympathy with the woman-smoker on
social grounds, but no objection was
urged on the physiological side of th

subject. |

Another physician of great experience
saw no objection to smoking, provided
it is'indulged in' moderately. “I see no
harm whatever in it,” she remarked. “Of
course, like everything else, it must not
be carried to excess by either man or
women.”

“Then you don’t think the use of to-
bacco is likely to affect women more
than men?” ;
“Not in the least. On the contrary, I
object to this' tendency to pit women
against men. Both sexes bglong to the
genus homo, and the physiological effect
of a drug is the same on each. Tobacco
is a drug, and affects men and women
similarly.”

“Have you ever known among wo-
men any. of the more marked physiolog-
ical effects of the use of tobacco?” she
was asked.

“No,” was the reply. “I have heard
of them from other practitioners; there-
fore I must not say they do not exist,
I mean smoker’s heart and affection of
the eye-sight. But whether they are or
are not found among women, the argu-
ment remains the same; that is, that
with regard to the effect of tobacco-
smoking, women and men art consti-
tuted alike.”
