A Talk on Dust

Dust may be said to consist of almost
any matter so finely divided as to becpme
. capable of being raised into aud sustalped
. by the air when the latter is in motion.
That the air is almost always in motion is
evident to everyone. Outside in the open,
of course, this is its natural condition,
while inside the house, the difference of
temperature between one room and an-
other, the passing of the inmates through
the house, the opening and! closing of doors
and so forth comstantly keep up a succes-
sion of drafts consequently, dust more ‘or
or less is everywhere, except, perhaps, in
the air over the open sea, in the heart of
some kinds of forests and over some unin-
babitated mountain heights.
If dust be examined under the micro-
scope, that is, dust ordinarily found in our
households, it will be seen to be composed

Perfect weather marked today’s opening
of the Greater St. John Exhibition, and
the promiee of its continuation throughout
the day indicates another large attendance.
During the morning the fair was visited
by several thousand people and at neon
the larger rush of visitors commenced.
Weather conditions give assurance that
the complete programme will be carried
out in full today.

The attendance for the first three days
totals 31,422, as compared with 27,383 in
1910, and 21,812 in 1908.

The afternoon and evening band con-
certs will be given by the Carleton Cornet
Band, and the ladies’ orchestra will again
be heard in the main building.

A feature of special interest today will
be the athletic competition at 6.30 p.m.

Wonderful Work in Air

Cecil Peoli, the youthful bird-man again
demonstrated his mastery over the air be-
fqre wondering townsmen in today’s
flights. The morning flight was for alti-
‘tude, and since some people have ceased
{0 call his feats wonderful, a change
brought about by his repeated successful
ascents, they have begun to call them
pretty. Pretty could well be applied to
this morning’s accomplishment, if the word
be taken in the gense of graceful. The avi-
ator ascended to a height over the south-
‘ern part of the city and then, in a wide
circle, began®the ascent to higher altitudes.
He circled three times, the third time
“banking” his machine to accommodate
the narrow diameter of the circle he was
attempting to such an extent that spec-
tators were awaiting the moment when it

he seemed to pause, appearing as does a
sea fowl about to dive, and then with one
great swoop glided down the air to earth,
‘his engine barely rotating. - :

cratic Gains in Vermont
Election

Roosevelt Candidate Well up to Demo-

Place—Republicans,

for First Time, Fail to Elect Their Can-
 didate for Governor |

(Special to Times.)

White River ‘Junction, Sept. 4 — The
strength of the new progressive party and
the gains of the Democrats threw today’s
election for Governor into the legislature.
Allen M. Fletcher, Republican, failed to
receive a majority vote. This is the firat
presidential year in which the Vermont
Republicans have failed to carry their can-
didate into office with a large majority.
Fletcher received -22,368; Harland B. Howe,
Demacrat, 17,504; Rev. Fraser Metzger,
Progressive, 13,630; Clement F. Smith, Pro-
hibitionist, 1,341, and Fred W. Suitor, So-
cialist, 976.

The next legislature will have 110 Re-
publicans, thirty-six Democrats, fourteen
Progressives in the lower branch and thir-
ty republican senators, practically assur-
ing a republican governor. In Vermont
if a candidate fails to receive a majority
of the popular vote, the election goes to
the legislature.

Congressmen Frank L. Greene and Frank
Plumley, Republicans, were re-elected. The
September elections in Vermont have been
used as a fairly reliable barometer of the
November presidential elections and the
failure of the republicans to win the gov-
ernorship is considered significant. The
Test of the republican'state ticket won
with comparative ease.

The Maine election will be on next Mon-

day.
(Canadian Press)
White River Junction, Vt., Sept. 4&—~The
close race of the three parties, Republi-
can, Democratic and Progressive, in yester-

day’s election, was emphasized today in
the revision of returns of the vote for
governor. The revised returns from all
but thirty-one emall towns in the state
are as follows:

Allen M. Fletcher (Republican), 23,599.

Parlan B. Howe (Democrat), 18,464,

Rev. Fraser Metsgir (Progress), 14,204.

Clement F. Smith. (Prohib.), 1,429.

Fred. W, Suitor (Socialist), 1,010.

It is expected that the Republicans will
have a substantial majority in the legisla-
ture, although there are nearly eighty-one
towns yet to report on the vote for re-
presentative.

