IT IS TO LAUGH

American ~self-complacency dies hard.
The people of the United States were so
long taught to believe that theirs was the
greatest country and themselves the great-
est people on the face of the earth, that
even yet we occasionally find a man, who
éugbt to be intelligent and well-informed,
bétmyihg a mixture of ignorance and ill-
breeding which would be ridiculous if it
were not pathetic.

Here is Representative Bepnet,” of
New York, gravely * asking congress
to’ request President Taft to nego-
tiate at once with the British
government for the annexation 'of
Canada to the United States. Whepe, did
Mr. Bennet receive his education? Has he
éver been farther from New York than to
Washington? Has anyppe ever told him
that there is a region north of the bound-
ary line that is larger in area than the
United States, rich beyond the' dreams of
avarice in resources, and inhabited by a
free people, whose government is more
democratic than that of his own country?

Has nobody whispered to Mr. Bennet
that it is the ambition of Canada eventu-
ally to civilize and annex the United
States, remove the capital to Ottaws, drive
the bulls and bears from Wall Street, de-
stroy the trusts and combines, reform the
divorce Jaws, and introduce a system of
popular education which would embrace a
knowledge of the world at large, and would
in general teach the citizens the merits
of a modest attention to their own busi-
ness?

CRIMINALS, AND -
CRIME INCREASES

Blue Book of Figures in England
and Wales Shows Big Increase
in Trials for Indictable Offences

London, Feb. 15—A blue book just issued
giving the judicial -statistics of - England
and Wales indicates that during the period
of 18948 the annual average of people
tried for indictable offences was 52,208;
for 1809-1003 it was 55,018; for 10048 it
had risen to 62,000. In 1908 it increased to
68,116, the largest number on record:. In

1909 it fell to 67,149.
In an introduction: to this blue book

in the home office; he accounts—not offi-
‘clally—-for the altered situation. It is due
in his opinion to “a growing indisposition
to prosecute for offences of a less serious
kind, a growing inclination toward lenien-
ey to first offenders, a growing reluctance
to take the trouble to prosecute a thief,
who, if he is convicted, is likely to be let
off with little or no punishment; and it
is consequently probable that the real in-
crease in crime has been even greater than
is shown by the figures relating to. the
number of persons prosecuted.”

Mr. Simpson says. that since 1898 there
has been marked increase in the sentiment
of compassion and a tendency to-side with
the lawbreaker in his conflict againsf the
law. There is too much talk as if crime
were simply the ontcome of the revolt of
the poor against the rich.” “The feeling
of dissatisfaction with the inequalities of l
our existing social system at the preaent'
time is so deep and general that any one
professing to take part in' such a revolt
may count on securing a good deal of pub-
lic sympathy.” A sensational press and a
general reading of a type of fiction that
dwells on crime and its mystaries also are
some causes. .

Coming at a time when Winston Church-
jll, as a cabinet official, is leading in a “re-

ing of some of the hardships of criminals,
and at a time when Mr. Galsworthy, the
dramatist and fiction writer , is casting his
influence in the same direction, this semi-
official declaration againt sentimentalism
in connection with crime and the presum-
able evil it works is the more suggestive
and valuable.

WASTE OF W00D

PULP SUPPLY

Musch is Claimed for a Process
Which Has Been Given Trial
in a Maine Mill

Bangor, Me., ¥eb. 16—At the mill of the
Eastern Manufactyring Company in South
Brewet there has been in Butcessful opera-
tion upon a large scale for four months
past a process by which is prevented the
waste of one-fourth of the pulp wood sup-
ply—a ‘waste which until recently -was
thought to be unavoidable in the manufsac-
ture of wood pulp.

This process, the invention 6f Fred W.
Ayer, ‘president of the Eastérn*Manufac-
turing Company, is likely to be in wwe in
every pulp mill in the country within a
few years.. The wood, with the bark at-
tachel is immersed in hot water, prefer-
ably maintained at a  temperature  ap-
proaching the boilihg point, until theé wood
and bark have become thoroughly: satur-
ated and the cementitions matter or bark
glue has become gelatinous or partially
liquid.

This takes from two to four hours, ac-
cording to the condition of the wood be-
fore immersion. The wood is then re-
moved from the water in saturation to
maintain the bark glue jn the loose lub-
ricant gelatinous condition' for a consid-
erable time, a° time which is amply ‘suffic-
ient to allow for the removad of the bark
by gentle mechanical treatment.

Simply tumbling the wood in a rotary
drum suffices to shake off the bark which
in its satnrated condition adheres to the
wood by suction. This treatment com-

1 pletely deénudes each piece of wood from

jts bark coveting, the bark 'strips from
the knots and other depressions perfect-
1y and cleanly, leaving the wood in condi-
tion for the immediate reduction to pulp.

The same process is applied to round
logs previously sawed into convenient
lengths, and, if desired, scored Tofigitudinal-
ly throtigh the 'bark to facilitate its re-
moval, By this means every particle of

“1fiber available for paper is saved. The

process thus presents a satisfactory. con-

4| trast over the old ‘method of cutting the

bark, which involves the destructive re-
moval ‘6f 20 per cent of the wood fiber.

The new procéss has been in operation
at this mill for sufficient time to afford
accurate estimate of its value as follows:—
The mill is given 55 per cent increase of
pulp stock, provided it cuts only the same
amount of lumber and wood as herétofore,
and this increase is not offset by any in-
crense in expenditure, but, as far as can
be estimated, the reverse is the ‘case,
