you, my friends, religion is not what we consider it to be,~—g
multiplicity of ceremonies and words in Latin, of which we
understand nothing whatever. Religion is a matter between
God and ourselves ; and God tells us jn this book all that we
must believe in order to be sayed.’ *’

“Already from several of the Departments,” continues M.
de Pressensé, T receive letters inf'urming me that various
wldiers who had shared in the distributions effected in your
name have carried their New Testaments to their families,
and that they very highly prize the volume. They speak of
it among their friends, and several of our ¢

olporteurs have
mentioned to me that in more-

than one locality this has most
materially aided thegy in effecting sales.” 5

A noble example of individual zeal on behalf of the Spiri-
tual welfare of the French soldiers is mentioned. “T eon-
tinue to have here, in Paris,” says the writer,

““an agent for
carrying on the work among the

soldiers, such as we do not
very often meet with, and who is most valuable to me. This
agent is the wife of a general, who, at the pe

riod when the
(tovernment commenced colle

cting the troops for the war in
the East, obtained for me from the military authoritios special
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guthorization on behalf of the colporteurs. She thus made a
use of her social position for the furtherance of the work
of circulating the Seriptures. Subsequently, she personally
labored, and still labors, in the distribution of the Word of
God. As her assistant, she is always accompanied by her
valet, who was formerly a soldier, and who, having experienced
in his own soul the value of the Bible, is most anxious that
the same happy experience may be acquired by the men still
serving under the flag of France. The lady sallies forth as
often as she is able, in her morning costume, accompanied by
her servant, who for the nonce lays aside his laced livery, and
has always under his arms a goodly number of copies of the
Scriptures. The zeal and devotion of the lady are eminently
crowned with success. During the last fortnight, for instance,
she bas succeeded in disposing of nearly two hundred small-
sized New Testaments ; and she has related facts to me which
prove, that even in the class which appeared the farthest
removed from religious and serious feelings, there is an indi-
cation of a sense of spiritual wants which ought not to, De
neglected.”

M. de Pressensé, in the course of his yearly correspon-
dence, dwells very fully on the labors of the colporteurs, and
bears decided testimony to their unexceptionable Christian
demeanor. Many interesting incidents connected with their
work are detailed, but we cannot in this brief. outline find

room for them.

In Brroroy, the good work is progressing in the face of
great opposition. That a feeling in favor of Bible Christianity
is springing up in many directions cannot be doubted ; and
the mealous efforts of the priests to arrest that feeling will, it
is believed, only tend to its further development and increase.
A spirit of thoughtful inquiry is talipg place, resulting from
the very attacks made upon the Bible Society by its enemies,
among whom is a very celebrated ecclesiastic who has been
giving lectures at Liege, endeavoring to prove that the middle
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ages were the golden epoch of the Church’s history, and that
things must be restored to what they weré then. These
attacks have led to conferences of the British ministers, which
bave met with wonderful success.

The Bible Society continues to be highly valued in Hor-
LAND, and the liberal aid it affords in the circulation of the
Scriptures is felt to be of immense importance in a country
wheré there is a manifest tendency to depreciate the great
principles of religious faith.

In GerMaNy, the Society continues to oOperate over an exten-
sive field of labor, comprised in the three agencies of Cologne,
Frankfort, and Berlin. On the review of the year, there is
sbundant proof of hostility, and on the other hand, many
indications that the agency of the Society is conferring rich
blessings on the father-land of the Reformation. The opposi-
tion, however, is very great ; and, to Judge from the treatment
the poor colporteurs often, experience, it might be supposed
that the ecirculation of the Scriptures is, of all works, most
te be feared and reprobated. As a set-off, however, against
the almost universal efforts of the priests to stop the colpor-
tage of the Scriptures, the following beautiful instance of
codperation will be read pleasure ;

“I first visited,”’ says the colporteur, ‘“the village of
which belongs to the parish of » When I had arrived
at this village and opened my bag, a woman came up to me
whom I seemed to know, but whose face I could not remem-
ber.  She said in a friendly tone, ‘ Last week you gold me a
book, and people told me it was Lutheran. I became very
angry, thinking you had imposed upon me, a simple woman ;
80 I took my book under my arm and went to the priest,
saying, ‘ Mr. Pastor,—here, I have bought a book, and peoplo
tell me it is Lutheran. What do you say to it?’ Then the
priest told me that it was good, and I ought to wish that there
were two in each house instead of one. ¢ When you see tho.

