Dectective Loewenstein and a tailor on
Clark street near Wgshington, was call-
eds He testified that on April 27, Dan
Coughlin bought a pair of trousers at his
place. They.were not a good fitand one of
his men altered them. Coughlin waited
in the store for them, and then put them
on. After chunging his trousers the ex-
detective took all the articles he had car-
ried in the old trousers pockets and
transferred them to the new garment.
Among them were two knives. Witness
was shown the two knives put in evie
dence Friday, and declared them to be
exactly like those he saw that day. He
noticed them oparticularly in the store,
hecause he wanted Coughlin-to let him
take one, and he would not. Witness
said, to the best of his judgment, they
were the same knives. On the cfoss
examiunation witness insisted that t'e
date was April 27. Coughlin’s name
was not on the books because ‘it was a
cash transaction.

Ex-Detective Loewenstein, Coughlin’s
partner, swore that he recognized one
of the knives as the one Coughlin bhad
carried for a long time. The- other. obe
he was pretty sure of, but not positive.

Why the Cat Has Whiskers.

Every one must have observed what
are usually called the whiskers on a
cat’s upper lip. The use of these, in a
state of nature, is very important. They
are organs of touch. They are attached
to a bed of close glands under the skin,
and each of these long hairs is connected
with the nerves of the lip. The slightest
contact of these whiskers with any sur-
rounding object is thus felt most dis-
tinctly by the animal, although the hairs
h lves are i ible. They stand
out on each side of the lion as well as in
the common cat; so that, from point to
point, they are equal to the width of the
animal’s body. If we imagine, there-
fore, a lion stealing through a covert of
wood in an imperfect light we shall at
once sce the use of these long hairs.
They indicate to'him, through the nicest
feeling, any obstacle which may present
itself to the passage of his body; they
prevent the rustling of boughs and
leaves, which would give warning to his
prey if he was to attempt to pass through
too close a bush; and thus, in conjunction,|
with the soft cushions of his feetand the
fur upon which he treads (the claws never
coming in contact with the ground), they
enable him to move toward his victim
with a stillness even greater than that
of the snake, which creeps along the
grass and is not perceived until it is
coiled round his prey.—Exchange.

THOMAS BREAKS RECORDS.

Sidney Thomas, the English champion
ten-mile runner, now & member of the
Manhattan Athletic Club, beat the best
American amateur records from 10} to
16 miles at the Manhattan-club grounds
Saturday. In addition to altering the
records at the even quarter miles Thomas
also broke the record of one hour run-
ning, making ten miles 1,182} yards.
The previous amateur record was ten
miles 904§ yards, Ly W.T. Young of
New York. The best English amateur
record is 11 miles 932 yards, by W. G.
George of London.

The record-breaking commenced after
passing the ten-mile mark. The first
one to go was 10} miles, which was ac-
complished in 59 minutes 6 3-5 seconds.
Thomas finished 11 miles in 1 hour 1
minutes and 53 3-5 seconds ; 12 miles in
1 hour 7 minutes and 50 2-5 setonds; 13
miles in 1 hour, 13 minutes and 56 335
seconds ; 14 miles in 1 hour, 20 minutes
and 26 3-5 seconds, and 15 miles in 1
hour 27 minutes and 11 3-5 seconds. The
previous American record for 15 miles
was 1 hour 36 minutes and 7 seconds.
