To Owners and Masters of
British Ships ‘

The attention of Owners and Masters of British Ships is called
to the 74th Section of the ‘“Merchant Shipping Act, 1894.”
75.—(1) A Ship belonging to a British Subject shall l}oist the
proper national colors—

(a) on asignal made to her by oue of His Majesty’s ships,
including any vessel under the command of an officer of His
Majesty’s navy or full pay, and

(b) on entering or leaving any foreign port and

(c) if of fifty tons gross tonnage or upwards, on entering or
leaving any British Port.

(2) If default is made on board any ship in complying with
this section the master of the ship shall for each offence be liable to

a fine not exceeding one hundred pounds.
At time of war it is necessary for every British Ship to hoist
the colours and heave to if signalled by a British Warship; if a

vessel hoists no colours and runs away, it is liable to be fired upon.

{st. The manager in charge of factory must see that the livers

are fresh; that all brown or poor livers are thrown out; that there |

is no gall bladder attached to any livers.
2nd. The good livers must then be washed in a tub of clean

fresh water. ,

3rd. The pan in which the livers are boiled must be perfectly
clean inside, before any livers are placed in it.

4th.  Before you start to boil any livers, you must have suffi
cient steam.

sth. Turn on the steam, and use as much as you need to have
for the quantity of livers you have in your pan. Boil until the white
scum floats off (which will take about thirty minutes.) Don’t forget
tostir the livers, and see that those in the bottom and those around
the sides are brought into direct contact with the steam all the time.

6th. Turn the steam off, and allow all to settle, not exceeding
five minntes, according to capacity of liver boiler.

7th. Then you dip all the oil you can get, which is the
white oil. Put this oil in a cooling tank made of galvanized iron,
and let the oil remain there till next morning. Don’t forget to put a
straining cloth over the cooling tank before you put any oil in, so
that it will catch any bits of blubber; allow to remain 12 or 14 hours,
or longer if possible, then dip from cooling tank and strain through
double calico bag, inside bag to be one inch smaller all around; then
strain iato a tin shute under the bags, the cask to be at the end of
the shute with a funnel, to lead oil into casks, which funnel to be
covered with cheese cloth.

8th. When you have dipped the finest oil from the top of the
liver hoiler pan, take all the blubber from the pan while-it is warm,
The oil from this blubber is not fit for medicinal purposes.

9th. Then clean your liver pan with warm water and washing
powder. Have it bright and clean for the next boiling.

10th. Every bag, cioth, tank, funnel and pau, must be washed

only with warm-water, soap and water. Soda must not be used.

% The best results for medical oil can only be obtained by the use
of tin barrels. Wooden packages generally make the oil dark, and
destroy its fine flavor, Keep alloilin barrels in a cool place, ang

Quite recently a huge di-
rigible handed over by Germany as
part of the war indemnity was flown
for a week or more by noted|French
aeronauts without having to‘\ make
one descent. The French are natur-
ally elated over the success pf this
flight but their exultant con\\pments
are based rather upon the useﬁulness
of these huge ships of the ai\r for
miﬁitary purposes than for purposes
of civilian transportation or {‘com-
merce. There is little doubt“;( that
France is hoping for the conigpl_ctc
break-up of Germany and would net
do anything to prevent such axi oc-
currence, believing that it would
work only te her material advantage.
That it might mean an econpmic
smash in Europe with amazing ef-
fect there, as well as on this ronti-
nent, is lost sight of.

Meanwhile, the central govprn-
ment is having a hard time to Keep
the Reich, or as we would say,|the
German Empire, together.

Rupprecht. It is, however, apparent
that if Germany is to break up it
will only be after a bitter struggle,
for the majority of the people favar
the Reich. France has had no par%l
in stirring up the trouble betwee
Bavaria and the rest of Germanyj
that is, of long duration, dating bac
to the day® when Bavarian antipathy
to the Prussian was never hidden,
Bismarck hammered the = Germa
Confederacy into shape; it is possibl
that it may hammer itself into pie-
ces.
