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These figures carry their own refuta-
tion on their face. Will any man of
sense believe that there are in Carleton
only 17 more families than there are in-
habited houses? Will any man of sense
believe that while the number of inhab-
ited houses in Carleton has increased by
249 in ten years, the number of inhabit-
ants has decreased ? In Lorne ward, if
the census figures are to be believed,
they have added 226 to the number of
inhabited houses since 1881, yet the
population of that ward is smaller now
than it was ten years ago. Victoria
ward is in almost as bad a plight; its
population has only increased by 123
while the number of inhabifed houses
has increased by 145. Stranger still,
while the number of its inhabitants has
increased the number of families has de-
creased: We direct the particular at-
tention of the members of the common
council to the above figures. Let each
man study them in the light of his
knowledge of his own ward and their
falsity will be the more readily recog-
nized.

MR. SKINNER AND URIAH HEEP M’CREADY.

Uriah Heep who controls the editorial
colamns of the Telegraph attempts to
grow facetious this morning at the ex-
pense of Mr. C. N. Skinner, M. P., who
left the liberal party because he declined
to he longer associated with men who
were ready to sell their coun-
try to the Yankees for a
mess of pottage. The Telegraph
quotes some utterances of Mr. Skinner
made in regard to the national policy
during the election campaign of 1887,
and seeks to convict him of inconsis-
tency on that ground. The attempt is
absurd. What the effect of a particular
policy on the industrial condition of a
country has been, must always be a
matter of inference and of argument
and cannot be determined absolutely.
Mr. Skinner has always been a loyal
man, true to the best interests of
St. John, and no doubt in his
anxiety that this, the city of
his birth, should grow and flourish
his mind has discussed many views as
to what policy would be best for its pros-
perity. It may be that he at one time
thought less favorably of the national
policy than he does now; if his views
have changed in this respect 80 have
the views of many other men who are
no more open to the charge of inconsist-
ency than is Mr. Skinner. But how is
it with McCready who now assumes to be
his censor? His views and utterances have
changed not with respect to what may be
termed matters of argument  but with
regard to matters of fact. In the latter
part of 1887 McCready was denouncing
John V. Ellis as a traitor and an annex-
utionist, and declaring that being a trait-
or and an annexationist he was unfit to
represent the city of St John. He there-
for called upon John V. Ellis to resign
his seat and to make way for some loy-
al man who did not desire to sell this
country to the United Statez. There is
no doubt that for once in his life, Mec-
Cready was right and that Mr. Ellis was
unfit to be  the representative of
thig city in parliament. But at
the general election this year McCready
and the Telegraph were shouting lustily
that Ellis must be elected. Had Ellis
become a loyal man in the meantime ?
Not at all. In January of this year, a
few weeks before the election, he pub-
lished in his paper, the Globe, an editor-

ial more disloyal than any that had
yet appeared in its columns, advocating
in the boldest manner the annexation of
Canada to the United States. Yet in
spite of thisand in defiance of his own ut-
terances McCready and the Telegraph
did their best to re-elect Mr. Ellis and
place an enemy of the British flag
and of St. John in Parliament. The
wretched part of the business is that
MecCready’s opinions of Ellis had not in
the meantime changed. Ellis and Me-
Cready do not speak. McCready hates
Ellis and Ellis despises McCready, a
beautiful arrangement which puts them
both in the right, Ellis being a proper
object of hatred and McCready a proper
object of contempt. McCready advocat-
ed the re-election of Ellis in March last,
not because he thought him fit to repre-
gent St. John, but because he
is forced to assume the “umble” part
of Uriah Heep to Mr. C. W. Weldon.
And yet this man who has gorged him-
gelf with crow tothe point of killing him-
gelf has the impudence to attack other
men for haying modified their views in
regard to what is an arugable proposi-
tion. McCready said in 1887 that 2 and
2 made 4 ; and now he says that 2 and 2
make 6, and yet he comes forward asa
censor of others and accuses them of be-
ing inconsistant.

Bills Can Be Sett off Against Taxes—
$1800 the Salry of the Common
Clerk—Indiantown Hill to be Paved

The common council met yesterday
afternoon. Copies of the encyclical let~
ter of Pope Leo XIIL on the condition of
labor were placed on the aldermen’s
desks by Dr. R. F. Quigley with the may-
or's permission.

The treasury board advised that all
accounts referred to the council this day,
and coming to the treasury board prop-
erly certified as having passed the de-
partments to which they are referred,
may be ordered for payment by the
treasury board and placed in the cham-
berlain’s order book, so that persons to
whose credit they appear may have the
same set off against taxes; that the or-
der book be closed for payment of ac-
counts from the 25 day of Sept.
up to the 4th  Oct; - that
when a resolution is moved for the issue
of debentures for placing sewer on In-
diantown hill, notice of which was given
by Ald. Shaw, the blank for sinking
fund be filled in with $11; that the de-
partment be authorized to arrange with
the Bank of New Brunswick to overcheck
for an amount not exceeding $12,000, to
meet indebtedness on Main street pav-
ing until debentures are ordered by the
council for completion of the work; that
the board had considered the matter of
the common clerk’s salary and recom-
mended that it be $1,800 a year, the
commoneclerk to perform all services
hitherto performed by the clerk and his
deputy.

After a long debate in regard to the
common clerk’s salary the report was
adopted.

On recommendation of the Board of
Works, it was decided that Indiantown
hill be paved, the steepest part to be
laid with square blocks.

The Puablic Safety board recommended
that they be empowered to have the
furnace at the police building repaired
at a cost not exceeding $50; that the
director be authorized to buy a flag for
No.1 engine house and to call for ten-
ders for 35 tons, 2,500 bushels oats and
16 tons of straw;that thechief of the
fire department be granted leave of
absence for 16 days. Carried. A gection
of this report regarding additional
electric lights was referred back.

The appeals committee recommended
that Andrew Irvine be relieved for the
year 1890—Adopted.

Callaghan v. the city of St. John, sum-
mons in county court respecting some
ballast, was referred to the recorder and
public works.

Judge Palmer’s lengthy letter in the
matter of the water rates on the Parks
mills was then read and it was moved
that the communication be referred to
the board of management.

Mr. Silas Alward, on behalf of Thom-
son & Duffy claimed payment of extras
on West end street work.

Mrs. Donovan threatened a suit for
damages through her counsel, Mr. D.
Mullin. These communications will be
considered by the proper committees.

Waring,- White & Co. asked that
water mains be laid near their new
factory.

Ald. Shaw moved that debentures for
$5,000 issue for the extension of the
water service, Carried.

Ald, Shaw also moved that deben-

tures for $20,000 issue for the comple-
tion of the improvements on Main
street.

I am back at my own door,and I have
Dr. Stanage with me.
