George Fawcett Rowe Expires In
New York.

New Youk, Aug. 29.—George Fawcett
Rowe, the actor and playwright, whose
serious illness was reported yesterday,
died at 10.50 to-night in his rooms in the
Glenham Hotel. He had been suffering
from heart disease and Bright's disease
for a long time and died from a compli-
cation of both. Mr. Rowe came to
the city a few weeks ago. from London
to join a company under the manage-
ment of Dr. Howard. They intended open-
ing in Toronto in two weeks with “Little
Em’ly.” in which Mr. Rowe was to play
Micawber. He is the best know to
American audiences in that role, and it
was mostly to revive that character that
he came to America. He had been
sick in London and Paris, and it was
thought the change would benefit him.

He was born in England nearly 65
years ago. He came to this country from
Australia in 1866. His first appearance
on the American stage was at the Olym-
pic Theatre in this city, where, in Feb-
ruary, 1866, he appeared as Sir Charles
Coldstream in “Used up.” He wrote the
play “Geneva Cross,” in which he appear-
ed at the Union Square Theatre under
the management of Jarrett Palmer.

THE TELEGRAPH AND HARBOR COMMIS-
SION.

The Telegraph has at length plucked
up sufficient courage to oppose harbor
commission in a mild sort of way. The
only argument it has to offer against
this most necessary measure is to ask:
“Ig it desirable for 8t. John o give up
the control of its harbor and place it un-
der the control of a government that has
refused to recognize our rights in
the winter port matter,” This argu-
ment is . based on the fact
that the government has the
appointment of three of the Commis-
sioners and the Board of Trade and Com-
mon Council of one each. The Telegraph
assumes that the Commissioners will
work in the interest of Halifax and
against St. John.  Only an infant would
venture to suggestsuch an argument.
The Commissioners,whoever they may be
will at least be St. John men and bound
by every:tie of loyalty and regard for
their own city to do their best to
forward its interests. Is there a
man in the city of St. John, Liberal or
Conservative, with the solitary excep-
tion of that public enemy John V. Ellis,
who would accept the position of com-
missioner and then work in the interest
of a rival city. But assuming that
the present government is hostile to St.
John, which we do not believe, are they
likely to be in power for all time? Isa
necessary condition to the proper mana-
gement of the barbor of St. John to be
neglected simply because a foolish per-
son from Penohsquis suggests that the
government is hostile to St. John? Ttis
not in the power of any government to
prevent St. Jobn from becoming the win-
ter port of Canada, 1f the harbor is putin
commission and the necessary accommo-
dation provided for shipping, but it is in
the power of the people of 8t. John to
prevent that most desirable consumma-
tion by voting against harbor commis-
sion;

The objection that the government is
Lostile toSt. John and therefgre that we
should not entrust them with the control
of our harbor vanishes into thin air
when it is known that the government
already control the harbor, and could, if
they so desired prevent any extension of
railways to deep water wharves either on
the east or west side, by the city corpor-
ation. The Dominion Governmenf{ own
sand Point wharf end the Carleton
Branch Railway and no railway connex-
jon can be made to any wharfon the West
side .without their permission. The
government likewise own the Intercolon-
ial Railway and the wharyes to which
the railway extendson the Eastside and
not a rail can be laid to any corporation
wharf without theif permission.’ - If the
gopvernment are hostile to this city and de-
sire to prevent it from becoming the win-
ter port of Canada they are not under the
necessity of going to the trouble of ap-
pointing a harbor commission and pay-
ing out $750,000 for our harbor property,
in order to accomplish our ruin. Al they
need do todestroy St. John’s chances of
any trade to and from the west,is tosit still
and do nothing. Ifthey refuse to build new
wharves on their harbor property or to
permit the city to make railway connex-
ion with their lines we shall be ruined
as effectually as the most ardent Halifax
man could desire. The government al-
ready hold the key of the situation and
to pretend that] placing: the harbor in
commission will give them any more
power to injure us than they have at
present is absurd and false.

CIVIC SALARIES.

