The Vancouver Copper Company was 
formed in London, Eng., early this 
year. It is backed by many of the 
most prominent monied men in Great 
Britain, and shares to the number of 
85,000, at a par value of $5, have been 
placed on the market. With this sound 
financial support and the enterprise 
which attaches to the company there 
should be no difficulty in making the 
future of the mine a most successful 
one.

The wireless telegraph system on 
this coast is to be installed at once. It 
xv’ill be as aids to navigation that these 
stations will be fitted up and the acting 
minister of marine and fisheries, Hon. 
W. Templeman, has given instructions 
to have the work carried out just as 
quickly as it can be done.

Cecil Doutrie, commissioner of wire­
less telegraphy and superintendent of 
wireless stations for the Dominion gov­
ernment, is at present in Victoria in 
cbnn^ption with this work, 
have workmen engaged on the work of 
installing the plants within a day or 
two, and as quickly as the work can 
be done stations along the southern 
part of the British Columbia coast will 
be established. Within six weeks the 
Jlrst of the new wireless stations will 
be in running order. These will be at 
Victoria and Pachena Point, on the 
west coast of Vancouver Island, 
others decided upon will be put into 
order with all expedition also.

There are five now decided upon all 
along the southern portion of the Brit­
ish Columbia coast.

In addition to Victoria and Pachena 
Point, above mentioned, there will be 
a station at Vancouver, located either 
at Point Grey or Stanley Park, another 
will be at Estevan Point, on the west 
coast of Vancouver Island, and one at 
Cape Lazo, on the east coast of the 
Island, opposite Texada Island.

This will but be the beginning of this 
system of aids to navigation which the 
government has decided to extend to 
this coast. Later the system will be 
extended by the erection of additional 
wireless stations all along the coast as 
far as Prince Rupert. Within a year 
probably the continuous chain of sta­
tions may be built along the entire 
British Columbia coast.

The policy of the government, Mr. 
Doutrie says, Is to establish a number 
Of smaller stations at frequent Inter­
vals rather than locate a few large 
ones. The reason of this is obvious 
when it is remembered that the sta­
tions are primarily for the benefit of 
the shipping interests, and by the lo­
cation of a greater number constant 
communication may be kept up with 
coasting steamers which equip them­
selves with wireless. The introduction 
Of the system on the coast will result 
Hi the rapid introduction of the appar­
atus lon the different steamers on the 
coast to enable communication to be 
kept up. Alrady the C. P. R. has de­
cided to equip the Princess May and 
the Princess Royal with the necessary 
apparatus.

The different stations will be fitted 
up In a substantial way. There will be 
a residence of two storeys for the chief

operator and his family, and accom­
modation also for two additional oper­
ators. This will provide for a continu­
ous service at the stations. Where 
lighthouses are located the wireless 
will be installed in the same building. 
This will be the case at Pachena Point. 
At Esteman Point, where no light­
house yet is built, the two will be com­
bined, the lighthouse section being in­
stalled in the wireless building.

Double Murder in Seattle.
Seattle, June ti.—Dow Smith, a tele­

graph lineman, shot and almost in­
stantly killed his former wife, Mrs. 
Anna Smith,, and then fatally wounded 
his mother-in-law, Mrs. Sarah Gill, at 
the residence of the women at 4>01 
North Sixty-second street, on the 
western side of Green Lake shortly be­
fore 11 o’clock this morning. Mrs. Gill 
died about nçon. Smith gave himself 
up and is in the city jail.

Smith went to the house this morn­
ing and asked to talk with the women. 
This was refused him and he opened 
the kitchen door and stepped in. Mrs. 
Smith, from whom he was divorced 
about two months ago, told him to go 
out, but instead he pulled a bottle 
which was supposed to have contained 
poison and putting it to his lips said: 
“I will drink this!”

He did so, and just as his wife turned 
around he pulled a gun and shot her 
twice, once in the head and again in 
the back. She died almost instantly.

As soon as he was heard to exclaim 
that he would drink the poison, his 
mother-in-law came into room. After 
shooting his wife, Smith turned the 
gun cm his mother-in-law and shot her 
in the neck: She ran Into another 
room and there fell. She lived about 
one hour and twenty minutes after be­
ing shot.

From the -neighbors of the Smith 
family it was learned that the two hqd 
been married and-divorced twice. The 
shooting was the result of Smith at­
tempting to induce his wife to return 
to him. About two months ago, Mrs. 
Smith obtained a divorce from her hus­
band. Later Mrs. Ethel Brownell, a 

I sister of Mrs. Smith, had Smith 
rested on a charge of assaulting and 
beating his former:-wife. He was ac­
quitted of thp chargé and then went to 
San Francisco to. work with a tele­
phone company. Smith returned f/ora 
California about ten days ago, and has 
been seen in the neighborhood of his 
wife’s home several times in the last 
few days.

Smith claims to be 73 years of age, 
but has the appearance of a man about 
55. His wife is 41 and his mother-in- 
law is 64.

After arriving at thè police station. 
Dow Smith made the following state­
ment: X‘My wife’s sister caused all of 
the trouble between my wife and me. 
When I went to San Francisco it was 
her efforts that caused Mrs. Smith to 
get a divorce. I went to the house tills 
morning to try to make up with my 
wife. Her mother kept ‘butting in? I 
told her that if she did not keep*out of 
our affairs I would be compelled to 
hurt her. I then continued to talk to 
Mrs. Smith, and her mother kept inter­
rupting. I then pulled a bottle of laud­
anum from my pocket and drank some 
of it, and her -ihother continued to an­
noy me. I could stand it no longer, 
so I pulled the revolver and shot her. I 
must have been crazed by the drink, 
because I then turned and shot my 
wife, a thing that I never had intended 
to do. I would have shot myself, but 
I thought the laudanum would do the 
work?”

It is not a matter of skill altogether, 
by any means. The armor of the base­
ball player is an advantage, cricket 
rules preventing any except the wicket­
keeper from wearing gloves.

The ball player apparently makes the 
more difficult catches, undoubtedly cov­
ering the more grounds of the two, be­
cause a baseball hit with the same pro­
pelling force as the cricket ball stays 
up the longer. Why? The baseball is 
the lighter, the weights being: Cricket 
ball, 5% ounces; baseball, 5 ounces.

