St. Louis, Mo., April 5.—Pointing out
abuses, which it is alleged are proved
by testimony, the final brief of the gov-
prnment in the suit to |dissolve the
gtandard Oil Company of New  Jersey,
the one hundred million dollars Rocke-
teller holding company, was filed to-day
In the United States Circui‘t court here.

In summing up the facts regarding
the monopoly, which it is alleged the
standard maintains, the brief says that’
the question is whether the Standard,
as constituted, is a legal organization.
[{ states that if the court holds that
the corporation is legal, then there can
be no doubt that it is not gjilty of
monopoly. But if the court| makes such
2 ruling, it asserts, the company will
have ecarte blanche to pursue its own
methods and can eliminate every com-
petitor inside of two years. The brief
zays:

“There i§ ho question if this court
holds that the Standard Qil Company
of New Jersey is a legal organization,
that it is not guilty of monopoly. In
ther words, such a decision gives the
company ecarte blanche to pursue its
methods, and it can eliminate every
rompetitor inside of two years,

Hints at Confiscation,

“We do not wish to be understood to
be discouraging enterprise pr taking a
position. against legitimate competition,
but if thie Sherman Act means anything,
it means monopoly acquirgd by such
mwethods of competition as practiced by
this concern, and unless it|is enforced
the small corporation or individual who
wishes to engage in business will have
absolutely no opportunity at all”

Endeavor Made to Stop City’s Operations at Mount

Tolmie---Residents of District Present Com-
plaints to Council.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Residents of Saanich-'living in the
i‘icinity of Mount Tolmie are deter-
mined that blasting for rock for the
city streets shall not be carried on
the® if by any means it can be stop-
ped. As announced in Saturday after-
noon’s Times, a petition was circulated
among those coming within the radius
affected. On Saturday evening the
petition was presented to-the Saanich
ecouncil and a strong delegation jap-
peared to back it up. The petition
the largest signed one ever brought
before the council. The reeve and
councillors decided to take action and
g0 as far as they can in the matter. A
lawyer will be consulted before decid-
ing upon the line of action, but from
the tone of the residents and the
council the municipality is determined
to leave nothing undone to right what
they look uponsas a serious grievance.

Those concerned have three bodies
against which they claim a grievance,
the city, the Lineham-Scott Sand &
Gravel Company and the B. C. Electric
Company. The city of Victoria is held
to be responsible for creating trouble
at Mount: Tolmie by entering into a
contract to take roek from that point.
It is further alleged that without ask-
ing permission the city has proceeded
to put up the necessary shops supple~
mentary to the crusher either on’ the
road or close alongside ‘of it at the
mount.

The sand-and gravel company is held
responsible for having.spoiled a beauty
spot in-the district by taking out gravel
and rocks there and of cutting up the
roads to such an extent that they have
become almost impassable.

The, electric company, it is represent-
ed, have really aided in all the work
of spoilation by giving a freight line
to the pits and in addition to all that
it is represented that the electric com-
pany has not kept faith with the resi-
dents of that district in not furnishing
a passenger service on the line,

The decision to begin blasting for
the city streets was the last. straw.
Residents then déeided to protect
themselves to the. fullest and acéord-
ingly ask for an injunction. Consulta-
tion with a solicitor will have to be
had in order to ascertain whether the
step can be taken and against whom
they shall proceed.

Merchants Accused of Discouraging Service in
Fifth Regiment---Board of Trade Favors
Canada Contributing to Navy.

An arraignment of Victorians, and
especially of Victorian merchants, for
their ‘lack of support of the militia
was a feature of the special meeting
of the board of trade held yesterday
afternoon to discuss the gquestion of
Imperial defence. It had to be admitted
that the charge was true, too.

Lieut.-Colonel J: A, Hall, command-
ing officer of the Fifth Regiment, C. G.
A., who has taken a deep interest in
militia matters since he first settled
here, spoke frankly and plainly to his
fellow-members of the board. Lieut.-
Colonel Prior, one of his predecessors
in the command, endorsed his remarks.
The result was thé reference of the
matter to the council of the board for
immediate action,

On the subject of Imperial defence,
the board placed itself on record as in
favor of Canada contributing one or
more Dreadnoughts to the Imperial
navy, and the creation of a Canadian
navy.

Lindley Crease introduced the sub-
ject, saying the time had arrived for
Victoria and the rest of Canada to give
definite expression to its views. The
question of defence was one above all
party politics, and both sides were dis-
posed to do all that was necessary to
maintain the solidity of the Empire and
the position of its navy. A crisis seem-
ed to have developed, making it more
and more necessary for the Empire to
rely on its navy, That note hcd to be
struck sooner or later, and perhaps had
been struck sooner and more emphati-
cally than expected. Canada, having
the good fortune to be an important
part of the Empire, should do its full
share in the portection of that Empire,
and while strengthening and protecting
itself should build up i{ts own country.
In the development of a Canadian navy
we could act more rapidly if we were
to purchase from the Mother Country
ships whiech had passed their first stage
of usefulness, but were not obsolete.
This would give a means of training
the seafaring population of which Can-
ada was justly proud.

(From Friday’s Daily.) i

This scheme had many points to
recommend it, One was that it saved
the Dominion from making experiments
in . building ships. The money which
would be. paid for/the ships would help
the Mother Country in providing new
ships, By degrees our ship-building fa-
cilities would be developed, and all the
means of building, equipping and arm-
ing ships of war be available, to reach
which result heavy government subsi-
dies would be necessary, There would
be the further step of providing dock-
ing accommodation sufficient to take in
any vessels of thé British fleet. Com-
mercial power ran side by side with
naval power. Everyone in Victoria, he
was sure, as citizens of the Empire
would give the government at Ottawa
absolute support in whatever was done.

An Individual Duty.

Lieut.-Colone] Hall said he was rather
anxious to hear what the opinions of
the board were and to say ‘“‘amen” to
them, The question of Imperial defence,
to his mind, was intimately connected
with both the army and navy, and it
was perfectly impossible to disassociate
the two, if one would only take a suf-
ficiently wide grasp of the whole situa-
tion. No subject was more important to
the whole British community, and
therefore he had devoted all his spare
time to the militia service. This was a
perfectly direct and personal contribu-
tion, vastly more important and im-
pressive that any offer to give a day’'s
wages for the cofistruction of a war-
ship, Col, Hall said he stood in the iso-
lated position of being the only mem-
ber of the board of trade who held a
commisison in the militia service, Com-
mercial men should devote some of their
energies to putting themselves in a po-
sition to take part in the defence of
their country, The coa<* defence artil-
lery were in close touch with the navy.
The safety of Esquimalt drydock de-
pended absolutely on the Fifth Regi-
ment. The organization of that work
of defence was a matter for such men
as were at the meeting, and in it com-
mercial men could do good service.

“As it is the leaders of commerce in
Victoria ignore the militia,” continued
Col, " Hall. “The strength of our one
local regiment is ridiculously small. Our
establishment is 374, but we cannot
bring the strength up to 300. In Hali-
fax, with the same population, they
have 3,000 militiamen, We have 23 offi-
cers here, while in Halifax they have
123, But we talk of passing resolutions
to give fifty cents or a dollar a head to
build warships. Along Wharf street it
is as if a notice was posted up in.every
office'and warehouse: ‘No militiaman
need apply.’ I know of two militiamen
who were dismissed from their employ-
ment because they had the temerity to
turn out on parade, I have had a re-
turn made up showing what houses
employ militiamen, and I would like to
make it public to show you business
men what the facts are. There are sev-
eral firms which are not on record in
nine years as employing a member of
the militia. The city employs one thou-
sand men, I believe, and how many of
these do you think are in the militia
service? Two!

Room For More Militia,

“I see no reason why two more regi-
ments could not be raised here if we
were alive to our duty, and all of us
did our share in preparing to defend
our country. If we were keen about it
those two 9.2 guns for Signal Hill
would not be left lying in the ordnance
sheds. If you want to contribute to Im-
perial defence contribute trained men
and let it be known that the merchants
and manufacturers of Victoria are so
keen that they will pledge themselves
that their employees will become train-
ed men fit for the defence of our
coasts.” 3

Col, Hall concluded by moving the
following resolution, which Lindley
Crease seconded:

“In order that we may show ‘and
maintain an active interest in :ques-
tions of imperial defence we, the
members of the Victoria Board of
Trade,’ engage individually to use our
best endeavors that at least ten per
cent. of our white employees shall al-
ways be militiamen. And we now
state that it is our intention in the
future to give militiamen applying to
us for work a distinct preference over
all others. And we further request
the council of this board to consider
a scheme whereby the city council
may be induced to give militiamen a
preference in all civic employment, and
‘whereby those contractors - for civic
work or supplies who employ the most
militiamen shall, other things being
equal, have the preference in the work
or business.”

A. G. Sargison said he was very
much in favor of.the resolution.. His
own experience in the militia was that
it was almost a thankless job." He
quoted Lord Milner as having said
when here 'that a strong, healthy pub-
lic spirit was needed " in Canada in

ment should nét be blamed for such
things as the non-mounting of the
9.2 guns when there was no such pub-
lic feeling. ‘

J. J. Shallcross suggested that ' as
the 'meeeting  could hardly pledge all
the members of the board the resolu-
tion should be referred to a special
committee, to take the matter up,
arouse public interest and perhaps
formulate an even larger scheme. The
figures given by Col. Hall as to the
difficulty experienced in. keeping up
the one corps on Vancouver island
were startling and showed ‘the need
of this matter being taken up.

Regrettable Lack of Support.

Col. Prior heartily endorsed the re-
marks made by Col. Hall in what he
termed a most excellent speech. He
had himself spent some years in com-
mand of the regiment which Col. Hall
now commanded with such ' success
and knew what the difficulties were.
It was regrettable that Victoria and
Vancouver were each able to support
only one corps and’ that so much
trouble was found in - securing . re-
¥cruits.

“I think far more young men would
join the militia if it was not for the
disfavor in ‘which it is held by their
elders,” Col. Prior continued. “Not so
many years ago it took a good deal of
nerve for a man-to get into. his uni-
form and walk down the -street as a
militiaman, and even to-day they are
subjected to a lot of chaff that is
hard on the men, especially the yourig-
er ones.”

On the question of a direct contri-*
bution Col. Prior took the view that
Canada should show, ‘whatever the
cause of the present crisis, that it was
at the back of the motherland. Wheth-
er that contribution should be the
gift of a Dreadnought or a sum .of
money was a matter on which the
Dominion government was best able to
decide. Col, Prior expressed himself as
a strong advocate of compulsory train-$§
ing, which was a good thing for the
country and. for the young men-them-
selves. Nothmg would so inspire them
with confidence and energy and other
manly qualities, and it was much to
be desired that it be adopted here and
throughout the empire.

James Thomson said his was ,6one
Wharf street warehouse where a mili-
tiaman had always been given a pref-
erence.

NELSON COUNCIL MAY
CLOSE CITY WHARF

Object to Keeping in Repair for
Benefit of Private
Companies.

-Nelson| April 1.—At the last meeting
of the city counci] a letter from.Allan
Purvis, C. P. R. superintendent,
brought on a lengthy discussion. Mr.
Purvis stated that! the company has
made no appropriation for any work
on the wharf, -that it would hardly
coincide with the company’s policy to
abanden its present terminals and con-
struct a new wharf and that in any
case the company could consider no
proposition in which the Great North-
ern and the city did not bear a share.
He recommended that the city prepare
a scheme, including the Great North-
ern in its provision for submission to
the C. P. R. headquarters for consid-
eration in next year’s appropriations.

The mayor said the letter threw the
whole matter back another year and
expressed the greatest ssatisfaction
with the way the railwdy companies
had ‘dealt with the city in the matter.
The question had reached the stage
where the city had its choice to either
rebuild or close the wharf and, as he
knew of no precedent for maintaining
a wharf for the benefit of private com-
panies he would advocate closing. The
city could better afford to have it close-
ed than the companies could and the
step might bring them to a. sense of
what was proper. For the last twelve
yéars or so the’steamers of the com-
pany had been tying up to the wharf
and- swinging on it regardless of how
much they damaged it, confident in
the knowledge that it was city and not
company property, and that the city
would pay. for «4t. It might cause in-
convenience, .to .the..public but. he felt
sure that the peopie would submit to
- the ‘ineonvenience for"the zood of the
‘eity.

It was finally decided to' notify the
companies that unless they could un-
dertake to keep the wharf up the city
‘would “be forced by its dangerous con-
dition to close it in the near future.

BIG STRIKE IN
THE-CARIBOU MINE

Discovery of Lead of Gold and
High Grade Silver Ore
Reported.

Vancouver, April 1.—The discovery of
a lead of gold and high-grade silver ore
has just been repdrted in the Caribou
mine, some miles south of Carcross, Y.
T. This mine is one of the-claims of
the big Thing group, which is control-
led by William Mackenzie, the rallroad
magnate, Col. Conrad and others.

The mine where the big pay strike
is reported is in charge of William
McDonald, and fifteen men .are. now
employed in hauling an average of
twelve tons of ore a day down to the
company’s- concentrator,

The concentrator was erected last
fall, and when Mr. Mackenzie declared
that it was. his intention to have it in
operation during the winter months,
he was laughed at by mining men. In
spite of the theories of practical min-
ing men, however, the concentrator,
which was erected at a cost of $60,-
000, has been in operation all winter,
while for days at a time the temper-
ature hovered about the 40-below-zero
mark. Once the thermometer  regis-
4 tered 58 .below and even then the con-
centrator. was. kept going.

The - concentrator has -been operat-
ed since last December and from 40
to 50 men have been continually em-
ployed in the Venus mine, where it is
stationed,  exclustvely of the 20 men
who were actually employed in oper-
ating .the concentrator,

An average of 100 tons a day has
been removed from the Venus mine
during .the. past winter, principally
high-grade silver ore with a good celor-
ing of gold, and the company reports
that richer ore is being met with every.
day. The Venus mine is gituated about
1,000. feet above Windy Arm, an outlet
from Tagish lake, and is in charge of
Fred Whitman,

It is the. intention of the company
to build an aerial tramway ‘this sum-
mer from the mines of Lake Bennett,
which will be one of the longest of: its
kind in America. H. W, Vance will
supervise its construction.

BITHULITHIC
IS IN FAVOR

DOUGLAS AND COOK
STREETS ASK FOR IT

Aldermen Generally Think it a
Good Pavements—A Foun-
tain Without Water.

