A NEW DISCOVERY\
Boston, Mass., May 27—Dr. Thos. M« 

Dowsley, a local dentist, has discovered 
an obtundent for use in treating and fill­
ing teeth, which is believed by some of 
his friends to bear the same relative im­
portance to dentistry as the discovery of 
ether to surgery.

Dr. Dowsley’s discovery was the result 
of years of work in investigation and ex­
perimentation. He is satisfied now that 
his obtundent has been perfected. Dur­
ing the last few months he has allowed 
several other dentists to use small quan­
tities of ihis preparation, but is not giving 
out any of it now. His present intention 
is to give his formula to the dental world 
when he has been recognized, and that 
is all lie appears to seek.

Dr. Dowsley’s obtundent is not inject­
ed into the gums of a patient, as are cer­
tain preparations with cocaine as a basis, 
but is applied simply with a. bit of cotton 
which is laid on or inserted into the cav­
ity of a tooth. After the obtundent is 
applied to the cavity of a tooth, Dr. 
Dcrwsley says, in three or four minutes the 
most sensitive cavity can be prepared 
for filling or a live nerve removed with­
out' any discomfort, to the patient.

HE SHOULD BE PENSIONED
A work of more than ordinary interest 

will be the grading and seeding of what is 
known as “section B,” a part of the 
grounds that has heretofore received but 
little attention. This is a very beautiful 
spot near the Ruel fountain and the pavil­
ion. A triangular plot in the centre of 
this section has been purchased by the 
Knights of Pythias and placed in per­
petual care. A flower bed in the form 
of a triangle will be placed in the centre 
of the plot and the surrounding ground 
will be made into a green sward with 
paths properly laid out. One interment 
has already been made in the K. P. lot 
—the late John Law, a past chancellor 
of .Union Lodge, No. 2.

Last week saw the completion of a very 
handsome monument on the McKelvie lot, 
at the junction of Willow and Pine av­
enues. near the city and county plot. It 
was erected by John McKelvie in memory 
of his daughter, Jennie, and is one of the 
finest pieces of statuary in Canada. It was 
imported from Scotland. The die, base 
and cap are in westerly granite and the 
statue, which is in the form of an angel, 
is of white marble.

A move that will doubtless prove very 
popular, has been made by the directors, 
in placing full sized (8 grave) lots on the 
market ^t $25 each. This has been done by 
clearing up certain portions of the grounds 
heretofore unueued. The prices of lots, 
all finished, range from $25 to $184.

Every year sees Fernhill—“the City of 
the Dead” made more beautiful by the 
opening up and clearing of new portions 
of this vast park. New trees, thousands 
of beautiful plants and the sodding or 
sowing of grass seed on fortner waste 
wild land makes a steady improvement in 
the appearance of the place, and it is 
doubtful if anywhere in' America can be 
found a more attractive looking burial 
ground.

The new work planned for this year by 
Superintendent J. P. Clayton will, still 
further enhance its beauty. There will 
be, as usual, a general cleaning up of the 
grounds with its fifty-two miles of paths 
and avenues and over twenty thousand 
plants will be set out, the larger portion 
of them being placed along the centre of 
the double driveway, known as South 
Avenue, at the Westmorland Road en­
trant*.

In the steamboat business the stuff 
brought^down is now principally potatoes, 
carrots and turnips of yast year and Some 
meats, and a fair quantity of butter and 
eggs. The quantity « of vegetables is 
about the same as last year, and the 
prices for the same are good, possibly in 
advance of last season. There is not so

The elevator, which is operated by a 
motor, had been found not to be working 
satisfactorily and as the motor was thought 
to be in need of repairs George A. Horton, 
general manager of the company, tele­
phoned to E. 8. Stephenson 4 Co. yester­
day morning. Two men were sent and 
made some changes in the motor, but later 
in the day Mr. Horton’s attention was 
called to the fact that the elevator would 
not descend into the .cellar. He telephoned 
again to Stephenson 4 Co. and a machin­
ist was sent to make matters right. The 
elevator. appeared to be in good order 
when about 5.30 p. m. the machinist, who 

testing it, stopped at the third floor 
and ipvited Mr. Ward and Mr. McManus 
to take a ride down and satisfy themselves 
that it was running satisfactorily.

