A recent investigation has led to the 
discovery of the remarkable fact that 
intense cold may deprive magnetized 
steel bars of nearly all their magnetism. 
This fact has an important bearing up­
on observations of the magnetic con­
dition of the earth taken in high lati­
tudes ; for whàt appear to be daily and 
yearly changes in the earth’s magnetism 
may be due in large part to conditions 
of temperature, which affect the mag­
netised in the observations.

The obscure poison which produces 
hydrophobia has been known to lie 
latent in the human system for years 
before developing its fatal results. M. 
Pasteur declares the supposition to be 
well supported that the virus does de­
velop in certain organs, and not, as in 
other» similar maladies, in the blood ; 
and that when—-after a period variable 
according to circumstances,—the organ­
ized poison passes into the blood severe 
symptoms come on rapidly, and the 
victim soon dies. An explanation sub­
stantially the same as this had long 
been advanced as a mere theory, but 
now M. Pasteur advances it as an 
ascertained physiological fact.

The earth’s eastward rotation, to­
gether with the increase in rate from 
the poles to the equator, has a tend­
ency to throw the waters of streams 
against their western banks sufficient 
to produce quite marked effects in 
many parts of the world. It is notice­
able in large rivers where the deposits 
are earthy, and the pitch ef the water 
is small and in the direction of the 
stream, the bank against which the 
water strikes the more forcibly being 
high and steep while the other is low- 
The effect has been observed in many 
streams of Europe and Asia, and on 
the rivers intersecting the low land of 
the Atlantice border of the United 
States.

Dr. Laugefeldt has tried a number of 
substances for destroying microscopic 
life in drinking water, the most striking 
results being obtained from citric acid. 
When one part of the acid was added 
to two thousand parts of water, life 
ceased in from one-half to two minutes. 
Microscopic examination showed that 
those forms of animalculæ having a 
thick scaly covering are not affected by 
the dilute citric acid, but only those 
with thinner coatings. The greater 
part of these unwelcome visitors belong, 
however, to the latter class, while the 
former are visible to the naked eye, so 
that a solution of the strength mention­
ed will suffice as a safeguard. The 
dead animalculæ immediately settle to 
the bottom of the vessel containing the 
water, and may be found in the sedi­
ment. The solution of citric acid spoils 
quickly, and it is recommended that it 
be freshly prepared every day.

Mr. Edward Jack, іц fetter to one of 
the newspapers, mentions the following 
interesting facts :—

“ There is a saw mill on the Grand 
Trunk Railway, between Portland and 
Montreal, where the slabs and edgings 
are made into paper pulp. We know that 
the best of illuminating gas is now made 
from chips and sawdust, and a child can 
understand that a saw wastes less than an 
axe in felling trees and cutting cordwood.

Permit me to mention an economy in 
the inanafacture of charcoal, which I 
have witnessed in an adjoining State, on 
ray present journey. At an iron furnace 
where large quantities of charcoal are re­
quired for smelting ores, a chemical com­
pany has established works for saving the 
volatile products from burning of wood 
into charcoal, and; turning them to com­
mercial account. I was informed by 
the superintendent two months ago, that 
this company paid twenty cents for the 
smoke of every cord of hardwood used ; 
but since then smoke seems to have risen, 
for the president of the iron works in­
formed me twe days ago, that they now 
got 31£ cents per cord for smoke, and a 
clear saving of from $5,000 to $6,000 a 
year from its sale. From this smoke they 
make two gallons of wood alcohol, used 
in the manufacture of paints and varnishes, 
and worth 85 cents per gallon in the Chi­
cago market. The acid residue after this 
distillation, is neutralized with freshly 
slacked lime and evaporated to dryness, 
yielding 200 pounds of the acetate of 
lime, used in the manufacture of white 
lead* and worth in the Philadelphia 
ket two cents and a half a pound.

The chemical products 
above mentioned amount to $6.70, besides 
the combustible gases not condensed, 
which supply three-fourths of the fuel 
used in evaporation, and the tar which is 
need only as a fuel. The latter might.be 
turned to much more profitable account, 
under a more refined chemical treatment 
than that in use ; but it will be seen from 
the above statement that the smoke yields 
more than twice as much profit as char­
coal, and it is claimed that the latter is 
increased both in quantity and quality by 
the process employed.

