A very interesting article on the
subject of Fish Culture in Canada
which appearedinthe “ Canadian Illus-
trated News” was referred to in last
week’s issue of the Apvance. We
said the data of the urticle was fairly
correct and we-hope, for the sake .of
all the interests involved, that ‘the
sameimposition that is attempted upon
the public by those who have report-
ed in reference to the Miramichi estab-
lishment has not rendered the figures
connected with the other Hatching
The total
number of salmon ova laid down in
the different establishments—includ-
ing those of California salmon—is put

The number of ova actually in the
Miramichi establishment is not more
than, say 240,000, and we cannot un-
derstand why the work done by it is
ted through
official channels. Investigations that
we have made from time to time con-
vince us that it has, unfortunately,
proved a failure each year since it was
established, and it remains to be séen,
after the coming Spring’s freshet is
over, whether the Department will not
have another proof that it put up the
building in the wrong place. We
would be heartily glad if our belief
that the water of the stream on which
the establishment is located is unfit
for hatching purposes, were to turn
out incorrect, but we have been forced
to abandon any hope of that kind’ in
the lightof recent developments. The
stream proceeds from a boggy lake,
the bottom of which is composed of
It rums, for
the most part, sluggishly over similar,
bottom to the pond above the Hatch-
.ing House, and when the water of the
swollen stream i8' agitated by the
snow and ice-melting rains of Spring
it becomes filled with fine particles of
the dead vegetable matter, which it
seems impossible to protect the eggs
from. If there is any hope that this
vital drawback can be overcome by
experiments it is right that, they
should be made, but it is not right
that the public should be given to un-
derstand that the establishment is do-
ing a work which it has failed to do.
The fact seems to be that it has not
produced 20,000 healthy salmon fry
since it commenced operations in
1| 1873, although the official Reports in-
djcate that our rivers have been stock-
ed to the extent of hundreds of thoun-
The same fraund is be-
ing perpetrated this year. Instead of
640,000 ova being in its trays, as
officially announced, there are only
some 240,000. The person in charge
informed the editor of this journal, on
the 4th inst.,: that there were then
700,000 eggs in the house, and the loss
during the Winter had not been more
than three per cent. It is thus clear
that the ova laid down were, at least,
400,000 less than represented at Ot-
tawa. The public, who despise shams
and repudiate being cheated, will feel

More Fishery Bungling,

‘In last week’s issue we referred to the
fact that seining for Gaspereaux had

been prohibited in the Miramichi, as
well as seining for Bass in the lower
parts of the river and said that no in-
telligent officer of the Department could
have recommended such a course. We
did not then know the sweeping charac-
tor of the changes that had been quiet-
ly effected at Ottawa in the Fishery
Regulations for the Miramichi and, like
the fishermen, themselves, we are con-
strained to ask, what next? We were
informed, about a fortnight since, by
one in authority in fishery matters, that
an Order in Council had passed, prohi-
biting the use of seines in the Bass fish-
ery at Napan, Black River, etc., while
the fact was that fishing for Bass had
been absolutely prohibited in those
places, and the same Order also con-
tained the prohibition of seining for
Gaspereaux. The Order was passed
19th March and the fact thatit was
kept almost a secret by the Department
and its local officers until rumor led to
its being drawn from them by the per-
sonal enquiries of those interested,
shows a disposition on their part to
treat the public, whose interests they
have in charge, in a spirit which is fast
producing alarm and discontent. It is
said that petitions were circulated in
particular localities in the County ask-
ing for the prohibitions that have been
made, and we believe such is the fact.
If so their existence was, kept secret
from the people generaly and itis a
disgrace to those who originated the

scheme that changes which affect large,

general fishing interests should be
brought about by such means. When
the Governor-General and his Council
can be induced to make and unmake
regulations at the bidding of persons
who resort to the practices which have
been carried on in connection with the
fishing interests of Northumberland for
some time past we say, in all serious-
ness, it is high time that they should be
advised by persons more fitted for the
work. We have, in this County, two
interests which are of paramount im-
portance—lumbering and fishing—and
while it is not apparent, as many seem
to think, that our forest lands will soon
cease to be productive, it must occur to
those who make the matter one of care-
ful study that our fishery interests are
growing, and that they require from
those who control their administration,:

mination to adhere to the honorable
performance of official duty.

Seining for Gaspereaux has. been
practiced in this County as long as
the fishery has been worked and
those engaged in it have accustom-
ed themselves, from year to year, to
make preparations for their work.—
Early every winter they buy twine,
lines, rope, etc., which they use in mak-
ing or repairing seines. Counting on
the products of their fishermen’s toil in
the coming season, they either contract
for or, themselves, make barrels in
which to cure their prospective catches
Boaits, fish-
houses, fishing stages and other neces-
sary facilities are either repaired, re-
newed or built. Engagements are made-
with assistants, and liabilities contract-
ed with merchants—all required by the
nature of the fishery and suggested by
experience and common business pru-
dence. The same may be said, to a
large extent, concerning those engaged
in the Bass fishery of the lower Mira-
michi waters. Is it, then, a right thing
for the Department at Ottawa, without
a moment’s warning and in a way more
secret than considerate or intelligent, to
wait until those preparations are made
and expenses incurred, and then to
come down suddenly and render them
valueless—a loss to aclass of toilers
who, in most cases, must suffer priva-
tion in consequence {

