SILENT FIGHT FOR LIFE

The Cool Faci;g_;f Deadly Foes
In South Africa.

AN ENGLISHMAN WHO MET THE WILD
NEGROES WITHOUT A . SINGLE
WEAPON—THEY GAZED AND THEN
FLED, LEAVING HIM UNITARMED—
HE LIT HIS PIPE.

An Erglih traveller in South
Africa, who had incurred the wrath
of some of the natives, writes:
“Fortunately in 1868 the natives
possessed no firearms; they held
them in mortal dread and scarcely
one could be found fearless enough
to faces loaded rifle. The store-
keepers knew this and behind their
barricades - were enabled to keep
the foe at bay for many hours by a
plentiful display of every shooting
weapon they possessed. The flimsy
material . of which the Bechuana
huts were constructed, and the
close ‘manner in which they were
huddled together, also gave the
traders another advantage, for the
natives did not dare to fire the
stores for fear of setting the whole
town in a blaze. Had they allowed
passion to overcome prudence not
a single hut would have been saved,
and the white men would have
been roasted ‘alive. The enemy
was mad at being baffled by a mere
handfal of men ‘who simply main-
tained their positions by showing
the deadly gleam of the rifle barrels
whenever a disposition . was shown
of rushing the frail defenses. Thus
the day wore on without a single
shot being fired, and tg’this self-
possession on the part of the traders
Iam convinced I owe my life, for
had any of the natives been killed
my life would not have been worth
five minutes purchase. .

When Strombom left me to my
own devices I felt - annoyed at hav-
ing refused his offer of protecticn,
for the first marauding party might
make short work of me with their
What chance could I
possibly have now that their blood
was up? It was ‘sheer ingdness
which iad prompted me to esti-
mate my wagon and oxen as of
equal value with " my life! Yet
the die was cast, and even ifl
would I could not now reach m
white brethren, fora band of Baka-
lihari- was now- rushing from the
station, blocking the only road to
safety. And a veritable set of
demons they looked as they bran-
dished their long spears and yelled
out vengeance i mogst blood-curd-
ling shrieks. '

Ijumped out of the wagon box
and saw that the three rifles were
loaded and ready tohand. But
what was the use - of these against
bundreds of assegais? I could fire
six bullets and perhaps take as
many lives; then, before I could
reload, I should be tossed a bleed-
ing, mangled corpse to mother
earth amidst thejeers of my slayers.
I fancied I yet had one slight

| chance which would be utterly

smashed if I fired a single shot.
Without hesitation I determined to
adept it, so I sat down on the wagon
box, lit my pipe, and was calmly
smoking when the foe came up to
me. : S

This apparent sang froid seemed
to stagger them, for they stopped
their wild rush and stared at me
with great curiosity, which seemed
to increase when they noticed I had
no offensive weapon- within reach.
What exactly-passed through their
minds as they saw me sitting there,
the least concerned of them all, 1
cannot tell, but I believe they must
have taken me for a wizard or
medicine man. However, they
merely jumped onto the fiont
wheel, some poising their spears as
if to hurl themn at me, others flour-
ishing knobkerries in my face, and
all employing their tongues in such
a voluble fashion that the noise
they made prevented me from
gathering their meaning, After
enduring this unpleasant demon-
stration for quite five minutes, the
warriors withdrew without so much
as having touched me! Of course
wy driver and Kaffirs had dis-
appeared completely during . the
performance of this almost tragedy,
and I could not help laughing when
I:aw them sneaking out of some
native gardens as ‘ the hindmost of
the enemy moved out of sight.
Their astonishment was ladicrous
when they found that I still pos-
sessed a whole skin, but T put on a
stern air and angrily asked them
where they had been.

Haster Monday Sports.

“In this spring-tima they are
made with the leaves hereof newly
sprung up, and with eggs, cakes or
tansies, which be pleasant in taste
and good for the stomacks ; for if
any bad humors cleave thereunto,
it doth perfectly concoct them, and
scowre them downwards.”

F. MARION CRAWPOR®, .
Enteresting Particulars Consermimg the
Life and Work of the Noveliss

Among our young literary men there
are few who have won a reputation so
rapidly—a reputation which rests on good
and solid foundations and which promises
to be enduring—as Frahcis Marion Graw-
ford. In theearly part of 1882 he was un-
known. Before the half of the year was
gone ‘‘Mr. Isaacs’’ was in every body’s
mouth, and its author was famous. His
experience was not unlike that of Ma-
cauley, Dickens and others that mic*st be
weéntioned. His first effort was a success
and his fame has been abiding. ‘‘Mr.
Isaacs’’ is a book which has many merits
—merits which it was impossible for the
reading public not to recognize, and for
the critics to overlook. ‘‘Mr. Isaacs,’
however, would hardly have been suffici-
ent:to sustain a great reputation, if it had
not been followed by .works of at least
equal ability. Happily such works have
not been wanting. Since the date of his
first novel volumes have come thick and
fast from Mr. Crawford’s pen; and few
books have been in greater demand.

