Acadians and Their Fuatare.

(*pecial Correspondence to Yarmouth Times, Dec 14.)

V. A. Landry, formerly inspector of schools
in the province of New Brunswick, but now
business manager of the Courrier des Provinces
Maritimes—a paper pablished in Bathurst, N.
B,, in the interest of the French Acadians—
has been among us for a fow days, and has
been addreesing his compatriots g the subject
of education and patriotiem. ~$l:hough not
previously acquainted with Mg Landry, he
has mef with a cordial welcom§ from the in.
habitants of our village. He hg§d previously
made a lengthy stay in P. E. Island, where he
addressed the French people on the same sub-
jeots which will occupy his attention while
with us, There he met with an en-
thusiastic reception. In Mr, Landry’s ad-
dress in our neighborhoocd, on Thursday,
after a brief sketch of the past history of the
Acadians, he considered the position they oc-
cupy at pregent, their numbers, their relation
with regard to the English; their desire to re.
main faithfal British subjects—though they
cannot forget the sufferings endured by their
forefathers, Here the speaker gave a graphio
and pathetic picture of the dispersion and con-
sequent misery endured by the Frenoch Acadi-
ans, as 80 well'described by Longfellow in his
“Evangeline,” Although their descendants
could not forget this,they were not lezs loyal to
the Queen and government under whose pro-
tectivn they were,and who wers not responsible
for the wrong committed in the past, Mr,
Landry then spoke at length of the great
and paramount importance of ."gédacation and
temperance, ard coogratulated them on the
absence of any shops for the sale of liquor in
the vicinity, showing that temparance prevail-
ed here, He then considered the importance
of retaining their own language—la belle langue
de nos peres—and teaching it to theie children.
Also of preserviog their French names, which
were 80 often corrupted into Epglish form, as
though sny 'Froper same could properly be
trapslated. The twn Jangusges of modern
civilization—the = Easglich end French
should go hand in  hand this
great Dominion of ours.

WAS McMUTT INNOCENT ?

An Old Murder Trial Eevived.

REPORTED DEATH BED COXFESSION OF THE MAN
‘WHO KILLED JOHR YEALCH,

Oo July 2ad, 1875, John Yealch, an Aus.
trian, was murdered below Partridge lalnnd.
and for that ctime George McNutt was tzied,
found guilty, and sentsnced to be hanged, The
sentence was commuted to imprisonment for
life and after serviog some years in' Dorchester
penitentiary, his health breaking down,

he whs pardoned in February, 1880, McNuit
then went to his brother’s home in the country
and aftearwarde went to the United States,

It is now stated by Capt. Thornton of Port-
land, that about a year sgo the Protestant
chaplain of a Liverpool infirmary published a
card stating that one Johm Dunn, on his
death.bed in the iofirmary, desired him to
make it public that he was the man who mur.
dered a sailor named Yealch, near the harbor
of St Jobn in 1875, Esquitiss have so far
failed to find corroborative evidence of the pub-
lication of the card, but there are some facts
connected with the statement which give it a
certain degree of probability, Thete was a
sailor hailing from Liverpool by the name of
Dunn or Dean on the veesel at the time ot the
murder, and he was by many suspected of hav-
ing committed the foul deed, for which Mec.
Nutt was found guilty., The case, according
to the reports published at the time,was a very
complicated ome. A skstch of the chief inci-
dents in connection with the arrest and trinl
of McNutt will, in view of the above report,
be of interest,

THE MURDER.

Whalen
of New Ocleans, Jobn Higgins of Philadelphia,
W. H. Manning of Dublin, George McNutt of
8¢, John and H, J. Hatch of Maine,

AN INQUEST

was held by Coroner Rigby and Jurors John
Swift, John R. Parker, Henry O. Black,
Harris Allan, Wm, McArdrews, Geo, Carr
snd Wm, J, Adams,

The evidence showed that there had been a
general row among the sailors,who were nearly
all drunk; that the deceased had been stabbed
below his left eye with a knife, the blade pene-
trating to a distance of three inches and being
80 firmly fixed in the wound that one wjitness
testified he had to grab hold of the wounded
man’s head and steady it while he with great
difficulty pulled out the weapon. ‘‘As it was
pulled out the man turned and trembled and
drew a deep breath.,” No one saw the blow
struck and at the inquest no one sppeared to
know anything about the affair except Mec.
Nutt, : ; .

