KING EDWARD'S VISIT

Recalled by the Coming of
Henry to New York.

Prince

New York Post.)

Forty-two years and five months ago
New York last received a royal visitor,
Q'Om an European power. It was on
Ogtober 11, 1860, that Albert Edward,
Prince of Wales, now King Edward
Vi1, ot England, travelling under the
title of Baron Renfrew, arrived from
Philmlx-lphm toward the close of his
Anerican tour. His four days' stay in
the city was of about the same ler gth
as the coming visit of Prince Henry of
Prussia, and it furnishes the only pre-
ceédent the city authorities have for an
event of this nature. As the Prince of
‘Wales came in a speclal vessel sent by
the British government, and landed on
British soil, in Canada,there was no
oRportunity for exercises on his arrival
ke those planned in honor of Prince
Henry's coming, The fact that he had
already visited Detroit, Chicago, St.
Louis, Washington and Philadelphia
before coming to New York, however,
had the effect of keying up public ex-
pectation, A much greater percen-
tage of the population at that time,
could, of course be gathered together
at one place and the crowd of 500,000
that gathered in the street near the
Castle Garden when he arrived in the
ferry, broke the record of the time.

The prince was met by the mayor,
Fernando Wood, and the first division
of the New York state militia, who
escorted him to the city hall, where
the common council received him, The
board of aldermen, therefore, the suc-
cessor of that body, has a precedent for
expecting to have a share in the cele-
brations of this month, The prince
went from the city hall to the Fifth
Avenue hotel, where he stayed while
in the city, On his first morning in
New . York “Baron Renfrew” bad
breakfast with the mayor, and then
went out to see the buildings and the
sights of the city. In Central Park he
planted an acorn, which
grew 1o be .an oak. A gala parfor-
mance of opera was not practicable at
the time, and instead, a grand recep-
tion and ball was tendered to the
prince at the Academry of Music. Here
again foreshadowed the present
difficulty over the supply of and the
demand for invitations, Crinolines, the
feminine fashion of the time, made it
necessary to cut the number of guests
Lo 3,000, though the floor was supposed
Lo accommodate 6,000 people, There
was much bitterness among those who
thought themselves entitled to an in-
vitation and did not get it. “To have
danced with the prince,” was an honor
still remembered by those who had
it. For the supper a special table ser-
Vice stamped with the motto “Ich Dien”
had been made. A feature of the re-
ception that has been remembered
with snecial vividness was the break-
ing through of a temporary floor built
over the tops of chairs. The next night
the Prince of Wales saw a sight that
it would' be impossible to duplicate to-
day--a parade of the volunteer firemen,
6,000 strong. Except the men In charge
of the ropes aad tillers of the engines,
all the firemen carried torches. The
18-year-old prince was said to have
enjoyed this part of the programme
of entertaimment more than any other,
“This is for me, this is all for me,” he
exclaimed to those on the rcviewing
stand in Madison Square. Sunday
morning, the next day, he attended the
gervice at Trinity church, and spent a
qulet afternoon. The next morning he
took the train for Boston.

PRINCE HENRY.

He Arrived at Washington Before
Noon Today.

NEW YORK, Feb, 23.—~Prince Henry
of Prussia, representative of his bro-
ther, the Emperor of Germany, at the
launching of the latter's American
built yacht, reached New York- today,
and was cordially welcomed 48 the
guest of the nation. The land batter-
les that guard the outer harbor soynd-
ed the Irst greeting In a ponderous
salute of 21 guns, and the rifles of a
dpeclal nayal squadron assembled In
his honor re-eéthoed the sentiment,
There were verbal greetings from the
representatives of President Roosevelt,
the army, the navy and the' city ot
New York, and a great crowd lined
the way into the oity to see and cheer
the Sailor Prince of Germany,

The great storm against which the
Kron Prinz Wilhelm had struggled
for days, and which had glazed the
Atlantic coast in an armor of ice, had
lost its force and resigned itself to
warm sunshine and cheery blue skies,
S0 there were no regrets that the
royal guest was a full day late for the
entertainment provided for him. - The
genius of Marconi, reaching out from
the storm swept coast, had definitely
located the belated liner and made
certain the hour that she would reach
Sandy Hook.

