The 
police determined to investigate the 
matter, but Marguerite sank into her 
sleep before they began.

There 
seems to be entirely too much troubling 
of the waters that are the source of 
the city’s supply. The water and sew­
erage board should look Into the ques­
tion. If the citizens cannot get a 
reasonably clean supply of water for 
domestic use and drinking purposes the 
corporation might undertake to provide 
filters. The liquid now served out is 
too much like the soaklngs of a swamp.
