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Frightful Accident on the Central-Rail-
way Near Bolleisle Station.

Engineer Duncan-Killed—Eight Others More
or. Less Injured--4

An Entire Train Drop_‘p‘é‘d_‘ Seventy Feet Onto the Rocks
Below—A Miracle that Any One . Escaped Alive—
The Story as Related by Survivors.

(Staff Correspondence of the Sun.) 1

NORTON, N. B, Aug. 10.—One of
the most serious rallway accidents
since the Palmer Pond accident, some
few years ago, happened on the Cen-
tral railway this moming at a point
about ten miles from here, and but a
short distance from Belleisle station.

As a result one man is dead, another
has but a short time to live, while a
third is in a vers precarious condition.

THE KILLED .AND INJURED.

John Duncan, engineer—Dead.

William Bernard, section hand—
Right side badly smashed; cannot
live.

Frank Campbell, brakeman—Badly
injured about the head; recovery
doubtful.

William A. Morrison, fireman—Hip
bone broken, considerably bruised and
shoulder scalded.

H. A. Ryan, conductor—Cut about
head and face; not :seriously.

R. V. Barker, St. John, traveller —
Slight scratch on head, left leg badly
bruised and sprained.

John Caldwell, Wheaton .‘Iiettlementl

—Shoulder dislocated.

Cut about the face. ;

train, and how amybody escaped in- !
stant death is a miracle.

The trafn to which the accident oc-
curred, left Chipman this morning%
for Norton at the usual time. Near |
Belleisle is a trestle fully seventy feet :
high and 300 feet leng, which bridges '
a rocky gully, through which flows a;
small stream. The train consisted of
an engine, tender, box car, car of coal, '
and passenger car. A car of lumber |
was being pushed ahead and when the !
latter was but a few feet from the |
end of the trestle, fully 158 feet of the |
structure crashed down. :

The scene is a wonderful one. The |
car on which the lumber was is stand-
ing straight up on end. The engine
and. tender are resting at an angle of |
about 45 degrees. The car that held
the coal is completely demolished. The
box car came off best, but is a sorry
looking sight, while the passenger car l
is demolished almost beyond recogni-
tion. i
High over head hang the broken |
rails, which in the distance resemble !
twisted lightning rods. The wood
work has broken off sharp and short.
What gave way first

WILL NEVER BE KNOWN.

A crew of men were at work mak-
ing some repairs om the trestle and
were but a few feet away when the ac-
cident happened. They cannot tell any-
thing of the accident beyond the fact
that without a second’s warning the
whole thing crashed down. When the
flying timber had found a secure
resting place, the men rushed to the
scene and began the work of rescuing
those imprisoned in the badly batter-
ed cars.

One of the first men taken ocut was
Fireman Morrison. He was taken as
quickly as possible to a house near by.
Engineer Duncan was found half
buried in the coal from the tender and
quite dead. Two gaping holes in his
forehead told the story of his death.
In the baggage car Mr. Barker and
Mr. Bernard was found, half buried
under a pile of boxes, tool chests and
splintered timbers.

In the passenger car Mrs. Hether-
ington was found seated on the floor
with her feet in the air, and

her infant daughter. Near her was
Caldwell, with his son by his side.
The little chap’s face was bleeding
and he was crying for his cap, which
he lost in the fall. The man who had
the “most peculiar experience of all
was Campbell. He was on the lum-
ber car 'when the accident happened,
and he felt the trestle give way. He
dove headlong from the car over sev-
enty feet, lighting head first in some
bushes, ‘These greatly broke the force
of his fall. As it is his injuries are
very serious.

Conductor Ryan was dazed when
picked up and asked what bridge it
was and what had happened. Mr.
Ryan is a brother of the superinten-
dent of the railway mail service."

As soon as it could be done, all the
injured were made as comfortable as
possible in the houses of the hosp-
jtable residents of Belleisle. G. G.
Scovil, M. P. P., is looking after Mr.
Barker and Mr. Ryan. Dootors Lewin
of Belleisle, MrLean of Sussex, and
Dr. Manchester, V. 8., worked hard
all day and by dark were satisfied
that all possible had been done for
the injured.

Morrison’s hip is broken, his back in-
jured and his arm scalded, yet he
smiled a little when the reporter said
he hoped he would pull through all
right, and replied that he was sure
to. When the engine struck he tried
to break his way out of the cab and
had managed to get part way through
the front window when assistance
came. The engineer had evidently
tried to get to the steps to jump and
had about succeeded when he was
buried under the avalanche of coal.

He was forty-eight vears of age and
formerly lived at Nornth River, West-
morland Co.

Bernard is also a married man and
has five children.

The accident will tie the road up for
some considerable time. The extra
engine is at Chipman in the repair
shop.

Mr. Evans, manager of the road,
went immediately to the scene of the
wreck and did all he could to assist
the .sufferers. He had returned to
Hampton before the Sun corréspon-
dent arrived, but has given out no
statement regarding the accident.

This is the first accident of any ac-
count that has occurred on the road.

HAMPTON, N. B, Aug. 12.—Today
a representative of the Sun saw E. G.

FAMOUS FENIAN'S TALE.

Slayer of Thomas Talbot Tells the
‘Whole Story.

NEW YORK, Aug. 6.—Bellevue hos-
pital’'s patient, “Michael Dunn,” who
has been identifled as Robert . Kelly,
the fenfan who dropped mysteriously
from sight in 1880 when he was par-
doned after having served nine years
of his sentence of fifteen Yyears for
‘shooting - Thomas Talbot, an ‘English
secret service officér, yesterday relat-
ed the story of his crime, says the
World today. He said:

“I belonged to the Dublin Circle of
the Irish Revolutionary Brotherhood.
Talbot came in 1869, and soon won a
place in the upper councils. Not until
1871 . was any suspicicn directed
egainst him. Yet every movement
planned by the order had been mys-
teriously balked by the English gov-
ernment. ‘When suspicion was direct-
e¢d against Talbot he was shadowed
day and night. The evidence against
him was convincing and it was de-
cided to do away with him.

«We drew lots. I saw a mark un-
der my name. I knew what it meant.
The next day I watched at the gov-
ernment building near Hardwick park.
Talbot came by with two constables.
I dodged into ‘a doorway in Temple
street, fired and ran. Talbot dropped.
His companions chased me.
one, Wm. Sherwood, but they caught
me.

Talbot. I got fifteen years, but was
pardoned in 1880. I came to New
York in 1882 and hope to end my days
peacefully here.

SUDDEN DEATH

Of the Lord Chief Justice of
England.

Baron Russell of Kellowen was Well
Known in St. John—Death Follow-
ed a s«g{gal Operation.

LONDON, Aug. 10.—Barom Russell
of Killowen, Lord Chief Justice of
England, died this morning as the re-
sult of .an operation performed yes-
terday by Dr. Treves, Baron Russell,
who had been ill for about a fortnight,
is variously reported to have suffered
from a gastric disorder and from a
tumor in the stomach.

