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St. John, N. B., May 4, 1904. Itually been forced out of many mar­

back. The provisions of the Dingley 
bill stand in strong contrast to the 
liberality of the country in other dir­
ections.

“If the nineteenth century has been 
the century of the United States, the 
twentieth century will be the century 
of Canada.”

“He’s a Jolly Good Fellow*’ was 
sung by every person in the room 
when Mr. Beck arose. Mr. Martin- 
dale recalled the time when, as he 
said, he and others had spent a good 
deal of money in the Interest of Mr. 
Beck, a candidate for the office of 
district attorney of this city. Mr. 
Beck, he said, "ran up against the or­
ganization and went down to ignom­
inious defeat, only to be chosen for a 
post qf honor by the federal govern­
ment.

Mr. Beck replied by thanking those 
present who had not voted for him for 
sparing him the afflictions incident to 
holding that office. He was told he 
would have been a strong candidate, 
he said, if there had been no opposi­
tion. Continuing he said: “The Ruler 
of the nations had a purpose in separ­
ating the two great branches of Anglo- 
Saxon people, with their different 
speech, literature and ideas. But the 
mere form of constitution and organic 
law make little difference. But be­
neath all lies the great union of Great 
Britain, the United States and Can­
ada, that is the most potent factor in 
the civilized world. Out of the seven 
years’ war was born not only this 
great republic, but the modern Ger­
many and England and Canada. In 
England and America is the some glor­
ious common law, and the same form 
of judiciary administers justice.”

“Mayor Weaver came into the light 
of publicity very suddenly, until now 
the glow is so intense that he cannot 
even go into a telephone booth and drop 
a dime in the slot without having it 
told by all the newspapers,” said Mr. 
Martindale, in introducing the mayor. 
The mayor said :

“The Declaration of Independence, 
adopted within a few squares of this 
building, did as much for Canada as 
for the United States. Nations, as well 
as indr-iduals, profit by mistakes. 
England did not repeat with Canada 
the mistakes which she made with this 
country, and hence bound her colony 
closely to her .

Toasts were drunk to the King of 
England and the President of the 
United States, with three cheers and a 
“tiger.”

J. M. Macoun of the geological sur­
vey was again heard before the agri­
cultural committee today in reference 
to the Peace River country. There was 
no disturbance and the interruptions 
were very few.

But Did No Good.

Reports from Fredericton Saturday 
were to the effect that between Grand 
Falls and Fredericton logs were run­
ning in great numbers. They were 
reaching Fredericton in large quan­
tities and being held up at the Sugar 
Island boom. The water up river was 
rising rapidly and some despatches pre­
dicted that a big freshet was imminent. 
Continued warm weather or rains 
would, it is stated, result in such an 
occurrence. If this prove true there 
will be great rejoicing, for it means an 
immense run of logs, which all lumber 
people desire to see happen,

Fred D. Miles, who went up the St. 
John river from Indiantown a week 
before, arrived back at Millidgeville 
last Saturday afternoon, having ac­
complished a feat never before known 
in the handling of logs on the lower St. 
John. The tugs G. K. King and Helen 
Glasier having in tow the floating, 
eating and sleeping combination ves­
sel into which the woodboat Sea Bird 
was converted for use on this job, 
reached Millidgeville. There are at 
that place what it is estimated will be 
found to be between two and two and 
a half millions of logs. This lumber 
was hung up last year on the river be­
tween Fredericton and Grand Falls. 
The logs were picked up by Mr. Miles’ 
fleet of tugs,which was made up of the 
several steamers of various sizes 
which took up lots of men, as it was 
thought at the start, and seven or 
eight row boats. Thirty-five or forty 
men had to be hired up river to assist 
in the operation, which meant so much 
for the lumber operators. The tugs 
with their accompanying craft and 
men, left the booms below Fredericton 
on Tuesday last at 6 a. m. The logs 
were distributed all over the river. The 
greater portion of them were recovered 
btween the Lincoln boom and the 
Jemseg. The steamers were sent out 
in different directions to do what was 
best and their accomplishments are 
highly creditable to Mr. Miles’ judg­
ment. The Fred Glasier, Ada, and 
Serene E. were working the streams. 
The Serene E. left the tow at Scovil’s 
place Thursday and took the Glasier 
camp crew and eight other, men who 
had been assisting, back to Glasier’s 
landing. Then the other boats with 
the logs came on down the river. Sat­
urday morning the Fred Glasier and 
Ada left the propelling fleet at the Pub­
lic Landing for the Glasier place to 
prepare for the rafting operations. The 
other two steamers came down with 
the logs picked up. The Lillie Glasier 
landed about a million of logs at Mill­
idgeville Thursday night. She came 
in to that place again yesterday mor­
ning with another million and started 
out later on with two small booms for

After this dramatic speech, Gee’s 
nerve completely collapsed and he sob­
bed like a child.

