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The Hindus and the Coronation.

* Let us deify Sri Edward the Seventh | Ves, we will
enter his name in our religious calender then he will be
worshipped every year by peasant snd veer.’’ The word
is prociaimed throughout the land, and snother god is
added to India’s three hundred million deitles.

In one short day the Hindu gentlemen how poetical
they have become! Kditors receive Coronation odes by
the score and some of these would form brochures of
considerable size.

The Maharajas, Rajas, Rances, Serdars, these extreme-
1y pletorinl dignataries, representing dynastics ss old as
the sun, with their brilliant suites, flutter away to Eng-
land's shores like a “flight of peacocks, pheasants or
birds of paradise.”” The Maharaja of Jeypore attracts
the most attention. Thousands gather on the Bombay
wharf to say farewell. His Bighness performs puja on
the steps of the bunder and bramin priests perform the
ceremony of propitiating the sea by burning incense,
waving lights and by throwivg into the deep thousands
of broken cocranuts and an abundance of fruit; All the
while books showing that sea voyages are not contrary
to religion are distributed.

And empty-handed does the Raja go? Ah no, he takes
tons of impedimenta—one hundred and thirty-two ser-
vants, six hundred pieces of Inggage, & generons supply
of Ganges water for his personal use during his stay in
Bogland and (wonder of wonders !) a god of ‘great sanc-
tity, hoarv with the traditions of ages, the golden image
of Karshua of the reputed valune of fifty thousand
pounds. Kven soil from Arya-Varta for cleaning brass
wessels is taken on board, slso washermen, blacksmiths,
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Chatia and Scindlic. On either side of the centre panel

are excellent carvings of the Bible House and Wilson

College. The left end of the casket coutains a faithfal

copy of the Taj Mahal and is the contribution of the
united Provinces.

The lid which bears the p lou plate belongs to
Madras and contains no len than eight panels tastefully
united by scroll work. These reveal admirable carvings
of the seven principal public buildings, and in the cen-
tre, to the front, is an outline map of the peninsula with
the Madras Presidency in relief, the whole being
surmounted by a sun with a cross in the centre. Around
the base on the pedestal are the words : “‘The King
shall rejoice in thy strength, O Lord. Exceeding glad
shall he be of thy salvation. Thou shalt present him
with the blessings of gooduess and shall set a crown of
pure gold upon his head."”

Many caskets have gone from Indiato be presented to
His Msjesty. Some have been of beaten gold, some of
silver and some of ivory. Theone sent by the Maharaja
of Benares was creditably original. The address was
written in Sanskrit, un Indian paper, with native ink and

carpenters, so that it might not be y to purch

snvthiog or have any work done by foreigners. Pro-
bably the British will be pleased with the picturesque-
wess of retinue and equipment although the latter virtu-
ally implies that their land and themselves are unclean.

A few weeks ago we resd that the Rsju of Cochin
through the influence of the priests excommunicated
with penalties a subject who had goune to Kngland,
Now we read- that the priests go themselves and allow
the family idols to be taken—thus the chaotic state of
Hindu religious authority and public opinion is revealed.

Although it was announced that all celebrations in
bonor of the Ln:enltlnu should not be held August the
alneth but be postpouned untl! New Years Day, the day
of the Imperial Darbar at Delhi the people in the conntry
could not walt—hence the papers sre replete with the
reports of the feativities of the masses. It is interesting
to mote the varlety of ways in which the day was obeer-
ved, One wiites ' [t was with overflowing joy and
habbling enthusiasm and our feelings rose in our giz-
mrds, oto.’' The festivities began with the leading of

colors and design. The casket was made of white ivory
from His Highness's own elephants‘and it was surmount-
ed by a model ingold of the famous golden temple
Vishwanath, the presiding deity of the ‘‘ Sacred City."’

Perhaps it is doubtful if any of the caskets presented
can be said to excel the simple yet artistic box of the
Indian Christians and perhaps none would tend te touch
the heart and win the sympathy of the Sovereign more
readily. It was first put together in Lahore and then the
varions parts were distributed over India to be carved.
The carvings are beautifully executed in bold relief and
represent practically the whole of Protestant Christian
India irrespective of sectarian differences. The address

New Light on Babylon.

