The Order of the Garter was con­
stituted by King Edward m„ about 
August 1848. Since 1831 It has 
consisted of the British sovereign 
and 25 Knight companions, who

Asquith was telling the House of Con* 
mane today that the government had 
decided to intern or segregate subjects 
of enemy countries, a meeting at the 
Mansion House called to “formulate a 
protest by the women of Great Britain 
and Ireland” adopted a resolution, de­
manding that steps be taken “to free 
the country from the menace of the 
alien enemy in our midst.”

Lady Glanusk, wife of Baron Gian- 
usk, Lord Lieutenant of Brecknock, in 
moving the resolution, said an as-, 
founding state of affairs had ibeen dis­
closed in a letter she had received 
from a survivor of the Lusitania, writ­
ten at Kinsale.

"You can imagine my feelings on 
recovering consciousness,” the letter 
ran, "to find that 1 was In a hotel run 
by a German.”

The Lord Mayor of London, who (pre­
sided at the meeting, said the women 
were light in seeking, while the sol­
diers were lighting, that their homes 
should be protected from the danger 
involved by the presence of so manv 

the country.
'’Most of the disasters we have had, 

through strikes, mysterious outbreaks 
of fire and air raids have been follow­
ed by allegations that alien enemies in 
this country helped to bring them 
about,” the Lord Mayor added.

The above despatch probably refers to the British battleship Goliath, which the British, Admiralty 
nounced was torpedoed in the Dardanelles.

Naturalized Germans, Austrians and 
Turks were busy today signing declar­
ations, repeating their oaths of al­
legiance to Great Britain. One 
orial from men of this class in the city 
of London has been sent direct to 
King George. Other memorials have 
been hgnded to the mayors of various 
cities. In all the memorials the 
re-affirm their oath of allegiance and 
express abhorrence of the German 
methods of warfare.

There was violent rioting in the 
vicinity of the Custom House as the 
day progressed. The mob got out 
of hand and wrecked and loted prop­
erty on all sides of the least suspicion 
that it was owned by Germans. Gangs 
of women and boys followed the 
wreckers, the women wearing espec­
ially made aprons capable of carrying 
their booty, while the boys trundled 
wheelbarrows, loading them up with 
loot as they progressed.

London, May 13.—Viscount Haldane, 

Lord High Chancellor, In the House 
of Lords today Intimated that the gov­
ernment was considering the necessi­
ty of departing from the voluntary sys­
tem of military enlistment and resort- 
ing to universal service throughout the 
Kingdom. For the present, he said, 
the hands of the War Office was full 
with the men they possessed, but it 
might be necessary to reconsider the 
situation, in the light of the tremen­
dous necessities with which the nation 
was confronted.

This appears to confirm the idea 
prevalent here that, whUe recruiting 
has been satisfactory, the very .heavy 
fighting which has taken place In Flan­
ders, where the Germans have for al­
most a week been attacking with the 
greatest violence the British line 
■hows that many more men will be re­
quired, if victory is to be attained.

Thus far, the British troops, accord­
ing to Field Marshal Sir John French, 
have withstood all the German on­
slaughts, and while, at times, they 
have been compelled to give 
ground their counterattacks have 
brought them back to the position from 
which they started. However, this 
has been costly business, for the Ger­
man artillery bombardment hae been 
vary severe and counterattacks are

always followed by heavy casualties.
In their attempt of October and No­

vember last to reach Calais the Ger­
mans continued their attacks for six 
weeks, but the Allied force was much 
weaker then, and the Germans were 
not in the position of having to meet 
counter-offensive as they have now to 
the north of Arras, in the Woevre and

ed aliens, of whom 24,000 are men, 
are at large In this country, 
government proposes that all adult 
males of this class should, for their 
x>wn safety, and that of the country, be 
segregated and Interned. If over the 
'military age they should be repatriat­
ed.

"The government recognizes there 
may be cases calling for exceptional 
treatment Women and children In 
suitable cases should be repatriated, 
but there, no doubt will be many cases

Johannesburg, May 13—There have 
been a series of violent anti-German 
demonstration In Johannesburg; 
which culminated yesterday In the 
wrecking of a number of German andCASUALTIESown
Austrian, establishments. The police 
Intervened to quell the disturbance* 
but they were vlrtualy powerless.

Altogether over fifty buildings have 
been wholly or partly wrecked and 
their contenta either burned or re 
duced to matchwood. The establish­
ments cleaned out include ten large 
warehouses, ten saloons, three hotel» 
and over twenty shops.

The mob destroyed the German Die. 
derkranz Club and pillaged the offices 
of the General Mining Corporation,. 
This concern has an International 
board of directors, including 
Germans. The crowd burned all the 
books, records and papers of the 
company.

The offices of Sir George Albue, near 
the Stock Exchange, were raided, and 
a bonfire was made of the furniture. 
The crowd also fired the premises of 
a well known German firm, Gundel- 
finger & Company, general merchants. 
The damage here alone was not less 
than $250,000, and the total losses 
from the rioting, which continued far 
Into the night, are placed at well over 
$1,000,000.

