
SUBMARINE SUNK 
BY STEAMER OFF 

1 CANADIAN COAST

French Troops North of 
The Oise River Attain 

Outskirts Of Lassigny
»

Paris, Aug. 19—The French troops north of the 
Oise river have reached the western outskirts of Las­
signy, according to the official communication issued 
tonight. They also have made their way out of the 
Thiescourt Wood and further south have captured the 
village of Pimprez, on the Noyon - Cotopiegne road. 
Northwest of Soissons the village of Moraain has been 
captured and 2,200 Germans have been made prisoner 
in this region.

“To the north of the Aisne, completing our suc­
cess between Carlepont and Fontenoy, we have captur­
ed the village of Morsain. '

"The number of prisoners captured in this region 
since yesterday has reached 2,200.

"Aviation—During the 18th three German air­
planes were brought down -and one eeptive balloon 
was sent down in flames. On the night-, of the 18th- 
19th our bombing squadrons dropped etflftfc tons ef 
bombs on bivouacs in the region of Berry-Aa-Bac and 
Guignicourt and the railway stations of Mesieres and 
Chapetet-Sur-Reteurne.

"Army of the East. AUg. IS—There has been the 
usual artillery and patrol activity on the Serbian front. 
In Albania the enemy has ceased completely his attacks.

"British aviators have bombarded enemy encamp­
ments in the region of the Vardar and brought down two 
enemy machines."

Germans Strongly Attack British Over Mile Front

Washington, Aug. 19—The Chinese 
government has sent a large force of 
troops to the Siberian border to pre­
vent a threatened Invasion of Chetry 
by German and Hungarian prisoners 
of war who Joined with the Red Guard 
and other elements of the Bolshevik! 
against the Ctecho-Siovakfl In the 
trans-Baikal region.

Washington, Aug. 19—Petrograd's 
reign of terror is reported raging un­
checked, In an official despatch today 
from Stockholm. It Is estimated that 
60,000 arrests have been made since 
the begininng of August, among army 
officers and middle class oltisens. The 
Bolshevik chiefs are said to be on 
board the warship Aurora In the road­
stead of Kronstadt, prepared to sail 
for Germany In case of a successful

* Philadelphia, Aug. 19—A German submarine was 
sunk in a running battle with a British tank steamer last

V Friday about 300 miles northeast of Nantucket, (off the Can-
V adian coast), according to a member of the tanker's 

The oil ship arrived hfm tonight.
When first sighted the U-boat was two miles away, 

according to the captain of the tanker, who said he immedi­
ately opened fire. Two shots from the submarine struck the 
British ship, one of them passing through the boiler room and 
the other through a tank. Neither of the shells exploded 
and did no material damage, the captain reported.

Twenty-seven shots were fired by the tank ship, 
more of which, her master declared, scored clean hits, as 
flames were seen bursting from the port side of the subma­
rine, which he said sank a few minutes later.

Fired Shells.

London, Aug. 19—British troops today captured the rail­
way station at Roye, according to the latest news received 
this evening from the Anglo-French battle front.

The attack today by the Tenth French Army undei 
General Mangin was brought to a satisfactory conclusion. 
All the objectives were attained. The French entered the 
village of Le Hamel, north of Ribecourt, which represents 
an advance of one mile and three quarters.

The British forces on the Lys salient have advanced on 
a front of 10,000 yards, entering the town of Merville and 
reaching the road running frqm Paradis to Les Puresbecques 
through Merville, according to Field Marshal Haig's com­
munication issued tonight. Northwest of Chaulnes the Ger­
mans this morning in an attack over a mile front between 
Herleviile and Lihons penetrated the British line at two 
points, but immediately afterward were driven out in a 
counter-attack and the line was restored.

Mr. Comeau, who Is a public spirited 
citizen, has temporarily repaired the 
bridge, there apparently being no one 
else In this town to look lifter It, but 
tho bridge is still In an exceedingly 
precarious state and the travelling pub-
