The war revenue measure is still
the cause of some misgiving in fnan-
cial circles, many persons believing
that the administration is inclined to
raise too much of war funds through
taxation. It may be doubted whether
the emergency power bill will get very
far in the near future. The chairman
of the House Interstate Commerce
Commission 18 quoted as saying that
it will make possible the immediate
electrification of the railroads. 1t
would certainly be alarming if there
were any real prospect that the coun-
try would undertake that stupendous
step while the war is on. Neverthe-
less the mere propesal adds to the un-
certainties of the moment.

This afternoon’s rise in C. P, R. was
attributed in the gossip of the street
to re-purchasing of English investors.
It is doubted whether such application
of capital would be countenanced by
the Pritish authorities if it involved
an) rge amounts, but the fact is that
Canudian Pacific is gaining popularity
as a stock of great possibilities on the
return of peace.
