~ PROHIBITION
Convenﬁotrledgr—u All Pro-
hibition Acts Interfere With
Liberty of d\é]ndi\.ridual.

Victoria, B C., Oct. 15—Present pro-
hibition acts in Canada, do not mest
with theé approval of the Dominfon
command of the Army and Navy Vet-
erans in Canada. The national con-
venton in sessiom this morning de-
clared that prohibition acts interfered
with the liberty of the individual and
that they dre not British. It was
unanimously resolved that the Con-
vention is not in favor of prohibition,
but it is a strong advocate of temper-
wce,

The Convention is also discussing a
proposed plan for re-establishment of
the returned soldier, a special commit-
tee consisting of representatives from
each ef the provinces being appointed
to bring in a report before adjourn-
ment.

Against Profiteering

The Convention placed itself on
record as béing strongly against pro-
fiteering in rents, as practiced in the
cities and towns in Canada, and wilt
petition the Government to ampMfy
the amount at present available un
der the housing scheme.
The Executive Council was instruct
ed to deal as sympathetically as pos-
sible with any movement toward the
federation of ex-soldier associations.

Provincial Homes

The necessity of a home in each
province for aged and infirm veterans
of all wars was emphasized, and it
was decided to ask the Dominion and
Provincial Governments to set aside
public lands for the purpose, and to
provide funds necessary to bufld and
maintain such homes.
The Convention will petition the
Dominfon Government to discharge
from the Dominion Civil Service em-
ployes who, being eligible for military
service, did not volunteer, and were
subsequently conscripted.

HARD COAL FOUND
IN GREY COUNTY

Discoverets Calxm it is of
Superior Quality and Plen-
tfiul.

Owen Sound, Oet. 15—A vem of
good quality anthracite coal, 26 feet
in thickness, was discovered on the
farm of J. I. Liyon, one mile north of
Shelburne, while a welt, 125 feet in
depth, was being drilled to secure a
water supply. Phe drill passed
through what was considered a black
rock formation, wikich, on being
brought to the sunface, caused some
comment and specaflation. It has been
found since then that this was a good
quality of hard coal, and Shelburne
is all agog. Land values have risen as
.f by magic, and property is absolute-
ly umobtainable.

Has Many Options

A mming engineer is on the ground
and hds thowsands of acres under op
tion. The district round about Shei-
burne wiil be thoroughly tested, and
if oval is there in any considerable
quantity, it wi#ll be found The dis-
covery of a large coal bed in this part
of Ontario would be of inestimabte
valwe to Ontario, and would be a won-
derful asset in view of the present
shortage of this necessary commod-

y.
Coal hias been taken off the Stoddarty

farm, five miles north of Shelburne,
for the past thirty years, but omly m
small quantities, and eminent geolo-
gists, who have wvisited the deposits,
have declared that they were placed
there by glaciers. No effort was made
to find out if there was coul at a depth,
and nc drilling was done

The Stoddart farm continues to give
up coal in small quantities of superior
quality. but it. was lighter in weight
than Pennsylvania anthracite. Little
