John to all parts of the globe, and the spot
where but a few yards distant is the Ferry
boat that takes the natives of New Bruns-
wick acfoss the harbor to the Western Ex-
tension Railway and thence by the iron
rail direct to the Pacific Coast. As the
benefits attendant on Confederation have
enlarged the spheres and ideas of our
politicians, so is it mnecessary to enlarge
that great political engine the Pust Office ;
and the Dominion Government, immediate
ly prior to the next general election will
commence vigorously to build :’.he

NEW ST. JOHN POST OFFICE:

Then when the magnificent makble fronted
and porticoed building is completed, the
clerks of the numerous shipping houses,
the newspaper boysand the young ladies
posting _their letters of *“love’s young
dream,” will crowd off the side-walk “the
old fossils who now encumber the vicinity
of the corner, with tkeir grim Jooks, their
love of news. and their hesvy walking
sticks. With the City Hall on one corner,
the Post Office on another, a palatial Bank
where Chubb’s modest printing house now
stands, and an opposition bank, broker’s
or insurance house or probably a TRIBUNE
building, on Gabel’s Corner, their suor-
roundings will be more massive, bank
clerks will wear shorter tailsd coats and
more stiffly starched collars, and post office
clerks wove more briskly; and probably a
goodly nnmber of the present incambents
will be superanuaced.

THE STOCK BROKERS’ BOARD

will probably have a richly furnished room
over one of the banks; and shares in the

his last look behind him ere hesets his foot

Brokers'who do business in that vicinity,
hurrying ' down for their morning victints

murder in New Jersey. The effect is not
without practical esamples. Onlya few
evenings ago an inoffensive and highly
esteemed gentleman was murdered on the
streets of Brookll\;n by highwaymen ; and
the case of Prof. Panormo is but one of the
crop of gross crimes which follows the hot
house culture of ruffianism practised by
the dJdispensers of justice in New York.
New Jersey offers the remedy. Leta few
of the several murderers, now gboarded in
comfortable quarters by New York, he
hanged as Botts was hanged, promptly and
without nonsense, and society in the
metropolis will be safer. both from ruffians
who ride in coupes and put on a clean shirt
every day, and fr m tho:e who lurk about
the corners ol dark streets deserted by
policemen who bave been detailed to
operate ut a pclitical ward meeting,
with slung-shots concealed in ragged
pockets.

Reign of Terror in Brooklyn.

There seems to be a regular organized
band of highwayman in Brooklyn, who
thus far appear to defy all attempts of the
police to capture them, and are each day
growing more and more bold in the per-
petration of their villainy. They do not
even care to seek the secladed parts of the
city to lie in wait for their victims but
boldly attack them in the most public
thoroughfares, Oa Sunday night, as Mr.
Mathew Hoyt was proceeding to his house,
he was approached by one of the gang,
who, placing his hand on his shoulder,
demanded to know the time, and almost
immediately drew a pistol from his pocket
and fired at Mr. Hoyt, the ball taking
effect in his left arm, passiog through it
and inflicting a painful wound. Mr. Hoyt
at once sought safety in flight and reached
his home without further molestation. On
the same night, in Progpect street, the
Treasurer of the Holland Society was stun
ned by repeated blows from a slung-shot
and robbed.

One-halt of the County fand is to be appor-
tioned and paid semi annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establish Schools under the
Act. It will be observed that the amount
of Provincial and County moneys to be ex

ended in any Distriet in aid of Sehools will
Sepend almost exclusively upon local exertion,
or the direct efforts made by the reople of the
several Distriets in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount hat will_be received by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account of the aver-
age attendacce of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the School meeting. The meeting
should, theretore, be careful in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum amply sufficient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year. Any balance remaining in the
bands of the Trustees, is, of course, t) be ear-
ried to the credit of the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi-
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following year.

The first disbursement of the County Fund will
be apportioned on the School attendance made
between January 5th and April 30th, tnelusive.
