% The last mrments of two murderers,
Harris and Lucas, hanged in Columbjn,
R, U., a few days ago, are thus described :
The wminute hand of the Sheriff s watch
had reached twenty minutes past two
when, at a given gignal, the drop sprang
open and the two bodies were plunged
ioto the yawning =pace below. Piercing
shrieks and o dismal ‘and ‘prolonged wail
from the thousand women in the crowd
recorded the fall of the drop., The bodies
spun around and around with great velo-
city for & moment, and then followed a
most horrible scene. Neither of the ropes
had been properly adjusted, and the two
dangling victims began to struggle in a
most terribly violent. and almost super-
human manver. Both of them lashed the
air with their pinioned limbs, their knees
being repeatedly brought up to the former
fevel of the drop : for the fall bad scarcely,
been three feet. Harris, with the terrific
force of his struggles, got his feet loose,and
trequently kicked the suspended drop next
to him, while Lucas’s body swayed to and
fro with fearful violence and the most
agonizing contortions Though hanging
dome three feet apart they frequontly

On appearing at the Asylam  “ he
changed his role from that of a violent
lunatic to that of a half-witted and mo-
rose patient.” Soon after parting with
his friénd in the hall of the main build-
ing, he was conducted to another, known

as “The

Lodge” ‘or Maniac's Building,

and to his cell at the fourth door on ‘the
left hand side of the hall, This was ‘in
size 8x10 ft., and without furniture ex-
cept a cot of straw,—the barg walls, un-
relieved by any object, and the grating
on the window making it appear the
most cheerless and repulsive ‘of prigons,
The floor had been recently scrubbed
and was still damp; the odor of chlo-
ride of lime, which h&d niingled with
the water, gave him.a headache, and
when the door was clbsed the atmo-
sphere was stifling. A ‘guiekly as he
undrested, his clothing was removed,
piece by piece, by the attendant,and de-
posited on the hall floor outside. The
door was then closed and locked upon
him. The bed he found hard and un-
comfortable. During the night he was

tient, of a small allowance of meéat, two
‘hoiled potatoes in their skins,” some
sliced tothatoés, bread and n little but-
ter—the whole huddled together on’s
single plate. The coffec was served in
416p bowls and the rude cutlery was un-
clean. The time between meals-was
spent in pacing  the floor, lying on
benches or standing silently against the
walls. The medical men of the Asylum
called about 11 a. m., and asked the pa-
tients *“how they felt this morning?”
The dinner of these $20 boarders con-
gisted of boiled fish, gravy, tomatocs
and potatoes—heaped in one mass,—
with a little loaf bread and rice and
cold water. The table was never cov-
ered with a cloth. For supper there
were bread and tea: The language of
the atteudants is described as often
highly improper. There was nothing
to read at any time, and no games of
any kind,—neither chess nor billiards
nér even checkers;—one night the ca-
terer produced # greasy pack of cards.
At the close of the day these unfortu-
nates were  again locked up in their
dreary cells to endure the torment of
the outcries of the maniacs below. The
Reporter says,—and all can appreciate
the point of his remarks:— :

s The reporter now feels that had he not
been nerved with the consciousness that he
was present in this place and among these
scenes of agony for a purpose—i work of
simple justice and truth, to be told uwre-
servedly and dispassionately, whether it
was favorable or unfavorable tn the institu-

tion, he could not have endured through
those few days. Out off irom all communi-

cation with hie friends, without money.
forced to beg an attendant even for a drink
of .ice-water, or to get a handkerchief or
gollar, and utterly at'the mercy of unsym-
pathizing servants and an incompetent
' physician, the patient became so depressed
and disconsolate that (it is no exaggeration)
be aétually questioned his own sanity, or
‘4t all events his ability to retain his reason
‘i he should be forced to remain where bo
was. He fully realized then, for the fitst
{ime, how terrible must be the reflections,
how wild the despair, of a sane man con-
demned to exile among the maddened souls
after the physicians in charge bad, in an-
swer to his pleadings and his protest, toyed
with his pulse postponed for a more
convenient season a carelul examination of
his condition, or even the most ordinary
inquiries in regard to his history.”

The Reporter states that the attend-
ants of the rooms in his hall neglected
their duties, delegating them to a half-
witted fellow, who was feared by .the
patients, as he had a reputation for fe-
rocity and annoyed them in numberless
ways. The Reporter saw an old man,
gray and palsied, and said to be blind,
treated thost’ barharously By one 6f the’
batténdants. He saw another,—a wreteh~
Fed idiot—turned: out into -his wire-Cov-
ered cage, looking out on a small bal-
cony, in a state of nudity, on Aug. 16,
left in the hot sun for several hours, with
no shelter of any description. He saw
a harmless idiot, nick-named *Baby,”
who hesitated from' absent-mindedness
to walk quickly to the dinner table,
taken by the shoulder by an attendant
and literally throwh across the dining-
roomi, past the end of the dining table,
and bumped down into his seat, the at-
tendant at the other end of the table
laughing boisterously at the idiot’s be-
wilderment. ' The Reporter states that
the attendarts rhade a practice of irri-
tating certain of the -patients, and in-
dulging in obscene jests at the habits of
others. They appropriated a portion of
the fruit sentfor dessert on one occasion,
and usually helped themselves to alarge
quantity of every edible. The inmate
of the Lodge, as it is called, is declared
to have as few liberties as a convict in
Sing Sing; and although this is an in-
stitution where each boarder or his
friends pay a fixed sum per week, he is
deried a host ofminor privileges which
wou'd all teud to quiet his mind and the
refusal of which undoubtedly aggra-
vates his disease.

We shall follow up thé Réporter’s nar-
rative. Our readers, however, have al-
ready had a fair sample of the nbuses
that are possible under the abselute and
unquestioned power that governs in Lu-
natic Asylums—abuses that were wit-
nessed during: a stay of but a few days.
