Shooking Fratricide.

,, .. London, Sept. 4th.
isroy painful duty to-day to record the 

particulars of a most brutal and savage 
murder, perpetrated in the township of Mis- 
souri West, on Saturday night last, the 
result, apparently, of an old and bitter 
family feud. The shocking recital which 
we have been enabled to glean in full detail 
as follows:

. Murder in Tipperary.
A crime of a very terril le nature has just been committed in the very centre of 
the town of Tipperary, and while people 
thronging the streets were engaged in their 
ordinary business, A man named Dowdle, 
residing near the town, came to attend 
to funeral of a friend, and, us he was 
walking behind the hearse, in company 
with his wife, was struck from behind three 
blows with a ‘loaded” blackthorn stick 
ferruled with a long black ring, and wedged 
•so with iron. The man who struck these 
murderous blows cried out, "Here’s a three- 
year old I’ and then ran into a shop belong 
ing to a relative. The wife attempted to 
save the husband, and warded off one blow. 
The wounded man walked into a neighbour- 
ing house, and asked leave to sit down. He 
did not remain long, but went out to the 
yard where he fell insensible, and died in a 
few hours. A neighbor of his own Wm. 
Condon, was arrested, and information 
has boon sworn before Mr. Do Geenon, 
charging him with being the person who in- 
flicted the injuries from which Dowdle died. 
Condon is in prison, and the magistrate, 
have charge of the informations already 
sworn. There is a strong feeling of indigna- 
tion at the occurrence of this barbarous, 
murder, for the outrage seems, from its 
surrounding circumstances, to partake of 
that character. Tipperary, FO peaceable 
lately, 80 warmly congratulated upon its 
improving condition, is again stained with 
blood. The inquest upon the body of 
James Dowdle Was commenced before the 
coroner, but had to be adjourned for a fort- 
night. The wife of the deceased, who swore 
directly before the resident magistrate Wm. 
Condon, was in a state which prevented her 
examination. She appeared most reluctant 
to give any evidence. Condon had not 
been fully come itted, but remanded for 
further examination. —Daily Express.

In the Legislative Council on Wednes- 

day, Hon. Mr. Christie moved, "That an

They were all proceeding in the 
direction of the bush, having with them a 
jug of whiskey. Near the railway crossing 
on the Kingston road they sat down to have 
a drink all round. While they were im- 
bibing, one of the “gang” exclaimed sig- 
nificantly to the others, “It’s a pity he 
can't get up and have a glass with us.” She 
was under the impression at the time, and 
understood that the man who made the re­
mark referred to some one having been 
murdered and buried near the spot where 
they were sitting. Acting on this hint, 
Sergeant Major McDowell and Detective 
Arnold who were in the Police Force at 
the time, went to the spot indicated, and 
commenced digging... They worked per- 
severingly . for several hours, and turned up 
the surface for a considerable space near 
the spot, but the only thing they brought 
to light was the skeleton of a dog's head.

The details as far as we are 
able to glean them, are as follows :—Two 
brothers, named John and Samuel Mo- 
Dowell, together with their sister Elisa, 
came to London on Saturday to dispose of 
some produce, rod make some purchases, 
and on their return home the men became 
intoxicated. John’s wife was away pick 
ing hope when her husband and his brother 
returned, and when she came back they 
were both standing in front of the shanty. 
They appeared to be very angry, and high 
words were passing between them. John’s 
wife let down the fence to get the eeltie into 
the yard, when he interferved, telling her 
it was too late in the evening to let the cows 
in. She did so, however, and then follow­
ing Samuel into the shanty, gave him hie 
supper, and began to churn. Just thee 
her husband rushed in and angrily demand­
ed why she had let the cows in at that 
time of eight Some hard words passed, 
and John struck his wife oa the head with 
his clinched fist. This was what Samuel 
had anticipated, and to prevent which he 
had come that night to his brother’s house. 
At the sight of the stroke he entirely gave 
way to his passion, and rose hastily from 
the supper table and bounded with terrible 
ferocity upon his brother. With a heavy 
blow of his fist he sent him reeling to the 
floor, then fell upon him, and getting him 
jammed up behind the door, began to ehoke 
him by grasping him with his fingers at 
ths throat. True to woman’s instinct, Mrs. 
McDowell interfered to eave her husband, 
begging Samuel in piteous accents to desist 
from violence towards him, offering to suffer 
any tortures he might inflirt upon bee 
rather than see him harmed. Samuel then 
allowed his brother to get up, and the latter 
had no sooner regained hfa feet than be 
celled for the axe Samuel got it for him, 
and seizing it with the ferocity of a maniac, 
hurled it over his head and threatened to 
chop down any one who would molest him. 
But watching hfa opportunity, Samuel again 
raised hfa brother and forced him to the 
floor, and during the scuffle recovered the 
axe and hid it away. Samuel then ran into 
a field and stripped to the waist, he dared 
John to ooms and meet him in fair and 
open fight. John again demanded the axe 
from hfa wife, but she stated that she did 
not knew where it was. In a minute more 
the horrible tragedy was enacted. Seizing 
a stick which had been used to stir the fire, 
John rushed to meet hfa brother ia deadly 
conflict. He made one bound to clear the 
fence and to get at hfa brother bet tripped 
and fell upon the ground. Samuel bounded 
upon him in an instant, and with great 
strength he wrenched the weapon from hie 
grasp, and as belay partly stunned by the 
fall and nearly mad with rage by the in­
juries already received, Samuel lifted the 
stick end struck him with all hfa might three 
heavy blows upon the head. At the second 
blow John’s wife ran up, threw herself be- 
tween the two men, and implored Samuel, 
in the name of God, to spare her husband. 
The wife lifted him up gently, and seeing, 
by the moon’s bright rays, his upturned 
eyes and ashy countenance, and feeling that 
his pulse ceased to throb, turned upon 
Samuel McDowell and charged him with 
killing her husband. The death of hfa 
brother did not appear to disturb him much. 
He lay out in the bush all night, like a huut- 
ed felon, every moment exporting the 
officers of justice upon hfa track, and the 
fear of detection, instead of nerving him to 
elude pursuit, seemed to paralyse hfa ener- 
"o. Sunday afternoon an inquest was 

held on the body of the murdered man by 
Coroner Flock, when all who had any know­
ledge of the circumstances were thoroughly 
examined touching the matter. Dr. Moore, 
of London, made a post mortem examina- 
iton of the body, and said that deceased 
had sustained a great many hurts and 
bruises in all parts of his body. The heav- 
iest blows, he stated, wore inflicted on the 
mouth and nose. The skull was not frac- 
tured, but dentil resulted from concussion, 
which produced a rupture of the bleed ves- 
seis of the brais.
