Question—H.H.:—I have an eight-
acre field which I want to sow to oats
in the spring. This piece of land is
sandy loam and in a fair state of
fertility, having been covered with
manure in the last two years. It pro-
duced a good crop of corn this year.
I want to get this field seeded to clov-
er, no clover having been grown on it
for the last six_years. - How would
you advise sowing the clover to in-
sure a catch? Would you inoculate
the seed? 1 have clover chaff from
about 25 loads of clover seed. Could
this be used to inpculate by spreading
on the field after it is plowed and
worked in the soil with a harrow?

Answer:—After the corn has been
harvested, deeply fall plov. the soil
and in the spring apply a ton to a ton
and a half of ground limestone per
acre. Work this in with a careful
disking and harrowing. In sowing a
mixture of clover and timothy, you
can profitably use 10 lbs. of clover and
4 lbs. of alsike to the acre, as well as
b or 6 lbs. of timothy seed. Make sure
that you get good vital seed. That is,
have your seed purchused by early
spring. Count out a couple of hun-
dred seed as an average sample.
Place these betwecn two damp blot-
ters. Keep the blotters medium damp
but not soaked. Place them on a
plate and keep the seed near some
source of warmth, In a week or ten
days t‘!le seed should have sprouted
sufficientiy to ascertain the percent of
good strong seed. If only 756% of
the seed germinates strong, increase
your seeding about 25%.

I would advise inoculating the seed
but not by mixing it with clover chaff.

Answer:—I would not advise the
growth of sweet clover for pasturage
next spring. 1 have examined this
crop as it grows in the tern half
of this continent and have not been im-
pressed with its usefulness as a pas-
ture or hay crop.

On sandy soils where there is a
desire to increase the organic matter
rapidly, sweet clover can he grown
and plowed under to good effect.

If you wish next summer's pas-
ture for temporary purposes only,—
that is, for the one summer,—I would
advise you to work the ground as you
indicate and to sow a mixture of rye
and winter wheat this fall. ' As soon
as the crop has made a fair spring
growth, it will be ready for pasturing
and will continue to give ‘good pas-
turage as long as you prevent the
grain from coming into head. |

As soon as the snow begins to go
off in the spring, I would advise you
to sow 10 lbs. per acre of common red
clover seed on the rye and wheat
ground. The alternating thaws and
frosts will work this seed into the
ground and the young clover will come
along so_as to fill up the bare spaces
and to make a substantial backing to
the grain pasture.

If you wish to seed your ground to a
mixture that you want to stand for
two or three years, I would advise you
to work it as you recommend this fall,
and seed it to a light sowing of win-
ter wheat or rye, say one bushel per
acre; also sow timothy seed at the
rate of 6 or 8 lbs, to the acre. As|
soon as the winter snows begin to go
off, sow a mixture of 6 lbs. of common
red clover and 4 lbs. of alsike per acre
as recommended above. Cut the
wheat as soon as it is ripe so as to

CANADA’'S BACON BARRED, |
British Food Ministry Takes lmportp

ant Action.

LONDON, Bept. 3.—The King has |
signed a proclamation prohibiting !
the importation of bacon, butter,
hams, and lard except under license.

The object of this action is to en-
able the Government to take over the
entire purchase of the import ar-
ticles enumerated and concentrate
the purchase in various  countries
into a single organization. The Food
Ministry is establishing in the United
States a single buying agency, and
will make all purchases through this
agency, beginning September 3. All
holders at the present time of c.i.f. |
and f.0.b contracts in bacon and lard |
with American shippers are required
to furnish to the Food Ministry full
information immediately.

Pending further arrangements,
censes will be granted certain imi-
porters of bacon, bham, and lard
from other countries than the United
States to continue imports. Con-
signments of Canadian bacon will be
under the same restrictions as Am-
erican goods. Imported in behalf-of
the Food Ministry, they will be dis-
tributed through the ordinary chan-
nels at fixed terms as to commission
and profits, thus protecting the pub-
lie.

A statement issued by
Ministry says:

“It should be borne in mind that
importers’ prices are mainly deter-
mined by the market prices ruling in
foreign countries, over which the
Food Controller has no control, and
that they must be maintained at
such a figure as to ensure the regular
shipment to this country of adequate
supplies. Producers’ prices also have
been fixed for home-produced bacon,
hath, and lard.”

It does not produce
heat, but it acts as a carrier to all|
parts of the body, and assists in re-|
gulating tKe temperature of the body.

When foods are chewed well, the

In the intestines, the food is acted
upon by various fluids, each having its |
own part to perform. The bile |
emulcifies the fats and the pancreatic |
fluids completes their digestion. The |
intestinal fluids finish the process of |
digestion for the albumens and sugars.

Sour Pickles.—Fifteen cucumbers |
from the brine, cut in gne-inch hlnrks,l
one dozen small white onions, one red
pepper, cut in pieces. Cover with cold
and boil for three minutes.
Drain and add: One ounce of celery
and mustard seed, one tablespoonful
of whole cloves and allspice, one table-
spoonful of blade mace. Cover with
vinegar and bring to a boil. Cook
slowly for one:half hour, then seal
in  wide-mouth bottles and jars.
Store in a cool dry place.

Pickled Onions.—Use the tiny white
pickling onion. Pour boiling water
to loosen the skins. Peel and then
soak for twenty-four hours in salt
brine that will float an egg. Nov
wash in plenty of cold water and place
in a preserving kettle. Cover with
one part skimmed milk and twe parts
water. Boil gently for ten minutes.
Drain and wash in cold water and then
fill into bottles. Fill with hot, spiced |
vinegar. Seal in the usual manner
for catsup and pickles.

wighful for a similar knowledge of the
realms away down below the sunlit
surface of the sea.

True, divers have descended to quite
300 feet, but the human eye finds
nearly the gloom of night there even
in clear water and during the hours of
the day. It is a case of feeling rather
than seeing with these subaquatie
toilers, and their 'mental pictures are
unreliable at best. %

It was to overcome these obstacles
to a true understanding and to give
us first hand and positive data that
Hans Hartman of New York set him-
self some years back to device a cam-
era that could be lowered several hun-
dred feet into the ocean and take pic-
tures at close range of submarine con-
| ditions well beyond the physical en-
durance of the most expert diver. His
invention has recently been tested by
the United States Government with
satisfactory results. y

“My improved device,” says the in-
ventor, “will not only of great
value to science at large, but likewise
to commercial enterprises bent upon
salvage or other underwater opera-
tions. The camera will reproduce con-
ditions and facts in a way that neo
amount of ordinary diving operations
—if they be permissible—could bring
to light. Not only that, but the train-
ed engineer, who generally is not a
diver, could descend in my apparatus
and study the situation at first hand
and take back with him to the surface
films holding the exact records of just
the things he wished to preserve and
study’ at leisure.”

«¥For U-Boat Work Salvage.

Mr. Hartman's invention will make
it possible for us to study deep sea life
and its phydical getup under circum-
stances that heretofore have been
quite out of the question.. The flora
and fauna of the ocean may thus:be
examined under ideal conditions dnd
with the element of speculation re-
duced to a minimum. The Igeology
of the great water basins can be in-
vestigated and their intimate and con-
tinual relation to the land and  'its
