Unless there is a power which can
curb such rapacity, such inexcusable
and such crooked business, the min-
ority cry will soon become a majority
ery for Government ownership. It
railway corporate wrongs cannot be
corrected by.the functions which the
legislatures, and the courts have
created, there is no other way to
secure this correction than by abso-
lute governmental control or by Gov-
ernment ownership.”

Action by the Chicago and North-
western in respect to some of its
switching charges called out this
statement:

“Is there any excuse, legal or moral,
for the Northwestern suddenly jump-
ing its charges from $1 per car to
$25 50, and then adding a per diem
charge of $2 80 for a car which the
company itself owns ‘and to impose
this unheard of charge for hauling a
car one mile? Such reckless and
tyrannical conduct cannot beé justified
on the part of any corperation, and no
figures nor contortion of figures which
the railroads can bring can justify
such a reckless condition of business
on the part of the carrier.”

The answer of the railroads was
that they could not be expected to do
the business at a sacrifice, and that
the commission is without power to
compel them to give the service at
less than cost.

#s a basis for settlement of the diffi-
culty is a switching charge of 10 cents
per ton on a minimum of 20 tons for
transportation of three miles, or less
within the switching district, and of
12 cents per ton for greater distances.

But Britain Would Back France

Against Germany, Says Tardieu.

Cambridge, Mass,,
dre Tardieu

Feb. 8.—Mr. An-
yesterday declivered the
second of his course of eight lectures
on “France and Her Alliances” before
the Circle Francais of Harvard Uni-
versity. His subject was “France and
the English Alliance.”

He said that the necessity existed
for this agreement as for the Franco-
Russian alliance. He traced the his-
tory of the alliance as brought about
by King Edward VII. and M, Del-
casse.

Referring to the report that a secret |

treaty had been made between France
and England in 1906, M. Tardieu stated
positively that no such treaty ever had
been made.

He said that in view of the present
conditions in Europe and of certain
verbal statements made between Eng-
lish and French statesmen it seemed
certain that if France should be at-
tacked by Germany England would in-
terfere in her favor.

The lecturer said that if there had
been some difficulties between France
and England in Egypt the fault was in
the imperfect manner in which the
French drafted the treaty of 1994, With
these exceptions he believed
France had derived great profit from
this pact.

KAISER RESERVES
THE ROYAL OPERA

Emperor’s Magnificent Theater
To Be Kept for Berlin’s
Exclusive Set.

Berling Feb. 10.—The Emperoer has
directed that the -free list and the
sale “of tickets to the public for the
royal opera be suspended for
evenings in February
that what
may, be held.

For the special evenings, tickets will
be allotted td6 subscribers according to
their social rank, subscribers whose
names are on the court list being ac-
corded the first privileges.

The. Emperor maintains the opera
out of his private purse, and has a
permanent free list of four hundred,
probably the largest free list of any
theater in the world.

His ‘majesty frequently directs that
tickets: be sent to professors, artists
and distinguished persons, whom he
has received in audience, as well as
to tradespeople with whom he hag
dealings.

So that, taking both the permanent
and occasional free lists, the seats left
for the public have been limited to a
few hundred, and these mostly unde-
sirs u»lo the theater only seating about
1,500, including the topmost gallery.
The Emperor spent nearly $1,000,000
more in 1907 on grand opera and
comic opera at the royal theaters in
Berlin and Weisbaden than the re-
ceipts amounted to.

_Cairo, Feb. 9. — The lack of pub-
lic security in the provinces, more
especially in the Delta, is causing the
greatest anxiety., Brigandage, theft
and murder are ever increasing, and
in this respect the state of the country
Is worse than in the time of the Khe-
dive Said Pasha. The cause is
the unwieldiness of the machinery
of the ministry of the interior. More-
over, there is no high official in tha
ministry of the interior who has had
any previous experience of police
work..

Another fact which greatly mili-
tates . against the successful policiag
of the country is the fact that the
police of Egypt are by composition
and training especially a militacy
force, a gendarmerie, yet they are
administered as & civil force.

Administration’s Theory.

The theory of the present Ad-
ministration is that the Mudirs, or
governors of provinces, are absolute-
ly responsible to the minister for the

! state of the district under their con-

trol. But, in reality, their authority
Is continually being tinkered with
by a young inspector, who has neither
a sufficient knowledge of the country
nor - of Arabic to know when he is
being wilfully misled, and who les-
sens the responsibility and weakens
the authority of the Mudir: in fact,
he irritates instead of soothing,

What is needed is a resident in-
spector who Is entirely cognizant of
the conditions under which, and of
the characters of the people he is
seut to help to govern, a man old
enough to have a natural authority,
with a certain knowledge of the
country and experience of the peo-
ple he is sent to govern, a working
knowledge of their language, and,
aboxe all, he must have had practical
experience of police work; in faet, a
return to, and an improvement on, the
system in vogue before the Egyptian
civil service was started.

Wavering in Allegiance.

At the pregent mement all seriously
minded Egyptians, who have been
loyal to the occupation throughout,
are wavering in their allegiance, be-
cause of the apparent inability
the present Government to
crime. When a crime is committed in
a village, there is not one man,
weman or child in that .village who
does not know the author within an
hour.

100 HARD UP TO
BUILD FOUR SHIPS

Best the United States Can Do
at Present Is to Construct
Two Battleships.

be

Washington, Feb. ¢ —Though the
House committee on naval affalrs has
taken no vote on the subject, there is
excellent authority for predicting that
it will recommend the appropriation cf
moneys for the building of only two in-
stead of four battieships wurged by
President Roosevelt and Secretary of
the Navy Metcalfe. The certainty of
a reavy deficit and the prospect of de-
creased revenues during the next fiscal
yvear have been held up as a warning by
Chairman Towney, of the appropria-
tions committee, and a general ten-
dency on the part of the Republicans
in the House to hold down expenses, is
evident.

The naval committee feel that it is
wiser to trim and prune in the commit-
tee than to recommend measures for
the expenditure which probabiy would
be voted down on the floor. It is likely
however, that the committee will 1e-
commend an appropriation to cover the
reception into the navy of at least 3,900
of the additional 6,000 men asked for
by the secretary of the navy, to man
the new battleships New Hampshire,
Idaho and Mississippi, and the new
armored cruisers North Carolina and
Mintana, soon to go into commission.
The navy is now 600 men short of its
quota.

It seems assured, however, that the
impending proposal in the committee
to cut down the battleship appropria-
tion from four to two will be met with
firm resistance on the part of the Dem-
ocrat members. Among these are Re-
presentatives Talbott, of Maryvland,
who launched the “big navy pelicy in
the 47th Congress,” and Hobson, of
Alabama, who was elected to this, his
first seat in Congress, chiefly on a largze
navy platform. So earnest is the Pres-
ident's desire that four battleships be
provided for at this session, that today
he sent for Representative Talbott,
Hobson and Pagett (Tennessee), and
Lamar (Florida), all members of the
naval commission. They went to the
White House and were there closeted
with the President for some time, dis-
cussing the situation as it obtains in
the committee, and may shape itself in
the Hotise.

They Will Be Such Splendia
Vessels as To “Pui Other

Fellows To Sleep.”

Montreal, Feb. 9.—In an interview
Wwith the Standard’s representative, Sir
William Van Horne this week spoke
disparagingly of the All-Red scheme:

“Why should millions of dollars in
subsidies be askeq for in the connec-
tion?” he asked. “The C, A T made|
the Pacific trade. It did not take it
from anyone. It had to be created.
It was created, ang became influen-
tial and- profitable. That trade is so
;large that other ang larger boats will
have to be put on the Pacifie. I am
not the spekesman of the C. P. R, un-
derstand. There can only be one
spokesman, but there is no harm in
saying that the Pacific fleet will be
augmented.

“The Empresses, which are now on
Pacific; the boats which are now on
the Pacific may be useq for the Aus-
tralian trade; and the C. P. R. will
build new boats for the Atlantic which
will put the other fellows to sleep.

“Not necessarily the fastest ‘-boats on
record—but semething new—entiraly
new, something attractive, which will
further poularize our own route., The
latter, owing to the settling up of the
Empresses, has become more and
| more desirable to travelers from all
iparts of the country. Berths have
had to be engaged months in advance,
People have come from the far ©:st,
from the south, in order to use our
boats on the St. Lawrence route. The
C. P. R. has built up this trade off its
own bat. It will still further increase
it. Why should any new project be
sprung upon the public in the connec-
tion?”

Prophets of Years Ago.

Sir Willlam mentioned that years
ago, when he made a proposition to
pubiic men in connection with
establishment of a certain character
of boats for the Canadian trade, he
was informed that the child was un-
born that would see boats of 9,000 tons
on our route.

The C. P. R. has put 16,000-ton boats
on the route, which had been emin-
ently successful, and was contemplat-
ing a new departure which would af-
ford further accommodation, and
increase the prestige of the Canadian
route.

“There is a kind of complaint that I
like,” said Sir William, “and that I
frequently hear when I am traveling.
The complaint is that the Pacific
boats are full, that berths have to be
obtained two and three months in ad-
vance; that our transcontinental trains
are so full that people have to sit
close to find room. I have heard that
!comp]aint in connection with certain
i gentlemen who desired to come across
{from China in our steamers, but who
| were told that they must order two
| months ahead, and who, when they
{did reach Vancouver on our boats,
{found that as they had not ordered
| their sleepers ahead, they could not
:be provided with the same. No doubt,
| the gentlemen were angry, but it is a
{ pretty good indication of the state of
'businoss. To try to set up a second
All-Red route scheme, involving the
| paying of millions of dollars in sub-
| sidies, while the C. P. R. thoroughly
lcovers the area of operations, would
'not only be a shame, but it would be
'nonsensical in the highest degree.
The Tariff Question.

“An ounce of work is worth a ton of
| preference. The American is close. He
'is right at our elbow. He has his im-
mediate representatives on the spot.
; British firms are not represented here
{in the close way in which the Ameri-
can manufacturers are. The conse-
|quence is that, in spite of the prefer-
|ence, the increase of British imports
1is slight.”

Sir William spoke animatedly on the
tariff question, as it affected our own
manufactures. Tariff fluctuation pre-
vented, in many cases, that monetary
support which would otherwise be
forthcoming and nipped in the bud
many promising enterprises.

Sir Willlam’'s idea was a graduated
{tariff. For instance, let the tariff be,
say, 35 per cent to start with.

Let it be gradually reduced until it
the end of five years it would continue
one a ten per cent basis. There would
need to be such security as that a
manufacturer could look and plan
ahead for twenty years. He would thus
know what he had to meet.

MINORITY ClﬁlRENCY BILL

Nt ety

Washington, Feb. 8.—What will
be known as ‘“the minority currency
bill” was introduced today by Repre-
sentative John Sharp Williams, of Mis-
sissippl, the Democrat leader of the
House, who drew the measure today.

The bill provides that the total lia-
bilities of any national bank shall not
exceed one-tenth of the bank’s pald-in
and unimpaired capital stock and one-
tenth of its unimpaired surplus fund.

No national bank shall loan in the
aggregate more than several times the
amount of its paid-up capital plus its

of |

i

‘vides that these interconvertible bonds

paired surplus. Any national bank
may keep 50 per cent of its reserve
in United States bonds or in the bonds
of states os in acceptable bonds of cer-
tain municipalities.

The acceptability of such bonds as
reserve-security shall be passed on by
the attorney-general of the state in
which the municipality is located; and
these bonds shall be known as “inter-
convertible bonds.”

The elasticity currency feature of the
bill is contained in a section which pro-

may be deposited in the “nearest sub-
treasury” and the depositing bank shall
receive in lieu thereof “United States
emergency treasury notes.”

When the bank feels that the emer-
gency has passed, and the loan notes
are no longer needed, it may redeem
them with actual money. These notes
shall be legal tender.

For the creation of a fung of $15,-
000,000, for the payment of depositors
of failed banks, there is authorized the
imposition of a tax of one-sixteenth of
one per cent on the deposits of banks
which consent to-be 'so taxed.

The bill also provides that no bank
officer shall make a loan for the pur-
pose of stock gambling, and fixed as
the penalty for violation a fine in the
amount of the lean, or imprisonment.

The order for the sale will not, it is
believed, be actually carried into effect
until there has been further corre-
spondence concerning the collection
between the Russian authorities at St.
Petersburg and the treasury depart-
ment. The paintings are packed in 46
cases, and no statement concerning
their value has been obtained.

TILE FLEET IN

A Steamship Captain Reports
Evans’ Boats Going Against
Fierce Winds.

~ Punta Arenas, Strait of Magellan,

Feb. 9.—The Pacific Navigation Com-
pany steamship Orita, which arrived
here this morning, reports having
passed the American fleet in the strait
Bt 6 o'clock last evening twelve miles
east of Cape Pillar. The Chilean
eruiser Chacabuco was leading. The
weather was stormy.

The captain of the Orita said he
sighted nineteen vessels in the beet,
these being the sixteen American bat-
tleships, the Chilean cruiser and two
others, probably colliers. He did nol
sight “ne American torpedo boat flo-
tilla which accompanied the battle-
ships from this port, but which turned
north at Smyth Channel, thirty miles
from the western end of Magellan
Strait, to proceed through this passage
to Telcahuano.

Owing to the heavy weather, the
warships were spread out over a con-
siderable stretch, but all seemed to be
making splendid progress in the face
of the strong wind.

Rear Admiral Evans’ fleet of battie-
ships left Punta Arenas about mid-
night Friday, accompanied by thé tor-
pedo boat flotilla. The Chilean cruis-
er Chacabuce, with Admiral Simpson
end a delegation of representative
Chileans aboard, led the
put of port and through the strait.

Lieut.-Commander Rozas, of the
Chilean navy, acted as the pilot for
the torpedo boat flotilla, but it was
intended that his services wowld be
chiefly reguisitioned in the passage of
BSmyth Channel, the entrance to which
Jies thirty miles to the east of Cape
Pillar, through the inner passage to the
Pacific Ocean and along the jagged
coast of Telcahuano, 2,130 knots from
Punta Arenas.

The sighting of the American fleet
by the steamship Oriat indicates that
it made a favorable voyage through
the strait, for it was then only twelve
miles east of Cape Pillar, the most
westerly point of land on the Magel-
lan Strait.

Evidently the intention of the
American commander to make the pas-
sage of the strait from Punta Arenas
to the west coast without a stop has
been successful. Cape Froward, the
southern extremity of South America,
lies nearly in the middle of Magellan
Strait and the fleet passed this point
early in the morning, thus having al-
most the full daylight in which to
make the more dangerous reaches
through the western entrance from
the Pacific.

The battleships once having cleared
Cape Pillar and the Evangelists, will
steam directly north to Callao, whizh
is the next stopping place. They are
expected to arrive at Callao about the
twentieth. On the way up the coast,
however, they will run in close to Val-
yaraiso,

BLACK HAND CHIEF DEAD

ftalian Barber Shot to Death May Be
Head of Gang.

New York, Feb. 8.—Coly Calcagno, an
ftalian barber, who was shot to death in
East One Hundred and Sixth street last
Monday, may have been the leader of the
Black Hand organization in the United
States. Detective Wm. Atkinson, of Bal-
timore, after seeing the body yesterday,
said he was convinced the dead man was
the chief of the Black Hand in this coun-
try.

Calcagno was not his real name, Atkin-
son said. He is convinced, however, he
said, that the body is that of the man
who, when known as the leader of the
Black Hand organization, dynamited a
house in Baliimore saveral vears ago, and
who at that time was being sought on a
charge of having shot and killed a promi-
nent man in Pittsburg.

The local Italian detective bureau will
make an effort to verify the identification.
Calcagno was about 27 years old.

A WALL STREET SUICIDE

‘Says He Was Fieeced Through Dupli-

city and Ends His Life.

New York, Feb. 8—Declaring that
he had lost a fortune in Wall street
through duplicity, E. C. Brooks, who
came from the west a wealthy man a
few years ago, killed himself in an
annex of the Produce Exchange to-
day by drinking poison. He was
found unconscious on the floor by a
clerk of the exchange and died before
a .physician arrived.

An-
other note read: “In case of my death
my name is Edward C. Brooks, No.
134 East One Hundred and Twenty-
sixth street. Communicate with my
brother, Clifford Brooks, 18 Week
Road, Hempstead, England.

Entries in a dairy showed that
Brooks had sustained severe losses.
One recorded losses aggregating $20,-
000 in a single dayv in Wall street.

Little was known of Brooks around
the Produce Exchange. It was said
that when he came from the west a
few years ago he appeared to have
plenty of money. He was unfortunate
in speculation, however, and of late
had been on the verge of poverty.
Within the past two days he had made
application at the exchange for em-
ployment, even asking to be put to
work as a porter or a laborer. He
was about 50 years of age.

A Notorieus Italian Convict In-
herits a Rich Estate From
an Auat,

Como, Feb. 9.—After spending haif his
life in prison or under police supervision,
the convict Gerolamo Pasquale, at the
age of 9, now finds himself, through the
death of an aunt, the owner of a great
fortune, and the proprietor of villas at
Como and at Gravedono.

BUNKER HILL CANNON

Making an Effort to Buy Back Trophy
Now on View at Quebec.

Hartford, Conn., Feb. 9.—There is
more than a possibility now that the
famous little Bunker Hill cannon,
about which the guide descants pleas-
antly to visitors to the citadel in
Quebec, will soon be welcomed by
the Ancient and Honorable Artillery
of Boston, and be placed with its
fellows in Bunker Hill Monument.

It isn’t much of a cannon to look at,
with its decaying wooden carriage,
and its two split wooden wheels, as it
stands there in the citadel on a plat-
form surrounded by mortars, but
Americans always have wished they
could’ see it under other auspices.

Once or twice attempts have been
made to purloin the cannon, but no
one ever got it further than the
granite wall. After the last attempt
a few yvears ago, the garrison kept a
closer watch on {t. Indeed, it has
been impossible for anyone to get a
picture of it wuntil recently, when
Willard C. Gompf, of this city, made
an effort which was crowned with
success. At the time of the World's
Fair in Chicago a request was made
for a loan of the gun, but the royal
authorities had their fears and re-
fused It.

Even then he refused to get off the
floor, and seeing that it was impossible
to get the man up-stairs without car-
rying him, Squire Chittick went
through the formality, of remanding
him for one week, as the nrisoner lay
on the floor.

It was stated at the jail this meorn-
ing that the only food Hartwick has
eaten since being placed in confine-
ment a week ago was a small piece of
toast, a small piece of meat and a
potato. In addition to this food Hart-
wick has partaken of perhaps two
quarts of milk.

Heat Wave in Australia Has Caused
Bush Conflagrations.

Sydney, Feb. 8.—The heat wave has cul-
minated in a serles of disastrous bush
fires throughout the Commonwealth, es-
pecially in Victoria. It is too soon yet
to calculate losses, but their total must
be enormous. In the Fdenhope district a
fire spreading over 40 miles has becy
raging for five days, despite the efforts of
hundreds of fire fighters, many of whom
were t2mporarily blinded by smoke and
heat. They made many heroic rescues.

At Dergholm the setilers rushed into
the river when they say that it was im-
possible to save their homesteads. Else-
where people sought shelter in swamps.
In the Dergholn district alone 150,600
acres of grass, miles of fencing and 10,000
sheep, besides the farmers’ buildings, are
destroyed. Thnousands of sheep that es-
caped are carrying their fleeces scorched.

A squatter hag Hamilton had 2,760 sheep
burned to death. The signal lights on
the Victorian coast have been obscured
by clouds. of smeke, -thereby imperiling
shipping.

TRADE WITH JAPAN

GVood Market for Hides and Leather,
and Butter Market Grows.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 10.—W. T. R.
Preston, trade commissioner of the
Dominion, writes from Hong KXong,
where he has just arrived from Yo-
kohama, to the department, and he
states that there is a market in Ja-
pan for hides and leather.
