Pekin, March 6.—A missionary 

named F. Day, belonging to the 
Church of England Mission, and at­
tached to the district of Pao Ting Fu, 
was killed today by mutinous Chinese 
soldiers. Mr. Day, accompanied by 
Bishop Charles P. Scott, of the North 
China Diocese, and another mission- 
ary, F. S. Hughes, were making a 
regular tour of the mission stations 

‘in the vicinity of Pao Ting Fu.
Struggle For Carts.

Arriving at Tien Chwang Ying, 
Bishop Scott sent Day and Hughes to 
Chin Chow to fetch letters. The two 
missionaries found mutinous soldiers 
sacking the town. These comman- 
deered the missionaries’ carts and

when the missionaries attempted to 
recover them the soldiers fired a vol- 
ley and Mr. Day was killed. Mr. 
Hughes took refuge in the town hall, 
where he still remains.

A British attache from the legation 
here accompanied by a detachment of 
eight British soldiers left this morn­
ing for Chin Chow to rescue Mr. 
Hughes.

president of the Chinese Republic, is 
leaving Wu Chang for Nanking, where 
he will take the oath as proxy for 
Yuan Shi Kai. the president-elect of 
the republic.

Henry L. Stim- 
sion, secretary of war, and Republican 
candidate for governor of New York in 
1910, declared himself for President Taft 
last night and said that, while he re­
mained the sincere friend of Mr. Roose- 
velt he could not support him for the 
presidential nomination.

Mr. Stimson entered President Taft’s 
cabinet last year, after consultation with 
Mr. Roosevelt and with the distinct un­
derstanding with the President that he 
would be bound in no way to take part 
in the political activities of the adminis­
tration. In a speech before the Taft 
Club of Illinois last night he declared 
his belief that President Taft’s adminis­
tration represented the highest expres­
sion of progressive Republican policy.

Taft True to Trust.
"I am here tonight to speak for the 

renomination of President Taft,” said 
Mr. Stimson. ”1 am now. and always have 
been, a progressive. I. am for Mr. Taft 
because I believe he has faithfully car­
ried out the progressive faith of the Re- 
publican party; that his administration 
stands for orderly, permanent progress 
in our national government, and that to 
refuse him the nomination on the as- 
sertions that have been made against 
him would be a blow to that progress 
and would put a premium upon hastily 
and unfounded criticism.

"1 entered into public life under the 
inspiration of Theodore Roosevelt. 1 am 
a firm believer in the great national 
policies for which he has fought, and 1 
now remain his sincere friend. But 1 
believe that those who are forcing him, 
contrary to his original intention, into 
the arena against Mr. Taft, are jeopar­
dizing, instead of helping, the real cause 
of progress in the nation."

The President and Reciprocity.
Referring to President Taft’s efforts on 

behalf of reciprocity, Mr. Stimson said:
"In his reciprocity programme the 

President, with clear foresight, fought to 
meet a great national need and to allev­
iate the coming burden of distress upon 
our working population. He sought to 
open the grain fields of Canada as a 
food supply against the time when our 
own fields should be no longer sufficient 
He sought to do it at a time when it 
could he done without undue injury to 
any American producer, but simply as a 
guarantee against future hardship and 
oppression. He rose far above Ihe nar­
row vision of locality or trade interest 
a policy which is bound to be right if the 
laws of nature and the features of geo­
graphy are right.

for London this year, in fact, al! con­
tractors declare that it will be the best 
in the history of the city. The archi­
tects of the city are working on many 
extensive plans, and there are many 
more to come, and now there are 
works in sight or completed totalling 
over $1,250,000, and there are more to 
come.

It is rather a difficult matter to esti- 
mate the amount of money to be spent 
in the erection of dwellings in the 
city. City Architect Nutter states 
that he has had many applications for 
information regarding the kind of 
structure, and he declares that in his 
judgment, the sum of $200.000 to $250,- 
00 will be expended in houses this 
ear. More than ordinary demands for 

dwellings have been made, and the 
contractors will supply the need. The 
quality will be better than ordinarily.

By the end of the year, all traces of 
he Chapman fire will be removed.

Crown Attorney 
Dingwall, of Cornwall, examining the 
witnesses last night.

Sister’s Life Threatened.
Several neighbors of the family and 

others were examined and shocking 
conditions revealed. A sister of Mrs. 
Bickford said she had seen the child 
sent outside in her bare feet to fetch 
water from a well. Mrs. Bickford had 
also threatened to kill her.

John Cook, a storekeeper, said he 
had discovered that two of the child’s 
toes were frozen from sleeping in a 
shed. The nails were gone and the 
bones protruded from the flesh. He 
complained to Magistrate Bow, who 
sent a letter of warning to the Bick­
fords some days before the girl’s 
death.

Abrasions on Skin.
The most important evidence of the 

evening was given by Doctors H. Mc- 
Laughlin and Malloch, Dr. McLaugh- 
lin told of Bickford informing him that 
the little girl at his place had taken a 
weak spell and was dead. The doctor 
had gone to the Bickford home and 
had found the girl dead, the Bickfords, 
however, informing him that she had 
not been ill previously and that she 
had had her regular meals. Dr. Mc- 
Laughlin then read the post-mortem, 
which showed that Catharine Saint 
Pierre was a fairly nourished child and 
that the condition of her organs was 
normal. Several discolorations and

The price of coal is still 
going up, and it was selling at ten 
dollars a ton on the Isle of Wight 
today.

There is a grave situation in Scot­
land, where all shipping is tied up. 
The railway men have been given 
notice of a suspension of work on 
several lines. Coal is so scarce that 
there are no fires in the barracks at 
Aldershot. Lloyd’s is doing a rushing 
business insuring against strikes and 
riots.

My orchard is on 
a side hill exposed to every nortli wind 
that blows and I will give you a dollar 
for every lead of blighted tree you 
can find. My trees are sheltered to 
some extent by my berry bushes, but 
peaches will stand a temperature of 
22 degrees below zero in winter. It 
is only the spring frosts that injure 
them.

"This is a six-day-a-week business 
town," said George Jayne, secretary of 
the board of trade. "In some other 
places business languishes during the 
week, and on Saturday the farmers 
come to town and there is a big day.

‘Most every day is Saturday here.

"The reason.for this is that our 
farmers do not wait until Saturday to 
come to town. For fifteen miles around 
they are in every day with milk and 
cream.

THE STUMBLING BLOCK IN THE 

BRITISH COAL STRIKE.
The point of difference between the 

coal owners and miners has been 
stated clearly by Premier Asquith.

The owners, with few exceptions, 
have agreed to the principle of a mini­
mum wage. The miners have agreed 
to the principle of a minimum output. 
In other words the men are willing 
to guarantee a fair day's work for a 
fair day’s wage. So far so good; but 
what is a fair day's wage? There’s 
the rub. The men have their own 
idea of what it should be. They in­
sist on the minimum wage schedule 
drawn up by their leaders. It varies 
from nearly five shillings a day in 
Somerset to seven shillings eight cr 
nine pence g day in localities where 
the conditions of work are harder by 
reason of the depth of the mines. Here 
is where masters and men part com­
pany. The masters say the men's 
schedule is unreasonable, as in some 
cases the minimum asked is higher 
than the average wage in the district.

The prime minister takes the 
ground that the Government cannot 
coerce the masters into granting the 
wage demanded by the men without 
inquiry or consideration. The Gov­
ernment has undertaken a rigorous ex­
amination of the figures presented by 
both sides, and is hopeful of persuad­
ing them to agree. Negotiations have 
reached a deadlock but have not 
broken down.

Obviously the position of the Gov­
ernment is unassailable, a fact frank­
ly recognized by the leader of the Op- 
pcsttion. The Government will be 
morally justified in insisting that the 
only matter now in dispute—the fixing 
of the minimum wage—be left to ar- 
bitration, if the masters and men will 
not agree upon it. The men will as­
suredly antagonize public opinion if 
they insist upon their own schedule. 
Both masters and men will be wrong 
if they refuse to permit an independ­
ent tribunal to determine it, or if they 
refuse to abide by any decision the 
Government makes after full and 
searching inquiry.

But what if masters and men fail 
to agree, or what if one party or both 
parties decline to accept the Govern­
ments suggestions? The pressure of 
public opinion directed against one or 
both will be powerful, but will it be 
powerful enough to force a settlement? 
Already millions are suffering, and 
every day the misery increases in vol­
ume and intensity. The railways are 
curtailing their services. Factories are 
closing. The supply of foreign food- 
stuffs upon which the country de­
pends, is contracting because ships 
are short of coal. A month more of 
this creeping paralysis and the mass 
of the people will be in a worse plight 
than if the Germans had declared war

the result of a canvass now being un­
dertaken by the industrial committee 
is announced,

“We are circularizing the city," ex­
plained Mr. W. W. Gammage. "We 
intend to find out how many pupils, in 
our public schools would attend day 
classes, covering a course of two years’ 
time. The night classes have been so 
successful that we are confident that 
we can make an even greater success 
of day schools. It day schools are es­
tablished, we will need a building for 
them. The old Colborne street school 
will fill the bill until the new school is 
built. Then the board may remove 1t. 
We are merely asking the board to al­
low the building to stand until we ob­
tain the information we desire. If 
there is no chance for starting classes, 
the old structure will be removed. If 
there is, we want to utilize it. This 
will form the first step towards a tech­
nical school."

The members of the board saw the 
point, and voted unanimously that the 
request of Trustee Gammage be grant­
ed.

He reported that 135 were enrolled 
in the night classes, and that the 
school was progressing most favor- 
ably.

By the Sardine.
We are called sardines because we are caught on the coast of a country 

called Sardinia.
We are considered beautiful, graceful little swimmers. Most of us are 

about three or four inches long. Our color is bright green above and silvery 
white below. We live in the deep sea and only come to the surface to lay 
our eggs.

Along the coast where we are caught there are many sardine factories.

What the Bech Bill Proposes to Do

Municipalities contracting with the 
hydro will have the right to compel 
private companies to use its under­
ground conduits. All such work will 
be under the commission’s control.

Owing to the fact that some tele­
phone companies are operating under 
a federal charter, and the hydro-elec­
tric commission has no jurisdiction 
over them with regard to ordering 
wires to be placed underground, 1 
joint arrangement with the Dominion 
railway commission is sought, by 
which such companies may be com­
pelled to sink their wires. A fine not 
to exceed $100 a day may be imposed 
on companies who do not comply with 
the order to remove wires.

If the commission deems a property 
which has been expropriated unsuit­
able for its purpose, it may, within 
three months from the date of expro­
priation, nullify the agreement and re­
store the land to the original owner, 
upon making just compensation for 
any damage wrought.

A uniform system of bookkeeping 
will be established for the whole 
hydro-electric system, the same 
methods being employed by all con­
tracting municipalities.

Among other powers which will be 
conferred upon the hydro-electric 
commission under the new hill which 
Hon. Adam Beck has introduced in the 
Legislature, will be the right to 
expropriate local distributing plants 
in municipalities which have entered 
into contracts with the commission.

Althority is also asked for the com­
mission to take over lands and im- 
prove water powers, and to regulate 
the flow of water in dams, etc.

A regulation is sought by which the 
commission may oversee the installa­
tion of the lighting appliances, wiring, 
fixtures, etc., in every building, and 
to appoint municipal inspectors to see 
that these, regulations are complied 
with.

The commission is. to be given 
full control of rates charged by mu- 
nicipal corporation, and may stipulate 
the rates to be charged by any com­
pany or individual having a contract 
with the commission.

Apartment the disposal of this revenue 
will also be controlled by the commis- 
sion.

"There has been no complaint at all un­
der the McNaught bill, which lias been 
in operation now for some time."

"Our objection is as deep as the saying 
that a man should not be a judge in his 
own case," retorted Mr. Anglin.

Mr. Ellis then complained of that sec­
tion of the municipal franchises bill re-. 
specting the extension of franchises not 
voted on by the people. The remarks 
of Mr. Anglin grew warmer at this stage 
and the chairman objected to his utter- 
ances.

"My clients think that under this sec­
tion no company can extend its system," 
said he, "without a vote of the people, 
and we regard this as pernicious, dishon­
est and immoral legislation."

"That’s enough," interrupted Mr. Beck. 
We don't want any such language."

Are Apprehensive.
F. Johnson, holding a brief for the 

Trent Valley Power Companies, said the 
interests he represented, with $4,000,000 
invested in actual cash, regarded the 
proposed legislation with great appre- 
hension.

That small companies would suffer by 
this bill was urged by Col. Scott, of Kin­
cardine, representing the Saugeen Elec­
tric Company and the Walkerton Electric 
Light Company. Cel. Scott said they 
would have to secure a vote of the peo­
ple before making the. smallest extension. 
In some eases where an extension was 
net essary in one section it might be de­
feated by a general vote.

"Then you wouldn't trust the people?" 
asked Mr. Beck.

"I’d rather trust the council,” was Col. 
Scott’s reply.

"Yes, I dare say you would, but we 
prefer to let t le people decide," retorted 
the chairman.

Clipping the Wings.
City Solictor Waddell, of Hamilton, said 

that the hydro-electric commission was 
"elpping the wings," as he described it, 
of all the powers of the municipality.

Mr. Beck replied that any power that 
was being lost to the municipality was 
going direct to the people.

Mr. Waddell’s main protest, however, 
was against the clause which, he said, 
gave the commission power to take over 
any surplus that the municipal power 
plant might have, and use it for other 
purposes.

Mr. Beck told him that any surplus of 
this kind would not be used to make 
improvements In the providing of heat 
and light for the citizens.

CLIPS COUNCIL’S WINGS

All That Municipal Bodies Have Done 
in the Past Now Goes to a Vote 

of the People.

The discussion on the Beck bill at 
Toronto on Tuesday leaves no room 
to doubt that in the eyes of fair- 
minded people the measure is not only

Nesbitt, K. C., representing the Cana­
dian Electric Association; A. W. Aug- 
lin, of the firm of Blake, Anglin & Cas- 
sels, representing the Toronto Electric 
Light Company; F. Johnston, repre­
senting the Trent Valley interests. The 
railway committee room was crowded 
with representatives of the various 
companies affected by the passage of 
the new bill, and many municipal of­
ficials from various parts of the 
province.

Mr. Nesbitt’s Address.
Hon. Wallace Nesbitt, K. C. said 

that lie represented 136 companies, 
with an aggregate capital of $85,000,- 
000. What had struck him most in 
the legislation of the past few days 
was that the commission had two 
aspects, one was a commercial, in 
which it was competing with private 
enterprise; the other was government- 
al. He stated that he would like a 
definite line of demarkation between 
the two, and he thought that as a 
commercial competitor the Hon. Adam 
Beek and his fellow-commissioners 
should not exercise their government- 
al authority.

There were two grave objections to 
the section which referred to the ac- 
quisition of distributing plants cf 
private companies, he said. He was 
speaking as a representative of those 
companies, but he would speak in the 
same way off his own bat as a priv­
ate citizen. He protested against the 
confiscation of property without com- 
pensation. If part of the plant was 
taken, tendering the whole plant use 
less, compensation should be made for 
the whole.

Talks Compensation.
Mr. Beck said that before any legis­

lation of that kind was put in force an 
order in council passed upon it, we 
have found confiscation necessary," 
said he, "in some cases, but on all oc­
casions companies are fully recompens­
ed for any loss they may sustain."

Mr. Nesbitt persisted that the hydro­
electric commission, knowing what 
they want beforehand, should not start 
legal proceedings to acquire any pri­
vate property, and stop after continu­
ing them lor considerable time. This 
was a decided loss to the company 
and there was no recompense to be ob­
tained.

Mr. Dyment, law clerk, stated that 
the act provided for lull compensation 
lor any loss that the companies sus­
tained.

Mr. Nesbitt maintained that an in­
dependent authority, one who is not 
in the competitive business, should be 
given the power to decide between the 
contending parties.

Regarding the sub-section giving the 
railway board power to order all wires 
underground. Mr. Nesbitt asked Mr. 
Beck if he was in that regard acting 
in his commercial or his judicial ca- 
pacity.

"We have heard that argument be­
fore," replied Mr. Beck, "and as trus­
tees of the people we are not clear 
whether our commercial side comes in-— 
in these matters."

To Guard Rights.
Mr. Nesbitt argued that where pri­

vate Interests opposed the public in­
terests, even if the private interests 
had the powers by a vote of the people 
the private companies should get full 
and free compensation. "We are not in­
sisting on vested rights," he continued, 
but it is the function of Govern­
ment to guard individual and property 
TIER Beck inquired if Mr. Nesbitt did 
not think the commission was assuming 
responsibility for what it did in con­
ducting the campaign for cheap power 
for the people of Ontario.

"The wording of the laws of the land 
is the best guarantee for us," replied 
Mr. Nesbitt.

"We protest against our rights being 
taken from us on any terms—except 
where it can be demonstrated that 
those rights are contrary to the rights 
of the public," said A. W. Anglin, of the 
firm of Blake.

This block is, on the park side, an 
eyesore. The residents there are not 
to be blamed, as their backyards are 
as creditable to them as most back­
yards are to their owners, but they 
have the advantage of having their 
backyards on the street.

Locating the city hall on this site 
would not only get rid forever of the 
eyesore referred to, but at the same 
time would provide the most beautiful 
site for a hall that can be obtained.

The vote resulted in the defeat of 
the amendment by 103 to 65, a Gov­
ernment majority of 38. Messrs. Pa­
quet, Lamarche, Sevigny, Bellemare 
and Guilbault voted with the Opposi­
tion, while Mr. Mondou refrained from 
voting.

The School Question.
Mr. Pelletier was still on his feet 

after midnight in the midst of a 
stormy speech on the Manitoba school 
question. The House is filled and the 
galleries are crowded, and the Post­
master-General is shouting across the 
floor accusations against Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier. He has charged the Liberal 
chief with the betrayal of his co-re­
ligionists from 1896 down to the pres­
ent day. Sir Wilfrid, he has declared, 
is responsible for the present Govern­
ment's failure to include a separate 
school clause in the present legisla­
tion. “The Liberal party is respon­
sible for this position today," he cried.

Hon. Mr. Monk devoted practically the

Toronto, March 6.—Not only in re­
gard to territory, but also In the ad­
justment of the financial relations be­
tween the Dominion and the province, 
has the Ontario Government been re­
miss, according to the contention of 
Opposition speakers in the Legislature 
yesterday on the continuation of the 
boundary debate arising out of Mr. N.

Elliott (West Middlesex) continued the 
discussion, moving a further amend­
ment to that of Mr. Gamey that it 
was not too late for Ontario to press 
her claims at Ottawa; that the exten­
sion of the provincial railway to Nel- 
son River virtually through Manitoba 
territory would cost the province the 
legislative control of the railway; and 
in any event the $10,000,000 which 
would be necessary to do this would 
only result in the colonization of 
Manitoba.

Arouses Sir James' Ire.
In the debate Mr. Elliott roundly 

scored the Government for its policy. 
He accused Sir James Whitney of in­
sincerity in his negotiations with the

Dr. W. E. Taylor, an Anglican Chi­

nese missionary, who was the guest of 
the Canadian Club at luncheon at noon 
on Monday, addressed the Daymen’s 
Missionary Society at the annual meet­
ing ana banquet held in the Y. M. C. 
A. building last night, telling of the 
most remarkable advancement of China 
in recent years.

Shanghai, in which Dr. Taylor was 
situated tor some years, is now the 
centre of reform, and of the adoption 
of western civilization, with a street 
railway system, electric lighting, tele- 
pnone ana telegraph services, newspa- 
pers, steamsnip lines, waterworks and 
sewage systems, and only a snort time 
ago aeroplane flights were made over 
the city.

China is not now removed from the 
rest of the world, as in other times, 
as it is possible to reach the new re­
public in a tew days, over routes which 
formerly took weeks to cover.

The influence of Christianity is being 
felt in all parts, the queue has been 
abandoned, 100t-binding is now illegal, 
and the opium traitic is being over­
come. 'J he goodwill and harmony with 
which the Chinese work with the Chris­
tians in this particular is remarkable, 
said Dr. Taylor, and the sincerity of 
the people is demonstrated by the fact 
that the speaker had personal knowl­
edge of the deaths of two young princes 
who struggled earnestly to overcome 
the habit.

An Intelligent People.
The Chinese are intelligent men, and 

the whole population works in brother­
ly co-operation tor the general good. 
Education is advancing in a remark­
able manner, only a few years ago the 
Dowager Empress having swept away 
the old custom which was founded on 
Confucianism. This gave way to west­
ern ideas, and trained scholars were 
brought from Japan. Gradually, how­
ever, the people became suspicious of 
the motives of Japan, and sent the 
teachers back. Chinese who received 
their training in the Japanese and 
American universities were called home 
and assisted by the Christians, in whom 
the people have the greatest faith. 
A splendid system, with thoroughly 
modern equipment of the most costly 
type, has been instituted.

The Y. M. C. A. is also in the fore- 
front, and is developing with marvel­
lous rapidity. Christianity has seized 
upon the nation, but, Dr. Taylor de­
clares, there is still a very great work 
to be done.

Rev. H. H. Bingham, pastor of the 
Talbot Street Baptist Church, spoke 
briefly on mission work, and again 
brought, attention to the fact that there 
is much work to do close at home. Can­
ada's roll-call shows that practically 
every nation on the face of the earth 
is represented here. The people of 
Canada can scarcely hope to assimilate 
all, and if these are given the ballot 
without the Bible, they will swamp the 
nation.

—Where Will It End?

Herald, a strong supporter of the 
hydro-electric scheme, said last even­
ing:

"The London Advertiser protests 
against proposed legislation to empow­
er municipalities taking and using 
hydro-electric power ‘to engage in 
the retail sale of electric appliances 
and fixtures, from a motor down to a 
pair of curling tongs.’ In the Her­
ald’s opinion, the protest is justified.

"It is natural and right that munici­
pal corporations should have power to 
supply electric power and light to pri­
vate consumers on a commercial basis, 
for the distribution of electric current 
is in the nature of a natural monop­
oly, and all natural monopolies should 
be publicly owned and controlled. The 
distribution of water is no more a 
natural monopoly than the distribu­
tion of electric current. But the vend­
ing of electric fixtures and supplies is 
not a natural monopoly. We do not 
think it would be prudent for the 
municipal corporation to go into busi­
ness as a vendor of water-taps and 
washers, of sinks and bath-tubs and 
other fixtures and furniture in con­
nection with which water is used. And 
the same is true of electric supplies 
and fixtures. These things are arti­
cles of commerce not subject to mon­
opoly—at least it is not natural that 
either the production and distribution 
of them should be monopolized. If the 
municipal corporation were to go into 
busines as a vendor of such supplies, 
it would have to compete with mer­
chants and plumbers, and the competi­
tion would be unfair.

Difficult to Set Bounds.
"Admit that the municipal corpora­

tion may properly buy and sell goods 
of this sort, and you will find it ex­
ceedingly difficult to set bounds to 
municipal commercial enterprise.

"We can conceive of circumstances 
which would make it prudent and ex­
pedient for municipal corporations to 
buy and sell electric supplies. For ex­
ample, suppose the local vendors of 
these wares were, through prejudice 
or in rest, to refuse to handle electric 
fixtures and supplies adapted to the 
kind of power supplied by the munici­
pality, and were to push the sale 
only of such supplies as are adapted 
to the kind of power supplied by a pri­
vate corporation in competition with 
the municipality. In such circum­
stances the municipal corporation 
would be justified in vending these 
supplies itself. Self-protection would 
be its sufficient justification. Or if 
the vendors of electric supplies were 
to form a combination with a view of 
enhancing prices, in such an event the 
municipality would do well to protect 
its customers by supplying the element 
of competition.

“But. the danger from either one or 
the other of these contingencies is so 
small and remote that it is hardly 
worth taking into consideration."

His criticisms of the financial part of 
the transaction, stirred up the ire of 
Sir James Whitney, who made one of 
his characteristic speeches. An at­
tempt was made to rule Mr. Elliott’s 
amendment out of order.

In opening his speech, Mr. Elliott 
declared that this was nor the first 
conflict that had arisen with respect 
to boundaries. The Premier of On­
tario was today presiding over 140,000 
square miles of territory that would 
not have come to this province, had 
not the Liberals of the past stood for 
a square deal for this province. The 
Premier, Sir James Whitney, had 
roundly condemned the former Liberal 
Government for turning down the 
province, but now the Premier re­
joiced that the present Dominion Gov­
ernment had granted identically the 
same terms as Sir Wilfrid Laurler 
had offered.

An Apology of a Fight.

The Speaker sustained the point of 
order raised by the Prime Minister. 
Nothing affecting financial terms had 
been stated in the resolution or the 
amendment, and Mr. Elliott would 
have to confine his remarks to the 
boundary discussion. Failing accept- 
ance of that ruling, he would ask the 
House to wait until today for a writ­
ten opinion.

Resuming his remarks, Mr. Elliott said 
it was not time to lay the blame on Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, the Right Hon. R. L 
Borden, or even on the Prime Minister 
of Ontario, but to look after the rights 
of the province; it was a time to avoid 
political difference and place the province 
before party, that it might receive the 
consideration to which it was entitled.

Mr. Elliott’s Amendment.
Mr. Elliott’s amendment regrets that 

the Government had undertaken to deal 
with the division of 324,000 square miles 
of territory in Keewatin without consult­
ing the Legislature, and failed to realize 
the great importance of securing such an 
extension of the provincial boundary; that 
the Government failed to properly and 
adequately present, to the Government of 
Canada, the claims of the province to the 
territory, and, without securing the aid 
of the Legislature, admitted that this 
province "had no legal right whatever." 
and had consented to a division of the 
territory in question; that the order 01 
the Governor-General in council of the 
20th February, 1912, providing for rail­
way access to Port Nelson or Fort 
Churchill, by traversing lands within and 
subject to the jurisdiction of the Province 
of Manitoba, was entirely unsatisfactory 

The Government’s Duty.
It was the duty of the Government to 

prevent the proposed division. If the pro­
vincial railway was extended to Hudson 
Bay it would involve a cost of $10,000,000, 
which would mainly benefit Manitoba. 
The alteration of the terms of the Con­
federation compact, as outlined in the 
Federal bill, without consultation with or 
consent of the other provinces, was a 
violation of the spirit of the British North 
America act.

The striking speech of Mr. Elliott made 
an excellent impression, and Sir James 
was aparently well satisfied when the 
member for West Middlesex sat down.

Mr. Proudfoot (Centre Huron) Intro­
duced a bill to amend the municipal act, 
which would allow municipalities to raise 
money for a temporary purpose. At 
present, a corporation guaranteed bonds 
for which no sinking fund had been pro­
vided. They could pay certain electric 
railway bonds which have been guaran- 
teed, and in consequence the company 
defaulted. The municipalities are thus in 
a hole, and seek relief.
