. Resolved—That, His kate Majesty King George the
Third having beeo graciously pleased by ‘message to both
Houses of Parliament to express Itis Royal desire to be ena-
bled to make a permancent appropriation of lands in this pro-
vince for the support and maintenance of a protestant elergy
withdun the same, provision was wade for that purpose by Par-
liament, o the statute passed in the thirty-first yeas of His
Majesty’s reign, Chap. 81. by dirccting' a reservation of lands
to be made and set apart in the proportion of all the lands
4hat should be granted by His Majesty in the said province,
and by declaring that all and every the rents, profiis, cmo-
laments which might at any time arise fromy suck lands so al-
lotted and appropriated as aforesaid shoufd be applied solcly
to the maintonance and sapport of a protestant clergy within
the province, and to no other use or purpose whatever.
Resolved—That such allotments and appropriations as the

act directs having been made from time to timey and contizu-
ing to be set apart under the designation of Clergy Rescrves,
a claie was advanced in the year 1821 on behalf of the
Church of Scotland, to be allowed to share in those reserves,
ot in the rents, np)jgﬁts\ oremoluments to be derived [rem thiem; -
which claim 'was made and hus been urged, upon the footing
of @ Jegal claim, grounddd on the construction of the siatute,

- and oy the.rights of the Church of Scothuind, wo « chwsth o
ablistied in one part of the United Kingdon,
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Resoleed—That it has been adv ancec by other portions of

the peuple of this’ pmwxce‘ that all p*otest:m. denaminations
have a right, in common with the Churéh af England, to have
their clergy supported from tho reserves in question, and that
no exclusive right can be vindicated ander the act, in favor of
any ofre or more protestant churches.

Resolved—That cfforts have also been made’ to procure a
total abolition of this prmn»lon for the suppert of religion, by
obtaining an act of the Provincial Leglslamre, dzru.tm'f the
saie of the rescrves, and the appropriation of the pwcecc> to
purposes of general edocation..

tenance of a Protestant_ Clergy within 1his Province, com-
monly called the Cletzy Reserves, onght, for various reasons,
10 be sold; thatit would-be unjust toapply the monies arising
from the sale of the same, to the benefit- 6f vne or more fa-
vored religious denomisations, & that it would be impractica~
ble, and from many coasiderations incxpedient, to distribute
the monies arising therefrom among all denominations, and
that this House hasbeen usremitting ju its endeavors ¢ pro~
-curc the sale of these lands; and the application of the funds
produced by such sale to objects of “great impertance and in-
terest t¢ the people of this Province ; that with this view, the
House has heretofore repeatedly passed bills providing#or ile
sale of the Clevey Reserves, and the appropriation of the
monies arising therefrom to the support of education, which
bills have been rejected without amendment by the Legisla-
tive Counril; that with the same view this House kas repea-
tedly made known, by humble and datifui address to His
Majesty, their wishes and -opiniens, and the wishes aad onini-
ons of His Majesty’s faithful subjects in this Province on this
highly importantsubject ; and this House take this épportunity
of declaring that thesc wishes and opinions, both on the parc
-of this Ilouse and of their constituents remain entirely un-
changrd—that . during the second session of the last Parlie-
ment, His Excellency the Licutenant Gevernor, by message,
inform@d this Heuse, that hLe had reccived iis Majesty’s in-
structions to declars that the representations which had at dif-
ferent times been méde to His Majesty’ and His Royal prede-
cossors, of the prejudice sustained by His Majesty’s faith{ul
subjects of this Province from the appropriation of the Clergy
Reéserves had engaged his Majesty’s most attentive consideras
tion, and His Majesty has most graciously becn pleased to in-
‘vite the House of Assembly to cousider how the powers given
#to the Provincial Legisiature by the constitutional Act to vary
-or repeal the provisions which it containg for the allotment
-and appropriation of the Clerzy Reserves could be most ad-
~vantageously cxercised for the spiritual and temporal intercsts
of his faithful subjects in this Proviice. That this House, in
compliance with His Majesty’s wishes thys graciovsly expres-
sed, and with the strong and well known desires of His Ma-
jesty’s faithful subjects in 1kis Proviace, has passed a biil du-
ring the present session to provide for the sale of the Clergy
Reservos, and to apply the monics arising from such sale to
#he snpport of education—that the Legislutive Conacil dias
aot passed the said bill—has not amended it—and has'not
passed uny other bill on that subject. That under thess cir-
cumstances, this Eouse cannot but espress the extreme as-

tonighment with which it bas received the represontations of
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the Legiglative Coungil—that ..the -Legislature of the Prov-
-incehas been anable to concur in any measurce respecting the
Clergy Roserves, and altho’ this House has litde expectation
that the Legislative Council, as now constituted, will comply
with the wishes of tho people of the Province, yet it feels
Lound to declare that this House is, and always has heen, ready
and anxious to concur in any just and reasonable measure
whatever by which the Clergy Rescrves could be applied to
such; uscful purposes as would be most advantagcons to His
Majesty’s faithful people in this Province, and most conforma-
ble. tosheir well known wishes—that this House .cannot but
express iis confident hopey.that.His. Majesty will not be in-
dnced: by .any representation,:swhether sceret or open, to de-
part from the gracious, intentions which ke has been pleased
1o-intimate;*of complying with the carnest and repeated soli-
citations of His Majesty’s faithful subjects in this, Province
an that subject—that this resolution be laid Liefore Iis Exccl-
lency the Lieutenant Governor, and that His Excellency be
requested-to transmit the . same to the Secretary for. the
Colenics, and call the carly attention of His Majesty’s -gov-
rrament to.the importance of the same, to the interest, peace,
welfare, prosperity and happiness of His Majesty's faithul
people of this Province. ’

“The Select Committee appointed to enquire rclative, to the
tenure on which the ‘advisers of the Executive Government
hold their offices, and the expediency of introducing the same -
practice in the administration of the-Government of this Pro- '
vince-as that acted upon in England, and. also relative to the
composition of the Legislative Council, have considered the,
same, and have agreed to the following repost :—

- Your Committee have cxamined the-Journals of the House
of Assembly for-eleven years back, and find that, for several”
snecessive sesions, a.bill passed through the House of Assem-
Ly, by-overwhelming majorities,. repealing an act passed in;
the 44th: year of the reign of His latexMajesty-King George:
the Third, entitled, “ An Act for the better securing this
Province arainst all seditions attempts or designs to disturb
the tranq uillity thereot,” by which law, any of His Majesty's
British b orn subjects, whether-born in England, Ireland; or.
Seotland , apd not having aesided in (he provinee a cortain’
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length of time, might be .ordered to leave the Province by
‘any singlo Justice of the Peace, witheut trial, by Judge gr
Jury—and in case: such British subject should neglect or re-
fusc 16" oLéy.hisavorship’s despotic order was subject and lin-
ble to be.banished for a term of xcven years, for no .other of-
fence ‘or crime charged or proved against him than disobey-
ing thc Magistrate's oxder. .
Under this Jaw Robert Gourlay, Esq. a British born sub-
Tect, was banished” from this Provinee, on account of which
he said law-created anexcitement and hécame obnoxious to
the people of the Province; yet His Majesty’s then Attorney
‘General having a scat in!the House of ‘Assembly, was found
standing alonc, voting against the repeal of the said law, from
the year 1824 until the ycar 1829, both inclusive, and cven
after Sir John Colborne; in liis speech @t the opening of the
first séssion of the tenth Pasliament, recommended to both
Houses of the Legislature the repeal of the-said law, the said
Attorncy General voted againt tlie repeal of the same, as if
in defiance.of. the recommendation of Iis-Majesty’s Repre-
sentative; and still continued to hold ‘his offico, and enjoyed
his salary, until he was appointed Chicf Justice and Speaker
of the Hon. tho Legislative Council, which took"place -in less
than twelve months afterwards. 'Then again the measure for
disposing of the Clergy Reserves for the purposes of educa-
tion has, for the last eleven years, been Toudly -called for by
the great body of the people, from one -end of the province
to the other, and for that purpose the represcntatives of the
people have resorled to various measures, somefimes the pass-
ing of bills, and sometimes by ahamble address to the King,
and even in the last parliament not more than exe in teh of
its members conld be found to oppose such a disposition, yet,
notwithstanding the anxious wishes of the people, and not-
withstanding the said disposition is fully authorised by the 31st
Geo. Srd., and notwithstanding Jlis Majesty was most
graciously pleased by His despatch transmitted to th¥ Lieu-
tenant Governor of this Province, and by him transmitted to *
this House, on the 25th Janaury, 1832, inviting the Iouse of
Asseémbly 10 consider how the powers given to the provincial
Legislature by the said 81st of the King, canbe called into
exercise most_advantageously for the spiritual and temporal
interests of His Majesty’s faithful subjects’in this Province,
His Majesty’s present Sol. General has been constantly most
violently opposed to the said measure,-and, that too, in a very
small minofity—as also in the like predicament, during the
present session, on almost every important question—and
which measures he has been pleased to denounce as most un-
constitational and destructive of our ferm of government,
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therchy shewing his uttar contempt, not only of the wishes
%1" the people, but of Hi Majesty’s express wish and desire.

We cannot but notice .also the very exiraordinary manner
the said Solicitor General spoke of. and treated by his vote,
the desparch of Lord Goderich, Iis Majesty’s Principal Se-
cretary of State for the Colenics, of the Sth November, 1832,
recommending to the Grovernment of this Province, varions
neasures of reform which had been long sought fur by His
Majesty’s faithful poople in the Provinee s—Your Comnitiee
would not be Wnderstond as withing Ly any means to deny the
right of the advisers of the Provingial Government, or any’
other persons who may have seats in the House of Assembiy,
to express their opinwns fully and independently, or to vote
on any question as they may think proper and expedi-
eats but Your Commiittee submit that in theic opinion it is
aitogether incompatible with the spirit of our constitution that
sach advisers of government shonld continue to hold their of-
¢es and enjoy their salatics any loager than their views should
be found to correspond with a majority of the represeutatives
of the paople, in great leading and constitutional questions,
or that they should put themselves in a factions oppesition tn
the just wishes of the people, end the advice of His Majesty’s
Government, :

Your Committee have also cxamined the Journals of this
House as well as”those of the Honerable the Legislative
Council, for the purpose of comparing the proceedings with
the procecdings of the Legislative Coancil relative to various
important measures londly called for by the peaple, and cal-
cutated to advance their welfare and happincss.  Your Com-
mittee would observe that {his Honsé who have labored inces-
santly during the present session for the accomplishment of
varions important measnres, many of which have long been
souglt for by a laren majority of the people ; some of which
have roceived His Majesty’s gracious consideration and sane-
tlon, hgve passed and sent to the Hon, the Legislative Council,
.among others, the following hills:—To proteet the agricultn=
ral interosts of this Province from a ruiasus foreign competis
tion—to provide for the just aud cqual distribution of the
yioperty of persons dying intestate—to sneare an impartial
trizl, by Jury, and to take from ‘the Sherif™s, who hold their
offizes during pleasnre, the power which they now possess of
packing Juries—to relicve an excellent and meriterious closs
of His Majesty's subiccts from burthons and penaities which
are imposed by the Milisia Laws of the Province, and whizh
are appressive on them, and which, in time of peace, are alto-
gether unnecessary—ta improve the system af our Common
and Disirict Schools, and to increase the public lunds for their

Your Committee beg to remark that i
pose that such a state of things can much lo m*x
various important measurcs,, long songht far by a vas
ty of His Majestys faitl ifal peeple of ¢ Pw'l'cv and weit
calculated to advance their peuce, welizre and pro
and some of which bave ouluuu. the sanction nnd re
mendation of His Majesty's Government, and that have been
passed ycar affer, by the reprosontaiives of the people, at a
vust expense, shall be obstrucied by the Legiutive C()l]n(.l),.
which, althongh some of its members pos the confidenco
of the conntry and arc entiiled to their best thanks, for the
most part is con,rxmd of bishops. priests and other accle:
tics—the Chicf Justice, and various ether persons who, from
the offize they hold, are supposed to e aliogather under the
control ard influence of the Execntive Government, and a few
advisers of the Lxcentive Government, whe have long lest
the confidence of, and becoire most obnexious to tie peu,,-v.,
on account of their political opinions and senuuicnts, be,.né_‘
opposed to the great bedy of His Majesty’s subjects, and who
do aot follow the practice of Lugland under the circumstances-
by resigning their situatiens as wtlx advisers. )
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Your Committee beg leave to-report an address o His Mas
jesty on those important matters which they recommend to
the favorable cousittration of Your Honorable House.

We, Your Majesty’s most’ ditifal and’ loyai subjocts,:
the Commons of Upper' Canady, in Provincial” Paliament
asscwbled, humbly represent that we have applicd ourselves
with the greatest diligence, during the present Session of the
Previncial Parliament to various subjects. of great interest tor
ous constitaents;. and’ aitho”our proccedings have becn una-

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And your faithful Commons deeply regret, that the Tnspéc-
tor General of this Provinee should not have fully sinfornied
himselt of the fact, before giving publicity to his said letter.
By an Act passed in the fourth yeav ol the reign of your late
Royal Father of glorious memory, entitled * An Act to afford
relief to persons claiming lands in this Province undér assign-
ments from heirs, devisees or assignees of the original nominces
of the Crown, in- cases where no patent had- issued, and for
other parposes thereiir mentioned.”  The Conimissigners be-
ing the Chief Justice, the Justices of the Court of King’s
Bench, and the ‘Members of the Exceutive Gouncily have not
only conlirmed the sales, but the deeds from the G’r’o\vn have
in consequence 'issued to the purchaser or assignée.’

The Council ave uniformly vecognized the assignments of
grants of land and the decds have issued in the wame of as-
signecs, it never having been considercd improper to buy lands
unlocated any more than those located, until thé Exccutive
Council of this Coleny first made the discovery—notwith-
standing some of their predecessors in office have made large
purchases in the same way, all‘of which were confirmed.

That although there may be instances where the original
nominees have sold their grants at reduced prices to. dealers
in land—it has -betn @ltogether owing to the; restrictions at-
tached to the bounty of your Royal Futher, of Glorious Me-
mory, by the Extcutive Council of Upper Canada—restric-
tions that it ‘'was nypassible for them to comply’ with, consc-
quently they were reduced to the necessity of solling while
valuable lands were yet to be had, or, keeping their rigis,
to so distant a period when the-dands then to be had werc of
little or no valuc.

That it is the opigion of your fuithful Commions the rights
of dealers in'land (till very lately recognized by the Execu-
tive Govermugng, and the law of the land,) are and ought.to
be.held ds.sacred as those of any other-class. of your Majes-
ty’s subjects. '

Your faithful Commons therefore humbly pray that your
Majesty- will Le: pleased to direct that an answer will be given
to their 'said address, and that your Majesty will further di-
rect, that copies. of all communications from and with the
Executive Government of the Colony, together with the opi-
noin of -the Crown .Officers on the subjzct of the aforesaid
rivhts be laid before this House at its next session.
