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If our people are to be saved from «loth and non spirituality, and our 
churches from the consequent paralysis of soul saving power, they must he led 
generally, to take up work for Christ and the perishing. Nothing quickens 
desire for the good of men, and promotes growth in grace like practical work, 
while even prayer without effort may react upon good desire and kill it.

If our people are to be induced to become active, with all that would follow 
for them and for the work of Christ, we believe it must lie by so planning work 
that each will have some special work to do. In this way, each will be under 
the double pressure of the expectation of hie brethren and the claims of a work 
which is wholly dependent upon him for its being done. Without some such 
plan of work, young Christians especially, because of a modest shrinking from 
appearing officious, will seldom undertake work, and vet during the first few 
months of their new life, they are forming the habits which will ensure or wreck 
their future usefulness. We are sure that there are thousands in our churches 
to-day who are left to the mercy of worldiness and some of outbreaking sin because 
their churches have no organization for work by which they might have been 
directed to some form of Christian activity in the early decisive days of their 
Christian life.

It is also evident that a general plan of work which includes all the work 

and all the membership is necessary to the best disposition of the work, and the 
most economical disposition of the workers. J

There are also obvious advantages in a general plan for all our churches. If 
each Church and pastor have a different plan, each change of field or pastor will 
involve a change of plan for either pastor or for church, with all the consequent 
re adjustments, delays and risks. If we have a common plan for all, changes in 
the pastorate will not involve changes of plan for ministers or Church. In this 
case also, church members, on removal to a uew field, could take up the same 
lines of work in which they have had profitable experience.

V our Committee is convinced that if our churches are to become organized 
bodies of workers, with all this involves of increase of power, it will not be by 
any convulsive effort, but by patient persistency in the face of slow progress and 
many discouragements, on the pirt of conventions and associations, pastors and 
more acitve church members. But is not the end to be reached worth all the 
effort which may be needed in its attainment 1 Wo would therefore suggest, 
should this plan or any modification of it be adopted, that it be commended to ali 
our associations for their action in any way w4iich may be deemed most helpful, 
as well as to the churches, and that a Com nittre be appointed to have a general 
charge of pressing its importance and claims. Might it not also be well to 
broaden the scope of the rep .rt of this Committee, should it be appointed, so 
as to include all pertinent facts which might be gathered as to the state of 
religion among our people ?

BILL OF THE DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

An Acl «7 the Convention ofOntario atul Qiobec

| A merited to ,10th March, ISSU.

Whereas hy an Act passed by the Parliament of Camilla, in the forty-first, 
year of Her Alajesty s reign, “ fhe Regular Baptist Foreign Missionary Soc iety 
' ; wu.a i'l"-li'<"'.itv,l for the purposes an 1 with the powers
. V! . , Act set fo, th : Anil whcrea», liy letters patent, dated the twelfth day 

of October, one thousand eight hundred and eighty two, issued under “The 
( anada Joint Stock Company’s Act, IS77," a joint stock company was incor­
porated by the name of “ The Standard Publishing Company, Limited,” for the 
puiposu of publishing a newspaper, or newspaper for and in the interests of 
the Regular Baptist denomination in Canada, publishing books, papers, tracts 
and other literature, carrying on book rooms for the sale of religious and other 
iooks, papers and literature, and disseminating religious literature by 
colporteurs and other agencies ; and whereas the said litters patent provided 
that none of the shares of the capital stock of the said Company should, at any 
time, be subscribed fr r by or allotted to or transferred to any person not a inenv 
ber in good standing of some Regular Baptist church, and that those shares only 
of the capital stock subscribed for and held by members in good standing iff 
Regular Baptist churches, upon which there were no calls in arrrar, should be 
entitled each to one vote ; and whereas the nominal capital stock of the said 
Company consists of two thousand shares of fifty dollars each, of which one 
thousand one hundred and ninety-seven shares have been subscribed and allotted, 
and eight hundred and those are unal’otted ; and whereas eight hundred of the 
said shares have been paid up in full, and the said paid up shares arc held hy 
Malcolm McV icar, LL. I> Humphrey K. Buchan, M l)., and Chailce ,1. Holman, 
and Daniel h. Thomson, Requires, as trustees for the benefit of the following 
denominational societies of the Regular Baptists, namely, fifteen fortieths f >r the 
said Regular Baptist foreign Missionary Society of Ontario and Quebec, ninc- 
forticths for the Regular Baptist Missionary Society of Ontario, three-fortieths 
for the Regular Baptist Missionary Convention Hast—which two lastmentioned 
bodies have united, so far as it was practicable for a coiporatrd and mi uncor- 
porated body to voluntarily unite-three-fortieths for the Manitoba and North- 
M est t onvention of Regular Baptists, and ten-fortieths for the Society for the 
Rebef of Superannuated Regular Baptist Ministers, and the widows and orphans 
of Regular Baptist Ministers ; and three hundred and ninety seven shares (being

the work of the various denominational societies of the Baptist churches of the 
Provinces of Ontario and Quebec should lie under the control of repres, ntatives 
ot the said churches ; and whereas the said societies and the said Standaid Pub­
lishing ( ompany, and the shareholders thereof, have petitioned for an Act giving

them nueh representatives in convention assembled, authority to appoint members 
of corporate boards for the purpose of cirrying on the said work as hereinafter 
provided : Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the 
Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows

:U

Each Regular Baptist Church within the limits of the said Provinces 
shall l>e entitled to send two or more delegates to an assembly to be valleil •• The 
Baptist Convention of Ontario and Quebec.

2. Until the said Convention otherwise provides by a resolution, passed by 
a vote of two-thirds of the del< gates present, after a year's notice of the proposed 
change, the delegates shall be elected as follows :

(«•) t Kach church having a membership of one hundred or under, shall bo 
entitled to send two delegates :

(h.) Each church having a membership of over one hundred shall be entitled 
to semi an additional delegate for each additional hundred of membership, or 
fraction of a hundred, provided such fraction of a hundred exceeds fifty.

(<*■) Each delegate must be a member of a Regular Baptist Church situate 
within the territorial limits of the convention, ami appointed at a meeting of the 
church, and duly certified by the clerk of the church as having been so appoint*d. 
The church clerk shall also certify to the convention the number of members 
composing the church of which he is clerk.

3. The objects of the convention shall be the promotion ami prosecution of 
such work and enterprises as are deemed in the interests of the denomination, 
and particular ly those specified in section five.

4. The convention shall have a president and any other officers that it deems 
necessary. It shall meet annually or oftener, at such times and places ns it 
anpoiuts. The first meeting shall be held at the City of Ottawa on the thiid 
Thursday of October next, at ten o’clock in the forenoon. The annual meetings 
need not be held at absolute intervals of twelve mouths, and a period not exceed­
ing fifteen months may intervene between two annual meetings.

(u ) A board for the prosecution of mission work within the Dominion of 
Canada, in.-hiding the aiding of weak churches, to he called “The Home Mission 
Board of the Baptist Conventh n ” ;

(A.) A board for the prosecution of mission work outside of Canada, to he 
called “The Foreign Mission Board of the Baptist Convention *'

(c.) A board for the purpose of assisting ami supporting aged ministers . f 
the denomination, and the widows and orphans of deceased ministers, to be called 
“The Ministerial Superannuation Board of the Baptist Convention”

{il.) A board for the purp ses hereinbefore set out as the purposes 
Standard Publishing Company, to be called “The Publication Board 
Baptist Convention ” ;

(f. ) A board for assisting chinches, by loan or gift, in the acquisition, 
erection and maintenance of church edifices, and the acquiring lands as sites 
therefor, to be called “The Church Edifice Board of the Baptist Convention."

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FORTY SECOND ANNUAL REPORT.

Before entering upon a review of the work undertaken and per­
formed during the past year, we desire humbly and gratefully to 
acknowledge the great goodness and manifold mercies bestowed upon 
us by our Father in heaven. High as the heavens are above the earth, 
so high have been His ways and thoughts above our ways and thoughts 
He has crowned the year with His good 
with fatness.

and made our paths to dropness

Our imperfections and shortcomings have hindered the wealth of 
blessing which He would have delighted to bestow ; but manifest and 
manifold though our shortcomings have been they have neither ex­
hausted His infinite forbearance, nor sealed the fountains of His heucli- 
oent grace and pardoning lose.

In a year of meagre returns from the farm and from the shop, 
from the forest and from the main ; a year of exceptional commercial 
depression,shrinkage in values, and financial stringency, lie has enabled 
us to meet all obligations assumed during the year, and in addition 
nearly wipe out the deficit of over three thousand dollars with wliich 
we entered upon our work in October last. He has made it possible 
for us to plant our banners on seven hitherto unoccupied fields, and at 
the same time hold and strengthen the positions formerly taken. He 
has given us peace within our borders, and maintained unbroken the 
happy relation which for years has existed between brethren on the 
Board and brethren on the Mission fields. He has been gracious to 
our Missionaries, and again we are permitted to say that no standard 
beaver has fallen at his post. Une indeed, a princely man—a member 
of the Board—with body wasted and spent, and with mind and heart 
overtaxed through a Christ-like passion for souls and quenchless zeal for 
the honor and glory of his Master fell exhausted by the way. His sun 
went down while it was yet day. As Dr. Thomas so aptly said when 
•he news came that Bro. Ware had passed so mysteriously from the 
strife and toil of earth into the blissful rest upon the other shore, “The 
more intimately I became acquainted with him the more I was im­
pressed with his many excellent qualities of heart and head. He was 
a leading spirit wherever he went. However great the crowd he could 
easily be singled out.”

Personal mention may, without seeming to l>e invidious, be made 
of another, whose voice was seldom, if ever, heard in public assemblies, 
but whose interest in Home Missions was deep and abiding : the late 
Miss Lailey, daughter of the late Thomas Lailey, who for over a quar 
ter of a century had no higher ambition than to l>e helpful in planting 
and nuituring Baptist churches in Ontario and Quebec.

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Her generous gift will perpetuate her name and memory in con­
nection with Baptist Home Missions, and by it she being dead will 
continue to speak.

The year which has just closed has not been marked by many 
widespread religious awakenings on mission fields, nor by radical 
changes in our plans and methods of work. The gospel of God's grace 
faithfully proclaimed by men who have experienced its saving power, 
has been our hope and our conlidence. We are not in the market for 
numbers, nor for the approbation of men. We know that our work 
shall be made manifest, for the day shall declare it, because it shall be 
revealed by fire, and the fire shall try every man's work of what sort 
it is ; hence our anxiety to build with indestructible material, gold, 
silver, precious stones ; and not with wood, hay and stubble upon the 
foundation which God has laid in Zion.

Yet God has not called us to labor in vain, nor spend our strength 
for nought. We are able to report that over 90% of the Mission 
churches have l«en permitted to welcome happy converts into their 
fellowship ; and so far as we can judge our position and prospects have 
distinctly improved during the past year.

Within the bounds of the Eastern Association we can sec un­
doubted evidences of progress. Faithful and aggressive work has been 
the rule, and conversions and baptisms have been more fiequent than 
during recent years. A church has been organized at Bulwer, and a 
chapel dedicated at Potton.

The former is one of the results of the wisely directed efforts of 
the Sawyerville pastor to plant Baptist churches at strategic points 
within seven or eight miles of the parent church. Ilis field is the love­
liest and most promising in the Province of Quebec, but he is attimpt- 
ing to do the work of two men and ought to have an assistant at the 
earliest date possible.

His neighbor at Coaticook and Barnston has had a busy and pros­
perous year. Not content with three services on the Lord’s Day, 
coupled with a drive of fifteen miles, he has added a fourth, and God 
has already set his seal of approval upon the forward movement. 
Assisted by Evangelist Curry special meetings were held, conversions 
and baptisms followed, and it is safe to say that Barnston has not had 
such a year for over a quarter of a ctintury. Here also a student helper 
should be sent during the summer months. In Sherbrooke the prog 
has been, and will necessarily be, slow ; yet, there has been gain Isollt 
in congregation and membership, and this is likely to continue, for the 
pastor enjoys the confidence and esteem not only of the church but of 
the citizens in general. He also preaches fortnightly in a school-house 
four miles from the city. At Lachute the pastor has patiently waited 
for the clouds to break in blessing. It is doubtful if the church has of 
late given him the loyal and hearty support that insures happy results, 
and in addition his health has been considerably impaired, partly from

I
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overwork and partly as the result of a series of carriage accidents 
Special services are being held at present, and the earnest prayer of 
many is that great blessing may rest on Lachute.

Cornwall has lost heavily through deaths and 
removals, and probably is somewhat weaker than it was a year ago 
The Church and the Board may confidently reckon on a protracted and 
costly effort before self-support is won for Cornwall, yet neither Church 
nor Board must falter, for the town has grown to the dimensions of a 
city, and is by all odds the most important point between Montreal 
and Brockville.

No marked change has taken place at Kenmore, but the pastor 
has rendered very helpful service to other fields in special work. We 
cannot too strongly express our approval of such co-operation on the 
part of churches and pastors.

Concession Street, Ottawa, has enjoyed a year laden with blessing 
and encouragement. Crowded congregations, frequent baptisms and a 
commodious chapel nearing completion cheer all hearts. Student labor 
has been bestowed on Dempsey, South Indian, and Riceville with 
happy results. Riceville experienced a very gracious revival, and if 
the church were in a happier condition a large proportion of the 
verts would have found within the Baptist church their spiritual home.

The churches in the Canada Central Association are not making 
the progress that could be desired. We are barely holding our own in 
the large and important district embraced within the limits of this 
Association. Some of the churches seem to have lost confidence in 
their ability to make any headway, and are losing that confidence and 
healthy expectant aggressiveness that neither anticipates nor accepts 
defeat. It would be folly to overlook or underestimate the obstacles 
that stand in the way of progress, but, “ Who art thou, O great 
tain ? before Zerubbabel thou shall become a plain, and he shall bring 
forth the headstone with shoutings, Grace, grace unto it. The hands 
of Zerubbabel have laid the foundations of this house, his hands shall 
also finish it.”

Under the gaze of the hosts that have gone before and the 
quering legions that are to-day winning the world for Christ, let us 
with the confidence of assured victory shout the old battle cry, “ Cod 
is our refuge and strength,[a very present help in trouble.

In the Northern Association there are 2-1 churches, five of which

last. Barrie, Burk’s Falls, Doe Lake, Dwight, Marchmont, Minesing 
Oro East aid West, Parry Sound, Sault St. Marie and Sundridge are 
without settled pastors.

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must have help, and that of the right kind in this respect, or heart and 
hope vanish.

Nine students found work within the bounds of this Association 
during the summer, and the results have been highly gratifying. At 
Fort William a chapel was dedicated early in the year, and the 
mer’s work more than met our sanguine expectations At Sundridge 
the chapel has been moved to a central location, and already the con­
gregations have nearly doubled.

Burk’s Falls reports conversions, baptisms and increasing congre­
gations. Doe Lake also has a number of additions, and Sprucedale is 
busily engaged in chapel building. Dwight and surrounding territory 
have again been taken hold of and the student reports hopefully. A 
chapel built and dedicated at Sunnidale, with most inviting prospects 
for the future. Minesing and Sunnidale must receive the special atten 
tion of the Board. Additions and better cheer at Oro East and West • 
a summer of delightful increase at Marchmont and Uhthoff, and the 
Blue Mountain church, organized at Pretty River Volley, are evidence 
of the faithful work performed on these fields. Parry Sound has been 
very distinctly helped by the student pastor, and the prospect has 
brightened very materially. Midland holds its own, and the pastor is 
reaching out to Victoria Harbour and other points. Bracebridge wor­
ships in a chapel that has practically been rebuilt, and reports increase 
in congregations and additions to the church.

North Bay with much rejoicing and hope dedicated their beautiful 
chapel less than a week ago. The pastor of the Sault St. Marie Church 
resigned after a year of excellent service, but his place is already filled 
by a worthy successor, and the Port Arthur Church is under the 
of the Fort William incumbent during the absence of the pastor.

The Owen Sound Association has had another prosperous year 
The missionaries are all young men, but a more wideawake, aggressive 
and devoted brotherhood does not report to this Board. They have 
moved northward into the heart of the peninsula, and broken virgin 
soil at Tobermory and vicinity. Mar and Sauble, that formerly 
worked with Wiarton, has become a separate field, while Wiarton has 
reached out to Clavering, reaped a generous harvest, and parting with 
Mar and Sauble has declared for self-support. Port Elgin has also 
given us a suprise ; 18 baptisms besides additions by letter were really 
more than we could have expected. Burgoyne and Elderslie have held 
their ground, while North Bruce and Underwood revealed possibilities 
that have stirred the hearts of those connected with the work, and to­
day they are clamoring for a pastor to carry on the work.

Chesley is in decidedly better shape than it has known for 
year, and Tara shows healthy steady development.

Ready and Sullivan have reached out to Williamsford and report 
inviting prospects over the whole field. Durham, as for years past, has 
done well, while Bentinck and Olenelg have enjoyed exceptional bless­
ing. Flesherton, Priceville and jGHenelg have been getting their forces 
into working order, and are with good reason much more hopeful than
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they were a year ago. .South Sydenham, Showell’s and Woodford have 
decided to work together, and have also decided for self support. Day 
wood, Morely and Hay View, a new combination, make a heavy but 
hopeful field. The pastor ought, if possible, to secure assistance for 
special work.

We venture no prophecy concerning Meaford and Cape Rich, but 
we think that the ground lost during the past three or four years bids 
fair to be more than recovered in the near future. The churches pas­
tor and Hoard must resolutely face the difficulties incident to this field 
and determine through Cod’s help and blessing to win success. Thorn- 
berry for the time being has dropped out of sight. Throughtout this 
Association very manifest progress has been made, and every year im­
proves our position and prospects.

The reports from the Walkerton Association are not so favor­
able. Kincardine has suffered to an alarming extent from removals • 
probably one-half the working and contributing force of the church has 
left the town during the past six months, the pastor has resigned, and 
noth church and Board are at a loss to know where to turn or where 
to look for a successor. Howick and Gorrie have had closed doors for 
months past, while Clinton and Base Line liave scarcely realized the very 
sanguine expectations expressed by the pastor and people twelve months 
ago. Palmerston has shown decided improvement during the year ; a 
renovated chapel, increased congregations, additions to the member­
ship, and a reduced grant bring cheer to us, as well as to them.

Kenilworth and Farewell have made notable progress. Chapels 
have been built at both places and the field is in a most interesting and 
hopeful condition. Listowel and Atwood are weaker than they were 
two years ago, and have evidently been passing through critical experi­
ences, but a very happy pastoral settlement has been effected within the 
past few weeks and we look hopefully into the future.

Walkerton and Wingham have supported their pastors'throughout 
the year, without aid from the Board. Teeswater and Lucknow have 
within the past few months, been formed into one field, a good pastor 
has accepted their call, and we regard the outlook as much more hope- 
ful than it has been for several years.

The Midland Counties Association has had a satisfactory year, 
\V ith one exception, the mission churches do not report large ingather 
ings, but a steady well directed effort has been rewarded by a sub­
stantial increase in strength and efficiency. Brampton and St. Marys 
report larger congregations, deepening interest,and expect to reap more 
generous harvests in the very near future. Fullarton and Sebringville 
were pastorless for three months, but have just secured the services of 
an able and experienced preacher, and are girding themselves afresh 
for the conflict. Tavistock has had another good year. This church 
is one of the most devoted and aggressive on our list. For the past 
four years they have had student supply, but they have at length 
secured the services of a pastor.

Hespeler is happy in the possession of a church home—a model

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building l>y tin; way in every respect—and Doon their out-station 
promises church organization at no distant day. tlalt has welcomed 
over fifty persons into church fellowship during the year and stands in 
immeasurably better position than it did twelve months ago. 
heavy debt resting on their building seriously hinders them in their 
work, but a supreme effort is losing made to reduce their obligation by 
at least $1000. Help to a small extent is again sought for from the 
Mission funds. Orangeville, pastorless for nearly two years, has lately 
succeeded in securing a pastor and reports improvement all around.

Hamilton, Northern, in the same city, and Bronte and Oakville. Vic­
toria Avenue was for years heavily handicaped through insufficient and 
unsuitable church accommodation, but on the first day of this month 
they were permitted to dedicate their new, beautiful and commodious, 
church edifice. May the glory of the latter house greatly exceed that 
of the former. Very acceptable student supply has gladdened the 
hearts of the membership of the Northern Church, and the present 
prospects are so hopeful that we expect to see the ground lost a couple 
of years ago fully regained. Bronte and Oakville promise hard 
work. Strength and self-support are evidently in the somewhat dis­
tant future, but having put our hand to the plough we must not look 
back. Honest, faithful, prayerful effort will not remain unrewarded 
and unblest.

During the past year the Niagara Association has scarcely kept 
pace with the rapid onward strides which marked the two preceeding 
years. Yet chapels have been erected at Windecker and Bethesda, and 
a good brother at Port Colborne has found it in his heart to erect two or 
three additional buildings in destitute localities. Canboro’, North 
Cayuga, Windecker and Virgil have had student supply.

Their summer’s work brought decided improvement to both fields, 
and it is earnestly hoped that satisfactory arrangements may be effected 
for the continuance of the work. Duanville and Sherbroke are pastor- 
less. Here is a field that if its needs and conditions were known would 
have irresistible attractions for men of heroic soul ; men whose spirits 
rise and quicken as difficulties multiply. Good chapels, a live progres­
sive town, a fertile country, an ample supply of material to work upon ; 
and withal difficulties great and numerous enough to prevent a pastor 
from worrying himself to death over trifling or imaginary ills, griev­
ances or difficulties. honthill, quiet and somewhat conservative, con­
tinues to grow solidly, if not rapidly. Thorold has not made the pro 
gress that was expected, yet let it be said that both pastor and church 
have labored and sacrificed in a way that wins our admiration and com 
mands our respect. Progress in this town will certainly be slow. 
Niagara Falls pleads fora pastor. This is a critical time with both 
churches and our earnest prayer is that the Lord may direct to a wise 
and speedy pastoral settlement.

During the past year we proffered help to two lields in the Norfolk 
Association, and the results have amply justified the steps taken 
Langton has had a prosperous year ; congregations have increased, 
conversions have gladdened the hearts of the pastor and people and 
a comfortable parsonage is being built; while from Fontsville, St 
William and vicinity, reports of exceptionally good cheer and progress 
come to us. I lagers ville has been without regular pastoral care for 
nearly a year, hut has had excellent student supply, and the work has 
prospered. A Sunday afternoon service has been started in a hall 
some three miles from the town, and the congregations and interest 
manifested have greatly encouraged both pastor and church.

Our work has been reduced to small proportions in the Elgin 
eociation. Sparta and Jaffa became self-supporting last year, and 

First and Second South wold followed suit at an early date this year. 
Dutton and West Lome have decided to work together, and though 
this arrangement does not bring present relief to the Board, it d<£s

and McCurdy settlement Held. For years this large district has been 
criminally neglected, hut if we can follow up the work so happily

Windsor 
reports crowded congregations, and expects to become self-suppcrting 
within six months.

Wallaceburg has been much depleted by removals, but still retains 
a good working force, and is pressing the work with vigor and earnest­
ness. Dresden is weak and shows little, if any, improvement ; but 
Florence, its yoke fellow, has made very happy progress during the 
year.

Wilkesport has had student supply during a part of the summer, 
and a very gracious revival has been one of the results. A good pastor 
is the need of the hour for this promising field. Essex Centre and 
Woodslee have improved their position somewhat during the year. 
There are loyal and devoted brethren at Essex, but the difficulties 
which nearly wrecked the church years ago, necessarily hinder rapid 
growth. They and we must be patient and persistent. Kingsville 
and Brooker are, by their own confession, in better position than they 
have been for twenty years. Quite a number have been added to the 
Brooker church. We are giving a little help to Harrow and Col­
chester until the pastor gets the work into better shape. Help will 
neither be needed nor desired beyond a very limited period of time. 
Rodney and Aldboro’ have had student supply during the summer, and 
by working Palmyra in conjunction with these two, no help from the 
Board has been needed. This field is in a critical condition, needs a 
wise, devoted and aggressive pastor, and needs him at once. Financial 
help may lie necessary, until the scattered forces become re-united.

We have now reached the last of the Associations, the Middlesex 
and Lambton. Arkona and Thedford report increase in congregations 
and encouraging outlook. Calvary and Wyoming have had a year of 
unusual prosperity ; the additions to their membership, and the spiri­
tual quickening which attended a very gracious work during the winter 
months, have greatly improved our position and prospects on that 
field. Weidman and Oil Springs have enjoyed still more marked tokens 
of the Divine favor ; a chapel built and paid for at Weidman, a church 
organized at Oil Springs, and, better still, a revival of marked power 
and blessing lead us with unfeigned gratitude to “ Praise God, from 
whom all blessings flow.”

Brigden, Moore Centre, Courtright and two school-house appoint­
ments form a parish which embraces the greater part of two townships ; 
genuine St. Clair clay townships at that, but neither the execrable 
mud nor the magnificent distances, abate the ardor, or ruffle the temper 
of our hardworking missionary on that fruitful field. He always has 
a good time, and every year brings increase of strength to the churches 
under his care.

Forest has for the past year and a-lialf been principally engaged 
in cultivating the soil, and sowing the good seed of the kingdom ; but 
the time for reaping has come, and they are now thrusting in the
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sickle. Grosvouor Street, London, is not making rapid progress, Lut 
the church and pastor are doing excellent work on a difficult and 
needy lield. Like their Master, they are reaching after the lost and 
the neglected, and through God’s grace their labor has not been in 
vain.

Our report already exceeds the *pace and time limit which we 
imposed upon ourselves. We have honestly striven to give a reliable 
account of the work performed, and of the position and prospects of 
the churches under our care, according to our light, information, and 
bust judgment. We are thankful to Almighty God that we have been 
permitted to share with our brethren on the field, the burdens and 
disappointments, as well as the joys and triumphs, which have attended 
our joint efforts to establish, nurture and multiply Baptist churches 
in our own Moved country.

Wo also desire to place on record our deep obligation to the 
Women’s Home Missionary Societies both west and east. They have 
had ten mission fields under their care, and looking to them for sup­
port, and in addition, the Western Board has presented us with $1,000 
towards student mission fields.

For the convenience of pastors and those specially interested in 
Home Missions, we append the following brief summary of our year’s 
work :

1. We have had 88 missionaries engaged in the work during the 
year, and in addition to these, 12 students upon mission fields during 
college vacation.

2. The Gospel has been preached at 278 churches and preaching 
stations, and 892 baptisms have been reported to the Board.

3. Chapels have been dedicated at Stonefield, Potton, Clarendon, 
Lakefie.d, Hespeler, Windecker, Weidman, Glenelg Centre, Kenil­
worth, Sunnidale, Fort William, North Bay and Victoria Avenue, 
Hamilton.

4. Churches have been organized at Monck, Oil Springs, Bulwer, 
Weston, Blue Mountain, and Kenilworth Avenue.

5. Self-support has been reached by Norwich, Stayner and Cree- 
more, Ossington Avenue and Lansdowne Avenue, Toronto, White 
Lake and McNab, South Sydenham and Woodford, and Wiarton.

6. Work has been begun during the year at Bulwer, North Indian, 
Pendleton, Blue Mountain, Sully Settlement, Clavering, Tobermory, 
Weston and Oakville.

May this record of happy achievement and hopeful prospect lead 
our churches throughout the two Provinces to give a larger place in 
their thoughts, prayers and benefactions to this most important of 
nil our missionary enterprises, and may the beauty of the Lord 
Jehovah lie upon us, and may the work of our hands be established.

ABSTRACT OK CORRESPONDING SECRETARY’S 
REPORT.

It has seemed to us that no more fitting words could he found 
with which to commence this Ninth Annual Report than “Praise 
God from whom all blessings flow.” Surely, as a Society, we have 
great cause to give thanks, and praise Him who has led us thus far. 
“ He that goeth forth weeping, tearing precious seed, shall doubtless 
come again rejoicing, bringing his sheaves with him.”

Society ; we went forth into the year, 
whose finished work we are about to record, with heaviness of heart; 
we were burdened with a deficit ; financial depression was an road in 
the land ; truly the outlook was not encouraging. But to-day, stand­
ing in the light of our Heavenly Father’s dealings with us, we are 
ashamed, and mourn our lack of faith and courage, and we thank God 
for the brave woman—a member of the Foreign Mission Board— 
whose faith in God’s promises, and in the Baptist women of Ontario, 
enabled her to stand up in our Convention one year ago, and by word 
and deed, set the ball rolling that has since brought into our treasury 
not only sufficient to pay off the deficit, but to meet all our appropria, 
tions for the year. Again, we say, “ Praise God from whom all bless­
ings flow.”

So it has been with our

Your Board would express their sense of deep gratitude to the 
directors and members of Circles for their hearty support and co-opera­
tion given during the year.

During the year nine new Circles have been organized, and six, 
that have been asleep for some time, have woke up—in other words, 
been re-organized. There are at present 211 Circles contributing to 
the Home Missions. Of this number, according to the directors' 
reports, 90 Circles have increased their contributions to Home Missions 
this year, and in 77 there has lieen a falling off.

Hamilton and Northern Associations contend for first place in 
having the smallest number of Circles reporting a decrease, there being 
only two in each Association. To Hamilton Association belongs the 
honor of giving the largest increase in proportion to the number of 
Circles of any Association, there being only six Circles in the Associa­
tion, and these have given an increase of $35. We have noticed that 
several Circles report monies sent to Grande Ligne. We would like to 
ask if this money has been sent through our Treasurer, Miss Dryden 1 
If it has not, we would suggest that in future all monies raised by 
Circles for Grande Ligne should be sent in this way. Your Board is 
pledged to a specific work at Grande Ligne, and look to the Circles for

means to carry this out. Then, too, you do not receive credit for any 
money that does not pass through Miss Dryden's hands.

More glad are we than words can express over the work done by 
the Bands this year, under the able leadership of their Secretary, Mrs. 
Clias. Stark. Not only has a larger amount been given this year than 

before, but a greater number of Bands have contributed, showing 
that the interest is increasing. May it continue to increase, until 
every Band has some part, be it ever so small, in this work of telling 
the story of a Saviour’s love in their own land.

The Bands have raised this year, as you already know, $500.15, 
increase of $43.24 over last year. Ever since special work has been 

given to the Bands, there has been a steady increase on their part in 
interest and gifts. This shows, we think, the wisdom of having given 
to the Banda the support of Mr. and Mrs. Grenier, for children do like 
work that is their “ very own."

Mr. and Mrs. Grenier are carrying on the good work in Quebec, 
with discouragements on the one hand and encouragements 
other. They sow the seed wherever an opportunity is offered—and 
souls have been won for His Kingdom. The work is slow, but the 
grace of God is working in the hearts of many, and all their meetings 
are followed by increased interest on the part of the hearers. Mrs. 
Grenier’s school is most encouraging. May the seed she is now sowing 
in the hearts of the little children take root and bear an hundred fold. 
Remember Mrs. Grenier in your prayers, dear sisters, for her’s is no 
light task. The five pupils under our care at Grande Ligne school are 
making good progress. They are children of our Society ; let us bring 
them often to the “mercy seat." We give, as in years past, $250 
towards their support.

As to the work done on the fields under our care, I have very 
little that is new to relate. Our little Visitor devours every fresh 
item of news as fast as it is received, and as you all read the Visitor, 
you, of course, are posted. But I wonder if you all know the names 
of our missionaries? We are all familiar with the names of our 
Foreign workers; let us learn the names of those who hold the “fort" 
at home.

REPORT OF RECORDING SECRETARY.

At the first meeting of the Womens Home Mission Board, held 
at Paris, October, 1892, Miss Dryden, of Brooklin, was elected Trea­
surer, and Miss King, Recording Secretary.

As the finances of the past year had failed to meet the appropria­
tions, it was decided to reduce appropriations for the coming year by 
giving 8100 less each to the North-West and Grande Ligne.

At the quarterly meeting in January, the Treasurer was instructed 
to pay over to General Treasurer all special money received for deficit 
as it came to her. Mrs. Lillie informed the Board that the funds on 
hand would not meet the first quarterly payments. Mrs. McMaster 
reported a balance on hand from subscriptions to The Visitor, and it 
was voted that 850 of this be paid into the treasury. Mr. McEwen 
requested that permission be given to use the money appropriated to 
Doe Lake, forNorth Bay, until required at the former. The request 
was granted.

At the semi-annual meeting a letter of instruction to Circles was 
adopted with changes proposed by Foreign Mission Board.

On account of Miss King’s resignation, Miss Boyd was elected 
Recording Secretary. Mrs. Chas. Stark was elected Secretary of 
Mission Bands, the office having become vacant through the death of 
Miss West.

(TWENTIETH OF OUR INDEPENDENT WORK.)

Probably never before since the beginning of the Christian era 
have the conditions been so favorable for the speedy evangelization of 
the world as they are at the present moment. As never before the 
world is open to Christian effort. A century ago when openings were 
sought it was difficult to find them. Judson encountered tremendous 
obstacles eighty years ago in seeking to enter the Orient with the Gospel. 
It is only thirty-three years since China (with the exception of the five 
harl>or cities which were opened in 1842), has been opened to the 
Gospel and to trade. Not till about the same time was Japan 
accessible, and even up to 1872 public preaching was prohibited. It 
is less than twenty years since the way into the heart of the great 
Dark Continent has l>een opened. To day the world lies almost wholly 
open to the Church in the prosecution of her divine mission. Within 
the last few months a missionary lady, Miss Annie Taylor, penetrated 
that hermit country, Tibet, within three days of the capital, Lassa, 
and, claiming the country for Christ, is now seeking missionaries to go 
in and take possession for Him.

The inventions and discoveries of our generation have practically 
reduced distances, and in this respect, as in many other respects, have 
made the heathen world more easily accessible than ever before. And 
certainly never has there been committed to the stewardship of Chris­
tian men and women such vast wealth as to-day : committed to their 
stewardship to be faithfully employed in the world’s evangelization.
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We Baptists of Ontario ami Quebec, enjoy no higher and more 
hallowed privilege, than in being permitted to share in this great 
work which is so dear to the heart of Christ that He put His whole 
priceless life into it. And into it He bids us put our lives for His 
sake. One million and a half of Telugus in India to win for Christ ! 
This is the inspiring mission He has assigned us. And it is an inspir­
ing mission. See what they are ! Ignorant, degraded, sin-enslaved, 
hopeless ! See what God through the Gospel can make them ! Sons 
of God, joint heirs with Christ to an inheritance that is incorruptible, 
undefiled and that fadeth not away ! And to us is committed the 
mission of giving them the Gospel, which is the power of God in 
effecting this infinite transformation. What zeal ought to characterize 
us in the pursuit of such a mission !

One year ago you committed to us as a Board the management of 
this work, and to day we appear before you to give an account of our 
stewardship.

Eleven months ago the present Secretary of the Board entered on 
the duties of his office. In addition to large correspondence and the 
duties of Board and Committee meetings, he has spent much time in 
visiting the churches. During the eleven months he has delivered 168 
missionary sermons or addresses, attended 12 of the Associational 
meetings in June, and in this service of the Board travelled by railway 
and steamer 8,250 miles, and in other conveyances about 1,000 miles. 
He desires to have put on record the great kindness with which he has 
l>een almost universally received for the work’s sake, and his convic­
tion of a growing interest in mission work in many sections of 
constituency. In some churches, however, the interest in this work is 
in a painfully low state. We wish it could be said that all our pastors 
are earnest teachers and leaders in mission work. It ought to be 
possible to say it.

The Board desires gratefully to acknowledge the valuable assist­
ance heartily rendered by the Associational Secretaries. We desire to 
record also our high appreciation of the cordial co-operation of the 
Women's Boards, West and East, in this great work of Telugu 
gelization. A large share of the work done on the field is due, under 
God, to the earnest and devoted efforts of our sisters.

Much to the disappointment of the Board, and more to himself, 
Rev. A B. Lorimer was compelled to return home about a year ago. 
This was explained in the last annual report. His resignation was 
accepted at a meeting of the Executive Committee in November last, 
with an expression of appreciation of the loss the missionary cause is 
sustaining in his being compelled to abandon the work among the 
Telugus, to which he had proposed to devote his life.

The largest party of new missionaries ever sent out at one time 
hy our Board is now on the way to the distant field. Dr. E. G. Smith 
was appointed in February, 1892, but at the request of the Board 
remained to pursue some theological studies. He was married to Miss

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Chamberlain in August last. In January last Mr. J. E. Chute received 
appointment. He and Dr. Smith were ordained in. May. Miss E 
Priest is to he supported in the held by the Women’s Board of Manitoba 
and the North-West, the Women’s Board of Ontario having provided 
for her outfit and passage to the field. Miss Kate S. McLaurin was 
appointed directly by our General Board. The Walmer Road Church 
in Toronto very generously assumed all financial responsibility in con­
nection with her appointment. In this the Walmer Road Church has 
set an example that ought to be an inspiration to others. Miss Anna 
Murray has gone forth as the representative of the Women’s Board of 
Etstcrn Ontario and Quebec. One of the greatest and best missionary 
meetings in the history of our work was held in the Walmer Road 
Church, on the evening of the 25lh September, to bid God speed to 
these six workers going forth. A similar meeting was held in Mon­
treal on the 27th Sept., and the party, in company with 20 mission­
aries of the American Baptist Missionary Union, sailed from Boston on 
the 30th September.

At the request of the Board, Dr Smith and Mr. Chute spent about 
two months in the early summer in visiting churches and Sunday 
schools in the interest of the work.

In May last Miss S. I. Hatch, missionary of the Women’s Board, 
who has done excellent service in our Seminary at Samulcotta, returned 
home on furlough. She will he heard with gladness at the meetings 
of this Convention.

During the year one of the best friends and supporters of our 
foreign mission work lias gone to his reward. Dea. William Elliot, 
whose heart warmed towards all Chirstian work, and whose hand gavé 
liberally for its support, has passed within the veil. Besides giving 
$500 this year to the Carey Fund, in his will he remembered ou rework 
bequeathing $250 to Dr. E O Smith for surgical instruments, and a 
like amount to Miss Pearl Smith, now in the third year of her medical 
course, for the same purpose, providing that she goes to India within 
three years as a missionary or the wife of a missionary.

The effort inaugurated in the spring of 1892, to raise a special 
centennial fund has been fairly successful, Up to the time of the Con­
vention last year there had been received $5.884 48. Since that time 
the receipts for this fund has been $5,470.35, making in all $3,351 83. 
It is expected that some contributions will yet come in for this special 
fund. Special mention ought to be made in this connection of the gifts 
of Mr. and Mrs. Win. Davies and family of Toronto. In addition to 
$500 last year from the estate of the late Charles Davies, thorn came 
into the Carey Fund this year from the estate of the late Win. D ivies 
Jr., $975, and from Mr. an i Mrs. Davies $2,250, in memory of four sons 
removed by death within a brief period, at the opening of lives giving 
promise of great usefulness.

Several of our missionaries have suffered from fever and other 
disorders induced by the debilitating climate of India. Mercifully 
death has not entered any of our missionary homes. The work on the 
field has been very encouraging. Although much time had to be given 
by some of our missionaries to the material equipment of their stations 
yet even in these cases much was accomplished in the direct work of 
evangelization. The blessing on the work calls for our fervent grati­
tude, and ought to inspire us with new ardor. During the year 344 
converts were baptized. The Seminary in Samulcotta opened in July 
last with 110 students as against 78 last year.

The Conference in India is inaugurating an advance movement 
in the educational department of the work. Besides the village schools 
and Sunday schools on the different fields it is proposed to open boys’ 
boarding schools at several of the stations. There are already girls’ 
boarding schools at Cocanada, Akidu and Tuni, which have been most 
helpful in the work of the mission.

We sha'I now refer briefly to the work on each of the fields, taking 
them in alphabetical order.

75

AKIDU.

The Rev. John Craig, the missionary in charge of this field, was 
with us at our last annual meeting. Stiling from Quebec on the 11th 
Nov. last, he landed in Bombay on the 19th of the following month. 
After attending the Decennial Conference in Bombay, he reached 
Akidu early in January. During his absence Mrs. Craig and Miss 
Stovel earned on the work with most commendable courage and 
success.
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In January Brethren Craig and Brown,"with the Telugu brethren 
of the two fields, Akidu and Vuyyuru, organized a new association, 
naming it the Kolair Association. It is so named, as Thomas Gabriel's 
work also when independent was designated the Kolair Mission, 
because in the region of the Kolair Lake. This new Association has 
now a membership of fourteen churches, with over 2,000 memlxirs. 
Subsequently Mr. Craig made four tours, covering a period of 40 days, 
visiting 49 villages. At the beginning of each month the workers 
usually assemble at the station for a meeting, which lasts two or three 
days. At these meetings appointed lessons on the Bible are recited 
and commented on ; reports are given of the work done during the 
previous month ; and questions concerning the work in general 
taken up. These meetings are a great stimulus to the teachers and 
preachers. Services are maintained regularly at the station on Sun­
days, and a prayer-meeting on Thursday evening. The Girls’ Board­
ing School, of which Mrs. Craig has the oversight, has been well 
attended. During the last six months there were 30 girls in attend­
ance, besides a number of boys and girls as day pupil 
work around Gunnanapudi is independent of mission aid,” and some of 
the village schools are quite a success.

In the Gunnanapudi part of the field, besides Pastor Peter, “ who 
holds on his way a power for good,” there is one preacher and nine 
village school teachers. These are mentioned separately, 
receive no mission aid. The same is true also of the pastor of the 
church at Akidu. There are in all on the Akidu field four ordained 
preachers and seven unordained

Sunday school work has its encouraging features. Many 
non-Christians attend some of the schools. This work is under the 
oversight of Miss Stove!, who reports particulars regarding it to the 
Women's Board.

iRegarding the state of the churches, Mr. Craig writes, “ We have 
not seen such large additions to our churches as we might reasonably 
have expected. And the conduct of some of our members has been 
very trying. Some persist in working on Sunday in the busv season." 
We, in Canada, need to remember that the keeping of the Sabbath day 
is something entirely new to these people, and also that there is largely 
a destitution of pastoral oversight and teaching. In some places they 
are without regular services on Sunday. We need to remember, too 
that their mode of life and thought through many generations has been 
hard on moral fibre and spiritual nerve. As Mr. Craig says, “ They 
are not like most of Paul’s groups of converts, among whom could 
usually lie found men not only able to read, but even versed in the 
Holy Scriptures of that day.” Remember that these people, to whom 
the Gospel has so recently come, were fearfully degraded, enfeebled in 
will and purpose, and very ignorant. “ Let him that is without sin 
among you cast the first stone ” at them.

„ r ^ LJ S' Davls writes: “A year ago, I handed over to Mr. 
McLeod the Ramachandrapuram field. Since that time I have been 
breaking comparatively new ground in Cocanada Taluk, which 
a great deal of labor with small visible return.”

Three preaching services have been held in different parts of the 
town each Lord’s Day. Besides conducting prayer meetings during 
the week, the missionary might often have been seen, lantern in hand, 
in the different palems of the town, preaching to the poor laboring 
classes who could not be reached through the day. In the daytime, 
we may sometimes see him on the shop verandas telling the Gospel to 
groups of boys and men who come to buy, and on market days preach- 
mg in the open air. He has occasionally visited educated Hindoos at 
their homes, and since February has had a Bible class with the Hindoo 

. C0”eKe students. A few secret believers came to him to borrow books 
. about the W ay of Life—one of them coming and praying

with him, “ if the doors are all shut."
Besides the day pupils attending the classes of the Girls’ Boarding 

School, there are two other schools at either end of the town in which 
the Bible is taught, and which are attended by about sixty boys and 
girls. About one hundred attend the two native Sunday schools.

Mr. Davis has been pastor, since September, 1892, of the English 
Baptist church, and preaches there every Sunday evening. He is also 
manage of the Timpany Memorial Boarding and Day School—a school 
for the education of English-speaking children.

In addition to his work in the city, he has spent ninety-four days 
to visiting villages from three to ten miles distant—in all, forty-six 
villages. Two central villages have been selected, houses built and 
preachers located in them to be permanent witnesses of Christ. Mr. 
Davis says : “ It takes one or two years for the people to get any true 
idea of our message.” Mr. Davis thinks the weakness of our mission 
is in the lack of trained native workers. He says : “Jonathan 
Burden, who was a caste man, is the only man I have who is able to 
stand with me and preach in Cocanada town. The others can do good 
work in the villages and among the outcasts.” He reports good work 
done by hie two colporteurs. One has sold 11 Testaments, 39 Bible 
portions, 1,075 tracts, 74 hymn hooks, besides freely distributing 
handbills and preaching as he found opportunity. The other has been 
selling English Bibles, and has disposed of 35 Bibles and 178 Bible 
portions, chiefly to educated Hindoos.

Though the people thus far gathered in are very poor, they are 
being faithfully taught the duty of giving. Sixteen were baptized 
during the year.
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NARSAPATNAM.

\ This is the newest field in our mission. It is just one year since 
the appointment of Rev. Geo. H. Barrow to this field was confirmed 
by the Board. It is a very extensive field, embracing more than 300 
villages. And to the west, a distance of 200 miles, to Hanamaconda, 
the nearest station of the Missionary Union, little or nothing is being 
done to give the people the Gospel. Mr. Barrow finds the hill people 
much more ready to hear the Gospel than those of the larger towns 
and villages of the plains. Nor does caste prevail among them to so 
large an extent. The missionary says : “ In the villages near the hills 
a large percentage of the hearers are

women, and when Mrs. Barrow 
and I were encamped at Konta Sunt ha, a village at the foot of the 
Ghauts, hundreds of women came to the tent to see Mrs. Barrow. 
They were very ignorant and stupid, and, though they listened well, 
they gained but little from what had cost the Bible-woman with 
much to give. They are very, very superstitious, and weave their own 
garments, which a god ordered them to weave by their own hands. 
This one garment—their sole clothing—is s’ ilfully woven in a very 
curious way. No other cloth is ever worn but this one during their 
lifetime under pain of the god’s curse.’*

Necessarily a good deal of time has had to be given to building 
operations in this new field. Extensive alterations and repairs had to- 
be made on the old bungalow purchased early in the year. A tem­
porary chapel, two preachers’ houses and a baptistry have been con­
structed.

Towards the end of February Mrs. Barrow was stricken with a 
very severe attack of fever, her temperature rising at times to 106", 
and rendering her unconscious. Up to the middle of May this attack 
was followed by six others. How much our missionaries need our
sympathy, and they have it.

llie following will give an idea of the regular work at the station 
when not on tour : “Two services are held each Lord’s Day at the 
bungalow, where as many as 80 have gathered together. In the after 
noon a service is held in the bazaar. On Wednesday a regular prayer- 
meeting in the evening. Everyday at noon a meeting is held to which 
all are invited, when singing, prayer, reading and exposition 
made.”

“ While 1 was on tour at Konta Suntha—where no missionary 
ever preached before—hundreds flocked to my tent, to whom the 
preachers and I preached incessantly all day. While 1 was at meals 
the preachers alone, and then 1 alone, while they were at meals. Some­
times we formed ourselves into groups and talked to the poor ignorant 
ones.”

In his last report Mr. Barrow says, “ A rich young widow is ask- 
ing for baptism, but law trouble is anticipated to get her property 
from the village munsiff, who is her uncle, and who was entrusted with

V
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tlie property until she came of age. She is now of age, but he refuses
to y*eld..........................One-boy has been sent to the seminary, and
a school opened at the station. The outlook is good and encouraging. 
Violent opposition in some villages, which I regard as a good sign' A 
lack of workers is felt.”

PEDDAPURAM.

Kev. J. A. K Walker, after reporting progress in building opera­
tions, tells the story of spiritual work. At the station bazaar preach 
ing has been regularly carried on. Nearly every Sunday he was at 
home he might have been seen with his helpers standing in the “ mar­
ket-place” counselling men and women to buy of Christ heavenly trea- 

The malapilly and other portions of the town are visited and 
preaching services held. Nearly all the children in the Sunday school, 
conducted by Mrs. Walker, can repeat the Ten Commandments, the 
Lord’s Prayer, the beatitudes and portions of a catechism. Mrs. Walker 
has frequently visited a number of the zenanas. Much has been done 
also in ministering to the sick, some of whom have given evidence of 
spiritual as well as physical benefit.

Of the 27 baptized on the field during the year 11 were baptized 
in the town reservoir, some having come 15 miles and others 21 miles 
to be baptized.

Sixteen tours were made during the year. Some of the roads are 
so bad that there is no other way of travelling than on foot. On 
many occasions our missionary might have been seen wading through 
rivers and brooks, with his trousers rolled above his knees and carrying 
his boots and socks in renshable school-boy fashion, Mr. Walker says, 
“Touring is really a very enjoyable part of our work; we meet so 
many people and get such grand opportunities of telling them of the 
Great Saviour. What though the road lie often long and dangerous ! 
The Maste. often took journeys just as long, and more weary, for He 
had even less privilege of riding than we.” .... “Frequently 
while standing within two yards of people suffering with the small-pox, 
the promise ‘ Thou shalt not be afraid for the pestilence that walketh 
in daikness, etc., has flashed into my soul the sense of protection '* 
Many inquirers come to the tent and these are instructed and prayed 
with in the intervals lietween the street services.

. ^r- Walker says he finds it hard to correct the tendency of the 
native preachers to dwell too much on the folly of idolatry. Most of 
them do best in a quiet way in conversation. His colporteur, formerly 
a Brahmin, was recently stoned in his own town. The case was so 
grave that the missionary had the guilty parties fined. He has sold 
and distributed gratuitously a large number of books and tracts 
the whole field.

The school work is making some progress, and the children as 
they pass along the street or through the fields may be heard singing

sures.

over
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the hymns they have learned —Behold God’s Love, Nothing but the 
Blood of Jesus, etc. These are sung in their homes until even the 
mothers at their work may be heard singing the same hymns. Four 
young Seminary students alternately taught school and preached in as 
many different villages during their vacation. It is claimed that a few 
people are ready for baptism, as a result of their work. Eight students 
—some unusually promising—are in the Seminary this year.

Speaking generally the missionary says, “ The outlook on the whole 
field is very bright in many respects. There seems to be a greater 
desire to hear the Gospel. Our visits are now lookel for. The people 
are taking a deeper interest in our work, and opposition is very gradu­
ally breaking away. Enquirers are becoming numerous, and our work 
becoming recognized as a fixed institution.”

RAMACUÀNDRÀPUKAM.

During July and August, 1892, Rev. A. A. McLeod was confined 
to his room, and most of the time to his bed, with a severe attack of 
fever. In April and May, 1893, Mrs. McLeod was laid so low with 
nervous prostration that her recovery seemed doubtful. The only hope 
lay in getting away from the heat of the plains. On the 15th of May 
she was removed to Bangalore. The change has proved helpful, and it 
was hoped she would be able to return to her home in September or 
October. Our warmest s) mpathy is extended to our brother and sister 
in their afflictions.

This is another of our new stations, though the field is not 
altogether a new one, and thus lays upon the missionary the burden of 
building operations, in addition to his direct work of evangelizing. 
There are three churches on this field, one of which has been organ­
ized during the year. Sixty were baptized during the year, making the 
membership of the churches 364.

During the year Mr. McLeod took on two new preachers, one 
teacher and two Bible women. These, he says “are being supported by 
private funds, the mission funds at mydisposal being sufficient to support 
the old staff only.” He adds, “ There are about 20 more promising open­
ings where I could place workers at once if I had the money to support 
them. Last week I had to refuse to employ five experienced Christian 
workers because I had not the money to feed them. At the present 
rate of exchange $30 a year would support a teacher ora preacher— 
not a large amount, hut largo enough to give the gospel to ten or fifteen 
heathen villages for one year.” Besides the regular force the missionary 
had eleven lads from the Seminary during the holidays teaching in differ­
ent villages. As he puts it, these lads would get more from the work 
than the work would get from them, but the drill would fit them for 
more efficient service in the future.

Mr. McLeod spent 122 days in touring over his broad field with 
its 260 villages and about 260,000 people.

i
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SAMULCOTTA.

No department of our work is more important than the training 
of native Christians to he efficient workers among their own people. 
The Rev. J. R. Stillwell and his wife and Miss Hatch, with native 
associates, have been doing an excellent work in the Seminary in this 
regard. There were 78 students in attendance last year. Mr. Still­
well says, the faithful and painstaking work of the four teachers 
in the secular department was shown in the good standing of the pupils 
at the yearly examinations. In addition to the secular work there were 
the usual theological and Bible classes. These were taught by the 
principal, Miss Hatch, and M. Jaganaikalu. In the theological class 
were six men all of whom were graduated at the close of the year.

We are glad to have with us to-day, at home an furlough, a repre­
sentative of the teaching staff of whom Mr. Stillwell writes :—“ Miss 
Hatch continued in charge of the senior Bible classes, besides making 
her influence felt in many other ways. She has been connected with 
the Seminary for rather more than four years, during which long period 
she gave her best to the work. She is now enjoying a well-earned rest 
in the home land.”

Among others who gave addresses to the students during the year, 
the principal mentions Jonathan Burder, the able and eloquent pastor 
of the Cocanada Telugu Church, who gave a lecture on the method and 
matter of village preaching, a subject that few can handle as well 
•s he.

The conduct of the students during the year was good, with the 
exception of four who had to be expelled.

“ During the year plans were also maturing looking toward the 
organization of the Seminary into two schools, namely, a Boarding or 
Secular school, and a Theological school. With the beginning of this 
year (July, 1st, 1893) this has been effected. Exclusive of day pupils 
and students from other missions, there are in the hoarding school 74 
pupils, and in the Theological school, including wives, 30 students, 
making a total of 110. Five years ago the bungalow was shared by the 
missionary and the school, classes reciting in every part of the build­
ing ; to day we have class rooms accommodating troth the secular and 
the theological school. There were then one Christian and two Hindoo 
teachers ; there are now three Christian men teaching in the theologi­
cal school, whilst a fourth is preparing for the work by further train­
ing, and five Christian men in the boarding school Then the students 
were living in thatched houses in the same compound with the mission­
ary ; now they and the teachers have their own separate compound, 
there lining five excellent tiled teachers' houses, ten tiled houses of 
stone and mortar for the boarding boys, and 24 tiled houses for fam­
ilies. During these five years graduates and partial-course men have 
been sent out and are now preaching the Gospel to their countrymen 
on almost every field in the two missions.”

VUYYURU.

In his abundant labors on this tield the Rev. J. G. Brown has had 
the joy of seeing much fruitage.

To begin with building operations—he has had constructed in the 
mission compound a chapel, a preachers’ house capable of accommodat­
ing three families, a well, and a cçok-house, containing a go-down with 
stable rooms in the rear. Two valuable chapel school-houses have 
been built in other parts of the field.

Mr. Brown says of touring, “This is hard but joyful work, the 
true missionary’s 4 native air.’ Al>out 70 days only have been spent 

tour. This might easily have been doubled, but for sickness in the 
home, great rains and floods, and especially building operations in the 
compound. One of the tours was especially memorable. Away among 
the Eastern Ghauts in the Nizam’s Dominions is a little band of real 
Baptist Christians belonging to my tield, numbering about 90 souls. 
To see these dear people your missionary travelled 20 miles by cart, 25 
by rail, and many miles on foot. We received a royal welcome, and 
our tour over the villages was a memorable one. Forty persons were 
baptized from one village, seven from another, from another two. and 
from another thirty. In the latter a great work of grace had been 
done through our evangelist Yacob. The whole palem seemed turned 
to Christ, and many made application for baptism, who, for want of 
instruction were asked to wait until a future occasion. On the morn 
ing of our departure, just before we conducted a little open air service, 
the people searched their houses and brought out their idol gods. 
They piled them all in a heap, and, with their fullest consent, the 
evangelist Yacob, who had taught them the way of life, broke with a 
large stick their idols into splinters. Having no more use for liquor 
they sold the little grove of palm trees near the village from which 
they formerly made their toddy, and with some of the money pur­
chased a house for their teacher. 1 have placed in this village my 
only Seminary graduate for this year, who, 1 hope, in time may prove 
himself worthy to become the pastor of all the Christians in that 
region.”

Into the fellowship of the four churches on this tield 143 converts 
were baptized last year. Discipline has been found necessary, and G2 
were excluded for various causes. The churches have made progress 
in the matter of giving. Mr. Brown says : 44 No part of my 
occupies my thought more than this. Self-support is the goal 
after. The amount given by my Christians surprises many mission­
aries but it does not begin to satisfy me.”

.. . t„he, *ast day of 1892 our missionaries left the little, old 
thatch-roofed house of sun-dried bricks to the white ants, the bats and 
the rats, and moved into the commodious, comfortable and favorably 

mission house, though it was not yet quite finished
With the move, ’ says Mr. L----- , “ we seemed to take a new lease

ot life, and our health has since been uniformly good.”
In October, 1892, the spirit of the faithful and loving preacher 

David, passed away. On December 4th, the missionary baptized two 
men. One had been his house servant for more than a year ; he gave 
clear evidence of a new heart ; when the usual opportunity was given

t)
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at the weekly prayer-meeting to confess Christ, he came forward and 
with intense emotion read a short prayer, which is translated by Mrs. 
Latiamme as follows : “ 0 Lord of hosts, whom innumerable
panies of angels praise, saying, 1 Holy, holy !’ hallowed be Thy name on 
the earth. May Thy Kingdom come to us. My Father ! having 
known the truth since many days, I now through Jesus Christ, the 
true way, without shame, and with tny whole mind, confess Thy 
before Thy servant, Rev. Laflamme and before the people gathered 
here. As I have received this blessing, so, 0 Lord, bless these 
bled here who do not believe. Although they know Thou art the true 
God, give them yet more understanding. And as thou hast taken all 
fear from my heart, so wilt Thou take all fear and the love of the world 
from all hearts, that without fear they may receive Thy kingdom into 
their hearts. This I !>eseech Thee through the name of Jesus Christ.
Amen.” “His prayers,” says Mr. L------, “in our weekly meetings
have manifested the ripeness of an old Christian and he has altogether 
proved so satisfactory, that I suggested to him that perhaps God had 
a higher calling for him than that of a house servant.” He is now in 
the Seminary.

There will be found appended to this report, when printed in the 
Year Book, tables of mission statistics, a mission directory and the 
approved estimates for the coming year.

In conclusion, your Board desires to earnestly commend this 
work, which has never been so promising as it is to-day, to the deepen­
ing sympathy, and enlarged support of all our churches. God grant

students, village schools, books and tracts, $85 ; Samulcotta Seminary 
—Miss Hatch’s salary,$500; teachers,$375; students’ support, $950 ; 
books and tracts, repairs and miscellaneous, $225 ; Vuyyuru—Bible 
women, Seminary students, village schools, books and tracts, $195 ; 
Women’s Work for Women—Akidu, $660 ; Tuni, $450 ; Samulcotta 
Bible Work, $80 ; Cocanada School, $1000 ; Cocanada Zenana Work, 
$610 ; Total, $6,010.

This offer was 
gratefully taken advantage of, 5000 boxes being ordered and advertised 
to be procured at the Book Room, or from Miss Stark, President of the 
Bureau of Missionary Information.

Through the Rev. O. C. S. Wallace, an unknown friend expressed 
to the Board a willingness to contribute $200 toward the $500 required 
for providing a missionary boat for Miss Stovel, of Akidu, on condi­
tion that the balance should be raised by our women as an extra 
effort. The offer was gratefully accepted by the Board, and the neces­
sary $300 has since been collected and paid over.

The following appropriations were made for the year :—Seminary 
students, $200 ; village schools, $870 ; books and tracts, $240 ; Bible 
women, $160 ; Samulcotta Seminary, $1,550 ; Woman’s work, Akidu 
$700; Tuni, $550; Cocanada, $1000 ; Cocanada, Zenana, $910. Total
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for India on regular work, $6 200. Miss Hatch’s furlough allowance 
and probable passage to India, $710; home expenses $79. Total $7,000.

As this is equal to the total amount raised last year, including 
$000 extra for the treat, it was felt that the Board could not under­
take more at present, hut would make a special effort to raise $600 for 
girls’ dormitories, and $100 for widows’ quarters, to be paid as soon as 
we are able to do so.

A resolution was passed by the Convention encouraging the Board 
to go forward and enlarge the work for the coming year. A hearty 
vote of thanks to the ladies of Hamilton was passed. Next Conven 
tion to be held in Jarvis St., Toronto.

The appropriations made by the Board at its annual meeting 
$700 lee* than the income of the previous year. This was done in the 
hope that the society might be able this year to send out and support, 
another missionary in India.

We fear that our young friends in the Ba-.ds are losing sight of 
India’s children and students, for the income from them is more than 
$150 short of last year.

The returns from the Associations show 208 Circles, of which only 
206 have reported to the Treasurer. Of these only 79 have come up 
to the standard of one dollar a year for Foreign Mien ions, seven have 
given $2 and over per contributor, three have given $3 and over, one 
has given $5 per contributor, but as this Circle only reports two contri­
butors and 200 women in the church, it is not a fair estimate.
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Ninety three Circles have increased their offerings to Foreign 
Missions, sixteen have given the same as last year, and 67 have given 
less, and others have reported too late

A number of new Circles have been organized this year.
Again has the Board been disappointed in its hope of soon having 

a medical lady on the Akidu field. In January the resignation of 
Miss May Macdonald as a prospective missionary was unanimously 
accepted.

Miss Hatch has been in India nearly seven years, and has been 

connected with the Seminary for rather more than four years—years 
which she has filled with service of all kinds—teaching—Sunday 
school work—village work - -correspondence with Circles and Bands, 
besides making her influence felt in many other ways.

Mias Buakerville and the Cocanada Girls’ School.—The school is 
larger than ever before—there are over 50 boarders. It engages all 
Miss Baskerville’s attention and strength, so that she has been obliged 
to give up visiting in the Malapillys. Her heart has been made glad 
in the conversion and baptism of ten little girls from the school.

In the two Sunday schools under Miss Baskerville’s charge, 
although the attei dance is not large, the children have learned a great 
deal of Scripture truth.

Mias Simpson and Zenana Work.—Miss Simpson has treated 1029 
patients, made 149S visits in town, had 3987 women hearers ; 34 new 
houses have been opened to her in Cocanada, making 186 to winch she 
has entrance, and 64 visits to villages have been made. These figures 
speak for themselves ; no comment is needed.

Miss Simpson reports the caste girls’ school as very encouraging 
workers show encouraging progress ;

Miss Gibson reports no difficulty in getting into the houses, -nd, 
rule, has had good audiences.

This new 
Her began in July last. In course of time, when there arc boys 
boarding8schools at the various stations, this boarding school will be 
dropped8and the theological school alone will remain. Hereafter the

the boarding school corresponds with that given in the first two years 
of the theological school, so that approved primary men are admitted 
into the theological year, and lower secondary men into the third 
theological year* The object of the boarding school is to prepare 
teachers That of the theological school is to prepare evangelists and 
paTtors Christian boys and children of members in Baptist churches 
are admitted into the boarding school ; approved men only are admitted 

into the theological school.”
Bible Women.—There are over twenty Bible women now busy at

work on the various fields.
Miss Stovel reports five Bible 

Miss Rogers reports three.
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On Peddapuram field, Mr. Walker has Rebecca and an assistant 
for Rebecca, and Subbamma, a young widow, who requires care anil 
protection, and cannot be sent to work alone. Rebecca is a plain- 
spoken woman, who draws her bow with a steady, strong hand, anil 
her arrow flies with unfailing effect and irresistible force.

Vuyyuru—Mr. Brown reports the work of Jane and Veerama . 
“Jane is clever and attractive and can read, Veerama is very earnest, 
bold and pious, but cannot read.” However, with commendable zeal, 
she has been learning a good deal of the Bible by heart. Veerama 
with her nephew has occupied Pelavaram and its surrounding villages, 
preaching the Gospel to many women, on hard soil, but with encourage 
ment.

Mr. Barrow reports two in Narsapatnam field—Anna and Sarah 
Anna’s work has, except a visit to a village eight miles away, where 
she found many women eager to listen to the words of life, lain in 
Dhermasagram, where a few hearts and homes are open to her. She is 
not strong, so can not visit other villages ; she can read well, but can 
not write. Sarah was formerly teacher of the only village school on 
this field. She has proved herself an excellent Bible woman ; her 
knowledge of Scripture is exceptional for a native Christian woman.

Mr. McLeod reports noble work done by three Bible women at 
Ramachandrapuram, and hopes to employ six or seven next year.

The Conference has asked for <100 toward building widows’ 
quarters in Cocanada. As widows seldom marry again, it will be a 
great advantage to train them for Bible work. It will also be a real 
blessing to them to have a home and education.

Village Schools.—These are chiefly for the benefit of the children 
of native Christians. About sixty six are reported as having lieen 
conducted during the whole or a part of the year. The attendance has 
varied from one to forty-three scholars. In some places the work has 
been very satisfactory, in others quite the contrary. In one or two 
places the school has been directly under the oversight of the wife of 
the missionary ; in these the children have done remarkably well. A 
few schools have had the good fortune to have trained teachers, others 
have been taught by the wives of native pastors, or by Seminary 
students during vacation.

One hindrance is the lack of trained teachers, yet these schools 
are very important, for from them must come the girls for lxmrding 
schools and the students for the Seminary—the future Bible women 
and preachers and teachers. In many cases these schools have been a 
means of opening a door into the hearts of the people for the preaching 
of the Gospel. In them the children are well instructed in Scripture 
truths, and may lie heard going along the streets singing, “ Nothing 
but the blood of Jesus,” “ Behold God’s love.” Their mothers, many 
of whom go out to do daily cooly work, may be heard singing the same 
hymns while preparing mortar, carrying bricks, etc. More school
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MISSION BAND REPOB.T.

Since meeting together last fall one who served well and faithfully 
as Mission B ind Secretary has been called home and the work has 
been undertaken by another, who as yet feels very new and strange to 
it. If this report appears incomplete your indulgence is asked, trust­
ing that by next year, having Irecome better acquainted with the duties 
of secretary, it may be more satisfactory.

The returns from the Bands shows an increased interest and 
attendance, and are on the whole cheerful and encouraging, some few 

depressed, others again who have not done much this year are 
looking for greater results next year.

Of the 124 B inds 99 have reported as against 104 last year, the 
main difference being in one association from which I have had but 

report. In only six associations have all the Binds reported.
The 99 Binds represent 3848 members, 719 more than the 104 

Bands of last year, but while the numbers are greater there has been 
a falling off on the total receipts.

The money has been divided as follows, Home Missions, $502.15 ; 
Foreign Missions, $1281.02 ; these are the amounts received by the 
respective treasurers.

Last year the Bands were about $58 short of the amount needed 
for Mr. Grenier’s salary ; this year they may indeed claim him as their 
own missionary, having raised somewhat more than the required $500

Although the contributions to Home Missions have improved 
those to Foreign have fallen behind. The pyramids provided by the 
Foreign Board have proved attractive, several Binds report increased 
contributions through them. In the Boston Band three Life Member­
ships are mentioned, one for Mrs Henry Barber by her husband, but 
I have received no applications for certilicates for the other two.

Twenty live Sunulcotta and 21 'Jocanada students have been 
supported Icy Bands during the year ; besides others taken by Circles 
and individuals there are a number of boys and a few girls still unap­
propriated.

Those sending money to the treasurers should be careful to 
tion the object for which it is intended, and please note that the 
money for Grande Ligne should be sent through the Home Mission 
Ireasurer, Miss Dryden, as if sent to any one else it is not credited in 
her report.

We are sorry to lose these efficient and faithful members who have 
been mainly influential in planting Circles and Bands in nearly every 
church and mission station in tin ir Association. Another member, 
Mrs. McDonnell, has left us for a residence in the Maritime Provinces.

We cannot compare the third, owing to 
imperfect returns. Five new Circles have been formed during thei
year.

The four Sunday schools are carried on as during last year, 
•losiah liurder, a brother of the late C. Burder, superintends two of 
them. The caste girls’ school, opened in November, reports progress, 
several of the girls now being able to read New Testament stories, to 
sing Christian hymns, and have been taught the catechism. As a 
result, some of them are afraid to worship idols. May they soon 
worship the true God ! The day schools of Madigapella and Malapilly 
have been merged into one under charge of Susannah, who is doing 
there a good work. The discouraging feature is the irregular attend­
ance, traceable to the indifference of the parents.

The Bible women all speak hopefully of their work, though 
times carried on under difficulties. The inattention and carelessness 
of the hearers, the distraction of other visitors, and the inability to 
master the texts given, makes the work at times discouraging, but they 

content to leave it all in the hands of our Lord, who will give the 
result His blessing in His own good time.

One missionary, besides the hour spent daily in the caste girls 
school, and oversight of the Bible women and their work, tries to 
increase opportunities for working in new houses by her daily work 
among the sick who come to her every morning. In all, during the 
year, 1,027 patients have been treated. To sum up the visits made, 
we find : Number of visits, 1,498 ; number of women listeners, 3,987 ; 
number of new houses, 34 ; number of visits to villages, 64 ; number 
of women and children listeners, 1,352.

AK1DU GIHL8’ SCHOOL.

This school reports a large increase in attendance, now numl>ering 
thirty-five pupils. The advance in scholarship is good, many promo­
tions taking place, resulting from the five-days' examination at the end 
of the term. Mrs. Craig especially commends the sewing in the 
various classes ; that of the second class in particular could not be 
equalled by many little girls of the same age in Canada. With devout 
thankfulness we hear that, in May, four of the pupils, after full proof 
of their trust in Christ as their Saviour, were baptized and admitted 
to the church.

112
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TONI GIRLS* SCHOOL.

This school has had, in some ways, a most trying year, 
school is now in progress with nineteen pupils. The examination held 
by the inspector shows good progress in scholarship.

In the schools in Akidu and Tuni we owe a deep debt of gratitude 
to the wives of the missionaries at these stations, who take the over­
sight, of the schools and teach the Bible classes. I beg to bring this 
matter to your attention, lest we become so used to the idea that the 
schools /ill march of themselves, that we forget how much 
indebted to these devoted ladies for their efficient care of this part of 
our work.

I regret that I am unable to give definite figures regarding the number 
of Bands now in working order, with the membership belonging to 
them.

The Bands, except in a few instances, failed to respond to my 
request, so my report has to take the form of condensed information 
from the many letters received during the year from the secretaries 
and other friends of the Bands.

On receiving the I looks pertaining to my office from your late 
Superintendent, 1 found the names of fifteen Mission Bands recorded. 
These were located at : Barnston, Brockville, Clarence, Dix ville, 
Morrisburg, First Church, Montreal, Osgoode, Osnabrück Centre, First 
Church, Ottawa, Perth, Papineauville, Rockland, South Gower, Thurso 
and Tayside.

To these have been added the “ Sunshine Band,’’ of Grace Church. 
Montreal, which was organized in December, 1892, with fifty-three 
members. They have chosen to support one of the girls in the Akidu 
Boarding Set ool. This Band meets once a month, before Sunday 
school Teachers and scholars are alike interested in the work, and 
the President feels greatly encouraged. “ Little Sunbeams ” Band, of 
Point St. Charles, Montreal, are also supporting one of the Akidu 
girls. South Indian Band are supporting K. Delama, of the Turn 
School. A recent letter from Mrs. Garside contains the good news 
that this little girl has been baptized this year. Quebec City Mission 
Rand are supporting an Akidu student. Concession Street Church

Mission Bund, Ottawa, are supporting a student at Samulcotta. Car 
leton Place Mission Band are supporting a girl at the Tuni School, 
and “ Willing Workers,” of Allan’s Mills, are supporting a student at 
Samulcotta.

Some of these Bands were organized before this year commenced 
but had not lieen reported or entered on the roll.

The Brockville Band are supporting two girls at Tuni this year 
instead of one as in previous years, an evidence of increased interest 
and missionary zeal.

Sawyerville Band reports about twenty members, some of them 
young ladies who have grown up in the Band, but who have not out 
grown their interest in it, as well as smaller boys and girls. Bach 
member pays twenty live cents a year, and nearly all have mission 
barrels also.

Mrs. Baker, Sawyerville, also writes to me that a new Band was 
organized in August, at Bulmer, with twelve members.

The “ Young Help"rs,” of Perth, report 39 members, boys and 
girls. The funds are raised by monthly collections and mite boxes. 
This Band was organized in 1886 and have been supporting a girl in 
Tuni.

The “Cheerful Gleaners,” of Ottawa First Church, were organ­
ized in 1884, and have given $17 a year to Foreign Missions, and the 
same amount to Home Missions ever since. For the last three years 
they have also given $5 to Grande Ligne. No regular fee is charged 
for memliership. Collections are taken at the monthly meetings, and 
mission l>arrels are kept by most of the members, and opened at the 
June and Decemlier meetings. Seventy names are on the roll, with 
an average attendance of about fifty. The Band are supporting D 
Lydia, of Tuni, at present. A Flower Mission was organized last year, 
and flowers and fruit have lieen sent to the sick in the church and 
hospital. A temperance pledge has been signed by nearly all of the 
older members of the Band. The amount raised by mission barrels

Of the student enrolment proper, 103 were in the regular college 
classes, 6 in music only, and 29 in art only. The students in residence 
were 54, 52 and 41, for the respective terms. The total average 
attendance in the school for the year was 110, against 106 the previous 
year.

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The gross enrolment in all the departments was :—At the Uni­
versity, 100; at Woodstock, 131 ; at Moulton, 138. Total, 369.

Appended is a statement of the students in attendance on the 
several classes in the University for the past year.

With few exceptions, the students in all the departments have 
worked with fine spirit and even enthusiasm. This earnestness in study 
has been most marked in the case of students who are members of regular 
classes. In the Theological classes, those who had the preparation of 
a liberal education were easily distinguishable by their power in study 
and carefulness in thinking. The Chancellor’s intimate knowledge of 
the students of the University proper, enables him to say that, all in 
all, he does not suppose that any body of students'in Canada, of kindred 
rank, were more worthy of special commendation in respect both of 
conduct and attainments.

The provisions of the Senate respecting the examination and 
classification of students in all departments have been carefully 
enforced, special examiners being appointed to assist in determining 
the standing of those presenting themselves for graduation in any 
department.

The oversight of the students resident in McMaster Hall and the 
adjacent house, by means of an Executive Committe of students 
associated with the Chancellor, has worked well. The good order and 
conduct of the students has not suffered by the removal from the Hall 
of a resident professor.

The moral tone and spiritual life of the students of the several 
departments have been of first concern to the several Faculties. The 
Day of Prayer for Colleges was observed with proper solemnity, and the 
results were especially marked in the University and at Woodstock. 
Before the year closed there was evidence that every student in the 
University was a Christian. There were conversions also at Wood- 
stock and Moulton, and the missionary spirit has not been absent. 
More than usual activity in Christian work was manifested by the

For the first time the Senate issued the past season a Diploma in 

Music to those students of Moulton College who had completed the 
course of instruction prescribed for instrumental music. Persons 
holding this Diploma may enter the final year of the Toronto Conser­
vatory
musical courses at Moulton in connection with one of the regular 
College courses by adding the necessary time, and thus graduate in 
both courses ; but no student is allowed to graduate in music who has 
not completed at least the full equivalent of two years of College work, 
the Bible study being required of every student. A Course in Vocal 
Music has also been prescribed.

During the year, a few re-adjustments have been made in the 
Arts Course and in the Courses in Theology, as experience has shown 
to be desirable. The most important of these is the addition of another 
year in the study of the English Bible for all students in Theology. 
The organization of a single University Faculty has made this addition 
possible, and the Senate and Board are gratified that they have been 
able to meet so fully the often expressed desire for a stronger course 
in the English Bible.

The Senate, with the concurrence of the Board, has also provided 
that persons engaged in the pastorate who have not enjoyed opportu­
nities of special theological study, may, on notice being given in advance 
to the Chancellor, board and lodge in McMaster Hall from May 7th 
to May 30th in any year, having the free use of the library, with 
special lectures in Homiletics, English Bible, Theology, and Church 
History. It is hoped that full advantage may be taken of this 
provision by those who have not had theological training, or may be 
unable to attend the regular sessions of the University.

The Senate has, during the year, proscribed and published upwards 
of thirty courses for the degree of M.A., and with the concurrence of 
the Board, has provided that, bn the prescribed notice being sent to 
the Chancellor, persons desirous of taking any of these courses may 
board in McMaster Hall from May 7th to May 30th in any year, have

Attendance is not compulsory for this degree but the Faculty are 
desirous of placing the advantages of the l/niversity as fully as 
practicable wUhin the reach of all.

The foregoing are the important facts of the year which seem to
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the Senate and the Board necessary to be embraced in this report. 
They indicate improved organization and growing efficiency in our edu­
cational work. The success which is attending the organization of the 
University is very gratifying, and even beyond that which the Senate 
and Board had ventured to cherish. It is now clear beyond all question 
that McMaster University is to meet a want hitherto unsupplied in 
efforts in behalf of Christian education. The importance of its work 
cannot be estimated. It can hardly be overstated. The number and 
quality of students seeking a liberal education are all that could be 
desired. They are the flower of the youth of our denomination.

It is clear, also, from the facts presented, that all who have influ- 
among us should make it their concern to bring home to our 

people the advantages of Christian education, as offered at Woodstock 
and Moulton, over that offered elsewhere, for their children who leave 
home to attend school. As soonas the University shall send out in any 
goodly numbers its graduates, we shall have—as we now have in its 
students—enthusiastic advocates of our academic schools for young men 
and young women. But one need not be a student or a graduate to 
der great service in this behalf. A thoughtful consideration of the 
claims of Woodstock and Moulton by all our ministers and capable lay­
men, will result in their influence being used in their several churches 
and communities to induce parents to give their sons and daughters to 
these schools. These colleges may not hope to compete with high and 
collegiate schools in the matter of cost to the student, but as to the 
quality of training given, which shall tell upon the life and character 
of the student, they offer immeasurable advantages. These must be 
more effectively impressed upon our people by all interested in the work 
of Christian education committed to us. Under such conditions it is 
believed that neither Woodstock nor Moulton Colleges will lack for 
students. It is surely full of meaning to us as a people, and something 
to give thanks for, that to-day there are some 130 ministerial students 
in our University proper, and at Woodstock, men who have been en­
couraged by the Ministerial Committee to go forward in preparing 
themselves for the Christian ministry. Many have prayed for this, 
and the answer to their prayers should stimulate us to press on yet 
more earnestly in the work we have undertaken. Our work is as 
broad as the needs of our people, and the Divine approval is given by 
enlarged numbers for the service of the ministry.

An Act to amend the Charter of McMaster University.
An

I IT HERE AS it has been represented by the petition of McMaster University, VV that since the incorporation of the said University the Arts College has 
been established in Toronto, and that it has been found conducive to the interests 
of the University to have one university faculty in lieu of separate faculties in 
arts and theology, and further that since the incorporation of the said University 
the work of female education has been discontinued in Woodstock ( ollege, and 
that Moulton College has been established in Toronto as the academic depart 
ment of said University so far as female education is concerned ; and whereas 
the said University have prayed for the amendments of the saiil charter hereby 
made ; and whereas it is expedient to grant the prayer of the said petition.

Therefore Her Majesty by and with the advice and consent of the Legisla­
tive Assembly of the Province of Ontario, enacts as follows

I. Section 11 of the Act passed in the oOth year of Her Majesty’s reign, 
intituled An Act to incorporate UcHaster University, is repealed and the follow­
ing section substituted therefor.

II. The senate of the said University shall be constituted as follows
(a) The members of the board of governors.
(1) Six representatives of the University Faculty to be elected by said 

Faculty annually.
(c) Five representatives of the graduates in theology to be elected by the

Alumni Association of such graduates, each for a term of five years, 
retiring annually in rotation.

(d) Five representatives of the graduates in arts to be elected by the
Alumni Association of such graduates in arts, each for the term of 
five years, retiring annually in rotation.

Should the graduates hereafter organize a University Alumni Asso­
ciation. in lieu of separate associations, such University association 
shall thereafter elect such ten representatives, only graduates in 
theology being entitled to vote for representatives of the theological 
graduates, and only graduates in arts being entitled to vote for 
representatives of the arts graduates.

(e) Two representatives of the teachers of Woodstock College to be elected
by such teachers annually.

(/) Two representatives of the teachers of Moulton College to be elected 
by such teachers annually.

In addition to the senate as above constituted for the general purposes 
of the University, the following shall be members of the senate, so 
far as the work thereof concerns the theological course, with the 
same powers and rights as other members of the senate as to matters 
pertaining to such theological course,

doubtless, but they are a small minority. Besides, few evangelical 
Protestants know how far among Roman Catholics religion is divorced 
from moral rectitude. There is besides a great deal of scepticism, 
among the men of the educated class, as the Canada Revue has
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abundantly revealed, but it is counterbalanced by the bigoted educa­
tion of the women in our enormous and increasing convents. This 
combined with the comparative ignorance of the masses, make it a 
difficult work, but nowhere that we know of is there so successful a 
work in a Roman Catholic country as in the Province of Quebec. If 
we take into consideration the many obstacles in the way, the diversity 
of Protestant denominations being one of them, we cannot but feel 
grateful that God has so greatly blessed this enterprise, begun in His 
spirit by our old missionaries, and carried on in the same spirit by 
their successors and converts.

Ayer, Of late, very remarkable openings have been made in Maskinongé, 

8orel, in the Ottawa Valley, and elsewhere. In many of the parishes 
the people are restive under the yoke of ecclesiastical laws and clerical 
despotism. Thfey are becoming bolder, and here and there dare to 
bring their priests before the courts. This is a new and striking proof 
of independence in its frequency and magnitude, forcing open 
doors to our laborers. Maskinongé has remained firm, Sorel has for a 
few days imprisoned our colporteur, but the truth has gone out with 
him more free and more powerful than ever to break away the fetters 
from the souls of the people.

Besides the work of evangelization by evangelists, colporteurs, 
and Bible women in many localities, the Gospel has been regularly 
preached in our different stations, with a good many special services. 
Our churches have more than kept their own, notwithstanding 
emigration, as baptisms have been administered in connection with 
all of them, the aggregate being for this year, thirty-seven baptisms.

At the centre of our operations and influence, our school, the 
Feller Institute at Grande Ligne, has been in excellent order, the 
only drawback being the impaired health of our young principal 
during the session in May last, after having eleven of its pupils 
baptized, and sending three of them as laborers on the mission field. 
The largest number of its pupils during the scholastic year was 122, 
and it now opens (3rd of October), with such a large increase that 
rooms have to be hired at the neighbors to accommodate them, and we 
do not know how many more may apply for admission.

We have largely used the press in different ways during the year, 
and in nowise perhaps, more effectively than in publishing the Maski­
nongé letters, in French and in English. We trust that they will 
help continuing the work begun in Maskinongé, as they are exten­
sively read, and we are glad to say that they will have the honor of 
being translated by a missionary of the City of Mexico, for the work of 
evangelization there ; so that in a larger sense than ever, our mission 
is working for the whole of this Northern Continent.

TWENTY-NINTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE SUPER­
ANNUATED MINISTERS’ AND WIDOWS’ AND 

ORPHANS’ BOARD.

Another year has passed, and the fund committed to the care 
and management of this Board has conferred the usual benefits 
on the persons entitled to them. The relief it affords has in some 
measure added to the comfort of a number of people whose declining 
years are not liberally supplied with the necessaries of life, without 
thinking of the luxuries the more favored consider indispensable. 
Many have Braised the Lord for the help of the fund in their time 
of need, and many a prayer has invoked the Divine blessing on 
those whose thoughtful liberality gave it existence, and also on the 
people, whose loving remembrances of past services rendered to the 
cause of Jesus, sustain its efficiency.

To people accustomed to a somewhat luxurious mode of life, 
the help this fund affords may seem insignificant. Not so does it 
appear to those whose circumstances have compelled habits of the 
greatest possible frugality and economy. These, so far from thinking 
lightly of what ekes out a scanty inadequate living, regard the help 
the fund gives as the benediction of God on the last stage of their 
earthly pilgrimage.

Seven old ministers, ten widows, and five or six children under 
fifteen years of age, have participated in the benefits of the fund 
during the year. The amount paid to these annuitants is $1920.

It is with much satisfaction the Board reports its ability to 
discharge all the legitimate claims of the year. Though the prospect 
for money to do this looked somewhat dark last October, it brightened 
as the months passed away, 
us than our fears. While the Board and this Convention rejoice 
in the result, the needy recipients of the relief afforded rejoice still 
more.

Since last annual meeting, is has pleased the Lord of the harvest 
to call one of the beneficiaries of the fund from the toils of His great 
harvest field, to the rest and reward that awaited him in heaven. 
The late Rev. John King, of Dalesville, came from Scotland to 
Canada in 1841, when 22 years of age. After a short time in the 
Baptist College in Montreal, preparing for the work of the ministry, 
he settled with the church in Dalesville, Quebec. For 45 years he 
was a hard working, successful preacher and pastor. With the

exception of a few years spent with the church in Nottield, Glen 
garry, his ministerial life and labors were devoted to the Dalesville 
church. Quite a number of revivals occurred under his ministry, 
precious seasons of ingathering, for which many will praise the Lord 
to eternity. About ten years ago, heart disease laid him aside from 
constant preaching and pastoral work. Perhaps no Baptist minister 
of past time had a more intimate acquaintance with hardship and 
poverty than Mr. King; yet he never turned aside from the work 
to which God had called him, in search of greater comfort in some 
other employment. In October, 1884, he applied for the help he was 
entitled to from this fund, and from that time till his death he 
received $942. His widow still survives to participate in its benefits.

Besides ability to meet all the requirements of the year, there 
is an additional reason for gratitude and thankfulness. It has pleased 
our gracious God to put into the hearts of two of His redeemed people, 
one of whom has passed away, and the other still lives, the desire to 
help and increase this fund. Through their liberality, .*2500 have 
been added to the permanent fund in the Conventional year. Of this 
amount, $1500 is from the estate of the late Hon. Alexander Mac­
kenzie. The bequest became available after the death of his widow, 
and was paid over to the Treasurer of the Board a few months ago. 
One thousand dollars is from a friend in Montreal. This donation 
needs a few words of explanation. The donor had intended, in making 
his will, to leave $1000 to the fund. He changed his mind, and 
decided to make over that amount in his lifetime, and also to give 
$500 to Grande Ligne mission. He held two mortgages on a property 
in Montreal, one for $700 and the other for $800. The property is 
rated for municipal taxation at $4000, and these are the only obliga­
tions against it. These mortgages have three years to run, at 6 per 
cent, per annum, the interest payable semi-annually. He offered to 
make over both mortgages to this fund, on condition that the Board 
agree to pay Grande Ligne mission $500 within a year from the date 
of transfer. After making all needful inquiry about the property, 
assisted by J. S. Buchan, advocate, a special meeting of the Board 
was called and the correspondence read to the members present. 
The investment was considered satisfactory and safe, and the Board 
gladly and thankfully accepted the generous offer. The transfer of 
the mortgages was made to this Board on the 20th day of July, 1893, 
and registered in Montreal on the 24th of August. The original 
documents are in the hands of J. 8. Buchan, advocate, who represented 
the Board in the transaction and took over the mortgages on its 
l>ehalf, and a certified copy has been sent to the Secrete y. The 
expense for searching into the validity of titles, registration, and 
making copies is $12.20, which has to be paid to Mr. Buchan. The 
$500 has been paid to Grande Ligne.

The prospects for money to meet the demands of the coming 
year are much the same as a year ago. There are no new applications,
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and the number of annuitants is the same as last year ; for though 
the Rev. J. King has been called to his rest, his widow takes his 
place on the list. The amount in the hands of the Treasurer for

With what is in thedistribution will appear in his statement, 
treasury, what interest is due on invested capital, and dividend from 
Standard Publishing Company, there will be sufficient for the first 
half of the year. As to what follows, “ Jehovah-jirah, the Lord will 
provide.” He holds in His hand and disposes as Ho pleases, the hearts 
of His people, to whom He has committed the stewardship of what is 
needed for all departments of the work of His kingdom. The Board 
in the discharge of their duties, and the needy beneficiaries find their 
refuge in His loving care, and look to Him, and the liberality of His 
people, for needed supplies.

As the Secretary’s term of service on the Board ends with the 
present meeting, and he does not consider himself eligible for re-elec­
tion, it may be well to state what the fund has done since 1867, when 
it began to confer its benefits on those it was formed to relieve. 
This is most needful, as his acquaintance with past operations of 
the fund is more intimate than that of his successor can be for some 
time to come. It may also furnish a basis for future reckoning, that 
will make it unnecessary to rummage the records of the past 29 years. 
The number of persons helped from the fund since 1867 to the present 
time is 68, exclusive of a considerable number of children under 15 
years of age. Of these, 33 were old ministers, aiyl 24 widows. The 
amount distributed among them is $40,774.04. They represent 42 
families. One widow received only $50, and one old minister only 
$100, or $150 to both, which, deducted from the sum distributed, 
leaves $40,624 to 40 families. This amount if equally divided, giving 
every family the same sum—which from the nature of the case is 
impossible—would give to each $1,015.50. But, as may be expected, 

have received much more, some much less. Those who havesome
drawn from the fund the greatest number of years, have got a large 
amount, while those who have lately begun to draw from it have 
as yet received but little. The capital fund, exclusive of stock in 
the Standard Publishing Company, is about $21,000.

The members of the Board retiring this year are : the Chairman 
(l). Sinclair), George Foster, and the Secretary. Their places have 
to be tilled at this meeting.

Your Committee are glad to report that during the conventional 
year a deeper interest has been manifested in this Society than for 
some years past, and we fondly hope that, as in the beginning of its 
history it was a great help in fostering many weak churches of the 
Province, it may again get back to its old-time vigor and usefulness

We have written frankly and faithfully to those churches 
indebted to the Board which were considered indifferent to their obli­
gations, and the complaint that was made of them at former conventions 
cannot be made this year. Nearly all those churches have done 
something, and many of them, considering their circumstances have 
done nobly.

Among those which have reduced their indebtedness during the 
year, may be mentioned Norwich, Green River, Wiarton, Thamesville 
White Lake, Essex Centre, Grande Ligne, Flesherton, Tara, ICinmnunt’ 
North Lancaster, and Collrorno. There is yet due, up to date, to the 
Society from churches, .«4,500. If only this was paid, we might make 
a grand forward movement in connection with the work of this Board 
which would put hope and cheer into the hearts of many churches 
which are struggling under heavy burdens.

During the year, we have completed a loan of «500 to the Toronto 
Junction Church, and another of «800 to the church at Victoria Ave 
Hamilton We have already before us applications for loans to the 
amount of «2,000, but will be unable to make them.

The number of churches making collections to the Society during 
the year are thirteen, the amount being «57.75. We were exceeding 
glad to receive these contributions as a recognition of awakening 
interest in our work. It is invidious to mention names or to make 
comparisons, yet it may be worthy of note that one church alone 
a fourth of the whole amount, whilst three out of the thirteen e 
half.

TUK BOOK BOOM.

In the Book Department every effort has been made to reduce the 
stock on hand by buying as little as possible over and above what was 
required to till actual orders and to meet the needs of the Sunday 
schools. Though the business of the Book Room does not show a 
profit, it is gratifying to know that the loss has been but $91, after 
allowance for depreciation in stock has been made. This is the smallest 
loss yet had on any year’s business.

It will be seen by the accompanying statement that our merchant­
able stock on hand this year is $4,6i>7, being a reduction of $717.82 

that of last year. Adding the value of shop fixtures to the amount, 
the total stock on hand is $5,050.66.

The cash sales of the year have lieen $5,626.24 ; the credit sales, 
$7,832.91, lieing a gain of $285.27 and $108 b8 respectively over those 
of last year. The total sales of the year are thus seen to be $13,062.23, 
a gain of $396 95. The liabilities are but $309.28, the unpaid current 
accounts of the present month.

In view of the general depression of trade and the competition of 
bankrupt stocks which have been thrown upon the Toronto market, 
this is not a bad showing. It also affurds ground for a hope that under 
normal conditions of trade a moderate profit may lie anticipated.

We are pleased to add that the most of our Sunday schools are 
showing a commendable and gratifying loyalty to our Book Room, 

by purchasing their supplies from its shelves. It is hoped, as our 
Sunday schools generally become better acquainted with our excellent 
stock of library books, and with the favorable terms offered, it may 
eventually have the patronage of all.

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“TI1B CANADIAN BAPTIST."

This year, in consideration of the hard times, it has been thought 
best not to adhere closely to the custom of past years, but to defer for 
a few months the cutting off from the lists the names of subscribers 
over two years in arrears. A discount of 75 per cent., however, has 
lieen made on the 275 subscriptions two years or more in arrears, and 
one of 10 per cent, on all less than two years in arrears This, with a 
discount of 10 per cent, on ledger advertising accounts, makes a total 
deduction from the earnings of the year of $1,294.91. After deduct­
ing this ample allowance for loss on unpaid subscriptions and accounts.

. «
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there is a net profit of $1,165.38 on the business of the Baptist for the 
year. This, added to the proceeds from investments, less loss on Bonk 
Room, gives a total profit on the year’s general business of $1,900 31, 
and permits your Board to declare a dividend of $1,200, to be divided 
among its beneficiaries, while reserving a sufficient sum to meet all 
probable emergencies. This gives $160 to Home Missions ; $450 to 
Foreign Missions ; $90 to Missions in Manitoba and the North-West 
and $300 to Superannuated Ministers' Fund.

Your Board had hoped to have been able to secure for the Baptist 
* circulation of 6,000, thus enabling them to reduce the price to $1.50 
per annum without too much risk. To this end the services of Bro. 
Robert Yule were obtained as general agent. He began his canvas in 
February, and did faithful work for three months, adding over 20U to 
the lists. These, however, did little more than make good the loss of 
old subscribers, and the lists remain but little in advance of last year 
How to increase the circulation of our paper is a serious problem, and 
we can, under the circumstances of the present, only refer it to 
faithful pastors for solution.

The numlier of houses of worship dedicated during the year is 

nearly equal to the entire number within the bounds of the Convention 
before. The churches erecting these houses are : Boissevain, Carman, 
Hartney, Oak Lake, Moosomin, Rosemount, Medicine Hat, Stone­
wall (enlarged), Griswold. These, with the mamiificent structure 
erected by the First Church in Winnipeg, cost about #94,000. Twenty 
four of our churches have now houses of worship. A numlier of other 
churches have purchased lots, and are commencing to build.

SPIRITUAL BLKS3INGR.

The past year Ims been one of great spiritual quickening in our 
churches generally. Gracious revivals were experienced in a number 
of the churches, resulting in a large ingathering of souls ; Indian and 
white man sharing alike the Divine favor. Some of the mission fields 
have advanced toward self-support, and will soon lie able to stand alone.

OUR GE11UAN WORK.

No department of our mission work demands more careful consid­
eration than that amongst the Germans. These enterprising people 
are settled in numerous colonies throughout the country, and no other 
evangelical body is doing regular mission work amongst them but 
ourselves. There are 17,000 Mennonites in one district in Southern 
Manitoba, amongst whom we have no missionary. There are now 
30 000 Mennonites and Germans in the North-West, and large numbers 
coming in annually. We have six Gorman churches and three settled 
German pastors. What are they amongst so many 1 Rev. F. A. 
Petereit, our pioneer German missionary, has been compelled, by the 
failing both of his own and Mrs. Petereit’s eyesight, to seek a milder 
climate. After his departure we found it difficult to direct the German 
work We have now entered into an arrangement with the German 
.Superintendent of Missions for the Western States to visit the Ger­
man’s of our Convention and report to us their needs and the general 
condition of the fields.

SCANDINAVIANS.
During the year a large number of Swedes have settled in the 

country, amongst whom the Baptists are well represented. These 
brethren have appealed to us for assistance and an effort is being made 
to secure a man who will undertake mission work amongst this people.

ICELANDERS.
Large numbers from Iceland are immigrating to the North West 

to take advantage of the opportunity ottered for securing comfortable 
homes There are now about 13,000 of these people in settlements 
throughout our country, and they are only iieginning to come. It is

EDIFICE WORK.

We are exceedingly interested in this work, because we believe 
that as our churches are increased and strengthened, so we shall lie 
able to extend our Foreign work ; the one cannot be carried on with- 
out the other List year it was reported that a loan of 8100 was 
promised to Morden. This was changed to a gift, and paid this year. 
Carman and Moosomin churches have been given 8100 and loaned 8100 
each. Neepawa has been loaned $150, Griswold was given 850 and 
loaned $100. Gifts of 815 each also were given to Griswold and 
Edmonton. Total amount expended, 8880. We have also promised 
to Edmonton 8200 as a gift and 8200 as a loan, and Shoal Lake a gift 
ot 8100 and loan of $100, to lie paid as soon as work is begun. Last 
year 81,000.45 was'expended in this work.

INDIAN WOHK.

This work shows decided progress. Bro. W. H. Prince continues 
to merit our confidence, and Brethren Jos. Hall, Dcffie, Jno. Soinner 
are proving invaluable helpers. Twentyseven have professed conver­
sion, thirteen have been baptized and others are waiting to follow the 
Lord in this ordinance. Five

It has been proved that no mission work yields larger returns for 
the amount expended. This has been especially true of our little 
Baptist mission. We say this humbly, remembering “ It is God who 
giveth the increase.”

You can judge of the desire these people have to hear the “Old, 
old story,” frcm the following: Having heard that Mr. Prince was 
going to make a trip North, some 200 Indians from different Reserves 
gathered together and camped out, anxiously watching for him. After 
some weeks about 100 went home disappointed, but the others 
remained, and in due time had the pleasure of welcoming Mr. Prince 
and listening as he told them of Jesus.

taiThe committee in presenting their third annual report have again 

to note, with a feeling of devout thankfulness, that this important 
department in the work of our churches still continues to show grati­
fying results. The number of schools reporting last year was 370. 
'I his year only 357 report. The number of pupils on the rolls of these 
357 schools is 32,620, being 308 less than the number returned last year, 
which decrease is probably more than accounted for in the fact that 
the number of schools reporting this year is 13 less than last year. 
The average attendance is 23,179, being about 71 per cent, of the total 
null)lier on the rolls. The number of teachers and officers is 3,930, as 
against 3,853 last year, and the attendance in the Bible classes number 
5,198, being 40 more than last year. The returns show that 5,406 
scholars are now members of the church, and 1,272 were added to the 
churches by baptism from the Sunday schools during the year.

We have again to call attention to the result of the work in the 
schools upon the membership of the churches. The total number of 
baptisms in all the churches, according to the returns of the Associa­
tions, is 2,647, and 1,272 of these are from the Sunday schools, being 
48 per. cent, of the whole. This shows how very important the work 
is and how gratifying the results.

The amount collected by the schools during the year was #16,- 
176.76, being a •l -orease of $726 05. Of this amount $1,858 05 were 
contributed to Home Missions, being a decrease of $366,96, and 
$1,964.65 were contributed to Foreign Missions, being a decrease of 
$228. The expenditure for school purposes still continues to be large, 
namely, $13,476.74, being over 83 per cent, of the total amount col-