The strength of the progressive vote
was the feature of the election. The De-
mocrats also increased their vote over two
years ago. The falling off in the republi-
can vote was marked. Indications were
that a great part of the defection went
to the Progressives, although the Demo-
crats aleo gained, and a few of the republi-
can votes went to the prohibition ticket.

The result of the election has been
greatly encouraging to the progressive
party of the state. Both progressive and
democratic leaders professed to see in the
result a good prospect to defeat the re-
publicans in the presidential election in
November in Vermont.

Many political - observers also said the
result in Vermont yesterday indicated an
overturn of the republican national ad-
ministration. This was based on the be-
lief that a falling off in the republican
majority in Vermont below 25,000 indicat-
ed the defeat of the republican party in
November. .

such . The man-of-war that carried his
bedy to Yokohama flew no _emblems pf
mourning; meals were eerved in the cabin
where he was supposed to be, and the
military and naval daily reports were made
to his deaf ears every morning and evening
as if he were alive. .

On arriving at Yokohama the ship was
received with the usual honors and, ar-
rayed in his field marshal’s uniform, he
was ‘“‘seen” seated in a saloon carriage on
the railroad, his staff in their places around
him. ‘Arrivihg at Tokio, the ‘same gor-
geously -uniformed figure was conveyed to
a coupe, which was driven to the prince's
palace, and it was only on the following
day, that is to say, within a few hours
of his obsequies, that the public and offi-
¢ial announcement of his death was mgde.

The strange ride of this Japanese prince

through the streets of Tokio recalls to
mind an experience of the late Nubar
Pasha, a celebrated Egyptian statesman
and premier, which I had from his own
lips in Cairo. When Abbas L died, strangl-
ed ‘in his harem in his gloomy and sombre
desert palace of Benha, twenty miles from
Cairo, Nubar was governor of the capital
The news_of the despot’s death was se-
cretly brought to him at dehd of night. He
hastened to Benha as fast as the fleetest
horse could carry him, and on arriving
there summoned the head-eunuch, giving
strict orders that not a soul should be per-
mitted to stir from the palace.
Qrdering the state carriage to be brought
to the private entrance he, assisted by
the head-eunuch, placed the body of the
dead ruler in a sitting position in it and,
taking his own seat opposite as usual,
drove the twenty miles to Cairo, surround-
ed by guards and the usual pomp, in this
ghastly companionship, being compelled to
use the utmost care to keep the corpse
from being tumbled forward upon himself
by the jolting of the carriage. Although
it was daylight when he reached the cap-
ital, and the streets were crowded, he
reached the citadel without exciting sus-
picion, and at once causing the guns of
that stronghold to be trained on the city,
he proclaimed Prince Said as Khedive, thus
crushing a conspiracy which had been or-
ganized for the purpose of bringing Prince
Hamid to the throne.

After all, one must remember that the
old court etiquette in IKurope provided
that, as until recently in Japan, royalty
should be regarded as alive until laid in
the tomb. Thus, in France under the old
regime, during the entire forty days that
the embalmed body of the sovereign lay in
state in the Cathedral of St. Denis, the
court ceremonies were carried on within
the,abbey as though he were alive. The
royal table would be set every night in the
refectory, and the grand master of the
ceremonies, when dinner was brought up,
would proceed in full uniform to the chan-
cel of the church where his royal master
lay, and with a low obeisance would ex-
claim: “Sire the dinner is served accord-
ing to Your Majesty's orders!” Then the
chamberlain on duty by the catafalque
would respond with dignity: “His Majesty
has been graciously pleased to dine al-
ready. and desires to remain undisturbed.”
Whereupon the master of ceremonies
would retire backward, with the customary
three low obeisances to the king, and or-
der the meal removed and given to’ the
poor, assembled to receive it at the abbey
gates.

Appropos of the Salvation Army, it is
interesting just now to recall that, where-
as Queen Victoria addressed the founder
of that organization as “The Rev. William
Booth,” Edward VII. after becoming king,
addressed him as “General” and caused
him to be officially referred to as such
in the court circular, on the occasion when
his audience at Buckingham Palace was
recorded. The acknowledgement of the
evangelist’s military title by the sovereign
caused a considerable stir in military cir-
cles, and thenceforth the English newspa-
pers dispensed with quotation marks when
alluding to his rank as general of the or-
ganization. Only the London ‘Times” to
the ‘very last retained them.

Hi; son and successor, Bramwell Booth,
received an invitation to King Edward’s
coropation as the representative of a re-
ligious body.

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THE VERMONT ELECTIONS
The news from Vermont is bad news
for President Taft and the Republiga
party. The September elections in Ver-
mont are regarded as a fairly good indica-
tion of what will happen in the president-
ial elections in November. In Vermont
yesterday the Republican candidate for
governor failed to secure a majority of the
popular vote, and his election, under the
Vermont law, is now thrown upon the
legislature. The Republicans have a ma-
jority in the legislature,  and their candi-
date will win, but the point is that he
failed to secure the customary Republican
majority of the popular vote- Only once
‘before in fifty-nine years has this happen-
ed. Ever eince 1853 Vermont has been
overwhelmingly Republican. The Provi-

dence Journal says:—
. “Since 1853 no candidate of the major-

ity party has failed of receiving a large
majority of the popular vote, except in
1902, when Percival W. Clement, the
candidate of the License Republicans, was
given 28,201 votes, as against 31,864 for Me-
Oullough, Republican, 7,364 for McGettrick,
Democrat, and 2,408 for Sherbourne, Pro-
hibitionist. McCullough was ‘elected by the
‘legislature, but a majority of both houses
passed an enabling act, submitting the
question of the repeal of prohibition to the
people. If Mr. Fletcher fails to receive
& majority of the popular vote at the ap-
roaching election, it will be only the
wond time in fifty-nine years that the
Grand Old Party’ has so failed.”
"' Mr. Fletcher has failed. Not only have
‘the Democrats made large gains but the
;‘Prog}'essiva, or Roosevelt men, captured
“nearly 14,000 votes for their candidate.
The result in Vermont indicates that

THE FORESTRY ASSOCIATION
~ The Canadian Forestry Association is
‘ this year holding its convention, at which
~ New Brunswick is represented by Premier
. Flemming, in Victoria, BC. The Colonist
. of that city points out that British Colum-
' bia has taken the lead in the adoption
" of a wise policy of forest conservation and
» utilization. We quote:—
“The establismment of the forestry
. branch of the provincial govetnment has
probably done more to advertise this prov-
ince among the forestry experts of the
world than any other feature of the pol-
icy of the McBride administration. It has
¢ brought together a body of young and
ambitious, thoughtful men, who are bound
to do most valuable work not only for

_—the men and women of today, but for

sse who are to come after. And it is
-ady certain that this new departure
P be one of the chief topics to be dis-
cussed by the coming forestry convention.
“The legislation of last sesson of the
provincial legislature ig everywhere admit-
ted to be the most advanced forestry legis-
i lation that hae been enacted on this conti-
nent, and it has already been paid the
" compliment of being taken into considera-
‘ tion by the great state of California as
* the basis for similar protection of its tim-
" ber resources.”
The Canadian Forestry Association was
organized in 1000, and has done much to

i
arouse public interest in the (:onservatim'l1
of forest wealth. It has received the '
hearty support of the leaders of both poli-,
tical parties, and the Governor General s !
its patron. Of the need of such an as- |
sociation, and the value of its werk, Sir
Wilfrid Laurier eaid in a recent speech:—

“It has taken us a tong time to realize
that the forest is one of the greatest as-
sets of our country. Of course, we know
that one thousand acres under tillage will
support a larger population than one thou-
sand acres covered with forest. But we
have commenced to learn also that, un-
less certain portions of the country are
covered with trees, remain under forest,
the eoil as a whole will not be as produc-
tive as it would be otherwise. There -are
certain portions of the earth’s surface in
every country, and particularly in Can-
ada, which were designed and intended by
nature to remain in forest. In the nature
of things, everything has an enemy, but
besides these enemies which attack the
forest as part of the work of nature, the
forest has three enemies of which I de-
sire to say a word. These three enemies
are the settler, the railway and the pros-
pector. The settler cannot always appre-
ciate that there are certain parts of the
country which ought to remain under
trees. If he sees two hundred acres in a
small valley which he thinks suitable for
tillage, he very often does not care if, by
clearing the soil on that 200 acres, he de-
stroys perhaps 100,000 acres of timber. If
the conservation commission which was
appointed eome years ago, and which has
been doing eplendid work, were to apply
iteelf to making a survey of the whole
country to carefully point out which part
should remain in forest and which should
be given to the settler, I am eure the
prime minister would not hesitate to put
an appropriation in she estimates in or-
der to have this map distributed over the
whole country eo that every man ehould
know what land ought to remain in for-
est and what could be given to the eet-
tler. I think we are all agreed that the
hillsides and all the plateaux which are
the eource of rivers should be conserved
sacredly in forest, for if these hillsides and
plateaux are denuded of their forests the
rivers will suffer and the climate be af-
fected.”

POWER FOR THE FARM

Why should not the farmers of the up-
iper St. John valley be provided with hydro-
electric power from Grand Falls? In On-
tario power ig. being taken to the farmis,
as a result of the adoption of the great
hydro-electric power scheme by the gov-
ernment of that province. The Ottawa
Free Press gives the following entertain-
ing account of the activities of Hon. Adam
Beck in connection with this scheme:—
“This week the Hon. Adam Beck took
his hydro-electric power to the Ontario
farmer. We use the possessive pronoun
‘his’ advisedly, because . whenever one
thinks of hydro-electric in Ontario he in-
variably links up the name of Beck.
Adam Beck just got all the apparatus to-
gether, carted it out to a farm near To-
ronto, tapped an electric wire, and had all
the farm machinery buzzing in no time,
buzzing without heat, without labor,
without noise. The current was running
everything from a churn to a threshing
machine, That done he gave the farmer
a talk on the cost of electricity. That was
the principal part of the demonstration—
trust an Ontario farmer to ask the cost.
It’s safe betting that he convinced most
of them, too, because any man that can
convince Sir James Whitney on any new
subject is an extraordinary convincer.
Beck had to do that to start his hydro
scheme. This plan of Beck’s bids fair to
do a great deal of good for this province.
Anything that helps solve the problem of
labor on the farm is of immense benefit
to Ontario. It means quicker returns for
the farmer; and perhaps some small drop !
in the cost of living in the cities. It may
help to re-inhabit the hundreds of aban-
doned farms throughout the province.’

Ontario school teachers, who, like those
of all the eastern provinces, are poorly
paid, are to receive an increase in salary. |
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Excellent progress' has been made in|
harvesting the western wheat crop, and |
there is little or no danger of damage by
frost. i

Olympia, Wash., Sept. 3—The constitu-
tionality of the law providing for the steri-
lization of habitual criminals and those
guilty of unnatural crimes, was upheld by
the supreme court today, in sustaining the
sentence imposed on Peter Fielen, of Seat-
tle, who also is under sentence of life im-
prisonment. i

New York, Sept. 3—On the application
of District-Attorney Whitman the case of
Police Lieutenant Chas. Becker, charged
with the murder of Herman Rosenthal,
was transferred today from the court of
general sessions to the criminal branch of
the supreme court before Justice John W.
Goff, sitting in extraordinary term. Jus-
tice Goff granted the application, agreeing
not only that Becker should be tried be-
fore him but that he should plead to the
indictment before bhim.

GOOD WORK OF 8. P. C.

At the quarterly meeting of the New
Brunswick Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty, which was held yesterday, Secre-
tary Wetmore reported that during the
time from June 1 to Aug. 31, the work
done by him was as follows: Twenty-nine
horses were removed from work for various
causes, eighty-seven people had been cau-
tioned for ill-treating their horses, fifty-
four people for neglecting their cattle and
other stock and four for mneglecting dogs
and cats, two for robbing bird’s nests and
shooting pidgeons, and twenty for neglect-
ing children and other persons. Three cases
were taken to court.

THE ’LONGSHOREMEN.

At a meeting of ’longshoremen, tug-boat
men, coal workers, and others last evening
T V. O’Connors, general president of the
"Longshoremen’s International Union, made
an address dealing with the project of
forming a North Atlantic division of the
union. He referred to the question of mak-
ing an agreement between the writish and
European branches of the union, and the
workers on this side of the Atlantic,
whereby both would refuse to discharge
cargo loaded by non-union labor in time
of strikes.

Attendance at The Exhibition
Yesterday Was
7,500 .

FERTURES OF THE DAY

A Glance at the Educatien Ex-
hibit, the Fruit Show and The
Dairy Department—Some More
of the Prize-winners

ot

The attendance at the exhibition was
good notwithstanding unfavorable weather,
and the fair was visited and enjoyed by
7,500 people. This brings the total at-
tendance, so far, to 31,422, which is more
than 4,000 greater than for the first three
days of the: Dominion® fair in 1910
Throughout the day cloudy weather pre-
vailed, and rain began to fall about §
o’clock, continuing until late enough in the
evening to discourage thousands who had
been planning to spend the evening at the
exhibition. Owing to the rain it was
found necessary to cancel the evening per-
formance in front of the grandstand and
the fireworks programme.

During the morning the aeroplane made

| & successful flight, but the 6 o’clock flight

also had to be cancelled. This was not
due to the rain, as the aviator wiil fly
under almost any weather conditions, but1
was caused by the high' tide. The incom;
ing waters of Courtenay Bay covered the
flats so quickly and so completely that the
aviator did not have sufficient room to
make a start.

In order to avoid such a contingency to-
day Mr. Peoli made his first ascension at
10.30 o'clock and his second at 1.30 in the
aftefnoon. .

St. Mary’s Band yesterday furnished the
music for the out-door programme and the
City Cornet band will be on hand today
with a choice programme.

In a secluded portion of the gallery in
the main building, facing the entrance to
the educational department there is an ex-
hibit which should interest and delight
every mother who visits the fair. This is
the Free Kindergarten booth. For one as
interesting as it is, the booth isin a poor
location and very apt to be passed by be-
cause of ineufficient advertising. Yet to
those who stop there is a lesson to be
learned in the care and education of small
children. The exhibi¢ consists of the fur-
niture and equipment of a kindergarten
and samples of the work accomplished by
the pupils. Everything from the decora-
tion of the booth to its smallest detail, is
suggestive of the work earried on. Strung
across:the front of the booth are chains of
green and yellow chaine of paper cut in
circles and half circles such as aré used
by the children. About the walls are run
decorative borders made of paper figures
by the youngstere and the child’s calendar
for the year on which a weather record of
%h,q..dt s of the month is kept. The fit-
ings the booth comeiet of the tables,
work .benches and building blocks used in
the achool work. Hung from the ceiling
is a lamp made of the cube, square an
cylinder, and this, like the rest of the
booth is suggestive but this time the sug-
gestion reverts to the memory of the
founder .of kindergarten work, Froebel,
whose monument consists of a similar com-
bination. In charge of the exhibit, is an
accomplished teacher who is only too will-
ing to explain the object ana advantages
of the work. On Wednesday, Thursday
and Friday afternoons, demonstrations of
the work will be given by the children
themselves under the direction of their
teachers. !

Were it not for the redeeming feature
whith consists of W. H. Wiles’ birch bark
work, the exhibit in the educational de-
partment of the fair would be a failure.
As it is the uniqueness and skill shown in
this single collection of bark work helps
to make up the deficiency in the other
branches. The pressed flower collections
on exhibition are not up to the standard
neither in quantity or quality What few
collections that are shown, although they
have stood the test of some years and
thus reflect credit on the exhibitors,
have also been subject to the abuse of
years and can hardly be said to be of the
standard neatness. In the natural wood
department, the eame scarcity is notice-
able in the size of the collections. Mr.
Wiles’ collection is truly remarkable. It
consists of envelopes, sheets suitable for
writing, napkin rings, whisk holders, and
small and large boxes euitable for holding
small knicknacks. The gem of the whole
collection is a lady’s shopping bag, made
of birch bark. This satchel is about eight
inches long and of a proportionate height
and depth, has pliable end and can be
used as carelessly as any leather-made bag
and with every bit as much safety. The
collection’is the result of work in leisure
hours and has been made by one who
never, until the last eighteen months
turned his attention to the construction of
such curios. Mr. Wiles is a resident of
Lower Derby (N. 8.), and has placed
samples of his work among the fair ex-
hibits for the purpose of showing the
possibilities of this work.

The Fruit.

In epite of the adverse weather condi-
tions throughout the maritime provinces
during the growing season, the horticul-
tural exhibit at the fair is one that does
credit to the organizers who secured it
and to the farmers of the provinces. The
fruit exhibit is of a very fine quality,
though in quantity it does not meet the
standard set by the Dominion Fair. The
grain and vegetables would, in the eyes of
one of the judges, bel hard to beat any-
where or at any time. In the fruit de-
partment, a noticeable thing is the fact

| that out of the plum, pear and peach

classes not one exhibit is representative
of the New Brunswick farmer’s stock.

for one (1) well per five (5) acres, or less,
there is room for onme hundred (100) ad-
ditional wells to be sunk on the area al-
ready ceveioped, when the time comes to
treat this region as an oil field.

A ten (10) inch line has been laid from
the gas wells situate (10) miles south cf
the city of Moncton into |the eaid city,
whereby gas hae been put into general usc, |
not only for domestic but also for manu-
facturing purposes.

The following paper was read by Mayor
Reilly, of Moncton, at the recent meeting
of the Canadian Municipalities Conven-
tion:—

Natural gas has been lastly called na-
ture’s greatest gift to mankind. -

It is a cheap, efficient and clean selfsup-
porting fuel with -very many advantages.
It contributes very materially to the in-
dustrial development of the communities
to which it is supplied.

The maritime proyinces claim the distinc-
tion of having ome of the most recently
developed, as well as what promises to be
cne of the largest gas and petroleum fields
yet discovered.

The development in New Brunswick is
very interesting. It was known to exist
more than fifty years ago, hence these
fields can claim the distinction of being
| the first, as well as the last.

In 1859 near the city of Moncton, the
first well was drilled, which ' gave evi-
dence of gas from shallow sands. At 1n-

tions of oil were also present, yet the deep-
er gas and oil sands were not reached.The
existence of oil and gas and their continu-
ity over a large extent of country was,
however, proven. The oil wells, each var-
ied in production from about one '(1) to
five (5) bbls. per day. Notwithstanding
these discouragements the secretary of the
company, Mr. Mathew Lodge, exhibited
such persistent faith in' these fields that
he induced an English company to con-
tinue the work of development. They, un-
der the field management of an expert
from the United States, after drilling three
barren wells, completed fifteen (15) large
producing ones. These demonstrated be-
yond a doubt, it was one of the largest
gas fields yet discovered.

Tt has only been turned into the main
leading from these fields to the city of
Moncton since March 23rd, 1912, therefore,
the amount has not been sufficient to give
any intimation or test of the staying quali-
ties of these gas-producing sands.

To the present time twenty (20) or
more wells have been drilled from which
a daily flow of about sixty millions cubic
feet has been developed. The best natural
gas practice has been observed in sinking
the wells, that is one per “every thirty or
forty acres.

A great portion of the area bearing gas
also contains oil sands. Thege sands have
been touched, more or less, in the develop-
ment of gas. However, the gas wells are

The state should be
the pioneer in the conservation of this
natural product.

1t should also be safegnarded from the
standpoint of securing oil from the same
fields as the waste of itself is not so mueh
ag} ig incident to the development to the
oil.

In the province of Ontario wise legisla-
tion has been enacted protecting this prov-
duct. Under this legislation a tax is lev-
ied of two (2) cents per thousand cubic
feet on natural gas with a rebate of ninety
(90) " per cent. when used in Canada.

The province of New Brunswick so far
has not interested itself along those lines,
but the present development is educating
an interest that will certainly bring about
provieions through the proper medium to
preserve and protect this natural asset.

The New Brunswick oil eupply alone
ought to be favorably considered, having
in view the fuel for the British navy and
merchant marine service. Tt is 1,000 mil=s
nearer Great Britain than any other Brit-
ish oil field and is located at tide water.

SOME OF THE REASONS

Steamship Fares Are Lower and
a Goed Bonus to the Booking
Agents is Making Them Very
Active — Berden Losing a
Chance ?

(Times’ Special Correspondents)
London, Aug. 20—It was remarked the
other day when Canada’s participation in
the navy was under discussion, that Mr.
Borden could not get more valuable ad-
vertising for the dominion than in an an-
nouncement that Canada was going to take
practical action in this matter. A man
who is interested in financial matters ven-
tured the opinion that there was no more
effective way of tuning up the present in-
different appetite of the market for Cana-
dian securities. He believed that the imag-
ination of the British public would be stir-
red and that even among conservative fin-
anciers a new enthusiasm would arise.

That Australia reahzes the advertising

value of patriotism 1s illustrated by the
fact that the first mesaage on her ‘“daily
message board,” which is probably the
largest in London, reads:—
" ¢““Australia’s share in the defence of the
empire for 1912-13 amounts to about £5.-
500,000. This will make a total of about
£13000000 expended on defence by the
kxng’s four and a half million subjects in
Australia.”

Bir George Reid, who is now with you in
Canada, is looked on as one of the keen-
est publicity agents in London, and the
advertising value of Buch an announcement
iz fully appreciated here.

Australia Out-doing Canada

Australia is making great strides in the
emigration field. Not long ago, Canada
did not regard her competition as serious,
but, during the last twelve months there
‘has been a great change and the number
of British people ‘who go to Australia is
now limited onmly by :the accommodation
that can be provided in the steamers. A
well-known booking  agent told me that
Canada would have to make stronger cf-
forts to secure the emigrating Briton, and
that his experience was that for every en-
quiry he received abont Canada, he receiv-
ed two for Australia.” There was no com-
parison thizs year between the two coun-
tries he said, and it is the farmer’s son
with capital that is heading for Australia.
This seems to be the opinion of many
agents.

and in view of the fact that it is proposed
to put new stedMers on the Australian
route next year, Canada stands to suffer
severely.

Emigration, of course, rests to a large ex-
tent with the booking agent. People in this
centre look to him for advice, and what
he says greatly influences their decision.
When it is considered that the hooking
agent gets much more profit out of settlers
that he sends to Australia, it is obvious
that he is going to study his own inter-
estg first.

Another point to be: considered is that
the Australian government pays a booking
agent a commission on the capital the set-
tler takes with him, and the other day it
was pointed out that on a family of six
persons with $3,000, his bonuses and com-
missions would amount to nearly $90. Send-
ing the same family to Canada would
bring him in about $25. Then, of course,
the fares to Australia are, in many cases,
lower than to Canada. . Altogether, Aus-
tralia is now a severe compentor and in
emigration circles the opinion is growing
that Canada has got to get out for busi-
ness if she is to hold her own.

A CABLE RECORDER.

One of the most ingenious devices em-
ployed to record cable messages is used in
foreign countries. A fine wire is stretched
vertically between poles of a powerful el
ectro-magnet. The currents from the cable
in paesing through the wire cause it to be
deflected, according to their direction at
one time to the north and another to the
eouth poIL of the magnet. The sghadow of
the wire, projected across a marrow slit,
falls as a black spot. upon a strip of pho-
tographic paper that is caused to travel
at a fixed rate of speed.

When the message hag been received the
photographlc paper that is caused to re-
volve is automatically developed and be-
comes the handwriting of the instrument,
to be ready when desired. It is claimed
that a speed of 70 words per minute has
been attained with this novel recorder.
The machine has not been placed in use in
America.

It is wholly a matter between the
publisher of the song and his claque.

“There is a countless horde of writers of
so-called popular songs at work in the
various song factories of New York. Every
one of them has his head buzzing with re-
ports of fabulous sums realized from the
sale of popular songs—sums running up
into hunderds of thousands of dollars.
Every one of them hopes to coin his buoy-
ant anticipations into these hundreds of
thousands, and every song publisher has
his ear on the ground to catch the first
note of success.

The payments for the month of August
amounted to the sum of $45,834.78.

The recommendations of the commission-
er of harbors, ferries and public lands were
adopted as follows:

That arrangements be made with the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company for re-
pairing the trestles at berths Nos. 1, 2, 3
and 4, Sand Point, by the railway com-
pany, at cost price, payment thereof to be
made upon presentation of properly certi-
fied bills. The estimate and specification
are to be prepared by the C. P. R. en-
gineer and agreed to by the city engineer
and commissioner, the expenditure not to
exceed the amount of the estimate, and
that an agreement be drawn up by the
recorder.

“That the renewal lease issued to the St.
John Iron Works, Ltd., for seven years
from Nov. 1, 1911, for a lot in Charlotte
street, be ratified.”

The Canada Brush Company is to get a
lease of lots 5, 6 and 7, Block F, fronting
in Duke street, to be used for manufactur-
ing purposes only, at an annual rental of