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man aga'm,’ the priest added, * tell him to call on me.” The

book the woman had bought was a New Testament.”
The colporteuy, ¥as induced to visit the priest, and he thus
describes his reception : «T knocked ab the door, and was
told to walk in. There cat before me a tall dark gentleman,
dressed in a long black clerical coat. He wished me good
morning, and then I told him I was the man with the Bibles,
and bhad the Old and New Testaments. * Indeed,’ said he,
* you are that man 9 Sit down.” Then he went out of the
room, and soon returned with some refreshments. He invited
me to eat and drink, gaying, ‘1 dare say you are very tired,
carrying such a heavy burden. I am glad you have come to
pee me, and am rejoiced to hear you have been selling the
Bible at such a low price in my parish, because I am quite
willing to assist you :n the attainment of your noble object.
It is my wish that this Holy Book be read and believed by
young and old. It is the only book which can awaken and
enlighten U8, and really make us better people.””’ The
result of the visit was, that the priest himself became a dis-

An increased
desire for the Scriptures continues to manifest itself amongst
the Mahomedan Turks. One of the most pleasing facts con-
tained in the last Report was, that during the year then
reviewed, 1275 copies of the Turkish Scriptures had been
disseminated.  The expectation based upon that fact has not
Leen disappointed. The demand for the Bible is becoming
more frequent and urgent, indicating that prejudice is yielding
to the influence of enlightened inquiry. The circulation for
the whole year amounted to 2,295 copies, being an increase
of more than 1000 copies as compared with the issues of the
previous year. The most remarkable fact which has occurred
in Turkey during the past year in connexion with the Bible
Society, is the acceptance by the Sultan himself of a copy of
ihe Bible from the hand of the Society’s agent. Tt has been
stated on what is believed to be good authority, that the Sul-
tan is not content that his Bible should be carefully preserved
6s a literary curiosity in his library, but requires that it should
be read in his hearing, that he may inform hims

elf of its eon-
onts.  Who will not offor a prayer that the Spirit of Truth

may shed His celestial illumination on the mind of this poten-

tate, and reveal to him the true Pr phet and Saviour of men?

INp1A is the next country referred to in the Parent Society’s
Report.  The Committce at that time felt encouraged to
persevere in their efforts to act upon the vast population vom-
prised within the sphere of British power and influence, and
their desire was to mako use of every possible opening. Bug
there was no fear expressed, nor the most distant idea that so
awful & calamity was at hand, as that which has rivetted the
altention of the eivilized world during the last few months.
The terrible convulsion in Bengal has very seriously affacted
their work in the Northwestern provinces, particularly st
Agra, where great loss has been sustained. But the Coxa-
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mittee, so far from being discouraged, are about to recommence
their operations on a still larger scale, and “have appealed to
their various Branch Societies for aid in this new enterprise.
This appeal will be referred to in the sequel.

In directing attention to CurNa, one or two events of sad-
dening interest are referred to.  First, the death of the distin-
guished Missionary, Dr. Mepuurst, and then the destruction
by fire of the building and the printing appliances of the
Societf‘:xt Shanghai. There is, however, much to awaken
gratitude to God, in marked instances of the happy results of
the perusal of the .\'criptures,——in the increasing evidence of
the weakening of prejudicds which have interfered with free
intercourse with the natives,—and in the increasing success
of colportage, concerning which many interesting extracts are

given in the Report.

The Committee feel great encouragement in reference to
Arrica: and they refer to the past exploits and future plans
of that noble-hearted and intrvphl‘.\li-‘si«)nary, the Rev. Dr.
LiviNgsToNE, taken in connexion with the successive expedi-
tions up the Niger, as affording grounds to hope that a future
sphere of labor will be opened to the Society, as well as to
the Missionary agencies of the Church. The Committee feel
assured that they may pledge the prompt and cheerful codpe-
ration of the Bible Society in any measures that may help to
render the Script\;&s\gccessiblc to the millions of Africa.

In Souru AMERICA appearances are favorable : an agent
has been employed in New Granada, and quite an interest

excited among the people in reference to the Bible.

The Committee would again acknowledge and deeply feel
their responsibility in being allowed to be the distributors of
God’s Holy Word, ¢ the power of God unto salvation to every
one that believeth.” But they would not accept all the
responsibility of even this small offshoot of the tree of life,
but would remind their contributors that it is only as they
give them the ability that they are enabled to help the good
cause,—only as they place the means in their power, that
they can assist that Society which may surely be called the
Mother and Mistress of all religious societies, inasmuch as
without her operations the Church and the Missionary would
be comparatively powerless.

This Association is unlike\all others in the community, in
being unable to give an account of the results of 'its labors,
except in its connexion with the Society of which it is but a
gmall anxiliary. It has little to tell on its own account, but
bow much on behalf of its parent |—little to say, except that
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the localities of these branches, that no less than 32,440
copies have been ordered. Several grahts haye been made
to the French Canadian Missionary Society ; one to the Sabre-
vois Mission, which has excited so much interest among us;
and one to the Grand Ligne Mission. Its receipts for the
year amount to £4,677. It has undertaken to defray the
expense of printing 1,000 copies of the Book of Psalms in
Ojibway, and has distributed two hundred copies in the same
Janguage among the Indians, either as gifts or at reduced
prices,—it being encouraging that these are found to purchase
them. The Auxiliary at Montreal hes two agents. It has
received a grant of 650 Bibles and Testaments for circulation
among Romanists. The' Auxiliarygt Quebec has two colpor-
teurs, converts from Romanism, lﬁ has circulated 1,878
copies of Scriptures, being an inc of 812 over the past

year. 'These accounts cannot fail to be gratifying to all who
sincerely love the Bible,—who see in it, next to His dear
Son, the g.eatest gift of God to man.”

The Committee would not conclude the Report without the
mention that some extension has been made in their operations,
which, though it has as yet made but little increase in their
funds, gives hope that more may be done in future. It has
long been desired to do gomething in Dartmouth in connexion
with the Ladies’ Association ; but hitherto no collectors have
been found to gather in what probably might have been
obtained. This year, two of the Committee, residing in
Halifax, have volunteered to do what they could ; and, though
their success has been small, a beginning has been made,
which may in time lead to greater results. The Committee
therefore trust that the blessing of God is with them ; and are
encouraged by the sure hope, that * he that goeth forth bear-
ing precious seed shall doubtless come again with joy, bringing
his sheaves with him.”’

Much corres-
pondence has at different times taken place with their active
Auxiliaries and other friends of the Bible in that country,
with a view to the extension of the work. Large grants of
Seriptures, Printing and Binding Materials, as well as money,
have been freely voted by the Committee, and various mea-
sures recommended for the wider dissemination of Divine
truth, such as exploratory tours for the express object of Bible
distribution, and an enlarged general system of Cul[xnrtuge by
Native Christian Agency.

In the inscrutable providence of Almighty God, a new era
nOW appears opening upon India. . The fearful and ecriminal
catastrophe which has spread such terror and eruel suffering
through some of its fairest provinces, and which has filled the
whole Empire with consternation, has evidently impressed on
the British public of all classes and religious denominations

This necessarily casts an i‘n(-ronsml responsibility on the
Bible Society.  7T'hat responsibility the Committee desire
fully and solemnly to recognise. They feel assured that thejr
constituents and the Christian public generally would deem
them guilty of a grave dereliction of duty, i they were not
prompt to provide for and to meet every claim as it may arise.
In the discharge, however, of these obligations, the Committee
may have to draw largely on the liberality as well as the sym-
pathy of their supporters. They are aware that measures are
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already in pr(-,pm'ut'mn by the leading Missionary Societies for
inereasing the number of their Agents, and that comprehen-
sive plans of Christian Education are likely to be attempted ;
and while they rejoice in the fact of such efforts being contem-
plated, they also feel that their offoctiveness will materially
depend upon the ready aid and vigorous co-operation of the
Bible Society. The (‘ommittee, moreover, cannot forbear
the expression of their fervent hope, that the restrictions
which have closed the Government Schools against the free
use of the Seriptures may be speedily removed, and thus a
wide scope be afforded for the introduction of the Bible amongst
the youth of India. Am’l, above all, if He who has the
hearts of all men in His hands should in great mercy dispose the
pative mind at large to give a welcome to Christian Instrue-
tion, there will be an opening for the Seriptures both in the