The question of civic salaries is one
that is attracting a great deal of attention
among the people of 8t. John at the pres-
ent time. It was one of the strongest
arguwents in favor of the union of St.
John and Portland that money would be
saved by the abolition of one set of offi-
cials and this was certainly a good rea-
son, and one that had great weight in de-
termining the result. But when the union
was effected a disposition wag shown in
certain quarters to increase the salaries of
the officials in proportion to the supposed
increase in their duties and to employ
the same amount of clerical assistance
that was required for ‘both cities. The
first wrong was done by the Legislature
when it increased the salary of the Police
Magistrate to $2,500 with a provision for
an increase to $2,750 in five years and to
$3000in ten years. Mr. Peters did the
work of the Police Office for $1000 a year
and a salary of $2000 would have been
an amply sufficient compensation for the
whole work imposed on the Magistrate
by the act of union.
What  the members of the
Common Couneil must now do is to see
that the tendency to ‘a multiplication of
officials and to extravagant salaries is
checked. Let no more clerks or officials
be employed than the work of the city
demands aud let the salaries be no larger
than is fair and reasonable. The people
of St. John are not as a rule wealthy and
cannot afford to pay high salaries, or to
maintain a priviliged class of officials,
gome of whom not content with obtaining
all the money they can exact from the
city aspire also to rule it. It ought to be
understood that the masters of this
city are not the permanent officials who
begin work at ten a. m. and close their

Tt will
now be necessary for Mr, Blair to
take care that the men he appoints to
fill the vacancies are honést and’ not of
the same character as those who ' have
already gone back on their pledges. in
this respect. The Legislative Countil
costs a great deal of money and is whol-
ly unneccessary. Last year the expendi-
ture connected with it amounted to
$10,214.11 which might have been pit to
much better use in other ways. We
shall be well pleased to see the council
abolished.

NOTE AND COMWENT.

The big deal shippers are the chief ob-
jectors to the harbor being placed in com-
mission. There are about 200,000,000 feet
of lnmber shipped from this port every
year/and an additional impost of 10 cents
per M, in the shape of port charges would
add $20,000 to the revenue of the port
and might putsome of the rich shippers
a few dollars out of pocket. But why
should a poor man who earns only $300
a year have to disburse $2 a year, out of
his little pittance in order that a bigdeal
shipper like Mr. Gibson, may be relieved
from port charges.

Some of the opponents of the harbor |
being placed in commission are very |
much afraid that the port charges will be
increased, and base their opposition on
the possibility of this being done. There
is no proof whatever that the port
charges will be increased, but if they are
who should pay them, the shipping
which benefits directly from the harbor
improvements, or the city tax payer who
is not interested in shipping?

THE GREAT STRIKE.

The Trouble Still Spreading—Great In-
terférence with Trade—A Come
promise Suggested.

Loxpox, Aug. 28.—By far the most |
serious event of the day is the immense :
strike now going on in London. It gives |
very serious uneasiness to the authorities
and no wonder, for nearly 100,000 men
are already engaged in it, and there is
every reason to believe that the number
will go on increasing, for there are many
signs that the entire movement has been
preconcerted, and that the Socialistic
bodies in London have been busily
preparing for it for some little
time. The general public do not yet
seem’ to be aware of what is taking place
around them. 'The shipping trade of this
great port is nearly paralysed. The coal
trade is blocked. Carmen are giving up
work in all directions, so that. goods are
with difficulty delivered, and it is well
known that the gas companies are in
fear and trembling of a strike which
“would plunge London into darkness. In
;}oim, of fact what seems to be impending
is sompghing very like a general rising
among thedabor classes. The men who
have turned™ut have thus far shown
great good Yefiper in- their pro-
cessions and  demgnstrations, but
rthiey are algo very determined not i¢  al-
Jow men to work in the places which
they have deserted. As police protection
i8 claimed-for the new hands and caanot
be raised, it is obvious that grave ele-
iments of danger exist, and they .may
break,out at any moment.  The authori-
ties are fully alive to this, and:last Sun.
day the Foot Guards as well' as  House-
hold regiments were kept in the barracks
all day in ever.t of their gervices becomt
ifit ‘hecessary. The police force,already
overworked, has also. been - again ¢alled
upon for extra duty. :

There are always alarmists in every
emergencywho predict all sorts of calami-
ties, hence one'isnot surprised to find that
there are whispers of the .dacks being
set on dre, and of a general raid on ;the
shops of the West End. Without
anticipating any  such disasters,
it does seem a pity that the authorities
could not get the dock companies to
consent to having the dispute with their
men referred to arbitration.. The
dock laborer has much to
complain of. He has been en-
tirely helpless in the hands of the com-
panies, and they have taken every 'ad-
vantage of him. His present claims are
just and reasonable

Under these circumstances, it is a'pity
that the Governmont could not have
brought a little gentle pressure to bear
on the dock companies, so that a com-
promise might have been devised. ]
fear it is almost too late for that now.
The strikers feel their own strength, and
their leaders impress upoff them night
and day that the metropolis is pretty
It is becoming
more and more difficult every hour to
see any way outof the empasse.

Meanwhile we really do not know how
long we shall be able to get food. - It is
often pointed out that in the eventof a
blockade London would soon be reduced
to starvation. We are gettinginto some-
thing like that position. Ships can in-
deed come up the river, but they cannot
unload. Cargoes of foreign meat are
spoiling in the Thames.' Corn cannot be
discharged from the vesseéls which

| brougb it, and even the pdssenger traffic

is beginning to be disorgarized. The
whole business world of London is
affected. for nothing can be
bought or sold unless delivefy can be
guaranteed. ' Moreover  the  strike
seéms likely to extend to' ~South-
ampton, Liverpool, and -other parts,
and if it does, the ocean traffic: will be
most seriously impeded . if not actually
stopped fer a time, with the mbost
serious cousequences for the public as
wellas, for the ‘various companies.
Parliament of course can do nothing in
the matter, but perhaps the President of
the Board of Trade” might wuse his
influence with the dock companies. even
at this late hour, with a view of bringing
about a reconciliation. Unless somé such
step can be taken, the gfire will inevita-
bly spread, and we may soon have events
to deplore which would alarm the whole
country.

The Cunard, White Star, Inman, P. &
0., and other lines are doing their ut-
most to keep their men in good humor,
and, indeed, most of the hands acknow-
ledge that they have nothing serious to
complain of, but they are being subjected
to great intimidation. If anything can
be done to avert the evils which are
looming heavily over us, it bshooves the
Government and all persons of influence
to act without another moment’s delay.

I\GROW'I'H OF SUNDAY OBSERVANCE

! SENTIMENTS IN CALIFORNIA.
|

| Once Californin Paid Little Attention to
Sunday, but Experience Has Taught
Her That the Way of the Transgressor
“ Is Hard.

The following, taken from The San
Francisco Call, will be of interest to all
friends of the Sabbath:

The Presbytersan Ministerial associa-
tion met in Calvary church, the newly
elected president, Rev. T. B. Stewart, D.
D., presiding.

Hon. Robert J. Trambull addressed
the meeting on the - Sabbath question
from the standpoint of The American
Sabbath Union, with the management
of which Mr. Trumbull is connected.

This organization is the result of the co-
operative action of the general agsembly
of the Presbyterian church and of the
Methodist Episcopal general conference,
both of which bodies appointed repre-
sentatives on a committee Qf conference,
which was increased by the appointment
of delegates from other religious bodies,
until soon there was scarcely an evan-
aelical denomination that was not mov-
ing in concert with the others for a bet-
ter observauce of the Sabbath. In re-
sponse to a call from the united commit-
tee a large meeting of influential citizens
was held in Washington City last De-
cember, which assumed the form of a
convention, and proceeded to the adop-
tion of a constitution, by which was or-
ganized the American Sabbath umion.
This society has The Pearl of Days as its
organ,

Mr. Trumbull referred to numerous
facts indicating a growing sentiment in
favor of Sabbath observance, among
them the infroduction in col of
what is known as the Sabbath rest bill;
the moving of troops from Washington
to New York, on the occasion of the late
centennial celebration, on Saturday in-
stead of Sunday, as atfirst contemplated,
the change having been made through
the influcnés of Maj. Gen. Howard, who
is a member of the executive committee
of the new organization; the refusal of
the legislature to pass a bill permitting
military companies to enter the city of
New York on the S8abbath preceding the
celebration with flags flying and music
playing, and also to recent movements
by the managersof a number of the large
eastern railroads to reduce the number
of trains, and the securing.of rest for
their employes on the Sabbath day.

Mr. Trumbull-spoke of flié expected
coming to this coast during, the summer
of the Rev. W. F. Crafts, the field secre-
tary of the union, and urged that prep-
arations for his visit be made by stirring
up the people to the importance of the
movement in behalf of which he is to
come. In response to the suggestion a
resolution was passed requesting the
pastors to preach upon the subject on
the fourth Sabbath of the present month
or ag near that time as possible.

Presbyterian Theological Seminaries.

From the report.of the standing com-
mittee on theological seminaries at the
general assembly several facts of in-
terest are jo be gathered. There are
thirteen such institutions under the care
of the assembly, with seventy-five pro-
fessors and other teachers engaged dur-
ing the past year, and 798 studentsin
attendance, of whom 218 have been
graduated. The property in use exceeds
in value $8,000,000, and there is a yearly
expenditure of more than $316,000. The
most of ‘the seminaries report a health-
ful condition. Two of them, however,
need immediate ' strengthening if they
are to do the work they ought to do.
There are, for example, epecial difficul-
ties upon the Pacific coast. |

“If we would maintain there the his-
toric influences of Presbyterianism, coun-
teract the threats of eviland redeem and 1
sanctify that growing empire to truth,”
says the report, ‘it must be very largely !
by placing our S8dn Francisco Theologi-
cal seminary upon a broad and firm
foundation, It must have speedy help.
Its work is painfully hindered by the
lack of funds. Its available assets are
about $173,000. To avert disaster it must
have an additional endowment of at
least $100,000. The churches upon the
field, numbering only 300, with an aver-
age of only sixty-two members each,
and these for the most part poar, must
not be expected to assume this whole
burden.

“We are sure that this assembly, al-
ready at this crisis having recognized
the importance and magnitude of its re-
sponsibility in this work, will not permit
this institution to close its doors when
the meager income of $5,000 a' year will
maintain its efficiency. We emphasize
the needs of this seminary because of the
pressing question of its existence. The
German Pheological seminary of New-
ark, N. J., has apparently passed that
crisis, but its burden of financial care is
heavier than should be laid upon men
already oppressed with the administra-
tion of a young and struggling institu-
tion.”—Christian at Work.

In the summary of our game lays pnb
lished last week an accidental omission
in reference to the limit of the partridge
season is apt to create a wrong impres-

E sion on the minds of sportsmen.

As the article referred to stands,it gives
the close season for partridge, as by the

son for partridge until the 20th. day of
September in each year, thus making a
difference of almost three weeks in favor
of the game,

The act of 1880 is entitled “an act fur-
ther amending c. 45, of the Act 4lst
Victoria for the protection of certain
birds and animalg,” and section 6. of this
Act which extends the close season for
partridge and whfch was so omitted is
as follows,

Sec. 6.—Notwithstanding anything
contained in the sixteenth section of the
Act hereby amended the close season
for partridge is extended to the twentieth
day of September in each year, so that no
person hereafter shall take or kill any
partridge between the first day of March
and the twentieth day of September in
each year, under the penalties imposed
by the said section sixteen etc.”

‘ Syndicate Formed to Buy up Western
Morigages,

Kaxsas Crry, Mo.,, Aug, 80.—E W
Thomas of New York arrived in the city

-night. He is the agent of an English
syndicate, of which the Barings and the
Lubbocks are the head and for which
Mr. Thomas will invest more money in
this country than s ‘being
put in_ breweries.