The new brick, which is a sanitary one, 
is pressed, and those interested claim 
that it is equal in every way to the 
best clay brick on the market. Besides 
being superior in that :L stands more 
fire and great pressure, it is immune 
from all climatic effects. With it there 
is no shaking or cracking under the ac­
tion of the weather. Bricklayers, more­
over, themselves testify that they can 
lay more wall with it than with zny 
other kind of brick because of its uni­
formity In size. In short, as to its for­
mation it may be said that engineering 
science at the present day has been 
able by pressure applied in one day, to 
effect what geological pressure grad­
ually accumulating during the forma­
tion of sandstone rock has only after

This 
experiment was repeated twenty-one 
times with the same brick, with the 
result that it was not only harder, but 
showed absolutely no sign of flaw or 
chip.

Another quality of the brick is that it 
is a non-conductor of heat or electri­
city. It will, in consequence stand more 
fire than any other kind of brick on 
the market with the exception of a fire 
brick* Mf. Bradbury does not, claim 
for it the peculiar properties of fire 
clay, but says that he has himself heat­
ed to a white heat one end of a brick 
and while it was white hot has been 
able to hold the brick in his hand by 
the other end. The brick may be col­
ored any shade of grey, red or buff, 
yet after once made it never changes 
its color.

The machinery at present is being 
worked up to its full capacity of out­
put. When the bearings and other parts 
of the machinery have been thoroughly 
tested and gradually worked up to 
their full capacity 18,000 bricks a day 
will be turned out at a cost per thou­
sand of $15’at the plant and $16 at Vic­
toria.

Two years ago a plant was Installed at 
Winnipeg, and to-day some of the finest 
buildings in that city are built of sand 
lime brick. Hundreds of these plants 
are operating in the United States of 
America. It is therefore no new, un­
tried invention. Mr. Bradbury him­
self has had large experience in its use 
in Canada and is satisfied it will fill a 
long-felt want by supplying a really 
first-class brick at a very reasonable 
price. In Germany, the source of ori­
gin of the invention, the government 
have officially reported its superiority 
for canal work, where it is exposed to 
the cation of water and frost. There 
is a manufactory in the Old Country 
at Leigh, near Liverpool, and there are 
several manufactories in London.

Recently a horse 
belonging to the father of the woman 
died, and she has succeeded in making 
the Indians believe that the spirit of 
God has entered into dead body of 
the horse. She caused the head of the 
horse to be cut off, and this she dressed 
with bright pieces of calico. She caused 
an altar to be erected in the Elbow 
woods, close to the reservation, and on 
this the gayly-decorated horse's head 
has been placed, and here the Indiané 
assemble and go through their strange 
worship, which seems to be a modifica­
tion of the older sunworship.

Offerings are brought daily to the 
horse’s head, and these are offered as 
burnt sacrifices during all of the cere­
monies, the participants being required 
to keep their faces toward the sun. The 
woman has instructed the Indians in a 
w'eird and plaintive chant which is 
sung at the assemblages, which are 
held several times a day.

THE CROP OUTLOOK.

Perfect Growing Weather in All the 
Wheat Growing istricts.

Winnipeg, June 27.—A farmer of 
South Q’Appellè this morning stated 
that the wheat crop In the district was 
more promising at the present time 
than at any corresponding time in 
years since 1901, in which season there 
was an exceptionally heavy crop.

With this statement of the condition 
in the wheat growing districts the re­
ports made by agents of the C. P. R. 
agree very closely. In telegrams re­
ceived by the general superintendent 
this morning there is not one discord­
ant note. From every portion of the 
country there come reports of perfect 
growing weather, with abundant showr- 
ers of rain. Some districts report thé 
rainfall an inch; others speak of re­
peated showers affording all the need­
ed moisture.

The cost of maintenance this year 
was $38,992.57, last year it was $36,772.39.
Notwithstanding the increased days 
stay and the consequent increased cost 
of maintenance, the daily average cost 
per diem, per patient, was the same as 
last year, $1.64.

The increased expenditure includes 
the cost of painting, public and private 
wards, kitchens, and corridors, 
floors in some private wards, a food 
wagon, extensive repairs to the outdoor 
ambulance, new stoves in the medical 
kitchen and children’s wards, as well as 
repairs incurred by the severity of the 
weather during the past winter.

The demand for accommodation in 
the private rooms has been so great 
during the past year that many pa­
tients have had to be refused admis­
sion. I would urge upon the board, the 
necessity of providing increased accom­
modation for this class of patients. The 
Women's Auxiliary, the Daughters of 
Pity, and the King's Daughters are as 
ever, invaluable as auxiliaries in the 
work of the hospital. Regular services 
have been held on Sunday afternoons 
in the men’s dining-room by the clergy 
of the city. The patients have enjoyed 
the weekly concerts "given after thé 
services, and arranged mainly by the 
kind efforts of Wellington Dowler and

coast of British Columbia. The sup­
erintendent of the government wlieiess 

telegraphic system, Mr. Cecil Doutre, 
is in the city attending to the details 
and preparing for the active work of 
installation. Stations will be erected 
immediately at Victoria, Vancouver, 
Pachena and other important peints, 
while others will be provided in ac­
cordance with requirements and with 
all possible dispatch.

■Experience in the East with the Mar­
coni system has demonstrated that it 
does not work as satisfactorily as could 
be desired considering the importance 
of the interests involved. After con­
siderable experience and patient inves­
tigation, Mr. Doutre has concluded that 
the Shoemaker system is the more re­
liable and dependable, 
that system will be established on this 
coast.

It is evident the government of Can­
ada is determined that if modern 
science and human ingenuity can de­
vise ways and means of preventing the 
lose of life which has occurred with 
distressing regularity upon the Pacific 
Coast duiing the stormy seasons of the 
year, no question of expense will be 
permitted to stand in the Vay. Al­
ready a road is in process of construc­
tion along a portion of the west coast 
of the Island where vessels have most 
frequently been driven ashore. This 
roadway will enable life-saving appar­
atus to be transported with facility to 
the places at which it may happen to 
be required. The wireless telegraphic 
system will provide the means of ef­
fective communication between all 
points on the coast and enable life­
saving crews and apparatus to be dis­
patched with the utmost celerity to the 
places where their services are re­
quired.

We think no one will attempt to 
question the fact that the Department 
of Marine and Fisheries has acted 
promptly on the suggestions offezed by 
several of the public bodies of the city 
lR_thls important matter. Lighthouses, 
foghorns and every kind of appliance 
considered necessary for the safeguard­
ing of property and life in the dan­
gerous waters of the coast have been 
established regardless of cost. When 
the roadway now under construction is 
completed and the wireless system in 
operation we shall have on the west 
coast of Vancouver Island one of the 
most complete schemes to be found 
anywhere, but not more complete than 
hr- warranted considering the rapid de­
velopment of business in British Co­
lombia waters.

Provincial Royal Jubilee hospital yes­
terday afternoon. A precedent was es­
tablished by the election of a lady, Mrs. 
Charles Rhodes, to the board of man­
agement. When the nominations were 
called for, two ladies were named for 
positions, the rule that anybody who 
had subscribed $5 to the hospital was 
eligible, permitting of this departure 
from the usual practice of confining 
the nominations to the male sex. The

Helmcken, K. C., Alex. Wilson, F. B. 
Pemberton, and H. E. Newton.

There was a keen race between some 
of the candidates Mrs. Rhodes, and 
Messrs. Newton and Pemberton being 
elected on the first ballot, while Mrs. 
Machin and Mr. Wilson tied. A sec­
ond ballot was taken and this resulted 
in the election of Mr. Wilson, 
chair was occupied by the president of 
the hospital board, James Forman.

“The principal work in the upkeep of 
the premises has been in painting pub­
lic wards, rooms, kitchens and corri­
dors.

I the hospital Is about as good as it can 
be made in that respect. Arrange­
ments have been made for immediate­
ly laying a hard-wood floor in the en­
trance hall. This is far short of what 
the requirements demand and attention 
must again be called to the roof and 
heating system. The directors have 
been more fortunate lately in the mat­
ter of funds, that is they have had 
more, money at their disposal; but the 
demands upon their 
also increased to a degree that 
rendered their position more difficult 
than ever before. The Children’s Ward 
has not been opened for the purpose 
intended in consequence of there being 
no accommodation for the extra nurses 
required. Not only Is the present ac­
commodation for nurses crowded but 
rooms that should be producing 
enue are occupied by the staff; which 
is most unfortunate in view of the 
fact that numerous applicants for them 
have of necessity been refused. To 
meet this emergency a house, situated 
not far from the hospital, has been 
rented and will be used as nurses’ quar­
ters until proper arrangements can be 
made. The most pressing needs of the 
hospital are: Nurses home, additional 
private rooms, substitution of fire proof 
roofing for the present shingles entire 
change in the heating system, a laundry 
plant and new premises, a maternity 
home.

“In consequence of the magnitude of 
these improvements and additions the 
cost has not been accurately ascer­
tained, but a conservative estimate may 
be placed at $50,000. The directors in­
terviewed the corporation of Victoria 
and presented a strong case for an in­
creased grant from that source with the 
result that an additional $2,500 has been 
promised provided that it is found when 
all the taxes have t*een paid for the 
current year that the sum of $2,500 is 
available for that purpose. The pay­
ment of this increased grant will .not 
cover the cost of treating the city free 
patients, but furnishes a recognition of 
the hospital’s claim which it is hoped 
that next year’s grant will fully

DOMINION DAY.

Monday next will be the fortieth an­
niversary of the birth of Canada as a 
confederation. Our people^ from ocean 
to ocean will celebrate the event which 
marks the birthday of the nation that 

is destined to become one of the great­
est of the powers of thq world with 
greater enthusiasm than ever because 
they realize that the days of experi­

mentation have been safely passed— 
that the dangers which beset callow 
youth have been successfully avoided, 
and that with the experiences of the 
past to guide them in their further 
course the future of their country is 
assured. Now that the period of peril 
lies behind us, the fact may be candid­

ly admitted that the foundations of 

Canada were laid in /loubt and misgiv­
ing by the Fathers of the Confedera­
tion. Previous to 1867 several experi­
ments had been undertaken for the pur­
pose of solving the problem of govern­
ing in the British Colonies, of North 
America. Those experiments failed be­
cause of the natural jealousies of a 
population of mixed nationalities and 
divergent views. The legislative union 
of Upper and Lower Canada simply 
served to accentuate the difficulties of 
the situa^on with which the British 
and Colonial statesmen of the time were 
called upon to deal. Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick were loth to surrender 
their local autonomy and independence 
in order to further the scheme of a 
united British America, grand though 
the project appeared to the men of 
great faith and prescient vision who 
were its chief advocates. But the end 
was ultimately attained, although the 
means resorted to to bring it about 
were considered at the time somewhat 
high-handed and arbitrary. To-day, 
when the great confederation « extends 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, when 
not a single person within the confed­
eration or out of it can survey the com­
pleted work without pronouncing it 
good, when but one sentiment ani­
mates the breast of the Canadian of 
French origin in quaint old Quebec, of 
the Canadian of British origin in the 
other eastern provinces, of the equally 
ardent Canadian in British CoHzmbia, 
or of .the new Canadian in the lately 
created provinces of the Northwest, is 
there not substantial ground for. the 
feeling of jubilation with which the 
coming anniversary is regarded?

It is true an occasional note of dis­
cord is heard in the grand chorus of 
hope and confidence. The politician 
whose position depends upon the con­
tinuation of fast-disappearing sectional 
and sectarian prejudice raises a wail 
of doubt about the future, and his 
feeble cry is re-echoed by a few Doubt­
ing Thomases who affect to' foresee the 
possibility of disaster to British 
nection in the great stream of strang­
ers from strange lands which is flow­
ing with increasing -force into the 
Northwest. But the pessimists 
put to confusion by the known facts.

denced by the fact that It is reported 
that of all the structures erected in 
San Francisco previous to the earth­
quake, only those made from Silica 
brick were able to resist the test of 
the heat which was generated in the 
fire which broke out at the time of 
the earthquake.

In yesterday’s issue the Times stated 
that the brick among other excellent 
qualities was stated to possess the 
quality of being a non-conductor of 
heat. This non-conductivity was well 
illustrated yesterday afternoon when it 
was found by experiment that this pe­
culiar property of the brick had been 
understated rather than overstated by 
Mr. Bradley. A brick was placed in a 
blacksmith's forge and its undersurface 

j was made red hot, yet those present 
at the inspection of the factory were 
able to place their haiids upon the up­
per surface of fhe brick. This in’ itself 
being a sufficient proof of the assertion 
that the article manufactured at Col- 
wood was a non-conductor of heat.

The Times has already, in a previous 
description of thé manufacture, des­
cribed the process of manufacture. This 
process was plainly shown to those pre­
sent yesterday afternoon. The hydrat­
ing process with the lime, the mixture 
of the perfectly dry sand and lime, 
and the moistening process in the mix­
ing trough were all plainly seen pre­
vious to the moulding of the brick un­
der the great pressure of the special 
press, capable of moulding 20,000 bricks 
in about 4 hours.

The brieks are first moulded and 
then piled upon trucks, which are 

t0 wheeled with the brick retort, which is 
60 feet long, and about 6 feet 3 inches 
high. On the vault of this retort are 
openings for the superheated stream 
to act upon the moulded brick and to 
complete the process of manufacture. 
In this retort they are allowed to re- 
main from 8 to 10 hours. At the expira­
tion of this time the retort is opened 
at the other end and the warm bricks 
are immediately conveyed on. trucks 
containing 1,000 bricks each to the ad­
joining railway siding platform. There 
they cool, and under the action of the 

°* weather, harden. After the lapse of 
two or three weeks they are ready for 
shipment. It is Yefif by the company 
that before very lofig many buildings 
made from their b£fck will grace the 
fair city of Victoria.'

Northwest crop conditions are all that 
could be desired The reports for the' 
past week received by the C. P. H. go 
to show that the grain is doing very 
well, and excellent growth has been 
tnade during the past few days. At 
Edrans, wheat is up 12 to 14 inches, and 
no damage has been done. Moose Jaw 
has stalks up a foot, but generally 
throughout Saskatchewan the average 
is 6 Inches and upwards. In some 
cases heavy rain is reported, but no 
damage has been done so far. In many 
of the Manitoba centres abundant rain 
reports has been the rule and conse­
quently the grain looks excellent. Payn- 
ton reports show that the crops are 
expected to exceed last year’s.

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AIMS AND OBJECTS
Of THE NEW SOCIETY

The Local Organization Has Planned 
Interesting Lines of Study 

Among its Members

A branch of the Royal Astronomical 
Society of Canada has been formed in 
Victoria and the following officers, as 
previously announced in the Times, 
have been appointed: E. B. McKay, 
Surveyor-General for British Columbia, 
president; A. S. Roberts, secretary, and 
E. Baynes Reed, acting treasurer. In 
1903 a royal charter was obtained for 
the Canadian society in the thirtieth 
year of its existence. Since its incor­
poration in 1890 the Astronomical <&nd 
Physicul Society of Toronto, has un­
dergone two important changes in title, 
first in 1900 its name was changed to 
the Toronto Astronomical Society, and 
in 1903, with the gracious permission of 
His Majesty, the King, the society ob­
taining its royal charter was able to* 
assume its present name and became 
known as the Royal Astronomical So­
ciety of Canada.

The objects of the society embrace a 
wide range of subjects of general and 
special Interest to all students of as­
tronomy, and it is the intention of the 
society to promulgate the results of its 
own local as well as the researches of 
the other branches of the society in 
Canada, together with the publication^ 
of all other affiliated societies in Am­
erica, Europe and all other parts of thé' 
world. Special study will be facilitated 
by means of a choice library, which 
the local branch purposes acquiring 
gradually, as the funds of the society 
will from time to time permit. The 
members through the society, will have 
the opportunity given them to pursue 
their studies in astronomical, astro- 
physical and such cognate subjects of 
their special branch of science as the 
society shall approve of, and which 
shall in its opinion tend to the better 
consideration and elucidation of astron­
omical and astro-physical problems. 
Further, it is the intention of the so­
ciety to diffuse theoretical and practi­
cal information in such subjects. As 
stated in the rules, the society will 
“publish from time to time the results 
of the work of the society” and will 
In addition “acquire and maintain a 
library, and such real and personal pro­
perty as may * be necessary and con­
venient for the carrying into effect of 
the objects of the society/1 An an­
nual subscription of $2.60 will entitle 
the members to “receive all publica­
tions of the society which at present 
consists of an Astronomical Handbook 
published annually, and the Canadian 
Astronomical Record, published bi­
monthly.

Harry Orchard testified that^ Davis 
led and commanded the mob that de- 
stroyed the Bunker) Hill and Sullivan 
mill in 1899, inspired, as the agent of 
Haywood and Moyer, the Vindicator ex­
plosion and the train-wrecking plot at 
Cripple Creek, and was an accomplice 
in the Independence station crime.

On direct examination by Clarence 
Dairow, Davie went over the story of 
his working Hfe and gave a positive 
denial to' every statement of Orchard 
that invblved him or his associates in 
any form of crime. Davis denied that 
he was even a member of the union 
when the Bunker Hill and Sullivan mill 
was blown tip.

At the conclusion of his general 
story, Davis sWore that at Cripple 
Creek, during the strike, Orchard told 
him of ttie Hercules mine affair and 
threatened to kill Steunenberg.

The cross-examination of Davis by 
Senator Borah, was severe and search­
ing. It was chiefly devoted, as far.as it 
proceeded to the Bunker Hill, and Sul­

livan affair, and the circumstances 
under which Orchard made tfie threat 
against Steunenberg.

Davis asserted that he remained at 
Gem, the day the'Bunker Hill mill was 
blown up. While he saw the train In 
charge of the masked mob arrive and 
depart from Gem, he could not name 
any one on the train except Engineer 
Huttdn. He said there was no excite­
ment, and he made no inquiry about 
the mob. Davis said that he remained 
In hiding after the mill was blown up 
because he did not want to be deported 
or thrown fcnto jail, and that he 
changed his name when he departed 
from Butte shortly afterwards because 
^e feared the mine owners’ “black list,", 
made up from a petition that the em­
ployees of the Bunker Hill had sent to 
Governor McConnell protesting against 
the unsafety #of the mine.

Senator Borah showed that the peti­
tion had been presented six years be­
fore, and that Butte was a Federation 
camp, where the black list was inef­
fective.

Passing to the alleged threat that 
Orchard made against Steunenberg, 
the witness was unable to recall what 
anyone else had said on that occasion, 
except the words of Orchard, Davis will 
return to the stand to-morrow.

With regard to mining there were the 
right men at the head of the management 
of the mining companies, men who were 
determined to have mining worked on 
sound commercial principles. Responsible 
men of good standing and weight in busi­
ness circles were supervising the devefop- 
ment of the various mining properties in 
British Columbia. In consequence capital 
was rapidly coming into the country for 
the development of its great resources. 
Agriculture was in the same prosperous 
condition, so that whenever any land was 
cleared it was immediately taken up or 
put under profitable cultivation.

The lumber industry was developing very 
rapidly, both in its home and its foreign 
trade. In one line, however, there was 
need for a greater development. At pre­
sent the demand for coal was greater 
than the supply. Japan and Australia 
had sent coal to British Columbia. This 
they were able to do by sending it as 
ballast in the lumber ships. The supply 
of the home output of coal must be in­
creased in the near future, he said, for 
it is required, not only for ordinary com­
mercial purposes, but to meet the ever- 
increasing demands made by the growing 
shipping trade of British Columbia, both 
home and foreign, as well as to facilitate 
the developments taking place In the 
great railway systems.

The only embarrassing proposition at 
the present time was tue labor situation. 
There was a great and increasing demand 
for all classes of labor. It was to the 
laborers' own interest to do all In their 
power, he said, to Induce laborers to 
come into the country, because the coun­
try’s growth was permanent and would 
be a lasting growth.

The most gratifying point of all, in the 
opinion of Mr. Mathews, was that the 
East as well as the West was feeling the 
effects of development in every branch of 
trade and industry. The Dominion as a 
whole was prospering in proportion as its 
population was increasing.

He is Appointed Professor of Par­
asitology in McGill University, 

Montreal

Dr. J. L. Todd, son of Mis. J. H. Todd, 
of this citÿ, has been appointed pro­
fessor of parasitology' in McGill Uni­
versity, Montreal. Dr. Todd Is emin­
ently qualified for the position his re­
searches In that particular line since 
graduation giving him a wide knowl­
edge on the subject.

He is a native son having been born 
In this city in 1876. 
education in Upper Canady College. 
Afterwards he attended McGill, receiv­
ing his B. A. In 1898 and his M. D. ii> 
1900, the two occupying a six-years* 
course. He worked for half a year at 
the Royal Victoria hospital, and in 
1901 he went to Liverpool, where he be­
came associated with the Liverpool 
School of Tropical Science. In the 
following year he was sent with the 
late Dr. Dutton to study sleeping sick­
ness in Senegambia. They returned in 
the summer of 1903, having found that 
sleeping sickness was due to infection 
with a trypanosoma—a blood parasite- 
conveyed by the bites of stifiging flies, 
which have been infected by biting 
cattle and other domestic and wild ani­
mals of the country.

THE McCOLL INQUEST.

Verdict of Coroner’s Jury Which In­
vestigated Recent Fatality.

The jury in the McCoII inquest 
Wednesday evening rendered a verdict 
to the effect that the accident on June 
12th by which Mr. McCoII lost his life 
was due to the carelessness of Motor- 
man Stevens and Conductor Manning 
in not obeying orders, and also to the 
carelessness of Dispatcher McGuigan in 
not issuing proper orders, says the Van­
couver News-Advertiser. In addition, 
they blame the B. C. Electric Railway 
Company for not employing more ex­
perienced men. The result of the ver­
dict was that C. M. Woodworth, who 
represented the Crown, was on the 
verge of writing out a commitment for 
manslaughter, when Coroner Diplock 
dissuaded him, with the view that the 
verdict scarcely justified so extreme a 
measure. Mr. Woodworth agreed to 
hold the matter over for the decision of 
the Attorney-General’s Department, 
and in the meantime Stevens and Man­
ning were allowed to go on their own 
recognizances and promise to appear 
when called upon.

Both Stevens and Manning were 
perfectly frank in giving their evi­
dence. They admitted receiving 
ders to cross at Ninth Avenue, 
owing to a combination of circum­
stances the orders had slipped both 
their minds. The first order given by 
Mr. McGuigan had simply told them 
to look out for the shunter on the line, 
but he had altered it afterwards.

The Hague, June 26.—The French 
proposition presented to the second 
committee (land war) of the peace 
conference on June 22nd regarding the 
opening of hostilities is strongly op-/ 
posed by the countries relying on 
prompt mobilization,
Britain, Germany and Japan, 
proposition is as follows:

“Article 1.—The contracting powers 
agree that hostilities among them can­
not begin without advance and un­
equivocal notice, having either the 
form of a declaration of war supported 
by facts or the form of an ultimatum 
with a conditional declaration of war.

“Article 2.—A state of war must be 
communicated to neutral powers with­
out delay."

The text of the American proposition 
presented to the peace conference on 
June 24th, by General Porter is as fol­
lows: “The bombardment by a naval 
force of unfortified and undefended 
towns, villages or buildings is forbid­
den, although such towns, villages dr 
buildings are liable to damages inci­
dental to the destruction of naval or 
military establishments, public depots 
of munitions of war, or vessels of war 
in port, and such towns, villages or 
buildings are liable to bombardment 
when reasonable requisitions for pro­
visions and supplies at the time essen­
tial to the naval force are withheld, 
in which case due notice of thé bom­
bardment must be given.

“The bombardment of unfortified and 
undefended towns and places for the 
non-payment of ramson is forbid­
den."

The German proposition for adapt­
ing the Red Cross convention to naval 
warfare, which was presented on June 
24th, says that hospital ships cannot be 
captured. Private hospital ships will 
enjoy the same treatment and must 
take care of the wounded without dis­
tinction to nationality and must never 
be employed for military purposes or 
interference with military operations.

The proposal presented by the Brit­
ish delegates provides for the estab­
lishment of an international perma­
nent court of appeals In regard to 
prizes captured at sea. 
power may appeal to this court from 
the finding of prize court. A Ger­
man proposal Jin .the same connection 
provides that within a fortnight1 after 
the opening of hostilities each bellig­
erent must appoint an admiral, who 
will request a neutral power to ap­
point within a fortnight a member of 
The Hague court of arbitration. With­
in another fortnight these two neutral 
powers will meet and choose a fifth 
member of the proposed court from 
among their own members of The* 
Hague arbitration tribunal.

France presented a proposition for 
the peaceful regulation of interna­
tional conflicts. It says that in dis­
putes of an international character 
not engaging their honor or essential 
interests the signatory powers may 
decide to appoint an international com­
mission of inquiry, according to a con­
vention agreed yupon by Jhe conflicting 
parties. It shall meet behind closed 
doors, and*-the details of the hearings 
may be published only if the parties 
agree.

Discussion will begin on Thursday 
morning on the propositions thus far 
submitted.

Dr. Drago, of the Argentine Re=_ 
public, has prepared 'à, proposition 
stating that In the matter of the col­
lection of public debts, the debts must 
be claimed before the ordinary courts 
of the debtor’s country. If the decision 
of the court is accepted by both par­
ties, provided Ifc-is against the debtor 
state and the state refuses to pay, 
then force may be used.

Dr. Hagerup, 
president of the sub-comittee, said 
that the questions referring to the 
bombardment of undefendéd towns and 
the laying of «lines, although technical, 
have also a Judicial character, which 
must be defined In a humanitarian way, 
thus helping the cause of peace.

Count Tornielli, Italy, and M. 
Tchàrÿkoff, Russia, announced propo­
sitions on the subject of the bombard­
ment of harbors, and Italy, Japan, 
Brazil and Holland announced amend­
ments to1 the proposition referring to 
the laying of mines and torpedoes.

GROWTH OF WINNIPEG.

Mb'I Winnipeg, June27.—The city building 
total for 1907 has reached thp $4,450,000 
mark, as compared with $6,800,000 at 
this date last year. The number of 
permits issued to date this year is 1581, 
about twenty less than at this time 
last year. The decrease in the figures 
is accounted for by the absence of large 
permits this year, whereas last year 
almost every day in the spring season 
brought in a permit for a building to 
cost $50,000. The residence growth this 
year is very nearly as great as it was 
in 1906, and the population of the city 
is extending with a rapidity equal to 
that of any former year.

Montreal, July 27.—The annual state­
ment of the Dominion Iron and Steel 
Company shows the gross earnings to 
have been $2,247,000, the interest charges 
for the year $684,000, and the net earnings 
$1,563,000. From this amount there was 
transferred to. the contingent account 
$810,000. This item needs explanation. 
The company for convenience and regu­
larity has charged up the coal used In its 
operations at an old contract price of 
$1.27 per ton, irrespective of the cost, this 
being' the price of the broken contract 
with the Dominion Coal Company, and 
which will be contested in the courts. 
The excess cost has been charged to a 
special account with the Dominion Coal 
jpompany as part of the damages for 
which suit is brought up to May 31st. 
This amounted to $810,000, of which about 
$500,000 was paid to the Dominion Coal 
Company. The balance represents the 
extra cost of coal bought from others. 
The earnings available thus amount to 
$752,000. Out of this the company has 
taken the sinking fund- of the first mort­
gage bonds and the surplus has sufficed 
to cover the deficit carried from the past 
year In the profit and loss account and to 
leave a credit balance of $318,000. The 
aggregate earnings from November to 
February, inclusive, fell off about $250,000 
as compared with the average of the pre­
ceding months of 1906, due to the break­
ing of the coal contract by the Dominion 
Coal Company. The liquid assets show an 
increase of $467,000. The current liabilities 
are a little higher than last year, while 
the net indebtedness of the company is 
$192,000 less than last year. During the 
year $306.000 was spent on capital account, 
the chief item being the Bessemer plant. 
The company has secured options on sev­
eral Nova Scotia coal properties, which 
are now being prospected.

Crossing the Busy Thoroughfares Be­
comes Municipal Problem.

EP Jfc
Paris is rapidly developing a traffic pro­

blem. It is the problem of crossing the 
streets at crowded points at busy hours 
of the day. The Paris driver has no con­
sideration for the pedestrian; the law 
does not oblige him to have any, and 
sometimes the man or woman who at­
tempts to cross a street risks life and 
limb in doing so. There are police at 
sdtne crossings and they will occasional-^ 
ly hold up the traffic to let people pass; 
but there are only a few crossings so 
guarded.

An engineer named Henard, who has 
taken up the problem recently, figures 
that there are 10,000 private carriages and 
35.000 rented ones in Paris; there are 
16,000 cabs, 4,000 touring automobiles, 660 
omnibuses, 1,900 tramway cars, countless 
wagons and trucks and 160,000 bicyeies 
and tricycles.

The traffic in the streets seems to in­
crease perceptibly from week to week. 
It is said to have doubled in fifteen years 
and it is expected to double itself again 
lnsde of a decade if nothing happens to 
check It.

Henard proposes in the first place to 
establish islés of safety in the centre of 
all the squares and open places, including 
spacious intersections of streets.

Davîfe Says Mine Owners Sought to 
Disrupt the Federation.

Boise, Idaho, June 27.—A. F. Davis 
came to the stand for cross-examina­
tion at 9:30 o’clock this morning in the 
trial of W. D. Haywood for murder.

Senator Borah took Davis and asked 
about the period he spent in hiding In 
the Hercules mine after the Bunker 
Hill explosion. He said that Paulson 
and another were there.

Or­
chard said that he was at the Her­
cules at this time. Davis was unable 
to recall Orchard as one of these men, 
nor could he remember when he first 
met Steve Adams at Cripple Creek, 
Davis said he was at home on the night 
of the Vindicator mine explosion, and 
dented that he had called at-Orchard’s 
house early and taken him to a union 
meeting.

Davis could not tell when he last 
saw Orchard prior to the explosion.

Referring to his previous testimony 
that all was quiet at Cripple Creek be­
fore the troops were sent there, Davis 
admitted that he had heard of various 
murders there, but that some had oc­
curred after the troops arrived. How­
ever, he insisted that he would stand 
on his previous statément regarding 
the conditions at Cripple Creek before 
the troops came there. Davis said the 
mine owners oontinually sought to dis­
rupt the Federation. He believed the 
two men killed at the Vindicator mine 
were non-union men. Davis also de­
nied that there were unusual features 
of the Denver convention of the Fed- 
eratiom regarding which Orchard had 
testified that Haywood had told him 
that something should “be pulled off.”

Will Continue to Come to 

Western Canada.

Edmonton, June 27.—Hon. C. E. Cross, 
of Alberta, returned to Edmonton last 
night after two months’ -absence in 
England and Europe, where he went for 
the purpose of consulting specialists 
regarding his throat, which has for 
■ome time given him considerable trou­
ble.

1 With respect to immigration and his 
observations in the Old Country, Hon. 
Mr. Cross says immigration from the 
British Islands to Canada has oniy just 
begun, and Canada is beliôved by the 
people and the government to be the 
most promising flfeld for colonization. 
British capitalists are becoming in­
terested in Canada as à field for secure 
and profitable investment, and a land 
of boundless possibilities. He attributed 
the interest of English settlers in Can­
ada to the intelligent and energetic im­
migration policy of the present minis­
ter of the interior, Hon. Frank Oliver. 
The stream of settlers from Great 
Britain Is setting in with an intensity 
and greater volume than that which 
has been flowing over the Canadian 
border from the United States during 
the last eight years. What Hon. Mr. 
Siftost did to advertise Canada in the 
United States, Hon. Mr. Oliver _ has 
done to advertise the western provinces 
In Great Britain and Ireland.

“Once started," said Mr. Cross, “this 
flow of immigration will continue to 
bring in thousands of the very best 
settlers^ to western Canada."

“When I left England,”
Cross, “the weather was cold and wet. 
It was colder than was reported from 
Edmonton. Weather conditions in 
France were a month behind the nor­
mal conditions this year. Fruit, trees 
and large foliage of the Mediterranean 
were from three to four weeks behind 
former years.

"In fact," said Mr. Cross, “the 
weather has been backward all over 
the world, and from what I learn, 
Alberta gains in comparison with 
other countries, far surpassing England 
and parts of Europe."

Mr. Cross also said, that complaints 
were general as to the condition of the 
winter crop in eastern Europe.

UNIFORM $ILL OF LADING.

Agreement Practically Reached—Will 
Form Part of Interstate Com­

merce Law.

Chicago, June 27.—A binding agree­
ment between shippers and railroads, 
a dream of American commerce in the 
form of a uniform bill of lading,, has 
practically been agreed upon. Repre­
sentatives of commercial interests and 
all trunk lines of the country have set­
tled upon this form of the new bill, and 
the interstate commission has concur­
red. It will be submitted for the* rati­
fication of the railroad and comnfercial 
interests of the country early in July.

The effect of the ratification Will be 
to make the new bill of lading II part of 
the interstate commerce law. The ship­
pers then will have the thing for which 
they have clamored for the .last 
decade, a railroad receipt binding 
on the carriers.

The negotiations have been thus far 
carried by the railroad representatives 
and members of the board 9t directors 
of the Illinois manufacturers and Am­
erican Shippers’ Association. The neW 
bill holds the initial road and its con­
nections liable for a shipment from the 
time it is delivered to the consignee at 
its destination.

In a collar seen recently 
the border was of large, round eyelets, 
nearly as big as a dime, arranged so 
the edges of each touched those on eith­
er side. Within this was a series of 
semi-circles, connected at the bottom 
by straight lines, all done in eyelets 
a sise smaller than those In the bor­
der, These eyelets also nearly 
touehed. In the center of each half 
circle was a conventionalised daisy, with 
the petals In oval eyelets.

As the eyelets are so much larger 
those In ordinary use, they can- 

... -e pierced with a stiletto entirely, 
but after the flret punch Is made 
should be slashed with small sharp 
scissors so the edges may be turned 
underneath to male a Armer edge. 
Hun aU the eyelets before working In 
order to prevent pulling and work 
over and over with a close, even 
Stitch. Later the surplus linen un­
derneath may be cut away.

As the eyelet border Is not suf- 
flclently Arm to wear well, when It 
Is finished and the linen bae been 
trimmed close to the edge It should 
be worked In buttonhole stitch, work­
ing over the outer part of the eyelet.

The back 
has only the scalloped edge and the 
eyelets for ribbon. These oval eyelets, 
by the way, not only hold the ribbon 
flatter, but are more ornamental than 
the round ones.

As can be seen from the working de­
tail, there are no difficult stitches in this 
work, it being a combination of eyelet 
and solid embroidery, buttonholing and 
either a fine stem stitch or outlining. A 
rather fine quality of white mercerized 
cotton is used.

The edge is worked in buttonhole 
stitch, the scallops having first been run 
with darning cotton on both sides for 
padding. If a heavier padding is wished, 
the- entire scallops may be covered by a 
chain stitch. Do the buttonholing close­
ly and firmly, so as to withstand the 
frequent tubbings. ___

WORKING THE EYELETS
The oval eyelets around the neck and 

sleeves, through which ribbon is run to 
hold the fulness In place, also the round 
dots in the central medallion and at the 
ends of the tendrils, are pierced and 
done over and over, 
should lje run around with "a thread of 
the cotton, a lengthwise slit made in 
each, and the material turned under­
neath with the needle, 
better shape and makes a firmer edge. 
The round eyelets are pierced with a 
stiletto  ̂after first having had a thread 
run around them. In working this over- 
and-over stitch, be Careful to. have the 
outer edge absolutely even and no deep­
er than is necessary to hold. Nothing 
makes “broderie Anglaise” look coarser 
than to take too deep a stitch.

Work the fleur-de-lis, the scrolls of 
the medallion and the smaller leaves in 
satin stitch. This shduld be first padded 
with darning cotton. The larger leaves 
are worked into the central vein. The 
satin stitch may be either slanted or 
straight. The latter, however, will be 
found to be much simpler for the aver­
age einbroiderer, as the same slant is 
difficult to maintain throughout.

The stems can be done in a fine out­
line, in the narrow French stem stitch, 
or In cording stitch. The second is un­
doubtedly preferable, but takes longer 
and must be worked very finely If 
at all. The cording stitch, which has 
been described several times on these 
pages, is an effective substitute. It is 
nothing but a running stitch caught un­
der by a second thread. How it is done 
can be seen from the stem on tne 
lowest left-hand tendril, where the run­
ning stitches and the ’needle caught 
through one of them are given.

Now, though underclothing becomes 
more and more elaborate each year, 
and lace, beading, insertion and rib­
bons are made up into striking and ex­
quisite designs, there is a strong reac­
tion in favor of the simplicity that is 
so well understood by the French. In­
stead of trimmings that lose much of 
their beauty after the first laundering, 
hand embroidery is substituted, 
naturally refers more particularly to 
the corset cover.

It can be stamped, however, 
by folding the material with two pieces 
of transfer paper slipped between, and 
placed back to back. Put the design 
on top and trace with a pencil or 
stiletto.

At the luncheon given bÿ the Can­
adian Club yesterday in his honor, W. 
P. Archibald, Dominion parole officer, 
spoke as follows:

However viewed, crime presents a 
great many pressing problems. Many 
systems have been started during the 
last century, all pointing to the better­
ment of our social conditions. It is a 
hopeful sign and one of progress to 
know that our Canadian people are 
thinking seriously on criminal prob­
lems, and the enthusiasm which impels 
the attack of those toiling for the up­
lifting of our fallen will grow by their 
efforts until greater victories are final­
ly won.

The man while remaining a criminal, 
is a constant menace to society, also 
to the life and property of the individ­
ual. He is a tremendous burden upon 
the resources of the State financially 
and ethically. He is an abiding heart­
ache to every one with a feeling of pity 
or an inspiration for the nobility and 
progress of humanity.

The criminal is not an isolated fiber 
but a condition of life closely inter­
woven with all that goes to make our 
complex social fabric. He is not an 
isolated but an associated factor. He 
is something more than a relic from 
past ages. He is not a mere reversion 
to a primitive type of humanity.^ but 
an actual, if very imperfect, member 
of our present society.

The criminal is still a man, some­
thing more than a curious anatomical 
specimen of humanity that some would 
Lave us believe. Whatever he may 
have done he is part of that corporate 
life in which we all live and have our 
being. I do not believe the criminal act 
to be a strange deed of a remote and 
non-human order of being, nor the out­
come of satanic promptings, but a part 
of the conduct of one who is linked in a 
thousand and one ways with his fel­
low's. The act is ànti-isocial, anarchic, 

F* . and distinctive, but to understand the
actor we must revert to his social con­
ditions and human relations. So like­
wise w'e trace our criminal problems to 
their true rootage and treat them suc- 
cessfulPy only when w'e can understand

the cause from a broad and scientific 
view point, seeing in the criminal a 
social unit not unified, a social factor 
not socialized, and an ethical possibility 
not realized. We must set the crimin­
al in the frame of a general history, 
illuminate it by a knowledge and phil­
osophy of human nature, and a psy­
chology that takes account of all the 
facts and goes far enough" beyond 
nerves and gray matter to reach the 
real man with a will, a hope, and a 
conscience.

We satisfy the human sentiments of 
our age only when everything possible 
is done for the convict while under the 
custody of the law, and, from the pen­
itentiary view point there can be but 
little honest criticism of the construc­
tion, the administration of the institu­
tions, and the treatment of the crim- 
inali under their care. Trades of va­
rious kinds are taught the inmates, the 
moral welfare of the prisoner is well 
guarded by the enforcement of a strong 
and helpful discipline which teaches 
the'prisoner a self-control that he has 
never known before, and the chaplains 
devoting themselves exclusively to the 
spiritual needs of the inmates have a 
most helpful influence for the general 
betterment of the inmates.

Following up all these impressions on 
the prisoners general treatment, I am 
anxious to create a deeper interest and 
a conscience among the people of this 
vast Dominion to see that no man is 
left standing outside of a Canadian 
penal institution on the day of his or 
her release, without a friend to aid or 
the opportunity of following up the 
good impressions often made while un­
der authority.

My own experience with convicts has 
been chiefly with discharged or paroled 
prisoners. What strikes me most of all 
is not their resentful and ferocious dis­
position so much as their infantile 
helplessness. They seem to be poison­
ed with the pauper virus, and require 
tonics and training. It is a grievous 
social wrong to turn this rudderless 
derelict loose upon the troubled paths 
of life’s sea, for I find a large number 
of our discharged prisoners are incap­
able of using an unconditional freedom 
without an oversight. We must strive 
earnestly for the day when patrons or 
friends wrlll be on hand to receive the 
discharged prisoner, having employ­
ment and a helpful environment to as­
sist the unfortunate and the erring into 
a life of good citizenship. What the 
discharged man needs is a friend 
viding practical assistance in his hour 
of need by giving the man an oppor­
tunity to rise on the causeway of 
demption.

We realize that in making substantial 
progress in human affairs we must 
avoid the gloomy pathway of pessim­
ism, intolerance, uncharity and ignor­
ance bn the one hand, and the crude, 
untried projects of visionary enthu­
siasts on the other, and with an abid­
ing faith in God and a steadfast confi­
dence in man, do with humility, pa­
tience and fidelity the work to-day. By 
the doing of duty daily we may indeed 
kindle fires that will burn for centur­
ies and brighten the skies of time.

A man is not to be helped because he 
is a criminal and has been a prisoner.

pro-
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but because he is a man and needs 
help. I have no sympathy with that 
thought, that you are to buy a man off 
from preying upon society as a criminal 
by making things easy for him, cr 
wafting the gentle breezes of good for­
tune in his direction. Bribe-bought 
citizenship is worthless. Children that 
are controlled by candy and coaxing 
are subject to the early germs of crim­
inality. Obedience soon becomes to be 
measured by the supply of sweets, 
obedience at so much per obey. Alas, 
I have known a number of men so des­
titute of conscience or principle that 
they cater to the society doing the most 
for them on their discharge by way of 
“loaves and fishes,” while reformation 
is seldom given a serious thought. 
For one class of prisoners go­
ing out of prison it is only 
too true that but little can be done 
for them. The man who has used his 
imprisonment to plan another “job,” 
as I have known a small percentage 
of them to do, does not need the help­
ing hand on his discharge of the suit 
of clothes to help him on with his 
“Job.” But why should this man be 
given his liberty at all, is often asked.

Our very despair of helping confirm­
ed criminals emphasizes the need of 
beginning the work of purifying society 
further up the stream, at the fountain 
of youth.

crime. Man is the cause of crime. Cir­
cumstances are but the occasions of 
its commitment. Men may, and do, 
commit crime in spite of circumstances 
and in the best social surroundings. 
Adam fell in Eden, 
eagles to soar, buj: some are worms to 
wind their way through the dust of cor­
ruption and vice. There is in every 
man . the possibility of crime. This 
consideration magnifies and emphasizes 
the problem.

Helping discharged prisoners disap­
points a great many people. Instead 
of accomplishing reformation they are 
duped and imposed upon. They read 
some popular novel and take this imag­
inary estimate of the character of pri­
soners, they then go forth in their zeal 
and might to lift up this idealized, 
down-trodden specimen of the genus 
homo, who is largely responsible for 
what he is. They, of course, expect a 
welcome like “the flowers of May,” but 
they meet the chilly iron bars of re­
serve and the cold, critical gaze of one 
who many times takes their measure 
for just what he can get out of them. 
Instead of being overwhelmed with 
gratitude they often meet with suspi­
cion and reproach. The man who is 
really going to be a help to them must 
make up his mind to bear suspicion, 
slander, misunderstanding, reproach, 
and sometimes cursing, yet withal you 
will have the joÿ of meeting some gen­
uinely grateful and appreciative hearts.

Years ago when I first began to help 
men I used to hand over to others who 
were willing to lend a hand in this 
work a bad man occasionally. Some 
time ago one of these patrons turned on 
me savagely as he said: “Why, that 
fellow was a consummate scoundrel; 
he got drunk as soon as he got out and 
pawned the very clothes .1 gave him." 
I tried to tell him that pearls and dia­
monds are not packed up every day, but 
he departed fully assured that he knew 
all about convicts; he had tried one and 
of course they were all alike; are they 
not all dressed alike? So he knew all 
about it.

A man who is determined to be of 
practical help in the rescue of dis­
charged prisoners must practice the 
perseverance of the saints, and at the 
same time he will see a great deal to 
convince him of the persistency of 
devils.

Experience is not a motive 
power, it is a regulating power, and 
nothing but a genuine love can over­
come the difficulties and sustain the 
heart in the stress of the evil one comes 
in contact with in the prison atmos­
phere.

It is frequently the case that the best 
prisoner proves the worst criminal. The 
confirmed, habitual professional crim­
inal is, as a rule, the “best prisoner” 
under custody. You do not need to help 
him, for he will help himself. Another 
who may be a first offender has not 
fallen into the routine of prison habits 
and discipline, has a will and individu­
ality and self-assertion of his own, vio­
lates the rules and seldom gets 
commendation for good conduct and in­
dustry from the administration of a 
prison view point.

There is occasionally a glamor and 
show about a noted case, a great crim­
inal, and sometimes much done. Sym­
pathy and help are spent unstintedly 
with little hope of reform, while a bet­
ter man, far less a criminal, is 
times allowed to drift unaided. It is 
an exceedingly perplexing question to 
determine when a man will turn, and 
to have the best means at your dis­
posal for assisting him. I speak from 
experience in dealing with many 
on their discharge, and I find even 
of the most “hopeless cases” truly 
form, while some of the most hopeful 
ones, to my mind, turn not but drift