The merits of bithulithic pavement
were discussed by the streets, bridges
and sewers committee Friday night in
view of the growing sentiment in favor
of that class of street covering, which
is shown by the petitions reaching the
council. As far as expressed last night
the aldermen as a whole think the
pavement a good one, ;

A petition from residents of Caok
street, . headed by Mr. Justice Irving,
asked for the paving of that thorough-
fare from Pandora avenue_to Fairfield
road with bithulithic, It was explained
by Chairman Turner, however, that as
the signatures of owners north of Fort
street had not been obtained the por-
tion. petitioned for would really be from
Fort street to Fairfield road.

The owners of property on Douglas
street petitioned that that street be laid
with . bithulithic from Humboldt ' to
Herald streets, and that the work be
done early,

Ald. Turner mentioned that the Pem-
berton road owners are getting a simi-
lar petition ready,

Ald, McKeown expressed the opinion
that the city should have nothing to do
with this pavement, he having been in-
formed that it had not been a success
elsewhere,

Ald. Henderson thought it would be a
good pavement for residential streets,
but he was not sure about its value for
heavy traffic, unless it was laid on a
firm foundation,

The chairman was asked for an opin-
ion from his observation while on the
tour of inspection, and repliéd: “I con-
sider it the best pavement I have ever
seen. It is better than.asphalt, is less
slippy, and I think will wear better. I
have no hesitation in recommending it
strongly.”

Some correspondence between D. R.
Ker and the manager of the Brackman-
Ker mills at Edmonton. was read, for-
warding a letter from'A. J, Latournel,
acting city engineer of, the _Alberta
capital. That official statéd that as far
as their knowledge and experience
went bithulithic was quite satisfactory.
In 1907 there were 18,715 yards laid in
Edmonton, last.year 33,318 yards, and
this year there were 33, yards under
contract. The contract pfice in 1907 was
$3.15 a yard, laid on a bituminous base.
In 1908 the price was increased to $3.45
in consideration of its being laid on a
six-inch concrete base, and the pave-
‘ment was guaranteed for ten years.
This: year. the price was:$8 a yard; laid
on a five-inch concreté’lbundatlon. and
guaranteed for fivé Vears,

“I’ thing it is"a good pavement for
certain classes of traffic, but certainly
not for heavy trafic on business
streets,” said City Engineer Topp,
when asked for an opinion,

Ald. Bishop pointed out that the peo-
ple who had to pay for the pavement
were asking for bithulithic, and should
get what they wanted.

“But if we give it to them we take
no responsibility. that it will  last a
given time,” Ald, Mabie added.

Ald. Henderson reminded the com-
mittee that elsewhere . the company
gave a guarantee of the life of the pave-
ment,

The petitions were referred to the en-
gineer for report, and he was instructed
to write the company for an estimate
of cost. :

A Waterless Fountain,

Ald, Stewart drew attention to the
neglected state of a small triangle of
land between Fort ' street, Jubilee
avenue and Leighton road, belonging
to the, city. He suggested that it be
handed over to the parks board to fix
up. He thought the board should also
be allowed to take hold of the.triangle
at the south end of the Causeway and
Belleville street and beautify it,

Ald. McKeown suggested that #
would be a suitable spot for a foun-
tain.

“Fix up the one you have and turn
the water on before you start putting
fountains all over,” advised Ald, Hum-
ber “There is a fountain we bought and
paid for with our own money, and we
canont get you to give us water for it.
We' can get nothing in the north end
but bricks and beer. I have been ham-
mering at this for three months, and I
can ‘get nothing done.”

Ald, Stewart suggested . that there
was ‘a committee dealing with this.

“Yes, and like the one on the re-
port of the investigation, it is dead,”
said Ald, Humber,

Ald. ‘Bishop recommended -that’
poles along Belleville street, in front
of the parliament, buildings, be re-
moved and the wires placed under-
ground. He pointed out that everything
possible. should be done.to make ' the
first impressions of visitors arriving in
the city good ones.

He. was assured that the matter
under . congideration.

Ald. Raymond backed him up in' his

views on this matter.
The chairman reported that the man
who wanted to buy the swimming bath
on- Dallas ‘road would give’ $50 for it.

JUVENILE COURT

DR. ERNEST HALL TELLS
WHAT COULD BE DONE

He Strongly Favors Taking Ad-
vantage of the Domin-
ion ‘Act.

L

In his lecture before the Young Men’s
Club. at the Metropolitan Methodist
church a week ago, Dr, Ernest Hall
spoke of the ease with which a juvenile
court could be established in this city.
In an interview Friday Dr. Hall gave
his opinion on the matter to a reporter
as follows:

““The Dominion government has pass-
ed a good-law dealing with this ques-
tion, and there 'is no reason why we
should not take advantage of it. If this
law were put ‘into force the parents
would ‘be held liable for the ' proper
training of . their children, which they
are not at present, The following sec-
tion of the act makes that clear:

‘“‘Any person who knowingly or wil-
fully encourages, causes, abets, or con-
nives at the commission by a child of
a delinquency, or'who knowingly or
wilfully does any act producing, pro-
moting, or contributing to a child's be-
ing or becoming a juvenile delinquent,
whether or not such person is the par-
ent or guardian of the child, or who,
being the parent or  guardian of the
child and being able to do so, wilfully
neglects to do that which would direct-
ly tend to prevent a child’s being or
becoming a juvenile delinquent, or to
remove the conditions which render a
child a juvenile delinquent, shall be
iiable, on summary conviction before
a juvenile court or a justice, to a fine
not exceeding $500 or to imprisonment
‘for a period not exceeding one year, or
to. both fine and imprisonment.’

“There are only two things needed in
order that the Dominion act may be

per detention home for the temporary
confinement of juvenile delinquents, or
of children charged with delinquency.
The act provides ‘that the institution
should be conducted more like a family
home than like a penal institution, and
must not be under the same roof as,
or in the immediate vicinity of any po-
lice station, jail, lockup, or any other
place where adults are or may be im-/
prisoned. It might not be necessary to
build or even to rent a. place. for this
purpose. In Seattle a suitable. house
has just been rented, but here it might
be possible to arrange with some suit-
ak#: person to receive cases of this
kind, making the detention in the home
house. There are not: very many. cases
here in the course of a year, and if a’
probation officer were appointed, the
numkber would be even fewer than at
present,

“The appointment of a probation offi<
cer is - the other: mecessity under the
act. The saldary for a suitable persbn,
would have to be provided by the city.
This anhd the' cost of maintaining the
home would be the. only expenses, The
Children’s Aid’ Society of the city could
act as a committee to have oversight
;of the work, and the presernt magistrate
would be  judge of the juvenile court.
In the latter connection I should like
to say that I consider the present mag-
istrate a conscientious officer,- who I
believe to be in hearty sympathy with
every movement for the curtailment of
crime and the development of a higher
type of: citizenship, and I believe .that
a juvenile icourt established here as it
is under Judge Lindsay -in Denver
would be perfectly safe under his su-
pervision, Under the present conditions,
however, it is impossible for Mr, Jay
or anyone else to do justice to juvenile
criminals,

‘“The’ cost seems to be the difficulty
here, as it is. in many other places.
Judge Lindsay, speaking on this ques-
tion, says that assuming that the cost
of the court were twice, or even: five
times, the amount it now. is,. for every
$1,000 spent there is $10,000. saved to the
city, ‘'both in money and manhood. All
recognized jurists favor the plan. Judge
Lindsay further says that one proba-
tion officer earnestly and enthusiastic-
ally engaged in his work can do. more
in the course of a year to prevent crime
than the best district attorney can do
in five years in prosecuting criminals.”

Continuing; the doctor said: “Crime
is the result in very many cases of
vicious heredity, combined with un-
favorable ' surroundings, Crime is the
product of our social system. Our penal
system is whelly wrong. An authority
who has studied the question says that
the penitentiaries- which are supposed
to cure the criminals are - veritable
schools of crime. Since ‘then, the condi-
tions that develop vice are the result of
society’s errors, society must be respon-
sible, The question then arises whether
it would be better ‘to spend a small
amount to make uséful citizeng of the
boys which' the conditions in this city
are attempting to destroy, or shall we
help them to grow up so that they may
be of use to the state, It is' an import-
ant question, and I hope that our
mayor and council will see fit to pro-
vide the small amount of money to
deal with the matter.”

GOVERNOR OF GIBRALTAR

the governor of .Gibraltar and the form-
er president, Mr. Roosevelt was shown
through the government house and the
gardens by the governor himself. He
expressed his delight with the residence
and added that he was enchanted by
his visit to Gibraltar.

EVIDENCE AT INQUEST.
Jury i%rought in Verdict of Death by
Drowning While Temporarily
Insane,

A coroner’s jury Thursday afternoon
returned a verdict of death by drown-
ing while temporarily insane, -at the
inquest held on the circumstances.sur-
rounding the death of David "A. Con-
non, who drowned himself in the Bea-
con Hill park lake, Wednesday morn-
ing.

THOMAS 'WATSON TO RUN
“LITTLE PRINCESS” LINE

Building a New Boat to Work
With the Gladys and
Marjorie.

Commencing Saturday, May 1st,
Thomas Watson, who will resign from
the office of fire chief April 30th, will
operate the Little Princess line, a fleet
of motor boats to ply for hire in the
waters around Victoria and Esquimalt.
Three boats will be operated during the
early part of May., and the fleet will
be added to as the passenger demand
increases through the summer,

The Princess Marjorie and the Prin-
cess Glayds are the two first boats
ready to go into commission. The third,
which is not' yet named, is building in
Victoria at' present, and will ‘be the
most up-to-date -launch, of 'the three.
The Marjorie is a thirty-five footer,
sixteen-horse power, to carry thirty
passengers., ‘The Gladys- is - thirty-two
feet, equipped with twelve-horse power
engine, and ‘will carry twenty-five pas-
sengers.  The ' operation of the new
pleasure, boat line is for parties taking
outings up-the Gorge, to Esquimalt Al-
bert Head, ‘Gordon Head and all the
pleasure and picniéing grounds round
Victoria.

“I have long had this proposition in
mind,” said Chief: Watson this morn-
ing. ““I’ think it is just what Victoria
wants- during the summer months, and
no doubt the opportunity -to take pic-
nices. by, water to the many places
round Victoria will be taken advantage
of by the people of the city. I am build-
ing the third boat myself, -and will’ turn
it’out as compléte a.little motor craft
as any-in the Sound waters, It is being
specially: built for passenger traffic, and
the others, the Marjorie and the Gladys,
are up to date boats in every particu-
lar. I contemplate a busy. season, and
will send the Princess Marjorie and the
Prinaess Gladys into -commission the
day after I leave my present office of
fire chief, that is on May 1st. The third
boat will be ready shortly, and will be
put on the water as soon as the season
starts) I foresee. that the Little Prin-
“cess line will meet a demand in loeal
waters that has not been catered for
heretaofore. I expect to have a big fleet
by the time the. season gets going, and
the boats will be run in: the manner
necessary: to “ensure’ their popularity
and- support by-the public. I will run
the - :Marjorie yor -the Gladys regularly
from' the Causeway for.Gorge trips, and
the:other boats will be running trips on
other routes round.: the harbor,  the
plans' for which will be al advertised
later.”

IKEDA MINES
ARE VERY RICH

CAPITALISTS BACK FROM
QUEEN CHARLOTTES

G. R. Cummings Tells of the
Resources on Northern Group
of Islands.

“I.think a great deal of British Co-
lumbia,” said G. K. Cummings, the
New &ork capitalist, to a Times re-
porter Friday night, when interviewed
at the Empress Hotel, “Yes, I think a
good deal of British Columbia. Many
moneyed men are looking this way for
investments, and that is a good sign.
Some places are developing perhaps a
little too fast, while others are going a
little slow, but if things are averaged
yp it is my opinion that British Colum-
bia is well worthy of the investigation
of legitimate capitalists.”

‘Mr, Cummings returned - from- the
Queen Charlotte Islands the night be-
fore last on the Princess Beatrice, He
.has been spending three months there
in company with his brother, his son
and two noted mining men, H.  H.
Clarke being the owner of the famous
Bullfrog camp, near Goldfields, in Ne-
vada, and Dr. Behnson, the second
largest owner in the Tonopah mining
camp. Mr. Cummings’ father and
mother have been residing here duting
his absence, and they all intend to re-
main here for some time longer, uas
they like Victoria.

During their visit to the Queen Char-
lotte Islands the party visited every
part of the east coast and some of the
interior, spending their spare time
hunting—chasing the wild cattle of ihe
northeastern peninsula or shooting
ducks, sea lion or other game along the
coast, The beef of the wild cattle, Mr.
Cummings says, was the best he ever
tasted, due probably to thz2 fact that
at the time they killed the caltle they
were hungry for beef steak.

Mr. Cummings tells of a disappoint-
ment -which befel Mexican Tom, who
has a herd of . cattle, This raan con-
ceived a plan for catching the wild
cattle by building a corral for them
and driving them into it. He built the
corral - all right, a big one, almost a
mile in _circumference, but when it
came . to the driving it was a different
matter. The cattle refused to be driven
that way, and they are still at large,
while Mexican Tom bemoans the loss
of time entailed in the carrylng out of
his scheme.

Speaking of the mining on the isl-
ands, Mr. Cummings said: ‘““There is no
doubt ‘but that the islands are highly
mineralized, and there are a number
of very fine prospects there, but the
only mine so far is the one at Ikeda
Bay. You have heard of the pew strike
at that mine I suppose. It is certainly
a genuine one, There was a shipment
of the ore came¢ down ‘en the steamer
with us. It is a little early to say what
there /7§ of it, for it has not yet been
shown:%é be in' vein form; but-it is a
most important development. It was
found by putting in a crosscut near
the end of the tunnel. The Japs had
installed a compressed air plant for
working their drills when the crosscut
was started, and it was not long before
they struck the ore.”

“The west coast of the islands.” con-
tinued Mr. Cummings, “is practically
unprospected. This year, however,
great preparations are being made by
Indians and white men to go into that
part of the islands, and the result
should be worth watching. Most prom-
ising reports have come in from -both
Moresby and Graham Islands, and
someone is pretty sure to make a
strike.  When this happens. there will
be a rush to the country,

‘““The best copper belt so far-seems to
be around Tasso Harbor. At Lockport
there are some good showings in larger
quantities than at Tasso, but the latter
is of higher grade. Gold seems to be
distributed . over Graham Island, but
only in negligible quantities.”

Speaking of the country as a farm-
ing possibility, the capitalist said that
fhere seemed, so far as he could
gather, to be two districts where there
were pretty good farming lands with
which the settlers were well satisfied.
These were at Lawn Hill and around
Masset Inlet. At the latter placeé there
was good communication by water, as
the inlet ran a long way into the land.
The 'soil was rich, and this seemed to
be the;most satisfactory settlement on
the island. He had also talked with the
people from Lawn Hill, and they seem-
ed to be a progressive lot of people,
but were without a harbor, and had to
pack the supplies in with great diffi-
culty. He thought they were working
hard and deserved some support from
the government in the way of tran-
sportation facilities, such as a road to
Skidegate or to Queen Charlotte City,
in‘order that they might get the neces-
sities. of 'life. Settlers of this kind, he
said, were the brawn and sinew of the
country, and should be encouraged.

Of the land said ‘to be on the east
coast, Mr. Cummings gave as his opin-
ion that it was not there. They had
travelled all down the coast, and -had
tried to get inland, but ‘the country
was' nothing but muskeg and swamp.
From the information gathered from
the - government reports he would not
have known the country at all, and
was much disappointed.

Speaking of Queen Charlotte City, the
New Yorker said that it was the best
place for a townsite on the whole isl-
and. The harbor was a splendid one,
for it was deep and at the same time
well protected. When the wind was
blowing hard outside the water in the
harbor was perfectly calm. The saw-
mill had just started about ten days
before he left, and was well managed
by Mr. Girard, a clever and capable
man. A fine dock was being built, and

For example, a traveler un-
dertaking a trip to any part of the
surrounding country within a short
distance of Victoria, such as Parson’s
Bridge or Colwood, must pay about
twice as much for the conveyance of
his machine as he does for the trans-
portation of his own person. Is there
any justification, either under the sta-
tute law or under the common law of
common sense, that can be quoted in
defence of such a [fool regulation?
Would it stand the test of an appeal
to the Dominion Railway Commission?
For our part we cannot understand
why it ever was put in force, and that
without notice, | unless it may have
been suggested to the management by
some employeeb who may have
thought they were put to an unneces-
sary amount of trouble in handling
the machines of passengers. The rule
ought either to pe amended upon some
sound business basis or, perhaps bet-
ter still from the point of view of the
company itself, abalishéd altogether. It
will not have & tendency' to encour-
age travel. Buﬁ of course it may be
that the B, & N. COinpa'ny under its
new managemem thinks ‘it He¥s more
business ‘already than it can handle
with its existing equjpment.

BRITISH COLUMBIA’S FRUIT
IMPORTATIONS.

The characteristic of inquisitiveness
seems to ‘be highly ideveloped in the
Conservative members for British Co-
lumbia in the present Dominion Par-
liament, Scarcely'a ddy passes over the
roof of the legislative chamber in which
one at least of our representatives does
not want to know sotriething. The point
upon which the government is interro-
gated is usually| of little moment, gen-
erally something suggestive of a vain
hope that political |capital may be
found lurking in the answer. There are
exceptions to this general rule, of
course, but we fear they apply only to
the case of Mr. Martin Burrell, who is
a most indusfrious as well as a most
lnquism\e member,

In reply to a question of the member
for Yale-Caribot the Minister of Cus-
toms, Hon. William | ‘Paterson, read
some statistics containing matter of
more than passing interest to the peo-
ple of British Columbia, The inquiry
hagd reference to the |imports into this
fruit-growing provinde of products of
the orchard during the year 1908. Dur-
ing that' statistical beriod it appears
we imported from outside points, main-
ly from the United States it may be
presumed prunés and plums of the
\alue ot' $35,610; green apples of the
value of $63,777; blackberries, goose-
berries, raspberries and strawberries of
the value of $9,957; peaches of the value
of $24,860; plums (other than pitted) of
the value of $10,314; quinces, apricots,
pears and nectarines of the value of

$17,276. Of the provinces of .the West:

Manitoba was the only one whose im-
portations of such classes of products
exceeded ours. Olthough Saskatchewan
and Alberta are not considered adapted
to fruit-growing, their imports did not
approach within measurable distance of
ours, the fruit-growing province par
excellence of Canada.

These figures are interesting as
demonstrating the fact, whatever the
cause of it, that we have not yet begun
to supply the demand for fruit in our
own home market. This condition may
be due to faulty methods of marketing
or distribution rather than to the in-
ability of growers to meet domestic de=
mands, Whatever the facts, they are
interesting and deserving of the serious
consideration of the government, of the
transportation companies, of the supply
houses, and of the growers, It is inex-
plicable, surely, that with the enormous
reported increase in orchard acreage
the province  of British (‘olumbla
should import for domestic consump-
tion fruit (other than tropical products)
of an approximate value of one hundred
and sixty thousand dollars

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| PREDICTS ERA

OF PROSPERITY

J. GUGGENHEIM TALKS
IN OPTIMISTIC STRAIN

Confident All Traces of Depres-
sion Will Soon Disap-
pear.

New York, April 5.—“America is on
the threshold of the greatest era of
prosperity in its history. Within the
coming six months, providing no un-
foreseen circumstances arise, the de-
pression under which this. country has
labored since the 1907 panic will have
disappeared completely.” In these
words Isaac Guggenheim, recognized
head of the enormous firm of M. Gug-
genheim & -Sons, and the eldest of the
Guggenheim brothers, who has return-
ed from a six weeks' tour of Europe,
to-day predicts an early resumption of
commercial prosperity and evinced his
confidence in the ability of the country
to overcome the results in the inactiv-
ity of the past two years.

“The people of- Europe,” said Mr.
Guggenheim, ‘““are even more confident
of returning prosperity- than are the
reople of America. They look for the
rising wave of prosperity to reach to
every corner of the commercial globe
and rely upon this country to lead the
way. The recent depression apparently
has not shaken one whit the belief of
Europe in this country, and every-
where they await the reaction which
they are confident is coming, and
which they aver will carry everything
before.”

An impression gained by Mr. Gug-
genheim while on his trip which he be-
lieved augurs well for the future of the
American businessman, is the inherent
difference in the business methods in
vogue on the European continent and
in this country. “Businessmen and
methods abroad and at home,” he said,
“are as fundamentally different as
black and white. Conservatism marks
the European businessmen, and initia-
tive characterizes the American.
Europe follows our lead. Where we
are ready to rush in, they dare not
follow.”

In speaking, the text, “Blessed are the
peacemakers,” the speaker after re-
ferring . to national and industrial
peacemakers made a brief reference to
the important part peacemakers play
&ven on the life of the church.

‘““No quarrels,” he said, ‘“are more
bitter than church quarrels, and noth-
ing is to be more deplored than these
unseemly strifes over doctrinal points
which frequently rend the church in
two and make its name a reproach in,
the outside world.”

“In the recent Carman-Jackson con-
troversy in Toronto,” he continued,
“things were written and said which
should never have been written or ut-
tered. Just at the present time when
the universal church is embarking on
great missionary enterprises I regard
it as most unfortunate that these
things should have been spoken. In
my position it is not proper for me to
express an opinion as to which party
was in the wrong, but I do deeply de-
plore remarks which can result in no
good, and only cause schism and
strife.” ‘“In my first sermon in this
church,” added Rev. Mr. Holling, “I
said I had come to preach a gospel of
peace and of reconciliation, and I will
continue to do so.”

Here there were murmurs of appro-
val from different parts ef the congre-
gation. ““All T ask is liberty to interpret
the Word as I understand it. I want
that liberty, and I accord it to every-
one else.”

CANADIAN ROUTE FOR
EAST-GOING GRAIN

Nearly All of Shipments Went
by St. Lawrence—Effort
to Hold Trade.

The great ameliorations which have
been made in the ship channel of the
St. Lawrence river between -Montreal
and Quebec have contributed largely to
drawing from other " routes the graln
carrying trade of this continent, owing
to the rates of carriage being lower
than those prevailing elsewhere, says
the Shareholder published in Montreal.
As a consequence, nearly ‘all, if not all,
the grain destined for ports within call
of steamships from Canada was ex-
ported via the St. Lawrence to the
great chagrin of Canada’s competitors.
That last year’'s experience should not
be repeated, the grain carrying rail-
roads of the United States decided to
make a cut in rates to such an extent
as would make the cost of carriage by
American routes less than that by the
St. Lawrence. By so doing they hoped
to recover the lost trade of former
vears, Were Canadiansg to stand still
and view with indifference the action
of the railways in the United States
in this matter they would soon find
that the attrdctions of the St. Law-
rence river grain carrying route were
nullified by the reduced rates of car-
riage charged elsewhere. A cent a
bushel difference exercises a strong in-
fluence in matters, ‘of this kind. The
reduction in rates of freight by the
United States, or rather should we not
say by the New York state railways,
has awakened Canadiamr carriers to
the necessity of meeting their rivals
with a corresponding cut, so that the
attractions of the St. Lawrence route
will continue to exercise the same in-
fluence. which characterized it last
yvear. The transportation of grain from
ports on the great lakes, whether such
sgrain be the product of Canada or of
the United States,should me more profit-
able by the Canadian route than by
the Erie canal. The distance to Mon-
treal fs less ‘thian that to’ New York,
and Canadian véssel-owners and rail-
way companies are in a: position to
compete successfully against their Am-
erican rivals. The Dominion is anxious
to maintain the supremacy of the St.
Lawrence route and the action of the
railways. will meet with hearty ap-
proval. The fact that -steamships
whiech made New York their destina-
tion have been coming to Montreal to
participate in the export grain carry-
ing speaks well for\ the St. Lawrence
route. The grain carrying steamships
leaving this port for thg old .weorld;
should :see to it that this trade is not
iost to the St. Lawrence owing to the
rate from other ports being reduced.
if it will pay others to reduce rates of
trangportation, it should pay Canadian
ship-owners to do the same rather than
lose their grain cargoes or éven a pors-

‘

iion of them. New York has felt-keen-
ly the loss she sustained last year and
is striving to the utmost to regain. it.
The St. Lawrence has won New York’s
loss and hayving done so ihould retain
that trade and expand it,

WORDY FAMILY DISPUTE
IN THE POLICE COURT

Magistrate Advised to Sew Up
Plaintiff’s Mouth by
Husband.

RAILWAY EARNINGS
ARE INCREASING

Outlook Has Reassuring Effect
in Business
Circles.

Those who look upon railroad gross
earnings as a reliable barometer of
business conditions may find encour-
agement in recent reports, says J. &
Bache & Co. in their latest report.
Gross earnings for January and Feb-
ruary compared favorably with the
same months of last year, while the
reports for forty roads for the first
week in March showed an increase of
nearly 10 per cent. over the correspond-
ing week of 1908, the gain among the
larger western roads being of particu-
lar importance. Increases in net earn-
ings have been marked for some
months past, but this has been due
in large measure to the practice of
economies in maintenance of way and
equipment. There has been in conse-
quence physica] deterioration in rail-
way properties to an extent not fully
realized perhaps by the genera] public.
Any further increase in the volume of
traffic wilj bring undue pressure to
bear on the weak places in the railroad
machine, and compel larger:purchases
of rails, ‘ties and the various forms: of
railway equipment, in order that more
serious ults may be averted. The
lower pric for steel” should act as a
further stimulus to railroad orders.
The steel rail situation has resolved it-
self into a -test of endurance, between
the steel companies and the railroads
—the former adhering stoutly to the
old price of $28 per ton and the latter
refusing to buy at this figure. The
time is rapidly approaching, however,
when ‘one side or the other must yield.

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STEAMER SHAKEN
WHILE AT SEA

SUBMARINE QUAKES
NEAR NAGASAKI

Passenger From Java Tells of
Unique Experience on
German Liner.

(From Friday's Daily.)

Twelve distinct shocks were felt on
board the: German mail steamer Prin-
cess Alice shortly before she arrived
at Nagasaki, a day or two previous
to the departure of the Empress of
India from Japan. So great were the
shocks that the -captain, officers and
passengers thought the vessel had
struck on a rock. There was of tourse
great excitement aboard. Everyone
rushed on deck, only to find the steam-
er gliding smoothly on her way as if
nothing at all had happened. Then
and not till then did they all realize
that a great seismic disturbance be-
neath the water had shaken their
craft.

This was the story told this morn-
ing to a Times reporter by J. F.
Beddy, manager of the Chartered Bank
of India at Batavia, Java, who ar-
rived on the steamer Empress of In-
dia. Mr. Beddy is going home to Lon-
don on a holiday after being a num-
ber of years in the East Indies. He
is travelling by easy stages and in-
tends to remain here a fortnight at the
Empress hotel. After that he will leave
for the Rockies where he will remain
a week or two in the mountains.

Mr. Beddy visited Yokohama since
the earthquake there and says that
much damage was done, especially to
the houses on the bluff. At the time
of that earthquake he and Mrs, Beddy
were at the hote]l at Meiynosta about
fifty miles from Yokohama. They felt
the shock very distinctly. It lasted
about two minutes, but it did not do
any damage at that place. This was
quite a different quake to the one felt
on board the Princess Alice.

Speaking of Java, Mr. Beddy says
that the . country is being opened up
rapidly, It is now attracting the at-
tention of tourists and the Cook
Agency of London is making arrange-
ments for tourists to visit the islands
of the archipelago. Most of these, he
thinks, will go via the Mediterranean,
although some of them may make a
rcund the world tour going or coming
by way of this city.

STRIKE OF RICH ORE °
/AT IKEDA MINES

Peineess Beatrice Brought, Test
{" shipment of 40 Tons to
Smelter.

(From Friday's Daily.)

Steamer Princess Beatrice arrived
from the Queen Charlotte and Prince
Rupert last night after the worst trip
she has had for a long time. From
Skidegate home the weather was bad
all the way, On the trip up, too, there
was a good deal of snow and the
weather was very cold.

The steamer brought down 32 passen-
gers and some freight. Major Gibson
made the round trip to the islgnds from
Prince Rupert, and the Cummings
brothers came down from Skidegate. At
Jedway a shipment of clams was taken
on, consisting of 650 cases, There was
@lso 40 tong of ore from the Ikeda
mines, This was the first consignment
from a new ore body which has been
found there recently, and it is said to
be very. rich, but nothing will be known
definitely until the ore just delivered
has been smelted. The Ikeda mines
have been shippihg regularly to the
Tyee smelter, often necessitating spe-
cial freight steamers making the trip
up there. If the latest find is found to
te as expected it will give a new im-
petus to mining on the islands.

Skidegate, March 26.—The New York
capitalists, Messrs. Clark, Benson and
Cunningham brothers, have been ex-
amining the black sand locations near
Rose Spit, at the north end of Graham
Island. They report finding of free gold
in nearly every panful of sand, and will
have the black sand itself thoroughly
tested before they decide whether to
put in a dredging plant. They were
delayed almost two weeks by the con-
stant southeast winds and heavy surf
which prevented them from launching
a boat.

Rock containing asphaltum was
brought in by a local prospector last
week, who said he had struck a large
cropping near Lawn Hill. Asphaltum
is a petroleum deposit, and it is quite
possible that another item may be add-
ed to the many resources of the Queen
Charlottes in the near future.

Daniel Young brought in some rich
samples of galena ore from the west
coast of Graham Island last week. He
would not divulge the exact location of
his discovery as he had not got all the
ground staked that he wanted. He
claimed that the croppings were over
one hundred feet in width, and after
hastily securing tools, powder, etc.,
started back for the west coast,

The Address.

The address was in the-following
terms:

Capt. Troup’s Reply.

Capt. Troup modestly took the pre-
sentation as mainly one to the com-
pany. He said he had known of the
board’s intention, of course, but had
not expected it to take so personal a
form. Sir Thomas Shaughnessy had
told them when he was here of the
growth of the company’s business from
almost nothing, a growth which most
of them had seen, until at the present
time the coast service payroll was over
$35,000, most of which was distributed
for labor and found its way to Victoria.

The building of the Princess Char-
lotte was the natural result of the
success of the Princess Victoria. When
the latter was built there was a pretty
general opinion that it would be long
before she would be operated at a
profit, but although things went a 1it-
tle slow at first, the fact of having a
fast boat and a good service developed
trade beyond' all -expectations, and it
was not difficult to persuade the direc-
tors that a second Princess was need-
ed, more particularly fn this exposi-
tion -year. The new steamer was a
splendid one, and the company felt it
had reason to be proud of her.

Capt. Troup stated that he had been
authorized to have a steamer built to
replace the City of Nanaimo, and she
would probably be commenced this
summer.

ADVOCATES ASPHALT
FOR STREET PAVING

Winnipeg Alderman Gives His
Views on City Road Im-
provement.

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

J. R. Gowler, alderman for the fifth
ward of the city of Winnipeg, who is
a guest at the Dominion hotel' with his
wife and family, in an interview to-day
advocated the use of cement and as-
phalt pavement for a permanent road-
bed, the same as is being done in Win-
nipeg where, he says, they will not
adopt any other plan. The city of
Winnipeg, he says, charges the work
up at 33 cents per foot frontage per year
for twenty years on a 24-foot wide road,
and 26 cents for a term of 30 years.
The city pays one-fifth and the bal-
ance is charged on the local improve-
ment plan to the property holders.

The cement and asphalt paving, he
says, has been used in Winnipeg for
years. They would not use macadam
roads in preference. The pavement has
been found lasting, durable and inex-
pensive to maintain and mueh prefer-
able to blocks. He considers it the
best and only lasting paving and says
it is also practically noiseless as com-
pared with macadam and other pave-
ments.

Winnipeg this year, says Ald. Gow-
ler, will spend $1,500,000 in improve-
ments, the largest parf of which will
be for the construction of a power
plant with which the city will under-
take to sypply cheap power. - When the
plans are concluded and . Winnipeg’s
progressiveness is fully: expanded, Ald.
Gowler says the city wil] be a second
Chicago.

In the paving used the city has
adopted a mixture of stone-and:asphalt
for the top dressing on inclines to pre-
vent slipping, and it has ‘been found tc
be entirely satisfactory,

Ald. Gowler was heré twelve years
ago and notices a great improvement
in Victoria, which he finds is growing
rapidly. He met many eld friends here,
among them being Ald. and Mrs. Tur-
ner. ‘He has spent the winter in Cal-
ifornia and Kansas City, and is return-
ing home within a few days via Van-
couver, the Crow’s Nest Pass and the
Okanagan. *

New General Man’égéf Will
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OPEN DOOR IN
FIRE INSURANCE

MERCHANTS OBJECT
TO RESTRICTIONS

Board of Trade Joins in Protest

Against Pro-
posals.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The question of free trade in insur-
ance—especially fire insurance—occu-
pied the attention of the board of trade
for a time yesterday afternoon at a
special meeting which was called to
consider this among other matters.

A few days ago the counci] of the
board considered the insurance bill now
before parliamient, but in common with
other boards of trade in Canada, ob-
jected to a couple of sections of the bill
which it is thought would prevent for-
eign fire insurance companies doing
business in Canada. X

D. R. Ker brought the matter up and
submitted a resolution along similar
lines to one passed by the Montreal
board, pointing out reason§ why this
should be adopted. He held that it was
of the utmost importance to insurers
that as many companies as possible
should do business in Canada.

The resolution was as follows:

“Whereas section 71 of the insur-
ance bill now bDefore parliament will
have the effect of creating a monopoly
and combine of the fire insurance busi-
ness of Canada, and

“Whereas it is admitted even by the
Fire Underwriters” Association that
companies licensed in Canada cannot
handle the total fire insurance business
of the country, and

‘“Whereas the insured
the right to purchase insurance in the
cheapest market;

“It ‘is therefore resolved that the
Vietoria. Board  of Trade places. itself
on record as strongly opposing the pro-
visions of the above-mentioned section
71, and urges that nothing shall be in-
corporated in the new insurance act
which will restrict freedom in obtain-
ing insurance or prevent the placing of
such insurance outside of Canada,
either directly or through brokers resi-
dent in Canada.” "

This was seconded by F. A. Pau-
line. ik

J. J. Shallcross spoke strongly in op-
position to -the policy of exacting de-
posits by companies with the govern-
ment. There should be no restrictions
which would keep out or cause the re-
tirement from Canada of any company.
The more companies there were in the
country the better the rates would be.
The government would be doing an ill
service to Canada if it made it more
difficult or unpopular or onerous to take
out fire insurance,

H. A. Munn thought the discussion
should not be narrowed to loca] condi-
tions. The object of the government
doubtless was to adopt a ‘“national
policy” in regard to insurance; to en-
couragée the establishment of home
companies and keep in the country the
millions that annually went out to for-
eign countries in premiums.

Mr. Palmer gave the experience of his
company, which, though it had put
in improvements, found the rates stead-
ily going up. On going into insurance
under sprinklers he found that in three
vears, in California, Oregon, Washing-
ton and British Columbia, there were
placed $18,630,000 worth of risks, the
tota] paid in premiums was $935.758 and
the losses paid were $4,884!. He was
paying several thousands less in pre-
miums by going outside, but he had
not gone 'outside till the rates were
raised on him at home.

F. A. Pauline- believed in an open
market for insurance as for every oth-
er line of commercial activity, and

therefore was opposed to:the proposals’

of the ingurance bill which would give
a ~monopoly to ' Canadian- companies.
The business community was pleased
to see the government regulating the
insurance companies, but stood for free
trade in insuranee,

_The resolution was adopted practical-
ly unanimously.

. BOAT RACE

FAVORITES DEFEATED
IN BRILLIANT STYLE

| o).

Tens of Thousands Witness
Thriling Struggle on the
Thames. ;

Putney, April 3.—The sixty-sixth
inter-varsity eight-oared rowing = race
was won on the Thames to-day by Ox-
ford by three and one-half lengths,
after a tussle which for threequarters
of the course was one of the most
stirring contests seen on the Thames
for many years. The time was 19 min«
utes and B0 seconds, but had the
Oxonians been pressed at the finish
they could have reduced this by a good
many seconds,

As far as Barnes it was anybody’s
race, but at this point the great weight
and stamina of the dark blues told, and
with a magnificent dash, R. C. Bourne,
fthe Dxford stroke, sent his boat to the
front and passed the post the easiest of
winners.

Cambrijdge won the toss and chose
the Surrey side of the river, but in the
absence of any wind the water was
smooth, and there was not much ad-
vantage in the selection of a station, At
the crack of the pistol the Oxford
stroke, Bourngg was the first to grip
the water, and for the first minute his
oar moved at. the rate of 38 strokes to
39 strokes a minute, set by D. C. B
Stuart, the Cambridge stroke.

In the beginning the nose of the Ox-
ford boat showed slightly in the lead.
Calling to his men at Beverley Brook,
the veteran Stuart quickly overtook the
leaders and forged to the front. Soon
he was a quarte® length to the good.
Bourne, however, was nat to be ott-
done. The Oxonians answered spurt
with spurt, and it soon became evident
that the race of 1909 would be memor«
able.

Aware that his chances of victory
rested in securing a commanding lead
early in the race, Stuart held to a swift
stroke. He was well backed up by his
crew, who pulled in gplendid time, and
pushed fyrther and further ahead until
the coxswain of the Cambridge boat
was oft & level with the Oxford bow.
The Oxford créw came on again and
closed up rapidly, until in passing the
half mile post the two boats were level

The excitement on the banks was
tremendous, and a roar of cheering
broke out as the Oxford men, gripping
the water in great style, passed their
oppohents and established a lead of
half a length at Harrods.

Stuart, however, was not to be be-
hind, He gquickened his stroke, and the
Cambridge men, rowing with splendid
dash, gradually overhauled their rivals,
and the two crews shot under Hammer-
gmith. bridgé almost on ‘a dead level
Heye Bourng's longer stroke of 35 to the
mifute as against Stiart’s “to the
minute began to tell, and the Oxonians
drew away until a spectator’s boat got
in the way and made a swerve to one
side necessary, This enabled Cambdige
again to draw up on a level. Off Chis-
wick the Oxonians were again slightly
ih the lead, but this advantage was only
momentarily, as Stuart by a counter
spurt brought the boats together at
Thorneycroft. * :

By this time the excitement on board
the launches following the boats and
diohg thé river banks had risen to
fever pitch and the shouts of encour-
agement were deafening. Passing
Batnes the boats were practically level,
put from this.point the Oxford crew
drew away and by the time the Barnes
bridge was reached there was daylight
between them. ‘The Cambridge men
were beginning to show signs of the
Homeric struggle and although they
stick “gamely to the work the issue
never again was in doubt. The Oxon-
{gng came right away, and soon led by
two lengths. Nearing the finish Stuart,
the Cambridge stroke, made a desper-
ate attempt to rally his tired crew,
but his spurt was short Ilived, and
could make no impression on the lead-
ers. The further the Oxford crew went
the better they seemed to row.

The official time of the winning crew
at the various points-on the course is
as follows: Craven Steps, '2 minutes
8 ‘seconds; Mile Post, 4 minutes 6 sec-
onds; Hammersmith, 7 minufes 5 sec-
onds; Chiswick, 11 minutes 58 seconds;
Barnes Bridge, 16 minutes 29 seconds;
and at the finish 19 minutes and 50
seconds,

It is not customary in England to
take the time of the vanquished crew.
The Cambridge men slowed down as
soon as -the Oxford boat passed the
fillsh post.

Spectacular Scene.

“Putney, Eng., April < 3.-—(Barlier)—
Tens of thousands hurried to the
pvanks of the Thames between Putney
and- Mortlake to-day, the gixty-sixth
annual boat race between Oxford and
Cambrige, an event which shares with
the Derby in the undying enthusiasm
of the British sporting public. When
there was as to-day pleasant weather
in early April, then the spectacle along
the Thames is one of the rarest sights
ot the world, and it chanced that this
mofning dawned clear and sunny, al-
though somewhat cold. With an ab-
sence of wind, mnowever, conditions
wete favorahle for rowing as well«as
for the comfort of the spectators.

It was an animated scene as the
throng hurried from city and country,
coming by trains, trams, motor cars
and carts. Hundreds of bright decor-
ated small crafts c¢riss-crossed one an-
_other as they made their way towards
.thé course from miles up and.down the
river, 5

The Oxford crew was in the lead at
,Cmab Tree. The crews were level at
Hammersmith bridge and still were
.Jevel at Chiswick and _at Barnes
pridge.. The contest between the two
universities is as historic as a pageant
as a test of oarsmanship. While véeteran
rowers like Guy Nickalls proclaim  the
.crews of 1809 as inferior to those of
the nieties when they were in the
boats, the enthusiasts to-day were
worked up to a high pitch of excite-
.ment over the result.

The Cambridge crew undoubtedly
was the favorite but the dark blues,
who are the heaviest crew that ever

raced, have Showi ¢ such remarkable
improvemient in the;past ten days, that
they most decidedly became dark
horses.

The popular hero of the day was the
Cambridge stroke, D, C. R, Stuart, who
hag stroked three victorious crews
against Oxford, and ‘who-defeated the
Harvard eight in 1806. He is.a small
pale man with glasses and looks more
like a scholar than an athlete, but the
experts considered that his generalship
would be one of the most important
factors in the race, and that win or
lose, he would still be rememberéd
among the greatest oarsmen the Eng-
lish universities ever have produced.

The early editions of the afternoon
papers which are circulating every-
where, are printed on blue paper. The
female suffragists are taking advan-
tage of the occasion for advertising
purposes, They are sending up balloons
emblazoned with the words “Vote for
Women.” The two crews aroused the
greatest enthusiasm about Putney
when they emerged from the boat
houses at 10 o'clock .and made short
practice pulls.

The letters were
not in the nature of a challenge but
only to ascertain the sentiment in
England. No replies have been' re-
ceived, but it is hoped that some com-
munication will reach here - by the
middle of the month from the winning
crew in to-day’s race.
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DEFINING BOUNDS OF
PRINCE RUPERT DISTRICT

Government Has Designated
Area Under Land Reg-
istry Office.

The provincial government in line.
with the policy to make Prince Rupert
the centre for the official business of
the northwestern part of British Co-
lumbia, hag defined the limitations of
the district of which that city shall be
the central office under the Land
Registry act. ;

The district will exténd to the north-
‘ern boundary of the province and as
far south as the b53rd parallel which
intersects Princess Royal Island. It
includes also the Queen Charlotte Isl-
lands and will extend eastward asg far
as the 124th meridian. The #drea will
thus includé FPraser Laké and the
Babine Lake district. Thé bounds aré
thus set forth:

Commencing at the point where the
53rd paralle] intersects the 124th meri-
dian; tlience west along said 53rd par-
éllel to the point where it first inter-
sects the southerly boundary line Of
the courity of Atlin, as defined by sec-
tion 3 of chapter 13, of the statutes of
1905; thence westerly and northerly,
following the boundary line ,of the
county of Atlin, to its intersection with
the 60th parallel; thence east along
the 60th parallel to the 124th meridian;
thence south along thé 124th meridian
to the 'point of commencement, and
the group  of islands knowir as the
Queen Charlotte Islands.

The name of the  said registration
district will be the Prince Rupert Land
Registration district, and. the district
office will be open for the transaction
of business on and after the first day
of May, 1909.

U. S. GOVERNMENT
WAS DEFRAUDED

SEEKS TO RECOVER
IMMENSE SUGAR DUTIES)]

Collecter Loeb of New York
Orders Re-assessments To-
talling $1,239,000.

P ——

New York, April 2.—Reassessments
of the duties amoutning to a total in-
crease of $1,239,000 on sugar, imported
by the Amerlcan Refining Company at
the refinery of Havermeyer and Eider,
between‘l?ecember, 1901, and Novem-
ber, 1907, have been prdered by Collec-
tor Lioeb of the port of New York.

Mr, Loeb ordered the liquidation of
the duties on the ground of fraud, The
imposition of the increased assessments
ig the result of the trial of the case of
the government against the American
Sugar Refining Company, which was
recently tried here, in which the gov-
ernment was awarded $134,000. Ex-U. 8.
Attorney Stimson and Assistant At-
torney Denison, who prosecuted in the
prévious cases, have been retained by
the department of jtistice as special
counsel to ¢arry on further litigation of
a similar nature, Acting upon evidence
which they laid before him, Collector
Loeb ordered the reliquidation of the
dutfes, and the increase of §1,289,000-in
assessments followed. Of this amount,
it was announced to-day, about $100,000
has been paid to the government by
the American Sugar Refining Company.

in addition to the assessment of
$1,230,000 the government also claims
that it has been defrauded of about
$500,000 in duties on sugar weighed at
the refinery of Havermeyer and Elder
in Brooklyn, and also of $500,000 in du-
ties on sugar weighed at the Jersey
City refinery prior to 1901, It was an-
nounced to-day that legal steps are
now being taken on behalf éf the gov-
ernment to enforce a collection of these
duties. :

Tribute to a Fisherman’s
Paradise.

four or five thousand feet above sea
lével, between the coast range and the
Gelkirks, ‘liés the Long Lake forest re-
serve, 60,000 acres of timber, jealously
guarded against fire, not for its very
slight commercial value, but because it
nolds the snow and rainfall for the Yale
division of British Columbia, a land
wherein moisture 18 money. It is also
a fish and game preséerve, and for the
angler its interest centres in half. a
dozeén lakes, in which the trout fishing
is superb.

Wonderful (ag I know from experi-
ence), says a writer in the Field, in the
worst of them the sport improves in
direct ratio to their inaccessibility from
Kamloops, which is on the main line
of the Canadian-Pacific railroad, 250
miles east of Vancouver. I fished the
nearest—even this took me a drive of
twenty-two miles, half of it through
virgin forest—for two days, and should
rave imagined it the finest lake fishing
even in that wonderful country, but
that I was assured by several experts
that the rest, which can be got at only
by riding and pdck horses, give far
more amazing results.

Anyhow, Trout lake, or Fish lake
(either name is fully deserved) swarms
with rainbow trout, which rise greedily
to the fly anywhere near the shores,
and on off days take the spoon out in
the deeper water. My action when
casting a fly is not unlike that of Bo-
sanquet on a slow wicket, yet I gladlyg
threw back everything under a pound.
This ought to say something for the
quality of the fishing. At the very first
cast 1 got two, one of 2 pounds, the
other' one-half pound less, and they
jumped high out of the water, like
baby tarpon, six or eight times.

Lake trout, even when they take the
fly, are commonly adjudged tamer
sport than those of rivers, but I can
truthfully say that those of Western
Canada leap like acrobats and fight
like deviis. The middle of the lake may
be 100 feet deep, but all the fly fish-
ing is on the shallows in the pockets
‘of the reed beds, and the only skill call-
ed for is in keeping clear 6f the reeds,
into which every fish makes instinctive
bolts.. ;

Many flies do well on the lake, and
among- them none are better than a red
podied Montreal” and & green bodied
cowdung, though March Brown, Silver
Doctor, Zulu, and Parmachene Belle all
have their days out. All of them can
beé bought in Vancouver, and are to be
tied on a5 or 6 hook.

There have been great catches on this
lake in the past. Two rods have been
known .te catch forty-five flne trout in
a quarter of an hour. Only the remote=
ness of the lake from the rallroad and
the vigilance of Cowan, the forest
ranger (who makeés anglers comfortable
at Ralnbow Lodge, the only accommo-
dation on the lske shore), have saved
%the fish, abundant as they are, from
extermination. The fish commissioners
have their eye on the place, and they
will be well advised in making several
altérations in the too-easy laws that at
present govern the sport there.

The #ize limit, for instance, might
well be raised from eight inches to ten
inches, and the day’s bag of twenty-
five would bear reduction by one-fifth.
A cheéap permit might also be issued,
less ‘perhaps. for the sake of revenue
than to enforce registration, and thus
enable Cowan to Keep an eye on part-
jes fishing the other lakes, which lie
somie Miled further on. Lastly, there s
so much fishing all over that part of
Canada that no true sportsman would

at its next regular meeting. The pe-
ltition itself, which is a clear _present-
! ation of possibly ail the facts bearing
on the subject, reads:

““That whereas fish, vegetables ani
other articles of food are permitted at
the present time to be peddled * oy
Chinese in thig city upon payment of
a license fee of $10 for every six
1 months;

“And whereag there are only some
34 persons (33 of whom are Chinese)
who have taken out such license, ale
though there are a considerably great-
er number of persons so engaged in
peddling;

“And whereas more white men would
engage in the business of market gar<
dening if the Chinese were made to
conform more to the methods adopted
' by white people, relating to. the stor-
age and condition of food wares,

“And whereas at present those en-
gaged in peddling the above mentioned
articles of food are scarcely subject-
ed, if at all, to any-inspection as to the
quality or condition of the articles
sold by them, whereby the, health of
citizens is' endangered or as to the
correctness or kind of geales uged by
them in the weighing of their goods to
purchasers whereby such purchases are
liable to be defrauded in their pur-
chases; :

“And whgreas it ig reported that
some Chinese have been known to
keep ‘unsold fish and vegetables in the
rooms in which they sleep, whereby the
héglth of the citizens, is; further en-
dangered; v

“Therefore, your petitions humbly
pray that your honorable board will
amend the Victoria City Revenge by-
!1aw so that the peddlers’ license shall
! be increased ‘to: $50 for ‘every six
months: that your honorable board
will authorize the proper officer or of-
ficers (and ‘if there be none they will
appoint the neécessary officer or offi-
cers) to see that the provisions of
the city health and market by-laws
regulating the sale ¢f foods, the
welghts and measures to be used by
vendors of foods and the inspection of
premises used as dwelling houses with
reference to the provisions of section
71 of the health by-law be rigidly en-
forced; that a penalty be demanded by
the city for all infractions of peddlers
by-law.” .

The above petition, which is being
taken -about from store to store, is be-
ing largely signed.

New York, April 3.—As a result . of
the limitation placed on the new bus-
iness of life insurance companies by
the insurance law, the New York Life
Insurance Company, it was announced
yvesterday, will on May 31st discharge
1,000 agents in various parts of the
country.

The dismissa] order, which wil] af«
fect agents who devote only a part
of their time jto the company, was
rendered necessary by the decision
rendered’ on Thursday by Supreme
Court Justice O’Gorman, upholding the
constitutionality of that section of
the insurance law which limits new
business to be written by any company
in gny calendar year to $150,000,000.
Justice O’Gorman’s ~ decision forbade
the company from issui‘ng a $25,000 pol-
icy on the ground that its limit for
new business for the year had been
reached and could not be exceeded.

Edward R. Perkins, second vice-
president of the New York Life In-
surance Company, said last night that
in the last two years more than 5,000
life insurance agents have lost their
positions, and another 1,000 would have
to go by. May 31st, bringing a force
that once numbergd 8,000 to 2,000,

which is affected in like manner. No
other business is subjected to such a
aw. There is no lega] limitation-in a

Bramatic - Scene ‘Enacted : at
Lonely Shack in Southern
Alberta.

It is apother case of the
good old days that are constantly re-
hearsed, but which, if the truth were’
really known and not exaggerated %hey
are no better than the days of the
present. Be that as it may, the R. N.
W. M. P. are still making history as

the following stofy demonstrates:

A few days ago five men reported
to be a desperate gang of horse thieves,
were brought in irong from Stettler to
Edmonton and are now awaiting pre-
liminary trial, They were captured
near Stettler by Sergt. Detective Nic-
holson, Corpora] Ensor and Constable
McKenzie in a manner that smacks of
the wild and woolly west, which 1is
hardly known in Alberta. The prison-
ers gave their names as Abe Salway,
Louis Salway, Joseph Cardinal, Irv-
ing Holtz and James Holtz.

The police have been on their trail
for some weeks tactfully playing the
game of hide and seek with these law-
less men whom they knew to be arm-
ed to the teeth.

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OF IMPERIAL LOYALTY
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Dominion Ready to Take Her Proper Place in
Maintaining Inviolability and Integrity of -
' the Empire.

Following is a more extended report
than has previously' appeared in our
columns of last Monday’'s debate on
Canada’s naval policy in the House of
Commons at Ottawa:

Canada, through her representatives
in ' parliament, sent to the Mother
Country and to the world on Monday
g unanimous message of imperial loy-
alty, and a pregnant announcement
that the premier overseas dominion
was ready to take her proper place in
maintaining the inviolability and integ-
rity-of the Empire. A resolution, pro-
posed by Sir Wilfrid Laurier in sub-
stitution for the one proposed by Hon.
Geo. E. Foster, respecting. the assump-
tion by Canada of her own coast de-
fence, was accepted unanimously, af-
ter a debate of particularly high or-
der, free from political bias and in con-
sonance with the dignity and imperial
pértent of the subject. ]

The premier’s resolution, voicing the
sentiment on the whole people of Can-
ada, declared in brief that parliament
approved of any necessary expenditure
designed to promote the speedy or-
ganization of a Canadian naval service
in co-operation With the imperial navy,
and it expressed the conviction that
whenever the need arose the Canadian
peoplg would be found ready to make
any sacrifice that might be required to
maintain the honor and integrity of the
Empire,

The occasion was mgrked by a sig-
nificent impressiveness in accordance
with :

An Event of Critical Moment

to the history of the Dominion. The
public galleries were crowded to an ex-
tent only associated with parliament-
ary events of first importance. The
members were out in full force and over
all .brooked a spirit of gravity that
seemed to havg been reflected from
across the seas. For the time being
party issues were forgotten in the com-
mon thought that Canada was about
to make her response to the call to
duty, and there was an intense hush
as, first Mr. Foster, then the prime
minister, and after him Mr. Borden
volced the sentiments which have
found so acute an expression through-
out Canada during the past few days.

Mr. Foster’s speech in moving his
resolution was delivered with a due
sense of responsibility. It was lofty
in tone throughout, picturesquely
phrased and broadly imperialistic in
mpirit, but it lacked definiteness in a
respect resembling the resolution it-
self. Norrowed down, Mr.  Foster's
plea ‘was that the time had arrived
when Canada should undertake a share
of the burden of

Imperial Defence

by constructing coast defence works
as a necessary and permanent basis;
creating an auxiliary fleet, and de-
veloping steel shipbuilding enterprises
on both sides of the Atlantic and Pa-
cific coasts. It was only incidentally
that he alluded to recent developments,
and it was to assure the government
that if they.  resolved to assist the
mother country in the present supposed
crisis, either in the way of contribut-
ing Dreadnoughts or money, the oppo-
sition would be behind them,

It was an occasion on which much
was expected from the prime minister,
and he rose to it in a speech that was
eloquent, dignified, frank and coura-
geous. While agreeing in the main with
the resolution, he commented upon' its
indefiniteness, and upon the corre-
sponding vagueness of the mover’s
speech. Canada, he claimed, had al-
ready done much and was willing to
do more in the fulfilment of her duty
to the Empire, but the government de-
clined to be stampeded by any wave of
popular enthusiasm into a hasty and
{ll-considered action. The policy of
the Dominion with reference to the de-
fence had been laid down at the im-
peria] conference in 1902, and to that
they adhered. It was a policy which
had never been challenged and which
the other overseas dominions had fol-
fowed, and which had been endorsed by
men like 'Deakin, Milner and Tupper.
It was true that Canada had not done
as much for nava] defence as for the
militia, but a beginning could be made
upon the lines suggested at the 1907
conference by the creation of a

Nucleus of a Navy
controlled by the Dominion government
in co-operation with the imperial navy.
The principle of autonomy was to be
preserved, however, and as a first step
there should be a consultation with the
imperial authorities and navy experts.
It might be that Germahy was con-
templating an effort to wrest the su-
premacy of the seas from Britaln, but
he did not think there was cause to
be unduly alarmed.

“But,” declared Sir Wilfrid in an im-
pressive peroration, “if the day should
come when the supremacy of Britain
on the high seas is challenged, it will
be the duty of all the daughter nations
to

Close Around the Old Motherland

and T would deem it my duty to stump
the country with all the life and energy
left to me, and endeavor to impress
upon my fellow-countrymen the cer-
tainty that the salvation of England
meant the salvation of our own coun-
try and of everything we value dear
in life.”

Mr. Borden, who followed, main-
tained the high plane set by Mr. Fos-
ter and the prime minister, and while
accepting in main Sir Wilfrid’s pro-
nouncement, suggested several amend-
ments to the prime jminister's resolu-
tion which he thought would give
greater point to the message. Sir Wil-
frid accepted the changes proposed by
the leader of the opposition, and after
a series of able speeches, it was car-
ried unanimously.

The Rt. Hon. James Bryce, British
ambassador to Washington, occupied a

seat on the floor of the House during
the debate.

Hon, Mr. Foster moved a resolution
declaring that Canada should no longer
delay in assuming her proper share of
the responsibility and financial burden
incident to the suitable protection of
her exposed coast line and great sea-
ports,

Sir Wilfrid’s Laurier's Speech.

Sir Wilfrjd Laurier replying proposed
a resolution accepting the spirit of
Mr. Foster’s resolution, but going fur<
ther to state that Canada realized the
necessity of assuming with her grow-
ing population and wealth, a grad-
ually increasing share of the burden of
both military and naval defence, and
of providing adequately, as a self-gov-
erning dominion, for her own rational
defence. The resolution gives in effect
a restatement of the policy on the
question of imperial defence laid down
by the Canadian ministers in a mem-
orandum submitted at the colonial con-
ference in 1902. It concludes with a
statement that in case of need Can-
ada is prepared to devote her whole
resources in men and money to the
defence of the Empire,

Sir Wilfrid noted the steps already
taken by Canada along the line of
gradually working out a general
scheme of defence in co-operation with
the imperia] war office. In militia or-
ganization much had already been done
toward 'the developing of an effective
defence organization in Canada along
the same pattern as obtains in the
imperia] army. What Canada could
now do in the matter of taking further
action along nava] lines was, said Sir
Wilfrid, a matter for careful and ma-
ture deliberation after consultation
‘with the imperial authorities and get-
ting advice from naval] experts.

Sir Wilfrid, who was greeted with
much desk pounding on the part of
members to the right of the Speaker,
said that little exception could be
taken by any one to the arguments
advanced by Mr. Foster in support of
his resolution. As for himself he
would take but little exception to it.
After congratulating the member for
North Toronto on the ‘“temperate and
moderate manner in which he had ap-
proached a difficult and very im-
portant subject,”” the premier said:
“My only objection is that the conclu-
sions reached

Have Been Too Indefinite.

The resolution was not drafted as ¢lear
as the crystal water of a mountgin |
brook. , My honorable friend did net
define what was the policy that he
would like us to take up as explicitely
as I would have desired.” After quot-
ing the words of Mr. Foster’s resolu-
tion, Sir Wilfrid went on to say that
the only interpretation he could give
these words was that Canada had been
remiss in the duty she owes herself in
providing for her own defence. , This,
he thought, was somewhat surprising,
in view of the fact that Canada had
no quarre] with any one and that she
does not desire territorial aggrandize-
ment. That she occupies geographi-
cally an isolated position and that she
has only one neighbor; with whom she
has been at/ peace for one hundred
years.

“Let me say,” continued Sir Wilfrid,
“that if Canada had been remiss in the
duty she owes to the Empire, we are
not conscious of it. We will not for a
moment admit the impeachment. We
are British subjects, Canada is one of
the daughter nations of ine Empire,
and we realize to the full the

Rights and Obligations

which are involved in that proud title.
It has been, it is and shall always be
our unalterable determination to meet
and to carry out every duty which is
implied by the title of British subjects.
Nay, more, not only wil] Canada fulfil
every obligation which is implied by
that title, but I think I can 'say we will
rise to every sacrifice that may be
needed in order to maintain the unim-
paired rank and status which is occu-
pied by Canada in the British Empire,
and the rank and status which is
maintained by the British Empire
throughout the world. We are not to
be carried away, we are not to be
stampeded by transitory events of the
moment from what has been a settled
policy and deliberate course which we
have laid down, by any hasty, feverish
action, however spectacular such action
may be. It behooves us to act as free
men; it behooves us to look at our po-
sition calmly and deliberately, to re-
view the situation, as it is to ascertain
where we are, and tb determine whe-
ther we shal] alter, or whether we shall
persist in the course which we have
adopted long ago.”

Sir Wilfrid was quite willing to
agree with Mr. Foster that the ques-
tion was one which should be ap-
proached, not only from the viewpoint
of Canada, but from the

Viewpoint of the Empire

at large. The British Empire was the
greatest phenomenon recorded in the
pages . of history. The empires of
Rome, Alexander, Charlemagne and
Napoleon were built and maintained
by force, and the moment force ceased
these empires crumbled. The Empire
of Britain had been founded less on
war than on discovery and colonization
and it had been maintained only by the
free will and consent of the people
who now acknowledge British supre-
macy. To-day the Empire is compos-
ed of a galaxy of nations proud of their
allegiance to the British crown, and
proud also of their independence, and
although they may have a common aim
each has reserved to itself the duty
and right to develop its own resources
and to attain its aim according to its
own views, and by its own method
which may be best suited to the pe-
culiar circumstances of each.”

even in the matter of defence as to.
which there should be‘a -
., ~Common  Aspiration,

the daughter nations have insisted that
they should presesve their local auton=
omy. “Let us not disguise the fact from
ourselves,”’. he  said,” “that at_present
there is a passing wave in which we can
trace anger, ¢énthusigsm and fear.and
which may be calculated by some to
force us to'depart'from our poticy and
to contribute at once to the British
'navy. Let us view this question as it
is. This question is not new; we aref
familiar with it. I will nét say it was
as old as the hills but it is as 6ld as
the confederation itself and it comes
to the front periodically. It presented
itself in the concrete form at the im-
perial conference in 1902 to those who
were there assembled from al] parts of
the British Empire. - The propgsition
was' placed -before us that all the self-
governing. dominions of the British
Empire should contribute to the navy.
The Canadian ministers who were at-
tending that conference did not view
the project with any favor. They re-
ceived this statement with respect, but
declined to accept it and they present-
ed their views in another form.”

Sir Wilfrid then quoted Canada’s at-
titude on the matter of defence as
shown in the records of the colonial
conference and said: ‘This paper has
been sometimes criticized, but it has
never yet been challenged so far as I
know. At al] events it has never yet
been challenged on the floor of this
House, and if I understand the ob-
servations of my hon. friend aright, he
does not now dissent from the proposi-
tion which is therein made,

Sir Wilfrid went on to show that

Capnada Was Not Alone

in adhering to the policy of complete
local autonomy in ‘respect to the mat-
ter of defence. The Australian Com-
monwealth had started out with a cash
contribytion, but since had reverted to
a policy of constructing coast defence
vessels: Lord Milner in his speech in
Toronto had declared that he had never
been a great advocate of contributions
by the colonies, but preferred that aid
from the daughter nations should take
the form most consistent with their
complete autonomy, Then Sir Charles
Tupper, in a proposal that a tax should
be placed on the colonies for defence
purposes, declared that such a proposal
was “unheard of, mistaken and fraught
with danger.”

“If I understand the honorable mem-
ber aright,” continuéd the premier, “he
rather insisted that something be done,
but what particular form in which it
should be done, whether by a contribu-
tion to the !mperial treasury or by the
development of our .own naval re-
sources, he left an open question. Well,
to us it is not an open question, and
we see no reason in anything that has
taken place recently to depart from the
policy that we laid down in 1902. It
may be said that this was our policy
and that we have not lived up to it.”

Sir Wilfrid admitted that the gov-
ernment had not dong a great deal in
the development of a policy, not as
much as he would have wished, but
this was a matter which once entered
upon there was no end to the demands
which arose. In connection with the
land forces, Canada had reason to be
proud  of ‘her achievements. The im-
perial expenditure 'had béér lightened
by taking over Halifax and Esquimalt,
rand the Canpdian expenditure had
risen from two and a half to six mil-
lions. An army had been gathered at
Quebec last summer which ‘had called
forth warm praise from Lord Roberts.

“Mr, Foster,” said ‘the premier, “had
concluded by saying that if it were
decided to offer a Dreadnought, that
determination would be acceptable to
the opposition. This brings us  to
something which no subject of Brit-
ain will or can ignore. For one~hun-
dred years

British Supremacy on the Seas |

has been so absolute that it was not
supposed by anyone that it would ever
be disputed by any nation. But this is
an age when events happen very fast.
We have learned lately that the fore-
most military power of the world at
present is contemplating perhaps, to
contend with Great Britain on the high
seas; we have, perhaps reason to be-
lieve, as we have just learned, that
Germany is building more ships than
Great Britain, and.building them more
rapidly. Possibly there is a conclusion
to be drawn from this, and the only
conclusion is that Germany  intends,
sometime, to do with Great Britain on
the high seas what she has done with
France on Iland. Everybody knows
that Prussia had for years been silent-
ly preparing to cope with France which
up to that time had been the greatest
military nation in the world; Prussia
waited its opportunity and when that
opportunity came, delivered a mortal
blow. If it be true that Germany s
organizing on the high sea no British
subject can afford to be indifferent to
the prospect.

“For my part,” said Sir Wilfrid, “I
do not think the danger is imminent.
We have the testimony of a great
crgan of English public opinion, that
Britain can cope with Germany alone
without the assistance of the British
colonies. We know that the British
government in response to the gener-
ous offer made by New Zealand of a
Dreadnought, postponed its acceptance.
But although I do not believe that the"
danger is imminent I have no hesita-
tion in saying it would be folly to sleep
in a sense of the fullest security. Vigi-
lance, and eternal vigilance, must be
the watchword to-day, not only ,in
England but in Canada, and in every
other part of the British Empire. On
more than one occasion I have said
that I would deprecate 'Canada being
drawn into the vortex of militarism in
Europe. The situation of Europe to-
day cannot be characterized as other
than madness. Every nation there is
living in a condition of armed peace
almost as intolerable as war. England
is the one nation which

Has Not Lost Her Head,

which has refused to adopt conscrip-
tion and sacrifice her children on the
altar of this insatiable moloch. I
hope the day shall never come when
we will be drawn into the conflicts
of Europe, but I have no hesitation in
saying that the supremacy of the Bri-
tish Empire is absolutely essential
not only to the maintenance of
that Empire, but to the civilization of
the world. I have nop hesitation in
saying that the supremacy of the
British Empire on the sea must be
maintained in the high degree of ef-
ficiency it has occupied during the last

Proceeding, Sir Wilfrid argued that

«

one hundred years. I have no hesita-
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tion im saying “also that if the .day
should come when the supremacy of
Britain on a&e high seas i challenged,
it will be theé duty of all the daughter
nations to close around the mothes~
land and make a rampart about her to
ward off any attack. I hope that the
day will never come, but-should it come.
I should deem,it to be my duty to de-
vote what would be left of my life and
energy to stump the country and en-
deavor to impress upon my fellow-
countrymen, especially my compatriots
in the province of Quebec, the convic-
tion that the salvation of England is
the galvation of our own country; that
therein lies the civil and religious
freedom, and al] that is of value in
this life.”

Premier’s Amendment.

Sir Wilfrid then moved the following
amendment: “That this House fully
recognizes the duty of the people of
Canada, that. ynder the present con-
stitutional relations between the
motherland and the self-governing do-
minions, payment of any stated con-
tribution to the imperial treasury for
naval or military purposes would not,
so far as Canada is concerned, be a
satisfactory solution of the question of
defence. This House has observed
with satisfaction the relief afforded in
the recent years to the taxpayers of
the United Kingdom through the as-
sumption of the Canadian people of
considerable military expenditure for-
merly charged upon the British treas-
ury. This House will certainly ap-
prove of any necessary expenditure de-
signed to promote the organization of
a Canadian naval service in co-opera-
tion with and in close relation with the
imperial navy, along lines suggested
by the admiralty at the last imperial
conference, and is in full sympathy
with the view that the naval supre-
macy of Britain is essential to the se-
curity of the commerce and safety of
the Empire and peace of the world.
This House expresses its firm convic-
tion fhat whenever the need arises the
Canadian people will be found Yeady
and willing to make any sacrifice that
is required to give the imperial au-
thorities. the most loyal and hearty
co-operation in every movement for
the maintenance of the integrity ana
honor of the Empire.”

At midnight the opposition accepted
the resolution in the amended form
and it was unanimously adopted. Par-
agraph three, noting with satisfaction
Canada’s efforts in the past to relieve
the taxpayers of the mother country,
was stricken out. Paragraph four,
affirming ‘the willingness of Canada to
contribute was amended by the inser-
tion of the word ‘speedy” before or-
ganization, and paragraph two was
amended to read as follows: ‘“This
House is of the opinion that under the
present  constitutional relations be-
tween the mother country and the self-
governing deminions, the payment of
regular periodical contributions to the
imperial treasury for naval and mili-
tary purposes would not, so far as
Canada is concerned, be the most satis-
factory solution of the question of
defence.”

PORT SIMPSON WILL
** GO TO STIKINE

Several Trips Will Be Made
When Skeena is Not
Navigable.

There is .always a regular line of
steamers plying on the Skeena, but the
Stikine is a more neglected river. The
Hudson’s Bay Company has a number
of trading posts there, and it has been
the' custom to run one of the steamers
up that river during the time that the
water on the Skeena is too high to get
through the canyon. This year the Port
Simpson will be taken to the Stikine,
probably in July, when she will take in
the supplies for the company’s own sta-
tions and such other freight as may
offer from outsiders, making several
trips,

It is understood that a large quant-
ity of mining machinery and other sup-
plies will be taken up the Stikine river
during the spring and summer of this
year, as great developments are ex-
pected in that region. In all probability,
however, these shipments may have to
be made before the Port Simpson is
able to leave her regular run on the
Skeena.

CONTRAGTORS REPORTED

TO BE VIOLATING ACT

Attention of (ocal Government
Called to Employment of
Alien Labor.

The attention of members of the lo-
cal government is being .directed to
alleged violations of the Provincial act
relative to the employmeﬁt of aliens
and the paying of lower wages t‘han
those prevailing along the E. & N. ex-
tension. It will be remembered that
a few sessions ago when the question
of exemption from taxation of new
lines of railways was proposed in the
legislature by the McBride govern-
ment the proposition was made by the
Liberal opposition that Orientals
should be prohibited from employment
if the exemption was to be allowed.
This was opposed by the members of
the present government, but as a sub-
stitute intended to make the working
men believe that their interests were
being looked after, the government ac-
cepted an amendment to the effect that
the exemption from taxatfon should
not be made if aliens when employed
were not paid wages equal to those
prevailing in the district, thus mak-
ing it in effect a fair wage clause.

Residents of Parksville and other
points along the line have made rep-
resentation that Japanese are being
employed by contractors on the line to
the exclusion of whites, and that low-
er wages are being paid. The atten-
tion of the government has been called
to this fact by H. C. Brewster, M. P.
P., but up to the present there is no
record that the government is doing
anything in the matter.

ALDERMEN REFUSE
PERMIT: ON-YATES ST.

——

Cameron and Colwell’s, New
Stable Shut Out by a Citv
By-law.

. The members of the city counci] Fri-
day decided. that Cameron. & Calwell
cannot be allowed to build a stable on
Yates street, just east of Blanchard
street, because that part of the city is
“residential.” It is so declared by the
building by-laws, being outside the
fire limits.

Maxwell Muir, architect for the . pro-
posed building, appeared before the
members ' prior to the meeting of the
streets, bridges and sewers committee
and asked for an over-ruling of the
building inspector’s refusal of a per-
mit. He pointed out that this struc-
ture would be an advantage rather
than a detriment to the street. it
would be of brick and concrete, thor-
oughly modern in every way and fire-
proof, and ‘would cost in the neigh-
torhood of $20,000.

Ald. Stewart, whose marble works
are in the same block, objected very
strongly to any permit being granted.
There should be no stable on Yates
or Douglag street, he said.

Ald. Humber and Ald. Stewart got
into an exceedingly warm argument
over the matter, taking diametrically
opposed views, byt although they later
on continued the argument out into
the corridor they soon recovered their
good temper.

‘““This residential area idea is being
carried too far,” declared Ald. Hender-
son. “If our business men are to be
kept off-all our streets in this way
where are they to go.' Yates street up
to Blanchard is a business street and
this stable will be an improvement.”

The alderman added that on the main
street of Los Angeles, within two

doors of its best Hotel was a stable,

which'no one objected to. .

“You can’t convince me that a stable
is'an improvement or a good thing for
any street,” insisted Ald, Stewart, a
propos of a remark that the present
stables of the Victoria Transfer Com-
rany are an improvement. to Brough-
ton street from a business point of
view.

Ald. Humber and Ald. Ross agreed
with Ald. Henderson emphatically,

The mayor said there was a by-law
and the only thing he could see was
for the owner to get a petition signed
by the majority of the people in the
block. j :

“Does thig city cease as a business
place at Government or Douglas
street?” asked Ald. Humber. “This
proposed stable would be a credit any-
where, The plans show that it would
be fit to go alongside Spencer’s ar-
cade. You have got too many fool
by-laws in this city that you cannot
enforce.”

Ald., Henderson said the building by-
law would have to be amended, as it
was absurd to say that all the city
outside the fire limits was residential.

The aldermen decided that they could
not recommend the granting of a per-
mit. e

“If it had been permissible for me to
take part 'in your discussion I think
I could have proved to you that not
only is your by-law defective but that
we have an inherent right, in spite of
your by-law and petition, to erect the
building and demand that you prove it
not in accordance with your by-law,”
said Mr. Muir before he left. ‘“That
is the position we take and following
legal opinion I think I would be in a
position to advise my clients to start
in and erect the building without per-
mission and call on you to prove it il-
legal if you can. The city has never
been able to define what is busihess
or residential property. The council
is trying to do what it has no power
to do, because business pushes itself
on and cannot be hampered by your
actions.”

PATENT SYSTEM OF
RECOVERING GOLD

E. E. Emmons Proposes to Use
. New Apparatus in -
the North.

B, Emmons, who is interested in
gold mining.properties in the Yukon, 1s
in the city making arrangements for
going into. the north and engaging in
operations this summer on a some-
what new plan.

At the St.” Francis hotel, Mr. Em-
inong has the model of a new dredge,
which he will take into the country. It
is a patent device known as Gilman's
Riverbed Drying Machine, At present
the ‘only place where the patent dredge
ic used is on the Spokane river. It
is. made of.steel and consists of two
elliptical -shaped structures about 18 or
20 feet. long and 8 feet wide. One is
contained ingide the other with a space
of about 18 inches between them. They
are floated to the position ‘required in
the stream and then allowed to set-
tle: to the bottom. Steel plates = with
iron bars rivetted to them fform  the
lower part of the walls and these are
forced.into the gravel, thus accommo-
dating the walls to suit the bottom.
The intervening space is filled with
gravel to the height of the water, ani
then by syphon the water is all taken
out of the enclosed space. It-is com-
pletely drained and the’ syphon con-
tinues to work automatically, keeping
the space clear of any-seepage.

The workmen  are . then able to do
theilr work on the dry bed of the stream
and can dig td bed rock. It is claimed
for the invention that these are ad-
vantages over dredging. The miner, by
this' system- can search the bed rock
carefully without danger of scattering
the gold, or of losing: that.in ' the
crevices. The . device ' weighs about
seven tons, and is far lera expensive

than the ordinary dredge. . . .

GETS PERPETUAL LEASE
OF DEADMAN’S ISLAND

Joint Stock Company to Estah-
lish Industrial Enterprises
on Famous Site.

\Ottawa, April 3.—The Ludgate lease
of Deadman’s Island is for a period of
twenty-five years at a rental of five
hundred dollars a year. It is provideg
that the lease is renewable at the enq
of every twenty-five years at a renta|
to be agreed upon, and an endorsement
on the lease provides that if the par.
ties to the lease cannot agree upon ap
amount, the rental for the ensuing

twenty-five years is to be determineg-.

It was to overcome the disability
caused by this question of rental that
Mr, Weart paid his recent visit to this
city., Mr. Weart, Mr. Ludgate and
others have organized a joint stock
company which has purchased ith.
Ludgate lease with a view to exploit-
ing Deadman’s island for industrial
purposes. They will require a large
amount of money for the work and
feel they will have great difficulty in
securing it, if the question of rental is
left an open one.

What Mr, Weart asked was that the
rental should be fixed for a period of
seventy-five years from the date of tho
lease, the first twenty-five remaining
at’ five hundred dollars a year as at
present,” the second period of twenty-
five years to be at three thousand dol-
lars a year, It is possible that the mat-
ter would have been adjusted while Mr,
Weart was here had it not been for the
vigorous protest entered by the Van-
couver Board of Trade and the park
commissioners. As matters stand the
minister has promised that he: will not
interfere with the existing terms of
the lease unless the people of Van-
couver approve of his doing so.

There is no question at all, however,
that Mr, Ludgate has been granted a
lease of Deadman’s island, and that to
all.intents and purposes it is a leas
in perpetuity, as it is renewable every
twenty-five years for all time to come
in the manner indicated above,

WOULD RAISE FINES
IN BICYCLE CASES

Magistrate Jay Thinks City
Should Fix Higher
Penalty.

¢

From the remarks of Magistrate Jay
from the police court bench on Satur-
day it is probable the city council may
be asked to pass an amendment to the
present by-law to raise the fine for of-
fenders who ride machines on the side-
walk. The magistrate this morning
said: “It seems to me the ‘court should
have power to inflict a higher penalt-
in offences of this kind. At present the
fine is limited to $3, but the imposition
of .fines in the past does not appear to
have prevented the nuisance.” The
magistrate’s remarks were made
shortly before the court adjourned
after three bicycle cases had been
called and the clerk had announced
that the $3 fine had been paid in each
case.

The city prosecutor suggested that
the offenders should be brought before
the court in future instead of being al-
lowed to pay in their fines when the
charge is laid. If they had to waste
business time in appearing in court he
thought the cases might be less fre-
quent.

The by-law gives power to inflict a
higher fine for a second appearance, it
was discovered, but Magistrate Jay re-
marked that bicycle offenders for rid-
ing the wheels on the sidewalk are sel-
dom caught a second time.

The frequency with which the police
haul in offenders under this by-law has
in part acted as a preventitive, but
has not altogether stopped it. There
appears to be a large number still sin-
ning in this regard, as the magistrate
remarked. He had personally seen
three men riding machines: on Fort
street near Stanley averiue when com-
ing to the city this morning.

There- have been over fifty bicycle
cases in court during the past three
weeks, all of which have been assessed
the $3 fine. None of the offenders
have appeared in_court, the fines hav-
ing been paid when the charges were
laid.

CARELESS is;MOKER
STARTS BIG FIRE

THOUSANDS OF PERSONS
ARE MADE HOMELESS

Property Valued at $2,500,000
Destroyed by Flames at
Fort Worth, Texas.

Fort Worth, Tex., April 5.—Starting
in a barn, presumably from a careless-
ly thrown cigarette, fire on Saturday
afternoon destroyed property in the
southern portion of Fort Worth con-
servatively valued at $2,500,000, caused
the death of one person, J. J, Newton,
of Krum, Texas., and rendered several
thousand persons homeless,

The fire originated at Jennings ave-
nue and Peter Smith street, in the cen-,
ter of a fashionable residence district,
and, fanned by a stiff wind, was be-
vond control within fifteen minutes.
Spreading until it had swept through
the. yards of the Texas & Pacific rail-
road, ‘destroying the railroad buildings
and a.large amount ‘of rolling stock,

| where the fire practically burned ltS°1f

out,

Three church bulldmgs the Broad-
way Baptist and Presbyteriam and the
Swedish chapel were among the build-
ings destroyed, as was the Presbyterjan
sanitarium. The patients of the latter
institution were all removed in safety.

The Texas & Pacific railroad suffer-
ed the largest individual loss. Four-
teen locomotives were reduced to
twisted masses of stee] and iron, and
several hundred box cars, besides the
roundhouse and other buildings of the
road, were ‘destroyed.

The flameg were fanned by a stiff
wind, and within twenty minutes after
the first alarm was turned in ‘the fire
was entirely beyond the control of the
local department. Assistance was ask-
ed for from Dallas and Weatherford,
and these cities rushed engines to the
scene. So rapid was the spread of the
conflagration that persons living with-
in three blocks of the place where the
flames broke out had not time to save
their  belongings. Hundreds  hurried
from their homes and were driven be-
fore the towering- wall of flames.

‘State troops were at once sent to the
burned district to ‘prévent -looting.

The homeless hundreds crowded
every train out of the ‘¢ity, bound for
Dallas and other mneighboring cities,
where food and shelter have been offer-
ed to the destitute,

‘CERVERA PASSES AWAY

Spaniard Who Commanded
Fleet at Battle of Santiago
Is Dead.

Puerto Real, Spain, April 5.—Vice-
Admiral Pascual Cervera, who com-
manded the Spanish fleet in the Bay
of Santiago, Cuba, died here on Satur-
day afternoon. The members of the
admiral’s family were present at his
bedside, as was also Rear-Admiral
Eulate, who was commander of - the
Vizcaya at Santiago.. Admiral  Cer=
vera in his last hours asked that no
military honors be paid” him. He
showed great fortitude, and besought
his relatives not to grieve. He retain-
ed conscipusness until within a few
minutes of his death, - which was
directly due to heart disease. King
Alfonso has telegraphed  his = condol-
ences, :
.Vice-Admiral  Cervera ‘was released
from the active list of the:Spanish
navy on December 14th last, at hisown
request, on account of failing health.
Shertly afterwards hé proceeded teo
Puerto Real In the hope of improving
his- health, but during the last month
he had been in a critical condition, be«
ing kept alive only by the use of oxygen
and hypodermic injections. He suffer-
ed from affection of the heart. Ad-
miral Cervera was born on February
isth, 1839. He graduated from the
Naval-Academy at San Fernando, and
was commissioned to foreign rvice
in 1859. He served in Morocco and in
the Cuban rebellion, and was recalled
from Cuba to hold the office of min-
ister of marine. On the outbreak of
the war with the United States, he sail-
ed from the Cape Verde islands with
four cruisers and three torpedo boat
destroyers, on April 29th, 1898; entered
the harbor of Santiago de Cuba on May
19th and lost his entire fleet off that
port on July 3rd, in an attempt to force
his way through Admiral Sampson’s
blockading squadron,

'RAILWAYS MU§T USE

Order Affects Companies Op-
erating Through Adiron-
ack Forest Reserves.

Albany, N. Y., April 5.—An order was
issued by the public service commis-
sion Saturday requiring that all rail-
roads traversing the state forest pre-
serves in the Adirondacks must use oil-
consuming locomotives during certain
periods of the year. The railroads af-
fected are the New York Central, op-
eraping’ the Mohawk and Malone, Car-
thage ahd Adirondack and New York
and Ottawa lines; the Delaware and
Hudson and the Cranberry Lake Rail-
road Company. The time fixed by the
commission is during the months of
each year from Apri] 15th to November
ist, between the hours of 8 a. m. and
8 p. m.. The order goes into partial ef-
fect this year, and provides for the
complete installation of oil burners by
April 16th, 1910. /

The proceedings to compel the rail-
roads to make this step were brought
by the forest, fish and game cofmis-
by the forest, fish and game commis-
sion last summer. The hearings cov-
ered several months and all practical
plans of fire prevention were consid-
ered. The cost of electrification was
found to be entirely prohibitive, in-
volving an additional expenditure of
over a million' dbllars agyear to the
New York Central alone,

The remedies proposed by the rail-
roads, -such ‘as improvéments in the
present locomotives, clearing the right
of way of combustible matter, patrol-
ling and the use of a special telephone
system and fire trains were found to
be adequate. The evidence, however,
shows that coal burning locomotives
properly squipped can be used at night
when the danger of fire is slight, and
the order provides accordingly.

The Nanaimo and the Charlotte left
the Belleville street docks at 11, the
former going out of the harbor first and
the new steamer passing hern opposite
the lighthouse, where the first snaps
were taken, Some of these praved to be
excellent pictures, Then the vessels pro-
ceeded towards Trial Island, where the
big steamer circled round the pther and
the click of cameras and the finding of
shutters was as regular-as the cracking
of rifles in a skirmish during| war.

When the ammunition set aside for
this part of the work had been exhaust-
ed the Princess Charlotte went off to
meet her sister, the Princess Victoria,
the smoke of which could be seen in the
distance on her way from Seattle. Two
or three miles away she met her, and
the two came up together,

The Charlotte allowed her rival to
come up bow and bow .with her, and
then the fun began. The passengers on
the Victoria went nearly wild with ex-
citement, for they had not gone far be-
fore the Charlotte forged slowly ahead,
although at the time s$he wag not going
at anything like her best speed. There
was a time when woing ‘to meet the Vic-
toria when her engines werne turning
over 180 to the minute, but |while she
was keeping ahead of the Victoria they
were not working that fast,

the new flier was leading considerably,

The result was that
the' vessels tere recalled by three
whistles from the Nanaimo, and once
more they came up astern of the pho=

MERCHANT SHIP ZAPIRE
PROVES WHITE ELEPHANT

United States Government is
Anxious to Sell Former
Coal Carrier.

Tacoma, Wash., April 5—The mer-
chant ship Zafiro, originally purchas-
ed by Commodore Dewey for $1,000,000
in order to get its coal for his fleet
when he went to capture Manila ,at the
opening of the Spanish-Americah war,
fs to be sold by the government if any-
body can be found to take it off the

little ship, having served its useful-

FROZEN TO DEATH _ -
IN ALASKAN STORM

Steamer Bertha Rescues One of
Party Before Death
Results.

James Miller, of Cordova. and a man
named Valentine, from Colorado, are
dead, and Jack Rhures so badly frozen
that his life is despaired of, as the re-
sult of being caught in a blinding bliz-
zard while going from Seldovia to Ho-
mer in a small dory. This is the news
received by wireless from the steam-
ship Bertha.

The men left Seldovia in a small
boat, intending to sail for Homer.
When they departed the weather was
calm and there was no indication of a
storm brewing. They were little more
than half way to Homer when a blind-
ing blizzard swept down upon the little
craft and the mnavigators lost their
bearings.

The boat finally was driven ashore
on Ritchie island. The men, more
dead than alive, crawled out on to that
barren rock and attempted to battle
for life with the elements. They had
nothing with which to make a fire and
no food.

The exposure was too severe for Val-
entine and Miller and they died. Kares
%as taken off the rock by the crew
of the Bertha, He was nearly frozen to
death,-and was revived with difficulty.
The bodies of the dead men were taken
to Seldovia, and Kares left there for
care. It is believed he cannot live.

NO RUSSIANS ARE
LANDED IN PROVINCE

REV. W. J. STEVENSON
PREACHED YESTERDAY

R

Earnest Sermons Delivered py
Him in Emmanuel Baptist
: Church.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Rev. W. J..Stevenson, the new pastor
of Emmanuel Baptist church, entered
upon his ministry in this city yester-
day. He created a very favorable im-
pression ugen hig hearers, giving evi-
dence of earnestness and marked pow-
er. He is ready as a 'speaker and a
c]éag thinker. His language is well
chosen, a preference being shown by
him for words of Anglo-Saxon deriva-
tion,

In the morning he preached from the
text, “I am Alpha and Omega, the
beginning and the end.” He said Jesus
had many titles given to him. Each
had its special significance. Al} the
names massed together gave some idea
of His personality—not of His myster-
iousness, but of the grandeur of His
character. 2

When God wanted to bring to the
thought the idea of the infinite He did
not go to something vast to convey it.
He took the simplest thing, the A B C,
and | declared He was Alpha and
Omega, the beginning and the end.

There was a wonderful significance
in the idea of the beginning., How
could - they be assured when was the
beginning? Only by reasoning in a
circle and replying in the beginning,

The preacher said he wanted to
sound a note at the beginning of his
ministry here that Christ was infinite
and Christ was everything. He did.not
want to strike a low note with respect
to the Christ. In that measure that
Christ was the beginning and the end
should they see God? Some to-day
thoyght only of Christ appearing for
about three years during His ministry.
That they regarded as the whole
Christ.. It was a wonderful Christ
from. the cradle at Bethlehem to the
cross at Calvary, he admitted. But
they must rise in their conception of
the Christ above that. They must get
to the real meaning that He wag the
beginning and the end.

Generation after generation found
the problem of creation changing. The
question came up continually from the
earliest times.. “God never intended
you to settle these questions for your
children ' and your grand-children,”
said the speaker. Generation ®after

generation these questions came up, It

might be. viewed in different light but
nothing. could shake thig that Christ
was behind it-all. No mattér what the
idea was selenee would leadin the end
up to a personality—Christ—Christ the
beginning. That was what the word
said; “in the beginning was the word”
and it became more definite when it
said ‘‘and without Him was not any-
thing made that was made.” This
part of the message to-day to direct
men to Christ. This the old answer,

Sometimes came the question: “Why
are we here at all?” The answer is
found in Christ. He is moulding and
shaping’you. Place your hand in His.
Men and women in the many dark
walks of life needed to see the larger
Christ.

Referring to "his work as a pastor
now beginning he said that the Bible
would have an important place. It
would - be used on Sunday, when he
visited them in their homes and when
they were at the sick bed. The central
idea of that book was Christ. The lit-
tle differences they might have about
it were nothing. This idea that Christ
was there was the great thing. In
everything about the church Jesus
Christ as Redeemer and Saviour
should not be forgotten.

“In al} our work together,” said he,
“let us roll our thought up into .this
one sentence, 'Christ is our greatest
asset,” and we are to handle that as-
set so that all men shall feel and be
convinced that the real asset of hu-
manity is Jesis Christ.” \

There were men in the city, he said,
always on the money track. They
were always thinking of that. If they
were laid bare they would be seen to
e wounding one another, stabbing one
another, fighting like wild beasts be-
cauSe they were saying ‘“money was
the whole asset.”

Man’s life was an insane struggle if
it were not for Christ, and all that He
means. - They should make Him the
chief among ten thousand and they
would -never lack the assurance that
Christ, which was God, was with
them, )

Last evening again Rev. Mr, Stev-
enson preached to a large congrega-
tion, his sermon being listened to with
the closest attention.

BIBLE SOCIETY
HOLDS MEETING

YEAR’S WORK WAS
BROUGHT UNDER REVIEW

Officers Elected at Annual
Gathering of Victoria
Board.

The annual | meeting of the Victoria
branch of the Canadian Bible Society was
held last evening |in the Metropolitan
church. Noah Shakespeare, president,
was in the chair, and the chief address of
the evening. was delivered by Rev. C. C.
Owen, rector of Christ’'s Church, Vancou-
ver, and president of the British Colum-

‘bia Auxiliary of the Bible Society.

The secretary, A. Lee, read the annual
report as follows:

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen:—
We are pleased to note the active inter-

‘est shown i’ the wark of the Bible So-

ciety in Canada. The aim of the society
is to give to all men, in their own lan-
guage, the Word of God without note or
comment, and from |the reports of last
vyear a great work has been accomplished.
The society is| not gdenominational, but
cosmopolitan in aim and principle, all de-
nominations can join in this work.

During the year. the revision 'of the
Bible for the Cree In{lixms was completed
by Archdeacon Mackay, of Saskatchewan.
The labor spread over four years, the
first edition:of 1,000 Bibles costing $9,000.

The newcomers . into: Canada ‘in 1908
amounted to 148,700. - About two-thirds of
these are English-speaking and the other
third consists ‘chiequ of Hungarian,
Ytalian, Chinese, Japanese, Hindus, Gali-
cian, Bukowinian and Hebrews. These
are looked after on landing by the various
auxiliaries in the East, and .it involves
quite an expense to get all these people
Bibles in their own languages. Take the
work done by the Nova Scotia and Mont-
real auxiliaries., Nova Scotla circulated
about 12,000 copies of the Scriptures, about
half in foreign languages. Montreal cir-
culated 18,000, | third . foreign, and so
through all the| auxiliaries and branches
of which there are now in Canada about
1,600. The workers among the foreign
element that enter ouy country are doing
a splendid work in the history of Canada
in enabling them to see the true God, and
eventually they, with us, will become
valuable citizens in helping to build up
this Canada of ours.

The number of colporteurs employed
was 40 and Bible women 12. These meet
the immigrants on their arrival by boat
and train, and then follow the men into
the construction camps. One of these
men is employed by the B. C. Auxiliary
doing good work at Prince Rupert. The
circulation of Secriptures in Canada and
Newfoundland last year by depositories
was: English, 89,269; foreign, 43,264; mak-
Ing a total of 132,633. Then take the opera-
tions of the parent society last year, the
British and Foreign Bible Society issued
more than five and a (half million copies.
The colporteurs placed|in Japan 140,000. A
million were sold in China, and yet many
people remain without a Word of God.in
their own tongues Three new lan-
guages are almost ready, versions and re-
visions are in hand for forty of the mis-
eionary societies of the world, and let us
remember that a great many missionary
rocieties would have to go out of the
work and in many places the work would
become paralyzed if the Bible Society
should become extinct.

to the liberal support of the Christian
public of this city; and earnestly prays
God to bless the society in its efforts to
place the Bible in every home in this Do-
minion and to give the Word of God to
other lands.”

Rev. C. C. Owen, in his address, referred
to the excellent work done by the Vie-
toria branch, and said that he had never
attended a Ppetter annual meeting. He
spoke of the magnitude of the work being
accomplished by the Bible Society. Of the
400 and more languages into which the
Bible had been trapslated over 200 had
had to be made. That is, the translators
had to make grammar and lexicon, and
often make written characters, that the
language might be read by those who
spoke it. It is estimated that there are
4,000 languages in the world, so.that much
still remaired to be done before all people
had the Word of God in their own
tongue. Since the establishment of the
British and Foreign Bible Society.in 1804,
£10,000,000 copies of the Bible had been
sent out into different corners of the
earth, Mr. Owen commended the work
of the Society to the Christian people and
urged greater liberality.

Solos were sung by Mrs. D. C. Reid
and R. Morrisgn, and a vote of thanks
was accorded to them, as also to the or-
ganist, Mr. Parsons, and the trustees of
the church for the use of the building.

Before leaving to take the boat for Van-
couver, Mr. Owen met the members of the
executive committee and discussed details
of the work with them.

NEW SITE CHOSEN
'FOR PULP WORKS

When steamer -Amur. returned from
Quatsino a week or two ago after taking
some machinery -for the pulp works at
that place, she reported that right-in front
of the site chosen for the works was a
sunken uncharted rock, which made It
exceedingly dangerous for a steamer of
any size to land there. = The directors of
the pulp wor_ks{_were consulted in the
matter, with the result. that a new site
has been’ chosen“for the pulp works just
at the entrance to the southeast ‘arm of
the Quatsino Seund. Fortunately very
little permanent work had been done, and
the houses of the workmen can still be

BALLASTING OF EBURNE
ROAD COMPLETED

B. C. Electric Company Has De-
livered Power Poles Along
Right of Way.

Vancouver, April 1, — Ballasting on
the nine miles and a half of rajlway
just constructed by the C. P. R. be-
tween Eburne and New Westminster
along the northern bank of the North
Arm ‘of the Fraser river has been com-
pleted, and as soon as the electrifica-
tion of the road has been accomplished
by the British Columbia Electric Rail-
way Company the line will be ready for
operation. This statement was made
by Mr, C. E. Cartwright, division en-
gineer of the C. P. R., under whose
supervision the road was built.

Mr, Cartwright states that along
the line of the Eburne-New Westmin-
ster road there exists a smal] stretch
of muskeg which has given the build-
ers some trouble and he expects that
this will have to be filled in several
times before the tracks crossing.it are
brought up to a permanent level.

The British Columbia Electric Rail-
way Company, which will operate the
.Jine under a traffic arrangement with
the C. P. R. has already delivered its
power poles along the right-of-way
and the start of overhead construe-
tion will not be-long délayed, and with
the advent of fine weather will be pros-
ecuted at a rapid rate.

The new road will act as a feeder to
the Vancouver & Lulu Island read-inte
Vancouver, and to the interurban sys-
tem between New Westminster and
Vancouver. There is already.consider-
able settlement of the territory through
which the new road passes,

| MAY BUY POWER :
FOR THE CITY

Council is'Considering Question
of Extending Lighting
~acilities.

There is a likelihood lthat the city
will not make additions to the electrie
light plant this year as was intended.
It was estimated that to provide for
additiona] lights in the city an ex-
penditure of at least $20,000 would have
to be made. Rather than do that the
aldermen areconsidering the question
of taking from the B. C. Electric Com-
pany sufficient to supply the needs for
the present.

The -eléctric’ light committee is en-
gaged in theé ‘work and will go fully
into the question hefore reporting to
the council. - The result of their in-
vestigations go far inclines to the be-
lief that it will be much cheaper to
purchase additional power from the
Electric Com'p:a,.ny than expend the
sum necessary to instal additional
plant. Another obstacle in the way
of a new plant js the time required to
put it in. i

The taking .of power from the Elec-
tric Compan&.wpuld be a step-in the
direction of the agreement which it is
proposed to’make between the city and
the Electric €ompany. Members of
last year’s council went into the sub-
ject of lighting very fully. It was then
estimated that. if the Electric Com-
pany could provide for ‘street lights
at $38-each the city would effect a
saving-of $10,000 a year.

FEW OBJECTIONS T
VOTERS FILED AS YET

This is Last Day When That
Can Be Done—Sendina
Out Notices.

To-day is the last day for receiving
objections to the retention of names on
the voters’ list. At the time of going to
press none had been filed as regards the
city lists, but it is probable that there
will be some before the office of the
registrar of voters closes.

F. M. KELLY OBJECTS
TO SOME REPORTS

O —

He Has Covered Almost Every
Part and Has Exact-
Knowledge.

There is no subject at the present
time of so much interest to the people
of Victoria as Vancouver island. The
southern end of the island is' well
known, but information in regard to
the other parts is very meagre. A
man who has traveled over it perhaps
more than anyone in the province is
F. M. Kelly, of this city. Mr. Kelly
has been out hunting, prospecting,
timber cruising+and land hunting, . as
well as searching for big game with
a camera, and in these wanderings he
has used his eyes well. He says that
there is not a river on the island of

any size up the valtey of which.there
is not a trail blazed and over most of
them a ‘burro can be taken to pack in
supplies. Nearly every part of the isl-
and is easily accessible to the water,
no part being. much more than ten

mining divisions are divided by the
mountain tops so that it would not
usually be wise for a prospector to
cross the mountains as he would then
be out of reach of his mining recorder.

Mr. Kelly also objects to the state-
ments made that the whole island is
covered by a thick undergrowth.
“Along the coast,” said he, ‘“there is
often a fringe of low bushes extending
sometimes a . mile inland. Usually,
however, especially where the timber
is big, there is little undergrowth and
traveling is. easy. I think it is doing
the island a great injury to misrepre-
sent the situation. The prospector who
wants to get into the mountains can
do so quite easily. He would natural-
ly follow the river valleys for that is
where the prospector always goes in
searcn of float which, when he has
found, he will follow up. No one wants
to get out on the mountain, tops for
that is not the way the prospector
works. There is, howéver, one part
about which- I know nothing and
about which I cannot secure any in-
formation Which is reliable. ‘I refer to
that smal] part-of the island north-
west of Créwn mountain. That district
is difficult of access and a trail lead-
ing in there would be a great advan-
tage.” ; 7

Speaking of the agricultyral possi-;
bilities Mr. Kelly mentioned’ a number
of valleys where there was a lot of
splendid land. The best of al] these
in his opimionn was in the Kla-anch
valley, ‘which: extended from the head
of Nifhkish lake to a pdint almost di-
rectly west of Noeotka sound, ending
at a.small lake -which he hag named

on any of the official maps, In, there
are to be found hundreds of acres .of
splendid lands, many beavér meadows
uncovered by timber. The railway to
Quatsing Sound or Hardy Bay wili_
undoubtedly follow this valley for the
country to the east of it is very rough
and almost inaccessible. There is also
a big open bunch-grass eountry near
the north end of the island which
should be valuable. j

At a great many points on the island,
according to Mr, Kelly, there are in-
dications of copper. and magnetite
which have not yet been prospectedy
Theére are also indications of coal
measures in mang localities little
dreamed of. Red marble, too, dbounds
in some localities.

In order to clearly show the result
of his investigations, Mr. Kelly has
prepared a map giving a mass of .de-
tail which could not be obtained from
any other source except a.visit to the,
locality. This he calls a prospector’'s
map, and it certainly should be of
great value. He has located on this
the great coal bearing areas, the tim-
ber and the different kinds of rock in
which the several minerals are ‘likely
to be found.

During the coming summer it is his
intention to continue his investiga-
tions, making a trip right up the back-
bone of the island from Cowichan Lake
to Cape Scott,

PROTEST AGAINST
BLASTING OF ROCK

South Saanich Residents Peti-
tion to Have Work Stopped
at Mt. Tolmie. :

Residents of South Saanich in the |
district extending from- Cedar Hill to |
the sea front are signing ~a petition
protesting against the blasting of rock
at Mt. Tolmie. They ask that the
Saanich council prohibit the blasting
from taking place there. 4It is set forth
in the petition that the blasting creates
a nuisance. The noise will create a
constant source of annoyance to resi-
dents and depreciates the value of pro-
rerty in the vicinity. With the pros-
pect of a five year contract between
the city and the Lineham-Scott com-
pany it is urged that the situation is
a serious one. &

The petition further sets forth that
the gravel compdny and the electric
railway company have caused Edmon-
ton road to be so cut up that it is ren-
dered practically useless to residents.
An injupction is accordingly asked
for to prevent the city of Victoria tak-
ihg a supply of rock from Mt. Tolmie.
Residents further object to what they
claim is the spoilation.of a beauty spot
so close to the city. The top part of
the mountain is g city park and the
blasting of rock. will, it 'is said, come
right up to the bounds of the park.

Official announcement is made that the