They entered and on descending to the 
secdnd floor the elevator was stopped at 
the request of Mr. Walsh, who joined 
'them. The basement was reached without 
mishap, but as the elevator came to rest, 
from some cause not fully explained, the 
wire cable attached to the three weights,

'4 4-.-Ls The crash was heard by Mr. Horton in 
his office aàd as he ran out to ascertain 
what had happened he heard Mr. Ward’s 
cry of pain. He was suffering intense 
agony with hie foot badly crushed and 
was quickly carried into the main store, 
where he was made as comfbrtable as 
possible while awaiting medical aid.

Dr. H. G. Addy and Dr. E. J. Broder­
ick were telephoned for and the ambul­
ance was also summoned. Dr. Broderick 
arrived first and, seeing that nothing could 
be done on the spot, ordered Mr Ward’s 
removal to the hospital. An examination 
of his foot ehowed that there was no hope 
of saving it and it was amputated above 
the ankle >about 9 o’clock. On enquiry at 
the hospital later it was learned that Mr. 
Ward had stood the operation well and 
that his condition was satisfactory.

An examination of the cable after the 
accident showed that it had parted at the 
joining place, where the strands of wire 
were interlaced. The elevator, when work­
ing properly, shuts off the current auto­
matically when either at the top or bot­
tom of the shaft. It failed to shut off the 
current on reaching the bottom just before 
the accident and it is supposed that an 
unusual strain on the cable pulled • it 
apart, causing the weights to fall.

Mr. Horton, in speaking of the accident 
last evening, said he felt the unfortunate 
occurrence very keenly as only In the morn­
ing he had warned Mr. Ward not to touch 
the elevator as it was not in working 
order.

Naturally Dr. Matthew, was 
most interested in the meetings of section 
iv, devoted to the geological and biological 
sciences. He himself read three papers be­
fore the section, on the Geological Age of 
the Little River Group; Revision of tha 
Flora of the Little River Group, and Re­
markable. Forma of the Little River 
Group. In the revision of the flora of the 
group Dr. Matthew described one of the 
fossils found this spring by A. Gordon 
Leavitt and which was new to science.

Among other interesting papers read 
by Dr. R. W. Ells on the Oil 

Shales of Albert County, in which he said 
these were much richer than the Scottish 
oil bearing shales. Dr. L. W. Bailey read 
a paper on the Geological Factors in the 
Physiography of New Brunswick.

Dr. Matthew was asked last night about 
the collection of fossils he intends to 
donate to the Natural History Museum 
here if, after the end of three years, the 
society shall have raised enough money 
to pay off the mortgage on the building. 
His collection, he says, he calls a general 
collection. It includes more than 1,000 
specimens of all kinds of fossils from 
every strata of the earth’s crust. A good 
many are from foreign countries, but it is 
especially rich in fossils that occur out­
side of the Cambrian in New Brunswick 
and other parts of the maritime provinces.

He new oocupi- 
ea a place in the front rank of the doggy 
world, and he ie championed by the fair 
eex, among whom there are many who 
figure as leading exhibitors, in all parts 
of the world. Still, amid ■ all the glamor 
and fuse incidental to being everyone a 
favorite, sometimes a gleam of the old- 
time love of a combat will show itaelf 
when another dog throws down the gaunb- 
let. He will not wantonly provoke 
flict, but when his honor is at stake he 
displays an aggressiveness truly amaginf. 
Generally Mr. Bulldog is slow to start, 
maintaining an outward semblance of 
«elf-composure. His features are placid, 
jftt be is watching every move of hie ad- 
tagonist. When the battle commence3 
the "brainstorm” hursts, and in a few 
pioments, if Mr. Bulldog’s adversary, does 

decamp, the broad, blunt jaws * close 
.iis victim with a snap like a steel 

trap. Then it is that the meaning of the 
term “death-grip,” is well exemplified. It 

strange fact that although 70 years 
have elapsed since bull-baiting held sway, 
the bulldog retains his disposition to 
maintain his hold of a foe till either 
ehoked into semi-consciousness, or extra­
ordinary force is used to open .his jaws. 
Lighted matches applied to the nose, and 
other more or less barbarous means, are 
tried to induce the bulldog to let go, but 
frequently be will endure much pain 
without a wince. An effective way of 
causing the bulldog to capitulate is that 
of throwing him—with his victim—into 
water.

The bulldog, unlike the majority of 
dogs, very seldom barks ; in fact; owing 
to tie construction of hie .threat, his at­
tempts at barking are more like a bur­
lesque of the real thing, e wades into a 
fight without any vocal warning, and the 
only sound he emits is his heavy breath­
ing, Hi* courage is astonishing, and the 
largeness of his opponent never acts as 
a deterrent when hostilities are immin­
ent. Still, as he is not a quarrelsome 
dog, he very rarely indulges in street 
brawls, and as he is exceedingly good-na­
tured it takes a lot to rouse him.

The modern bulldog is undoubtedly a 
different-looking animal to his bull-fight­
ing ancestors. The most copspicueue 
“improvements” introduced by the pres­
ent-day “fancy" are largeness of head, 
width of chest, heaviness of bone and 
more typical tail. ,

As the bulldog’s original occupation ie 
now gone, his weight is of very little con­
sequence. He can be from any size from 
25 pounds to 80 pounds, or even 70 pounds 
A miniature or dwarf, variety is now cul­
tivated in England, weighing less than 32 
pounds.

The bulldog breed has a large variety of 
colors, including in older of merit, brind- 
les, rede, whites, fawns, and fallows, with 
or without Mack marks ; and secondly, 
pied gnd miired colors.

/ (From the Lone Hand)
The first bulldogs, according to earlÿ 

writers, were bred from the English mas­
tiff, and by process of systematic selec­
tion in breeding, a smaller and more ac­
tive dog than the mastiff was evolved. 
The smaller dog wae found to be better 
suited fdr sport than the heavier and 
slower mastiff. The bull-baiting dog, 
with a doubt, required an inordinate 
amount of i gameness. The principle of 
bull-baiting was extremely simple. A col­
lar was fastenéd round the bull’s neck, 
and by this the bull was attached by a 
rope to a stake. The rope varied from 
nine to 15 feet in length, and, therefore, 
allowed the bull but little movement. The 
audience wae accommodated in a circle or 
“ring.”

The bulldogs duty was to grasp the 
bull’s noee, and when he had succeeded 
in obtaining a grip, he was required to 
maintain his held, despite the efforts of 
the larger animal to dislodge him. The 
bull pwaited • the attack with lowered 
horns, which the dog «ought to evade by 
crouching as low as he could while he 
crawled toward the head of his 
Sometimes the bull managed 
horns under, or into the dog, who was 
then thrown high into the air. Writers 
state that dogs have been tossed up to a 
height of 30 or 40 feet. The dog, if he 
survivedj would “retire hurt.” On the 
other hand, once the dog, who was train­
ed to grip only the nose, obtained s hold 
■hie adversary would have little chance of 
shaking him bff. The bull would whirl 
the dog in the air and struggle frantic­
ally to wrench his nose free from the 
terrible grip. When from sheer exhaustion 
the dog dropped clear of the bull a fresh 
dog was sent into the ring.

Bull-baiting at times ranked as the na­
tional pastime, and countless scores of 
dogs met their death to provide a pleas­
ing (?) diversion for the British - public. 
Even royalty favored the sport (1), 
though during the last 10 years of its ex­
istence patrons of the bull-ring comprised 
almost exclusively the “lower classes.” 
The bravery of the bulldog cultivated 
during centuries of active service in the 
bull-ring naturally became deeply inherent 
Owing to the dog’s occupation and sur­
roundings, he acquired a eavageness of dis­
position which prompted a writer, as re­
cently a» 50 years ago (when bull-baiting, 
which had been made illegal, wae long 
since over), to state that the bulldog had 
an intractable temper, and that be would 
turn on hi# master, if offended, as read­
ily as on a stranger.

With the advent of the dog-show era, 
commencing about 50 years ago, and the 
abolition of bull-baiting, a change was 
gradually wrought, not only in the bull­
dog’s shape, but also in hie disposition. 
The kinder treatment, amounting almost 
to “coddling," 'nowadays bestowed upon 
the bulldog has caused the elimination of

. King Edward’s victory in the nglish I supposed to have been the best in years, 
Derby marked the first success of 'Brit- and followed it up yesterday over the try- 
ish sovereign in this great race. Twice has j ing mile and a half of hill and dale at 

Edward won the Blue Epsom. Princesse de Galles nearly won 
the Thousand Guineas a fortnight or so 
ago, and it only remains for her to win 
tile Oaks, which i« called the fillies' 
Derby," to make up a series of turf 
triumphs unprecedented in modern times.

And Sir Mart jib fell ! Who is Sir Mar­
tin? Why, he is the American colt that 
was expected to emulate Lorillard’e Iro­
quois in 1881,“the first and only American- 
bred animal to win the greatest horse race 
in the world. In 1901 Volodyovski won 
in the colors.of the late W. C. Whitney, 
the New York sportsman and traction 
magnate ; but the Russian-named horse 

English bred, and, like Minoru, 
only leased for racing purposes. Two years 
ago Richard Croker’s Orby won; but on his 
sire’s side-Orby was English, and, as he 
was foaled in Ireland, his was not re­
garded as a thoroughly American triumph 
except in Tammany Hall, Of Sir Martin 
much wae expticted. Bred in old, Ken­
tucky, he was the best two-year-old in the 
United States last year, and his owner, 
John E. Madden, was able to sell him to 
Louis Winan*, of Bath, solely on his Derby 
prospects. Thousands of pounds were 
cabled to England to he wagered on him 
by patriotic Americans, but hia fate wae 
the same ae that of Rhodora, Mr. Crok- 
tr’s filly that fell in the Oaks a year ,ago.

Had he fiot well earned the title of 
peace-maker, King Edward might have 
been more or less accurately described a* 
the “farming King.” He has been a lover 
and breeder of live stock all bit life. ' At 
Sandringham he has great herds and 
flocks, beside the famous dairy which is a 
hobby of Queen Alexandra. He is usually 
one of the largest winners at the Smith- 
field Show and at the exhibition of the 
Store Horae Society. His sheep are fa- 
mous, and it has been said that he is one 
of the soundest of living judges of a hog 
çr a Shorthorn. Some years ago he ueed 
to be an enthusiastic pigeon racer, and 
on one occasion won the race which cor­
responds in the pigeon world to the Derby 
of the turf. It ie tastes of this sort which 
are so well understood by the vest ma­
jority of Englishmen that have endeared 
his Majesty to his subjects, and have made 
him the moat popular man in hie Empira-

The victory of Lord Rosebery’s Cicero 
in the Derby of 1905 will he recalled by 
horsemen by Minoru’s triumph, for both 
horses were aired by Cyllene- lord Rose­
bery, by the way, has also won the Derby 
three tiroef. his first victory being 
achieved while he wae prime minister. In 
modern times the record of the Duke of 
Westminster, whose horses won four tunes, 
and added to the roll of honor auch great 
names as Bbotover, Ben d’Or, Ormonde 
and Flying To*, ha# been unequalled. It 
is quite within the range of possibilities 
that King Edward may win one more, and 
with a colt of bis own breeding- Indeed, 
had his racing luck , been- commepeurate 
with tile pains and expense undertaken 
with the Derby in view, there would not 
have been an interval of nine years be­
tween the victories of Diamond, Jubilee 
and Minoru.

Prince of Wales 
Ribbon of the Turf, and last year he tried 
unsuccessfully, with in overgrown horse 
named Perrier. At Prince of Wales he was 
an ardent follower of the turf, although 
hie victories were hardly equal to the huge 
sums laid out upon his horses. He was 
racing for twenty years or more before his 
first “classic” was won by Persimmon in 
1890. a Derby victory that brought forth 
■-ne of the most remarkable demonstra­
tions of enthusiasm ever witnessed on the 
turf. Eoui y eats lateç his Royal Highness 
a|ara won the Derby with Diamond Jubi­
lee. This victory was pfobajbly more 
popular even thar. Persimmon s, since the 
i’nnce’e horse having won the two thous­
and guineas a few weeks tSkfoirb, started 
favorite. In the case of Pgreitqpion, he 
wae considered inferior to St. Fksquin, a 
celt owned by Baron Rothschild, and con­
sequently ' tbq majority of tbs bettihg pub­
lic had no pecuniary reasons to rejoice 
when the Royal colors were first past th* 
fiost in 1896.

' Minoru, the colt that won at Epsom 
was a strong favorite for the «see. fer he, 
like Diamond Jubilee, had a victory in 
the Two Thousand to recommend him. 
Therefore three out of every four men qrho 
risk a crown or a sovereign on the race 
would Be richer in pocket as a result of 
the King’s triumph. There is always greet 
rejoicing when the favorite wine; and when 
he belong® to such a popular sportsman ae 
King Edward, the joy is particularly keen. 
Another factor must have contributed to 
the outburst of enthusiasm which- took 
place on the Epsom Downs yesterday. The 
turf is at present the target for the ar­
rows of reformers. The betting evil ie a 
twin to the drink evil in England, and 
probably causes almost as much unhappi­
ness. Therefore the sport that offers the 
greatest temptations to the man wftb the 
fever of speculation in his bones has been 
determinedly assailed by the Nonconform­
ists. Racing men will hope tljgt national 
pride in the remarkable exploit of. their 
Sovereign will do much to offset the anti­
turf crusade and it i# very likely to have 
this effect.

There will be one fly in the cup of satis­
faction the King drained when Minoru won 
the Derby. He did not breed the colt; 
indeed, unless the transaction took place 
since the running of the Two Thousand, he 
does not own him. Minoru was leased for 
racing purposes from Col. Hall Walker two 
years ago. In 1907 the youngsters that 
were bred at Sandringham were such an 
unpromising lot that hie Majesty had 
either to make up his mind to do without 
his chief epert last year and this or buy or 
lease some colts that would give him a 
chance of winning something. Col. Hall 
Walker, it. is believed, objected to parting 
outright with hie colts, and so they were 
leased. Among the little lot was Princesse 
de Galles, about the smartest filly of last 
year, and Minoru. The latter raced several 
times as a two-year-old, but won only one 
rate. He wae rather a disappointment; 
but this year he took the Two Thousand 
in commanding fashion from a field that is

Canadian Representatives Will Take to Europe a 
Definite Proposal for the Beginning of a 
Canadian Navy—Money Must Be Spent in 
Canada.

North Sydney, N. S., May 28—At a 
special meeting of the town council this 
evening a resolution was passed granting 
a free site, thirty years exemption from 
taxation and free water for thirty years 
for a smelting and reduction plant to be 
erected here by J. H. Brown, of Mont­
real, and his associates, among whom are 
several upper Canadian capitalists.

backward that in some districts farmers 
are only1 now seeding. In tact it is be-i 
lieved that the season is the latest for the 
past ten years, although the advent of 
warm weather will be a boon to the farm­
ers from now on. Frost has destroyed 
much of the crop planted along the river. 
Despite the fact that many of the farmers 
planted several weeks ago they report in 
the majority of instances that few of the 
shoots have yet grown above the soil.

The potato market here, and everywhere 
is at present experiencing a decided 
slump. A few months ago the demand for 
potatoes exceeded the supply and cargoes 
of the tubers were shipped by schooners 
to New York and Boston from Prince Ed­
ward Island. Over a month ago the mar­
ket collapsed in the United States and the 
slump extended to Canada. The shipments 
from the island were abruptly terminated, 
as the farmers could dispose of their po­
tatoes at home more advantageously than 
to forward them to the United States mar­
kets. Potatoes are now $1.50 to $1.75 per 
baireL

The market for butter and eggs remains 
firm. Case eggs are selling at 17 .cents, 
and butter from 19 to 22 cents per pound. 
Tl^ere is no lack of either eggs or butter, 
and there is no prospect that they will be­
come scarce and increase in price.

This promises to- be an excellent season 
for fruit of all varieties. However, ban- 

just at present not so abundant 
as in previous years at a corresponding 
period, owing to the demand for this 
fruit in the United States. The fruit 
panics are not able to cope with the ap­
petite of Uncle -Stem’s citizens for bananas, 
although steamers are plying to Boston 
and New Yjpflftfagn the West Indies and