A correspondent of the Chicago Times 
writes concerning the fir-tree growths of 
Puget Sound, Washington Territory. He 
says the trees average 200 ft. in height, 
and asserts that some specimens have 
been cut down in his presence that were 
420 ft. in length by 12 ft. in diameter at 
the base, having a straight and well pro­
portioned log-length of 90 ft. to the first 
limb, and being 2 ft. in diameter within 
20 ft of the top. The cedar trees are in 
like proportion, and are most valuable for 
wooden wares of all kinds, while the fir 
trees are the best for spar and ship timber 
yet found in any country, and there are 
but few maritime nations in the world 
that do not use it in their shipbuilding. 
One-fourth of the wealth of Sau Francisco 
was culled from the firs of Puget Sound 
while the Government slept, and to-day 
all the principal large millowners who 
saw and prepare for market from 100,000 
to 200,000 ft pea day to each mill—and 
there are 30 or more mills—are all resi­
dents of San Francisco, where they invest 
their profits to the perpetual hurt of Puget 
Sound residents. A cedar and fir forest 
is of itself a great curiosity ; so dense is 
the tree growth in some places, that the 
sunlight of hesven never reaches the earth 
at their base. One monarch after another

Britain and the Continent about the 
same time of year every season,and the 
Parliament of Canada has met as regu­
larly at a stated time every season.
The Conservatives summoned Parlia­
ment at an extraordinary date last ses­
sion—in fact had two sessions in the 
same year—for the special purpose of 
giving away the great Northwest and 
paying an American Syndicate to take 
it off their hands. Mr. Snowball went 
to Parliament, and voted two or three 
times against the Syndicate bargain 
and, about the usual,time left for Eng­
land. He returned to Ottawa in time 
for most of the general business, which 
was hurried through Parliament in a 
very unbecoming manner. Mr. Snow­
ball^ return was at a time when an 
ordinary session of Parliament would 
have been about commencing, but he 

‘found that au advanced stage of a ses­
sion far more damaging to his.political 
opponents than himself had been reach­
ed. He would have had no power to 
help the new Syndicate, or prevent, the 
American one from gaining its ends and 
had any other gentleman represented 
this county, and even beèn on the Con­
servative side, sifting in the Commons 
every day, he could only have assisted 
in the great surrender which the Gov­
ernment has made, or been helpless in 
any effort in the interest of the country 
While Mr. Snowball might have been 
sitting idly and powerless at Ottawa,he 
was doing much better for the communi­
ty by looking after a great interest 
elsewhere, and as that is the gravest 
charge his opponents can bring against 
him, it is significant as showing how 
commendable his general conduct has 
been as a representative.

“ I assure the public that the men are 
asking no advance—far less an advance of 
18 per cent. The facts are these : For­
merly in the same slope where the dispute 
has arisen, men were paid for driving 
places 14 by 9 feet, 33 cents a yard. The 
manager has determined to drive these 
places *two feet narrower, giving the same 
price. Every miner knows that it is just 
ns easy, and takes no more powder— 
only a little more labor—to drive a place 
the former width as the latter. The 
same shearing or cutting of wall is requir­
ed. Now, a board 14 by 9 by 3, gives 14 
cubic yards; take that at 33 cents, the 
price previously paid, and it amours to 
§4.62. A place 12 by 9 by 3, gives 12 
cubic yards; take that at 36 cents, the 
price the men now ask, and the amount 
is $4.32 or 30 cents on a day’s work less 
than would be made if the width of the 
places had not been ...curtailed. The men 
are quite willing to work at the price for­
merly paid if the bords are driven the for­
mer width. In the interest of those men, 
whom the manager thus sought to make 
work for less price than formerly, à 
Lodge at Drummond Colliery in connec­
tion with the Association sent a committee 
to the manager and Mr. Budden, and, 
notwithstanding that the manager told the 
writer three weeks ago that he had no­
thing whatever against the Union, he and 
Mr. Budden refused to treat with the 
committee. There was a slight dispute at 
the Drummond Colliery three weeks ago, 
in which the manager came off second 
best. He then informed the committee 
that when No. 1 slope was ready he 
would have revenge, and his seeking to 
indulge that fancy, is the sole cause of 
the present trouble.

far,, as was necessary for the duties of his 
pastoral charge. Tbe strong attraction at 
B.ockville was that the work was less, 
and there would be more opportunities 
for study. It was, moreover, his native 
place, and the simple fact was, that the 
call was unsought for, thus affording a 
striking example of the reversal of the old 
adage that “a prophet had honor in 
his own country.” With respect to the ’ 
congregation, it had been said that it was 
unjust to leave them in a transition state, 
and he might be pardoned if he said a 
word as to the future. He thought that a 
congregation of the size of St. Andrews 
should do more for their minister, and 
that in justice to themselves no other 
place should be able to offer inducements 
sufficient to take away their pastor. He 
trusted they would act on this resolve, in 
an harmonious and Christian manner, and 
in this they woukL find their reward. In 
conclusion, he had now been 2 years and 
4 months in connection with this Presby­
tery with which he had held the most 
harmonious relations, and he should feel 
deep regret at his separation from its 
members, but his personal desire was that 
the Presbytery should sanction his trans­
fer to St. John’s Churcti, Brockville.

The Rev. Mr. Aitken s^jâ théS&ccasion 
was one of deep and painful interest, and 
if he saw the smallest chance he should be 
inclined to hold on. As to the 2nd reason 
given by the Brockville congregation, he, er. 
as a Minister, knew how little time there 
was, outside of that demanded for pastoral 
duties. Dr. Jardine would, therefore, 
have more time to attend to scientific and 
literary studies. * This call had been im­
promptu, aud he thought the.hand of 
Providence was indicated in it, although, 
at the same time, he sympathized with the 
Chatham congregation, and he felt it a 1 
painful duty to move that the translation 
be sanctioned.

The Rev. Mr. Aitken said he had been

The legs, or throat pipes, connecting the 
chests with the boilers are of wrought 
iron. They are not put on with screw 
bolts and packed joints as is usually done, 
but are fitted closely and riveted, thus 
obviating leakages through imperfect or 
worn out packing, defective bolt-holes, etc.
A large stop valve separates the two sets 
of bo:lers, which can be worked either to-

dstions having been laid bare and built 
upon,the greatest solidity for the walls, 
gang-foundations and other parts upon 
which great strain must come,has been 
secured. An idea of the wood used in 
construction may be formed from men­
tion of the size of some of the timber. 
The sills are 34 inches square and the 
posts 12 inches square. Pine bed-pieces 
16x20 inches,and 36 feet long,lie on the 
foundations of the line shafting and 
gangs. These have birch timber 16x18 
in., 28 ft. long lying upon and fastened 
down to them. The gang-posts fcre 16 
in. square and are braced on either 
side with timber 10x16 in. The bolts 
and other fastenings of these important 
parts of the mill are of the strongest 
description and the workmanship is 
faultless— every joint being well made, 
and the large surfaces fitting together 
with an accuracy that must secure 
steadiness and durability under any 
jar or strain that may test them. 
The line shaft has a total length 
of seventy feet. The part nearest the 
engine is of 8 in. diameter, the next 
length 7i in. and the section furthest 
from the engine, 7 inches. The two 
drums which drive the pulleys of the 
gang shaft and other machinery are 
each 10 ft. in diameter dhd have faces 
10 ft. wide. They are made on three 
iron ring frames having radial 
meeting in the.centre about the shaft, 
and the faces were turned off a few 
days ago, steam having been got up and 
the machinery set in motion for the 
purpose.

There are, in all, about 1200 running 
feet of rubber and other belting in the 
mill. The longest rubber belt is that 
which passes round the 1st line shaft 
drum, and drives the edgers, trim­
mers, lath, paling and some other 
chines. It is 86 ft. long, 16 inches wide 
and six ply.' The gang belt is of the 
same size and make and 76 ft. long.— 
Other belts of rubber, of large and 
small size, drive the haul-up, wood 
cutters, trimmers, etc.

The gangs are of steel and they 
constructed extra strong and heavy. 
The guide-rods of one gang are 4f in. 
in diameter and those of the other 
inches.

Each boiler is suspended by five iron 
hangers which are linked in the middle so 
that, being unkeyed below from the boiler, 
they may be turned up out of the way 
and the boiler taken out of its bed with­
out disturbing them above. A copper 
feed pipe, provided with the necessary 
valves, runs along the front ends of the 
boilers and has a feed at each end and in 
the middle. There is a sufficient head of 
tvater to fill the boilers without using the 
pump, which however is kept running 
for feed when steam is on.

At the rear end of the boilers is the saw­
dust kiln, the inner region of which is 25x 
30 ft. and 14 ft. high, through which the 
smoke and cinders pass from the boiler 
furnaces en route to the chimney.

however the school, since the middle of TO ARRIVE: *crank pin. This contrivance is the de­
vice of Mr. George Dick, Foreman 
of the mill, and is intended as a tallow- 
lubricator. It will be packed with 
hard .tallow, which in case of heating, 
will melt and run down to the crank 
pin. This is an economical as well 
very effective contrivance, because it 
will supply the reserve lubricator only 
when wanted and will be automatic, 
the extra friction giving rise, at the 
same time, to the necessity for the 
melted tallow and furnishing the heat 
to make it run. There is continuous 
friction-feed gear to press the logs for­
ward against the saw, the feed being 
regulated by set levers, fiom £ to 1^ 
inches. The down-holders for the logs 
are raised by steam.

There are two double edgers—one to 
each gang -made at the Miramichi 
Foundry and among the best in Canada. 
The lath machine is Ross’ Patent made 
by Waring Bros., St. John.

The filing room is 26x14 ft. and is 
located in the west end of the mill in 
the roof-storey. It commands a fine | 
view of the town and river to as far up ! 
as Newcastle and is splendidly lighted.
It is fitted with one of those excellent 
patent saw-grinders, the invention of 
Mr. B. Wilkinson of the Mirrmichi 
Foundry.

The saw-dust is taken from the saws 
by chain-scrapers, which run through 
wooden chutes a total distance of 190 
feet, from the mill, across the out door 
passage before referred to, to the boiler 
house, where it is emptied,either into the 
kiln or upon the top of the boiler furnaces. 
This chute in dossing from the mill to 
the boiler house is suspended from a 
stout beam aud is high eneugh for teams 
to pass under. When it is so desired a 
small portion of the bottom of the chute 
may be opened so as to let the saw-dust 
drop into and load carts underneath.

Passing from the mill across the open 
passage,the engine house is reached.—
A zinc wire line hangs down near the 
door outside and this, we were informed, 
was connected with the steam-whistle 
valve so that, in case of fire, the alarm 
could be given without going inside 
of the building.

The engine is a splendid speciman of 
work of its class. It has two cylinders 
which stand on an angle of 46 degrees 
from horizontal, inclined toward each 
other at the top. They are 22 inches 
in diameter and have a 2 feet stroke.— 
The frame is massive and well propor­
tioned. The fly wheel is 10 feet in 
diameter and weighs 6 tons. The 
crank pin is of steel, 7 inches in di­
ameter indicating the solidity of the 
whole work. A Jndson governor regu­
lates the feed of steam to the 
linders. A noticeable feature is a 
valve by which in case of fire in 
the mill, a great volume of steam can 
be thrown into it. This, with the doors 
and windows all closed would soon fill 
that structure and be effective in 
smothering flames, if not completely, 
extinguishing them. The heater of 
the engine is placed some nine feet 
from the floor overhead, which seems to 
be an excellent arrangement. The 
pump stands underneath the heater and 
is a double-action bucket-plunger ma­
chine, and besides feeding the boilers is 
an excellent fire pump^There are 
several hundred feet of rub 
kept ready for use near the pump, aiitL 
this with the other facilities for extin­
guishing fire, together with the preven­
tives provided, reduce risk in that 
direction to a minimum.

The boiler-house is a model in its style 
and arrangements, being light and well 
ventilated, in order to reduce the inevita­
ble discomfoits of such a place as 
much as possible. The boilers are of the 
long cylinder type,and are nine in number. 
Three of them are 3 ft. 6 inches and six 3

Dress Materials !Wanted.A clever fellow,in a small way,has given 
several citizens cause to remember him 
during the past week or two. His name 
is Anthony Perry and he is a Frenchman, 
belonging it is said at one time to Kent 
County. He worked for Mr. John Mc- 
Enhemey as cook, in the woods last win­
ter, and came out to civilization some three 
weeks or more ago. Since that time he 
has been doing quite a stroke of business 
in the forgery line. He induced a Chat­
ham merchant to fill in the body of a 
check tor him for twenty five dollars 
and he afterwards signed the name of

Perry.” Perry presented the check to W. 
B. Howard, Esq., to have it cashed, but 
the latter gentleman simply took it to be 
forwarded for collection to Newcastle.