What the fisheries of this County—
Salmon, Bass, Gaspereaux and others—-
require is. intelligent Regulation and
Protection instead of the prohibitions
which have grown into favor with the
Department. Will any reasonable per-
son say that because the Department
has allowed over-fishing and consequent
destruction of the bass fishery, to a
certain extent in the Northwest, it
would be justified in prohibiting scoop
nets there altogether? Reason would
suggest that the number of such nets
should be limited, which can be done
in several ways, both directly and in-
directly, and we believe those who reap
the most benefit from that particular
fishery would join heartily in discussing
and agreeing to any intelligent mode of

At the time referred
to we also discussed and opposed the
official proposition to interfere' with bass
fishing in lower Miramichi waters, be-
cause instead of claiming that it should
be regulated properly to meet any causes
'of complaint that might have existed,
the assertion that ‘‘all bass caught in
Napan in the month of May were spent
fish,” was advanced as a reason for do-
ing a wrong to alarge number of people
in that section of the County. Those
who noted the progress of the discus-
sion remember, doubtless, the manner
in which our statements and the points
we raised were met.

A STRANGE AFFAIR.

NEw Yorg, April 5.—A terrific explo-
sion occurred to-dn.y in Jewett's white lead
works on Fronﬁ street. The' police and
firemen arrived harriedly, and entering the
building, met at the second floorstairway,
Joseph Dean, a member of the firm, ina
crippled cbndition. Up stairs, George W.
Jewett, aged 61, of Port Richmond, and
Orville D. Jewett, aged 35, of Orange,
New Jersey, were found in convulsions on
the floor. The former expired in a few
minutes. He was badly wounded, and
his clothes were on fire in several places.
The floor was covered with soot and
smeared with blood. Portions of a conical
shell or hand grenade were found embed-
ded in the walls and ceiling. The theory
of the police is that George and Orville
Jewett became involved in a dispute, and
that the shell must have been used by one
of the combatants as a woapon.

The T'imes of the Gth will publish from
an authentic source, a true story of the ex-
plosion. Orville D. Jewett was admitted
to the firm of which his father, when alive
was a member, six or seven years ago,
simply b of that relationship. He
has been somewhat wild and paid little
attention to business. ' He had been absent
the past winter yachting at Bermuda, and
on his return recently, expressed a desire
to withdraw from the firm. His partners
did not wish to make any change in the
business and opposed his retiring, but he
persisted and finally -became so digagree-
able that they conceded to his request and
agreed to pay him $200,000 for bis interest

"The necessary papers were drawn up and
iwere to be signed to-day.

Young Jewett, probably crazed with
liquor, came to the office armed with a
Band-grenade, a pistol and a dirk. Some
words passed, when he pulled the grenade
from his pocket and threw it on the floor,
In the explosion following his uncle was
killed, his own legs broken. and he received
three terrible wounds in the abdomen.
He then drew @ pistol and attempted ‘to
shoot himself through the head, but his
aim wasineffective. He died this evening
in a hospital. Dean, who was injured by
the . explosion, is understood to be in a
dangerous condition.

THE ANGLIN PRINTING CHARGES,

Orrawa, April 8th.—In the Commons
yesterday Mr. Bowell moved in amend-
ment to going into Supply, that it is inex-
pedient and improper for the Government
to enter into any agreement or contract
whereby public money is paid to members
of Parlisment, such as the Postmaster-
General’s reports for 1875 and 1876, and
vouchers laid on the table of the House
show to have been paid to Timothy Warren
Anglin, member of the House for Glouces-
ter—viz.,, $8.126.31 for the year ending
June, 1875, and $10,263.94 for the year
ending June, 1876, and $2,709.55 for the

uarter ending Sept., 1876—in payment
for'printing done by him for the Post Office
Department, per agreement, as shown by
the return laid before Parliament, as such
payments are in contravention of the In-
dependency of Parliament Act. Thu he
supp ted by a speech t a
violent attack on the Government for hav
ing gone back on the principles they advo-
cated while in Opposition. :

Mr. Mackenzie replied, reading all the

Order in Coun-
cil of 19th March last the use of Seines for
the purpose of catching Gaspereaux is pro-
hibited in the Main River, Miramichi, in
the North and Southwest Branches, Bay
du Vin, Black River, and in Miramichi
Bay and Harbor ; i ;

That Fishing for Gaspereaux with Seines
has been carried on upon the Miramichi as
long as your Petitioners remember, and
was prosecuted by, orin the days of, their
fathers and grandfathers, without com-
plaints being made by persons engaged in
the other fisheries of the River ;

That Your Petitioners are informed that
a petition was forwarded to your Depart-

ing to be signed by the

le of this County, asking for the pro-
Kiegltion of seining for Gaspereaux, on the
ground that it was very destructive of
oung Bass; your Petitioners are led to be-
ieve that said petition was not a general
one, but the solicitation of subscriptions
to it was done, for the most part, by a
Fishery Overseer on a portion of the North-
west River and among only a limited num-
ber of the people of Newcastle, the matter