There is not much mystory about Mr.
Crawford’s life or work. His carecr, how-
ever, so far, has been full of interest. He
talks to us freel; about himsclf—tells us
the story of his life, and explains the
character and method of his work. Born
at Bagni di Lucca, Italy, in 1858, hé is
only in his forty-sccond year. His father
was Thomas Crawford, a Scotch-Irish-
man, born in the west of Ireland, and
brought to this country when very young. '

Trained to wood carving but ambitious
of a higher role in the world of art he was
sent to Rome, where he becamne a pupil
of the famous Thorwaldsen. It was there
he met and married the mother of tho
novelist, Miss Louisa Ward, who was,
draveling with Dr. Samuel. G. Howe anc
his wife, Julia Ward Howe. Thomas
Crawford, who is remembered as Am-
erica’s most original sculptor, died ir
1857, when his son, Marion, was only
three years old.., In those days young
Crawford was residing on a farm with
some kinsfolk ncar Bordentown, N. J.
After his father’s death Marionh was sent
to Europe, where his cducation was sup-
erintended by a French governess, and
where he acquired a mastery of the F'ronch
language, which he speaks and writes
with as much readiness as English.

When he was about twelve years of age
he was back again in Amorica and attond-
ed St. Paul’sschool. He went to Harvard,
but did not complete his course. Back
again in Furope ho studied successively
&t Trinity Coilege, Cambridge, Englang,

and at Karlsruhe and FHeidelberg, Ger-
many. He was in Germany from 1874 to
1876. In the latter year he went to Rome,
and at the university there studied San-
skrit, becoming deeplyinterested through
his tutor ip Buddhism and other Orienta
religions. He remained in Rome till 1873,
Already, and some years pricr to thi:
date, the financial disasters which follow
ed the panic of 1873 bad brought troubic
to his family. The fortune whic¢h Li.
mother inherited from her banker-father
was ‘lost. - Young Crawiord, therefore,
now found it necessary. to Jearn his own
living. Having: borrowed one Lulred
pounds, he sailed for Bomblay, and ot
long after his arrival he found himself in
charge of the Allahabad (India) ‘‘ifer-
ald.”’ Afteraneighicen months’ residence
in Bombay ke returned to Enrope, re-
maining for a few months in #aly, and
setting out for America early in 1831.

It will thus be scen that alike Ly educa-
tion and experience Mr. Crawford was
fairly well equippod for writing novels,

‘at deast 'of & certain class, although i
does ngt appear that he had sericusly
thought of giving himself to such work.
Ho was now about twenty-seven years of
age. Undecided as to his future course,
he entered Harvard and took Prclessor
Lanman’s course in Sanskrit, and be-
tween 1882 and 1883 ho Wrote book reviews
and other articles for. the periodicals, no
making mueh monoy, bus always linding
a good friend in his uncle, Sam War 1, the
well-known favorite of - Boston, New
York and Washington society. It was at
the instigation of Uncle Sam that he
wrote ‘Mr. Isanes,’”’ It was based on his
Indian experienco, Begun May 5, 1882, it
was finished Juno 18, of the same year.
Accepted and published by the Macmil-
lans, it was an immediate success. ‘‘Hav-
ing tasted blood,'' Mr, Crawford tells us,
#] began to write another story for my
own amusement, Dr, *'Clandius,’”’ and so
story has followed story, illustrative of
Indian life, of Italian life, of French life,
of life in Constantinople, of life in Eng-
land and of life in America, until now
some twenty-five or more volumes bear
his namo.

Mr. Crawford is not unwilling, as I
have said, to tell us how he works, and
at what rate of speed. We have already
seen how rapidly he wrote his first novel.
He wrote ‘‘Marglo’s Crucifix,”’ in ten
days, and ‘‘The Tale of a Lonely Parish’’
in twenty-four days, We cannot enter
more fully into Mr. Muarion Crawford’s
work, It would be agreeable to peint out
some of their peeuliar merits and to give
some of his own viewas of what I shall
call his art, together with opport-nities
which in his judgment different coun-
tries afford the novelist; but our space is
limited.

The novel has paid Mr. Crawford in
cash as well as in fame, and in his beau-
tiful home at Sorrento, with its varied
memories, its fine elevation and surround-
ings, and its beautiful outlook on the sea,
he has, since 1885, lived an ideal lifé.

A Miramichi Iaventor.

A uative of Miramichi has, according
tu the Canadian Eagineer, niade s dis-
covery that will mark a decided advance
in the use of compressed air as & mechani-
eal power.

“Advance” Sclentific Miscellany.

EXPERIMENTAL EVOLUTION—A WEALTH OF
THEORY—THE  PRIMARY COLOBS—GAS
ENGINES FOR FREIGHT BOATS—STEAM
POWER DEVELOPMENT IN FRANCE.
The primary ocolors—those that cannot

be made by mixing . other colors together
were taken' by Thomas Young to be red,
yellow, and blue ; but Capt. Abney finds
from recens experiments that they are
really red, green, and bluish yellow.

Between 1763 and 1886, states Prof.
Schuster, 25 theories of atmospheric
electricity were proposed, The favorite
causes cited are the earth’s rotation and
the energy radiated by the sun. The
evaporation which goes on from all large
bodies of water due to the heat of the
sun iy usually rcgnrded as a leading cause.

The first steam eugine in France was
started atthe Anzin Colliery in 1732.
Few had been built up to 1816, but the
number of boilers reached 2,000 in 1833,
exceeded 5,000 in 1839, and had risen to
74,987 in 1893. Thefirst railway, one of
14 miles between Saint-Etienne and the
Loire, was laid down in 1828. 1In 1840
there were 142 locowmotives, while in
1893 the number was 10,751. In 1847
there were 71 sea-going steamers and 196
river steamers, The total power of the
marine engines increased from 251,000
horse power in 1879 to 673,000 in 1893.

A motor, supplied with highly com-
pressed gas was - used _on a ricycle 12 or
13 years ago. A compauy of Havre is
now seeking to apply such motors to large
and important operations, its special pur-
pose being the building of a number of
barges, each provided with its own motor
and capable of more rapid progress than
is now made with steam tugs, for trans-
portation service. between Havre, Rouen
and Paris, The preliminiary trials have
been made with an iron beat 100 fedt
long, having & gross tonnage of about 300
tons  Ordinary city gas is used, and this
is stored under a pressure of about 1,500
pounds per square inch 4n 80 steel tubes,
each having a capacity of 22 cubic metres,
which are placed in a battery on the
boat’s deck, A 40 horse power motor is
used, and this has given a mean speed of
about 7 miles an hour in a trip of 45 miles,
with a load of 145 ons, This result is
considered very satisfactory. With the
improvements that are sure to follow
soon, itis expected that this system of
propulsion will be extensively adopted
for pleasure craft, fishing smacks, and
other vessels, as well as for canal-boas
service.

It has been contended by De Varigny
that an institution of experimental evolu-
tion should be established for the purpose
qf definitely proving that ane species of
phnt gan be transformed into a new

and nearly or quite a hundred other
common cultivated plants. It isimma

terial whether they are called species or
varieties, They are new. forins—some of
them so distinct that they have been
regarded as belonging to distinct genera.
‘““Here,” concludes Mr. Bailey, ‘‘isthe
experiment to prove that evolution is
true, worked out wupon a scale
and witha definiteness of detail which
the boldest experimenter could not hope
to attain were he to livea thousand years.
The herticulturist 1s the only man iu the
world whose distinct business au ! pro-
fession is evolution. He. of all men, has
the experimental proof that species come
and go,”

Speed of W14 Ducks and Geess.

THE DUCKS MAKE SIXTY-SIX AND TWO-THIRDS
. MILES AN HOUR, AND OUTFLY THE GEESE.
Of all the migratory birds the American
wild pigeon and black duck are well up
towards the front as regards long and rapid
fight. The speed of the pigeons can only he
estimated, while that of the dacks can be
established by observativn. Some years
ago the writer and a scientific friend measur-
ed off on the shore of a large western river
8 lins exactly three miles long, and each
took a station at opposite ends of the line,
The ghject was to note, by means of precon-
ogrted signals, the time a flock of wild ducks
‘tovk in passing up o .down the river, nesr
“thérssations, - : ’ :

Daring three hours on the morning of ‘s

“brigliv October day, observations wére noted

of the times.of passing the stations of nine

aJifferent flocks. Upon comparing watohes

it was found that the average time was two
minutes and forty-two seconds, thus show-
ing the spe¢d per hout. to be sixty-iix and
two.thirds miles, or ene mile in fifty four
seconds. As: showing how uniform was
their fight a difference was found of only
five ds bet the g $ and the
least ‘inter'vals of time.

As numerous flocks of wild geese were

' daily flying in the same neighborhood ¢bser-

yations were also taken to test their hourly
speed. - Two points - twenty-nine and one
‘third miles apars were selected, both of
which wees connested by telegraph.