M'NUTT'S STORY

was as follows: Ilive in St John, It ismy
hpme. For the last 12 or 13 years I have fol-
lowed the sea. Bhipped on King Oeolric, We
left on Friday morniog. I was working. We
were all pretty well in liquor; the whole of us
on board ship, I saw & row commence on
deck between an Italian sailor and a ssilor like
myself. Do not know his name. He called
himseli Peter Connolly, The Italian
who was fightipg was mnot the one
who was Lilled. I went to take
Connoliy’s part in the row. I took some part
in the row, but it was quieted by the officers.
I then went into the forecastle and saw a man
run in, When I went in a man named Galla-
gher was there and this other man came after
me, I saw him jamp at 8 man in his bunk and
make a plange with his hand, and afterwards
saw the koife eticking in the mian’s forebead,
He ran out and I ran aft and told the captain
there was a man murdered in the forecastls. I
did not know the men who wasstabbed, The
man who was carried on deck was the man I
saw him strike., I do not .know the namse of
the mas who stabbed him.

+ » » Mpyknife was taken away before
the row, It was whiskey that was doing the
fighting,

John Duun was pointed out by McNutt as
the guilty party, and John Gallagher testified
that he saw McNutt tryiog to stop a man from
stabbing the sailor who was killed,

FRED FREEMAN

testified he had hesrd McNutt and Connolly
say that the young fellow had driven his knife
into Yealch, Duon was in bis bunk druck,
but said, ‘it don’t meke any difference if
half a dozen sailors are killed, I want to go to
Liverpool.” By the young fellow they meant
Dann,

Wm, Mounford swore, however, that when
he taxed McNutt with it he replied, *‘Idid
not want to hurt the fellew, but could not
help it.”

On the 7th July, the coroner’s jury returned
a verdict of wilful murder against George Mec-
Nutt, Peter Connolly and John Gallagher. Oa
August 10th, the trial of the three prisoners
began before

JUDGE FISHEB,

who in charging the grand jury said the evi.
dence was very oonteadictory, and that the
chief testimony agains{ the prisoners was their
own admissiony, .

The attorney general argued that it was im-
possible for Dunn, who was drunk in his berth,
to have committed the marder.

Mr. Jordon, for the prisoners, contended
that there was no evidencs except Dunn’s to
contradict McNutt’s etory that Dapnn ran into
info the forecastle and committed the maurder,

The jary sfter beiog locked out all pight
disagreed and were discharged—they ststing to
the judge that they were sgreed as to Connol.
ly and Gallagher’s innocence, but not as to Mo-
Nutt's,

THE SECOND TRIAL,

The crown at the second trial proceeded
sgainst McNutt alone, who was found guilty,
and on August 28th -was sentenced by Judge
Fisher to be hanged on Saturday, December

4th,
At the conclasion of Judge Fisher’s remarks,

“McNutt arose to his feet and said: *“If Idie I

LoxrporN, Dec. 22.—The Times announces
that Lord Randolph Churchitl has resigaed his
seat in the cabinet, owing to disagreement with
the admiralty and war office with reference to
increariog the expenses of the country in view
of existing financial difficulty, and also be.
cause he disapproved of the home legislative
measures of the cabinet,

LoxpoR, Dec, 23.—The resignation of Lord
Randoiph Charchill from the cabinet has
caused a sensation, The desirs to increase the
expenses of the admiralty and war offices to
which Lord Randolph was oposed, indicates, it

The Rivers Mill Opposite Indiantown Burmed
Friday Night.

LOSS ESTIMATED AT TWENTY-FIVE TEOUSAKD
DOLLARS,

Pleasant Point, directly opposite Indisn.
town, was, Friday night, the scene of a disast.
rous fire, the mill with a blacksmith shop
situated near by, being tototally destzoyed.
The fire lighted up the whole water front, and
Indiantown wharves were crowded with people
from 8t., John and Portland watching the
flames sweeping the big mill down Hke so much

shaviogs, The night was unneunaliy calm, and
the smoke and flames arose in the sky to a
reat height,lizhting the whole conntry aronad
or & coneiderable distance, Had there been a
slight breeze the fire wounld have proved the
most disastrous in the vicinity of St. John since
1877. The wharves at the mill contained a
large amount of lnmber, while a short distance
from the aceme of the conflagration was Barn-
hill’s mill, with an extensive supply of lumber
on the w .
The mill destroyed was running Friday as
usual, and the men lefs work atsix o'clock.
Hardly had the workmen residing in the
vlohltgxgos to their homes when the cry of fire
ran thromgh the place, and in a very few
minutes the mill wasin one muass of flame, .
A telephone meseage was immediately sent to
Portland for the fire department, but it was
close on nine o’clock when No. 1 steam fire
engine reached tke scene. The fire spread so
rapidly that it was impoesible to do anything
to stay its progress, and by 7.30 o’clock the
mill and blackemith shop were burned
to the ground. At seven o’clock the boilers of
the mill exploded, and about the same hour the
fire reached the oil house, which increased the
fury of the flames and made it impoesible for
a time, owing to the great beat,
for men to take awsy a quantity
of lumber in immediate danger. The
amouant of lamber burned wiil not smount
to over 3,000 feet. Near the bleckemith shop
was o large storehouse full of shingles, saved
only by the exertions of & number of mill men
with backets of water. :
How the fire caught is not quite clear, but
it is very probable that a coal oti lamp in she
shiogle room blazed up aund set fire to the
woodwork and, everything being very dry,
spread with lightning rapidity. This sbhingle
room is situated cn the northern side of the
building, and it was there the flames first
made their appearance.

John Burnpe, the pight wa'chman, came on
duty as usual at eix o’clock, and he stated that
when the fire broke out Thomas O’Brien, the
engineer, was in the evgine room doing some
work, and he (Buroe) had jast previcus to
the fire being discovered gone out to take &
look arcund the outside to see if everything
was all right. The fire broke out in the
shingle room and spread as he never eaw a
fire spread before.

Some of the men lost valuable tool chests in
the fire, including Jokn McGowan, Jobn Hen-
derson, Walter Gray, Cbarles Gray, Wm,
Gray, Fred McDongali and Mr, Spearin, the
chesta of the two latter men being most com-
plete and valuable,

The mill was built by Lewis Rivers sixteen
years ago and wasin a good state of repair and
supplied with a lot of fine machinery, About
three years ago it was bought by F, 'L’ Spearin,
who afterwards took in as partners in the busi.
ness Gen.D. B, Warner and Capt. J. R. Warner,
the latter at present in Exeter, N. H. The
mill and other property destroyed was valued
at $25.000. Friday night Mr, Spearin was not
positive as to the amount of insurance, but he
was sure it was small and would nothing like
cover the loss. The insurance is held in the
officea represented by C, A. Macdonald and G,
E. Fairweather.

The mill during the summer gave employ-
ment £o 120 persone, and only one week ago
Tee Sux made the pleasing anncuncement

furnishing steady work to twenty-two men.

A great deal of dissatisfaclion prevails
among the millowners and otbers of Pieasant
Point at the tardiness of the Portland author-
ities in sending assistance, The chief of the
fira department is not permitted to eend a
steamer outside of the city limite, avd when
word was sent in he could do nothing withont
authority from the chairman of the fire come
mittee. After telophone meessges for assiat.
ance had been sent by Joseph H, Scammell,
J. Henry Leonard, George Barnhill, Horace
King, W. C. Purves and others, and all to no-
effect, a message was sent to D. J. Pardy,
Main street. Not being able ¢o find
the chairman of the fire committee, Mr,
Purdy, telephoned the facts to Mayor Sturdse
who forthwith issued orders for No. 1 engine
and geel to proceed to the fire, An alarm was
eentﬁn, No, 2 engine, reel and men placed at
No. 1station, and the apparatus and men of the
latter in charge of Chief Johnson proceedsd to
the fire—two hours after it had broken out and
when the buildings were level with the ground.
It is only fair to the firemen, however, to say.
that after they had got orders to go to the fire,
they were most prompt in arriving aud put out
the burning embers, 80 83 to allay the fears of
the people that the wind arising might destroy
other property.

At an early stage in the fire, E. L, Jewett
kindly sent the tug Dirigo to the scene and for
some time threw water on the lumber near the
mill,

The schooners Mary George and G. Walier
Scott, were at the mill wharf to load lumber
and were hauled out soon after the fire started,.
as at one time they were in danger.

Foreman Dunlop of. Portland, was one of the
earliest on the scene and had all arrangements
made for getting water, etc,, when the steamer
and firemen arrived.

The relations of Germany and France are
#ald to be ‘‘stralned.” This means that
France may presently be at war with Ger-
many, There {sno known cause for snch a
war, The two nations have been at peace
for some fifteen years and no new reason for
action has lately arisen in any transaction
between them, In faot it does mot appear
that elther nation has made representation
%o the other in respect to any difficulty be-
fween the two, Germany's grievance
agaloat France 1s that France is Inoreasing
her military strength, and that General
Boulanger, who has become the central figure
among French statesmen, advises still larger
military appropriations. France takes of-
fence because Bismarck’s minister of war
wants to add 41,000 soldlers to the present
force, thus raisiog the peace establishment
to 468,000 men, And that Count Von
Moltke, of whom the French have un-
pleasant recoilections, earnestly advocates
large additional expenditure for military
purposes. Germany is preparing for war
because France is preparing for war; France
is getting ready to fight because Germany is
gettiog ready. Each government resents
the other’s preparations and goes on as well
as it can with its own, There Is another
similarity between the positlon of the gov-
ernments of the two natlons, The German
commlttee of appropriations has refused to
grant the funds required by Bismarck and
Von Moltke, while the French chamber has
defeated the DeFreyclnet ministry on
the same question of extra expenditure,
The difference between the two is that the
French premier, when defeated, retires,
while the German chancellor never goes,
Bismarck has in his day carrled on a big war
while his parllament refased to vote him a
cent, He collected the taxes without the
consgent of the deputies and defeatad Austria,
As for France, De Freycinet Is gone for the
moment, but the Boulanger, the firebrand of
the adminlstration, remains, The appropria-
tions will ultimately be given by both coun-
fries, And this will presumably increase
the strain on the sltuation,

FARMERS AND ARIISAKS,

Ex Governor Roble iIn an address to she
state grange of Maine, polats out that farms
are cheaper In Maine than In any other
northern state, though the yleld per acre in
Malne is In po way Inferior to that of other
states, He very properly attributes the
small agricultural prefits in Malne, and the
consequent low price of land to the lack of
local markets, ‘‘We find,” sald Mr, Roble,
“‘that In those states where there is a large
manufacturing population the farms bring
the lazgent prices in oconsequence of better
markets,” Ifappearsthat the average value
of farms In Maine is less than half the
average value in Massachusetta, Im Maine
the proportion of farmers to the whele
population is three times as -large as in Mas*
eachusetts, The value of Massachusetts
farms has been increased by the increased
profits following the growth of manufactur-
ing and ‘other non-agrioultural industries,
The conclusion to which any such investi-
gation leads i= ope which cannot be too
strongly lmpressed upon the people of these
provinces. Our farmers have the strongest
motives for desiring the development of
other home industries,  ©Oae farmer cannot
sell to another, He mukt sell to the artisan,
the laborer,the miner,thelumberman, Every
workshop or fadkory Inoperation adds to the
value of nelghbbring farms, Every coal mine
opened and Yeperated means additional da-
mand for agricultural produce. The deoline
of the shipbuilding Industry has made the
subject of a home market a more pressing
one for the New Brunswick farmers than i
would have been if iron ships hpd never beea
devised, and steamers had never been In-
vented, Shipbuilding as & leading industry
bas gone from New Brunswick for ever,
Lumbering must in the nature of things
employ fewer and fewer men, The people
must turn their hand to other things:
They ocannot all be farmers, for the
farmer 1z a feeder of the people,
He must have his consumers, and
the nearer home the better, Lot any
small farmer consider the advantage it would
be to him to have a large family of con.

Two years ago all the world walted and
watched for news from the devoted General
Gordon, then defending the loyal garrlson of
Khbartoum, The report of his oruel death
on the eve of rescue fell upon the people of
the British empire like the intelligence of
the loss of a valued friend, The story of
Khartoum sffords proof that there 1s no age
of chivalry, but that there are noble and
loyal knights errant in all ages,

When Khartoum was besieged by the
Mahdi’s yelling hosts, with this one man be.
tween them and conquest, there was, much
farther to the south, almost at the southern
liml¢ of the Egyptian equatorial pro.
vinces, one Emin Bsy, governor
general of thls part of the Soudan,
Nobody knew very well how Emin Bey was
managing his province, as the only military
expedition which got further south than
Khartoum was that of General Hicks, whlch
was annihilated by the Mahdi’s forces at El
Obeld. Gondorcko, Emin -Bey’s head-
quarters, is much- farther south than this
place. It has now come to light that dar.
ing the Soudan campaigos and since, the
authority of Egypt has beenmaintained in the
Upper Nilereglon, and that the Emin Beyls
still holdiog the place, One Dr, Junker, a
Rasslan explorer, who has conducted many
explorations in Central Afrlca, made his
way to Gondorok and thence westward and
southward to the Zanzibar coast. He tele-
graphs from that place to the New York
Herald office at Parls as follows :

An expadition to reecne Emin is most urgent,
The routes ars now practicable if a strong,
thoroughly well organizad expedition is sent,
Best thing would be a strong expedition under
command of Stanley. There will be fighting,
I shall reach Cairo January 8th,

Emin Boy’s long defence of his territory,
shut out as he was from all communications
with his supsriors, will rank with Gordon’s
defence of Khartoum, He is a German by
birth, a doctor of medicine, and accordisg to
General Stone, I8 8 man of high sclentific
attalnments, He served under General Gor-
don, who had great confidence in him and
had him raised to his present position.

The Madhl has a governor general in Cen-
tral Africa and to him in the spring of 1885
he communioated the news of the fall of
Khbartoum and the alaughter of 1ts defenders,
Thie letter was forwarded to Emin Bey in
order to induce him to surrender or flee, The
latter sent the message to Zanzlbar and the
marvellous enterprise of the New York
Herald did the rest, Thus the first
official account of the oapture of
Khartoum has now been published,
The Mahdi’s letter abounds in pious saylngs,
and has the Orlental redundanoy of expres-
elon, Bat the Mahdi manages to state that
his forces, ‘‘actlng upon the command of
God,” out off the enemies of the Lord, who
were ‘‘hewn with swords and stabbed with
spears until their orles were terrible.” As
o General Gordon, the Mahdl observes that
though he had himself warned him and
urged him to repent, Gordon never did so.
He plously adds:—

““Because of his foolishness he was removed
by God to the place of His wrath, which is a
bad placa to remain in. The end of this guilty
people is that they were cut off, which—thanks
be to God —befalls those who are to receive fire
a8 their reward, while light is resesved for
those who shall receive heaven as their dwell.

RIEL THE CAUSE OF TBE REBELLION,

 Colonjzation Companies Never Thought of
by Half-breeds.

Wby Riel Was Hanged—No Substantial
Grievance Among Half-breeds.

COMPLETE ANSWER T0 GRIT-RIELITES.

[The safest teatimony as to the motives of
the half-breeds who took arms agalnst the
government is found in the aolemn declara-
tions of the half-breed insurrectioniats them-
selves, The followlng Is a translation of the
declaration of Northwest half-breeds en-
gaged In the rebellion :]

St. LAURENT, 22ad Nov., 1886,

I, Antoine Ferguson, French half.breed,
say that the grievances I had agalnet the
government before the troubles of 1885, were
that the half-breed rights were not recog-
nized, and that we considered that the gov.
ernment had no right to impose upon us so
many conditions before obtainlng the titles
for the lands that we had taken acd occu.
pled before any treaty was made, I never
heard that anyose had been driven out of
his land for the benefit of any colonizaiion
soclety. I belleve that the half-breeds would
not have taken up arms if Rlel had not been
here, I believe that Riel was Insane during
the rebellion, ANTOINE FERGUSON,

I, Alexander Cardinal, French half-breed
of 8%, Laurent, say that the only grievance
that I had agalnst the government before
the trouble of 1885, wss that the half-breeds’
right were no% recognized, I never heard
that anyone had been driven off his land for
the benefit of any colonization soclety.

The Reasons Givern by Rev. Phillips Brooks.

An Impressive Sermon Preached in Trinity
Church, Boston.

In Trinity churchk, Boston, on the 12th
inst,, Rev. Phillips Brooks delivered an

#Let not God speak to us, lest we die.”—Exodus
xx,, 19.

He sald: The Hebrews had come up out
of Egypt, and were standing in front of
Sinai.

kind of protection he did not understand.
He might have saved that statement, asit
was soon apparent to his audience, that such
was the case, and his trotting out hls old
time worn illustrations on taxstion, which
have done duty for years, In eo many forms,
however, that it was only discerned by those
who have long been as much diegusted by it
a8 they were well acqualnted with it. He
opposed the governments trade policy, fiscal
polioy, “‘extravagances and corruptions.” Ot
course the doleful cry of hard times all over

It was more smusing than edifying
to hear his denunclations of Sir John Maso-
donald and his ‘‘retlbue,” while . hls
prophesies were as ludicrous as they were
ominous. The larid light of the government
was to flash down before the near ‘‘day
dawn of the liberal party.” Just here an
Intelligent voter, whose vislon had a wider
range than Mr, Gillmor’s, sald: “That's
what you told us when you were here be-
fore !” Whereupon he was treated to a re-
ply which was Mr, G’s own entirely, He
‘‘hoped no one would be so silly as to vote
for the government again, and all who would
were either very ignorant or very untruth.

Campaign Proclaimed.

Hungarian Prince for the Bulgarian Throne,

(By Cable to the Botton Herald.)

Lonpon, Dec. 18 —The recent corflict in Ire-
land has steadily gained intenseness and inter-
est throughout the week, till at present it
eclipses all other questions. The government
have piled summons upon summons against
the leaders of the Jeagus, but the latter so far
show neither loss of courage nor lapse of ardor.
They have evidently enlisted for the war. The
impression on this side of the channel is that
the cabinet have decided to pat down the anti-
rent campaign atall hazards, snd certainly
this evening’s news of the formal proclamation
of the Dillon plan of campaign by the lord
lisutenant as an illegal conepiracy is a long step
forward in the line of coercion. .

An Irish member tells me that this step
carries the government to the ead of their
tether, and that the league. being still unbrok-
en, is sure to win, That may be, but from
what I learn I am convinced that, if they find
their legal powers exhausted to no purposss
they will ask parlisment for an enlargement to
whatever extent may be necessary, and peli-
tical indigations point to their getting what
they ask Tor, though not without a hard fight
in the commons, It is reported on good
suthority that a new crimes sct has already
been prepared under Liord Ashbourne’s supsr.
vieion, and that it will be introduced at an
early date In the coming ee:sion unless the
organizad resistanca to the law is greatly modi.
fied before the assembling of parliament.

Mr, Gladstone’s siieace upon the Irish ques-
tion is critfolsed by the press. One London
journal devotes a long editorial to the mute
statesman, taking as its fext the rumor thas he
is writing an essay on the Olympian religion,
The only recent disclosure of the late prims
minister’s views of I:ish matters is the state-
ment made by the Marquis of Ripon, in hiz
speech at Birmingham, that Mr, Gladatone, in
a letter writton by him a few days before, had
said that neither threats of vengeance nor vio-
lence of language nor illegal combination nor
resistan¢s to the law could have any counten.