Admiral Evans and stafr met the
Kron Prinz Wilhelm below Fort Wads-
worth, and formally welcomed the
prince, Arriving at the pier Prince
Henry went on board the imperial
yacht Hohenzollern, w hich is to be his
home while in New York. There he
received official calls, which at 3.30 p.
m. he set out to repay. Last night he
gave a dinner on the yacht, and later
attended a reception in his honor at the
club-house of the Deutsches  Verein.
Thence he proceeded to Jersey City,
and with his staff boarded a special
train shortly after midnight,

BALTIMORE, M. D., Feb, 24.—The
train bearing Prince Henry and his
suite to Washington arrived here at
9 o’clock and left 20 minutes later., Dur-
ing his stay the prince was welcomed
by Mayor Hayes and escort of prom-
inent citizens. The mayor made an
address and presented a set of resolu-
tions to which the prince responded
very briefly, A chorus of 200 male
volces rendered several German songs.

BALTIMORE, M. D., Feb, 24.—The
train which is bearing Princs Henry
of Prussia to the national capital, made
an exceedingly slow vun from Jersey.
City to Baltimore, but there was no
desire to make time with it. The train
left Jersey City at one o'clock and was
80 timed that it would not reach Wash-
Ington until after 10 o'clock this morn-
ing. There were no demonstrations
during the night run of the train, The
start was made so late that there were
no crowds anywhere,

In Marylard durirg the early hours
of the morning smal; crowda gathered
at the stations, but no stops  were
made. The Prince's stay in Baltimore
was necessarily very brief, The train
arrived at nine o'clock and was met at
Union station by the Mayor of Balti-
more and an escort of twenty-four
prominent citizens.

It's also full of sweetest
consolation for the inhabitants of this
country, for it will go far toward re-
conciling them to their own Wheelers
by removing the fearsome suspicion
long entertained that the production
and utilization as lawmakers of roar-
ing maniacs was a habit not less dis-
tinctly than lamentably American.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Feb, 23.—Miss
Ellen M. Stone, the American mission-
ary who, with Mme Tsilka, was cap-
tured by brigands in the district of
Salonika Sept. 3 last, has been released
and arrived at Strumitza, Macedonia,
at 3 o'clock this morning. Nobody was
at Strumitza to meet Miss Stone, as
the brigands had given no indication
where they proposed to release the
prisoner.

Brantford Merchants Take a Live In-
terest in Its Affairs.

A recent issue of the Brantford, Ont.,
Courier containe the annual report of
J. S. Hamilton, president of the board
of trade, It showa that Brantford is
an enterprising and growing town,
and that the merchants are very much
alive to its interests, The following
are extracts from Mr. Hamilton's ad-
dress to the board:—

During the year new members were
added at every regular meeting and
our membership at the close of the
year had increased to 244.

1901 has been a prosperous year to
the business men and manufacturers
of Brantford, and I understand that in
the export trade the manufacturers
have held their own.

The Adams Wagon Company have
erected fine bulldings and have done
a steadily increasing trade. The Can-
ada Farmers' Cordage Co., who took
over the old Consumers' Cordage Com-
pany's buildings, commenced active 0D~
erations during the summer. Another
Brantford concern, the Bailey Cut-
lery Company, has taken over the old
Wincey Mill property, and are prepar-
ing to increase their output.

In addition to these improvements
extensions have been made by other
Brantford factories.

The following figures regarding
Brantford’s factories show reasonable
increase in the number of employes,
and corresponding increase in the
wages paid to them:

Employes 1900, 3,896,
1899, 381.

Employes 1901, 4,038,
1900, 184.

Wages 1900, $1,323,017, increase over
1899, $98,129.00.

Wages 1901, $1,377,436, increase over
1900, $54,419.00.

CHIEF NEWEL BEAR.

Indian 104 Y_EArs 0Old, Who Was
Born at Andover.

PRESQUE ISLE, Feb. 21.—Newel
Bear, who was chief of the old Tobique
Indian tribe sixty years ago, has
reached the advanced age of 104 years,
and is probably the oldest Indian alive
today.

He was one of the greatest poachers
in Aroostock county near the Tobique
river, and has caused much trouble
although he was never caught and
tried in court, a fact no doubt due to
pity for the old man.

Every fall, he and his oldest son, BO
to the woods and stay until the spring,
when they return home with quantities
of furs and make an .annual trip to
New York, where they receive a good
price for the hides.

He has always enjoyed perfect health
until about ten years ago, when he
began ta feel himself losing flesh and
growing weaker. He started for the
woods and began to eat beaver meat,
and at once felt new strength, and
now dlaims that the beaver meat
saved hle life.

There are four generations of his
family alive, and this is especially rare
in Indian families. His oldest son,
Peter, is now over seventy years old,
and is one of the oldest Maine guides
under Commissioner Carlton.

Newel has guided many New York
sportsmen in his day, over long jour-
neys, but now he goes on short trips
only, as he says he wishes to sleep in
his own home at night, for he knows
not when the Great Spirit may call
him.

Six years ago he brought to Boston
the largest caribou that was ever shot
‘in the Maine woods.

Thomas Allen, chief warden at To-
bique river, says that he v.as the hard-
est man to watch in the woods that
was in the business, although he was
the oldest.

Work in View.

Dutch Engineering

The Dutch are going to drive the sea
out of Holland. The sea has been a
good friend te Holland, and has kept
the little country many (imas from be-
ing invaded by the Germans. It has

also driven out French and Spanish

who have invaded. But now the world
looks peacefully at the Dutch, and so
the Dutch are going to dismiss the sea
from their country. But they reserve
unto themselves the eternal possibility
of calling it back to their assistance
whenever they need it. And when they
call the s=2a will come.

The Zuyder Zee has pushed its way
clear into the middle of Holland, and
is at present occupying 2,500,000 acres
of land that would be good if it were
dry. A good part of it is soon to be
dried and turned into homesteads for
farmers. Some of those who are going
to take up homesteads in the new lands
are those Boers who are neither killed
nor captured, nor reconciled by the
British.

Under order of the state general, and
with aproval of the queen, the Dutch
engineers are going to start a broad
causeway from North Holland to Fries-
land, straight across the Zuyder Zee.
A railroad will run from shore to
shore, on the top of this huge dam.
The driving out of the sea will cost in
all about $42,000,000. The work will be
completed in about 20 years. It will
reach first from the North Holland
shore to the little Island of Wieringen,
and thence to the oposite Friesian
mainland at Priaam. Its length is thus
about 25 miles.

This huge dam will have two sluice
ways into the sea, and it is by means
of these sluices that four large tracts
.of land in that part of the Zuyder,
which is shut in on three sides by the
land on the fourth by the dam, is to
be drained. When the tide in the out-
er sea is going out the sluices will be
opened and the water within will flow
out. But when the tide in the outer
gsea begins to rise the sluices will be
closed, and the water which has flowed
will not be allowed to return. In
this way the water will be drained off
four extensive areas now covered with
shallow water, two being in the south
and two in the west.

A series of dikes will be built in con-
nection with the work. Of the $42,000,-
000 which the entire work is expected
to cost, $24,000,000 will be spent on the
aikes and causeway, and $16,000,000 for
drainage works.—Chicago Tribune.

DISPOSING OF GARB. ’\(;P.

A re-
cent example of modern disposal works is
furnished by the Bermondsey Borough, Lon-
don. The district is very concentrated and
ia filled with factories and workshops. The
new works in Bermondscy consist of a de-
structor house, an engine room, containing
an electrical generating plant, a pump and
fan room, and an accumulator room. In the
deslruclor house is apparatus capable of con-
suming fifty tons of refuse in twenty-four
nours. The stuft is dried before it is burned.
The heat caused by its combustion is con-
verted Into e)cnrical energy which can be
readily utilized in the borough. All gases
before they escape are made inocuous.