Tord Russell suffered from gastric
catarrh. The fact of his illness was
not generally known until it was an-
nounced that at a consultation held
yesterday between Drs. Sir William
Hency Broadbent, Frederick Treves,
Stephen MacKenzie and Samuel He-
bert Habershon it was decided that
an operation was imperatively neces-
sary. It was afterwards said that the
patient had stood the operation well
and his trength was maintained. At
6 o’clock p. m. yesterday Liord Russell
took a turn for the worse, soon be-
came unconscious, and passed away
peacefully at 3 a. m. today.

1LORD CUIEF JUSTICE RUSSELL.

The war office telegraphed the news
of 'the chief justice’s death to his
youngest son, Hon. Bertrand Joseph,
who is a lieutenant of the Royal Ar-
tillery in South Africa. Hon. Charles
Russell, another son of the deceased,
is now in Canada.

The counts generally suspended bus-
iness today and the judges and other
distinguished lawyers eulogized the
deceased chief justice.

The funeral of Lord Russell will
take place at Epsom on Tuesday
next.

Charles Russell, P. C.,, G. C. M. G,,
Q. C., LL. D., Lord Chief Justice of
England since 1894, and first Baron of
Killowen, the son of Arthur Russell of
Newry and Seafield House, Killowen,
county Down, Ireland, was born at
Newry in 1833 and was educated at
Trinity College, Dublin. He began
his professional career by practicing
as a solicitor in Belfast; but, coming
to England, he was called to the bar
at Lincoln’s Inn in 1859. He entered
parliament in the liberal interest as
member for Dundalk, which he- repre-
sented from 1880 till 1885, end South
Hackney in 1885-86, when he became
attorney general in the Gladstone ad-
ministration and was knighted. His
powerful and eloquent speech before
the Parnell commission was one of the
most masterly orations of modern
times. Baron Russell was counsel for
the British claims during the Behring
Sea, commission in 1893; Lord of Ap-
peal in Ordinary in 18%4, in which lat-
ter vear he was made a life peer.

OLDEST SOVEREIGN IN EUROPE.

The King of Denmark, who has just
celebrated his eighty-second birthday,
is the oldest sovereign in Xurope, un-
less the Grand Duke of Luxemburg be
taken inta account. King Christian
is rather more than a year older than
her majesty Queen Victoria, who Wwas
81 on the 24th of May. The Duke of
Luxemburg was born on July 24, 1817.
The queen, however, has been near’y
sixty-three years on the throné
whereas the King of Denmark did n?t
ascend the throne till 1863, the year in
which his eldest daughter married the
Prince of Wales. The King of the Bel-

WITH THE ARMY UNDER COM-
MAND OF FIELD MARSHAL LORD ;
ROBERTS, AT PRETORIA, June 18,
1900.—The hero of Mafeking arrived
here today. Accompanied by his staff
and.a small escort, he rode guietly into
the town. Theére was no blare of trum-

man who for so many tedious monihs
defended the little town .of Mafeking i
from the determined efforts of the |
Boers to capture it. The -:ommander-
in-chief, attended by his staff, rode to
Church square some time hefore Col-
onel Baden-Powell and nis little escert
arrived, presumably to tender him a
public welcome. But there was evident-
ly some hitch in the arrangements, for
after waiting a short time Lord Rob-
erts rode back to the residency. A
few minutes later Mafeking’s Jdefender,
with his staff, under the guidance of
the Duke of Westminster, one of the
field marshal’s 2ides-de-camp, gzallop-
ed into the square. There was no wel-
coming crowd, no zuard of honor, no
military ceremonial, but tne news that
Baden-Powell had arrived soon gzath-
ered a crowd. In less time than it takes
to tell the little cavalcade was the —ren-
tre of an excited multlitude of citizens
and soldiers. Officers and civilians
rushed up to shake hands with the
man whose heroic defence of the be-
leaguered towm of Mafeking Yas won
the admiration of the world, Some one
called for cheers for Baden-Powell,
and they were given with a will. A
short wait and the little cavalcade
moved on at a rapid canter through
the streets towards the residency.
When about half way, Lord Roberts, °
who had been informed in the mean-
time that Colonel Baden-Powell had
arrived, trotted slowly up, attended by
his staff. The meeting was an exceed-
ingly quiet and unostentatious onre.
Colonel Baden-Powell upon seeing the
commander-in-chief rode forward with
the Duke of Westminater and cuietly
saluted. Lord Roberts also raised his
hand to his helmet, after which these
two great men shook hands. Riding
together, surrounded by the glittering
staff of the field marshal and the sun- °
browned officers in attendance upon

Baden-Powell, the residency was

reached. Here the cavalcade was met

by a small army nf war correspondents :
armed with all kinds and descriptions

of kodaks and -cameras. There were

dozens of them, and as the two great

soldiers dismeunted the cameras were

worked with wonderfal rapidity.

ibe, the army authorities are making

arrangements for the construction of
a. new branch road from Elandsfon-
tein along the north of the Witwaters-
rand. This is known as the South
Rand line, and its object is to supply
the various mines along the Rand with
coal supplies, from ithe Middleburg
district. In the past this coal has
gone over the 'braanch line from EI-
andsfontein into Johannesburg. The
work of constructing this line is in
charge of Lieut. Hodgins and Arm-
strong of the Royal Canadian Regi-
ment. Both are engineers and grad-
uates of the Royal Military College,
and have had some experience in rail-
way construction. A few days ago
Col. Girouard made a request to Lord
Roberts for their services, and they
were at once detailed for special duty.
They have under them a working
force of five or six thousand black

During the evening I had a short
talk with Major MacKenazie, Colonel
Baden-Powell’s staff officer. He told
me ‘about the arrival of the relief
column under Col. Mahon on the 17th
of May, and described the joy of the
little garrison when they learned that
at last they were to be relieved.
Col. Baden-Powell, with about 600
mounted troops, had left Mafeking a
few days after the town was relieved,
cxpecting to have considerable oppo-
sition before he reached the capital
of the Transvaal. In this, however,
he was agreeably disappointed. They
had had a most uneventful march.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 10.—Dje-
vad Pasha, the former grand vizier, is
dead.

Djevad Pasha was promoted in 1891
from the governorship of Crete to the
position of grand vizier, or chief ad-
viser of the sultan. He was succeed-
ed in 1895 by Kiamil Pasha,
who was in turn succeeded
the same year by Xralil' Rifat Pa-
sha, the present grand vizier. Djevad
was a graduate of the Pancaldi mili-
tary school, and first distinguished
himself as adjutant to Osman Pasha
during the war between Russia and
Turkey, after which he served on the
Balkan states and railway commis-
sion, and was diplomatic agent at Bel-
grade and Montenegro. His next pro-
motion was to the governorship of
Crete. He was the author of a ‘“Mili-
tary History of the Ottoman Em-
pire.”

To put ‘it briefly, while the baciiius
tuberculosis: is the efficient cause of
consumption, that pathogenic microbe
will not feed on the lungs of a sound
person. No more, to speak by an-
alogy, 'will the 'streptococcus develop
a tonsilitis, unless some ® intercurrent
disorder has lowered the. patient’s
normal 'power of resistance.

In attempting to arrest the ravages
of the microbe of tuberculosis, the two
most effective remeédies are a con-
stant supply of pure air and a suffis
ciency of nutritive food. At an earlier
period of his life, the consumptive hLas
suffered from want of nutritive food,
and probably at the same time from
a deficiency of oxygen in the air he
breathed, this gas being necessary to

change ingested food into.. healthy.

pabulum‘ for the blood, and alsoi to.xe:
fnove effste matters from the organt
fsm, “A deficiency in either or both jof
these principles of living tends to pro-
duce a degradation in' the quality of
the tissues, which renders them an
easy prey to the omnipresent bacillus.

Proteid food is given to the con-
sumptive because it stimulates the ac-
tivity of the organism to carry on di-
gestion, circulation, respiration, nutri-
+ion, muscular work, and all the other
processes upon which continuance of
life depends. Proteid ‘food is essen-
tial to the body; without it the powers
of life would fail, and the body would
perish. Then, proteids are largely di-
gested in the stomach, and, being
quickly assimilated, are rapidly
changed into tissue, thus repairing
body waste without delay and leav-
ing but little refuse to be disposed of
by the intestines. The best proteids
are meat and eggs. When the appe-
tite is poor and the stomach weak, &
teaspoonful of scraped beefsteak, sev-
eral times a day is beneficial. Egsgs,
preferably raw or. lightly boiled, ar
very nutritious, and milk taken from
non-tubercular cows is the best drink.

Fats promote body heat; one poéund
of fat burned in the body generates
4990 calories. A diet rich in fat will
moderate the amount of fuel required
to carry on the work of the body, and
will, therefore, lessen the activity of
the destructive processes of tubercular
diseases. Cream, in small quantities,
so as not to ‘“cloy the hungry edge of
appetite,” is very strengthening in
tubercular cases. The carbahydrates,
viz., bread, potatoes, rice, etc.,, may
supplement, without displacing the
fats, and be used to round out the
diet and prevent samemness.

Then, a great requisite is to assist
appetite and digestion by gentle ex-
ercise in the open air, and by massage,
or the rubbing of the body every day
with the hand or the flesh brush. Pa-

tients should also be’ instructed to}

practise exercises, which excite in
them efforts at deep breathing, and
thus cause expansion of the lungs.

Now, as pure air, exercise and nour-
ishing food are curative of tubercul-
osis, their absence has much to do
with its appearance in the individual.
In this province, in 1899, tuberculosis
caused the deaths of 2,215° persons, oOr
a rate of 1.0 per 1,000 per annum. Few,
however, would admit that this loss
of life, be it great or small, depended
on lack of food. Downright starvation
is rare in Ontario, but relative starva-
tion is common enough. It may bhe
that, owing to the influence of a se-
dentary life, some people do not eat
meat or eggs, or do not drink milk,
preferring to use bread, cake and tea.
Dr. Bell, in an article entitled “Stam-
ina,” published in the June number of
The Sanitarian, after stating that con-
sumption among the negroes of the
United States is more than twice as
great as it used to be before the civil
war, and explaining this untoward
condition of affairs by the absence
pork from their present daily ration
of food, continues: ‘Consumption is
most prevalent among those who are
stinted, or‘who stint themselves of
‘bacon and butter.’ I mention these
as ideal, and as before remarked, be-
cause they are the most digestible of
fat foods; other fat foods are com-
mendable. Everybody has learned,
when it is unfortunately tco late, in
most cases, that cod liver oil is wood
for consumptives; but few seem to
have learned that food of the same
character, as cod liver cil, suitable for
the table, is preventive of consump-
tion.”

It may be also that others injure
their digestive organs with aleohol,
and, though  app2aring to eat and
drink ‘a good Ceal, really assimilate
very little nutritive food, thus starv-
ing their tissues, and, in the opinion of
experts, such as Roussel, of Geneva
and Lancereaux of Paris, laying the
foundation of that spaclal variety of
the disease known as alzoholic tuber-
culosis.

It is quite true that the systematized
ed life and careful observances of a
sanitoriun. lessen the dangers wof in-
fertion to nurses and doctors. The
educative value of such a training to
patients and their friends is also con-
siderable, while the fact that a re-
spectable percentage of cures results
when the treatment is begun in due
time, is very encouraging. And vet,
the prevention of tuberculosis would
be more complete, or, to put it differ-
ently, a greater number of the popu-
lation would not become candidates
for tuberculosis, if parents would pro-
vide suitable nourishment  for their
children, and if teachers would explain
to 'their pupils the nature of the dif-
ferent foods, and the reasons why
some of them are more nourishing
than others. Children should - be
taught to use butter, cream, bacon,
eggs and milk, to avoid cakes and
soft bread, and to prefer hard bread
and biscuit, the mastication of which
helps to keep the teeth. in @ cleanly
and undecayed condition. The neces-
sity of breathing pure air should be
constantly placed before them, 80O
that, in after life, they will not toler-
ate .rebreathed air. Boys and girls
should be encouraged to continue tak-
ing exercise after leaving school. One

of the chief advantages of the bicycle
is that the rider takes his exercise in

the open alr. When tuberculosis has

may breathe pure air from his reclin-
ing chair on the verandah of a sani-
torium; but he need not have visited
the sanpdatorium had he developed his

riding over country roads, avoiding

‘rooms and the office or  the shop,

2% &mwded assemblies, in ill-ventilated

‘where the windows are never opened.
The air of Canada is as pure as that
of any country. We find it cold in
winter, and shutting ourselves up in
unventilated rooms, we enjoy the
warm, rebreathed air, it seems rather
late in the day for a patient, who is
attacked by tuberculosis, to reform
his habit in this particular, and yet a
change to breathing pure outside air
has, in numerous instances, accom-
plished cures of consumption, unat-
tainable by other means. Suitable food
is necessary in .preventing tubercu-
losis; but whether it be the cold air
of January or the warm air of July,
pure outside air is equally necessary
for the patient. i
Physicians should be logical, and
become teachers of medical science to
their clients, showing the importance
of fresh air and nutritious food in
preserving health and preventing tub-
erculosis, instead of merely utilizing
these agencies to cure a disease which
has already. undermined a patient’s

4 health. By establishing such a pro-

paganda, fewer prescriptions would be
gsent to the pharmacists; but the
butcher would sell more meat, the
grocer more butter and eggs, and
perhaps we would not hear so much
emasculated talk about Christian Sci-
ence and the faith cure. .

If honors are to be divided'for the
prevention of tuberculosis, we would
gay, Give full praise to the sanitarian,
who disinfects the nests where “the
companions of death” lie in waiting;
but be just to the parents who give to
the state well-fed boys and girls; to
the teachers, who train children . to
live wisely and well, and to the states-
men, who, by lengthening the era of
good times, ‘‘scatter plenty o’er a
smiling land,” and restrain the de-
velopment of a diszase whose tap root
is malnutrition.

On the Staff of the District Engineer and
Living in One of the Railway Cottages
—Fed Like Princes. '

E. P. Mallory, now a trooper in B.

squadron, Canadian Mounted Rifles,
South Africa, was a member of the
¢62nd St. John Fusiliers, and at the
time he volunteered for active service
was in the C. P. R. offices, St. John
The Sun has been favored with  a
copy of the following letter from
Trooper Mallory to his father, W. E.
Mallory of St. Andrews:
. JOHANNESBURG, June 28, 1900.—
Arrived here from Pretoria a week
ago Sunday morning, by rail, to work
on the railway alongside 150 other col-
onials. On account of having no horses
we were not sent with the brigade 1o
round up Gen. Botha, and atter a week
in the rest camp we were allowed to
volunteer for police duty or railway
work.

Things were pretty much at a stand-
still here previous to our arrival, but
i{wo hours after we got in there was a
change. Sufficient engineers, firemen,
conductors, brakemen, operators, sec-
t+jon men and clerks were found among
the 150 to operate the Johannesburg
station, yard, machine shops and to
partially fill the vacancies in the gen-
eral offices. Everything moved like
clockwork, and the Dutch of the ex-
staff stood around and looked on.
They seemed to be overcome with sur-
prise, while Tommy Atkins (still in
khaki) smiled as he went about his
own work.

Two New Zealanders, two other
Canadians and myself are-on the staff
of. the district engineer, Capt. Green-
wood of Peterboro, Ont. We have a
nice office building and werk from 9 a.
m. to 5 p. m., with one hour for lunch.
We five clerks live in one of the rail-
way cottages, which is a palace to us
after living out of doors 50 long. There
is a beautiful garden in front shaded
with tall poplar trees. The cottage is
equipped with eleotric lights and
water ‘taps. All this with plenty of
coal and rations is given free to us,
and perhaps we don’t live happy!

To give you an idea of how we live,
here is our daily list of ratioms:

1 leg of mutton (choice Australian,
frozen); 7lbs. potatoes; 1-2 1lb. com-
pressed vegetables; 7 loaves bread; 1
oz. tea, 2 ozs. coffee or coacoa; 1 1b.rice
1 1b. sugar, 1 1b. mealy meal, with all
the salt, pepper, cheese, preserved
apricots, peaches, pineapples, goose-
berries and ginger we care for.
One pound of jam or  marmalade is
given every other day as a substitute
for butter.

.We were thin when we came here,
having lived on three-quarter rations
from Vet river to Pretoria, so we can
manage all our rations and feed a
Zulu boy, who <washes our dishes,
clothing, etc. He does the scrubbing
and keeps everything in first class
shape. He thinks he is making hig
pay.  We give him five chillings a
week.

Doing - our own
long on the

cooking for so
veldt made us
expe rts. The New Zealand hoys
pride themselves on roast-
ing meat and broiling steak, while we
Canadians excel in making coffee, por-
ridge and rice pudding, and ¢very
soldier has learned to make excellent
pancakes. We go to bed early, and
sunrise usuwally finds us at breakfast
in the garden. .

Oh what a relief to be free from
“reveillies”” at three a. m., saddles and
rifles, long marches, climbing kopjes,
outlying piquets, cossack posts, all
| night guards, scouting and patroll-
i ing. We have come, safely through a
! pile of hardships and are thankful to

be still enjoying the best of | health.
We have never regretted our coming,
in fact would not have missed the ex-
perience for anything, but neverthe-
less we will be glad ta get home again
after -things are settled. @Have re-
ceived no mail since leaving Bloem-
fontein.

KING HUMBERT'S COURTESY.

One of the things to do in Rome is
to drive in the Pincio during certain
houis in the afterncon. When it was
known that their majesties were also
to drive in that charming, tiny park,
it accentuated the social duty to try
to ‘be present. Qn. one such occasion
two American girls had an interesting
illustration of King Humbert’'s cour-
tesy.

The only carriage they were able to
secure was a forlorn, broken-down,
poverty-stricken street eab. Not only
was the creaky cab uncomfortable
and unsafe, but the sickly, starving,
staggering horse  and tattered coach-
man were sufficient to illustrate a
treatise on the subject of want and
disease. In spite of their coachman’s
pomp and power of rags, they enjoy-~
ed themselves, for in friendly fashion
he volubly poured out information re-
garding places and persens of note.
He knew their desire to see the King
and queen, who usually drove separ-
ately, and so he kept on the lookout
for the royal equipages. :

For half an hour, round and round,
the Americans followed the principal
avenues of the Pincio, when to their
consternation they learmed that they
had all that time been at just a suf-
ficient distance back of the queen’s
carriage not to have seen it. After a
little comsultation their driver plan-
ned an adroit movement and short
cut through a narrow Toad: which
should bring them face to face. with
the que3n. After they turned off into
the deserted, narrow side drive the
attention of the two girls was attrac-
ted by a drag and pair of superb black
horses, whose driver, a distinguished-
looking man with gray hair and mili-
tary mustache, seemed to have
caught the same idea of making a
short cut. When the cabman found
that some one was endeavoring to
pass him, he gallantly, in behalf of his
fair passengers, blocked the way by
deliberately keeping in the middle of
the road.’ .

Several times the spirited black
horses and their driver came nearly
abreast -of the rattle-trap, but each
time they were obliged to remain be-
hind, because the cabman just
wouldn’t let ithem pass. This was
kept up for fully five minutes. Then,
provoked at the unrelenting determi-
nation of his rival to pass him, the
cabman turned and scowled, and to
his horror saw King Humbert. Half
bereft of his sense, he screamed ‘Il
Re! 11 Re!” (“The King! the King.”’)

The women folk were too interested
in the king, who bowed to them most
pleasantly, to realize what has hap-
pening until the thing happened. Be-
tween their driver’s frantic desire to
get out of the way of the royal car-
riage, and his wish to let the Amer-
jcan girls know that while the Kking
was so near they ought to stare at
him with open mouths, he pulled the
wrong rein and thus locked wheels
with the drag, and might have caus-
ed a serious accident had not King
Humbert mastered the situation and
acted promptly. In a moment an or-
der to his lackeys set them at work
extricating the cab, while he firmly
kept his horses from dashing ahead,
which they were inclined to do.

The cabman was too paralyzed with
terror to be of any uge; even his glib
tongue was at a standstill, though his
dumb look of amazement and fear
spoke volumes. During the moments
of quick aection nothing was said, but
the instant that the imminent danger
of the collapse of the cab was past, in
the ‘gentlest voice and the most grace-
ful manner, King Humbert expressed

i his regret that he should have been

the cause of the accident, though he
hoped the young women he addressed
were in no way injured.

Appreciation of his courtesy and de-
light , over the incident must have
shown on their young faces, for on
answering that they were not hurt, he

! quickly and complimentarily remark-

ed on the unusual courage of Amer-

' jcan demoiselles—his intuition on this

point - was rewarded with  brilliant
smiles—and he repeated his assurances
that he hoped they would have no fur-
With several succes-

ed his horses round and gave the Am-
erican girls advantage of the road
and position, showing in his face,
which was illumined and pleased at
their evident pleasure, that he under-
stood their feelings in the matter, and
understanding their unspoken wishes,

§ he determined to help them as far as

it lay in his power to: do so.
By that generous act of giving them

they not only saw the dqueen and oth-
er personages, but they also carried

Lord Russell of Kmomm lord chief.
justice of Engla.nd has pa.ssed away
after enjoylng and sdorning for ‘only
six years the highest judicial position
in the kingdom.

Roman Catholic ord chief justice for
more than three centuries.

Hon. Charles Russell, son of the late
chief justice, is said to be now in
Canada. It is a matter of interest
in this country that this clever - son
of Lord Russell's is employed by ‘the
dominion as government solicitor in
London. Two or three years ago the
Laurier government brnoke . off the ar-
rangement thh the ﬂrm of solicitors
which has had thls busmess almost
sl,nce confedera.tion, and gave the ap-
pointment to the firm of Day, Rus-
sell’& Co,  About the same time Mr.
Russell weént to Rome as oounsel
for Sir Wilfrid Laurier, to assure
the Vatican _that the government
would do just:ce to. the Roman Cath-
olic minority if: Manitobm%and to ask
on_ behalf ot the -Canadian ministry
that what had been done should be
accepted by the Pope asan mstallment
of justice. ‘We have the a.uthority of
Solicitor Gerneral ‘Fitzpatrick -that Mr.
Russell’s firm has given good satisfac-
tion, and it is said that Lord Russell's
soén possesses many of the qualities
which - made ‘his father popular.

DECKLOADS, "INSURANCE, IN-
SPECTION.

Mr. Dobell has not succeeded in ob-
taining the unanimous consent of St.
John shipping men to the proposed
deckload inspection aot. In this local-
ity the measure does not appear to be
called for by either the ship owners
or the shippers of deals in their own
interests. - Mr. Dobell’ states “that
Lloyds are anxious for leg‘xslatlon pro-
viding for the compulsory inspection
of cargoes. He seems t0 be of the
opinion that the enac'ﬁment of 'such a
law would ha've two good results. In

the first place. he thinks that it would
lndnce Lloyds to urge on the imper-
jal parliament the a,mendménrt of the
deckload law, so that ships would be
allowed to carry a six foot winter
deckload, whereas now the limit in
winter is three feet.. The other sug-
gestion is that ‘Lloyds would reduce
the rate of insurance.

Shipping men and deal exporters in
this part of the world maintain that
the ithree toot deckload is not so safe
as one level with or slightly above the
deck. If this is a fact it ought to be
pmtble for Liloyds to- make the Brit-

ésh parliament know it. Nething could ]

be more aebsurd than persistence in
making cénditions that increase the
danger of the ship and her crew and
cargo. In any case, as Mr. McLaugh-
iin points out, there is no connection
between the winter deckloads and
summer inspection, and no reason why

The rate of in-
‘surarice ‘should follow the. rocks, cur-
xrenta and other dangers rather than
ithe flag. At -least-we prefer not to
think that a ‘British institution’ would
make high rates against British Am-
erica because the country is British.

But Mr. Dobell appears to be wrong
in - supposing that the discrimination
exists against all British America. The-
Allan and Dominion steamship com-
panies, which send ships to St. John
and Portland, pay the same for both
ports. Mr. Thomson says that he pays
the same for. ships from St. John as
are paid from- A.thuzﬁe ports further -
south. But he does not pay the same
from St. John as he would have to pa.y
from a St. Lawrence port, The dis-
crimination is apparently against the
St. Lawrence, where there is un-
doubtedly more risk, and not against
British America as such.

The question is thereforz whether
St. " John should accept legislation
which is not needed in the local in-
terest but may help the St. Law-
rence - shippers. This is a national
question and one which cught to be
so considered. If certain legislation
can be shown io he ‘a gereral advan-
tage to the whole country, the St.
John people are sufficiently patniotic
450 sdbmit to some little inconvenience
and. to laws that may be unnecessary
in “théir own case. - “But the generdl
advantage ought first to be made ob-

HOW MR. BLAIR BUYS OIL.

" In {he Ottawa correspondence of
thig . ‘paper - during the late session
mention was made of Mr¢ Blair’s con-
tract with the Galena Oil company for
lubricating oil for the Intercolonial.
This transaetion deserves more than
a nassl.ng ‘notice. 1t is a.n actual fact,
which ought to mterest the : public,
that the government pays about
double the “price *for, Wbrication that
‘¢ paid “by the prineipal” railway com-
Lpanles in Canada for the same amount
of service.

Mr. Blair's excuse or explanation is
that he is mot paying so much {1; was
raid by Mr. Haggart in 1896 in pro-
portion to engine and -car mileage.
This claim is not supperted by his
own returns brought down to . the
‘house. Mf. Blair has given the num-
ber of miles run by engines and cars
durmg three years under his con-
tract, and during the year 1896. The
suditor general’s report givées the cost
of = oil for - the same period. = Mr
Powell’s careful examinatibn of these
figures gives the following results:

In 1896 the cost of oiling the engines
was $28,224 for 4,714,000 rnlles .run._.0On
that basis the cost for the three years
under Mr. Blair's .contract  sheuld
have beln $92,802 for the 15,500,000
miles reported by Mr. Blair as his en-
gine miteage. The. oil for cars, cost in
1896 $15,098 for: 43,005,000 miles run. The
car mileage reported in the next three
years vvould at the same rate have in-
volved a cost of $48, 256, making a

the amounts paid in 1896.

Mr. Blair claims that his contract
saved the country ten per cent. at
first and afterwards fifteen per cent.
The facts shown by the returns
brought down are that the cost of oil
for lubrication during these three
vears was $146,680. This was not ten
rer cent. or fifteen per cent. reduc-
tior, but an increase of $4,622, or three
per cent. over the previous cost. It
Mp.. Blair had a contract with the
Galena company for a ten per cent.
raduction ne not only lost this $4,622
but $14,105 to which he was entitled
under the ten per cent. reduction
clause, making a total shortage of
$18,727. - Even this takes no account ef
the further reduction of five per cent.
for which the minister claim‘.s to have
contracted in the last year under con-
sideration.

In order to make his contract with
the Galena o0il company, whose agent
had come from Philadelphia and taken
a share in the Queens county by-elec-
tion a few days before the bargain
was made, Mr. Blair cancelled the
contracts made the same year by the
management at Moncton. These con-
tracts had been given to the lowest
tenderers after open competition in
which the Galena oil company had
tendered at a much higher rate than
those whose tenders were accepted.
The minister of railways simply took
the contract away from the lowest
tenderer and gave it to the highest
tenderer, without further competition.

Now let us consider the terms of the
new contract. The price paid per gal-
lon and the price under the cancelled
contract were stated in the Ottawa

FARMERS PLAN TRUST.

Would Make Ag:ricultural Products
Subject to Law of Supply and
Demand.

James Butler of Topeka, Kansas,
secretary of the Farmers’ Federation,
has issued a call for a national meet-
ing of farmers, to be held in this city
beginning next Tuesday. The avowed
purpose of the meeting is to organize
a gigantic farmer trust which will em-
brace all agricultural states, and
which will enable the farmers, through
the officers of the trust, to control the
prices of their products.

The scheme is to organize a com-
rany with $20,000,000 capital, divided
into shares of $10 each. The holder of
a share is subject to the protection of
the trust and is entitled to have his
products handled at a nominal com-
mission.

The promoters declare their scheme
will break up the boards of trade and
will place agricultural products sub-
ject to the law of supply and de-
mand.

The trust purposes to establish im-
mense warehouses at New York, Chi-
cago and other large cities, in which
grain can be held until it is deemed
wise to sell.

«phe object of this conference of
farmers,” Mr. Butler says, in a state-
ment issued, ‘“is to federate all agri-
cultural organizations into one com-
pany for the sale of grain and live
stock and to take steps to fix minimum
prices on staple farm products, based
on the average cost of production.”

“The grain dealers have organized
to maintain, and do maintain, the
same margins on wheat they handle.
Their profit is the same, no matter
what the price of wheat is. They
back each other and make their busi-
ness flourish without regard to the ef-
fect it may have on the farmers. It
is now time for the farmers to organ-
ize and protect themselves.

“The fight of farmers against trusts
has proved a failure. It is now time
for them to change their tactics.”

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Unhappy Situation.

(Loondon Mafl) .

When Sir Heary Campbell-Banner-
man took the leadership, he did so,
everybody knows, most unwillingly.

A man of large  fortune, of easy
temperament, fond . of reading—espe-
cially the yellow-backed novel of
France and of a spirit, which, never
enthusiastic, has :npt been made op-
timistic by more than thirty years of
life in the house of commons, “C.-B.”
wanted peace above all things. :

That was the reason why, to the
surprise of so, many people, he sought,
and sought eagerly, the speakership
when it became vacant on the retire-
ment of Lord Peel. He was bauiked
in that ambition by Sir William Har-
court, -ani he felt the disappoint-
ment keenly.

It was, therefore, & moment of mix-
ed pain and pleasure to «C.-B.” when,
on the retirement of Sir Wwilliam Har-
court, he was called to the lemders_hip
of the liberal party by & practically
unanimous vote. «C.-B.” is very hu-
man, and he could not help deing
gratified by such-.a mark of honor.
But he knew parliamentary life thor-
oughly, with its jealousies, its squalid
intrigues, its ultimate bitterness; he
had lost all illusions, if he ever had
any; and he had for some time been
made uneasy by some stupid doctors
as to his health. But the duty was
thrust upon him, and he could not
shrink from it. And by adopting: a
strict dietary, abandoming even the
light Moselle, which had been his
only beverage for years, and taking
more exercise, his health had improv-
ed, and everybody was struck with
his ususual spirit of speech and en-
ergy of gesture at the meeting in the
Reform Club, at which he was elect-
ed.

A COMPROMISE.

But his election, though unanimous,
and also very hearty, was, after all,
a compromise, and it was a comprom-
jse which symbolised the divisions  of
the liberal party. The liberal émper--
ialists are as much detested by the
radicals as the uniomists; indeed, a
good deal more. Ft is always the case
in political life, that the Dbitterest
hatreds, personal and political, are
between men of the same party. A
number of radicals today dread Lord
Rosebery far more than they do the
Marquis of Salisbury, and regard him
as a far graver political danger, and
as one to be much more carefully
watched and much more steadily op-
posed than the leader of the conserva-
{ive panty. The liberal imperialists,
on the other hand, have no love for
the radicals, regarding their policy
and their spokesmen as dangerous to
+he nation and as destructive to par-
ty chances.

It is no secret that the liberal im-
perialists would like to have had, if
possible, a different combination. Their
idea would be the jeadership of Lord
Rosebery in -he house of lords, and of
Wir. Asquith in the house of commons.
4ir. Asquith has many great parlia- |
mentary qualities. As an orator he
stands higher, I think, than any man
in the house of commons. He is the
one man om the liberal side who can
meet Mr. Chamberlain on something
like equal terms. But the liberal im-
perialists regard Mr. Asquith, though 1
he has never pronounced himself so
ardently on their side as Sir Edward
Grey, as one of themselves. I should
add that, in my opinion, Mr. Asquith
has kept the contract with “C.-B.”
quite loyally. The other day, he
neither spoke nor voted; and if he
aver reaches the highest place in the
liberal party, it will certainly not' be
through any unworthy methods.

INTRIGUE.

These being the conditions of the
liberal party, it is quite plain that
there is abandant room for intrigue,
and intrigue is constantly at work.
The lobbies of the house of commons
are a curious study at such an epoch
in a party’s history. You see men in
constant consultation; and there is an
air between these different groups as
they pass each other by which re-
minds one of a little of the cat watch-
ing the mouse. The personality of
Lord Rosebery again constantly intro-
duces itself into these oconflicting con-
sultations — as the standard-bearer of
sne section, as the bete noir of the
other. Thus there is a constant cam-
paign going »n; every night you have
plot and counterplot, rival consulta-
tions, struggles over the bodies of dif-
ferent members of the liberal party,
as though they were good and bad
angels—St. Michael and Satan—fight-
ing over a soul. The real brains-
carrier in the house of commons of
the Rosebery and liberal imperialist
propaganda, is Mr. Haldane; but
Mr. Haldane does not love the foot-
lights, and thus it has come to pass
that Mr. Perks has rushed so much to
the front. Mr. Perks has shown &
great deal of ability in private and
professional life. The son of a Wes-
leyan clergyman, and, therefore, not
horn to w=alth, he has succeeded in
becoming a man of large fortune.
Apart from a great business, and &
member of the legal firm of Perks &
Towler—Sir Henry Fowler being the
Towler meant—Mr. Perks has huge
interests in great and flourishing com-
mercial concerns; owns one-sixth of
the shares in Thomas Owen’s, the
great paper makers, has a slice in a
big dredging business which pays 40
per cent., and, as a final result, lives
in a mansion, with an acre or two ©of
priceless land, in the row of gorgeous
dwellings, Kensington palace man-
sions. But politically, Mr. Perks is
Inept. He has allied liberal imperial-
ism with the abandonment of home
rule, And has thus got on the back of
the ){beral party, not only the en-
raged\ radical, but the exasperated
and unforgiving Irish.

Private Mulr Has Eaten This on
‘the Veldt.

Writes to His Father Relating His
Experienees With the Canadian
Mounted Rifles.

(Toronto Globe, 8th.)

Thomas Muir of 83 Huron street, this
city, yesterday received a letter from
his son, Private Muir, who is with the
Canadian Mounted Rifles. The letter
is dated Jume 28, and in part reads as
follows:

“Since we left Kroonstad we have
had hard work. We were in General
Hutton’s brigade, and we formed the
right flank of General French’s col-
umn.Qur work was always. to turn the
Boer flank, and to do this we always
had to cover more ground than the
main body. French is the man that
deserves great praise, for he gives the
Beers no rest. He has had some hard
places to fight in, but he stops for
nothing. On May 24th we camped on
the other side of the Vaal river, and
there was a natural stronghold there
—kopjes on all sides, and only one lit-
tle pass for us to go through, but we
got through all right. It wes about
1 a. m. when we halted, and we were
off again at 4 a. m. We crossed the
Vaal river about 9 a. m. It was the
most comical sight I have seen since
I came out here. We rode our horses
thnough the water, and it was up to
our knees while gitting in the saddle.
The Cape carts got quite a shaking
up, one cart being smashed to pieces
from the large stones that were on the
bottom; and everything was dumped
into the river. We are camped about
eight miles north of Ptetoria. We
have to stay here till we can get new
horses. Then we expect to go farther
north for a month. We were served
with new clothing yesterday, for we
are all in rags. One night out troop
was on Cossack post on top of a
kopje, <nd we had not had anything
to eat all day, so we were given some
tea and a couple of hardtacks. When
we got up there we had drank all our
water, for it was warm work climbing
over four kopjes with our blankets,
coats and all our arms. One of the
men had lots of money, so he offered
any man a sovereign that would go
and fill our water-bottles. One of the
fellows agreed to go, and it was just
four hours later when he got back, so
I think he earned it, don’t you? Now
I must tell you that we are pretty good
cooks, as we do all our own cooking.
There are times when we live pretty
good. That is when we come across
an empty farm house and we get a
chance to loot. Let me tell you of one
of my experiences on the road. One
morning when we were on the march
we had a halt for a half hour. There
was a farm house near by, and I, with
some others, was told to go over and
see if there was any forage to be had
for the horses. There was lots of for-
age, so I took a look around for for-
age for ourselves, and the first thing
I clapped eyes on 'was a big chicken.
It did not take me long to- wring its
neck and shove it” in my feed bag.
When we got back with the forage for
the horses Mr. Chicken started to
cackle, so I took him out of the bag
to give his neck another twist. In do-
ing so.he escaped from me, and there
was a hot chase after him. The lad
that caught the chicken gave him over
+to me, so I twisted his neck again and
shoved him back into the bag and
fastened the bag to my saddle. Well,
we had just got nicely started when
the chicken began crowing again, and
my troop officer told me I had better
give him another twist. This time I
twisted his neck till the head came
off. When we got into camp that
night I was warned for guard, so 1
takes Mr. Chicken and roasts him for
supper. I suppose you are wondering
how I did the roasting without a
stove. Well, you must know that ant
hills here are about two feet high, and
the same in diameter at the bottom.
Well, we hollow these out and

as possible. 'When the fire has burned
out we shove in our roast and close up
the opening and build a fire all round.
It takes quite a -while, but we don’t
mind that, as long as we get a pretty
good feed. So you see I had a pretty
good supper, although it was about 4
a. m. Whenever 1 get any flour I
make flap-jacks. They are just flour
and water mixed, and fried in grease.
I have eaten them made from bran
and fried in candle-grease. How
would you like that?”

CAPE BRETON.

SYDNEY, N. 8. Aug. 10—Two
Newfoundlanders are dead tonight asa
result of a fatal accident at Sydney
and Glace Bay today, and a third will
die. before morning. ‘The accident at
Sydney occurred on board the steam-
er Ceylon, discharging iron ore, at the
Steel company’s wharf. As a tub
weighting nine hundred pounds, con-

GARDEN, NEW
YORK, Aug. 10.—Bob Fitzsimmons of Aus-
tralia, but now an Ameérican citizen, met
Gus Ruhlin, the Akroa giant, of Akron,
Ohio, ton]lght, before the Twentieth Century
Club at Madison Square Garden, and Fitz-
simmons won by knocking the Ohioan down
and out in ihe sixth roind. For some weeks
_there have been many reports that Fitzsim-
‘mcns was too old to successfully cope with
‘his younger opponent. It was argued. that
Fitzsimmons’s kncwledge of the game and
his capability for- hitting would nét"he
able to counterbalance the youth and Ye-
cently acquired ring tactics of the Ohio man.

The betting .all along favored FEitzsimmons,
many wagers at the rate of 100 to 80 on
Lanky Bob being made. Tonight, however,
at the ringside, there was a flush of Ruhlin

.aroney, whick forced the odds to take a turn

in Ruhlin’s favor at the rate-of 100 to 90.
This state of affairs dil not last long, and
at the opening round~ the men ‘were equal

‘favorites, .even. money being the rule.

Fitzsimmons conzeded about 32 pounds-to
Ruhlin, and this was. a Serious handicap.
Bat, as the result showed, Fituzsimmons was
equal to the task, and won with that terrible
sclar plexus blow which shtok Ruhlin from
head to foot. From thé word ‘‘Go’ the men-
started in with hurricane-like force. = Both
men were wild at times, but Fitzsimmons
wasg always the quicker. to steady himself.
Ruhlin clinched a good deal and for three
or four rounds was the aggreéssor. He landed
some hard straight lefts on Fitzsimmons’s
face, and swung his_ right to the body and
head with fearful force. Several of these
blows  staggered Fitzsimmons, Sut none’ of
them landed on the mark, as Fitzsimmons

.was too shifty. At times both missed swings

with eithér hand, but many of Rublin’s were
dodged in the cleverest manner by wily
Bob. Fitzsimmons forced” Ruhlin to break
ground, and’ in “hot mix-ups the’ Ohio ‘man

always the first to ease up and take
refuge .in a clinch.

Time and time again  Fitzsimmons foreed
Ruhlin {o the ropes, from which ‘position
Ruhlin got away rather clumsily, while Titz-
simmons was always very quick in his foot
movements. When Ruhlin’s nose began' to
bleed from a stiff left punch the sight of the
blood sesmed to have a deterrent effect on
him, and Fitzsimmons was quick to see this.
On the first signs of weakness on Rubllin’s
part Fitzsimmons began his attack on the
body, and each blow which he landed made
Gus wince with pain. Fitzsimmons’s hand-
lers kept urging him to play -for the solar
plexus, but Fitzsimmons only tried it occa-
sionally. Evidently he was awaiting an op-
portunity for a right swing to the mark. In
the fourth and fifth rounds both men showed
plainly *‘he effects of the rapid” work they
had done in the preceding rounds.

It was then a
question of who would land a telling punch,
as both men were much fatigued.  Fitzsim-
mons, always the quicker on his-feet, was
able to get around Ruhlin, and- while the
latter sent straight lefts  for Fitzsimmone’s
head, Bob side-stepped safely and landed
lefts on the body and right to the head.

Ruhlin, whea he reached his room, was in
a sort of a trance, and it was a long time
before he fully. understood that he had acen
defeated. He was badly bruised about "the
he.z:id and both eyes. were almost closed. He
said: i

““I did the best I could, and no man can do
more. Fitzsimmons whipped me, and that's
all I can say-about >t.”

Billy Madden, Ruhlin’s manager, declured
that Gus’s.defeat was due to overtraining.
James J. Corbett., who acted as one ot
Ruhlin’s seconds, also declared that Ruklin
was overt-ained. Charlie White, when asked
what he thought of the fight, replied:

“It -was a hard and fierce battle, in which
boik men fought fairly. Fitzsimmons clear-
ly demonstrated that he is not a has-been
and still has the punch that wins. Ruhlin
at times looked as if Fe might win out, but
he lacks experience, which will be remcdied
in time, and I have no doubt that he will
be heard from to much better advantage
later on.”

THE WEEK IN BERLIN,

Interesting Cable Letter from
the German Capital.

Germany to Send a Big Foree to
Shanghai to Eeep an Eye on
Great Britain.

BERLIN, Aug. 11.—The belief still
prevails here that the allied forces
have not undertaken the Pekin ad-
vance, anl that the recent actions at
Pei-Tsang and Yang Tsun were solely
meant to secuce the strategic tenue of
Tien Tsin against the Chinese troops
sent from Pekin or from the south, as
Yang Tsun dominates both railroad
and river communication. The mili-
tary authorities here also maintain
that an advance upon Pekin with the
present forces and lacking an officer
in chief command would be equivalent
to failure and ewmormous losses. The
foreign office wholly distrusts. the reli-
ability of the. news that Li Hung
Chang has been .empowered .to nego-
tiate for peace., The German press
coincides the.cin.

The news received here that the
United States is. satisfied with.the ap-
pointment of Field Marshal Count
Ven Weldersee: to the chief command
of the allied forces has created deep
satisfaction, as for a time it was fear-
ed the TUnited States might, with
Great Britain, object, thus frustrat-
ing- military harmony.

The news cabled here that the Unit-
ed States is now desirous of bringing
about a clear diplomatic understand-
ing regarding the extent of the expe-
dition, is received by the foreign office
favorably, since the aims of the
United States, -viz.,, the re-establish-
ment of order, the awarding of dam-
ages to Americans for injury and
guarantees against the recurrence of
similar events, tally precisely, so the
foreigni office declares, with the Ger-
man programme. It is here surmised,
however, that such diplomatic nego-
tiations will not meet the approbation
of Great Britain and Russia, whose
enormous sacrificés in men and money
owing to the Chinese troubles seems
indeed worth some equivalents. Re-
garding Great Britain’s apparent de-
signs upon the Yang Tse valley, par-
ticularly Shanghai, Germany will not
allow their realization, and in this
France supports Germany, and it is
hoped the United States will also do
so, since such action contravenes the
open door policy.

Germany before long will have a
good sized force in Shanghai to check-
mate single handed the = British
schemes there. The correspondent of
the Associated Press hears that a bri-
gade of 5,000 men is now forming and
will proceed to Shanghai for that pur-
rose, and to protect German commer-
cial interests in the Yang Tse Valley,
rnotably at Shanghai and Han Joi.

The German press comment anent
the present situation is very varied.

Several papers counsel the immediate
seizure of the right Yang Tse shore
by Germany, - in order to neutralize
Great Britain’s attempts there.

The British news about the Pretoria
conspiracy to seize the person of Lord
Roberts and shoot all the British offi-
cers possible is discredited here.

The semi-official Militair Wochenblat
contains a fattering criticism of the
official TUnited States work on the
civil war, saying: ‘“No European na-
tion ever issued such a work.” :

A member of the Japanese legation
has informed the correspondent of .the
Associated ‘Press that the ‘Japanese
government welcomes the appointment
of Field Marshal Von Waldersee as
commander-in-chief of the alliéd forces,
but the¢legation thinks the rescue of
the ministers will be finished before
Von Waldersee’s arrival in China, and
is of the opinion that the allies will
not be able to advance without great
difficulty.

Great Britain has answered Ger-
many’s provosal of Field Marshal Von
Waldersee: as commander-in-chief by
accepting the same provided all the
cther powers do likewise.

SCIENTIFIC TEMPERANCE.

Instruction in Ontario Schools.

As readers of the Witness are aware,
an important part of W. C. T. U. work
in Ontario, as well as in the other

provinces, has been its efforts to se-|

cure for the children in our schools
proper instruction as to the evil ef-
fects of alcohol and other narcotics on
the human system, with a view ‘to
safeguarding their future lives. ' Asa
result of what has been done the pre-
sent regulations of the education de-
partment provide that ‘“one hour per
week shall be devoted to familiar
conversations with the whole school,”
on scientific temperance. The sub-
ject is also on the school programme
from the second class up, and is one
upon whizh pupils have to write at
the examinations for entrance to high
schools and collegiate institutes. The
authorized text-book is Dr. Nattrass’s
“Physiology and Temperance,” which
forms the basis of the teaching given.

We have been asking those in auth-
ority for lessons graded to suit the
capacity of the pupils in the different
classes, and for regular examinations
for promotion from class to class on
fhis as on other subjects. In the
meantime the W.  C. T. U. has been
providing the teachers with leaflets
containing brief, bright statements of
facts with illustrations  and experi-
ment, that they might have the ma-
terial required for the manufacture of
ihe “familiar conversations” of the
regulations.

About 45,000 pages of this sharp, in-
cisive truth was circulated among the
teachers last year. These leaflets were
for the most part taken from Dr. E. O.
Taylor's  “Short Studies on Scientific
Temperance.” Those from other
sources were just as authoritative. A
few were simple stories of interest, de-
signed to teach the same truth in a
different guise. From reports gath-
ered from year to year we have had
reason te believe that much useful
information as to the seductive and
destructive properties of alcoholics
and narcotics has been given and re-
ceived in the school rooms of our pro-
vince. And we have rejoiced in the
thought that the “coming man’” was
being fortified ,thereby against the
deadly temptations.sure to meet him
as he goes out -into the world. We
have been encouraged, too, to expect
ihat increased knowledge would lead
to increased sobriety 'in the manhood
of the nation.

But now instead of the better teach-
ing :conditions we asked and expected,
a retrograde movement has been
started that would seem to indicate
that the vantage ground that the
motherhood of this country has labor-
ed so hard to attain, because of its

The first points to the exclusion of
the text book—the omly authorized
basis of -the: instructions given.

The second proposes the entire elim-

| ination of the subject from the ex-
aminatiohs—the Only test of the effi-

ciency of the teachipg, at least during
the school life of the pupil. There
must be some recognized authority,
hence the necessity of a text book.
We miust have examinations to test
the pupil’s knowledge of this subject
as well 48 othérs, ‘because the status
of the teather and indirectly the re-
muneration he receives depends so
largely upon thé success his pupils
achieve in passing their.examinations,
and -while these conditions prevail, it
is vain to hope that either teacher or
pupil will give much attention to any
matter that does not count on these
important occasions.

So we feel quite certain that should
the proposed changes take place scien-
tific. temperance (than which there is
¢ important ' subject to be
taught) will be dropped from the
schools.

We appeal to every one interested
in the welfare of the coming genera-
tions of humanity to help us not only
to hold what we have, but to secure
a safer, strorger afid more command-
ing position which shall assure to
every one of the half million children

in our schools the saving knowledge—
abstinence from -

law of total
foisons.