Bennie Gee actually rolled on the 
floor and cried hysterically, while Mr, 
and Mrs, Gee, the prisoner’s parents, 
cried softly.

Bennie Gee casually remarked after­
wards on the street that he was sorry 
for poor George.

A large crowd assembled at the court 
house this morning to hear the 
tence passed by His Honor Chief Jus­
tice Tuck.

George Gee was brought into ithe 
court room at 11 o’clock sharp by De­
puty Sheriff Foster and Chief of Po­
lice Kelly. The prisoner stood up. The 
judge, in sentencing him, said:

“George Gee you have been convict­
ed by a jury of your country that on 
the 23rd of March last, you murdered 
Millie Gee, a relative of yours, at 
Holmes ville, or Canaan, in the parish 
of Kent. You were brought before an 
intelligent jury and were defended by 
counsel who gave much attention to 
your case, and in view of the circum­
stances did all they possibly could for 
you. They tried the case with ability 
and are entitled to great credit. The 
jury after this hearing found you 
guilty, and under the evidence, I am 
bound to say I do not see how they 
could have done otherwise.

"In addressing the jury at the close 
of the case I really felt there was no 
evidence that X could submit whereby 
they could find you were Innocent. As 
to the plea on your behalf that at the 
time you committed this deed, this 
foul deed, you were insane, I had 
caslon to say to thè jury that it must 
be that the burden of evidence to 
prove Insanity rest on you or your 
counsel to show that you were insane 
at the time. Of that there was no evi­
dence. Witnesses were brought for­
ward to'show that members of famil­
ies to which you were related were in­
sane, and that three or four, or two 
or three at least had been in the 
lunatic asylum. I do not wish by any 
remark to harrow your feelings. You» 
situation is most unpleasant and ter­
rible on the face.

HThe Captain and Crew of Six Men 
Perished—Thick Weather

HALIFAX, N. S., April 30. — The 
schooner Orora of Halifax was lost 
last night on Duncan’s Reef, off Che- 
bucto Head, at the entrance of this 
harbor, and Captain Atkinson- and the 
crew of six perished. The Orora was 
bound from the West Indies with a 
cargo of molasses for G. P. Mitchell 
Sons of Halifax, 
night was thick, with a strong wind 
blowing, and about 10 o’clock the 
schooner sailed into the reef, which is 
practically submerged, and stuck fast. 
The life saving crew of Chebucto Head 
soon discovered what had occurred and 
assistance went out before midnight. 
They found the schooner on the reef 
with all sail set and pounding heav­
ily, but not a soul on board. At day­
light this morning a boat was found 
on the shore. One dead body was nota­
it and a nuinber of hats were floating 
on the water. The crew had evidently 
tried to save their lives by taking to 
the boat, which had capsized and all j 
hands perished, 
on board they would have been saved. 
The schooner will be a total loss.

Asylum is Often Without 
a Physician from Even­

ing Till Morning.

WANTED
Although it will be two or three 

weeks yet before any quantity of fresh 
shad will be seen in the markets, a 
large number of people are eagerly 
waiting for time to coma and are tak­
ing advantage of the opportunity to 
secure a few now and then as they 
come in from the American market.

Most of the shad in the St. John
arkets are caught in St. John bar­

er by local fishermen. It Is Interest­
ing to note that this fish Is never 
Caught by means of the hook and bait 
but In weirs or nets. In this harbor 
weirs are used extensively, the catch 
varying greatly from time to time. 
Most of the shad fishing up the bay 
is done in boats, and it is no unusual 
sight to see forty or fifty boats within 
a radius of three miles, each with a 
long net, one end of which is made 
fast to the stern of the boat while the 
other is allowed to drift free. The net 
is kept afloat by means of small buoys 
of wood which are attached to it at 
intervals of two or three feet. The 
boat and net are than allowed to drift 
with the tide for three or four hours, 
after which, if the catch is good, the 
fisherman pulls in his net and makes 
for the nearest cove, where he cleans 
his fish and prepares to drift another 
tide. Practically no shad fishing is 
done at the head of the bay until very 
late in the season, when the fish are 
fat. This probably explains the reason 
why so many prefer up-the-bay shad 
to those caught near St. John.

According to a recent article in one 
of the Bangor papers, the season for 
shad fishing In Maine is now at its 
best. Hundreds pi barrels are shipped 
from the Kennebec River landings 
during May to large markets, where, 
they bring a good price. After a few 
weeks in the spring the shad disappear 
from Maine as if by magic and are not 
heard from again until the next year.

The shad fishing in the Maine rivers 
is becoming less profitable with each 
passing year, and it is freely predict­
ed that within a few years' time they 
will not appear in Maine rivers in 
quantities large enough to pay to 
catch them. Whether this is due to 
the pulp mills on the rivers or to other 
causes is not generally known, but the 
fact of their gradual disappearance 
stares the fisherman in the face.

What is true of Maine is also to a 
certain extent true in New Brunswick, - 
for although the shad is not disap­
pearing so rapidly, these fish are 
nevertheless not so abundant as in 
former years, and the quantity caught 
is diminishing from year to year.

Herring are much more numerous, 
and at the present time gaspereaux 
are fairly plentiful in the local mar­
kets.

There seems to be a good deal of 

dissatisfaction over the manner in 
which the government is running af­
fairs at the Provincial Lunatic Asy­
lum at Fairville. Only a short time 
ago considerable trouble arose among, 
the attendants, several of whom left. 
Another phase of the question is now 
presented and complaint is being made 
about the medical superintendance.

In reference to an article which 
lately appeared in the columns of this 
paper, which referred to Dr. Travers 
as the résident physician at the asy­
lum, the Sun was informed last night 
that there is no resident physician in 
connection with the institution and 
that affairs in that respect are most 
deplorable.

The Sun's informant stated that the 
asylum is without a doctor very often 
from 6 o’clock in the evening until 9 
o’clock the next morning, and that if 
patients come in the night, they are 
received by another patient, who 
makes out the necessary papers.

Conditions at the asylum were in a 
very bad state and for the last three 
months there had been no doctor in 
the house at night.

This statement was corroborated by 
some of the asylum attendants, whm 
asked about the matter last evening. 
Dr. Travers, however, said that while 
there was some truth in the state­
ments, it was false to say that no doc­
tor was in attendance at night. His 
own residence was very near the insti­
tution, and whenever he was needed 
during the night, it was an easy mat­
ter to call him. Either he or Dr. Addy 
made a visit to the institution during 
the evening. In regard to patients be­
ing received during the night by other 
patients, Dr. Travers said that it was 
often the case whenever the patient 
was not considered in a serious condi­
tion, and he would attend to him in 
the morning.

Public opinion seems to be, that a 
doctor should be in the institution 
during the night and that the govern­
ment is acting negligently in allowing 
matters to continue as they are at pre­
sent.

Dr. Pugsley informed the Sun last 
night that as yet nothing had been 
done in regard to the appointment of a 
superintendent, but a meeting of the 
commissioners would be held during 
the week.

In Investigation of the Death of 

George Marsh.

The coroner’s inquest into the death 
of the late George Marsh, concluded 
this week. Quite a volume of evidence 
was submitted. The evidence of Dr. 
Pinault who conducted the post mor­
tem examination, showed that the de­
ceased came to his death by conges­
tion of the brain caused by alcoholic

glass balustrades and the baths, a fea­
ture of Turkish life, are said to have 
cost nearly a million and a half of dol­
lars.

“The jewels are displayed in large 
glass cases and consist of heavily 
jeweled swords with curiously carved 
handles, spoons of many designs, 
jeweled caskets, loose diamonds, pearls 
and emeralds, valued at many millions 
of dollars, a sight to dazzle the eyes.

“Upon our departure from Constanti­
nople we steamed several miles up 
the Bosphorus, a fairy scene all the 
way, castle after castle, palace after 
palace, close to the water’s edge, 
guarded by soldiers in sentry boxes 
posted all along the way. From 
Bosphorus we turned up the Golden 
Horn River, the banks of which are 
studded with picturesque houses and 
whose waters were gay with crafts of 
curious design.

“After passing through the Darden- 
elles the first land we sighted was the 
Isle of Palmas, and then a day’s sail 
brought us to Smyrna.

“Here we left the boat and made our 
way to Ephesus, some fifty miles dis­
tant from the coast, 
through a very fertile country with 
beautiful vineyards of olive trees of 
a rich green color, and apple orchards 
in full blossom, filling the air with 
perfume. Shepherds could be seen on 
the hills tending their flocks and for 
the first time we залу caravans of 
camels with their black drivers.

“At Ephesus we visited the ruins of 
the Theatre of Diana and held an op­
en air service taking as the lesson the 
account of Paul’s experience with the 
excited Ephesians when they cried out 
‘Great is Diana of the Ephesians.’

“After the service we walked down 
what was once the principal street of 
the city and viewed the remains of 
what is reputed to be the prison in 
which Paul was confined, and we saw 
the market place of Agra, and the re­
mains of the large columns of marble 
of James and John, and many other 
scenes of sacred interest.

“Returning to Smyrna we visited the 
tomb of Polycarp and the ruins of the 
Stadium where Polycarp 
tyred. We then wandered amongst 
the bazaars of the city until warned 
by the steamer’s whistle that the time 
had arrived for our departure.

“On the passage from Smyrna to 
Jaffa, the mountainous Isle of Cyp­
rus with its chalk looking cliffs seem­
ing to pierce the clouds, was the ob­
ject of most interest. From the steam­
er’s decks it is a very pretty sight.

“ArrMng at Jaffa the boat cast its 
anchor some distance from the shore 
and the passengers were handed over 
the side into the arms of gayly dress­
ed boatmen who skillfully piloted us 
through a rough sea to the land and 
we boarded the train for Jerusalem,

TWO NEW BOATS.

A. N. Harned Has His Hands Full 
Just Now.

The Rev. Lindsay Parker’s new 
yacht Alanna, which was built by 
A. N. Harned, is now ready to launch.

French schooner Auguste Marie last 
week, of Scatarie, and the rescue of 
the crew by the Battle line steamer 
Fydna, Capt. Crossley. The schooner 
was caught and crushed in the ice floe 
on the 26th of April. Realizing the 
danger, Capt. Lamey displayed signals 
a distress which were answered by 

the Pydna, then on her way to Louis- 
burg, and the captain and 15 men com­
prising the crew of the Auguste Marie 
were taken off in safety, the schoon­
er sinking within a short time after. 
The following is taken from the Re­
cord:

“They (the crew) all wish publicly 
to thank Capt. Crossley, of the Pydna, 
tv ho forced his vessel through the hea­
vy ice at great risk to rescue them and 
afterwards refused any compensation 
whatever for his services. They are 
determined that he shall be rewarded 
in some way for his timely rescue, 
however, and Capt. Lamey has asked 
French Consul Moseley to bring the 
facts of the ease to the notice of the 
French government.

To the Editor of the Sun:
Sir—I have read with considerable 

interest the address of Judge Tuck in 
sentencing George Gee to be hanged, 
and also your editorial on the same 
matter in Saturday’s issue of the 
Sun.

My business keeps me travelling a 
great deal 'through the country por­
tion of New Brunswick, and let me 
say that the condition of affairs 
brought to light by this trial is by no 
means confined to Carleton Co., but is 
to be met with all over the province, 
and more particularly in the more 
thinly settled districts.

Within thirty miles of St. John there 
are settlements where schools are un­
known, where the people rarely or 
never see the inside of a church, and 
'where, judging by the number of ille­
gitimate children, the morals of the 
people are of the lowest order.

Even in the better class communi­
ties, inter-marriage of relatives is ex­
tremely common, and while I am not 
in a position to say so, I am convinced 
that a considerable portion of the In­
sanity which exists in the province 
today is attributable to this cause.

To those who have made any study 
of the matter, the present state of 
things in rural New Brunswick is de­
plorable. Ignorance and immorality 
walk hand in hand, and until drastic 
steps are taken to remedy matters 
they will grow worse instead of im-„ 
proving.

To my mind the remedy lies to a 
great extent in the passing of a com­
pulsory school law. This, with active 
missionary work on the part of the 
different religious bodies, would cer­
tainly effect a great improvement.