The wonderful story of misty centuries that intervened
between the time of the creation and the time of the
Patriarch Abraham may vow be largely revealed throngh
discoveries which have been made inthe ruins of the
city of Nippur, or Babylon. These dlloo'nfhl wlﬁ-ndo
by scientists sent out by the Uni ity of P 'y
Professor H. V Hilprecht, who has been in charge d
this work, has just returned to the university from Con-
stantinople, where he has been for eighteen mouths
classifylng the results of his work,

The matter upon which Professor Hilprecht has bees
engaged conslets of 20,000 clay tablets from the imperiei
library of Nippur, This library was discovered by Pre-
fessor Milprecht twalve years ago. Sloce that thme,
through his efforts, probably one elghth of the histories!
tablets contalned In the lbrary have besn resoversd
Most of them have bn:-tov-d in tlul.,-hio&.-n
Mosenm at O Ll {vely small por
tlon was brought to the U-hudty d P--yh.h

At the request of the directors of the Ottoman Wesenss
aid with the senction of the sultan, the professer took
charge of the classificstion snd interpretation of the
tablets. in this work be has beon sngaged for the last
sightosn mouths, After o stay of & few months st the
University of Pennsylvania, whers he will lecture upon
his discoveries, he will return to Constastinople, snd
will divide his time between the museum thers and the
ruloe of Nippur, whers be b pes to complete the explors -
tion of the Hbrary. He will devote his life to the work,
and has & mighty teask before him, He sstimates that
the Hbrary will yield at least 150,000 tablets, Whes
these are d he and his asel hope to clusvify
and translate them, 3 :

" The contents of the tablets which we have recover-
ed,' sald Professor Hilprecht, when seen at the univer-
sity, “‘will -altogether change the ideas of the world as
to the state of civilizetion and knowledge of that early
people. It will be seen that the Babylonians knew,
2,300 years bLefore the Christian ers, that the earth was
round, and that their sstronomers took the same views
of celestisl phenomens as we take now.

** Nippur is, in fact, sixteen cities, one built above sn-
other., We have by no means reached the lower of
these buried cities. Much of the Temple Library hee
been brought here, and is now in the museum of the
University of P ylvania. The ple at that early
period was not only & place of religions worship. It was
also the school; the college. The priests were the
eachers of all branches of knowledge, and it was, there-
fore, natural that the library should be in the temple.

“ The inmscription on the tablets which we have dis-
covered are in cuneiform character. Thelr deciphering
is » matter of much difficulty, for we have no Babylon-
ian alphabet. But we have made some progress in the
translation of the tablets, and have thus obtained a
glimpee of the marvels which await us in this grest
Ybeary.”

Professsr Hilpresht firet rode over the
and pointed eut wst he regasdef as the -nl
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ing the Temple Library. His theory was not generally
sccepted by his colleagues =t the time, but as the ex-
ploration progressed a large number of tablets were
found under this mound, and it was styled “Temple
Hil."”

During subsequent expeditions the excavations were
enlarged. Finally, from the large number of tablets
brought to light, Professor Hilprecht’s discovery came
to be generally accepted. When the last university ex-
pedition went to Nippur, Prof. Hilprecht was put in
charge as acientific director and was able to prove that
his theory was the correct one,

He therefore set to work to unearth the great library,
and recovered 20,000 tablets, all belonging to a period
prior to that of Abraham, and nearly all historical. The
fact was established that the library was thrown into
ruins at'about the time that Abraham started upon his
wanderings from the land of the Chaldees, and that it
had not been disturbed from that time until the present.

Many would add to the list of semi-religions features
in our government the Sanday laws, and some even the
lawa restricting divorce, in states where those laws
approximate the rule supposed to have been laid down
in the gospels. But this appears to have heen a coa-
fusion of thought which leads to many misapprehen-
sions. Laws prohibiting labor on Sunday are based, and
must be based, solely on the ground that one day's rest
in seven is found to be a physical and economic good, of
which employera are not to be allowed to deprive their
employees except in cases deemed by the law making
power to be necessary. Laws prohibiting Sunday amuse-
meats and Sunday liquor-selling come under the head of
ordinances for peace and quiet during rest time, and may
be compared with police regulations as to nolses or dis-
turbances during the night, and other public nuisances.
Neither class of laws can be defended if construed as at-
tempta to force the people, by a process of negative limi-

through the erection of buildings and their decay.

The lbrary was destroyed by the Elamites about
2,280 B. C. When the roof fell in the tablets were
scattered in great confusion, in which condition they
were found. The excavators opened up a series of rooms
in which tbe records had been stored. In some of these
rooms ledges had been cut into the walls, something in
the order of bookshelves, in which the tablets had been
laid.

A connection hss been traced between this library and
that of the great King Ashurbnapal of Nineveh, dis-
covered twenty-five years ago by the British explorers,
Laird and Smith. This library contained Assyrian copies
of Babylonian originals concerning the history of the
creation and the deluge, In the Nippur Temple library,

it haes been ascertained, the originals from which these
coples were made, are to be found. Professor Hilprecht
expects to unearth them and thus to obtain a complete
record of events, told of only in part by the Assyrian
copies.

The tablets recovered frova the great library belong to
every period of Bibylonian history up-to the time of
Abmham. Data have been gathered regardiog the differ-
ent kings who reigned in Nip-ur, or who left records of
their activity in the destruction and restoration of build-
ings. Some of the tablets belong to the period of the
King Sardon 1., who reigned 38,0 B C.

Among other thi-gs, Profeseor Hilprecht identified
the river Chebar, on the banks of which Ezekiel saw his
vision and confronted his people’in their exile. It was s
large, navigable canal of the City of Nippur. The place
has also been found where Nebuchadnezzir gquartered the
children of larael in their exlle. In digging for the city
walls on the southern side of the city Professor Hil-
precht discovered an enormous structure which belonged
to the fifth millennlam before the Christian era It was
63 fest long and floors were paved with brick. A
pumber of large terra cotta vases and other lmportant
antiquitiss were found In ite ralos, —New York Times,

The State of Religion.

There s need of clear thinking upon the relation of
the American nation to Christianity. Hvery one knows
that the federal government and the state governments
are, constitationally debarred from making laws for “‘the
establishment of religion or prohibiting the free exer.
clse thereof.” But the legislative, executive and judi
clal branches of both national and state governments
are frequently called upen to deal with: questions regard-
ing religion. It would be impossible to enumerate all
these questions off hand, but some of the most familiar
are those concerning religious observances in schools,
prisons, the army and navy, and public institutions;
real and personal property owned or cowntrolled by re-
ligious bodies, its title, tranefer, taxation; the rights,
in law and equity; of citizens in cases where an eccles-
{astical body is involved, including the action of eccles-
iastical courts and councils; the public function con-.
ferred on ministers by the authority to perform the mar-
riage ceremony ; and statutes of the several states or
municipal regulations respecting blasphemy, profanity,
interference with public worship, etc., though these
offenses are prevailingly regarded by the courts as mere
breaches of the peace rather than as affronts to religious
sentiment or belief.

Some would add ssevidence of a tie between the
state and Christianity, the use of the oath taken upon a
copy of the Bible in courts of justice and in the in-
stallation of public officials. Bat this, w historic-
ally a survival of the established church of the mother

tations, into observing Sunday as a day of religious wor-
ship, The law takes cognizance, without approval or
preiudice, of the fact that many citizens do 8o’ employ
that day, and protectsthem in a'reasonable freedom from
labor aud from annoyance; but this phase is merely in-
cidental to the more importaat cly'c view of Sunday as a
rest day. Speclal legislation concerning Sunday closing
at semli-pablic exhibitions is to be regarded in the same

Christian leaders do well to fight, ani fight hard,
against the tendency to increase Sunday 1.’ and San-
day smusements. Bat every time that they confuse their
arguments by reference to the religious sanctiona of
Sabbath observance, or even by the us= of terms, such as
‘* desecration,” which involve religious principles, they
harm the cause which they are trying to sapport. The
case stands thus : Legalism and the Christian use of
Sunday have nothing to do with each other, either in the
civil or in the religious sphere. For in the civil sphere
legal regulation can and should go no further than to in-
sure a day free in the main from enforced phyeical labor
aund to secure a reasonable quiet which promotes rest and
prevents interference with worship. And in the religious
sphere the Christian use of Sunday is not a matter of law
but of enlightened liberty—not the Sabbath of the
Pharisees, or even the Sabbath of the written law with
its prohibition of a fire and its capital punishment for
wood-gathering ; but the Lord's Day of the early Christ
tian church, a voluntary and cheerful - setting apart of a
day for spiritual refreshment and worship, which can
manifestly be governed by no statute more specific than
the universal law of love to God and man, interpreted by
the example of Jesus.—The Standard.

Unrest in the Ministry.

The work of the Christian ministry is one that angels
might well envy, The lowliest place in his kingdom
where a real messenger of God labors is filled with an
honor that no earthly splendor could ever give.

And yet
in the lives of men who have #aid to Jesus Christ, "I
will follow wheresoe er thou Jeadest ‘me," in these very
lives there i an unrest, Ithink it is not puttivg the
case too strongly to say that seven out of every ten in
the ministry to-day would be glad to change their field
of labor if the way were open. This is & sad fact and
surely it is not out of place to ask the cause of this dis-
satisfaction.

In the first place a sorry preacher is he whom God has
not called. Dissatisfaction and unrest will trouble him
wherever he goes and he will yex his soul with many
changes till he leaves the work for those who are chosen
to bear the King's messages. Sometimes a minister’s
service ia worth about $5,000 in his own mind, when the
people onlv give him §500, and it is not stravge that he
should desire a change. A clear loss every year of
$4,5.0. Are we wrong in supposing this to be a large
factor in causing dissatisfaction in the ministry—men not
getting what they think they are worth?

A History of the Baptists of the Maritime
Provinces.”

Sowe months ago we were permitted to examine
the proof sheet of Dr. Saunders’ History « [ the Bap-
tists of the Maritime Provinces. The book in its

. completed form has now been laid upon our table.
We are glad to find that the author’s work has béen
given suitable typographical setting and that the
very favorable impressions we had formed of the
work itself confirmed upon re examination.
The H}immy makes a volume of 520 pages, besides
the spface occupled by portraits. It is printed in
good clear type on a superior quality of paper, and
the binding is attractive, although the covers are
perhaps not quite so heavy as they should be for so
thick a volume. ' There is an appreciative introduc-
tion by Dr. Keirstead, a well-arranged table of con-
tents prepared by the author’s son-in-law, Mr. Clar-
ence King Moore, M. A., of Harvard University,
and a fairly full index at the back of the bdok.
Distributed through the volume at convenient in-

_tervals we more than 130 portraits, most of
them full page pictures, though there are some—as
in the case of the missionaries—which appear in
groups. They are the pictures of ministers and
other men and women who are or have been more
or less prominently connected with the denomination
in these Provinces. Here we have such likenesses
as the art of their time was able to preserve of the
faces of some of those who were known as ‘‘the
fathers, ' and also many others, some of whom have
passed away, while others are prominent in the ranks
of the living. Some lorty five pages at the close of
the book are devoted to brief blographical sketches of
the ministers of the denomination who have passed
away > and a few of the more prominent laymen
now deceased, with brief sketches afto of persons
now living whose portraits appear in the vol-
ume. The facts embodied in this part of the book
will add very considerably to its value as a work of
reference

We have previonsly expressed our hearty com-
mendation of the general plan of the work and our
appreciation of the author’s historical insight, liter-
ary skill and the general character of the achieved
result. He has devoted himself to his task con
rmore doubtless, but the task has not been an easy
one. The book must represent indefatigable indus-
try in the investigation of facts, as well as great
paticnce in the digesting of materials, and large
ability in giving to the facts their proper historical
setting and literary expression. The book is much
more than a collection of blographical sketches of
the men who have been prominently connected with
the Baptist denomination in these provinces, and a
transcription of undigested records. It does not
merely give us the bare facts connected with the
rise and progress of the denomination; it tells us of
the influences, subjective and objective, by virtue of
which and in connection with which, that rise and
progress has been acconiplished. It is a matter of
great-interest, not to Baptists only, but to others,
to have so comprehensive and so intelligible an ac-
count as is given in the earlier chapters of this vol-
ume of the different religious forces operating in the
early history of our country, and also of the social

and political conditions prevailing at that time.

Two interesting chapters are given to historical
sketches of the Free Baptist body in Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, written by worthy representa-
tives of that body. Rev. Edwin Crowell, M. A,
has written of the Free Baptists in Nova Scotla, and
Dr. Joseph McLeod has contributed a similar sketch
of the denomination In New Brunswick .

The history of our denomination in these Prov
inces Is largely quarters of a
century especially, the history of our mission &nd
cational work., As a matter of course, there
History discusses the forces and conditions
by which i enterprises came into being and the
facts connected with their rise and progress. Very
naturally the educational work of ‘the demomina-
tion, cevtering in the founding and fostering of
Acadia College, has been given special prominence
If Dr. Saunders’ I story shall meet with unfavor-
able criticism at any point, it will be probably in-
connection with his treatment of the political aspects
of the College movement. We are.indeed disposed
to question whether it were best to give this matter
so much prominence in a book written at the present
time and with the general purpose that a History of
the Baptists of these Provinces must have in view.
Of course it is all a legitimate part of Baptist history,
and the chapters of the book in which this matter is
dealt with have been written, we judge, with par
ticular care after long study of the subject, and
doubtless with sincere purpose to present facts and
principles in their true light, This part of the book
will be read by many with special interest. It is
indeed a most interesting and stirring story,and for
younger readers especially, throws much light upon
the development of our educational work and the
ideas and forces to which it has stood and still
stands related. Through personal knowledge and
immediate tradition, Dr. Saunders has an acquaint-
ance with the facts of the conflict of which he writes
possessed probably by no one else now among us,
and he has made diligent use of superior opportuni-
ties for investigation. We are therefore disposed to
regard this history which he has given us of the
development of our educational work as of great
value and to discount any considerations which
migﬂht seem to weigh against the narrator’s impar-
tiality. At the same time it is perhaps not unrea-
sonable to question - whether the time has yet come
when this subject can be dealt with either by writer
or readers in an entirely calm and historic spirit

But whatever legitimate criticisms there may be in
respect to this or to other features of the book, the
work which Dr. Saunders has been enabled to bring
to completion in spite of some serious physical
weakness and suffering which have increased the
difficulties of his task, is ome which we are sure
must win very general and hearty appreciation and
commendation. We heartily congratulate the author
that he has been enabled to render this large service
to the denomination, and to crown his other im-
portant labors with a work which will perpetuate his
name to coming generations. This History of the
Baptists of the Maritime Provinces is a book which
no intelligent Baptist in these Provinces can afford
not to own and read, Itis indeed a book which
will have a large and legitimate interest beyond the
limits of these Provinces and our own denomination.
We trust that this enterprise so happily carried to
completion may yield the author not only much
satisfaction but also tangible financial result as a
reward of his labor.

Some persons conslder that $1 50 is & lerge price to
pay for & relsglous newspaper and are inclined to blame
the directors of the MESSENGRR AND VisrTom for not
reducing its price. This the directors would be very
glad to do if it were practicable, but very careful con-
sideration of the conditions leads them to the conclusion
that reduction in price ia not practicable without a cor-
responding reduction in quality, avd this they are per-
suaded is not generally desired by our people. It is the
general experience of papers which have tried the ex-
periment, that a reduction in price of a denominati~nal
paper does not lead to any very material increase of its
subseription list. The experience of the Clhristian
Register, the Unitarlan paper of Boston, illustrates this,
The Christian Register has an endowment of $50,000
and its subscription price wae §3 0o a year. The experi-
ment was tried of reducing the price to $a.co, but it did
not prove a success and the managers now find it ne-
cessary to return to the old price. . =

—The London Daily News has entered upon the work
of taking a relig'ous census of the great metropolis. The
census does not appear to aim at doing mnch more than
to register the attendance at the various churches and
chapels on various Sundays, This in itself, however, is
no small undertaking. For this purpose London has
been divided into twenty-nine districts in one of which
the census will be taken every Sunday for a period of
six months or more, No one but the organizers will
kuow what district is to be visited on any particular
Sunday, and the enumerators themselves will not know
until the previous Friday, when they will receive a card
telling them what church to go to. There they will
find a superintendent who will assign two to everv
eatrance and who will give them census cards ruled into
squares on which to mark separately every man, .oman,
boy and girl who enters that building. The average of
church attendance in London is very Jow. The opinion
has been expressed that the censas now being taken will
show that not one in a hundred of the adult male popu-
Iation of the city ever enter a church. The census may
serve to emphasize a sad fact only too apparent. But
the great question will still be, How are existing condi-
tions to be improved ?

The Vote on the Referendum in Ontario.

In discussing the vote taken om the Liquor Act
in Ontario on the yth inst, the Canadian Baptist
Says :

*The fourth of December has come and gome. It
will go down into history as one of the momentous days
in the annals of our country. Those who went ont and
voted for the Act have no regrets. They can stand at
the bar of their ewn consclences and before God and
feel they did their part to banish a great evil and right a
great wrong. The many good men who refrained from
casting their ballots when this time of crisis and great
opportunity was on. may not feel so well satisfied.
Theirs is the responsibility for the failure to secure the
number of votes required to bring the Act into opera-
tion Itis not for usto condemn. To their own Mas-
ter they must stand or fall. 4

** We are gure few votes have ever been cast represent-
ing more salid conviction and unselfish regard for the
general welfare than that in favor of the Act. I* also
goes without saying, that while there may have heen
many who voted “‘nay” conscienclounsly, & very large
srnpoﬂlon of the vote on that side represented a pitiless

isregard of the rights and claims and interests of multi-
tudes, for the sake of a grasping greed, and desire for
self-indulgence at any price.

*‘The vote which was polled, npon ordinary condi-
tions, wounld be regudod asa splendid victory., While
not ntldyl:’g to the hopes of the most savguine, in the
largeness the number recorded, in the majority
secured it should gratify the most exacting. Many rea-
sons may be given why the full prohibition vote was not
polled. e roads were bad. Large majorities had
twice already been given for prohibition and nothing
had come of it ; many feared the same result now. Many
thought 'he terms of the Referendum made hope-
less, and refused to exe t themselves for what they
thought fa:u:oom.d to failure. Some did not care to

Neither can it be said that the sma
vote against is due to lack of effort on the part of the
liquor party. Encouraged by the resultin Manitoba,
owing to the determination of so many prohibitionists to
refuse (o vote, they did their best and even boasted that
they could beat the prohibitionists ** hands down.”
That their vote is not so large as In previous contests is
due, we believe, very largely, to the fact that many voted
to banish the bar who would not vote for the mere prin-
ciple of prohibition. Probably thisis the first time in
the history of legislation, when a measure, not in-
volving a change in the constitution, has been defeated,
although nearly two to one of the votes cast were in its
favor *

The Presbyterian of Toronto discusses the same
subject along similar lines. In referenceto the out-
look now for the temperance canse in Ontario and
the demands which should be made in the interests
of that reform the Presbyterian says

‘'What, then; is the next move ? The wiping out of
at least one-half of the bar room in May, rgo3, and the
granting of but little grace to the remaining half. Cer-
tainly not less than that will be to'erated, and both the
Legislature and the liquor traffilc may take that into ac-
count. The government may well rejoice, for the
heaviest burden it now hae to carry i« the lawlessness and
insolence of the liquor traffic And the liquor men have
themselves to blame, for the temperance campaign
wounld have gained little i:nXo'“ and prestige had it
not been for the treffic’s steady-going violation of the
provisions of the Licence Act; the moral contsgion of
the bar-rooms, its indecent flouting of public opinior,
its dumnglng ir fluence, its defiance and, as is sometimes

cted, its corrupting of public officials. The liquor
traffic's brood is now coming home to roost.

**The cities and to-ns, where the bar-room is best
known, have spoken for its abolition and for the putting
down of the treating custom. In the rural distrtcts
the ber-rorm has no friends. And the drinking-club
is in the same condemnation. What would remain?
Nothing but the licensed liguor stores. And that ralses
the question of & change of system. The closing of the
bar-room would lay upon the liquor stores and the clubs
and the drug stores a burden of temptation which, under
the present licensing svatem, neither they nor the bar-
rooms are able to bear. What then? The selling of
liguor for domestic and other purposes should not be
carried on by a licensed trader whose business instincts
and financial necessities require him to push his trade.
That element of private profit is one factor in the confes-
sed break-down of the licensing system. It is inherent
in the system and cannot be eradicated by more string-
ent restrictions and increased inspection. From Wind«or
to Ottaws and from Ottawa to Rat Portage the same re-
port ¢ ‘mes—constant violation on the part of the liquor
traffic unmatched by anything competent in the License
Actor in its enforcement. Isit not evident that, as
things now are in Oatarlo, the (Fre-ent licensing system
is essentially defective? Should notthe new temperance
reform programme contain not only the abolition of the
bar-room but ‘also serious ~nd first-hand stody of
other systems baving in view the elimination of the ele-
ment of private gain from the retail sale of all kindsof
lntox‘lc-&:g liguors ? Looking steadily at the ques-
tion as it now presents itself we see that two points
emerge into outstanding prominence : the abolition of
the bar-room and a better system for the control of the
liguor store. All friends of temperance; whether pro-
hibitionists or not, can work heartily and to real pur-
pose in the carrying out of that programme.”

Ontario Letter.

The readers of the MESSENGER AND VISITOR know
that we have been for several weeks in the excitement of
a Temperance camoaign. Both parties have worked
vigorously with pen, pamphlet, and personal canvass,
sparing no expense of labor. Our hindrances have been
avarice, appetite, and apathy; and the last was the worst.
The act was provincial only, It prohibited the sale but
not the manufacture and importation of liquor. It could
not be enforced. These were conscience soothers for the
stay-at-homes, and many there were who indulged them,

“In order to secure safe sentiment for the enforcing of
the Act, Premier Ross asked for 212,723 votes, in its
favor. All previous experience was againat the possi-
bility of such a record, but the Temperance
people faced the situation,  and did their best
to meet it. The result was, s0 far as learned
to the moment of writing, 128,815 for, and 76 469
against. Thus, the “Liguor Act of 1902 will not be-
come law, Was the campaigna failure? Decidedly no,
It was educative. Thousands of boys and girls were in-
itiated into temperance work, and will not forget what
they saw and heard. It was orderly. There was nota
disturbance during the whole campaign. It was signifi.
cant. To the surprise of all, t e cities gave large major-
itles for the Act. Of 97 constituencies, only 12 gave ad-
verse majorities. If the voice of the people means any-
thing it means that Ontario is disgusted with the saloon,

and that sooner or later the bar must go. It is to be ex-

pected now, that during the coming session of the legis-

lature there will be Introduced some radical measure by

which the power and presence of the saloon will be de-

cidedly restricted, and the motto of the campaign

(*‘ban the bar’’) will be realized. PED

Christ is & reminder of the loving generosity of G>d.
On this day he gave his great gift to the world. Thus
forever God justifies and glorifies the spirit of giving.

Many snewers may be given. As to contagion, phy-
sicians even differ on that point. While in some coun
tries, such as Hawail and Nova Scotia, all lepers are en-
tirely segregated, ss much perhaps because of their
loathsome appearance as for their contagion, and all in-
terconuree with them is forbidden, in Indix where all
kinds of loathsomenese sre continually in view, where
the peovle are generally fatalists, and where the Govern-
ment is bandicapped in tryiog to cope with bubonic
p'ague, cholera, perlodic famine and other evils. in this
India, the leper s left to stalk alone through the crowd.
od bazaars, trade in' the common market, bathe in the
public wells, or he ix seeri sittiug by the roadside with
other deformed wrecks of humanity, holding out his
fingerless hands for the dole of cherity.

True, in some localities, lie is hounded away frum the
baunts of men, and alone or with bis fellow stricken
ones, hews out an opening for himself in the jungle,
makes a covering from the rain, out of a few sticks and
some palm leaves, venturing daily into the village, it
may be to gather sufficient rice from door to door to sup-
ply his daily meal, or fajling even thie, he may seek to
drown his miseries and end his death-like existence by
trusting himeelf to Mother G'sngu or Mother Godavari,
thinking they mavy have more pity than the pitiless
world's sympathies.

Contagion ! No missionary who comes to India need
expect to be free from contact with one or all of these
diseases to a greater or less extent, according to his
location 'or his work. In one case; a missionary, ard in
another a missionary's danghter contractéd leprosy. but
that was before they had engaged in special work among
lepers. The writer knows of no ove in India, who hav-
ing special work among lepers, has contracted the

What the Government has not been able toaccomplish
for its 400,000 lepers in India, the religion of Jesus Christ,
through the Mission to Lepers in India and the East, and
through various missionaries in varions parts of Indis, is
effecting In & measure, namely, the amelioration of the
aches and pains and privations of these poor despised
outcastes, the lessening of dapger to the community, by
keeping them apirt, and the display of an object lesson
of Christisnity which deeply impresses the Hindu mind.
But this religion effects more than this, It tells the
leper of & Saviour who in the days of his flesh allowed
oue to come $0 near to him that in stretching forth his
hand be conld touch him, and say to him, *'I will, be
thow clean.'’ =

80 to effect these thn Home for Lepersin our own
Ramachandrapuram came to be, Begun in much de-
pendence on the Lord for guidance, the way was opened.
One and another sent money for land, till there are now
three acres in one compound for the Home proper, and
balf s acre one mile distant from the Home, and close
to the town, for the residence of the doctor, and for the
untainted children of lepera.

The chapel seats one hundred or more, on mats. A
ralling divides i, separating the well ones who may wish
to jolo in the service, from the sick ones, that is, from
the lepers.

There are now seventy-three lepers, and some of these
have to live in leaf huts, as the rooms only sccommodate
sbout sixty. These have all to be fed and clothed from
year to year, and their number is conuhn:lly increasing.

Siuce ghc Home was opened only three years ago,
forty-nine poor stricken lepers have fonnd the Saviour
Christ, and have been baptized. They have come from
many castes. Soffering and salvation from suffering
know no caste. A regular Baptist church has been or-
gunized with Mr S.David es pastor, and two of the
lepess as descons, ove of them iu a precentor, one a treas-

TINNED FOODS.

The comparative harmlessness of tinned
food is indicated by the results of an in-
vestigation by the Canadian government
among the physiciane of the Dominion,
Of five thonsand three hundred and fort-
eight physicians, answers were received
from one thousand three huuvdred and thir-
teen, of whom nineteen per cent gave in-
stances of diseases which they attributed
to tinned food within a period of seven
years. Only fifteen persons died during
these years, of diseases attributed to
canned goods. The responsibility for
some of this disease was laid to the use of
food which had remained in cans some
time after they had been opened. The
ronrnmenl report says that printed warn-
ng should be glven on the label of each
tin againet allowing any of the contents to
remsin in it afrer opening, and against
nsing the contents, if it has any unusual
taste or smell, or the can shows any other
indications of decomposition. Those indi-
cations should be described on the label,

The Home of the Cultivated
Rubber Industry.

Interview With Stanley E." Elkin—
How Rubber Trees Are Grown—
Short Crops——The Obispo
Plantation,

(8t. John ‘‘Sunm,’’ Now. 27.)

The people of 8t. John have lately had
their attention ‘:P.dnlly directed t{: the
republic of Mexico, by the fact thata
number of province men are fi ially
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rate of 2,000 per day. One of the nurser-
ies.has 235,000 trees, another 117,000, both
planted in the stin, and a third has 118,000
planted in the shade. From thesethey are
drawing to keep the average on the plan- *
tation up to 400 trees to the acre.

The trees grow very fast. Mr. Elkin saw
six-months-old trees at Obispo that were
fully 15 feet high, and acknowledged by
all planters who saw them to be the finest
of their age in Mexico.

A from one of the nurseries referred
to all the planting on Oblapo is done in the
sun, the forest being entirely cleared away.
A better growth is thus got in one year
than in three years in the shade. Theclose
planting at the outset, 400 trees to the

HAKDWOOD ASHES.

A correspondent calls attention to the
danger connected with the care of ashes
Hyery year the lasurance Companies are

aying losses from ashes being leftin a
gcrrel in the wood house, porch, barn or
cellar, and very often the people suffer
loss, especially in the country, and have
no insurance ; from this cause thousands
of do'lars worth of property is destroyed.
It'is said that the fine school house at
Brookfield, N. S., about half insured,
was burnt on Wednesday mornlnr,
Nov. abth, from ashes left n
Yhe wood house in the rear of the building.
Hard wood ashes put into a box or barrel
in a warm place, or even out of doors, will
take fire, weare informed, any time within
a month, These ashes are of little vglnc,
even for fertilizing purposes, and it is
very doubtful if it ?nyn to save them for
“making soap.” If faved, they should
always he put in a pot. or some iron ves-
sel and kept there for a month before re-
moving. 'IPhen they can be put in the
corner of a cellar, earth floor and wup
against a stone wall. The surest way to
prevent any harm from them, isto take
them out at once, and away from all
buildings, or to spread them on land as &
fertilizer,

system for coffee planting, but rubber erm
when close planted afford enough ‘of mutu-
al shade, while the sun on their tops te
ly stimulates growth ; therefore wgnl is
called sun-planting s best,

But the 400 trees to the acre are not left
there permanently. When full grown that
would be entirely too many. Thereforeat
the end of the sixth year the company will
tap and take out 200 of the trees, grindin
them up and extracting every onnce  of
rabber. At a moderate estimate each one
will yleld a pound of rubber, worth so cte.
The present price in the New Vork market
is s cents, In the eighth year, Ilpp‘ﬂ: of
the remalning 200 trees begine, and they

continue to yield for fifty years, The
amount of rubber yielded by a tree in.
creases gradually till ite fifteenth vear,

when it ylelds from five to seven pounds
per year continuously

Referring to the above price in the New
York market, it s estimated that rubber
can be gathered and landed in that market
#t five cents per pound, gold.

He went down to meke a
sonal visit to the Obispo rubber plantation,
which is represented here by Elkin & Chip-
man, general agents in eastern Canada for
Mitchell, Schiller & Barnes of New Vork,
He left here on Oct. 8th, and went via
New York, St Louis, Laredo, Mexico
City and Cordova, to Faunenteville, on the
Vera Cruz and Pacific railway, whence a
two hours’ ride on horseback brought him
to the plantation. Of 9,000 acres inm this
plantation, 7,000 are to be planted entirely
with rubber trees. Already 500 acres have
been so planted, and the work of further
cultivation is being rapidly carried on.

RAISING RUBBER TREES

St. John people are aware of the enor-
mons extent to which rubber is used in
commerce, and the ever increasing de--
mand for it; but comparatively few know
anything about the method of its produc-
tion. The rubber tree is indigenous to
Mexico, and flourishes wonderfully under
cultivation. The cultivated tree grows
very straight, to a height of 50 or 6o
feet and ylelds rubber forabout fifty years.
At 10 0r 11 years of sge the tree {s about
ten I;;\;u ibn.‘d‘aurh;. :

Tapping begios in the seventh or eighth
year. The great trouble has been in the
past, and it caused the destruction of
myriads of wild rubber trees, that the
natives, in tapping, killed the trees. The
tree is seusitive and is casily destroyed if
carelessly tapped.,

When the milk is gathered by the
patives, it is congulated by the use of a
wild vine, whi is powdered up and
thrown in, causing it to curdle, Alcohol
would produce the same resuit. The pro-
duct is black sheet rubber. It could be
kept white by subjecting itto the fumes
of sulphur, There is another kind of rub-
ber called grania, It is in lumps, and is
formed by the juice drying in the sunin
wounds in the tree. Only the natives,
tapping wild rubber trees, use this method.

P and in five days it showed
three healthy sprouts, Rubber is as much
at home in Mexico as an ugph tree in the
Aunsapolis Valley: An cld Spanish coffee
plagter near Oblspo, whom Mr. Elkin
visited, had a plantation of 400 acres of
rubber trees, from ten to twenty years old,
which he had ‘simply raised for his own
pleasure and did not tap atall. He calls
them his endowment policy.

OTHER CROPS,

But the company did not have to wait
for the srovth of their ruhber trees to get
& profit from the plantation. They get two
corn crops the first year and one the second
from between the rows of rubber trees, and
the yield is about 40 bushels to the acre, '
Between the summer and winter season
they also raise & bean crop. A ready
market is found for these crops right atthe
plantation |

Coffee is another source of révenue, forty
acres bearing that crop, Some years ago
a former owner of the property had 20,000
coffee trees, but the coffee plantation was
all burned over ina forest fire, Since then
10,0q0 of the trees have sprung up from the
root, pne are now five years old, There is
also a nursery of 10,000 trees, and next
year the full acreage will be under cultiva-
tion, half of it producing. Next year it

hould yleld 5,000 pounds of coffee, and in
the following year 15,000 pounds Thie
coffee is worth six cents per pound, gold.
One third of the coffee sold in New York
comes from Mexico, and it is worth noting
that Mexicau coffee is actually shipped to
Havana and thence reshipped to New Vork
as Cuban coffee.

Cacao, or chocolate, which is a acarce
and high 'Frlced article, also flurishes at
Obispo, There are now seven acres plant-
ed, having about 200 trees to the acre, and
twenty-five acres more are being planted
this year. Eventunally there will be 1,000
acres devoted to this prodect, which after
the fifth year ylelds about ome dollar. per
tree, It1is a sure crop, requires but little
labor, and the product is declared to be the
finest in the world.

Along with the cacao is planted another
crop, vanilla, which has reached in that

art of Mexico the highest state of cultiva-
tion. Of the 2,500 vines planted some are

bearing now, and all will be bearing in the
third year. ' As cacao isplanted the vanilla
is planted with it, the former affording the
needful shade and the stem for the vine to
climb. They thus flourish together. The
vines grow to a length of fifty or sixty feet.
On Obispo Mr. Elkin saw a vine filty feet
long, bearing 275 blossoms and ten pods,
From fifty to seventy-five pods yield a