The rioting was resumed this morn­
ing, the crowd consigning to the 
flames the contents of the shops at­
tacked, but forcibly repressing looting. 
Many German jewelry shops were 
raided, and their valuable stocks of 
jewelry and silverware were thrown 
upon bonfires. From the German dry 
goods warehouses thousands of rolls 
of cotton and woollen cloths also were 
taken out and burned.

Second, concentration is invaluable 
in any career.

The encaenia of the University of 
New Brunswick was held in Frederic­
ton! yesterday afternoon. Lieutenant 
Governor Wood presided and the ad­
dress in praise of the founders was 
delivered by Professor Keiretead. Rev. 
Ralph Sherman of St. John spoke on 
behalf of the Alumni Society and E. 
C. Atkinson was the valedictorian. Sir 
Frederick Willlams-Taylor of Mon­
treal addressed the members of the 
graduating class.

Professor Keirstead in his address 
referred to the Loyalist settlers of the 
province who had been responsible for 
the founding of the university. He 
told of the events leading up to the 
establishment of the university and 
the details of the acts of the legisla­
ture causing its foundation.

The royal assent to the charter in­
corporating the College of New Bruns­
wick was not given until December 
12th, 1800, but several years before lt 
arrived the trustees secured a building 
and opened a grammar school in Fred­
ericton. Of course the beginnings 
were small, for the province was in a 
primitive state. The entire population 
prior to the coming of the loyalists 
was scarcely 4,000; in the winter of 
1788 parliament could not meet be­
cause there were no roads to Freder­
icton. In 1802 the population was 
estimated at 25,000, with 3,000 in St. 
John and 800 in Fredericton. It was 
not until 1823 that the college made 
any effort to do work of collegiate 
grade and then it was recognized at 
once that its financial support was 
inadequate for this purpose and the 
trustees secured legislation permitting 
them to surrender their charter for 
another in which the King would be 
deemed the founder, and granting 
more adequate support In 1828 three 
students were graduated with the B. 
A. degree, the only graduates of the 
old College of New Brunswick.

On the fifteenth of December, 1828, 
the King in council Issued a new 
charter incorporating King’s College, 
within the province of New Bruns­
wick, for “the education of the youth 
In the principles of the Christian re­
ligion, and for their instruction in the 
various branches of literature and sci­
ence which are taught in our universi­
ties in this kingdom.”

Sir Frederic Willlams-Taylor, gen­
eral manager of the Bank of Montreal, 
delivered the address to the graduat­
ing class.

In opening his address Sir Frederic 
referred to the satisfaction he felt at 
being honored by having a degree con­
ferred upon him. Continuing he said :

From my earliest youth the power 
and pleasures of education, the hid­
den mysteries of the law have filled 
me with a feeling of profound awe 
and veneration. This feeling grows 
with passing time and is accentuated 
by the fact that I am not among those 
privileged to claim this university as 
my alma mater. MV education was 
acquired In that exacting universal 
school—the school of stem necessity. 
It Is thirty-seven years since I en­
tered as a pupil that ever open school 
of which we all are lifelong scholars, 
and though the demerits In my case 
are obvious, yet the fact remains that 
I eventually stand here a proud gradu­
ate by courtesy of this historic seat 
of learning.

New ÿork, May 18—-The quiet in 

this market has in my opinion a good 
deal of significance. When we rea­
lize the very critical situation that 
prevails, and that this country is con­
fronted by the possibilities of war. 
Up to a few days before war was de­
clared between Germany, England, 
France and Russia, the majority of 
people felt very much as they feel to­
day. They regarded such thing as un­
thinkable. If the utterances and the 
attitude of the German people in fu­
ture are consistent with the past, and 
the estimate of the version of Mr. Wil­
son’s note now generally accepted is 
correct, Germany, in my opinion, will 
be forced to take a stand, that will 
bring this country into war, or so 
close to it as to create just the same 
apprehension that the knowledge of 
the declaration of war would bring. 
As this situation grows on the minds 
of the public, I think It will have a 
disturbing effect upon prices. It Is a 
very much easier matter to liquidate 
stocks on a market like this than it 
is on a market like that we had Im­
mediately following the sinking of the 
Lusitania, and in my Judgment the 
conviction that we are about to enter 
ipto war with Germany will precipi­
tate exactly the same kind of a mar­
ket. I do hot think present levels can 
be maintained.

The Woman’s Canadian Club has 
prepared a programme which it is 
hoped will be follow^ as nearly as 
possible In the schools of New Bruns­
wick on Empire Dqy. The chief super­
intendent of education has approved of 
Its adoption. Some of the features of 
the programme are here mentioned.

It is suggested that mottoes of a pa­
triotic character should be placed on 
banners, or on the school walls, or on 
blackboards. The morning session 
should be devoted to the geography 
and history of the Empire, Impressing 
upon the children its reality, growth, 
magnitude, essential unity and com­
mon purpose, and the privileges, re­
sponsibilities and duties of citizenship. 
The whole school should, If (possible, 
be assembled out of doors, the pro­
ceedings beginning with the Lord’s 
Prayer. The National Anthem should 
then be sung, with the Union Jack dis­
played In some prominent way. One 
of the pupils should then recite “The 
Old Flag,” the first verse of which be­
gins:
